JOHN BRIGHT ON TEMPERANCE.
The following letter from John Bright
in regard to the liquor question will
prove of some interest to our readers,
It is dated August 23, from Rochdale,
and was written to a gentleman resid-
ing in Torounto :—

“*‘Dear Sig,—I suppose all .men will
admit that it would be a great blessiny if
the manufacture and sale and use of
drinks which intoxicate were abolished.
The whole question, and its solution,
must depend on spublic opinion, which
may agree to restrictions which are im-
portant, but will for a long time, and
perhaps always refuse the absclute pro-
hitition, which I suppoze you are con-
tending for. It seems to me with us,
and probably with you, that a severe
taxation is almost the enly remedy that
can be adopted with much hope of sac-
cess. By this course we may reduce the
number of houses where the drink is
sold and thus lessen the temptation,
which so many people seem unable to
resist, and at the same time it would add
so the cost of the drink and thus to some
extent diminish the consumption of what
is 80 great a source of mischief. I fancy
youare in advance of us on this ques-
tion. With us only moderate measures
have any chance of success and we must
be content to travel more slowly than is
the case in some parts of your continent
—with you in Canada and with the tem-
perance party in the United States. I
hope with you and with us the temper-
ance cause may prosper. Very truly

Barrels can be made into ottomans
with very good result.

As soon as the house bad been cleared
of the living the work of removing the
dead was begun, and sixty bodies were
taken out by means of the fire escape.
The wounded survivors were conveyed
te the hospital and their number can
not at this time be definitely ascertained,
but it is very large. The total number
of lives lost 1s estimated at 150, but may
exceed that fizure.

The fire started in the flies during the
fourth act of the play. When the tlames
were discovered adrop scene was lowered
to prevent the current of air from in-
creasing the blaze. After this was done
the actors and stage hands threw open a
door to make their escape, when the
draft caused the flames tu burst through
the drop scene and ignite the woodwork
of the gellery.: The flames overtook
the hindmost of the unfortanate people,
who were wedged in the corridor and
stairway, and literally roasted them
alive. There was no escape for them,
the fire being at their backs, and a com-
pact, immovable mass of human beings
in front.

The firemen reached the upper windows
and took out all the people they cauld
find, but most of them were desd, and
many others died soon after they vea
taken out. The surgeons in the hospi
revivad a few persons who were thought
to by dead from suffocation, but at 4

corpses laid in rows on the floor, and
these did not comprise the total numbez
of the dead, as a great many bodies were
burned to ashes in the theater. Some
of the dead were simply suffocated and
not at all mutilated or burned.

Simple
warm water will answer the purpose bet-
ter than anything olse.

11. Never be nlarmed if a living insect
enters the ear. Pouring warm water in-
to the caual will drown it, when it will
generally come to the surface, and can
be easily removed by the fingers. A
few puffs of tobacco smoke blown iutu
the ear will stupefy the insect.

12 Never meddle with the ear if a
foreign body, such as-a bead, button or
seed vnteis it ; leave it absvlutely alone,
but have a physician attend to it. More
damage has been done by injudicious at-
tempts at the extraction “of a foreign
body than could ever come frum its
presence in the ear.

Datch cleanliness is famous, and de-
serves its fame. The Dutch are the
ouly people who live as if cleanliness
were not next to, but a part of, godli-
ness. The traveler, on enteriug his
roowm in an iou, finds the liuen snow-
white, the window-panes transparent a:

Not
less than half adozen, perhans eveu a dozen,
nave attained such swordsmanship with the
Oriental weapon as to be acknowledged cham-
pions, tha title of ‘‘master of the sword” being
bestowed on them Ly universal consent.

1 had shot numercus wild beasts when I was
told by an expert that iny hunting education
was very deficieat, as I could not handle a
cimeter to stop my game. I was told to exer-
cise continually ou a pillar of soft clay, and
