JOHN BRIGHT ON TEMPERANCE.
The following letter from John Bright 

in regard to the liquor question will 
prove of some interest to our readers. 
It is dated August 23, from Rochdale, 
and was written to a gentleman resid­
ing in Toronto :—

.“Dear Sib,—I suppose all men will 
admit that it would he a great blessing if 
the manufacture and sale and use of 
drinks which intoxicate were abolished. 
The whole question, and its solution, 
must depend on «public opinion, which 
may agree to restrictions which are im­
portant, but will for a long time, and 
perhaps always refuse the absolute pro­
hibition, which I suppose you are con­
tending for. It seems to me with us, 
and piobably with you, that a severe 
taxation ia almost the only remedy that 
can be adopted with much hope of suc­
cess. By this course we may reduce the 
number of houses where the drink ia 
sold and thus lessen the temptation, 
which so many people seem unable to 
resist, and at the same time it would add 
to the cost of the drink and tlins to some 
extent diminish the consumption of what 
is so great a source of mischief. I fancy 
you are in advance of ua on this ques­
tion. With us only moderate measures 
have any chance of success and we must 
be content to travel more slowly than ia 
the case in some parts of your continent 
—with you in Canada and with the tem 
perance party in the United States I 
hope with you and with na the temper­
ance cause may prosper. Very truly 
yours, (signed) John Bright.

London, Sept. 4.—The affiliation of 
the English Liberals with the Irish Na­
tionalists has identified more closely 
their mutual arrangements for political 
work during the recess.

If it were not 
for having the 50-caiit duty taken off, 
the advance here would have been 80 
cents. Taking off that duty actually 
•aves consumers 50 cents on the ton, al­
though they pay 25 cents more now.

The simultaneous presence in This city 

of such leading Democrats as Speater 
Carlisle ar.d Congressman Mills, at this 
dull season, has given rise to a good deal 
of tariff talk. Color is given to the re­
port by the fact that the Speaker and hie 
wife are on a prolonged visit to the Pre­
sident and Mrs Cleveland at their coun­
try place. The substance of the tariff 
measure agreed on by the Administra­
tion is said to be a heavy reduction in 
custom duties, the removal of tobacco 
taxe», and non-interference with the 
general internal system, as a compromise 
for cutting; the tariff rates < n the neces­
saries of life In this connection it is 
somewhat significant that the Bureau of 
Statistics has been called upon for figures 
on customs duties, to show where the 
most effective reductions can bn made 
and how the revenues of tha Govern­
ment would be effected thereby.

An International" Commission, com­
posed of three American and three 
Engishman, the former to be chosen by 
Secretary Bayard, will meet in Washing­
ton ere long to discuss the vexatious 
Canadian fisheries dispute, with .the 
purpose of solving the troublesome pro­
blem of the boundary line between Cana­
da and the United State», over which 
there has been a controversy about one 
hundred years. If this matter can be 
satisfactorily settled from an American 
standpoint, it will naturally be regarded 
as a great diplomatic triumph for the 
present administration, which the whole 
country would regard with patriotio 
pride.

* During August Government receipts 
were very heavy, aggregating $35;000,- 
115, against $32,195,326 for the same 
month last year—fully two millions 
more than in August 1886. Internal 
revenue and miscellaneous receipts show 
a corresponding excess and the disburse­
ment a large decrease comparatively.
A statement prepared by the Treasury 
Department shows that during the month 
ot August there was a decrease of $737,- 
870 in the total circulation and an in­
crease of $10;216.200 in the total cash 
in the Treasury.

The Civil Service Commission is con­
sidering a plan for a more uniform class­
ification of the Department clerks ao aa 
to include within the rule* the clerks of 
lower grade—for initance, copyists at 
8600 who are not embraced. It ia the 
Commissioner's desire to remove the 
discrimination now existing by which 
places in one Department are exempt, 
from civil service rules while precisely 
similar positions in another Department 
come under the rules.

It had been heralded forth by some 
irresponsible newspaper correspondents 
that sweeping changes would take place 
in the forces of the Treasury and In­
terior Department on Sept. 1st, hut, aa 
yet, these reports have i.ot materialized 
to any considerable extent, and there 
have only been a few unimportant 
changes.

The city was honored last week by a 
visit from an East Indian Prince—a 
vassal ol the British Queen—who wai a 
conspicuous figure, and attracted general 
attention by hia fine presence and court­
ly bearing at a reception tendered him 
by Secretary Bayard and the fore'gn 
Ministers.

Information comes that the Chicago Board 
of Trade has “started in on a crusade against 
the bucket-shops.”

Laws have 
been enacted to suppress the sho|>s, but in 
xnin, probably for the reason that the public 
fails to see any marked difference between the 
character of much oil the board’s business aud 
that of the bucket-shops.

Bucket-shop gambling is bad enough, but it 
is less detrimental to the community than 
Board of Trade gambling. It does not inter­
fere with the natural course of trade ami 
place artificial prices on the necessaries of 
lifi\ It does not do just enough real business 
to invite people who care for their reputations 
to gamble under cover. It does not lure bank 
officers into losing millions of other people’s 
money, however it may tempt the smaller fry. 
Bucket-shop gambling is but a reflex of the 
semi-masked evil of the Boards of Trade upon 
which, in fact, it bases its existence.

Reports of prices bet u|»on iA the boards be­
come public property when they leave the 
board room, ami the effort to keep telegraph 
companies from sending them to bucket-shops 
that will i>ay for the service will doubtless fait 
This is what the Chicago lsiard is trying to do.

Hour Made Fnr.llwre.

Barrels can be made into ottomans 
with very good result. A Urge barrel 
should tiret be sawed in half, then each 
end covered with heavy Backing, nailed 
securely across in strips to make the top 
as titm at possible. Over the sacking 
put a great deal of exee'eior or hair, 
making a soft seat ; sew this firmly to 
the sacking, and then coyer the top with 
cretonne or whatever material you wish 
to use. When the top is eovered tack a 
deep flounce round the sides, covering 
the edges of the top piece and making « 
full effect on the sides, which is needful 
to take away the rounding-in appearance 
of the barrel: Two ottomans can be 
made from one barrel,' With very little 
trouble or expense, in a abort time, sod, 
when finished, make ornamental ’ pieces 
of furniture.

Pretty, simple corner brackets "can be 
made very easily by ai.y one, of Japa­
nese trays. Buy three trays (those of 
triangular shape), e*ch one just a little 
smaller than tho other, and of courje 
of the same tone of color. Then get 
three bamboo canes, selecting the thinnir 
eat and straightest that caa be pur­
chased. Bore a hole in the ania'l end 
of each trav just large enough for the 
bamboo to fit into tightly, a; otherwhe 
you will have to fasten it at the top with 
wire or clue.

There were 
sea weed bitters which contained no 
sea-weed, sulphur bitters without a 
vestige of sulphur, beef tonics without 
even a suspicion of beef in their com­
position, and hop tonics which were as 
hopless as a dead grasshopper. There 
was one thing which they all contained, 
however, and that waa alcohol. In fact 
one temperance medicine which is ad 
vertiaed a* being without stimulants, 
was found to be nearly half alcohol, 
quite enough to cause even an old back 
number church deacon to go on a wild 
spree and paint the town red. With 
medicine which does not medicate, 
stimulants which do not stimulate, pro 
hibition which does not prohibit, the 
popular solution still remains ; “What 
will you take 1" This is a great country !

For Liquor Drinkers.—The follow­
ing, which we take from the Windsor 
Record refers to a person not unknown 
to some of our Goderich residents :— 
Prof. A. Burkart, Stratford, passed 
thryigh Tilbury Centre the other day, 
and spent Sunday in town. He is 
selling drugs—rank poison- by which 
whiskey can be converted into Holland 
gin rum, or almost anything required 
Some of the fly’uni in town took him for 
Inspector “Lance” Elliott, and Satur­
day night the hotels were closed as tight 
aa an oyater shell. The “Prof." visited 
Comber, Woodslee and Essex Centre, 
and reports a-brisk trade, but was indig­
nant because he was ordered out of the 
Windsor House at Comber. It is quite 
a scheme and is a big direct saving to 
hotels. A small bottle judiciously used 
will be worth $100 to a hotel man, and 
from the prosperous appearance of the 
“Prof,” who ia a stout, elderly man, 
with a gray beard, he ia doing a rattling 
business, and dudes who think they are 
getting the “pure quill" are getting sadly 
left, as their headaches next morning 
testify.

Model tSchool Examiners —At a 
meeting of the,board recently held, there 
were present, the chairman, John E. 
Tom, and Messrs. Mslloch, Turnbull snd 
Halls. Mr. Tom whs re-elected chair­
man toi the current year. The resolu­
tion of the Board passed in 1886, allow­
ing only residents of the county to attend 
the model schools was rescinded. It 
waa resolved that the practical work of 
the candidates be examined by the In­
spectors, who are to devote three days 
to each model school, and that the per 
centage required to obtain a certificate 
be 40 on each subject and 60 of the ag­
gregate. For practical drawing book 6 
is to be completed snd handed in at the 
end of term, certified by the Principal 
of each model school as being the work 
of the candidate, provided there is no 
Departmental regulation to the contrary. 
The secretary was instructed to notify 
each candidate which of the schools 
they are to attend ; any further appli­
cation! to be divided aa nearly as pos­
sible between the two schools. The 
number now allotted is 38 for each 
school. The Board then adjourned.

Mechanics’ Institute.—A meeting of 
the director* waa held on Tuesday 
evening, Thos.

plain gold ring. D. McGillicuddy, on 
behalf of the society, made the address 
on the occasion, and the ring was pre­
sented by Chas. A Nairn, treasurer of 
the aoeiety. The bestowal of the 
souvenir was brought about in this 
wise : So well satisfied wore the mem­
bers of Goderich Caledonian Society 
with the efforts that had been made by 
Manager Stewart to contribute to the 
success of the games, that it was thought 
only right that some token of apprécia 
tion of his services should be made to 
him. For a time all eff.rts to make 
him accept of any acknowledgment of the 
farvicea tendered proved futile, but he 
was finally prevailed upon to accept the 
memento of which he waa the recipient 
Monday evening. His presence on a 
business trip waa taken advantage of by 
hie friends to make the presentation. 
“J. D.,” in reply, atated that he would 
cherish the souvenir as emblematic of 
the circle of friendship which bound 
him to his friends of the Goderich 
Caledonian Society.

The steam'barge Energy, from Wal- 
laceburg, with a cargo of houpe and 
staves for George Rice aud others, 
reached harbor on Saturday, and clear­
ed again on Sunday.

The steam yacht Uarda arrived in 
port on Saturday afternoon, on her 
second visit this season. There was e 
number of ladies and gentlemen on 
board.

Lonoon. Sept. 6.—During the per­
formance of "The Romany Kye" in the 
theater at Exeter last evening the build­
ing was discovered to be on tire. The 
audience became panic stricken and 
madà a frantic rush for the exit», despite 
the heroic effort* of the attaches to 
reassure them and induce them to go 
out quietly. The occupant* of the pit 
engaged in an awful «toggle for egress 
in the narrow aisles. Men and women 
were deliberately knocked down and 
trampled upon by those behind them, 
and hundreds of persons were almost 
entirely denuded in their terrible fight 
for life. The pit was finally cleared, but 
a Urge number of the occupante of that 
port™A of the house were seriously in- 
jured and presented a horrible spectacle 
as they reached the streets The oc­
cupants cf the gallery did not fare so 
well.

There was only one very narrow exit 
from the upper tier, involving the des­
cent of a long flight of stairs, and here 
an a!mo.t indescribably scene of terror 
and slaughter ensued. The rush for the 
staira was terrific, and in a moment the 
entire passageway was blocked, those 
persons who kept their feet being sup­
ported by a solid maee of prostrate hu-' 
minity. The shrieks, groans and curs­
es of the imprisoned, and the trampled, 
the wounded and the dying, were per­
fectly heartrending, but there waa no 
relief, and in a moment scores of men 
and women were either suffocated or 
killed by being trodden upon. A fire 
escape was at last brought to one of the 
gallery windows, and through this medi­
um the pressure was relieved and a great 
many persons were lowered to the 
street.

As soon as the house had been cleared 
of the living the work of removing the 
dead was begun, and sixty bodies were 
taken out by means of the fire escape.
The wounded survivors were conveyed 
to the hospital and their number can 
not at this time be definitely ascertained, 
but it ia very large. The total number 
of lives lost is estimated at 150, but may 
exceed that figure.

The lire started in the flies during the 
fourth act of the play. When the flames 
were discovered «drop scene was lowered 
to prevent the current of air from in­
creasing the blue. After this was done 
the actors and stage hands threw open a 
door to make their escape, when the 
draft caused the flames to burst through 
the drop scene and ignite the woodwork 
of the gellery. ■ The flames overtook 
the hindmost of the unfortunate people, 
who were wedged in the corridor and 
stairway, and literally roasted them 
alive. There was no escape for them, ‘ 
the fire being at their backs, and a com­
pact, immovable mass of human beings 
in front.

The firemen reached the upper windows 
and took out all the people they could 
find, but most of them were dead, and 
many others died soon sfter they werte 
taken out. The surgeon» in the hoepitir 
revived a few persons who were thought 
to bt dead from suffocation, but at 4 
o’clock this morning more than 100 ^ 
corpses laid in rows on the floor, and * 
these did not comprise the total number 
of the dead, aa » great many bodies were 
burned to ashes in the theater. Some 
of the dead were simply suffocated sad 
not st all mutilated or burned.

The occupants of the dreas circles es­
caped without injury, the injured end 
dead being confined to the pit and the 
upper circles. The building was des­
troyed.

One hundred and thirty bodies have- 
been taken out of the theater thus far.
Of these one hundred were men and 
boya, and thirty women. A sc ore or 
more of the injured were taken to the 
hospital and a large number were taken 
to their home.

Last week the barge Pinafore placed 
a boiler on the schooner Ontario, the 
vessel that has ao long been aground in 
the harbor. It is expected that the at­
tempt to pump her out will be iiltceaaful 
this time.

4. Never drop anything into the < a 
unless it hat been previously warmed.

6 Never use anything but a syringe 
and warm water for cleaning the ears 
from pas.

6. Never (trike or box a child's ears ; 
this has been known to rupture the 
drumhead, and cause incurable de»fne»s

7. Never wet the hair, il you have 
any tendency t-> deafness ; wear an oiled- 
snk cap when bathing, and refrain from 
diving.

8. Never scratch the ear with any- 
t'liug but the Huger, if they itch. Do 
not use the head of a pin, hair pins, 
pencil tips or anything of that natuie.

0. Never let the feet become cold and 
damp, or sit with tbe hack towards the 
window, as these things tend to aggra 
vale any existing Sarduess of hearing.

10. Never put milk, fat or any oily 
substance into the ear fur the relief of 
pain, for they soon become rancid and 
tend to. incite inflammation.

GnrÆÆ’^roÿ.iîti-.Kiw

muakotry^ackingr tbe'vdlUige swordsinan and

li^antrT could boast that in long years they 
Evwmiro been defeated no, nut even by

regub^buope. j oooe mw a

FLIRTING IN THE CGRRIDC?®.

Srjir.e time ago the chief clerk of the Treas­
ury Department issued un order prohibiting 
clerks from visiting and promenading the cor­
ridors during business hour*.

The length of the corridors of 
each story extended in a straight line is » 
full quarter mile, and as there are lour stories 
we have a full mile of cotridors, forming with 
their tiled floors, frescoed walls and vaulted 
ceilings a most charming promenade.
