The Plain, Unvarnished,
Critically Correct Talc.

The Daily News in its editorial this 
morning directs attention to what it 
terms the Premier’s" “effectual re­
joinder” and “plain, unvarnished and 
critically correct tale” delivered near­
ly a month ago on the Railway Re­
solutions. This “effectual rejoinder" 
has been so long in making an ap­
pearance that we had forgotten all 
about it. We thank the Editor of the 
Daily News therefore for reminding 
us of it as it enables us to show what 
reliance is to be placed on the 
Premier's “plain, unvarnished and 
critically correct tale."

In the course of his remarks on the 
Railway Resolutions Sir Robert Bond 
referred to the fact that the Govern­
ment had illegally authorized the ex­
penditure of One hundred and fifty 
thousand dollars on the Bonavista 
branch railway line on the plea that 
it was necessary in order to provide 
relief. To this the Premier replied 
as follows. We copy from the report 
of debates published by the Daily 
News: —

Hon. Premier—“Another statement 
made by my Rt. hon. friend of the 
Opposition was that we had spent 
$150,000 for poor relief this autumn.
1 want to take issue with that state- 
ment also. There was not one dollar 
spent on relief."

Sir Robert Bond’s “effective re­
joinder” to this incorrect statement 
was the following letter from the 
Premier to Mr. W. D. Reid which has 
been tabled in reply to a question 
from him and which he read to the 
House.

Prime Minister’s Office,
St. John’s, 
Oct. S', 1909.

Dear Sir.
Following on -the communication 

of the Colonial Secretary of June 
19th, 1909, I have now to intimate to 
you that the Government will be pre­
pared to discuss with you in detail 
the terms of a contract to be entered 
into for the construction of certain 
branch lines of railway in Newfound­
land.

As you, no doubt, are aware, a 
survey party has been in the field for 
some time, and a line has been locat­
ed near Shoal Harbour, in the Dis­
trict of Trinity, and one of the three 
alternate routes has been reported on 
favourably by the Government En­
gineer, and the Government will be 
prepared to adopt that as the route.

Pending the discussion of the de­
tails, and entering into the contract 
above referred to, the Government are 
anxious to have the work of this 
Bonavista branch immediately com­
menced. Owing to the failure of the 
Labrador fishery during the present 
fishing season on several portions of 
the coast, some thousands of our peo­
ple are deprived of the means neces­
sary to support them and their fami­
lies during the coining winter, and 
the Government propose making a 
temporary arrangement and to com­
mence immediately the construction 
of the said Bonavista branch by clear­
ing, grading and ditching the route 
which may he adopted; also to hare 
the sleepers cut to he used in the 
construction of the said branch; the

I shall be glad to have an early re­
ply from you, as, at the best, we can 
now only get about two,months and a 
half work before the winter will be 
upon us.

At the R. C. Cathedral last night 
His Grace Archbishop Howley preach­
ed the fourth Of his series of Lenten 
sermons.

Before beginning the sermon pro­
per His Grace referred to the fact 
that the Presidents of the different 
Catholic Societies had awaited on him 

' and arranged for a systematic process 
of making the church collection on 
Sundays. It was now to be hoped 
that the debt of over $10,000 on the 
church would be more quickly liquid­
ated, so that the collections and the 
money paid out in interest would then 
go to finish the interior of the Cathe­
dral, and make the necessary repairs 
to St. Patrick's. It had been estima­
ted that if every one who attends one 
of the Masses at the Cathedral or St. 
Patrick’s on Sunday’s would give even 
only one cent the collection would be 
$120. At the present time it was less 
.than $80, and at this rate it will be 
a long time before .the balance of the 
debt is cleared off. His Grace ex­
ported the congregation to take all 
these circumstances into account and 
make a greater effort to accomplish 
the liquidation of the debt.

His Grace referred to another sub­
ject which certain information re­
ceived lately from abroad obliged bin 
to warn the people about. From let­
ters and papers received from the 
United States he had been made

pronounce upon the heresy that de­
nied the Divinity of Christ. The 
power of deciding on all such ques­
tions affecting dogma known as the 
Infallibility of tjie Pope is the same 
now as it was in the early centuries. 
His Grace then quoted from the cele­
brated letter of the late Pope Leo 
XIII. as to the faith that is necessary 
to salvation. A distinction is drawn 
between the Body and the Soul of the 
Church. Those who belong to the 
latter while not in visible communion 
with the Church will be saved. The 
mercy of God is great and who will 
seek to limit it or who will dare judge 
btween God and the soul. Then there 
is the question of invincible ignor­
ance. Who will be so presumptous 
as to say that those who lead good 
lives and do their best to find out the 
truth may not be within the “Soul of 
the Church.” Those who obstinately 
and wilfully refused to accept the 
light and the truth were in the class 
referred to in the text above quoted.

At the conclusion of the sermon. 
Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament 
was imparted.
