folly of exacting higher taxation on
the necessaries of life when the cost
of the imports advances.

But this disregard of the living in-
terest of the people is in accord with
the general administration of public
affairs. Public monies are expended
to get a political value of them. Un-
necessary offices have been created to
provide salaries to give a means of
livelihood for certain members of the
Tory party who were elected to sit in
the House of Assembly. Fees are scat-
tered around in the utmost profusion.
Money was spent in all directions
among heelers at Exhibitions. A host
of men have been provided with an
annual salary in connection with an
Agricultural policy, and instead of
creating Elective Boards as promised
that outport settlements might man-
age their own local affairs, money has
been cut up and doled out amongst an
army of special commissioners, a
gross outrage of the solemn pledge of
Sir Edward Morris that a simple and
inexpensive means of electing Road
Boards would be provided that out-
port people might “have a fuller share
in the management of their local af-
fairs.”

The singing of the national anthem
by an audience of three thousand
persons, comprising everybody re-
presentative of Belfast's great indus-
trial, mercantile, civil and religious
community last night brought to a
close the great anti-Home Rule meet-
ing in the Ulster Hall amid a fervor
not equalled even by the anti-Home
Rule Convention of 1892, The meet-
ing renewed the adoption of a re-
solution passed by that convention
protesting against a Home Rule
parliament for Ireland. The supreimne
dramatic moment of the memorable
gathering ‘was the unfurling and pre-
sentation to Sir Edward Carson, chief
propagandist of the banner of ‘King
William of Boyne, amidst frenzied
cheering of the spectators. No pro-
nouncement of. Unionist policy was
made at the meeting. Ulster's watch-
word is: “We will not have Home
Rule,” but none of the various speak-
€rs nar . letters of influential Unionist
leaders* which were read in their ab-
sence attempt to reveal a plan of
resistence, if such plan exists, should
King George sign a Home Rule mea-
sure. The day, however, gave a re-
markable indication of Ulster's de-
termination not to accept Home Rule.
This determination was expressed in
an orderly and enthusiastic manner,
which can hardly fail to provide the
Government with food for serious re-
fleetion. The Weekly Outlook makes
the startling announcement that one-
third of the officers of the British
Army are Irishmen and over 90 per
cent. of them all are Unionist Protest-
ants and that they are now consider-
ing how to resign their commisions
in order to lead Ulster in arms
against Home Rule. Before the com-
mencement of the meeting, a vast
crowd congregated. The hall was
decorated with Union Jacks. The most
conspicious feature of the decorative
scheme was a device stretched across
the front of the platform with big let-
ters which read “We will not have
Home Rule. “The Government has
wrecked the constitution,” said Lands-
downe's letter, “but it also has suc-
ceeded in wrecking its own reputa-
tion.” Recent by-elections have re-
vealed the extent to which it is dis-
credited. In its attempt to wreck the
union it will fail, as its predecessors
failed in 1886 and 1893. The Lord
Mayor of Belfast after reading the
letters moved a resolution denguncing
Home Rule.. There was a dramatic
scene when Carson rose to .speak.
The entire audience stood and cheer-
ed him for several seconds, then bursi
into refrain “For he's a jolly good fel-
low.” Col. Wallace, representing
Orangemen, presented to Cargon the
flag carried to the front by King Wil
liam at the Battle of the Boyne
Amidst the cheering of the audience
Carson holding the flag aloft replie
to Wallace: "I acept this flag as a
Lloken of victory for civil and religiout
liberty. 1| hand it back to you an
ask you to kcep it as a sacred trus!
until we have killed the conspirac
that confronts us.” Capt. Craig, mem-
ber of parllament for County Down
then presented Sir Edward  with
allver cowket, contanining a soroll ol
the covenant and a silver pen with
which Bir Kdward will sign It to=day
Having expressed thanks for the gift
Sir Edward proceeded, "“We are not-
Ing not in deflance but in defence," hc
declared, "We will carry out all that
the covenant means to the very end,
whatever the consequences may be
[ will tell the government with yow
sanction that under no circumstances
will we accept a Home Rule parlia-
ment in Ireland.,” The resolution de-
nonncing Home Rule for Ireland was
carrvied by acclamation, amid renewed
scenes of enthusiasm, 8ir Edward
then addressed an overflow meeting of
twenty thousand in front of the hall.
His appearance on the balcony unde:
the folds of the Boyne flag was the
signal for a tremendous demonstra-
tion. Sir Edward made a stirring
specch, concluding it by saying: “We
wigsh peace but not at any price. We
will preserve our birthright and I tell
those who govern, without fear or
hesitation, that if they wish to fight
then by heaven we are ready.” Re-
neated waves of cheering followed Sir
fddward's return into the hall. The
crowd then formed itself into a pro-
cession and marched into the streets
cheering, singing, and in some casez
blank shots from revolvers were fired,
but the police at no time had to inter-
‘ere with the marches on account of

disorder. .

Dear Sir,—Kindly allow me space in
your valuable columns to make a few
remarks on the letter appearing in
your issue of the 23rd inst., signed
Pastor R. A. Humbley.

First: Let me say that he did not

make a straightforward reply to the
question at issue but took a side track
in another direction and said that it
was not a question with himself, as to
which was the right day to observe for
the day of rest, or in other words the

Sabbath, for the question was set-

tled for all time and Eternity by the
Word of God.

Now, Mr. Editor, with all due re-
spect to the Pastor, 1 differ from him
there in that. I cannot think that as
it was before life and immortality was
brought to light by the Gospel so it is
to-day.

We understand that in the year 2513
from the Creation, God handed down
the Ten (Commandments to Moses on
Mount Sinai and the Fourth one
reads .in this way to—"Remember the
Sabbath Day to keep it Holy, ete.” Of
course, we all understand that the
word Sabbath means rest in the Heb-
rew tongue.

Now, for example, let us open the
Bible and turn to the Book of Num-
bers, 15 chap. 32-36 verses, inclusive.
There we read of a man who was put
to death by the order of God for gath-
ering wood on the “Day of Rest,” or
in other words for desecration of the
Sabbath Day. Now I could not toler-
ate such a law as that for the 20th
century or try to enforce such iron
rules for Sabbath observance in our
day and generation, although I believe
it was all right in the laws of Moses,
and positively believe that he had to
deal with just such characters as we
have got to deal with to-day, who, |
might say, neither feared God nor re-
gdrded man.

In reference to the Fourth Com-
mandment, I would say that to look
upon the surface of that Scripture we
would be inclined to think that it was
a literal and irrevocable decree that
went forth from the Great God intend-
ed for all time and Eternity. But
when we see our Blessed Lord Jesus
the Incarnate God criticised by the
Jews concerning that Commandment
and the people who violated it pro-
nounced blameless by the Lord of the
Sabbath Day, we view it in a far dif-
ferent light.—(Matt. 12 chap. 1-8 vers-
es, inclusive).

Mr. Humbley states in his letter that
[ do not recognize the underlying
principles that actuated the men who
fought the Reformation of the 16th
Century. Yes, sir, I do. It was re-
ligious liberty which the Lord's Day
Alliance do not attempt to raise any
objection to. We all appreciate lib-
erty, I think I may include the whole
posterity of Adam in all ages of the
world’'s history has set a high price on
liberty.

In closing my letter I would say
that Mr. Gladstone, in my humble
opinion, was one of the greatest poli-
ticians that ever we had in our British
Empire, and he as a statesman said:

FATHER CACCIOLA’S HARD TASK.

Some weeks ago a man named
Thomas Tobin died at Bar Haven, or
what was formerly known as Barron
Island, Placentia Bay. About two
years before the man fell on the ice
and strained the tendons in his side,
was sent by Father Cacclola to the
Hcev'tal here, at the expense of the
goud pricst, and being a man of good
physique he, after some time, pulled
through. However the hurt impaired
his health and he later developed
dropsy with fatal results. Somehow
the people got the idea into their heads
that the man died of beri beri and
none would go near the abode of the
dead man, whose son, named Michael
Tobin, was also ill. Father Cacciola
who has studied medicine, assured the
people that the disease was not con-
tagious and that they could visit the
men, that if it were contagious he
would have to acquaint the Health
authorities in St. John's, and the fact
of this not being done should be an
assurance that there was no danger
in going to the poor fellow’s house.
Nothing however counld persuade the
people that the man had not some ter-
ribly virulent and highly contagious
malady. Father Cacciola, though he
knew the man to be dangerously ill,
had business on the mainland and
prepared the poor fellow for death,
however he was not uneasy as far as
matters appertaining to religion were
concerned and when he received word
that the man was dead (knowing the
peculiar belief which the people held
as to the disease from which Tobin
suffered), he hurried back home. On
arrival he was horrified to find that
the man lay dead in his house for
nearly ten hours and none would go
near the place so fearful where they
of contracting what they believed to
be a deadly disease. With his own
hands, unattended and alone, the
good priest washed and dressed for
burial the corpse, decently laid it out,
and with none but himself and the
dead there kept the vigil which is gen-
erally observed by his people for two
nights. However at his solicitation
Thomas C(ulleton, James Hanlon and
Patrick Wadden admiring the priest’s
devotion came to his aid and after
making a coffin aided the priest in
putting the remains in it and helped
him inter it in the cemetery.
