BRITISH STAFF OPTIMISTIC.
LONDON, To-Day.

The despatches from both east and 
west express the belief that winter', 
weather is likely to prove the most se­
vere obstacle to war operations on the 
principal fronts during the next few 
weeks. The most dreaded period of 
winter is from end of December to 
end of January, was the French Gen­
eral’s reply a year ago to a demand 
for a great offensive. The same re­
mark would apply equally this year. 
Reuter’s correspondent at the west­
ern headquarters, after remarking 
that the British staff is confident the 
Allies are now so strong in men and 
munitions that they,can break through 
the German lines whenever the right 
time comes, declares the weather is 
the chief reason for postponing the big 
movement, and adds: Such a move­
ment needs careful planning and ex­
treme caution. Rolling up tactics al­
ways involve the possibility of coun­
ter attacks, which may end in rolling 
up the aggressor with the face of the 
country in a porous and mushy condi­
tion. It is impossible to effect essen­
tial quick movements of artillery, and 
without this any big offensive is fore­
doomed to fail. The Allied troops 
would probably have little trouble in 
occupying the greater part of the Ger­
man front trenches forthwith, because 
the enemy holds these lightly, but then 
with ranges registered to a nicety 
from the myriads of artillery and ma­
chine guns, such a step would be 
sheer suicide until the opportunity is 
ripe.

A Russian correspondent writes that 
the most severe part of the winter has 
now begun in the Russian theatre. All 
reports agréé the weather this year is 
harder than usual. It is increasingly 
doubtful if any serious events will 
occur until. the end of January. De­
spite the weather the duel in the Vos­
ges mountains in the western zone 
continues and may eventually prove 
to be one of the big operations of the 
war. The gains in either direction thus 
far have been small, but the French 
claim progress in their efforts to es­
tablish themselves on the crest of the 
foothills, which here dominate the 
plain. By alj/accounts , Salonika is 
now safe. Certainly the Central Pow­
ers show no haste to attack the Al­
lies’ position. Seventy-five thousand 
Serbs have reformed at Scutari and 
Elossean in Albania,.and the Monte- 
genrin army which heretofore has been 
debarred {-.•«graphically from taking 
any large part in the war, is now 
throwing itself energetically into the 
contest "against the Austrians. The 
report that the Austrians are attack­
ing Scutari are authoritatively de­
nied. According to the latest advices 
the Austrians were at Kkeloplolje, 
where they were recently repulsed by 
the Montnegrins and cannot reach 
Scutari without crossing the Alban­
ian Alps and the flooded River Drina. 
No official announcement is yet avail­
able.

CARRIED CONTRABAND FOR 
ENEMY.

LONDON, To-Day.
Official.—It is ascertained that 55 

bags of rubber, all consigned to a well 
known enemy forwarding agent in 
Sweden, were removed from the par­
cel mail on board the S. S. Oscar II. 
The estimated weight of the rubber 
received is about four thousand 
pounds. The remainder of the mail, 
which consisted of 734 bags was hand­
ed over to the post office for immedi­
ate transmission to its destination.

LONDON, To-day.

A conference of representatives of 
the Labour Party is being arranged to 
consider the decision of the Cabinet 
in regard to compulsory military ser­
vice.

The 
meeting of the Amalgamated Society 
of Engineers will be held to-morrow 
to consider the plan-of Lloyd George, 
Minister of Munitions, for the re­
laxation of trade union rules so as to 
enlarge the number of men perform­
ing certain classes of work. The En­
gineers will discuss Lloyd George’s 
Bill, amending the Munitions Act, 
which will come before Parliament 
when it reassembles.

AWAIT CHAIRMAN’S

Public opinion has not yet 
crystalized but there is a wide spread 
approval of Premier Asquith’s gener­
al attitude and there is a feeling that 
the public is quite ready to be con­
vinced. The difficulties within the 
Cabinet may be expected to diminish 
as the question shapes itself into a 
practical form.

SMALL ACTIVITIES ON FRONT.
LONDON, To-day.

The British official statement on 
the progress of the campaign issued 
to-day reads as follows:—The enemy 
made an unsuccessful attack on one 
of our aerodromes. Of four machines 
only two reached their objective. No 
damage was done. One of our aero­
planes was shot down. Last night 
there was a successful enterprise near 
Armentieres, the enemy’s trenches 
were entered and bombed, with good 
effect, casualties were numerous. Aft­
er ten minutes the party withdrew. 
Our casualties were light. To-day 
our artillery was effective against 
trenches and billets in many 
places between Hamets and Monchy. 
Enemy exploded two small mines near 
Givenchy. There was no damag’e eith­
er to troops or trenches. ' The day was 
quiet south of the LaBassee Canal. 
About Ypres a heavy reciprocal bom­
bardment occurred. t

RUSSIAN OFFICIAL.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

Official : Russian War Office. On 
the left bank of the river Asa Lettish 
a detachment attacked an enemy de­
tachment with bayonet. The. Ger­
mans fled leaving many killed and 
wounded. On the rest of the front as 
far as Tripet region there have been 
artillery duels and fusillades in places 
south of Pripet, and in Galicia there 
have been encounters.

KITCHENER FOR CONSCRIPTION
LONDON, To-day.

In order to give time for possible 
reconciliation of conflicting opera­
tions on the recruiting question, the 
Cabinet Council which was called for 
to-day has been further postponed un­
til Friday. There is very great hope
that it will then be found the '_______
is in practical agreement on the ac­
ceptance of Premier Asquith’s pro­
posals. It has become known that the 
Prime Minister found much greater 
support than he had been supposed, 
some ànti-conscriptionist ministers 
haviug realized that the peculiar situ­
ation calls for exceptional treatment, 
among those are Belfour, First Lord 
of the Admiralty, whose influence is 
very great, and Arthur Henderson 
who, however, will be guided by the 
views of thé Labour Party. Earl 
Kitchener, War Minister, also has at 
last defined his opinion and that the 
time is ripe for compulsion. Much 
depends now on the attitude of Regin­
ald McKenna, Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer, and Walter Runciman, Presi­
dent of the Board of Trade. Both are 
important members of the Cabinet.

EARTHQUAKE DESTROYS TOWN.
SAN SALVADOR, To-day.

Earthquake shocks which began 
early on Monday morning are still 
being felt here. A wall collapsed dur­
ing the shdek to-day, killing two per­
sons and seriously injuring two 
others. Late advices from Honduras 
confirm the previous reports that the 
town of Gracias was completely de­
stroyed by an earthquake on Monday 
morning. This town which lies 70 
miles northeast of San Salvador had a 
population of four thousand.

Compulsry Service.
Although there has been 
no authoritative state­
ment yet on the matter 
of compulsory service, it 

seems to be accepted by all sections 
of the press at home that the Govern­
ment has decided on some form of 
compulsory service, and that efforts 
are being directed to put the policy 
through Parliament with as little 
friction as possible.

So little reference is made in the 
despatches to a Cabinet crisis that it 
would appear that the Cabinet crisis 
is over, and that there may be few if 
indeed any '.resignations. As the 
Cabinet was understood to be divided 
equally on the abstract principle of 
compulsion, it would appear that the 
circumstances of the case for con­
scription, and particularly those of 
military necessity, are so strong as 
to unite the ministry. If this is so, 
the facts which have brought the dis­
senting members of the cabinet inlo 
line will naturally have a strong in­
fluence on the members of parliament 
who have a strong dislike to 'don- 
scription. At all events opportuni­
ties appear to be being provided for a 
careful consideration of the case by 
opponents of the principle of Con­
scription before the matter will be 
brought up in Parliament. In this 
connection, it is worth while to bear 
in mind the pronouncement which has 
already been made by Premier As­
quith. On November 2nd, Mr. As­
quith told married men, who were 
attesting under the Derby scheme, 
that they were to “disabuse them­
selves of the idea,’’ that they would 
be called upon to serve while younger 
and unmarried men are holding back 
and not doing their duty. “So far as 
I am convinced," said Mr. Asquith, 
“I should certainly say the obligation 
of the married man to enlist ought 
not to be enforced or binding upon 
him unless and until—I hope by vol­
untary effort, and if not by some 
means—the unmarried men are dealt 
with first.’’ On November 12th, Mr. 
Asquith authorized this ruling in his 
remarks to be published: “The Prime 
Minister on that occasion pledged not 
only himself but his Government, 
when he stated that if younger men 
did not, under stress of national duty, 
come forward voluntarily, other and 
compulsory means would be taken 
before the married men were called 
upon to fulfil their engagement to 
serve.”

Brandished a Revolver
Last night Simon Hansen a nine­

teen year old Norwegian seaman 
created a disorderly scene in a board­
ing house on Duckworth Street, and 
matters grew so hot that he brandish­
ed a revolver. Constables O’Flaherty 
and Collins were notified and entered 
the house and seized the firearm, 
which, on examination, was found 
not to contain any ammunition, 
though a cartridge was discovered in 
one of his hands. The officers then 
took the seaman into custody and es­
corted him to the police station. This 
morning he was arraigned before Mr.

School Teachers.
By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Smash.”
A school teacher is a person who ' 

teaches things to people when they 
are young. However, it would be un­
fair • to accuse her of teaching them 
what they know when they grow up. 
She only teaches them what they have 
forgotten by that time.

The teacher comes to school at 
eight thirty o’clock and when she has 
gotten enough children for a mess in 
her room, she teachers them reading, 
writing, geography, grammar, arith­
metic, music, drawing, cooking, board 
sawing, crocheting, deep breathing, 
bird calls, scientific eating, patriot­
ism, plain and fancy bathing, forestry, 
civics and other sciences too numer­
ous to mention. When school is out 
she stays behind with five or six of 
her worst scholars and tries to save 
the state the job of reforming them 
later on. After that she hurries home 
to make herself a new dress and 
snatch a hasty supper before going 
back to attend a lecture by an im­
ported specialist on the history of 
tribal law in Patagonia which the su- 
po'rintendent thinks may give her 
seme information which may be use­
ful in her school work some day. A 
great many lecturers roam the coun­
try preying on school teachers and 
some of them are very cruel; talk­
ing to them so long that the poor 
tilings have to sit up until morning 
when they get home to get their daily- 
test papers corrected.

School teachers’ salaries range 
from $30 a month up—but not far 
enough up to make them dizzy. On 
her salaray the teacher must dress 
nicely, buy herself things for her 
work which the city is too poor to 
get, go to twenty-nine lectures and 
concerts a year, buy helpful books 
on pedagogy, pay her way to district 
county and state institutes, and en­
joy herself during a three months’ 
vacation which her salary takes 
every year. In addition, the teacher 
is supposed to hoard away vast sums 
of money so that when she becomes 
too nervous and cross to teach, at the 
age of fifty or thereabouts, she can 
retire and live happily ever after on 
her income.

There is a peculiar superstition to 
the effect that the great financiers 
can Nbe found in Wall Street and that 
they gather there every morning; but 
they don’t. They gather in the 
seboolhouses of the land every 
morning and as they teach the child­
ren of the nation twice as much as 
they will ever remember, they fig­
ure out new ways of dividing $45 in­
to a month’s board, a new dress, a 
trip to the country seat, a pair of 
shoes, two entertainment tickets, an 
insurance assessment and a deposit 
in the savings bank.

Consecration and Enthronement of 
the Bishop, of Grahamstown.

(Church Times.)
On the Feast of St. Bartholomew-, 

the Very Rev. Francis R. Phelps, Dean 
of Grahamstown, was elected almost 
unanimously by the clergy to be Bish­
op of Grahamstown in the room of 
Dr. Cornish, who resigned in June 
last owing to failing health, after an 
episcopate of nearly sixteen years. 
The election was approved by the 
unanimous vote of the lay members 
af the Elective Assembly. It was a 
very happy circumstance that by the 
invitation of Dr. Cornish the annual 
meeting of the Provincial Standing 
Committee as well as a meeting of 
the Episcopal Synod was already fix­
ed for November, the place of meet­
ing being Grahamstown. This made 
it possible for the new Bishop to be 
consecrated in his own cathedral in 
the presence of his own flock, for in 
Grahamstown the Dean is also the 
Rector of the Cathedral Parish.

The consecration, on October 31, 
was a most striking service; and all 
the details had been very carefully 
thought out. There were nine bish­
ops of the province present, as well 
as the Archbishop of Cape Town, and 
all were vested in cope and mitre. 
Many of the clergy of the diocese 
were present, and several from other 
dioceses of the province; among the 
priests who acted as chaplains to the 
bishops were to be seen, as was only 
fitting, some native priests. The ser­
mon was preached by Canon West, 
Chancellor of Grahamstown Cathe­
dral. He spoke of the importance 
of the office of the bishop as a guar­
antee of the unity of the Church, and 
on the bishop’s relations to his com­
provincial bishops, to his clergy and 
to his people. The South African 
Church Chronicle says that the 
preacher “dwelt in touching terms on 
the need felt by the clergy for fre- 

' fluent intercourse with their bishop, 
for sympathy, for encouragement, and 
for inspiration.”

The Bishop-elect was presented by 
the Bishops of Pretoria and Kimber­
ley and Kuruman. Before consecra­
tion he was vested in dalmatic and 
cope, and after the delivery of the 
Bible the Archbishop put into his 
hand the pastoral staff, on his breast 
the pectoral cross (the gift of the 
laity), and on his finger the episcopal 
ring (the gift of the clergy.)

The new bishop was enthroned on 
the following day, the Feast of All 
Saints, by the senior priest of the 
diocese, the Archdeacon of Port Eliza­
beth, and then proceeded to the pulpit 
to address his first words as their 
Bishop to his people. “These touch­
ed a very high note of pastoral ten­
derness (we quote again from the 
Church Chronicle), as he reminded 
his flock, with many of whom he had 
only entered into a new relation, that 
it was not for him alone that the an­
ointing of the Holy Ghost had just 
been conferred upon him at his con­
secration, but that it might overflow 
from him to his brethren of the clergy 
and to all his people.”

To Keep Your
Heart Strong.

What To Do and What To Avoid.

Do not get angry. Any strong emo­
tion adds to the labour of the heart, 
and a heart overworked means short­
ened life. So reasons Dr. J. Strick­
land Goodall in a recent paper on the 
prevention of heart strain.

From before birth until a little after 
death the human heart beats from 
seventy to 150 times a minute, and 
eaSh beat means work equivalent to 

I raising a 2 lb. weight through one foot. 
! To form an idea of this work one has 
1 only to take such a weight in his hand 
and lift it over that distance as many 
times ip a minute as the heart beats.

Anything that quickens the heart’s 
action increases its labour. Accurate 
tests have shown that a man riding a 
bicycle up a 10 per cent, grade for 
2,940 feet in four minutes adds an 
amount of labour to his heart that 
would lift a ton and an eighth one 
foot.

Violent physical exertion of any 
kind quickens the heart beats. Strong 
emotion has the same effect. Intense 
anger may increase the heart's labour 
from 150 lbs. per minute to 225 lbs. 
Under such a strain the heart of an 
animal has been known to literally 
break, causing almost instant death.

Acute heart strain is practically im­
possible in the young, healthy and well 
nourished adult, but quite .likely in all 
others. Once it occurs the heart is 
incapable of extra work and fails

when called upon to do it. The doctor 
argues, therefore, that one cannot be 
too careful to economize in the work 
laid upon this organ.

According to him, he who retires to 
bed at ten instead of twelve saves the 
heart 876,000 foot pounds a year. Ly­
ing down one half hour daily lessens 
its labours in the same period by 
219,000 foot pounds. If our Sundays 
were spent in bed the yearly relief to 
our hearts would amount to nearly 
1,000,000 foot pounds.

700 Tons
ot Mistletoe

Quaint Uses to Which it Is Put.
“It is a curious fact,” said a Covent 

Garden dealer, “that, although plenty 
of mistletoe is grown in this country, 
something like ninety per cent, of the 
700 tons sold annually comes from 
France, principally from Brittany.

‘Although, of course, we sell noth­
ing but the genuine article, every year 
large quantities are sold elsewhere, 
particularly in the streets, that are 
cot mistletoe at all. How it is that so 
many buyers are deceived is difficult 
to imagine, ‘for a glance at the ber­
ries ought to reveal the fraud, even 
to the ignorant. The berries of the 
true mistletoe are invariably white ; 
while those of the spurious article, 
which comess largely from the east 
counties, are pea-green.

“Another interesting fact is that 
there is comparatively little demand 
for mistletoe in London ; three- 
fourths of our orders, at least, come 
from the country, vrhere enormous 
quantities are used for the decoration 
of country houses, where Yuletide is 
kept in the good old-fashioned way, 
and for village dances and concerts. 
My best customers, however, are pro­
vincial parsons who require large 
quantities for their church-halls, 
schoolrooms, and so on.

“But by no means all the mistletoe 
we sell is used for such decorative 
purposes. I dare say you have never 
even heard of mistletoe-wine; and 
yet there are hundreds of people in 
the country who make it every year, 
and who declare that it is a much 
more seductive beverage than its 
rivals, such as the wines of the elder­
berry and cowslip.

“It is also in considerable demand 
for funeral wreaths, especially among 
the actors, who for some reason I do 
not profess to understand prefer mis­
tletoe wreaths to any other. At one 
funeral alone, that of a very popular 
actor, a few years ago, three wreaths 
out of every four were composed en­
tirely of mistletoe.

“There are still, too, a good many 
people who have as much faith in the 
curative magic of the mistletoe as the 
Druids of old, who, as you probably 
know, regarded it with great venera­
tion as a paneceà for all human ills; 
and who, when they gathered its wax­
en berries towards the end of De­
cember, sacrificed two white bulls in 
its honor.

“But the most singular use to which 
the plant has been put in my know­
ledge was the idea of a wealthy coun­
try squire who, among his Yuletide 
guests, was entertaining a number of 
schoolboys and girls and wished to 
contrive something really novel and 
attractive for their amusement. With 
this object he bought nearly £200 
worth of mistletoe, and used it for— 
what do you think?—for constructing 
a maze on his lawn, in which, we may 
be sure, his juvenile guests found no 
little fun and frolic—especially when 
they contrived to lose themselves in 
pairs!”

700 Lady Massage 
Experts for Troops.

London, Dec. 18.—The massage 
corps which Mr. and Mrs. Almeric 
Paget started with fifty members at 
the beginning of the war, has now 
increased to 70Q, all of whom are wo­
men. The idea of women masseuses 
in military hospitals was regarded in 
the beginning by many army men as 
a doubtful experiment. But so ef­
ficient has been the work of these 
women that the various provincial 
hospitals are now visited and all of 
the wounded in need of massage can 
have treatment. Besides visiting the 
hospitals, the corps runs elaborate 
massage and electrical departments 
in the convalescent camps. Electric 
massage machines, ovens for the ap­
plication of radiant heat and various 
kinds of apparatus loosen up stiffened 
joints and put life into atrophied 
members. After a few days men who 
come on crutches go away on their 
own feet.

Owing to the enlargement of the 
work of the corps, a call has been 
issued for more masseuses, who are 
required to show certificates from re 
cognized schools of massage physi­
cal training institutes.

Lady Alexander Paget has lent to 
the corp her London mansion where 
a hundred officers and men receive 
treatment daily.

12.30 P. M.
DIPLOMATIC RUPTURE IMMINENT 

GENEVA, To-day.
The latest information received by 

the Swiss Press from Vienna states 
that Austrian official circles are op­
posed to the acceptance of the second 
American Ancona note, unless it is 
modified. A rupture of diplomatic re­
lations is believed to be imminent, 
notwithstanding the strong opposition 
of the Liberal and Hungarian parties 
to the diplomats who demand that an 
agreement shall be reached with 
Washington.

SUFFERING FROM BOILS.
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch from Amsterdam says 
the reports received here from Berlin 
are to effect that Emperor William is 
suffering from a non-maligant boil. 
He is remaining indoors owing to un­
settled weather, but is not confined to 
bed.

HUNGARY AUSTRIAN QUARRLES.
LONDON, To-day.

The Budapest correspondent of the 
Post in a letter published to-day 
states that the old enmity between 
Austria and Hungary has burst into 
a fresh flame and that even the pre­
tence of unity which had existed has 
disappeared, since the time when the 
Austrians offended the Hungarians by 
removing the Hungarian flag from the 
fortress at Belgrade. The seriousness 
of the present quarrels, the corres­
pondent says, are instanced in Par­
liamentary activities of the independ­
ence party, which despite the entrea­
ties of Premier have been airing Hun­
garian grievance.

TALK OF CABINET RESIGNATION.
LONDON, TO-day.

The Daily Express asserts that 
there is a group of at least three un­
ionists in the Cabinet, led by Earl 
Selborne, President of the Board of 
Agriculture, who are likely to resign 
because Asquith’s plan for a modified 
form of conscription does not go far 
enough. Those men contend that it 
is wrong to force all single men io 
serve in the army when there is a 
large proportion of married men who

could be spared more easily, and that 
altogether the Premier’s plan is a 
useless compromise, says the paper, 
The Express therefore, anticipates a 
fair crop of resignations among sup­
porters of voluntary enlistment and 
determined conscriptionists, but says 
that the resignations will not be seri­
ous enough to imperil the existence 
of the Government. The paper also 
expresses the opinion that Earl Derby 
director of recruiting, will find a 
place in this reconstructed ministry. 
According to the Daily Sketch, the 
Government has a bill under consid­
eration, embodying the following 
method of securing l bruits when it 
is decided to call to the colours any 
attested group under • Earl Derby’s 
plan. A day will be fixed for men in 
that particular group to present 
themselves at the military1 depot. Un­
til that day any unattested bachelor 
of the age stipulated for that group 
may volunteer for the army and by 
so volunteering will escape the stig­
ma of compulsion, but all failing to 
volunteer on the stipulated day will 
be fetched.

PREPARING FOR BIG PUSH.
NEW ŸOR&, To-day.

A cable to the Herald from London 
says three months since the sharp 
and successful Allied offensive of last 
September have seen remarkably 
rapid accumulation of reserve men 
and munitions on the western front 
in preparation for the next general 
advance. The expenditure in shells 
has been even less than it was during 
the summer. If conditions may be 
judged accurately from official com­
munique and aside from actions at 
Hartmanns-Weilerkopfe, where com­
paratively small forces are engaged, 
the men have been called on for lit­
tle real fighting, while the expendit­
ure in human and material has been 
at a minimum, the production of both 
necessities has been at a maximum. 
France and Britain have been work­
ing their fully mobilized steel plants 
night and day, and it is estimated 
that out of every three shells two 
have gone into the reserve supply, 
that will be used when the time come 
to maintain the unprecedented train 
of death ,on German positions from 
Nieuport to Switzerland. Into this 
reservoir of men has gone the large 
proportion of new units which will 
receive their real baptism of fire in 
the next big push.

Terrible Plight of the Armenian GirN.
Nearly a million Armenians in Tur­

key have perished in the massacres 
and wholesale deportations of Chris­
tians instigated by the Ottoman Gov­
ernment in. Asia Minor. This is the 
“careful estimate” of a competent 
authority quoted by Lord Bryce, for­
merly British Ambassador at "Wash­
ington, in the following further re­
ports on the cruelties collected from 
statements which have come through 
the United States from sources on 
which, he says, the fullest reliance 
can be placed:

“Some two or three weeks ago, at 
K„ about" two hundred of the chief 
Armenians were imprisoned, then 
taken at night in wagons, thirty or 
forty at a time, to the river bank and 
there killed. Eighteen of the employ­
ees of the railway and the director 
of the bank were among these. I had 
this on good authority, then, and it is 
confirmed now.

“Within the past week all the Ar­
menian men. whether Gregorian, Pro­
testant, or Catholic, have been taken, 
stripped to shirt and drawers, tied to­
gether and taken away and heard of 
no more. The women and girls have 
been distributed, to the Turkish villa­
ges, and Turks have been coming an,l 
looking over the girls and choosing 
what they wanted. One of the weal­
thiest men in K„ whose wife and three 
daughters were taken away before 
his eyes, went crazy.

“These people are being deliberate­
ly done to death at a sufficiently slo\ 
pace to allow their oppressors the op­
portunity of choosing out such of their 
women and their goods as they care 
for and getting all their money away 
from them before they die.”

Delayed Post
to Gallipoli.

(Daily Mail, Dec. 15)
Mr. Thomas Mackenzie, High Com­

missioner for New Zealand, speaking 
in London yesterday, said, in refer­
ence to the statement that parcels 
and comforts did not reach the sol­
diers because of insufficient address­
ing, that nine-tenths of the matter 
sent out to Gallipoli and the Darda­
nelles was returned to the High Com­
missioner's office. It was all dis­
tinctly and fully addressed and there 
was not the slightest reason why all 
should .not be delivered. •

Mr. A. D. Steel-Maitland, M. P., 
-said people did not recognise the 
difficulties of getting ordinary sup­
plies through such a war zone to the 
Dardanelles. There could not be the 
regularity of the post in London.

COMPULSORY SERVICE; PRESS 
COMMENT.

LONDON, Dec. 29.
Evening newspapers to-day all con­

cede the decision of the Cabinet in 
favor- of compulsory service. The 
Westminster Gazette, which frequent­
ly voices ministerial opinion, says the 
only man who would have the right 
to resign under present circumstan­
ces, is the man who has conscien­
tious objections to compulsory ser­
vice, and in any circumstances who 
is willing to face all military conse­
quences of the shortage of men rather 
than consent to yield the principle. 
Others, the newspaper contends, are 
needed at their posts to see that 
compulsion Is administered, so that 
the military demand for men will not 
swamp the demand of industries 
equally important for winning the 
war. It hopes the Government Bill 
will be purely a measure confined to 
the period of the present war. The

Pall Mall Gazette expresses the opin­
ion that difficulties within the Gov­
ernment Parliament will diminish as 
the question shapes itself in a prac­
tical rguise. The Evening Standard 
agrees now that a decision has been 
reached, and that all difficulties will 
assume quite measurable proportions. 
It contends the nation will welcome 
this as a sign that the Cabinet has at 
last been aroused to a sense of the 
realities. According to the West­
minster Gazette’s parliamentary re­
port, the numbers of single men not 
attested will reach a big total. Its 
estimate greatly exceeds any hereto­
fore published, and if correct, the 
comparative rapidity with which the 
Cabinet decided upon the necessity 
of compulsory measures is easily ex­
plained. It is contended in some 
quarters that one or two ministers 
may resign, but these in position, 
and presumably the best informed 
think this is improbable, and seem to 
be satisfied that Premier Asquith 
may be able to convince all his col­
leagues that the step decided upon, 
was the only one feasible. The Cab­
inet, it is understood, have fully ex­
plored various points arising out of 
this decision and so have made ar­
rangements to meet the claims of the 
munition work, the export trade, the 
financial world and the labor market. 
David Lloyd George, minister of mu­
nitions whose urgent calls for work­
ers in the munition factories have 
much to do with the speedy decision 
reached, will now take none but men 
ineligible on the fighting line. If the 
Trade Unions, as hoped, agree to his 
proposal for a dilution of skilled 
workers at munitions, with a propor­
tion of unskilled, he will be able to 
fill new factories with women and in­
eligible men, all quite capable of do­
ing with a little training the work 
now being done by skilled labor.

hospital ship and on Tuesday, the 7th 

I inst., arrived here at Malta. I went 
under an operation that same night, 
had my side opened and the shrapnel 
extracted. It must have played some 
mischief with my bones or something 
was done with the bullet, as it is al­
most flattened out. I have it in my 
possession now and will try to send it 
to you for a souvenir. Malta is a fine 
place with its white buildings and 
white marble steps leading down to 
the waterfront. The Gondolas can be 
seen gliding about in hundreds. The 
English use it as a Naval base for the 
Mediterranean. A few minutes ago I 
got my wound dressed. It caused 
some pain. The sisters here are good 
and kind and do all in their power for 
us. I am the only Newfoundlander 
here, but I believe there are more in 
other hospitals. The sisters seemed 
a bit surprised with me, and one 
laughingly asked me was that where 
all the good Nfld. dogs came from. I 
do not know how long I will be here, 
but it will be at least for a couple of 
months. I expect I’ll have a job to 
find my regiment again, as when I 
got wounded, we were expecting to 
go back to England with our division, 
which is the 29th, to be refitted. The 
regiment v/as not very strong lately, 
as a lot of our boys were stricken 
with dysentery and were being con­
stantly removed to hospital and our 
reserves did not come out. I suppose 
you have mailed me some letters. I 
will try to get in touch with some one 
who will forward them to me. I will 
now close by wishing you and father 
and all at home a Happy Xmas.

NEW’ MODEL FRENCH DIRIGIBLE.
PARIS, Dec. 29.

A new model French dirigible made 
its appearance over Paris this after­
noon, and attracted much attention 
from large crowds. The balloon, 
which is of very large size, moved 
across the city in a westerly direction 
and circled the Eiffel Tower.

RUMOR UNFOUNDED.
NEW YORK, Dec. 29.

Inquiry among German brokers 
houses here to-day failed to substan­
tiate a rumor of the Kaiser’s death, 
reported from Canada. Nowhere else 
in New York could the rumor be con­
firmed.

SHIPS CAUGHT IN ICE.
BERLIN, Dec. 29.

Reports from Copenhagen says: 
More than 100 ships, chiefly Ameri­
can, British and French, have been 
caught in the ice of the White Sea, 
and will have to spend the winter 
there.

SECRET MEETING.
, PARIS, Dec. 29.

A long and important meeting, 
which was secret, of the principal 
army officers of Portugal, is reported 
by newspapers in Lisbon, says the 
Havas correspondent there. The 
Ministers of War and Marine attend­
ed the conference.

BRITISH STEAMER SUNK.
NEW YORK, Dec. 29.

A news agency despatch from Lon­
don to-day, says : The British steam­
er Morning was sunk by a submarine 
to-day. Despatches received here re­
ported only the captain and second 
mate saved. The Morning was a 
wooden ship of 444 tons, and register­
ed at Dundee.

NEUTRAL STEAMERS 10ST.
NEW YORK, Dec. 29.

A London despatch published here 
to-day says: Three vessels of neu­
tral countries have been sunk by 
mines or have gone down in the wa­
ters about Britain during the last 24 
hours. The Dutch steamer Erin was 
blown up by a mine, according to Am­
sterdam reports.

Thrilling Experience 
in the Trenches.

PRIVATE JAMES MCORE WRITES.
Appended is an interesting letter 

from Private Jimmie Moore to his 
mother Mrs. Edward Moore, of 
Hoylestown, in which he tells of the 
hardships our Nfld. soldiers suffered 
and how they fought the Turks 
against great odds in the trenches on 
the Gallipoli Peninsula. Private 
Moore left here with the first contin­
gent. He was attached to B Company 
and was one of the last of “Ours” to 
be severely wounded in the Dardan­
elles. He is now in hospital at Mal­
ta.

St. Ignatius Hospital, Malta, 
December 9th, 1915.

Dear Mother,—I know you are anx­
ious for news of me, so I have done 
my bést not to keep you waiting. 
Well, you know before this, or rather 
before this letter reaches you, that I 
have been wounded, but you must not 
take that to heart, as worse could 
have happened. All danger has now 
passed. The last letter I wrote was 
about one week before leaving the 
Peninsula so they must be nearly 
home by now. We had a most trying 
time of it for a few days and it is 
wonderful how our boys stuck to it. 
We were just finishing up two weeks 
in the trenches when on Friday, Nov. 
26th, in the evening it began to rain. I 
Though the showers only lasted for j 
a few hours, it left two feet of water 
and mud in the trenches. The next 
night (Saturday), it rained again in 
torrents. Then followed a snow 
storm and a spurt of frost in turn, so 
that within the course of 48 hours we 
had to contend with and endure vari­
ous kinds of adverse and severe wea­
ther. Well, we were in a terrible 
state in the trenches and suffered un­
told hardships. Drenched through 
and caked with mud, our boys held on 
bravely through it all. At times we 
were up to our necks and were ex­
pecting to be relieved on Sunday 
night, but were disappointed and had 
to make the best of it. The unfortun­
ate part of it all was that our blan­
kets and the most of our packs were 
either washed away or in the bottom 
of the trench, covered in

Mud, Snow and Water,
so the most of us kept sentry all 
night. On Monday the Turks let some 
of us have a taste of their shrapnel. 
While trying to get some water for 
dinner they “got” me in the left thigh 
with one piece of shrapnel. The 
shrapnel pieces are about as large as 
grapes and goodness knows how many
