We, educationalists from 28 coun-
tries, and official delegates of 16 gov-
ernments, convened in the Secretariat
of the League of Nations, fraterhally
greet our fellow-workers in the task
of enlightening the minds of men. We
declare our conviction, that the basis
of the present deplorable condition in
which the civilized world finds itself,
is the misunderstanding and suspicion
which divide the people one from'
another. We declare our conviction
that the only certain remedy for this
evil is an education in humanity and
the realisation of the principle of in-
terna_.tional friendship, for which the
League of Nations stands. We regard
"as one of the most valuable contribu-
tions to the solution of the problem of
reconstruction the international auxil-
Jery language Esperapto, and de-
clare our conviction that, side by
side with the national languages, it
should become a part 6f the educa-
tional program of every civilized

bettqr nndorm;dlnt ot
principles.  Esperanto facilitates
wqu‘lrement of other w g
ern or classic, lightens the task and
saves the time of the teacher, clari-
fles grammatic forms, supplies inter-
national word-roots, and accustoms
the mind of the pupil to ‘W
in more than one language.

During the Interval.

The curtain rang down to-day
on the end of Act One of the
' Legislative drama, and the per-
formers thereof will be given a
rest which they doubtless con-
sider they have well earned. It
it not prorogation to-day, but ad-
journment - until October, or
earlier perhaps, when the House
will reassemble to, presumably,
consider what will be done with
the railway after the expiration
of the temporary agreement en-
tered into on Saturday—an
agreement by the way to which
the signatures of the principals
were not attached at the time of
its passage, and which may not
be completed without them.
The playing of Act One took
considerable time, consisting
mostly of adjournments. Though
the scenes could not be witness-
ed by the great majority of the
people, the dialogue 'has been
presented to them, and very
edifying and enlightening the
spoken parts have, in many
cases, proven, especially those
bearing on the railway and the
revenue. The acting on the
Government side was perfect,
and if their speaking had been
of an equally high order, the
applause of the multitude would
have been spontaneous instead
of sporadic. The country has
very little upon which to con-
gratulate itself after the three
months’ deliberations ‘of a Gov-
"ernment, headed by a leader
who most vehemently on all oc-
casions testified his uncom-
promising hostility to the rail-
way company, yet Wwho, when
the test came, gave way and
literally swallowed his own so
oft repeated sentiments. . To
recapitulate - the Legislation
enacted at the session now ad-
journing for some months,
would be but waste of time,
The people already have epi-
tomised all the acts and are
closely serutinising them to de-
termine just where the popular
cause has been benefitted. The
task is not an easy one, and will
be as difficult as the location of
a needle in a bale of hay. Great
capital will be made by Govern-
ment adherents out of the re-
duction in duties, which after
all was but the removal of the
Super and Sales taxes on certain
‘articles of fishing ‘necessaries,
and the remission of the rate on
kerosene oil when imported in
wooden barrels. But what of
that saving to the people when |

MAMMOTH RADPIO STATION FOR
AUSTRALIA.

MELBOURNE (Associated Press.)
—The preliminary work of establish-
ing: the mammoth Australian Radio
Station for direct communication with
Great Britain has been begun. The
substations for overseas traffic will be
about three times as powerful as any
European station to-day. It will take
two years before the central and
feeder stations are completed. As a
normal performance the chief station
will be able to speak direct over 12,-
000 miles for the greater part of any
working day. Receiving and sending
stations to correspond will be built in
Canada during the same period. The
plant for the main station will be im-
ported from England, but the plant
for the feeder stations will be man-
ufactured in Australia, one for each
of the states. The combined cost of all
these stations will be about $5,000,000.
The main station will consist of a
transmitter and receiver terminal 30
miles apart, the latter including 24
towers each 800 feet high spread over
a square mile. The wireless rates will

Lost Treasure Located. -

THREE HUNDRED YEARS AT BOT-
TOM.
Penetanguishene, Ont., June 14.—
Buried beneath the waters of the
River Wye for more than three hun-

dred years, the long lost treasure box

of the Jesuit Mission to Huronia has
been located by the needle of a mag-
net divining rod.” It lies beneath
twenty feet of | water and mud, and
divers are now starting to raise it.

Just what the box will show when
it is brought to light is at present a
matter of conjecture, but the needle
shows that it contains gold in great
quantity.

This finding further is verified by
the records of the Society of Jesus,
which show that one of the seven big
boxes brought into New France in the
year 1650 and laboriously carried to
Fort Sainte Marie by canoe, was lost
and never recovered. An examina-
tion of the records indicate that the
box probably contains the altar can-
delabra and the pay-checks of the
troops which accoimpanied the black-
robed missionaries into the wilder-
ness of Huronia. !

Making Trains Safe.

MECHANICS WHO. PREVENT. RAIL:

At large stations t.hese mechnnlcs
may be seen tapping the wheels of
carriages and wagons with their long-
handled hammers, They are all train-
ed fitters. Their duties comprise
chiefly inspection of the wheels, axle-
boxes, springs, and’ brakes.
