The health bylaws of the city require
immediate revision very badly, says
City Solicitor Ford. Scarcely a single
bylaw governing health and sanitation
1§ practicable. Many of the regulations
are antiquated and out-of-date; others
$re so constructed-as to be practically
inoperative. Much af the health legis-
dation passed in the last three or four
yedrs appears to have been so very
carelessly compiled that numberless
loopholes appear and solicitors find the
greatest difficulty in prosecuting suc-
cessfully cases brought . before 'the
courts by the sanitary inspectors. 'The
city ' health department is seriously
handicapped until better bylaws are
provided for the council.

Of the five bylaws which will come
before the council shortly, it is difficult
to say which is the more important,
|The first' one regulating “shops, :office
buildings and lodging houses was
drafted by Dr. Msahood last October.
It was cheerfully neglected by the
former city solicitor until January.
Although thé medical health omcerl
Was chafing for its ratification by the:

council ,it collected dust in a pigeon-
hole of the solicitor's safe for about
four months.

Finally Dr, Mahood recovered it,
went over it again carefully and sent
it on to City Solicitor Ford. The city
solicitor has been engaged in putting
on the finighing touches for the past
week and promises to heave it ready
shortly. This bylaw provides for toi-
lets for both men and women in ail
shops, stores and  office buildings,
proper ventilation of offices, etc., and
provides against overcrowding of
lodging houses, factories and the work
rooms of dressmakers, milliners and
tailors. . The fact that many of the
richest and most prominent land own-
€rs on Eighth avenue and adjacent
streets are among the worst offenders
against public health and decency in
the matter of lavatories and ventilation
is an indication of the necessity of such
a bylaw. Only eight blocks in the
city provide separate toilet accommo-
dation” for the. sexes-in the proportion
of one toilet for each 15 persons. In
the majority’ of buildings built before
1912 the toilet accommodation is in an
abominable condition.

The barber shop, bakeries and milk

supply bylaws are <¢alculated to pre-|

vent, unsanitary practices in these
places. Recent investigaations have
shown that conditions in many of the
bakeries and dairies are_.particularly
filthy and revolting, $et under the old
bylaws it is almost impossible to have
these conditions remedied, as the med-
ical health officer has only the alter-
native of comdemning and ¢losing up
any place not’in properiorder: '

Britain, Is
Controliediby International Mer-
cantile Marine Co: of U.S.A.

London, April 26.—In. view of the
movement now in progress to equip Brit-
ish liners with guns supplied by the ad-
miralty for the purpose of defense in war
time, The Time® this morning discusses
the position of the White Star line, which,
though registered in this country, in con-
trolled by the International Mercantile
Marine company of America.

The Calgary pub-
lic ig like the pupl!c all the world
over, and though ome or two-minds
may prefer questionable subjects, \‘.he
average individual would rise in m-
dignation did anythiang -really offen-
sive be put on in any show.

To say, too, that these shows are
the ceptre of the white slave traffic
is absurd, since persons have no op-
portunity of so much ag addressing
each other without someone in the
audience calling “Silence!” These
places are well lit and carefully man-
aged, as the proprietors are out for
legitimate business, and it ‘is to thelr
interests as well as to the interests of
the general public that the premises
be kept above suspicion.

Also there is._ another side .to ‘the
question. 'While many of the pictures
are merely amusing, others are 6f in-
finite educational wvalue. The pure
food ideas could be better explained
by means of moving picture films,
showing microscopic views of unfit
food, etc., than in any other way. His~
tory, too, can be brought home to the
mind better in pictures than in prose,
though a combination of the two is
more valuable still. The passing of
time, with its change of dress, man-
ner and architecture, can be more
readily imagined if the student is ¢on-
fronted with samples of these changes.
Other countries, too, assume a -new
significarice when, as though on a
magic carpet, we sit on a velvet seat
and are whisked off to India, and see
. the natives in the tobacce ‘flelds; to
the Soudan, and witness awkward
camels moving with. their queer lum-
of " the
desert; to England, with “its hansoms
slurring once more through Lendon
mud”; - in short, to any part of  the
world, without the money or time
neded to travel pér Cook.

Take it any way you will. People
want amusement-,and you give it to
them, and as you give pills in jam to
children, you drop into the program a
film with educative value. Will that
keep people away? No; the average
frequenter of .the moving picture show
likes pictures because they are cheap
a.nd easily inderstood, and so long as

mation, ud th.t. too, is found in the
show. The amusing film, while Tot
exactly what he wants, are very good
for him, and he gets jam with  his

Apart from those who go for amuse-
ment or information, many persons,
weary of their own trubles and
thoughts and diseppointments, find

‘here an easy and ‘chedp form of for-

getfulness for a time at least. Also
in the life storfes thrown on the ¢an-
vas they are taught that they are not
alone “chidden of the Gods,” and in
thla frequently find consolation.

And one more point. Have ¥ou ever
‘gone into a strange city, knowing no
one, walking like a ghost through
crowded streets, and dropped thank-
fully into'a show? Though the men
and women on the screen did not
speak audibly, did not they seem
more friendly than the man seated
next to you? Further ,have you ever
Bone into a strange city where the
men spoke a strange tongue? Axa,ln.
were not. the mummers of the era
something you bould at I under-
standstand, and if by chan?:tyé\: saw |
saw some familiar gcene, did you wish
to: “knock” the movies? Think, thes, of
the deaf and maimed who enjoy these
things, and of the many “gtrangers
‘within our gates;” aliens in birth and
‘tongue, who find comifort in - thém.
and instead of standing back from
these things you will, if they are not

fit for eves polite, contrive to make
them so.

till modern contractors levelled them
to the ground.

Sunshine now lightens the old vault-
ed cellars built when  the kings of
France ruled the colony and when the
buffcoat, cuirass and rapler! were as
common in the streets of ‘Méntreal as
padded shoulders and 'Kelly hats are
today, Underground vaults and pas-
gages that have eyér hiddfen
mysteries. to- the public, now for the
first time stand out in the| light of
day;  brokenstones: and “debris have

tunnels built for the refugs ‘of the
nuns in the days when the Iroquois
menaced Ville Marie, and ;!;p gallant
Dollard des Ormeaux fought back the
savages at the Long Sault. On,ce for
all the yawning sub-bagement ‘' and
stone-floored cellar kitchens are.yleld-
ing up the treasure before’ making
way for modern pavements a.nd tow-
ering office structures.

Rare Collection Made.
Old coins, religiolis ‘medals, ‘dusty,

| decapitated statues .have been  found

here and there scattered along the my-
sterions - subterrancan. waye  which
have been burrowed under the build-
ings om Notre Dame:" street. Most of
the relics are so old that ‘they can
hardly he deciphered. Others look
strangeély new, despite the dates and
inscriptions on them.

Quite a collection of curigs -found

Coin 200 Years Old.

One relic is a fiveifrano plece, which
Teft the mint of France, bright and
shiny, in the year 1732, when Leouis
XV. ruled in glory ‘over France and
Navarre.

Our Policy.

“To have the - gevernment with-
draw all:liguor licénses in the prov-
ince, after giving existing license hold-
ers fair notice, and then conduct and
control the ‘entire salé of intoxicating
liquor in thé province through a per-
manent eomunissien, according to the
following plan of procedure:

“1. The gradual or immediat,e elimi-
nation of the barroom;

“2. The continvance of the sale of
liquor in wholesale liquor stores, keep-
ing their number as few as pessible,
until its prohibition is demanded by
the local option law or otherwise;

“3, The application of the net profits
from the sale of liquor in siich ways
as will take care .of and reduce the
personal and social evils of the traffic.

In fact the-sum total -of the
letter is a defence of himself qeersonal-
1y against the attacks of the many who
think that he has some sort offconnec-
tion. with - the  bodies-in the gast who
are trying hard to professionalize the
game.

In the early.part of 1911 Fred Barter
was president of the Quebec Football

in England and the British colonies
pictures of English scenery and water-
falls for the dashing animated story-
telling films supplied by American and
continental  films. The announce-
ment continues:

“The British public is admittedly
tired of American Wild West scenes
and peculiarly continental domestic
scenes. The lack of British films is
giving the inhabitants of the cblonies
who have never seen England totally
erroneous impressions of the Mother
Country. If they see a battleship it
flies the Stars and Stripes; if they
see a fire brigade at work, the back-
ground is New York.”

The bitter complaint is made that
the United States supplies Canada
with 90 per cent of the films exhibit-
ed in the Dominion.

‘“Winnipeg alone, with 1its 200,000
inhabitants, speaking twenty or thirty
languages, throngs the picture palaces
every night to see picture after ple-
ture of American production.

“One-third of the exhibitors of the
United Kingdom are joining in the
agreement. At present against 100
manufacturers in the United States,
there are only about 10 in Hngland,
and only $10,000,000 is invested here.

“The joke of the situation ig that it
is announced at the same time that
three big American firms—the Vita-
graph, the Lubin and the Edison—
have decided to open’plants on a
large scale in England.”

WILL ASQUITH RESIGN?

London, April 26.—Will the Right Hon.
Herbert Asquith resign his position as
head of the government of Great Britain?
This is the question which is causing
much discussion throughout the United
Kingdom today, following a speech, made
the primé minister at the press banquet
yesterday.
