Her Lands.

Washington, Dec. 20.—Ex-Queen Liliu-
okalani to-day sent to the senate t)xe
following protest against the appropria-
tion of the crown lands of Hawaii by
the United States: %

To the Senate of the United States:—I,
Liliuokalani of Hawaii, named heir ap-
parent on the tenth day of April, 1877,
and proclaimed Queen of the Hawaiian
Isilands on the 20th day of January,
1891, do hereby earnestly and respect-
fully protest against the assertion of
ownership by the United States of Am-
erica, of the so-called Hawaiian crown
lands amounting to about one million
dcres and which are my property, and I
especially protest against such assertion
of ownership as a taking of property
without due process of law and without
just or other compensation. Therefore,
supplementing my protest of June 17th,
1897, I call upon the President and the
national legislature and the people of the
United States to do justice in this mat-
ter and to restore to me this property,
the enjoyment of which is being withheld |
from we by your government under what
must be a misapprehension of my rights
and title.

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UFSTART CONQUERIRS

Heoew Senor Rios Describes the Amer-
icans After Experience of
Peace Commission.

President MeKinley’s Breach of
Faith in Claiming Conquest
of the Philippines.

Spanish Honor Insulted by Refer-
ence in His Message to
Maine Disaster.

By associated Press.

London, Dec. 17.—The following is
the full text of an interview between
Senor Montero Rios, the president of
the Spanish peace commission, and M.
de Plowitz, the Paris correspondent of
the London Times, published in. that
paper this evening: Senor Montero Rios
is quoted as saying:

“We have fulfilled here a very pain-
ful mission, to- which it is impossible to
dream of looking backward with any
satisfaction but that of doing our duty.
We depart without other consolation
than the exclamation, ¢ All is lost save
honor.” We knew in advance that we
should have to deal with an implacable
conqueror, who would in no way concern
himself with any pre-existing interna-
tional law, but whose sole object was
to realize from victory the largest pos-
sible - advantage. This conception of
international law is absolutely new; it
is no longer a case of might against
right, but of might without right. As
for us, we had only to proteet ourselves
against the abasement which it was de-
sired to inflict upon us, and t¢ prove, in
spite of our blunders and mistakes, that
we had. not compromised the proverbial
loyalty to the Castilian fatherland.

* Misfortune also has grandeur. The
Americans have acted as vainqueros
parvenue (upstart conquerors). They do
not yet know the misfortune of defeat,
but thére are things which the most for-
tunate nations cannot escape later on—
when they, too, will have had reverses;
when they will have become homogene-
ous, and no longer obliged to satisfy the
exigencies of political parties they too
will form, like all ‘6ther nations with a
past, a code of international rights and
duties, and be less inflexible towards
those who have suffered defeat. They
will better understand that strict ob-
servance of conditions¥agreed to, even in
the thick of a fight, is & guarantee and

A protection for all concerned—for the
conqueror as well as the vanquished.

Nations do not count by days or weeks,

but by centuries, and in the course of

their existence, events assume various
complexions.

“We signed on August 12 a protocol
suspending hostilities, and it was oh the
14th that the American general de-
manded the surrender of Manila. The
archipelago had not been won, and has
mnot yet been conquered. The fate of
the Philippines remained undetermined,
and Spanish sovereiguty was still in
force, since they were still waging war
with a considerable force to suppress the
insurrection. But after a journey
Aacross a portion of the United States,
President McKinley changed his policy
and decided upon claiming the Philip-
pines by right of conqueést. Yet, I re*
peat, the Philippines even now are still
- unconquered. The two chief islands,
‘the two richest—Mindanao and Luzon—
“@re not won: - Mindanac and the Island
of the Great Laké ‘contained a popula-
‘tion of half-breeds—half Malay and half
‘Spanish—constituting a military oli-
garchy which rules the rest of the
islands and occupies the richest portion
-;)tkthe territory on the shores of the
ake.
‘habitants. They are proud, strong and
‘warlike, and not only are they uncon-
queréd, but their conquest will not be
‘accomplished quickly., Yet the United
States claimed them as well as the other
islands, as though their conquest was
complete.

“But what most pains me is that in
this great whirlwind which we have lost
“all, lost all our last Armada, there has
been an attempt to deprive us of jur
honor as well. On December 1st T pro-
posed to the Americans to appoint a
technical commission to’' examine the
question of the Maine. We said America
should appoint an American, an Eng-
lishmen and a Frenchman, all special-
ists, and that these seven men brifig in
2 verdict. If they should declare Spain
innocent, the. President of the United
States should address a message to the
senate declaring Spanish honor intaet
and that Spain was falsely accused of
having betrayed the laws of hospitality
by blowing up a vessel at anchor in one
of her ports. If Spain should be declared
guilty a Spanish ship should go to Ameri-
ca, salute the United States flag, and
Spain would pay the costs.

“This is the proposal we made on De-
cember 1st. It could and must have
‘been telegraphed, for it counld be put in-
to two hundréd words; yet on December
Gth, in his message to congress, the
President made na allusion to our pro-
posal but described the blowing up of the

ine as a suspicious event. On De-
<cember 6th, the American commissioners
declared they refused to discuss this
question. - This is" what especially irri-
fates us. We have great defects, our
ot temper and cruelties even, but our
national honor is dear to us. Yet at
that honor Americans wished to deal the
<death blow. :

“Well, we are now going home to help

Spain staunch the wound. We have,
happily at our head a woman whose vir-
tues, courage and intelligence are our
strength and hope, who is believed and
esteemed by all parties, who henceforth
has the heart of a Spaniard, 'The latest
news from the frontiers is that all is
pretty quiet; there are moreover really
no Carlists but the priests who recall the
zloomiest period of our history. Don
. Carlos himself is no Carlist. He has
fived too long in the most advanced
countrids to be so retrograded and the
Carlism and the fanaticism has disap-
peared. Nor are there any longer men
who want a republie. Castellar and Sal-
meron are loyal opponents.

“Spain has ceased to be great Spain,
bhut we shall abide by our traditions of
honor and sobriety. Perhaps by the time
our young King; who has been brought
np in the schoolvof adversity under the
eye of ‘a noble Woman, attains his m¥-
jority, we will see the days of peace and
prosperity return.” &

THE PEACE COMMISSIONERS.

Praise for the Returning Americans—

They Learn What English Folk

Really Think.
London, Dee. 17.— It is doubtful if a
more businesslike hard working ‘body
than the American peace commission,
which sailed this afternoon for New York
on the American liner St. Louis from
Southampton, ever represented the Unit-
el Stutes abroad. On the arrival of the
tommissioners at Paris they immediately
settled down to work. Between the
joint meetings, the Americans spent their
days conferring in regard to their policy.
These conferences developed wide dif-
ferences, the quintette of commissioners
representing every ‘'shade of opinion on
the poliey of expansion. The Americans
were greatly indebted at all stages to the
learning of Prof. Moore, secretary of
their commission, who participated in the
conferences and whose advice was often
a factor in weighty problems. The Am-
erican commissioners also pay a high
compliment to Arthur Ferguson, the in-
terpreter attached to “the commission.
The Spaniards, they say, although he
was an American, trusted him to repre-
sent both parties. After the treaty was
signed and when the farewells were be-
ing exchanged, Senor Montero Rios, pre-
sident of the Spanish commission, seiz-
ed Mr. Ferguson’s hands and in a court-
ly Spanish manner exclaimed: “I am
sure you must have a fellow feeling for
the Spaniards, for you speak our lan-
guage not only with the head but with
the heart.”

Mr. Ferguson is gifted with a remark-
able memory.

Sale' of American Burying Ground at
Jerusalem Part of Clever Scheme.

Berlin, Dec. 17.—Particulars of the ac-
quisition of the legendary abode of the
Virgin Mary at Jerusalem by the Ger-
man Catholics, which the Emperor an-
nounced during his stay in Palestine,
have thrown fresh light on the recent
scandal in conmection with the sale of
the American cemetery at Jerusalem.
Coffins were said to have been exhumed
and the bodies dismembered and packed
in small boxes and re-interred elsewhere.
The names of the purchasers of the ceme-
tery and the particulars of the transac-
tion have been concealed.

Londony;; Dec. 17.—The sensation in
political circles this week has been Sir
William Vernon Harcourt’s trap-door
exit from the front of the Liberal stage,
which has left his party in a broken-
winded 'condition, and it is very clear
from the speeches delivered at yester-
day’s meeting of the National Liberal
Federation that the rank and file are
seriously displeased with what is regard-
ed in the light of desertion.

The letters of Sir William Vernon
Harcourt reveal that a state of intrigue
and internal division has existed in inner
Liberal circles for the past year. Now
the Liberal organs open up and give Sir
William a piece of their mind. The
Speaker, as mouthpiece of the party,
says: ** Neither the tone nor the actual
language of Sir William Vernen Har-
court or Mr. Morley are what we had a
right to expect from them. They have
been regarded as shining examples, and
we are sorry they have now fallen short
of their own reputations.”

The Liberals seem quite divided on the
subject of Sir William’s successor, and
the tone of their press is mgrked by an
embarrassing conflict of utterances for
Mr. Morley, Mr. Asquith and Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman. Mr. Asquith per-
haps has a slight lead, and if he should
consent to sacrifice his big practice at
the bar, which is inconsistent with the
duties of the leadership, he would un-
doubtedly be selected. -

Harcourt will remain a private member
of the party, and as soon as the Liberals
come into power he will receive a peer-
age and practically refire from parlia-
mentary life,

The Irish ‘members  of parliament
affect to be highly pleased at the dis-
organization of the Liberal party. The
Freeman’s Journal hits home when it
says: ‘“The Liberal wise. men for years
past have been‘lecturing the Irishmen
on the subject of dissension, which they
gave as justification for their postpone-
ment of home rule, but they completely
ignored the beam in their own eye.”

Immense Accumulation of Shipping at
Buffalo and Detroit.

Buffalo, Dec. 16.—The marine block-
ade at this port continues and is unpre-
cedented. 'There are fully eighty large
steamers in the river waiting *) be un-
loaded or frozen in. They carry about
nine million bushels of grain, while in the
different elevators seven million bushels
are at present stored. This total of six-
teen million bushels of grain afloat and
temporarily in store is a record breaker
of the first dimension.

Ice is forming too rapidly to permit
any of the boats attempting another trip
up the lakes, consequently this great
fleet of grain carriers will be forced to
winter in the port. The railroads are
hampered in their efforts to get the grain
to the seaboard by the continued snow
blockades.

the United States alone entitled him to
the absolute confidence of the country. |
The change which has taken place frem
three years back, when both countries
were discussing the possibilities of war,
would not have been possible except for
the cool, firm, far-seeinz way in which
the Premier had dealt with the Venezue-
lan difficulty. it

Continuing, the Barl of Selborne said:
“A very simple, but very great thing has
happened. A misunderstanding has been
removed. The people of the United
States had not understood Britain's feel-
ing towards them. Now they understand.
That is all. - But it is immense.”

“Great Britain,” he continued, “has
not proposed to use the United States
for her purposes, any more than our
friends across the Atlantic have pro-
posed to use Great Britain for their pur-
poses. Where our interests are identi-
cal we may hope for co-operation. When
cne country ‘has an interest and the
other has none, we may hope that the
country not interested will do what it
can to support its friends. Where the in-
terests may unhapply tend to diverge
they should hasten to mutual coneili-
ation, to an understanding, so as to
arrive at a. speedy compromise before
there is any chance of a breach of their
friendship.” (Applause).

Another Americar Cruiser Finds Peace
More Hurtful Than War,

Santiago de Cuba, Dec. 18.—While the
United States cruiser Cincinnati was
leaving port about sunset yesterday she
ran full speed upon a rock clearly de-
fined in the charts, but not buoyed.

Last September Gen. Leonard Wood,
considering that the absence of a buoy
there might lead to some accident, an-
chored a small one, the first ever placed
there, but the Bessie, on entering the
harbor one night carried it away and
since then there has been no buoy to
mark the location of the rock.

The Cincinnati probably is not serious-
ly damaged, as she is not taking water.
For the last twenty-four hours the gov-
ernment collier Southery and the May-
flower have been engaged in an effort to
pull her off. Thus far their'efforts have
been unsuccessful but it is” hoped they
will have better luck to-night at high
tide. The principal risk now is of tear-
ing a hole in the cruiser’s bottom while
she is pulling off.

Capt. C. M. Chester, the cruiser’s com-
mander, insists that the landmarks are
in the wrong places and have not been
altered in any way sinee the American
occupation. Pilots are not compulsory
upon the entrance of warships, but the
Santiago harbor is difficult and a wat-
ship should invariably take one. Here-
after a large buoy will mark the rock
upon which the Cincinnati struck.

CAIRO TO THE CAPE.

Important Step Towards Realization of
British Railway Across Africa.

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AWEUL CRIME FIXED.

Terror Stricken Russian Confessed
Author of Stuartburn
Tragedy.

Took Five Lives With the Object
of Securing a Paltry Fifty
Dollars.

Hacked With an Axe Bodies of
Little Children Already
Slain by Bullets.

Special to the:Colonist,

Winnipeg, Dec, 19.—The confessed
Stuartburn murderer, Simeon Czuby,
was brought to the city to-day by De-
tective Cox, of the provinéial police,
Czuby made a confession of the murder
of Bocehko and four children to J. V.
Yeo and his daughter, imploring their
protection. He confessed that he had
committed the crime and he sought their
advice as to how he might escape the
authorities. He said that on October
14 about six o'clock, he hLad gone to
Bocehko’s house and found Bocehko
cooking his supper of porridge. He and
Bocehko had a friendly chat in which
Bocehko told him that he had $50. He
asked for the loan of $20, which Bocehko
refused. Seeing that he meant to use
violence Bocehko seized the axe, and
Czuby drew his revolver and fired twice
in quick succession. In the dim light he
missed his aim. Then he grappled with
Bocehko, and with ease, for he was a
larger and stronger man, he wrenched
the axe from his grasp. Knocking him
to he ground, he hacked him with the
blunt weapon a dozen times or more un-
til all signs or life had disappeared.

Turning his attention to the children,
he found that two of the bullets had
struck the children with fatal effect. One
had hit the baby near the corner of the
mouth and striking the teeth on the op-
posite side remained there imbedded in
the flesh, while the other was driven
through the little one’s cheek. The other
bullet had struck the second child near
the temple. He then killed the other two
children, who were erying loudly, and to
make matters sure he hacked a few times
even the two already dead.

Securing the money, he started for
home. There he hid the money and re-
volver. “On entering his house, he found
that he was covered with blood. His
coat was splattered with blood and
brains, and even his hat had marks upon
it. He changed his clothes and buried
them  later, together with his hat. He
promised Mr. Yeo to show him where
the money and revolver were hidden.

Czuby apparently realized his crime as
he made two attempts to commit suicide
while en ronte to Winnipeg. He is lodg-
ed in the provincial gaol here.

** Look out,” or * Pull yourself together,”
forms the general remark. of the knout-
wielder, and the next moment the blows
are raining in fearful thuds upon the bare
bach of Sidorov, who utters heart-piercing
shrieks. One, two, three—the warder calls
aloud the tale of the stripes, every one of
which hisses and leaves its mark on the
culprit. The cry that at first followed
every stroke has gradually become an un-
broken howl and roar, and readers must
have strong nerves if they ecan pleture
further all the hideousness of this diaboll-
cal form of punishment.

This form of castigation is inflicted upon
convicts whenever it is ordained by law or
by the police and local authorities. The
dispenser of blows is always a fellow taken
from the prisoners themselves, and in his
hands the fate of the ‘delinquent may be
said literally to lie. The knout consists of
a thick wooden stick, to which is fastened
a strongly plaited lash, about thirty inches
long and two inches wide, and th{s thong
is 80 cut.as to form three lashes at its
end. A convict who retains the smallest
degree of human feeling can never be in-
duced to undertake this office, and thus on-
ly the most reprobate and hardened erimi-
nals are chosen for the dread work. To
these inhuman creatures the courts of Rus-
sia entrust human life. It is in their power
to indict only light g\mlshment upon 'the
condemned, to make him a cripple for the
rest of his days, or to send him to the
grave on the spot; and yet the officials
never deem it necessary to put any re-
straint upon these floggers. The experienc-
ed floggers are really skilled at their work,
If they wish to show any mercy to the de-
linquent they rain blows on his body with
the middle part of the whip, while the cruel
tips of it fall beyond the prisoner and on
the bench; but if no merey is to be given
then the knout is made to do its full pur-
pose. In the hands of a skilled flogger the
motions of the knout are so quick that they
can scarcely be rightly followed by an inex-
perienced observer. In either case the pri-
Soner naturally howls; but the difference in
the result is very marked. The lightened
orm of punishment can be bought, and
Wwoe to:-him who is not able to propitiate
the flogger.

Permanent injury and death as the re-
sults of the knouts were formerly by no
means rare, but now they are exceptions.
Very much depends also upon the TRON-
ality of the chief of the prison; if he is a
man of the least kindly feeling he will not
allow the flogging to be carried out to
grewsome lengths; but, are there many:
such men to be found on the outermost

. THE YUKON CHARGES,

We frankly admit that we do not care
to make_ anonymous charges against pub-
!1c_omclals; yet in regard to the Yukon
it is almost impossible to get persons to
allow their names to be used. Three
classes of reasons are given. One is
that the complainants regard their
knowledge of the existence of scandals
as an ad_vantage to them ‘in dealing with
the officials; another is that they have
paid for privileges and it would be fool-
lsl; to.lose the advantage thus gained; a
third is that the complainants will have
business to do with officials in Dawson
next year, and do not wish to handicap
themse}ves. To some people these will
seem like very insufficient reasons, but
when men make specific allegations, and
give one or the other of these grounds for
being unwilling to have their names used
in connection with them, it is impossible
not to be impressed by them.

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THE E. & N. RAILWAY BELT.

Mr. Cotton.made a speech at Cobblp
Hill the other night, in which he made
sundry promifes to the people, as to
what he and the government of which
he is a member intend to do with the
B. & Ny railway grant. In making his
promises Mr. Cotton knew perfectly
well that he was undertaking to do
what he cannot perform. He was
guilty of a deliberate attempt to deceive
a ‘coustituency. In substance, Mr. Cot-
ton promised to completely alter- the
rights® of - the *railway company in its

“lands. If he 'is“4bBle to understand the
simplest proposition in law, he ought to
pe aware that the province has mothing
whatever to do with the railway grant,

. efcept so far as it is able to deal with
private property in -general, and even
this right is subject to the terms of the
agreement between the province and the
Dominion government, and between that

. government and the railway company.
‘What are the facts of this case?

They are, briefly, that the province of
British Columbia, being desirous of see-
jng a railway built from Victoria to
Nanaimo, gave to the Dominion govern-
ment a certain area of land to be used
as a subsidy, and the Dominion govern-
ment made an agreement with Mr. Rob-
ert Dunsmuir and his associates to take
the land and a cash subsidy and build
the railway. It is duite true that under
the terms of the grant the gold and sil-
ver did not pass frgm the crown. The
intention was otherwise, and some of
the most prominent lawyers in Canada
believed that the precious as well as the

_base metals went to the grantees, but
the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council held otherwise, so that in this
respect the company holds its lands upon
precisely the same terms.as to minerals
as every one else in British Columbia
holds theirs. Under the law of British
Columbia the right of anyone to enter
upon the land of any person or corpora-
tion and prospect for minerals is the
same, whether the property entered upon
is one or one million acres, and We beg
to doubt whether any legislature can be
found that will make one law for the
E. & N. railway company and another
for every one else. The Canadian Paci-
fic holds lands in British Columbia by
substantially the same tenure as the
E. & N. Is it proposed to undertake
to interfere with its grants also?

‘:assume that repudiatory legislation—leg-
islation in violation of a solemn compact

_dn - which two governments and a cor-
poration were concerned, will be allowed
by the Dominion government to remain
upon the statute boek, if he ever gets it
{there?

If it were proposed to curtail the rights
-<of the C. P. R. in their lands, we can
understand that a strong objection would
-be at once made against a breach of
faith with foreign capitalists, who on
the faith of the contract had invested
their money in Canada, and the objec-
tion would prevail with all reasonable
men.  Will Mr. Cotten tell us why the
E. & N. company should be accorded
different treatment? Is the fact that
the stock of that company is owned
chiefly by our own neighbors a reason
why faith should not be kept with the
stoékholders? Mr. Cotton knows per-
fectly well that the legislation, which he
promises, would never be allowed to re-
main on the statute book by the Do-
minion government. - He is not the fool
that his speech makes him appear to be.
He is simply indulging in a little Duns-
muir-baiting in the hope of deceiving the
voters of Cowichan. Mr. Cotton sat in
the house session after session and never

" 80 much as raised his voice to suggest
that the rights of the E. & N. railway
could be taken away by the legislature.
He has waited until he got among the
people of Cowichan to propound the un-
British doctrine of repudiation.

But what are the facts in regard to
prospectors and the H, & N. land belt?
They are simply these: Hundreds of
Dpeople go upon the land of the company
every year and prospect wherever they
like, without so much as saying “by your
leave” to any ome, They are as free to
2o upon the company’s land as they are
upon vacant crown lands. No one asks
them a dollar for the privilege; no one
eéven asks that they shall give notice of
their intention. Any man in the world
can go upon any part of the company’s
land and prospect for the precious metals
whenever he likes. If a prospector finds
the precious metals on the land he does
.ot notify the company. He acts just the
same as he would if the find were on
crown land, that is he records it with the
gold commissioner. He does not have to
8o near the company, until he wants to
acquire title to the land. Then he in-
variably finds that he has to deal with a
company which is highly reasonable, as
its records show.  Much has been said
about the ‘f&lﬂn n promulgated in|
June, 1897, by the company. There was

“a greit deal of t41W abont it in the leg-
islature. To hear some of those people,

who prospect chiefly with their mouths
and upon the credulity of the public, de-

liver themselfes upon this subject; one
would suppose.that the regulation would
scare every- prospector away from thé
railway belt. ' But what were the facts?
They were that prospecting went on more
vigorously than ever.. Between June 1st,
when the regulation was first published,
and October 21st _of the same year,
ninety-threo claims were located i Al-

st oo A r
berni alone, and this be it observed was

in a dfstrict that had already been the
scene of active prospecting for years.
Since then returns have not been receiv-
ed from the gold commissioner at Al-
berni, although they have beén repeated
Iy asked for by the company, but we
understand that very many more claims
have been located there since upon the
company’s land. What is true of Alber-
ni is true of every other part of the rail-
way belt. Returns are not all in, but
Mr. Solly, the company’s land officer,
says on June 1st, 1897, there were about
500 live locations on the railway belt, and
that since then 415 new locations have
béen reported to him, and that those un-
reported will swell the number under the
new regulation to at least 600. The
claims. located since June, 1897, give the
completest pospible answer that could be
suggested to the pretence that the policy
of the company is keeping prospectors off
the land. E

We have said that the records of the
company will show that the persons de-
siring of acquiring claims for actual de-
velopment have found the company rea-
sonable in its demands. This is borne out
by an inspection of the company’s books
and by the course taken by miners them-
selves. There are complaints, but they
are for the most part from those who,
having found something which they
think is good, or which they hope to
persuade some one else is good, wish to
get some claim upon it, so that they can
sell it. The company does not encourage
prospectors to seek out claims for the
purpose of selling them; but the man
who intends bona fide to open his claim,
that is to develop it so as to ascertain
that it is really a mine, will find, and
always has found, the company ready to
grant him every facility in the way of
time. It is the interest of the company
that mines upon its property shall be de-
veloped, and it is ready to do anything
that can be asked in reason to promote
their development. The best way to deal
with ;the land is a matter with which
the company is ‘vastly more concerned
than any individual can be. The land
is no good to the company if it lies un~
uvtilized. Hence the company will vary
its policy from time to time, as seems
most likely to induce people to under-
take mineral development. The company
has met the wishes of prospectors in the
past, that is of bona fide prospectors, as
is shown by the number of locations
made, which indicate that the belt has
been very largely prospected already. It
will endeavor to meet them in the future
Instead of this co-operatior between the
company and prospectors, Mr. Cotton
proposes to substitute litigation. What
does he propose to gain for the pros-
pectors by litigation? He cannot get
them the right to go upon the land and
prospect, for they have that now as ful-
Ay as if it were confirmed by royal char-
ter. Does he answer that the right now
depends” upon the good will of the com-
pany, and he proposes to make it a statu-
tory right? ''We reply that if the legis-
latare ~Dasses statutes from now until
doomsday it can give the public no great-
er rights than they now enjoy by virtue
of the decision of the Judicial Commjt-
tee of the Privy Council, declaring «;t
the precious metals still are vested in
the crown. The legislature cannot add
one jot or tittle to the rights of pros-
pectors and Mr. Cotton ought to know it.
If he does not he is unfit for the po-
sition of a minister. If he does, he
is guilty of a gross attempt to deceive
the people of Cowichan.

Mr. Cotton declares that the govern-
ment is going to pass a law giving pros-
pectors certain rights after they have dis-
covered mines and until they have prov-
ed them. The reply to this is that
already made. To attempt to giwe
the public rights in the land of the com-
pany would be a violation of the terms
of the grant and would be disallowed by
the Dominion government beecause it
would be a repudiation of a solemn com-
pact made by the crown., This is a mat-
ter which must be left to the good judg-
ment of the company. If its rights to
its lands can be curtailed in one way,
they can be curtailed in another; they
can be so cut down as to be of abso-
lutely no value whatever. #We do not
believe that the people of Cowichan will
be parties to anything like confiscation.
And this observation applies also to the
sale of land to settlers. Nothing would
please the company better than to see its
lands, occupied by settlers, but if it pro-
poses to exercise the ordinary rights of
ownership in regard to its. domain, we
do not think the land owners of Cow-
ichan will be disposed to find fault. Most
people, who cherish British instincts, will
raise their voices in protest against an
attempt to take away rights given in
the most solemn manner possible. The
rights of the E. & N. company in its
lands were not acquired through inad-
vertence. They are in point of fact less
than it was originally intended they
should be. To come in at this late day,
and promise to cut down those rights,
displays a disregard of the principles ly-
ing at the foundation of British justice
that cannot be. too severely condemned;
but we do not know that anything else
ought to be expected from a minister,
who has declared in his newspaper that
the principles of the British constitution

‘do not apply to British Columbia.

I FINLAYSON'’S CASE.

Mr. Justice Walkem is quite right. A
small salary is no excuse for crime. No
one ' claims that young Finlayson was
paid enough for his services. The nig-
gardly salaries paid by the Dominion
governmeént to some of its officials on.the
Coast call for condemnation, but they
do not excuse those in receipt of them
for taking other people’s money. We
do not think there will be any difference
of opinion on this peint, 4nd so we will
not be misunderstood when we say that
it is the duty of the government to take
into account the greater cost of living
here as compared with what it is in the
East, and give public employees at least
a decent wage. While a low salary does
not excuse-ictime, it is a temptation to
commit crime, which no government
ought to put in the way of its employees.

There is another aspect of this un-
happy case upon which some observa-
tions ought to be made. 'This young man
was not earning as much in the govern-
ment service as he could have earned
doing odd jobs at day labor. We do
not know what his personal habits were,
but if they were like those of most youug
men in Victoria, they made very much
greater demands upon his pocket than
the habits of the ordinary day laborer.
He certainly had to dress better; he
had to meet a hundred and one little
outlays, unknown to the other class, in
order to keep his place, or what he
thought was his place, in society. To
do so on a salary of $44 net a month
was of course impossible. He might
have resigned, said Mr. Justice Walkem.
So he might, but if he had resigned and
gone into 4ny other ,employment he
would have run the risk of losing stand-
ing with some people. The crying evil
of society all over America is that the
children of '‘successful self-made men
make -life very uncomfortable for the
young man, who is trying to make his
way in the same way and with just as
good chances of success as their fathers.
To affect a.financial independence which
they do not poessess, to be young men of
leisure, to be -able always to be ‘dressed
presentably — that is presentably to
young ladies—to be even on the ragged
edge of the social swim, these things
possess attractions to young men, who
have been brought up to lives of more
or less ease. The result is that they
seek salaried positions with no matter
how meagre remuneration, leaving the
real work of the world to be done by
young fellows with half their advan-
tages. Thus it comes about that the
social tree is always dying at the top.
How often do we hear it said: “ So and
So does not amount to much, but his
father was a man of influence.” The
community is greatly the loser by this
unwillingness of young people to begin
where their fathers did; they want to
begin at the point where their fathers,
after years of toil and endeavor, were
able to leave off. Young Finlayson's
case ought te sét other young men
thinking. Not many of them are likely
to fall into the same\temptalion as he
did, but his.example teaches. the unwis-
dom of seeking ‘easy positions because
they are supposed to be in some special
way respectable.

THE YUKON SCANDALS.

Senator Macdonald had a circular let-
ter from the deputy minister of the in-
terior similar to that received by Sir
Chas. Hibbert Tupper, relative to the
Yukon scandals. Mr. Macdonald com-
mended the intention of the minister to
sift all specific charges of wrong doing,
and the punishment of officials found
guilty, but suggested that investigation
should be before a judge and not before
the ecommissioner. He pointed out that
miners and others returning to the Yu-
kon were afraid to make specific charges
over their own names, lest they should be
subjected to unfair treatment, and per-
gecution for 'making charges. Mr. Mac-
donald took ocecasion to draw attention
to some points of importance for the in-
formation of the minister of the interior,
such as:

1. Thé unsanitary condition of Dawson
City, causing mueh sickness, and the im-
mediate necessity for an inexpensive sys-
tem of sewerage.

2. All timber in the vicinity of mines
should be reserved for the miners, and
mining purposes—if not free, then at the
lowest price;—as without fuel life can-
not exist, and mining—which gives any
gives any value to the Yukon—cannot be
carried on.

3. No timber- or water concessions
should be made to any person or com-
pany in the mining region, as such would
add to the cost of living and mining,
lead to ill feeling, and retard develop-
ment, and that all concessions already
made should be cancelled. With regard
to Yukon matters oue point should be
kept steadily in view by the government:
The protecting and fostering of the min-
ing industry. If the laws are too se-
vere, and the best part of the country is
given over to speculators in timber lim-
its and water rights, mining will be
crushed and the Yukon rendered value-
less. This region cannot be wisely ad-
ministered, except in accordance with
local conditions, by competent persons
possessed of local knowledge.

BRIBERY BY WHOLESALE.

Whatever else may be said in regard
to Premier Semlin, it must be confessed
that when he: goes in for bribery he
does it by wholesale. There probably
never was in politics anything equal to
his declaration to the people of Cowi-
chan, made during the course of his
speech at Duncan’s on Tuesday night.
All parts of the -country are calling for
public works, said the Premier, and the
government cannot possibly meet all
demands. Under these circumstances,
he said, it is to the advantage of Cowi-
chan to have a representative who has
the ear of the government.

There are several objections to this
proposition. . One of them is that it is

X

not by any means certain thst“any
friend of "Mr. Semlin will “have the
ear of the government.” after the house
meets. The probabilities are all in the
other direction. Therefore if Mr. Sem-
lin’s extraorlinary contention is to re-
ceive any consideration at the hands of
the people of Cowichan, they will prob-
ably require some guarantee from -him
as to the stability of the government
which he has formed. This simple con-
sideration of itself shows how utterly
without justification such an appeal to
a constituency is. It follows from what
Mr. Semlin says that if the voters of
Cowichan believe the present govern-
ment will not stand, it is their duty to
elect some ome, who will support the
present opposition. . If this is to be the
character of politics in this province,
things haye got down to a pretty low
level indeed. . ..

A second objection to the proposition
is that it is an intimation that a new era
in appropriations, as well as in some
other respects, is to be inaugurated, if
Mr. Semlin and his friends remain in
power. We do not think we will be
contradicted when we say that the late
administration, in distributing the. appro-
priations, took no account of the politi-
cal attitude of the representative of a
district. Every charge that ingenuity
could invent was made against Mr. Tur-
ner and his’ colleagues, but no one
thought of insinuating to the contrary
of this, for the very good reason that it
would have been so palpably false that
the man making it would have been set
down as a gross falsifier. It was com-
mon talk in the legislature that the mem-
bers of the then opposition were as per-
sistent and insistent in their demands
for appropriations as the supporters of
the government, and not a man in oppo-
sition ever rose in his place in the house
and asserted that heedid not get a fair
hearing because he was not one of the
government party. Friends and oppon-
ents alike had the ear of the late gov-
ernment in the matter of appropriations.
But it appears that we are to have a
change. A few weeks ago a notice was
published in the Gazette asking all per-
sons having any demands to make for
roads, bridges, trails or other improve-
ments to send them in to the govern-
ment. We pointed out at the time that
this was ‘a serious departure from the
principle of representative institutions,
which made the member of a constitu-
ency the proper channel for the commu-
nication of its needs to the government.
We now begin to get a better under-
standing of what this notice meant. It
was intended to place the government in
a position to purchase support in and out
of the house. . It was to enable them:'to
say to members and to voters that the
claims upon the treasury are many, and
that those presented or backed up by
the friends of the government will have
the best chance of receiving considera-
tion. We do net think the people of
Britisif Columbia are ready for such a
reversal of the:principles upon which its
affairs have been administered. The
duty of the gqv;gmment is, after consul-
tation with alt the members and after
employing its own faculty of observation
as well as possible, to prepare its esti-
mates so as to suit the needs of every
section of the ‘province, irrespective of
the political attitude of the several dis-
tricts. This was the course followed
by the late.administration, and the peo-
ple of Cowichan are to be congratulated
upon having the opportunity of pro-
ncuncing upon this proposal of Mr. Sem-
lin to reverse it.

The proposition is open to objection
because it is unwarranted by the faects.
British Columbia is not in such a condi-
tion financially as to be compelled to
starve public works—at least it was not
in such a position before the present
muddlers obtained control of the treas-
nry. Mr. Turner and his celleagues
would have found money in the future,
as they found it in the past, for neces-
‘sary public works in all parts of the
province. It is quite true that they
would have had to borrow some of it;
but they held, and the Colonist now
holds, that im a province of the immense
resources and splendid future possibili-
ties of British Columbia, a -judicious
policy of borrowing is wise, and is in
fact the only one-that can be justified.
It would be utterly unreasonable to at-
tempt to make the present population of
this province pay eash down by taxa-
tion for the improvements necessary to
open it up for colonization and indus-
trial development. The people, who will
come to the province and profit by the
work done, ought to bear some share of
the cost, and they can be made to do
this by the adoption of a judicious pol-
icy of borrowing for public improve-
ments. Such a policy must necessarily
be only temporary; that is, no province
can go on borrowing indefinitely.. Buta
good financier can easily keep within
proper limits, and that this province had
far from reached its just limit was evi-
dent to any ene in touch with the Lon-
don money market, and is proved by the
price ' quoted for our outstanding in-
scribed stoek.

The greatest gbjection to Mr. Semlin’s
proposition is the gross immorality of it.
He has substantially told the people of
Cowichan that, if he remains in power,
they may expeet no favors unless they
accept as their representative an im-
ported representative from the Main-

land, a gentleman whom his own con-

stituents rejected for causes best known
to theémselves; and refusé¢ the services
of ‘a gentleman, whose whole. interests
are bound up;with those of the constitu-
ency. It is*fmpossible to imagine a
case of grosser bribery than this, if, in-
deed, it does not pass beyond the seqpe
of bribery and become coercion.

We greatly mistake the temper of the
people of Cowichan if they do not re-
sent this attempt to interfere with their
free expression of opinion as voters of
British Columbia.  Mr. Semlin must

imagine that théy are poor creatures in-
deed, or he would have shown more dis-
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cretion than to address such an argu-
ment to them. He goes befote them
and declares that he proposes to cut
down the influence of Vancouver Island
in the legislature, and asks the aid of
the people of Cowichan in doing it; he
asks them to throw aside their allegiance
to the political ‘friends whom they have
hitherto supported; he asks them to ac-
cept a stranger as their representative;
he asks tHem to endorse the unconstitu-
tional action which placed him in
power; and then has the supreme auda-
city to tell them that, "if they do these
things, they will be rewarded by having
as their representative a man who has
the ear of the government, and who can
get them their fair share of public ex-
penditures, 'which they will not get, if
they have the hardihood to be loyal to
their political friends and to the gentle-
man whom they chose as their repre-
sentative last summer, if they remain
true to their interests as an Island con-
stituency; if they assert-their rights as
free men to vote for whom they choose;
if they dare stand firm by those (;onsti-
tutional principles upon which our na-
tional life is based. What will be the
response of the people of Cowichan to
such a demand? We have such faith
in their sense of right and in their appre-
ciation of their duty as free-born British
subjecté, as to feel confident.that their
response to Mr. Semlin will be such that
this will be the last, as it is the first
time, when any political leader, not to
say premier of Rritish Columbia, has
had the hardihood to go before an intel-
ligent constituen¢y with what is either
a gross attempt to bribe a whole elec-
torate, or an effort at coercion_that all
men, worthy of citizenship, will resent
with indignation.

The adjustment of the relative inter-
ests of Great Britain and the United
States in the proposed Nicaraguan canal
may be a matter of some difficulty.
Great Britain has certain rights under
the Clayton-Bulwer treaty, which she
does not appear at all ready to surrender.
Of course the United States can give
notice of intention to abrogate the treaty,
but this will not fully solve the prob-
lem, for it will leave Great Britain free
to negotiate a new treaty with the Cen-
tral American republics. But it is not
likely that the United States will take
such a course, because no government
desires to repudiate its solemn agree-
ments with other countries. ~The people
of British Columbia would be sorry to see
any permanent obstacles put in the way
of the construction of the canal, but at
the same time they do not desire to see
Imperial interests given up without some
substantial equivalent. Doubtless the
ingenuity of the two governments will
enable them to find a satisfactory solu-
tion of the question involved.

A TRAITOR IN THE CAMP.

One of Canada’s Commissioners Accused
of Betraying the Interests of the
Dominion,

From the Ottawa Citizen.

A special despateh to the Toronto
World from Montreal says: “It has
been whispered here in political circles for
some days past that an unprecedented
scandal would soon come to light in
connection with the relations which a
certain’' member‘of the international com-
mission bears to the country.he repre-
sents, and to the interests he is held to
gerve. If the incident took place in time
of war it would be called high treason
pure and simple, and even in the piping
times of peace such a man’s usefulness
would immediately be declared gone in
any other country in the world except
Canada. It remains to be seen, however,
what efféct such an exposure will have
upon the public mind, upon the execu-
tive of the country, and upon the Wash-
ington conference itself. It will be re-
membered that on May 24 last there ap-
peared in a Saginaw, Mich., paper an
anonymously signed letter, dated from
Toronto, giving points to the Americans,
and showing wherein the United States
could get the better of the Dominion of
Canada in matters now beéing discussed
by ¢he representatives of the both coun-
tries at Washington. This communica-
tion, on the face of it, scarcely merited
a moment’s attention, but if the Cana-
dian people were convinced that it was
written by one of our commissioners the
whole Dominion would certainly be in
a blaze of indignation. This, it seems, is
the case. It appears that the manuseript
has been secured from the Michigan
newspaper office, and the handwriting
fully identified as that of a member of
the Canadian parliament,

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X POINT FOR DREYRUS

‘Seeret Papers in His Case Handed
to Court After Much Pro-
testation.

-Death Preseribed for State Offi-
eials Guilty of Treason in
Time of Peace.

By Associated Press.

Paris, Dec. 19.—There was a repetition
this afternoon of the mow familiar
scenes in the chambet of deputies. M.
Lasies, anti-semiti¢, interpellated the gov-
-ernment on the subject of the alleged
indiscretions of the Brisson ministry in
the Dreyfus affair. He accused the for-
mer premier, M. Brisson, of violating the
constitution, and violently attacked the
-court of cassation, whose president, M.
Loewes, he: said, was a brother of a
German official. The speech of M.
Lasies was interrupted by uproar and
protests.

The minister of war, M. de Freycinet,
replied that he did not desire to appear
as wishing to influence -the decision of
‘the court of cassation, but while willing
to submit to the court all the official
documents in his possession, he was ab-
solutely determined not to submit the
secret batch of documents in the case,
which, he pointed out, contained papers
affecting the security of the nation. He
added that if the house did not apprave
-of his attitude, he was willing to resign.

M. Lasies said he thought that under
the circumstances the revision of the
Dreyfus trial was only & comedy, and
‘he thanked M. de F'reycinet for furnish-
ing official confirmation of the report
that the secret batch of documents so
frequently referred to really existed. He
then withdrew his interpellation.

The chamber later discussed an inter-
pellation by M. Miller, relative to the
-condition upon which the secret dossier
could be communicated to the court of
-cassation, as, he contended, unless the
court were put in possession of all the
documents, the whole case of the revision
was vitiated.

M. Dupuy, the premier, replied that
unless guarantees of absolute secrecy
were forth coming the government would
not communicate the documents to the
-court. The premier also declared it was
impossible to show the documents to the
«defence unless the government were ab-
solutely assured of secrecy.

M. Brisson said: “There is no’ docu-
ment in the Dreyfus dossier that could
affect the security of the state. I exam-
ined the entire dossier after the discov-
ery of the Henry forgery and considered
them all suspicious.”

M. Cavaignac, former minister of war,
interjected: “M. Brisson and M. Sarrien
examined the documents. " I thought it
necesary to show them. Afterwards I
«offered to show M. Brisson certain docu-
ments in the hands of General Gouze in
which there were the elements of the
convietion, but M. Brisson thought it
useless to examine these.”

After further debate which had been
of the most animated character, the
chamber by a vote of 370 against 80 ap-
proved of the government.

He then proceeded to ex-
pound his views, which produced a great
uproar. The premier, M. Dupuy, re-
plied: “I should have thought that the
Dreyfus affair had already done the

country enough harm. Mr. Fournier’s|C

new proposal would be most pernicious.
The country wants and has a disfran-
chised army to safeguard her independ-
ence, and we_do not wish to give its offi-
cers the means -of descending to the
forum. We must rally around the
army.” The motion~- for urgency was
then defeated by 477 votes against 26.
_ In the senate a stormy discussion took
place over a bill increasing the penalties
for espionage and treason. There were
frequent references to Dreyfus. Event-
udlly the bill, which prescribes death for
state officials who are guilty of treason
in time of peace, 'was adopted.

DAIRYMEN’'S ASSOCIATION.

Exhibition to Be Held in Ladner’s Next
Month,

In the heat of the bye elections and the
excitement of the coming session of the
legislature dairymen must not forget the
coming exhibition of dairy produce to be
held at Ladner’s on January 26 and 27
under the auspices of the Dairymen’s
Association of British Columbia. The
annual meeting of the Dairymen’s Asso-
ciation will be held at the same time and
addresses will be given by experts in
the various branches of dairying. Nat-
urally the association look for the co-
operation of all who are interested in
this branch ef industry as dairying has
become more and more important to the
province in the past few years and with
energy and enterprise ought to build up
to a “very prominent place. There are
five divisions of prizes: Creamery, in
which there are first, second and third
prizes for tub and also for prints in
boxes of not less than twenty pounds.
Dairy butter has substantial prizes for
tub, prints and table butter; there are
prizes for home'made and factory cheese,
prizes for dairy utensils and packages,
and also for feed such as roots of ‘various
kinds, hay and ensilage. "The entries for
creamery butter had: to be made last
November and have sinee been in cold
storage at Westminster so that a prac-
tical lesson can be léarmed when the
awards in this section are made. All
the other entries must be made before
Januaryy 26 with Mr. G. H. Hadwen,
secretary-treasurer, Duncan, who will
forward entry forms and all necessary in-
formation on request. Entries by mem-
bers are free and by non-members 50
cents, but as it only costs $1 a year
to belong to the association every dairy-
ban ought to be a member.

period_, according to our circumstances.

The Famous Mining Appeal of Iron
Mask in Centre Star Be-
ing Argued.

udgment Given Deciding in Favor
of the City of Nelson Elec-
trie By-Law.

The Full court were busy yesterday
hearing the appeal of defendants in the
famous mining suit of Iron Mask vs.
Centre Star. This is a most important
case, the first one of the kind involving
extra lateral rights under the former
method of location in British Columbia,
when the prior locator was given the
right to follow his vein outside his side
lines and under the surface of a mine
located later. This kind of difficulty
cannot take place under the present pro-
vinéial mineral laws, which give mineral
rights only within the lines of a claim,
the size of the mining claims being made
1,500 feet square, so as to give space for
fair-sized underground workings within
the side lines. The argument which
opened yesterday was the defendant’s
appeal, Mr. E. P. Davis, Q. C., and Mr.
Galt appearing for the Centre Star, and
Messrs. E. V. Bodwell and A. H. Mc-
Neill for the Iron Mask. The appeal
is to reverse two judgments pronounced
by Mr. Justice Walkem, continuing an
injunction against the Centre Star people
and prohibiting this company from con-
tinuing to sink an incline shaft on a body
of ore whieh has its apex, according to
defendants’ contention, in' the Centre
Star and following the dip of the vein
under the ground of the Iron Mask, and
also prohibiting the Centre Star from
proceeding with a winze sunk from a
drift in the said vein within Iron Mask
ground. / 5

These two judgments of Mr. Justice
‘Walkem were given on October 4, short-
1y after the purchase of the Centre Star
property by T. G. Blackstock and George
Gooderham, of Toronto, who proceeded
then to get themselves added as party
defendants, to maintain their rights to
the vein in question. Recently the de-
fendants applied for an order to inspect,
sample and experiment on the property
in dispute.

Thsep:ontention of plaintiffs is that de-
fendants’ vein, if it be a vein at all, is
cut off and terminated by a flat fault or
water course, which varies in tlnqkn_ess
from two to . four feet, and plaintiffs
maintained their injunction as soon as
the defendants reached the said water
course in the workings. The application

- for inspection also came before Mr. Jus-
tice Walkem, who considered that he
was bound by the terms of the injune-
tion already pending, and, therefore, re-
fused the order. The Centre Star Co.
are appealing from this refusal also.
The material before the court is very
voluminous, consisting of 20 or more
affidavits by various ' mining experts,
about half of whom testified that the
vein is terminated by the flat fault,
while the other half of the experts de-
cided, on the contrary, that the vein is
continunous on the other side of the fault.

NELSON ELECTRIC BL-LAW.

The Full court yesterday gave .judg-
ment, allowing the appeal of the city of
Nelson in regard to the Nelson electric
light by-law, and dismissed with costs
Mr. Justice Walkem’s order guashing
the by-law. = The following is the text
of the Chief" Justice’s judgment:

With great respect for the opinion of
the learned judge whose decision is in
appeal I think that he went wrong in
applying to this case the authorities upon
which he proceeded. . :

The mnpnicipality was admittedly act-
‘ing within its powers in acquiring the
property in guestion. .

It is not disputed that the council was
composed of persons competent to origin-
ate and carry the by-law or that being
a quorum they actea honestly and -
interestedly in:the exereise of a di
tion independent of the mayor, who did
not even attend any of the meetings at
which the by-law was read a first, second
and third time, or that the necessary as-
sent was duly given by a three-fourths
majority of the electors or that they vot-
ed knowing the mayor to be a share-
holder in the company from which the
property was being purchased. :

In these circumstances .there is of
course no suggestion that the mayor was
guilty of anything morally wrong. But
/it is_contended that in as much as the
members of the council are substantially
in the positioin of trustees for the inhab-
itants of the municipality and because
as it is said the rule is that any trans-
action between trustees and cestui que
trust will be set aside at the instance of
‘the latter, therefore merely by reason of
the dual position of the mayor this by-
law must be quashed on the application

ot the ent.

I do not think it necessary to consider
whether the rule has been accurately
stated but assuming -its existence and
application then to the municipality and
not to a single dissatisfied ratepayer
would seem to belong the right to decide
whether the transaction should stand as
being beneficial to the municipality or be
set aside as not being for its benefit or
whether the mayor should be made to
3cc¢_mnt for any profit which he may have

erived.

_ In this view,the question of ratification
by the ratepgyers wonld naturally pre-
sent itself for determination.

THE COLUMBIA’S ADVENTURES.

Story That the Ship Is Not in So Bad
a Condition as Her Captain
Makes Out.

: A sensational announcement appeared
in the Honolulu Star of December 17,
that the steamer City of Columbia was
noteso badly damaged in her accident as
had been understood, and that she would
g0 from Hilo to Honolulu under her own
steam. This report is disputed by the
former managers of the line at Seattle,
who refer to the report of the hpard of
survey as to the damage sustained. The
article which appeared in the Honolulu
paper was as follows:

“Now it is said that the City of
Columbia is as good as she was when
she came here; that she hasn’t a bro-
ken back, but only a ‘hog’ back, and
s_l.xe has had' that for years:; that she
did not spring any. serious leak on the
trip from here toward Hilo, and that
she never was in any danger.

“Her ‘race with death,’ it is openly
charged, was all in the excited mind of
Capt. Milnor. = Letters received here
from the navigating officer, Mr. Smith,
and from the chief éngineer, Mr. Turner,
say there is no reason in the world why
:]hey should not- have proceeded to Seat-

e,

*“ Passengers of the Garonne say that
the crew of the vessel have openly taunt-
ed Capt. Milnor on the streets of Hilo
with having lost his head.

“As to the condition of the steamer,
thg United States consular agent at
Hilo gave his permission for the vessel
to proceed to Honolulu under her own
steam.  The officers and crew, except
Capt. Milgor, were willing to bring her
here. Capt. Turner, the representative
of the underwriters, after examining her,
said there would be neither difficuity nor
danger in bringing her. All arrange-
ments were made for her to start some
time to-day, when one of the creditors
in Hilo libeled her for the account due
him. . It is understood that on the ad-
vice of attorneys here this libel will be
released and the steamer allowed to-pro-
ceed to Honolulu, ;'where she will be
libelled for the account.

“The crew have not been paid for
three months, About $15,000 is due in
wages. An arrangement was reached
last week by which the crew were to
accept orders for, their wages on the
ccmpany in Seattle, come here on last
Fnday”s Kinau, and go by the first op-
portunity to Seattle. The sghip mean-
while was to ‘be held until it was found
whether these orders were honored or
not. At the last moment. this arrange-
ment fell through.”

THAT ALLEGED‘CONTEMPT.

The government papers which shrieked
in their predictions that Messrs. Ellis and
Lugrin of the Victoria Colonist had been
guilty of contempt of court, which was
deserving of severe punishment, should
now feel heartily ashamed of thexp-
selves, We said at the time the commit-
tal of these two gentlemen was made
that if punishment was meted out to
them for utterances given vent ta as to
the advisability of a gentleman, who be-
fore being appointed a judge, had been an
active partizan, Bitting onl an election
case in which he ‘was personally con-
cerned, then we might no longer boast
of one of our highest liberties—the free-
dom of the press.

AR G EGS TS
HAVE THREE .RESERVES.
Songees Indians Better Off in the Way
of Homes Than Most People.

In the discussion of the guestion of the
removal of the Songees Indians from the
reserve which separates Victoria West
from the business portion of the city, the
fact that these Indians have two other
reserves within a short distance of Vic-
toria, has to a large extent been lost
sight off. Besides what is known as the
Victoria reserve there is one at Hsqui-
malt and another on Discovery island.
According to the registry at the Indian
office 116 of these Indians have their
homes on the Viectoria reserve, 36 on Dis-
covery island, and 20 at Esquimalt, al-
together it is safe to say that at the
present time with very few exceptions
they are'all on the Vietoria reserve, while
during the summer the majority will be
fcund on the other reserves. Like the
aristocrats of the white race they leave
the city in the summer, returning in the
fall for the gayeties of the winter sea-

son.

All of the Indians are practically self-
sustaining, what they do receive from the
Dominion government coming out of
funds that belong to them. A few years
ago most of the men of the tribe found
employment in the sawmills, on steamers
and along the wharves, but the Chinese
sawmill hands and the white longshore-
men have taken their places. Now they
make a livelihood by fishing and deing
odd jobs.

THE CAMPAIGN IN BAGOT.

Why Quebec Supports Sir Wilfrid Made
Plain by a Liberal Member.

I'rom the Montreal Star.

St. Liboire, Que., Dec. 8.—After the
nominations here yesterday, a large pub-
lic meeting was addressed by the two
candidates for Bagot, as well as by a
number of members of parliament, The
speaking was begun by Mr. J. E. Mar-
cil, the Liberal candidate, who was fol-
lowed by his Conservative opponent, Mr.
Brodeur, both confining themselves to
local issues, Then Mr. Beauparlant, of
8t. Hyacinthe, spoke for the Liberals
and was followed by Mr. F. D. Monk,
M.P., who referred to the increase of
debt and expenditure under Sir Wilfrid
Laurier. He also condemned the con-
ductE of the government in regard to the
tariff,

Mr. Lemieux, M.P., claimed for Sir
Wilfrid Laurier that he had settled the
Manitoba school question to the satisfac-
tion of the Pope and the bishops. He
also spoke of Sir Charles Tupper being a
Protestant, and asked his hearers if they
would vote for him against Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, a French-Canadian, who had
made so imposing a figure at the Lon-
don jubilee proceedings and who was
now at Washington, winning the admir-
ation of all.

Mr. Bergeron, M.P., who followed Mr.
Lemieux, referred to the latter’s appeal
for votes for Sir Wilfrid Laurier on ac-
count of his being a French-Canadian, an
appeal that had been made by less im-
portant speakers in other parts of the
eonstituency. Would Mr. Lemieux, a
member of parliament, he asked, dare
to use such language in Ontario or the
Maritime Provinces? Such appeals were
to be condemned. Mr, Bergeron also spoke
of the Manitoba school question, which
had been introduced by the Liberal
speakers. The Catholics in Manitoba
might not be so persecuted now as they
had been. The Manitoba Government
had obtained financial favors from that
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and was willing
to do something in return. But what
had been done rested on no basis of law
—it was in part, in fact, in opposition to
the law. The Manitoba Catholics had no
security for the continuance of present
modified conditions. Liberals in this
province, who h:d been so loud in their
demands for the redress of their co-re-
ligionists’ grievinces, could point to mno
statute if they were assailed. Liberal
speakers were humbugging the people;
they were not happy; their illusions had
gone to pieces; their hopes had been
blighted. They had put faith in Laurier;
but Tarte was the real leader in Quebee,
and was driving the party to ruin. »

Mr. Bernier, M.P., admitted that there
had been an increase in the debt and the
expenditure, but sought to justify them
by declaring that the country needed
them.

AN EDUCATIONAL CENTRE.

Kootenay papers are discussing the

proper location for a school of mines,
The Rossland papers naturally want it
at Rossland and the Nelson papers at

Nelson. Either place would be a good

location, but we venture to suggest that
Victoria would be better than either. It

is time that some attention was given to
the establishment of educational institu-
tions in this province of a grade higher
than the public schools, and it would
be a wise move on the part of the people
of Victoria to take the initiative. Brit-
ish Columbia needs not only a good
School of Mines, but a training school
for teachers. Later it will need a col-
lege, where a university course can be
taken. No place in British Columbia is
so well adapted to become the educa-
tional centre of the province as Victoria.
During the course of the next decade, the
northern country will so develop that
Victoria will be by far the most con-
venient point for such institutions. It
has advantages in other respects than
cannot be duplicated. In the many pro-
positions made to advance the import-
ance of our city, the idea of making it
the educational centre of the Canadian
Pacific Northwest has been lost sight of.
It is time that some interest was aroused
in it. :

STARVED WITH FIFTY DOLLARS

Greek Consul-General Could Not Buy
Anything to Hat in London.

By Demetrius N. Botassi, Consul-General
of Greete,

I nearly starved in London, although
I had ten sovereigns in my pocket. It
came about in this way: A few years
ago I left New York to go to London
on important business. I reached the
British eapital without accident, and
put up at the Charing Oross hotel in
Trafalgar Square, opposite Lord Nel-
son’s monument. As my business neces-
sitated my going to the city proper, I
took the local train, which starts from
the courtyard of the hotel, and started
at 9 a.m. without taking my breakfast.
I had been to London before and I knew
a number of lunch-counters in that part
of the city. I said to myself, “I cqn
have breakfast at any time in one of
those eating houses.”

I finished my business very soon, and
“at about 10 o’clock I began to feel hun-
gry. I knew a large place nearby, called
the Palmerston Buildings, where I had
often taken lunch on a former visit to
London. The whole ground floor is
given up to lunch-counters. Usually
these counters are literally covered with
all sorts of eatables, more or less indi-
gestible. T had some misgivings, there-
fore, whe_n I saw that there was nothing
on tl_xem in the eating line except cruets
of oil and of pepper, salt cellars, and
t}]at inevitable complement of an Eng-
lish lunc_h-counter—any amount of bot-
tles of ginger ale. Still I summoned up
my eourage, approached one of the coun-
ters confidently, sat on.a high stool with
the bearing of a judge at a picnie, and
asked one of the maids what she could
give me for breakfast.

I need not describe an English maid to
you. They are all more or less alike.
They have beautiful blonde hair elabor-
atel_‘: arranged; they have a florid com-
plexion; they have blue, expressionless
eyes; they have a plump figure and red
hands. Amnd, of course, the maid is
adorned with a lot of bright ribbons.

“What ean you give me for break-
fast?”’ I asked. ;

“Nething ready before 12 o’clock,” she
answered in a snappish way. .

“Can’t you have something cooked for
me?? T answered pleadingly.

“Nothing before 12,” she repeated.

“But can I not have.a cup of coffee
and some bread and butter?”’

“Coffee not ready before 12.” .

“Can you give me a sandwich?”’ I asked
in despair.

“Can’t do it
“Twelve o’clock.”

I felt like strangling her. I strongly
suspected she guessed that I was very
hungry, and secretely enjoyed my dis-
comfiture.  “Bah!” T said to myself,
“there. are other places around here
where there is perhaps less routine
about the lunch hour.” ‘And I left the
place.

Not far from the Palmerston Buildings
there is. another -establishment called
Crosby Hall, and thither I went. It is
not as imposing a structure as the
‘“Palmerston,” nor so large, but it had
a more homelike appearance. But things
looked ominous gs I entered. A dozen
maids were scrubbing the immense mar-
ble counter, and all seemed bustle and
confusion. Not a single customer ex-
cept myself was inside, and the hope of
getting something to eat there vanished
completely as soon as I'saw how things
looked.

In the third and fourth establishments
which I visited instead of female help
they had men waiters. I saw them run-
ning in all directiens, but no one ap-
proached me to ask what I wanted. They
only stared at my pallid face and ran
away ciirrying empty plates. At last I
sycceeded in buttonholing. one of the
waiters and asked him’ahéther he could
serve me with something to eat. He look-
ed at me from head to foot and repeated
my plaintive words: ' “Serve you with
something to eat, sir! No gentleman in
London lunches before 12 o’clock, sir.”
With a gasp I recalled quickly the re-
buke that I had received at the Langham
(apon my first visit to London) from a
servant whom I had interrogated con-
cerning the Langham’s table d’hote:
‘“Quality always eats privately, sir.”

It was now nearly 11 and I felt ex-
hausted, despairing. My forced prom-
enades had developed in me a ravenous
appetite and I did not know what to do.
I stood still in the spinning 'street of
London and said to myself: *“‘Just think
of a man being unable to get a morsel
of bread in the city that daily consumes
a pile of loaves four times as high as St.
Paul’s steeple. And a man with ten
sovereigns in his pocket ruled out of
every restaurant he approaches!” It
seemed preposterous. I thought first I
‘would take the train and go back to my
hotel, but it looked so ridiculous to stum-
ble back to my lodgings, half fainting,
yet the possessor of ten sovereigns. Of
one thing I felt certain, however, and
that was that I could not possibly remain
without food for ten minutes longer. So
I wandered on in a desultory way with-
out knowing exactly whither I was go-
ing. My head began to spin from fa-
tigue and an empty stomach, A well-
fed man can. face trouble, but-a hungry
wman is a prey to that very old canonical
“Lion” who goeth about seeking what
he may devour. I cherish now a new
pity for the devil if he is hungry. I am
quite serious. You don’t know what be-
ing hungry in London is?

NORTHERN TRAFPIC,

Perfected Arrangements for Reach-
ing All Yukon-Klondike
and Atlin Points.

Modern Electrie Plant Tnstalled at
the Esquimalt Marine
Railway.

The Canadian Development Co., Ltd.,
of which Mr, H. Maitland Kersey, late
general agent for the White Star line
in New York City, is'managing director,
a British Columbia _ coppany, having
general offices in Victoria #nd Vancou-
ver," has - now' completed its arrange-
ments for maintaining a through traffic
service between the Coast cities and all
Yukon-Klondike and Atlin gold fields
points, via Skagway or Dyea and Lake
Bennett.

The company commeunced operations
last year and construccad three lurge
steamers;—the Victorian, Canadian and
Columbian—which are now in winter
quarters on the upper Yukon rviver.
These steamers are 150 feet long by 23
feet beam, and have a speed of 15 miles
an hour, and each is fitted with 14 water-
tgght compartments, rendering them un-
sinkable. Electric lights are fitted
throughout,and the dining room and
steward’s departments are thoroughly
equipped. Kach steamer has berths for
250 passengers, and a freight capacity of
200 tons weight. After arrival at Daw-
son in August, 1898, the Columbian and
Canadian were placed upon the route be-
tween Dawson City -and ' the White
Horse rapids, and made several success-
ful trips, demonstrating their fitness to
successfully handle the traffic, and gain-
ing a high degree of favor with travel-
lers on account of the splendid accom-
modation furnished. The company is
also reconstructing and fitting with
powerful boilers and machinery the
Anglian a somewhat smaller steamery
which will be placed in first-class condi-
tion for the carriage of passengers.and
freight. In course of completion at Daw-
son City are two fast and powerful steel
steamers of medium: . size and modern
design, which were constructed in Eng-
land, and will be used in connection
with the larger steamers.

To handle the through traffic from the
terminus of the White Pass railway at
the head of Lake Bennett to the White
Horse rapids, where connection is made
with the steamers to and from Dawson
City, the company has mow under con-
struction in the East a fast packet
steamer for the lake work. This boat
is being built of steel, with a length of
115 feet and 24 feet beam. She will
have three fore-and-aft and seven trans-
verse water-tight compartments, making
her unsinkable under "any conditions.
The boiler is of the Yarrow water-tube
type, and the engines are of great
power, giving the boat an ~ordinary
working speed of 15 miles an hour. She
will be fitted with eleetric lights, includ-
ing the best modern search-lights, .and
equipped for the accommodation of pas-
sengers in the same luxurious manner
as the best of the Eastern river packet
steamers. She will be completed at an
early date, and put inte service imme-
diately upon the opening of navigation.
* 'The company has also made satisfac-
tory arrangements for warehous_e and
wharfage facilities at Dawson City and
other important Yukon points, and has
secured an adequate supply of fuel apd
provisions for the entirg. season, and its
experienced management and strong
financial position leave no room to doubt
that the company will inaugurate and
maintain a through service which will
give every satisfaction to both travellers
and shippers, and will render it possible
to visit the world’s greatest go]c_i fields
as easily and comfortably as a journey
can be accomplished between any of the
communities which are commonly re-
garded as centres of civilization.

ELECTRIC LIGHT INSTALLED.

A most complete -electric light plant
has been installed at the British Colum-
bia Marine Railway Company’s ways at
Esquimalt. :This enables the company
to dock or launch ships just as easily at
night as in the day, and makes it pos-
sible to carry on work ,on vessels both
night and day, causing a considerable
saving to owners. 'The plant, which
was installed by Messrs. G. C. Hinton
& Co., consists of a 120 16-candle power
light dynamo, run by the company’s ‘en-
gine, Fifty lights have been placed on
each side of the cradle, every other lamp
being attached to a long insulated cord
so that it can be placed wherever re-
quired. ~ Five arc lights have been
placed on the wharf and mounted on a
carriage, so that they can be moved
ezbout the yard as a 6,000 candle-power
search-light. The light from this can
be thrown across the harbor to guide
ships to the railway, or when ships are
on and work is proceeding at night, used
to give additional light to the workmen.
The plant makes a big improvement ip
the company’s railway, and is an addi-
tional inducement to ship-owmners to
send their vessels here for repairs. The
company have awarded the contract to
Messrs. Hinton & Co. to instal a dupli-
cate plant at the railway they are con-
structing at Vancouver. Work on the
Vancouver ways is' proceeding vigorous-
ly. 60 men now working on the site,
There will be ample work for both rail-
ways, the one at Hsquimalt being occu-
pied ag all times. The bark Splqawny,
which has been undergoing repairs at
the company’s wharf, got away last
night; the steamer Charmer will go
around on. Monday to. be docked, and
towards the end of next week the ship
Seminole will be over from Vancouver
to receive very extensive repairs.

SHIPPING FOR NOVEMBER.

In their monthly freight and shipping
report for November, R. P. Rithet & Co.,
Ltd., have the following: * During the
grenter part of the month the freight
market has been dull and sometimes life-
less—so far as grain vessels are con-
cerned at least. = Rates, too, have not
been maintained quite at the same level,
owing to the more limited demand, and
tcnnage on the spot is not in much re-
quest. -In the lumber section the sitna-
tion is better, and a fairly active enquiry
has hardened rates a little. This is off-
set. however, by the fact that most mills
are well supplied with orders, which will
take some time to work off. For the
time being, therefore, these influences
may be expected to prevent much expan-
sion, while keeping freights steady.

British Ship City of Florence
Reaches Port With Merchan-
dise From Liverpool.

Collier Titania Rans Ashore Near
Astoria—Heavy Freight for
West Coast.

One of the fleet sighted off the Cape
on ' Monday by the steamship Umatilla
arrived yesterday in the British ship
City of Florence, Capt. Stove, 143 days
from Liverpool, with general cargo for
Victoria and Vancouver. - The  ship
dropped anchor in Esquimalt early in
the afternoon, completing @& voyage that
for time made between Liverpool and
the Horn would be hard ‘to beat; the dis-
tance having been covered in 60 days.
Land was sighted off the Cape a week
ago yesterday, but the weather has been
foggy, and the ship in consequence had
to stay off shore for several days. After
leaving Liverpool,. Capt. = Stove -had
rather an unpleasant experience with a
Iunatic. = The man was a seaman, and
sooner than take any chances with him,
Capt. Stove sent him ashore at Wex-
ford, but not, however, until he had
demonstrated his insanity by jumping
overboard. Last Sunday Capt. Stove
sighted a loaded bark making in this di-
rection and probably bound for this

port.

BLAIRMORE’'S NEW CAREER.

A Port Townsend ~despatch says:
“ Among theé shipping arrivals to-day
was the bark Abbie Palmer, which is in
the peculiar predicament of having not
a flag or country. The _Palme:r was
formerly the British ,ship Blairmore,
which turned turtle some months ago in
San Francisco during a severe storm,
drowning three men, who were impris-
oned in the forecastle.

THE NEW ARCHBISHOP. :

Rumor That Bishop Christie: Would Be
Appointed—He Does Not Think So.

The name of Bishop Christie of this|:

diocese has been mentioned in connection
with the appoiniment of a suecessor to
the late Archbishop Gross of Portland.
‘When spoken ‘to on the subject yester-
day Bishop Christie said he did not think
he would be promoted from his present
position so soon, after his appointment.
He had been here but a short time and
had barely had time to carry out the
many changes contemplated,  works
which were delayed to some extent by
the necessary absence from the city of
the late Bishop Lemmens. The appoint-
ment was made from Rome, and there
was no telling who would be appointed,
but he considered it was improbable that
he would .be the choice.

Already a. number of the changes refer-
red to by the Bishop have been carried
out or are under way. - In the first place
the Sunday evening service at the Cath-

rruch 6f it is now conducted in English,
in place of the formerly exclusive Latin
service. Hymns are sung in English and
prayers dre offered for the rulers’ and
the members of the royal family.

To more. effectively carry on the work
of ‘the church many changes are to be
made in the buildings. The old church
building on St. Louis street, converted
some years ago into a dwelling has been
fitted up as a 8. protectorate, where
yoeung beys will be eared for., This in-
stitution will.be in charge of the Sisters
of St. Ann, which is a guarantee that the
children will be well cared for. Being
near to the St. Louis college, which also
has been overhauled and refitted, the chil-
dren.will be able to attend school without
going any distance.

The contemplated removal of the kin-
dergarten from the old convent on View
street to a building to be erected at the
southeast corner of Blanchard and View
streets, has already been referred to.
‘When this change is consummated the
old convent building will be torn down
and the Institute hall will be moved
down the street, not on to the lot at
present occupied by the convent but on
a lot further east purchased by the bish-
op for the purpose. :The hall will be con-
siderably improved after the removal,

Some even greater improvements are in
contemplation.

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CANADA'S BANKING SYSTEM.

Cqmplinpnbe& in Annual Report of the
.~ United States Secretary of
. the Treasury. =

‘ In his recent annusgl report to congress
Secretary Gage said:

“Can a bank-nete currency be estab
lished which will be adequate, cconomi<
eal and safe, and thus serve; in a better
way than 'is now served, the public
needs? Limited by space in this presen-
tation,.I point to the countries before
named, where these conditions are real-
ized. Our neighbor on the north, Can-
-ada, may be cited as a near-by witness
in the same direction. = With power to
issue notes as profitable employment for
their use in productive industry can be
found, the pgower has never been vwver-
taxed or exhausted. 'The rates of in-
terest have varied but little between 1he
richer provinces of Ontario or Quedec
and the sparsely settled districts of
Manitoba. The terfs of interest are
substantially as favorable to the farmer
of the West as to the merchant of the
metropolis. 2

“ While these conditions, in contrast
with our own, which stimulates the oper-
ation of credit at the centres and starves
it at the circumference, are due in part
to other features of its banking system,
the influence of the currency is most
important. = Certain it is that were
bank-note issues in Canada repressed by
restrictive laws, as they are with us, and
if the field of circulation these notes
now occupy were filled with: the legal
tender notes of the Dominion, the facili-
ties of banking now enjoyed on the
frontier would not be. afforded. The
same tendency toward congestion at the
centres and scarcity in the outlying dis-
tyicts. would be there, as it is here, plain-;
ly observable.

“It.is not intended by anything here

said to offer the Canadian system as a
model from which we should make exact
copy. In certain particulars it would
not at present suit our different condi-
tions. ‘-The right of the Canadian banks
to issue their notes without any special
pledge of security for their redemption;
the law which gives to the note-helder,
in case of bank failure, priority of claim
over the depositors, while not operative
to. perceived injury, under their system
of large ‘banks with small branches,
might, if adopted here, with & multitude
of small banks, each independent of the
other, result in an unjustifiable invasion
of the equitable rights of the depositor.
The dangers in this regard are ably dis-
cussed and fully’ illustrated in the. an-
nual report of the controller of currency.
To his argument nothing need .be added.
While the ‘question of terms is impertant
in itself, it isfevertheless a subordinate
one.
*The facts set forth by the eontroller
relate exclusively to the proposition:that
the notes of a failed bank shall be a
paramount lien upon the assets for their
full value before any rights-acerue to
other creditors.

“The issue of notes upon the general

perfectly secure without the require-
ment that the notes be a first lien upon
their assets. It would only be neces-
sary to award to the note-holder the
same rateable proportion of the assets
which went to other creditors, and to
provide that the amount required to pay
the difference be obtained by an assess-
ment upon all the national banks, col-
lected rateably in ' proportion to their
share in the circulation of this character.
The vital question is, what percentage
of assessment upon this circulation
would be required in order to cover the
losses to mote-holders ﬁ the case of
failed banks? = The & ience of the
nati )
that the assessment would be insignifi-
cant.

“ The total ‘circulation of, failed banks
outstanding at the time of failure, up to
October 31, 1897, .was $20,893,827. The
loss upon these notes, if the security for
them had been impaired in the same de-
gree as the security for other liabilities,
would have been $5,379,165, or an an-
nual avefage of about $163,000. This
losg would have been made good by a
tax of about one-twelfth of 1 per cent.
per year upon the circulation of the sol-
vent banks. A tax of one-ffifth of 1
per cent. upon the average circulation of
the national banks since the foundation
of the system would have paid such
losses up to October 31, 1897, amount-
ing to $5,379,165, and left a surplus of
about $9,000,000 in the guaranty fund.

‘“ Whether preference be given to the
note-holder, as in Canada, or he be made
to take his share of risk with the depos-
itor, as in Germany, France and Scot-
land, or whether the note-holder shall
be protected by the special pledge of
security as now provided in our national
banking act, these considerations affect
the question relatively, not absolutely.
Under either of these conditions provi-
sions may be made which will furnish to
the country a paper money adequate to
commercial ~ heeds, ‘economical to the
peoxile and safe in its general workings.

n the nature of things, the banker
is the proper agency for operating this
important - funetion. He must have
motive for his aetion, or he will not exer-
cise it. = Given this motive he will, dike
the laborer, the merchant or the profes-
sional man, be diligent in the employ-
ment &f his powers, That this motive

“In my last report I ventured upon
specific recommendations.

In
house bills 10,289 and' 10,333 are em-4
bodied a.geries of measures in some re-
spects more meritorious. 'The measures
therein proposed are the result of careful
study by expert and experienced men.
With some modifications—the reasonable
fruit of all 'discussion—they would, I
believe, meet - the country’s needs. T
commend the subject to the early and
earnest consideration of congress.

BARLY DAYS RECALLED

»

Several’ Occurremees That -Are
Fawiliar to the Pieneers of
British Columbia.

How an American Citizen Proposed
to Secure Possession of San
Juan Istand.

Mr. Robert Temple Clark, oné of \t.he
gold diggers who came to British Co-
lumbia from Australia on the bark Ares-
tes in 1858, has been writing a series of
letters to the Armagh Guardian on “Ar-
magh People Abread.” In a recent issue
he has something to say of an Armagh
man he met in British Columbia, and in-
cidentally mentions a number of names
and occurrences that are familiar to old

timers. He says:

In British Columbia I met an Armagh
man named Kelly, under very uliar cir-
cumstances, as he was retreating from an
avalanche, It came to-pass in this way:
In the spring of 1859 I was mining on the
Fraser river, above Fort Yale, on McCrea’s
bar in the little eanyons, when one day I
heard a person calling at the top of his
voice: ‘‘For God's 8ake, save me.” Looking
around, I saw a -log cabin coming down
stream, with a man sitting on its roof. Just
ai this place the river was running about
20 kunots r  hour, and -we had not the
slightest ance of giving him any assist®
ance. But, fortunately for him, there was
an eddy just below our tail-race that caught
nearly all the wreckage that came down
Ahe .river, and into it the old log ecabin
floated. We secured it and hauled it ashore,
Its solitary occupant we rescued, who was
very weak after. his record trip t h
the rapids. We stripped him immediately,
rubbed him with smow, and wrapped him
in a ‘three-poiut blanket’’ until his clothes
got dry, as other garments could not be had
at any price. When he recovered he told a
mournful tale about his mates being buried
alive by an avalanche and his own miracu-
lous escape. He sald he went into the
cabin to prepare dinner, when suddenly
he felt it moving, and in a few seconds he
was in the water elinging to the logs inside.
He knew the rapids were near, as he could
dlstlnctl{ hear their fizzing, foaming, hiss-
ing music. It then dawned upon him that
he would bave & better chance for life with
an outside ssage, so he climbed up the
chimney and sat on the roof until he was
released. This was an Armagh man named
Kelly, a baker by trade, and an American
citizen by profession. The snow was melt-
ing, and land-slips. were a common accur-
rence, The river rose rapidly, and in a few
days we were vompletely washed out and I
cried ‘“Dimine”’ and made for Fort Yale.
I'put.up with my old friend *“Yorkle,” who
kept a hotel, and paid for my meals with
fgld dust, as there was no- specie there

en.

I will now digress to say a word of praise
for thie fine old Yorkshire man, as I might
never have another opportunity. His name
I have forgotten, but he was known as
“Yorkie,” and a better Englishman I never
knew, as he did as lmuch‘ in his own way to
maintain the dignity of ‘the British flag as
elson or Wellington. At Fort Yale, in the
troublesome times, when Ned McGowan and
bis filubusters came up from ’Frisco and
took possession of the best golden claims
on Hill's bar and dispossessed the rightful
owners, Yorkie“came to the rescue, formed
a vigilance committee and routed these
desperate men, staying the lawlessness that
was mmgant at the time. The remains of
the-old hero may be buried in the snow-
clad banks of the mighty Fraser, where the
salmon sport in summer, with not a slab to
mark his last resting place; but I sincerely
hope that the braye old General who. risked
his life to maintain law and order ‘when the

Bipeds and quadrupeds alike are fond
of alcoholic ‘drinks, and although some
display aversion when first . tasting
liguor, they soon acquire a craving for

Chickens and ducks after having once
tasted brandy, become absolutely slaves
to the drink. They refuse to eat, grow
thin and exhibit symptoms of dejection
when unable to obtain their favorite
tipple. "

Monkeys and .apes are passionately
fond of spirituous drinks. Of these, Buf-
fon’s wine-bibbing chimpanzee was a
shining example, and Brehem, the zoo-
logist, owned several mandrills that
dr»_m%—*tﬁ‘ e regularly, and did not dis-
dain brandy.

Herbivorous animals frequently be-
come intoxicated, innocently enough,
through eating decaying fruit. In or-
chards oxen and cows, after eating over-
ripe apples, have been seen to display
all the symptoms of drunkenness. They
stagger, their eyes loose expression, and
they grow sleepy.

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OYSTER HARBOR.

Extensive Works in Progress at This
Newest Coal Shipping Point.

From the Wellington Enterprise.

On Saturday last a representative of
this paper paid a visit to Oyster harbor.
The scene that presented itself on ar-
rival’ was one 0f buwstle and enterprise.
‘Immediately in front of the temporary
station a gang of men are erecting a
long set of bunkers for the accommoda-
tion of the coal from the Extension and
Alexandria” mines. A large space of
ground has been cleared between the
track and the water’s edge, comprising
in all about twenty acres. This is the
embryo site of the new town  which will
be built up “in the near future. One
cannot help regretting ‘that the city of
Ndnaimo made no effort tu obtain these
shipping wharves, The increased busi-
ness which the presence of a large ship-

ing as well as being the place where

e miners would have made their homes
would have contributed to her progress
and prosperity. There can be no doubt
that it was to the interest of- every
holder of real estate and business man
to see a concentration of the business
interests of two large companies in one
city. It would have built up the city and
given hope for the future, which at pres-
ent, we fear, is below par. But the
fates have deeided -otherwise. Unfortu-
nately those 'whom one would have
thought would have derived the most
benefit from the concentration of this
business have not acted in that concili-
atory spirit which was expected of them.

The bunkers' will be 300 feet long, and
42 feet in width; they will be also 42 feet
in height, and will have a partition run-
ning down the centre dividing the bunk-
eirg into two sets with chutes on opposite
sides. ¢

THE BOY VIOLINIST.

Gerome Helmont to Appear at the Vie-
toria Theatre This Evening.

Speaking of the concerts given by
Gerome Helmont, the boy violinist; Miss
Jda Simmons, pianist and Miss Preston,
contralto, the Detroit Free Press, of a
recent date, says:

“The sight of a mere boy in knicker-
bockers standing beforé am audience of
hundreds and moving them all to wild
enthusiasm by his own unaided powers,
fs one rarely met with. It was given
last night to those who heard Gerome
Helmont play in the Auditorium, and as
the audience left the hall after the con-
cert the air wag full of expressions of
wonder and delight. Judged by the or-
dinary standards ‘-applied to nature's
artists, Helmont’s ability would be un-
usual; considering his age, it is nothing
short of marvellous. His dexterity with
fingers and bow, may be taken for grant-
ed; other prodigies have this, though few
in equal degree. But the distinguishing
feature of his playing is his tone, big,
free and with the searching quality that
can come only from a player to whom
music means much; this it is that sets
him apart from. other wonder-children
and makes his music beautiful as many
older artists. s

“The programme contained four num-
bers of Helmont, the seventh De Beriot
concerto, a transeription of ‘“The Even-
ing Star” aris from “Tannhauser,” a
new mazurka, by Musin, dedicated to
the boy, and Popper’s familiar Elfentanz,
arranged for violin by Sauret. To these
two encores were added, and the audi-
ence would have been glad of more. The
Elfantanz was an effective demonstra-
tion of Helmont’s technical equipment,
but the andante of the concerto and the
“Tannhauser’ transcription were most
satisfactorially musiecal.

“Miss Simmons played two groups of
piane solos, the first containing a ma-
zurka-impromtu and “Pan’s Flute,” by
Godard and a charming romance by
Grunfeld. It is doubtful if this talented
young lady has ever done anything in
this city more effective than the first of
these two pieces. It was a brilliant, a
magnificent performance and was accom-
plished with delightful ease. Her second
group consisted of a Berceuse by Wilson
G. Smith and Gottschalk’s “Tremulo”
and the latter piece was played with ef-
fective abandon. iss Simmons was en--
thusiastically recalled: sgveral times. .

It includes three dis-
tinct propositions—first, that the Amer-
icans have not crea their own lan-
‘guage. ..I. suppose err Emil Reich
thinks that they picked it up on the
shores of New England; next, that there
is a ‘“‘conflict” -between their nationality
and their language; and third, that liter-
ary work of the highest order:depends,
on a created language, rather than on a
language which is acquired in any other
manner, First, about the creation of
the American’s language. Did he not
slowly and gradually build it up, along
with us, in North Germany, and then in
England for many centuries before he
took it over to America? Had he no
ancestors, the man who crossed the At-
lantie? It is trye that he has received
a great many people who speak a differ-
‘ent langnage, but he has absorbed all;
the newcomers inherit his traditions, his
langunage, his very dncestors. Next,
about this conflict. =~ What does the
writer mean? There is no ‘“confliet”
between the American’s nationality and
his language—why should there be any
His insti-
tutions are exactly the same, with a
few small differences, as our own. Of
course, there is no such conflict. Last-
ly, why should the highest: literary
achievement be impossible save to one
whose ancestors have assisted in creat-
ing the  language? For example, a
man in this country may be a descendant
of the Fleming immigrants, of the
French Huguenots, of the Palatines, of
the French emigres, of the Polish re-
fugees. Is it pretended that this” man
whose ancestors for generations, few or
many, have thought and spoken in Eng-
lish, should be debarred from producing
great literary work because an older
ancestor spoke a foreign tongue?
