the state should be so picketed as to
make it impossible for them to Dbe
brought here. The Commissioner says
that though this disease is not fatal,
yet it may, and possibly will, ruin the
animals so far as value is concerned.
The disease may be contracted by ani-
mals going over the same route of ter-
) ritory which the diseased animals hav:
passed. The animal when coming down
with the disease first has a chill, theu
a fever, the coat is rough, has a harsh
cough, tenderness over the back, has ap
increased flow of saliva, ulcers form
rapidly in the mouth, then burst, and
this adds blood and mucus to the sal-
iva. When the feet are attacked, ulcers
appear around the top of the hoof anid
between the toes, and the animal shows
lameness. Persons noticing symptoms
of this kind among their cattle, are ask-
ed to report immediately to the Com-
missioner of Agriculture at Albany, N.Y.

Postal carriers and
sorters are paid at the rate of 97 and
98 cents a da'y, a truly liberal remunci-
ation on the part of a rich country like
Canada to a hardworking, honest and
responsible class of public servants.

Through the exertions of the Hon, Ed-
gar Dewdney, Mr. E. V. Bodwell and
a few others, an opportunity has arisen
of placing the game of cricket upon a
good, solid footing in Victoria. A lease
has been secured of a suitable piece of
ground from the directors of the Jubilee
Hospital, and next summer Victoria will
have what it has never had before, a
cricket ground exclusively devoted to
the game There have always been
enough cricketers in and about Victoria
to enable the city to put a fairly good
eleven in the field. But the game has
languished mevertheless through lack of
*facilities ifor practice and the lack of a
ground as the gathering point of a
substantial club. During the last two
years there has been quite a revival of
interest in the game throughout the Pa-
cific Northwest, and a league has been
formed 'which gives promise of a num-
ber of very interesting matches. In Se-
attle, Tacoma and Portland there are
many enthusiastic cricketers, not to
mention Vancouver, where the game has
hitherto been better organized than in
Victoria, and there is no reason why, as
tHese cities grow and prosper, cricket
should not take firmer and firmer hold.
The climate of the Pacific Coast is
peculiarly suited to this noble spert,
which, during its long history, has al-
ways been kept comparatively free from
the worst features of professionalism.
We hope to see Victoria take a leading
part in the maintenance of cricket on a
worthy footing, now that Victoria has
been placed in a position to do so. At
the same time, it must be remembered
by all old cricketers that the initial ex-
pense of putting a ground in order is
very heavy upon a new club, depth of
purse and athletic prowess being sel-
dom found united in the same individ-
uals. But we are certain that those in-
terested in the game, who have been
more occupied in chasing dollars than
in hunting leather, will come to the
frout and help to establish the grand
old game substauntially and permanently
i the city of Victoria.

I'The heavy loss occasioned by the
drought, the burden of exissing debts
and the difficulty of securing a satisfac-
tory margin between revenue and ex-
penditure all tend to render Australian
government - securities somewhat un-
-popular. At the same time the Three
per Cent. Inscribed stocks of the vari-
ous states stand considerably below par,
and though there is a distinet and very
healthy movement in Australia in the
direction of economy, of which the re-
cent general election in Victoria affords
a notable proof, the general conditions
are not such as to warrant a reason-
able expectation that Australian credit
is likely materially to improve in the
near future Rumors have lately been
current .of an intention on the part of
the Commonwealth govermment to as-
sume the state debts or portions of
them, with a wiew to consolidating
them, and it is probable that such a
step might .do something to improve
Australian eredit, if it should be accom-
panied by restrictions on the borrowing
powers of the individual states. A con-
version of this nature i¢, however, a
matter of no little difficulty, and it is by
no means clear that it can be satisfac-
torily effected in the near future.

AFTER SUNKEN TREASURE.

Another Effort to Secure Gold from

Wreck Golden Gate Off Mexico.

In. search of the gold buried beneath
ocean waves and tons of sand, C. W.
Johnson, Charles Johnson and William
Pride, a deep sea diver, have started
from Lewes, Del.,, for Marienella, in the
state of Colima, QMexico. - If they are
successful in wresting from the ocean
the gold that she has held for 40 years,
tirey awill get $600,000 for their work. C.
W. Johnson and his son, Charles John-
son, are members of the firm of Johnsou
& Verden, wreckers and contractors,
They say they know what they are
about, and will take back with them a
large slice, if not all, the buried goid.
The Johnsons are not new at this husi-
ness, and in 1872 D. A. Johnsou, a
brother of C. W. Johnson, brought bick
1200 0 gold from the sunken xhip,
(rolden Gate, from which the tirm now

j voyage from San Francisco to Panama.
‘On board was a cargo worth $2,000,000,
Ithe most of which was in gold coin. Sev-
leral vain atempts were made to float the
vessel. Finally Johnson, then a young
man, heard of the wieck, and after mak-
ing an inspection, said he would recover
part of the cargo. As the vessel lay in
Mexican waters it was necessary to se-
cure a grant from the Mexican govern-
ment before anything could be done,
This was obtained, and in 1872 Johnso1
went to work. Machinery constructed in
the United States was used, and after
hard work $120,000 was recovered. The
ship was so deeply imbedded in the sand
and the work so perilous that it was then
abandoned.

After a lapse of nearly 30 years au-
other attempt is to be made to get the
buricd treasure. The Johnsons still have
the agreement with Mexico, and ne
other individual or firm can touch the
wreck of the Golden Gate. It is now
estimated that the vessel is buried in
sand from eight to twelve feet deep, and
is under from fifteen to eighteen feet of
water. A heavy surf beats over the
wreck continually. This is what makes
the undertaking so perilous and expen-
s1Ve.

Special wrecking machinery is now be-
ing constructed in ‘San Francisco to aid
the diver to get at the wreck. Itis after
the pattern of the mud-sucking machines
tused in dredging rivers. It is thought
that with this the sand can be removed
from the wreck.

' TUNITED STATES FINANCES.

New York Chamber of Commerce Rem-
edy for Tight Money.

New York, Dec. 4.—The finance and
currency committee of the Chamber of
Commerce made a report today ‘“on a
feasible measure” to provide against
tightness in the money market. The
report says in part: ‘*“We must come
right down to the proposition that°®the
only thing which can be done to make
our financial statement safe and sound
and solid, is to get down to one legal
tender, and that is gold, and then to
bank upon a currency circulation enlarg-
ed beyond the presemt authorized issues
of natiorral banks, and based upon the
credit of the legitimate trade of the
country, and rigidly safe-guarded under
the law.”

The report suggests that banks be per-
mitted to retire their circulation at will,
recommends that the coinage of $1,500,-
Q00 silver dollars per month cease, and
chat the silver bullion and silver dollars
In the treasury be coined into subsidiary
silver coins, and the the Secretary of
the Treasury be permitted .to deposit
customs receipts as well as international
Tevenue receipts in national banks. The
report was adopted, and the committee
was directed by resolution to present
the report in person to ident Roose-
velt. A resolution favoring the speed
negotiation of a reciprocal trade wit
Cuba was adopted, and also a memorial
to the’ United States Senate urging fa-
vorable consideration of the propcsed
reciprocity treaty with France,

Civic Voters

Changes in the Municipal Act
Which Affect the Next
Session.

Only One Vote and That in the
Ward in Which Voter
Resldes.

- —

‘‘One man one vote” is the principle
upon which the next civic elections will
be conducted, and it 'behooves all and
sundry to get that fact fixed in their
memory and govern themselves accord-
ingly. And furthermore the war.
which a voter resides ds the ward in
which he shall vote,- He may have a
million dollars invested in North ward,
but if he lives in James Bay, he must
vote in the South ward, and thus it
might happen that supposing the alder-
men from the North ward had it “in
for’ the “supposititious  property own-
er under review, they could, as a rate-
payer pointed out yesterday, make it

exceediugly interesting for him, and he
could have no say -in -preventing their
re-election. These two points—only. one
vote and that in the ward in which the:
voter . lives—are the' two  principal
changes in the law which will come- in-|
to operation at the eleCtion next month. '
Municipal voters are-divided into three
classes—assessed property owners, -house-‘
holders, and licensees~-and last year a'
voter could qualify in all three wards;
but by an amendment to the Mm._uclpai
Clanses Act made at the Jast session of
the local House, this was changed, and
the principle of one aman one vote as
enunciated above was substituted. The
registration of the property owner is, as
it were, automatic in that the owner
has not to secure special registration;
but not so with householders and licen-:

given them under the-act. A
declaration has to. be made ’'at ‘the" City.
hall. ‘This has:to be'done not later than
the 31st of this month. " The vaters
list is made up immediately after, and
is closed on January §. As soon as the
completed roll is ready it will be post-
ed in a consgicuous place at the City
hall or elsewhere for public iuspection.
‘And in case a name has been inadver-
tently omitted or other errors are de-
tected, such as the spelling of a name,!
etc., the mecessary correction can be
made by the party interested applying
to the police magistrate to have ‘the
same done. This can be done at any
time up to and including- the -day of
election, which this year will be third
Thursday in January, viz., 15th prox.:
The act provides that nominations take
place the secohd Motday 'in the month
{the 12th prox.) aund elections on the
following Thursday. The polls will re-
main open from 9 a.m. until 7:30 p.m.
the same day, thé old practice of clos-
ing the balot at 5 p.m. having also been
changed.

Had Heavy Gale When Qff the
' Cape on Tuesday
Last.

La France Had Narrow Escape
.—Empress Bringing Large
8ilk Shipment.

‘The British bark Benecia, Capt. Jones,
which brought general cargo to this port
four years ago, arrived %n the Royal
Roads yesterday morning, 76 days from
Adelaide, Australia, after an uneventful
passage, other than for.the buffeting
she received when lying hove to under
her lower main top-sails for ten hours
during the heavy Southeast of Tuesday,
when about 60 miles Southwest of Cape
Flattery,

The Benecia sailed from Adelaide on
September 20, snd had fine weather un-
til she ran the easting down, and from
40 South to the Equator; although no
Southeast trades were experienced, she
had strong Northeast trades, and from
the line until she was about G0 miles
off the Equator on Tuesday she had
fair weather.

The Benecia was in ballast, and had
reached the vicinity of the Straits when
the strong Southeaster which blew in
the city on Tuesday night was encoun-
tered. The wind blew with great veloc-
ity, and for ten hours the bark lay hove
to under her lower main topsails alone,
laboring in a heavy sea, but she sus-
tained no damage, and stood off the
Cape. Yesterday morning about 2:30
she entered the Straits, and was picked
up by the tug Pioneer, which towed her
to the Roads, where she anchored yes-
terday morning.

The Benecia is here for orders, seek-
ing a charter. When she was last here
four years ago, she was given 40 ghil-
lings to carry wheat from ‘Tacoma to
the Cape, but now it is doubtful if she
could secure half that price, in fact it
is hardly likely that she could get 20
shililngs. The vessel cannct earn half
as much today as she could when the
freights were good four years ago.

The Benecia went to Adelaide in bal-
lest from South Africa, having taken a
grain cargo to the Cape. She left Aus-
tralia in August last and ‘hardly had
she reached her destination when the
great demand for grain started irn the
Antipodes and the shippers would gladly
have paid freights back from the Cape
if they could have had the cargo they
had shipped returned to them. Now, in-
stead of grain being shipped from Aus-
tralia, that continent is importing con-
siderable quantities there being lsrge or-
ders at all Pacific Coast ports for grain
cargoes for Australia.. .

The . California, which:is owned by
the same firm as the Benecia, and which,
like the Benecia was' here four years
ago, when she was known as the Walter
H. Wilson, is now loading grain and
gerneral freight for Australia from Van-
couver, taking the cargo which was to
have been shipped by the steamer [For-
eric, for that vessel, which is now en

‘ronte ‘from ‘Suva with five thousand

tons of sugar for Vancouver, could not
be secured for the return voyage to
Australia. The Foreric has been char-
tered  to load lumber at Portland, and
the California was secured to take her
cargo.

At San Francisco there aure orders for
no less than 25,000 tons of wheat, de-
livery of which in Australia has been
contracted by G. W. McNear and other
large exporters of the Golden Gate.’

In Victoria there is a demand for a
vessel for lumber for the Cape, for which
it is expected that a freight of 47 shil-
lings will be paid. There are several
vessels disengaged now in port, the Gal-
gate and Alice A. Leigh being still in
the Roads seeking orders,

LA FRANCE FAST.

River Steamer Had Narrow Escape in
ce.

According to late adviceéy “received
from the North, the steamer La France,
which was built for the Northern ser-
vice in_Victoria, and which-was the last
of the Yukon fieet to leave White Horse
for Dawson, ‘had-a narrow escape from
being crushed ilx the ice floes of the big
stream. After” running the gauntlet
400 miles in thick ice, the steamer La
France, which has the honor of being
the last of the big fleet to continue in
service, was forced by the elements to
give up the attempt to make Dawson.

At Kirkman the steamer was lodged
on a bar with the ice’ pack gathering
about her. She ‘was there twenty-four
hours, unable to move or to get a line to
the shore through: the heavy ice. In or-
der to save the steamer and-the. lives

of those aboard, and part of the cargo, .

twenty tons of oats were jéttisoned’ in~
to the grinding mpass of ice. The boat
then lifted and was able to steam over
the bar. )

After getting within 100 miles’ of
Dawson the Lia France became blocked
for the winter in Steamboat slough. She
had five scows with her at the beginning,
but when she reached the slough ouly
one was in her convoy. The others
had been left at different points cover-
ing a range of 100 miles._ .

The cargoes of the scows were all un-
injured, and were safely put ashore at
different points after the craft became
fast in the jammed river ice.

Ten passengers were on the La
France, and they had a true Arectic
frontier experience getting out of the
isolated quarters at Steamboat slough.
The slough is many miles from the aver-
land trail, and an untrodden course had
to be taken. All members of. the crew
and the officers and passengers had to
walk eighty miles to get out of the
place. Miss Gertrude Timm, a_ San
Francisco girl, and Miss May Biggs,
were in the party, and’bravely tramped
out with the men.

SAILORS DESERT.

Capt. Hendersbn —I—I:s Trouble in Get-
ting Men.

Capt. Henderson, of the ship Largo
Law, who is well known here—his ship
having Joaded salmion last year—is hav-
ing trouble in getting a crew on the
Sound. The Largo Law is loaded with
wheat from Tacoma ' for the United
Kingdom, and went to Seattle to ship
a crew. She did get 14 men, Dee
and King shipping the sailors. Simms
and Levy, rival ipping masters, had
two men among the -crew who succeed-
ed in getting the sailors to refuse ‘to
sigu articles, and the whole crowd went
ashore. Efforts are now being made to
get other seamen.

Naval Officer Believed That the Condox
Hit One.

It is generally conceded that the dam-
age done to the steamer Edith, which
is ‘now being repaired at Esq_mmalvt.

To Tugboats

Tatoosh Gets $2500 For Ser-
vices Rendered the Ship
Ladore. )

Cases Where Tugs Have Been
Well Paid For Their
Tows,

Captain Kelley, of the /British shi
Lodore, which had such a narrow esg
cape off the Washington Coast in the
latter part of October, has made a set-
tlement with his rescuers and considers
that he got off very well. The ship
was in a tight place for a few hours,
but it was also due to the prompt ac-
tion of the skipper himself that the
vessel was not lost. When he found he
was close into the breakers of Willapa
bar, he wasted no time in getting his
auchors out and that was all that saved
the ship from going high and dry at
the time. ‘The steam schooner laqua
was the first to go to his assistance and
put a line aboard. Although the Coaster
did not succeed in getting him into deep
water, the iptentions of the captain of
the schoonmer were good and he was sat-
lstﬁedr with $1,000 for his services, The
tug Tatoosh did better. She not only
got the dLodore out of her predicament
and into the Columbia, but earned for
the towboat company the neat sum of

,000 for a few hours’ work. And

Captain Kelley, too, is satisfied, for his
ship was saved and the bill is not a
large one, either, ‘compared with what
some vessels have had to pay wunder
similar circumstances, .
.The tugs which arrive in the nick of
time to save ships from going ashore
often earn fully ten times the towage,
as did the Tatoosh in this instance. Last
winter when the bark Cavour, bound to
this port from Callao, was set on to-
wards Destruction island by a strong
Southeast set, which followed the abate-
ment of a gale, and she was drifting
ashore fast, when the tug Tyee hove
in sight. Captain Marshall Angelo
signalled for the tug and the vessel
came alongside.

“How much will you tow me into Vie-
toria for,” asked the master of the Chil-
ian bark.

~A thousand dollars,” replied Capt.
Morrison.

*‘That’s outrageous,” said the sailing
ship’s master. )

“Alright,” said the tugboatman, “I'll
wait.

Captain Angelo only waited ten min-
utes and paid $1,250 to be towed to
Victoria, but as he said: “It was better
to pay the pirate than go ashore.”

Facing the heavy Norther which rag-
ed at San Francisco about ten days
4go, a sailing ship was moored to the
sea wall, and fully exposed to the gale
which swept over the bay. She soon
began to pound againét the wall and
wharves, starting her rivets and work-
ing damage with every wave which
thumped her against the piles. The
master hurried to find a tug, and soon
found one of the Black Stack towboats,
whose master at once said how neces-
sary was a tow boat, and he asked mo
less than $5,000 to tow the vessel out
into the stream. The master of the
ship bickered, but the tugboat captain
would not lower the price. Ultimately
Mr. Spreckels, the tug owner was tele-
phoued to and the price was cut to $2,-
500, which was a steep price to be moved
out from the wharf, but, as Captain
Marshall Angelo said, “it was better to
pay the pirates than loose much more
as a result of damage to the ship.”

branded as a poacher;
legitimate method of sealing, over which
the protection of the law is extended, is
the clubbing of the seal to death in his
breeding sanctuary; where, being on
land, the seal is unable to escape or to
put up the slightest. resistance to his
assailant. .

“It is strenuously asserted that the
seal herd will be extinguished if sealers
are permitted to hunt in the open
waters of the ocean, where each seal
has a fair chance to-evade his pursuer;

the race, has no influence toward weak-
ening the herds.

ital, prospectors, gamblers, miners, ad-'
venturers of all species, dissatistied em-
ployees of various kinds, all join in the
stampede.

‘QOur party was fairly typical. There
was Arizona Jim, who had prospected
and mined in Peru, Mexico, Alaska and
British Columbia, as well as in every
one of the Western States. There was
0Old Bill, who had been sheriff in a
“tough” New Mexico camp, a faro deal-
er in Cripple Creek, a dance-hall pro-
prietor in Dawson, and what not besides.
Jim and Bill had put in their last dollar
into their outfits, and were going in as
prospectors to stake out claims.

"Two others of the party were taking
in a saloon. 'They had a large tent,
glasses and bar necessaries; cards, poker
chips and plenty . of whiskey. Their
money for the venture they had raised on
promisory notes.

It might be said that all the routes
leading to Thunder Mountain' presented
much the same difficulties as this route
of ours. T'he mountain lies 200 miles
from a railroad in any direction, beyond
mountains in tier after tier, whether ap-

proached by the trails from the south,| “I've a hunch we're a lot of suckeTs,

by way of Boise City or Ketchum, from
the north by way of Spokane and Lew-
iston, from the west by way of Council,
or from the east by way of Red Rock.
The gold seekers of last epring had the
choice of about a dozen trails, all equal-
ly formidable.

Our trip for more than 100 miles had
been comparitively ‘easy. From Red
Rock, Mont,, on the Oregon Short Line,
we had ridden 72 miles to Salmon City,
Idaho, over a wagon road crossing the
main range of the Rockies. From Sal-
mon, always traveling west, another
wagon road had taken us 40 miles to
Forney, the last post-office.  This road
had given us a foretaste of the qality of
the ldaho mountains ‘by leading us over
the Leesburg summit, an unbroken as-
cent of 10 miles.

With Jim helping here and Bill coach-
ing there, packing was done at an aver-
age 'speed of five minutes a horse. Re-
volvers were strapped on, saddle girths
tightened, and then— .

“H-e-y, blutch! Hike there! Get in
the trail! Hit the trail there, now!
H-e-y, blutch! H-e-y, blutch!”  And
the horses were back at their work of
climbing.

It. was a sheer ascent, directly in the
face of a 7,000-foot mountain, The
snow began a short distance up and grew
deeper as we went on. We had to g0
very slowly, letting the horses ‘“blow”
every few minutes.

Half way up the snow was five feet
deep beside the trail and three feet deep
in it. The sun grew hotter, the footing
softer, while the horses plunged and
stumbled, steamed and puffed. The sad-
dle horses alone had an easy time, every-
body having dismounted.

Another half-hour and we came to the
scene of a recent smowslide. It had
cleared the mountain side of everything
standing in its path, and a lane 50
yards wide, strewn with tree trunks,
marked its course. The trail led direct-
ly across it and was much cut up.

The first horses got over well enough,
but each made it worse for the ones fol-
lowing. - The last pack horse was an
animal known as ‘‘thee old gray mare.”

1She had been floundering a great deal

and was @ badly tired horse. When it
came to her turn the trail had been
worn to almost nothing, so that the var-
iation of an inch was fatal. The old
gray mare, unluckily, varied this inch
at the most critical place, and down she
shot along the track of the snowslide.
Over and over she rolled, and would
probably have reached our creek of the
night before had chance not headed her
for the one suowbank in sight. This
stopped her. We went down, found her
shaken up but unhurt, unpacked her,
carried the packs up to the trail, guided
her up to it, repacked her, working in
snow up to the armpits beside the trail,
and then on again went the train, our
first rolled-horse episode behind us,
On we went, meeting less snow, fewer
trees; fewer trees, less snow. Then all
offi a sudden the snow, the winter, and
the darkness were behind us. We reined
up silently at the western edge of the
summit,
Each "precipitate foot of those 8,000
danced below our eyes in yellow aund in
purple flowers, in the flashing green of
grase and the darker green of scattered
trees. Around us was the freshest blue
of a clear spring sky; »efore us, white
waves of mountains, m pillow after bil-
low, crest following crest. We looked
up at nothing; it was acress that stu-
pendous sea we looked until we met the
western sun full in .the face, where his
gold rim bit into the white of the last
crest in view.

'We worked
up the east bank of the middle fork a
few miles towards the maip trail, over
another summit—but that was all. Here
we came to a torrent, boiling its tribu-
tary waters into the river, frenzied with
vast masses of melted snow during the
last week., Camus Creek, in its abnor-
mal state could not be bridged, nor ford-
ed, nor swum. As for the river it could
be crossed only by the Loon Creek
bridge, on the main trail for which we
were heading.

We went into camp, threshed out the
position and decided there was one thing
only to be done. At 4 o’clock the next
morning we began to do it. On the 18th
of May we arrived back at Forney, back
over the summit on the middle fork,
back over the summits of the Yellow
Jacket, back after packing to no purpose
a ton and a half of stuff and half a ton
of man for 80 miles of mountains.

With the two days’ rest the horses
had been quite ready for Woodtick sum-
mit the next day, and climbed that irk-
some pass so well that we had gone into
camp that night only a mile or two from
Loon Creek bridge. Then across our old
friend the middle fork, and so on and
on, over White’s Pass, down the danger-
ous Canon Creek trail, until at last we
made camp at Marble Creek, up which
15 miles lay Thunder Mountain.

A change had come over our nightly
camps since leaving Forney this last

Winnipeg, Man., Dec. 5.—D. D. Mann,
first vice-president of the Canadian
Northern, is in the city. Asked as to
whether he had made any arrangements
tor a Pacific Coast terminus during his
visit to British Columbia, Mr. Mann re-
plied: -

“We did not make any contract with
the government of British Columbia iu
regard to this, and the situation, in fact,
is the same as when the House pro-
rogued. No new arrangements have
been made, and I do not expect that
anything will be done until the British

A BLOWING
AND SNOWING

New York Gets a Downfall
That Plays Havoc With
Traffic.

New York, Dec, 5.—A heavy wind
storm, accompaunied by rain and later
by snow, struck New York today, and
for a time seriously interfered with
aid railway and sieamship tratiic, as
well as with business in general surface
car lines, elevated roads and ail ferry
boats were compelled to abandon their
schedules ahd run as best they couid.
Part of the Third aveuue elevated line!
was tied up completely, and the Sixth
and Ninth avenue trains-were badiy u.
layed. ‘L'he tie up was so severe that
even the Stock Exchange began the day
with an_ extremely small attendance.
Towards noon the snow ceased to fall,
but the wind continued high, and it be-
came much colder. The maximum ve-;
locity of the wind was 4% miles an'
hour, Telegraphic service was much
hampered by the storm. Both the
Western Union and postal companles
reported that their systems had been
badly shaken up. The worst conditiens
for the telegraph companies were in,
New England and the Hudson Valley,
although that in the South was  also
somewhat delayed. Despatches from up

seyere in the country districts, and that
the snowfall in the interior was much
heavier than in this city.

The gale hlowing across the Jersey
meadows today tore down 11 telegraph
poles West of the West Hackensack,
bridge, on the Delaware, Lackawanna
& Western railroad. The fast mail
from the West was caonght in the
mesh of wires and the windows on oue
side were broken, the flying glass cut-
ing one of the women passengers. ~The
train was blocked three hours.

Today a blockade occurred in Brook-
lyn bridge, and it was completely closed
to traffic. Nobody was allowed to use
the foot bridge or to go upstairs to the
elevated trains. The Newhaven steam-
ers came in two hours late, and the offi-
cers reported that the storm is very
heavy up the Sound. A stiff Easterly
zale was blowing down the bay today
and a dangerous sea running. ‘Traffic
on the North river was delayed by the
storm.

Philadelphia, Dec. 5.—A snow and
wind storm, amounting almost to a bliz-
zard, prevails throughout Pennsylvania
today. Railroad service in all directions
is badly crippled, and telegraph and tele-
phone wires are prostrated. Throughout
the anthracite coal regions the fall of
snow is reported as very high. It is
drifting badly, causing the shutting
down of many collieries.

Baker City, Ore.,, Dec. §5.—An im-
mense snowslide is reported to have oc-
curred at Cornucopia last night. Two
miners were killed and much damage
was done,

Yonkers, N. Y., Dec. 5.—During the
sterm today several barges that were
being towed up the river broke ‘adrift,
and one of them sank. Three brothers
were on the barge that sank. Ope was
drowned and the other two were found
on the beach in an unconscious condi-
tion.

Oswego, N. W., Dec. 5.—A severe
wind and snowstorm with low temper-
ature prevailed here today. A number
of vessels which left here before the
storm reached their destinations safely.
Many ran into Oswego during the
night.

Sckool from the scene of its old useful-
uess within the city bounds (o a new
site at Borrocop, a mile or so away
among the pleasant green fields and
meadows outside, breaks an interesting
link with the historic past.

enough to the lad who was destined

ax a hiding place . in the times when
Staffordshire was a hotbed of the

to Like a Free
Easy Life.

It is & main concern of benevolent
people interested in child labor to de
something for the street arabs. These
little grigs come under everybody's eye,
they are generally .ill-clad, and it is
known that, most of them take to
gambling and worse courses. .

All street arabs are not newsboys, nor
are all newsboys arabs. ®But it has
been proposed to license alike the casual
urchins who sell things oun their own
account and the decent poor children
who go their rounds in the suburbs out
of harm’s way. The latter grow up to
|enter regular trades, the former mever.
They have nothing in common but bhoy-
hood and the fact that both sell papers.

The origin of the true street arab is
the licensed common lodging house and
the unlicensed low flat where rent is
taken every morning in advance. His
parents belong to the broken class with-
out a working sense of moral responsi-
bility, the horde of station touts, race-
course riff-raff, market porters. sand-
wichmen, and “casnals” of all sorts,
criminal or worthless, who go from one
lodging to another, »+oiding every kind
of civil obligation. While he is small the
boy goes with them. He is not very big
when he begins to lead a separate life
and pay for his own lodgings,

There is an amiable delusion that he
is driven upon the streets against his
will, and kept out late by fear of a
thrashing. That happens rarely. He
takes to the life because he likes it.

It is free, and it has the attraction of

never bad. He can earn from 10s. to
14s. a week always, and a good deal
more in a Mafeking week, or when
there are races on. Every day has its
idle hours, and its half hours of an ex-
citing scramble. He is not wanted till
11 o'clock. Only a duffer sells later
than 8  TUncontrolled and light of
heart, a healthy boy minds neither cold
nor rain in this delightful metier.

‘The street arab is by inherited dispo-
sition and by environment a sportsman.
He cannot remember when he first
heard of the turf., and the ramifications
of its great organization of daily lot-
teries stretch out invitingly to him as
to all the world. There is a special
class of bookmakers, the old boys of
this public school of the streets, who
will give him the odds. Why not try
his luck? There is credit for the
“stony broke” next moraning: he will
have a dozen papers from ghe man he
deals with,

He spends the evenings in a_back-
street music hall, which eosts him 3d.
Or he slips into some known snuggery—
behind a fried-fish shop or elsetyhere—
to play nap and dominoes and banker
'with a peuny pack. There are always
sharps. Ar. €. E. Russell,. of Man-
chester, who knows as much about
street boys in & sane way as any man,
says it costs them 7s. a week to live,and
they spend the surplus, “half, or more
than half, their total income, regulariy,
unhesitatingly and cheerfully upcn
gambling.”  When he is cleaned out,
the juvenile spendthrift puts his hamds
in his pockets and says: “Well, 1
s’pose I'll have to doss on the stones.”

That is the boy of 15, the tfinished

ty}ie. .
"edchers admit that the ordinary
schools are not so interesting as this
career. Boys who enter it in their
school years lose enthusiasm for most
things in the code, and stay away from
school without explanation or apology.
Nor is the code concerned with shaping
their minds, as the industrial schools
do, agains¢ this loose <career’s allure-
ments.

They grow up alept, full of savoir faire,
enterprising, not dimnkards. extremely
generous, urbane evey, but without much
self-control or persevetance, and quite
without the working h» ®ind a well-
intentioned street-boy work; he tiresin
a fortnight. Teach him the uses of a
savings bank; he puts a little by for a
day at the races. {His case at an early
age is_desperate, for all but the colors
or emigrafion, and for this latter only
after special training.

The proposed license is in the nature
of a check; it does not pretend to be
either a remedy or a preventive. By
means of it a number of boys may be
kept off the streets a little longer than
they now are, and girls under 16 for-
bidden to sell in the streets at all.

JETTISONS DECK LOAD.

Schooner Polaris Meets Southerly Gale
Off Flattery.

With 11 feet of water in her hold,
the schoonmer Polaris was towed into
PPort Townsend on Friday. The Pol-
aris sailed from Everett for San Pedro
November 29, with lumber. On Decem-
ber 2 she encountered a strong South-
erly gale when 40 miles off Cape Flat-
tery, and began to leak badly. The fol-
lowing day she was thrown on her beam
