Very little wreckage of any kind was foeund
on the shore, only afew pieces of the upper
works of the steamer being cast upon the
rocks.

THE INQUEST.

At the adjourned inquest to-night in con-
nection with the wreck of the Asia Mi.s
Morrison gave the following evidence ;—1I
went on board the steamer Asia as a pas.
senger on Wednesday evening, 13th inst.,
abeut 11 o’clock ; did not notice anytning
particular when I went on board ; during
the night the boat rolled a good deal. The
boat seemed to be very much crowded with
passengers. I cannot form any idea nor did
1 hear how many there were on board.
The mate told me she was hcavily
loaded with freight.|The night passed quiet-
ly ; no disturbance occurred, except what
proceeded from seasick children. I occu-
pied the upper berth of one of the state
rooms on the left hand side of the steamer
and was there in a position to hear most of
what went on, at least I think so. I heard
-the boat stop at Pres Qu isle, I did not
sleep much, I got up on Thursday morn-
ing feeling very seasick ; it was pretty
rough all morning. I think that abont 11
o'clock the first intimation I had of danger
was from the noise made by the horses. I
asked the mate it there was any danger.
He said they “%ad already thrown
off the horses and wounld throw off
what freight they could. I then went

back to my berth and the boat rolled so

They upset thrée times and every time
they righted a few were missing, and the
third time I did not see anyone clinging to
them at all.’

After
we righted I heard some one say that three
were gone,  We then sailed or drifted be-
fore the storm. Our boat capsized three
mu and each time some were missing. I
not notice anyone to ' be hurt on the
boats righting except.  the mate who re-
ceived & - scratch. below the eye.
After our number was reduced to seven the
boat did not capsize any more. It was be
cause the storm moderated 'that we ceased
to capsize. The last capsize tobk plur
shortgy before dark and just before dar
the mate said he saw land, and after dark
we saw & lighthouse, which the mate said
was Bying Inlet 1ght. When we saw t
light aH cheered up considerably, but
after one of the strangers 'died, uame’ un-
known, The only members of the crew
that I knew in our boat were the captain
and mate. ~After-the stranger died 'two
others died almost immediately. They
just seemed to  perish ~of exhaus-
tion, and mot from any injury. At
midnight the mate succumbed, and about
tem mivutes after him the  captain died.
Shortly after ddybreak, I and Mr, Tinkiss
landed the bodies, which were still in the
boat.  After landing we drew the boat on
shore and walked along a piece, and
finding we could “uot “walk, - we re-
turned to the boat and Mr. Tinkiss
took the badies out of the hoat aod ' laid
them on the island. We then got into the
boat again snd rowed along with an oar
we had picked up, having lost' our own
when we capsized, to find a habitable place,
Thet was the last 1 saw of the bodies. %
know that we left the' bodies'of John Sav.

on the island on which we first’ landed.
On the following (Friday) night we'sleption
the rocks. Next nrorning we again got
into our boat and rowed until in despair we

There was
not any conversation in the boat at all,
except when we saw the light ; then we
sang & couple of sacred songs. The other
two boats:were fall of pzople. I do not be-
lieve that the three “boats I have spoken of
were capable of holdingall the passengers
that I saw on ‘board, Al the staterooms
were occupied. I know this because when
{ embarked the mate 'had’ considerable
trouble in getting a bed for me. Two
other ladies shared my room with me. The
ladies’ maid told me ‘that  all the other

rooms were . equally filled. Sorfne
asseugers  were laying on  sufas
:nd the cabin- floor, They so laid

because they could not get berths. The
Jadies’ maid and purser said wo. Five men
and one woman embarked with mieat Owen
Sound. The mate told me on Thursday
morning that they took nothing on board
at I'res’ Quisle, exceptsome pressed hay, I
know of two families of deck Emuengerr.
1 did not hear of any gangs of shanty men.
After our boat capsized we did not bale her
out, because there was nothing to bale her
out with. Before she capsized all the gen-
lemen that had hets baied out the water
with their hats. There were no |rovisions
in the boat. I am certain as to the
pumber of oars L' have ' ttatel to
have been in the boats. The other boats
called to us and asked for oars before any
of us capsized. I did not hear of any oars
being lost except through the capsizing of
the boat. The steamer seemed te be side
%o the storm ; as far as 1 could see. All
that I took notice of had life preservers on
in all the three boats.

The inquest then adjourned.

That practice was the root of economy,
comfort and independence for the working-
man,

There can be no doubt that the almost
entire prevalence of the credit system of
purchase is a gigantic evil sapping the life
of Canadisn commerce, demoralizing not
only the working class, but every class, and
depreciating the purchasing value of money.
On the other side of the imaginary line
which makes an arbitrary cemmercial divi-
sion between two parts Of the continent,
cash payment is the universal rule, This
may have been caused in part by the fluc-
tuating value of the currency seme years
mgo, A merchant giving credit-could not
‘e certain whether in six months his bill for
» hundred dollars would be worth fifty,
sixty or seventy. That state of things has
gone by, bat no one thinks-of asking for or
giving credit, consequently the retail deal-
ers can afford to insist on getting a supply
of the best goods attainable in the market,
sud the ready money purchaser gets the
walue of every cent ef his dollar. - The
farmers in our 1aral districts, the mechanics
4n the cities, are helplessly in the hands of
the village storekeeper or town retailer.
He gives them credit, they get deeper in his
books; they must take what messure and
quality he chooses to supply. The retailer
is at the mercy of the wholesale dealer
in this city orin Montreal ; their payment
to him must depend on the fluctuations of
the harvest or of trade, and be"in furn not

Jish manvtacturers, must take what die
sends, of course under such circumstances,
grtting a poorer class of products than would
be sent for ready money.

The
splewic fever which destroys thousands of
cattle and sheep im France and other
European countries, is shown to arise from
this cause, If M. Pasteur is correct, there
is here a strong argument for cremation, or
at least some amendment in the mode of
burial which in this country especially
would thus seem designed®to resist the
operations of nature as long as possible,
and s0o make a dead body a source of inde-
finite evil. That cremation has many ad-
vantages is beyond doubt, and when public
opinion is educated up to a proper concep-
tion of the matter and frees itself from all
superstitions vagaries, it will take the place
of the ancieut method of burying.

[NAJOB PHIPPS FRAUDS,|

QUIETLY RUSTICATING IN THE
HAMILTON JAIL.
—_——

He Will mot be Interviewed—The man
who Gave Him Away—A Woman in :he
Case—Indicted for Forgery.

Hamivrox, Sept. 20—Major Phipps, the
Philadelphia almshouse superintendent who
was arrested in Hamilton night before
last on a special warrant issued by Jadge
Siociair with a view to his extradition to
the other side, is now comfortably esconsed
in the county jail. He occupies the eastern
corridor in the first stery of that institu-
tion, and has plenty of room, air and
light. Three Philadelphia newspaper men
tried unsuccessfully to interview him. He
will not talk abcut his case.

Maarice M. Mathews who * squesled ”
about Phipps and was the cause of his arrest
has for years been a small contractor in
connection with the almshouse. He kept
aone-horse store near the institation, and
supplied dry goods, hosiery, etc,, for the
past six or seven years. According to his
own statement, since the 1st of January u
to the 1st of the present month, he h
rendered bills for and been paid $7200. The
value of the goods he supplied did mot
reach $500.

Phipps, according to all accounts, has
not made much out of the peculations for
himself. He was evidently enriching other
parties belonging to his political set, and
possibly expected them to reimburse him in
some way. It is probable that they will
stick to him in his hour of misfortune. The
fact is that when his baggage was searched-
in this city after the arrest he had only
between $400 and $500 in gold and notes. -

He

also has a stiff joint, having boonltnwkll:ly

a bullet on the left elbow on the battle field,
THE WOMAN IN THE PHIPPS CASE.

The following is from the Philadelphia
Times of Sept. 15th :—

Mrs. Harvey, who has sent in the claim
for part of the jewelery found at the alms
house, in the safe of the missing Phipps,
iy likely to become conspicuous to s remark-
able extent. Her statements are being
strenuously epposed by parties who profess
to have certain knowledge that the diamonds
and otherarticles which she says belong to
her were really the property of Phipps.
There is no suspicion that she is
soxious to get them into her pos-
session for her own wuse, but it
is said she is putting forward the claim in
order to save as much as possible from the
general wreck and have something to pre-
sent to the general superintendent if he re-
turns, Her transactions with the major are
reported to have been extensive, and she is
credited with knowing a great deal nyore
about his doings than it would be con-
sistent with her safety to divulge. She
has always been very intimate with the
family and lived with them during a long
period. Several years lgo Mrs. Green, the
sister of Major Phipps, intreduced to him
Mrs. Harvey, at that time Miss Evelyn
Capron. In 1877 she went to live with
the Phipps and remained with them
until 1879, when she married a
well-to-do  d goods _traveller, who
resided at Wilmingten, Del., where they
both went on board. Mrs. Phipps fre-
%nently visited her there. In 1881 Mr.

arvey died, and while the body was yet
warm his devoted wife went off without
waiting for the fumeral, and was never
seen in Wilmington again, The fellow-
boarders of Mrs. Harvey assert positively
thatshe was always grieving over the fact
that she had no diamonds and was not rich
enough to buy any. When she left Wil
mington her furpiture was sent to Block-
ley alms-house, where it is presumed she
also took up her quarters. During lest
winter and, it is said, up Jto §September 1
she lived at Phip, storehouse, = 3419
Walnut staeet, and it is surmised from
this that she knew of the syste-
matic plunder. When Mrs. Mink, the
vegetable contractor for the alms.
house, gave Mrs. Phipps a fine silk dress
in 1879, Mrs. Harvey remarked that it was
habitual for the contractors to sead gifts to
the wife of the major, who, she said, al-
ways refused them, She was an adept at
‘rolling’ silk dresses, and the heap of silk
fouod at the Walout' street residence which
had been submitted to that process are said
to savor strongly of her work,”

Sanitary Provisionsin Egypt.

The sanitary instructiogs_sent in pamph-
let form. to the British army in Egypt says
that camps should not be made on ground
that has recently been flooded, nor should
the surface be dug up more thanis abso-

lutely necessary for drainage. If turbid
water must be used it should be allowed to
clear itself as much as possible by subsi-
dence, and a teaspoonful of powdered alum
added toevery ten gallens. The filterin

of the water where pos:ible is urged, an

any water can be druok if first boiled and
then allowed to cool. Stringent directions
are given thatin cases of cholera or enteric
fever all water is to be boiled before nase;
and distilation adopted if practicable, In
the matter of food, it is advised that all
meat be thoroughly cooked: that the con-
sumption of vegetables and fruit be encour-
aged. As to beverages, strong alcoholic
drinks are condemned, red wine is permit-
ted, and tea, coffee, and cocoa are recom-
mended. It is declared that tea is especial-
ly valuable where water is at all doubtful
in quality, celd tea, witk a little sugar and
lime juice, being an antiscorbutic and
making a refreshing drink.

The Picton, which for the last five years
plied between Toronto and Port Dalhousie,
made her last trip from Toronto on Satur-
day afternoon - last, she having been en-
gaged tog run in conjunction with the
steamer #Africa in connection with the
Toronte Grey and Bruce railw;z between
Owen Sound and Sault Ste. Marie, and
was to have made her first trip on Monday
next. 'She remained at Port Dalhousie
over Sunday. and long enough to receive
some strengthening alterations to fit her
for the treacherous waters of the Georgian
bay, and arrived at Port Colberne on Tues-
day, leaving that place at 10.30 on Wed-
nesday, beund for the Detroit river. She
was owned by the Bay of Quinte and River
St. Lawrence navigation company, and Mr.
McCuaig said she was valued at $25,000.

THE GENEBAL SESSIONS

A PRESENTMENT BY THE HONOR-
ABLx GRAND JURY,

el

A General Walk into the ‘““Junk Shops "—
The Late Eseape of Prisoners—Other
Matters.

The grand jury came into the ‘ourt of

general sessions yesterday and Mr. James

Russell, the foreman, made the following

presentment, after which Judge Boyd

thanked them for their services :

That they carefully considered the in-
dictments subsaitted to them and returned
their findings to the court, and that they
are pleased at feeling justified in congratu-
lating the county upon the absence of the
imore serious forms of crime.

They are of opinion that the facilities of-
fered by the establishments commonly
krown as junk shops, for the ready disposal
of stolen property, is a great inducement
to larceny, and they recommend that such
shops be pluced under license, and that it

should be made compulsory that in each of
them a book be kept,
the inspection of the police, and showing a
description of all property purchased, the
name of the party from whom purchased,
and the hour of the day at which the
same was bought, and chat the absence of
such record be held as prima facis evidence
of guilty knowledge in respect to any pro
perty found on the premises.

The jurors deem it proper to draw the
attention of magistrates to the desirableness
of the discrimination in regarc to complaints
laid before them, and of refusing to
grant warrants of committal in cases where
there is no evid fel intent, and
for which the civil courts would afford
ample and fitting redress,

he grand jurors are of opinion that the
accommodation of the present court house
is inadequate, and that its location and sur-
roundings are becoming more and more
unsuitable from year to year, axd they
concur heartily in the recommendation
of former grand juries, that a more
commodious county court building, in a
more suitable location, be erected without
nnnecessary delay. The escape
prisoners awaiting trial at this court, from’
the prisoners’ waiting-room forming a por-
tion of the court house buildings, by
forcibly removing the iron window-guards,
while it afferds proof to a certain extent of
the unfitness of the present building, de-
mands also that an enquiry should be
made into the reason why the prisoners
should be permitted to provide themselves
with large and ltro:ﬁ iren spoons which
they used o effectually in making their es
cape, and further into the conduct and
competency of the constables who had those
prisoners in charge.

Another failure of justice arising out of
the discharge from the central prison, on
the expiration of his sentence, of a vrisoner
who was also committed for trial at this
court for another offence, seems to indicate
some misundeutnndinﬁ or defective cor-
respondence batween the authorities of the
central prison and the jail ; and the jurors
recommend that snitable provisions be
made to avoid the recurrence of a similar

mi-ha%.

In the further discharge of their duties,
the jurors visited the jail, the lunatic
asylum, the central prison and the Mercer
institute. In these institutions the appli-
ances for all necessary purposes appear to
be excellent in their kind, and abundantly
adequate ; while the order, cleanliness and
discipline prominent in all of them, reflect
the highest credit upon the officers in
charge, and render the visit of the jurors
very gratifying. In the jail were found
several old men sent there fer mo crime,
except that of being old, and without
friends willing to care for them, and the
jurors are of opinion that some other and
more fitting place be found for such cases.
There were a'so several insane persons, not
criminals, there in confinement—one of
them at least for a considerable time—for
whom the lunatic asylum would be a more
suitable place. ;

The jurors desire to express strongly their
sense of the serious evils arising from the
non-employment of labor of the prisoners
in jail. The enforeed idleness not only un-
fits them for labor when liberated, but'ex-
poses them to be instructed and encouraged
in evil ways by the more hardened criminals
while in their company in prison, and hav-
ing nothing else to occupy their minds and
bodies, they often come out better prepared
and more likely to commit crime than when
first sent down ; and the jurors recommend
that this state of things should be remedied
promptly.

The jurors would also call the attention
of the court to that namerous class 0
prisoners who are being sent to jail time and
again for short periods for drunkenness. To
them the jail becomes a kind of hospital
in which after a debauch they are nursed to
convalesence and release,only to repeat the
course immediately, at the expense of the
public, acd to their own ruin. Your
jurors would suggest that after a certain
limited number of convictions every in-
ebriate should be sentenced to not less
than twelve months’ confinement with
hard labor, for his own and the country’s
benefit.

In the Mercer institute, which sppears to
be doing most beneficial work, it is found
that commitments for less than one and &
half or two years, do not afford sufficient
time for the prisoners to get rid of bad, and
to acquire new and_good habits, and it is
desirable that this should be borne in mind
by the bemch when sending prisoners there;
the longer period also makes it more likely
that previous associations will have beex
broken up and former associates dispe:
when prisoners are released, and thus they
will be more likely to enter upon a better
mode of life.

And the jurors desire to express their
sense of the satisfactory manner with which
the indictments were prepared, and the ur-
banity of the county attorney in giving
them information and advice in regard to
the matters brought before them.
