A DIAMOND EMBEZZLER’S DOINGS.

How He was Caught in the Meshes of the
¢; Mt Pollce. . :

CHicaco, Feb. 5. —The arrest in this
city of Leon Cronson, the diamond embez-
zler, has caused a buzz of excitement along
the «“ Levee;” where Cronson has been
reigning king for more than six weeks
past, Itis claimed by some of his friends
that he has been ‘disposing of diamonds
every da.{ and spending the money in dif-
ferent places as fast as he got it. His
liberality drew.about him a host of'alleged
friends, who stuck to him as ‘close as pos-
sible, until sone of their ‘number, whose
name is given as Julius ' Edwin, sold him
out to the New York detectives for $5000.
Edwin became i , of the fact that
Cronson was the same man who embezzled
$30,000 worth of Goldsmith & Kuhn’s dia-
monds, and caused that firm’s failure. He
communicated his knowledge to the New
York detective force, and agreed to turn

“Cronson over for $5000. It is alleged that

the amount was paid to him, It is also
claimed that Cronson disposed of his
diamonds without regard to time or place,
and the names of several prominent saloon-
keepers are mentioned among those who
purchased the precious stones from the em-
bezzler. His munificence had excited a
ﬂ‘eat deal of talk.among frequenters of the

svee, and conjecture as to his identity
was rife, It is said that he disposed of
rare gems at astonishingly low figures,
merely to get money with which to con-
tinue his debauch. rians and -male
parasites clung to him affectionately and
feasted on the fat of the land until,through
the treachery of one of his beneﬁciaries,%xc
was handed over to the police; who had
been ‘‘looking high a.ngo low” for the
“‘carefully-concealed” embezzler.

MR. MORRISON’S TARIFF BIFLLS.

Many Additions Made to tie Pree List and
a General Reduction of 20 per cent.

A somewhat inadequate idea of the new
tariff bill proposed by Mr. Morrison and
now before the United States congress,

was given in the press despatches. The
following gives the exact terms:

A reduction of 20 per cent is made in
numerous articles, while in a few cases the
reduction is greater or less than that rate.
One provision prevents any reduction to
arate lower than in the Morrill act of
1861. The bill provides:

On and after July 1, 1884, in lieu of the duties
imposed by law on the importation of the
goods mentioned in the schedules of the law
approved March 3, 1883, there shall be levied
and collected 80 per cent of the duties now im-
posed on these articles:

Cotton and cotton goods, hemp, jute and
flax goods,”wool and woollens, metals other
than ores, books, papers, etc., sugar, tobacco,
wood and woodenware, earthenware and
glassware, provisions, salt, coal, bristles, lime
and chemical products, except as hereinafter
provided.

No duty shall after July 1, 1884, be levied or
collected in excess of 40 per cent ad valorem
on cotton and cotton goods, 50 per centum ad
valorem on mietals, and 60 per centum ad
valorem on wool and woollen goods.

The following articles shall be exempt froin
duty: Iron ore, including maganiferous-iron
ore, the drossfor residuum from burnt pyrites,
and snlpher ore; lead ore and lead dross;
chroniic ore ; coal slack, or culm ; coal, bitu-
minous or shale : timber, hewn and sawed, or
used for spars, and in building wharves ; hay,
chicory root, agorns and dandelion root, jute
butts, ‘Bristles, beeswax, lime, glycerine, fish
glue, isinglass, sponges, dextrine, burnt
gtarcl, gum substitute or British gum, ex-
tract of hemlock and other bark used for tan-
ning, indigo, tarters. cement, whiting and
Paris \vhitc(;;f’, wood tar, coal tar and its pro-
dnets, logw! and other dye woods, decoc-
tions of ochre, umber and_ sienna, barks
beans, berries, balsams, buds, bulbs, grains,
gums, herbs, leaves, lichens, mosscs, nuts,
roots and stems, spices, vegetables. ardbmatic
seeds, weeds, woods used expressly fordyeing,

Wendell Phillips Laid to Rest in the old
Granary Burying Ground at Boston.

Bostony Beb: 6.—The fnneral  services
over the remnins of Wendell Phillips were
held to-day. The church was crowded,
thousands being unable to gain an admit-
tance. Committees from the legislature,
the common council, woman suffrage asso-
ciations, labor organizations, temperance
societies, Irish societies, freethinkers’ asso-
ciation, American free soil society, young
men’s congress and many reform organiza-
tions with which Phillips was identified
were present. Theservices were conducted
by the Rev. Samuel Longfellow. The body
was taken to Faneuil hall, where it lieg in
state. .

The people crowded the sidewalks along
the entire route of the procession and a
great concourse met the remains on their
arrival at Faneuil hall. There were but
three floral decorations in the hall, all
elaborate and beautiful, presented by Gen-
eral Butler, the Irish associations of Amer-
ica, and the Irish associations of Boston.

Hamirtox, Feb. 6.—Considerable of a
sensation has been caused here by the
elopement of Mr. George McVittie and
the wife of Mr. Archibald Whitg; which oc-
curred yesterday afternoon. Mr. McVittie
has been for years well and favorably

known in connectien with the cartage
business of Messrs. Wm, Hendrie & Co.;
having been some years ago raised from
the position of driver to that of foreman.
He has always discharged his duties in a
manner highly satisfactory to his em-
ployers, aund he was the last man whom
any one would suspect of such rascality as
is now laid to his charge,

Yesterday morning McVittie entered
upon his duties as usual, and: worked up to
12 o’clock. - Before going to dinner he in-
formed Mr. Thos. McBride, the superin-
tendent, that there was a meetingof Went-
worth county orange lodge in the afternoon
which, from his connection with the order,
it would be ifuperative for him. to attend.
He said he would only be away an hoar,
and of course was given leave of absence.
While the doctor was in attendance’ upon
his sick child and wife he sneaked into his
house and carried off the best of his wear-
ing apparel, and a hack with his trunk on
board was subsequently seen going in the
direction of the railway station. It is
needless to say that McVittie did not pay a
visit to the county lodge during the after-
noon, and its members, after waiting for him
for some time, proceeded with their business
in his absence. He was a promipent
orangeman. He was county master until
yesterday; he was past district master; he
was treasurer of Hamilton benefit loyal
orange lodge No. 286, and at the last audit
of this institution (Dec. 31, 1883) there was
in his hands $575 of lodge ' funds. This
money he has stolen, besides the dues from
members which have been paid in since
that date. Every year the grand lodg:
sends 840 to the county master to
handed to the Protestant orphans’ aslyum
of this city, It is- alleged that McVittie
received the money and failed to hand it
over to the poor little ones it was intended
to assist.

BAKER PASHA’S DEFEAT.

Disgusting Cowardiee of the Egyptians—
The Mtuation at Suakim,

Loxpox, Feb, 6.—The Post this morn-
ing bitterly condemns the government for
allowing the Indian troops to lie idle at
‘Aden for weeks within sight of the Soudan
when their presence might have averted
the disaster to Baker's army. It declares
that Mr, Gladstone is guilty of grave mis-
management in conneetion with Egyptian
affairs. 5

A special cabinet council was held this
morning for discussion of the disaster to
Baker Pasha,’ Mr. Gladstone presided.

Egyptian shares have greatly declined.
It is agreed that Tokar and Sinkat are
hopelessly lost. The rebels secured an
immense amount of ammunition, besides
five guns and three thousand rifles.

The Times, commenting upon the situa-
tion in the Soudan, says that the repeated

disasters arising fidm the cowardice and
defection of the Egyptian troops prove in-
contestibly that the government must use
English troops principally if it expects to
preserve the Red sea ports and the control
of the Nile to Khartoum.

The Standard has a despatch announc-
ing that its correspondent, Mr. Cameron,
who accompanied Baker’s expedition, has
escaped in safety. :

Baker Pasha has telegraphed that the
force by which he was attacked was less
than 1000.strong, but the Egyptians threw
away theif arms and fled.

According to later reports ving details
of the fight near Tokar, the Egyptian cav-
alry threw away their saddles and turned
their horses loose, effecting a retreat on
foot that they mifht not be sent back to
fight again. Earl Derby in a s eech to-
night said the government would not en-
gage the honor and resources of England
in the task of recovering the Soudan., The
government had no intention of converting
the occupation of Egypt into annexation.

4 DEVASTATING DELUGE.

OVERFLOW OF THE ORIO AND
OTHER RIVERS.

| Millions of Dollars Worth of Property De-

stroyed — Hundreds of People Home-
less—Trafic Greatly

Prrrsetre, Feb, 6.—The river stands 31
feet 6 inches, the highest since 1852. ‘Both
rivers are still rising:. Miles of -property
on the south side and in Alléghany are
submerged. Hundreds of families have
been compelled to evacuate their houses.
All mills'and factories on the banks are
stopped.  Connection between Pittsburg
Alleghany by stifeet cars is cut off. The
schools in the First and Fourth wards are
closed. Traffic is greatly impeded and en-
tirely stispended on several railroads.

At 0,30 this evening it was still raining,
with no immediate’ prospect of clearmg
weather, A large part of the city is sub-
merged.

AN ANTI-CHINESE ACT.

ringent Provisions Against Celestials
Entering the Statis. :

W asHINGTON, Feb. 6.—A bill was. re
ported from the senate committee of for-
eign relation to-day, as an amendment to
the anti-Chinese act. It provides that
any Chinese person, except & laborer en-
titled to enter the United States, must
have a certificate from the government of
the country of which he .is
a citizen describing him, which certificate
must have the endorsement of the repre-
sentative of the United States to the said
government or the United States consular
agent whence the person comes. The
penalty is £100 fine or imgrisonmantvfor
six months or both if the Chinese person
knowingly enters the United States with-
out such certificate and: then to be re-
moved from the country. Provision of a
similar character is made for the return of
Chinese laborers who 'left the United
States between Nov, 18, 1880, and Aug. 4,
1882.

Inspection of Pork.

New York, Feb. 6.-—The pork dealers
of the produce exchange to-day adopted a
resolution unanimously that hereafter all
mess pork coming here from Chicago shall
be reinspected upon its arrival previous to
being exported.

Twenty years ago the exiles traversed
on foot all the distance between Moscow
and the place to which they were dis-
patched. They had thus to walk some-
thing like 4,700 miles in order to reach the
hard lg.bor colonies of Transbaikalia, and
5200 miles to reach Yakutsk. Nearly a
two years’ walk for the former and two
years and a half for the second. Some
amelioration has been introduced since.
After having been gathered from all parts
of Russia at Moscow or at Nijne-Novgorod
they are trans; now by a steamer to
Perm, by rail to Bkaterinburg, in carriages
to Tuznen, and again by steamer to Tomsk.
Thus, according to a recent English book
%a exile in Siberia, they have to walk
“only the distance beyond Tomsk.” In
plain figures, this trifling distance means
2065 miles to Kara, something like a nine
months’ foot journey 11 the prisoner be
sent to Yakutsk he has “‘only” 2940 miles
to walk, and the Russian government hav-
ing discovered that Yakutsk is a place
still too near St. Petersburg, are sending
them now to Verkhoyansk and Nijui Koly-
nisk (in the neighborhood of Nordensk-
jold’s wintering station), and a distance of
1500 miles must be added to the former
“trifling” distance, and we have again the
magic figure of 4500 miles—or two years’
walk—reconstituted in'full. —Prince Kra-
potkine in Nineteenth Century.
