He was arrested at 2:30 last|
evening on the southiéast corner of Yonge and
King-streets; immediately in Mront of  J.- B
Ellis & Co.’s jewelry store. The arvest was
made quietly, and the few ‘people who wit-
nessed it little imagined  that. the, mau who
was being hustled briskly along the:south side
of King-street towards the Gentral  Police
Station was the man who but o few hours be-
fore had ateeped lis hands in the blood of his
wife and two daughters. In faét those who
saw the incident paid ~but listle atténtion to
it, being under the impression that 1t ‘was bus
a case of ordinary druuk. o :

To Detective Black belongs the oredit of
capturing the murderer. :The circumstances
are peculiar, proving- that Inspettor Sturk’s
acueness had practically sized p the sitaation.

Pope in Oanada, that the ~treaty of Pari¢ had
not repealed the statute of Elizubeth, and that
this was recognized in the Quebee’ Act of 1774,
which granwed the right to exercise thie Oatho-
lic religion subject to the Kiug’s pupremucy as
provided by theact psased in the reign of
Etigabeth. !

He quoted the late Alphéus Todd fo show
that in this country there existed no_right for
the Pops to exercise civil rights. Hp main-
tained that common  as well as statte law
torbids the intervention.of .the Popein our
legislation; In Eoglaud  the Ecelesiasti
Titles Aet provided that he could not divide
the country off into dioceses, and this. being
8o he held that the common law of Eugland
must have prevented him also from such an
act as distributing this woney, He held that
this eommon law of England bad bacome the
cotnmon law of Canada, 7 4

As to the royal supremacy, which could not
exist if this statute was "to, become. law, he
quoted Todd to show thas . ecolesinstical
supremacy had been ¢onferred upon thie Crown
as's protest against the attempt of a foreign
priest or potentaté to exercise jurisdiction 1in
the British dominions, He  thought the
clauses respecting the Pove clearly made the
statute an illegal one under the statute of
Elizabeth,

Hé quoted from the correspondence the
passage in which the Popeé allowys the Govern-
ment to retain the proceeds of the sale of the
Jesuits estates as a special de t to be dis-
posed of as_might be directed “by she Holy
See and Mr, Mercier's tacit ackonwledgment
of the Popé's authority, and claimed that
these letters being made the preamble to the
sot this foreign potentate -was granted the
power to ratify or nullify a Canadian aot.

Notan Act of Restitution:

The statute went on to talk about restitu-
tion, but it was impossible to restore anything
except to some person who had previons
possession of it. He claimed that the present
Jesuit Society had nothing- whatever to do
with the sogiety from whom the estates had
been taken. That society had been dissolved
by Parliament and by the Pape. The actan-
corporating them in 1887 made no reference
whatever to their right to this: partisular pro-
perty, This was not taken. from the Jesuits
at the time of the conquest as the atatute said,
and this Government should not have allowed
the act to become law withous baving it
smended in this particular.

He did not wish to go. into the merits
or demerits of the Jesuit claim, but so talk
purely from a legal standpoins. ,’[t wasindis-
putable that when property was givenin
trust for certain purposes and this trust
became destroyed . the property reverted to
the private donors, e gquated from the
address of Rev. Father Flannery in To-
routo last February, in which' it was pointed
out thas this property was nps given to the
Jesuits by France but was a  donation from
private individuals for educational purpgses,
and the trust having since been destroyed the
property should revert to &be beirs of ihe;
donors,

He denisd that the provinces had the right
to make money grants to denomitdtioual in-
stitutions. - He quoted Sir Johu Macdonald’s
contention n suppors of the disallowance of
the Rivers and Streams bill, that all bills
should be disallowed which injuriously affected
the of the g 7 iy, and
asked if anything more than religion affected
the general interest,

He cited the various countries in which
legislation bad been passed adverse to the
society before and after its restoration by Pius
V1L and declared that a'society the subject of

censure of the Government for not hayving disal-
lowed an act of the Quebes Legislature, and sn
instruction to disaliow it. This veto power
should be exercised with the grentest consider-
ation and only when it appeared thas there was
o positive necessity. It was a serious Watter to
interfere with the vote of a local legislature,
especially in & case like this where the most
seusitive feélings ot the pevple of the Province
were touched. :

Though once suppressed this order of the
Jesuits had a legal status in Quebec at present,
80 that an attack npon that order was an at-
tack upon the entire body of tke Romaa Catho-
lic Church., We must recoghize the fact that
it was the church we were asked to attack
and not. an abnoxious body of that church. So
with all such legislation as proposed we must
make up our mind to deliberately attack the
religious sentimenta of the majorivy in Quebec.
We must consider. in view ot the effect uvon
the barmony and prosperity.of the try,the
effect of creating_a_religivus bossility in the
country which would loose the paper bond
which now binds the Confederation.

There was u gravé and serious doubt as to
our right 4o disallow. - There was. the
grave and serions opinion, of the Minis-
ter of Justice:: we had the opimon
of 'mén emment in this House and
country differing from the Government on
almost every point, but agreeing with them
that there was & doubv about the t ‘to
disallow such an ack. .

The New Brunswick Precedent, .

Theére was a precedent that had occurred in
the hietory of the House, in the first parha-
ment in 1872, when - the, Catholic minority in
New Brunswick came before Parliament with
aclear and positive grievanee, with a case that
aroused the sﬁm, liies of Parli nt to an
extent which he ‘had never: seen 'before
or since. On that jon  there was not a
single member of the House who did not vote
sympathy with the Catholic minority. They
came pointing out_that befors Confederation
they had the right to maintain their own
schiools and had Government assisiance from
them, and from Confederation up to thé year

1871 thus aid and their svstem had béen con-
tinued, Then, despite the protest this aid
was withdrawn and the Catholie' minority
were compelled by the local legislature to sup-
port a school system which they did not
believe in.  They came to Parliament to ask
relief, to ask tnat the act should be disallowed
and that the constitution should be so mended
that the right of the Catholie minority shotild
be protected for the future. This disallowance
was refusel because Parhament felt that
there was & doubt of the right to
:xply this remedy, and . the action

the Mackenzie Government referring
the matter to the Imperial Government had
been adopted and had had the eloguent sup-
port of Mr. Blake ~Having refused to in-

1| terfere at the request of the Catholic min-

ority whose grievance wag not disputed, why
should we step out of our way to rehieve a
Protestant minority who had asked no such
relief and whose grievance was not so un-
doubted ?

He believed it was the duty of Parlia-
ment to avoid every csuse of offence to the
Provinces. The constitution had already
stood several severe strains, but where religious
strife was involved we must agt very, very care
fully lest we precipitate a orisis the conse-
quences of which can but faintly be impgined.

The Quebee Happy Family.

He had no doubt that the very fjzealous
Protestants in some sections felt tbat the
Provestants of Quebee had been very apathetic
in the matter of the passage of this Jesuits
Bill. He did not believe the Pr otestants of
that Province were disloyal to Protestant
ideas, but they had for many years been
associated closely - with their Roman
Cathohc fellow-citizens apd any religious
animosities had .worn__ away by
contact. If they differed they differed quietly,
not making themselves obnoxious to each
other, . That was a happy eondition of affairs
which the Protestants of Quebec did not desire
to see disturbed, There vever was a minority
more generously treated than bhad been
the minority of Quebec. They had
been permitted the entire management of
their own affairs, - They had not been conscious
that they were a minority. _The Liberal party
for many years adopted a Protestant for their
Jeader, the Treasurer of the Province had for
Jong years been s Protestant—Mr. Robertson.
The Protestant minority bad nothing to com-
plain of and they did not wish to provoke an
issue which would disturb those pleasant rela-
tious.

The Protestants and Oatholic clergy stood
on a common platform on many great ques-
tions, on the subject of temperance for in-
stance, He instanced this to illustrate the
actual relations existing and the desirability
that these  friendl relations shou
not  be disturbed. It we had
raised an issue in which we were sure to be de-
feated, what would be the effect? In every
constituency of Quebeo the Roman Uatholics
were in & majority. It had been
said of the French OCanadians of
Quebec that they consulted first their
religion, second théir nationality, then
their party. The result of an appealupon
a religious issue could not be doubted. The
Protestants, by their public men, their pul-
pits or their press, had never acknowledged
that the Jesuits had a right to these estates.

It was a mest nauseous thing that the name
of the Popa should be foisted into the act, but
the 'reference to the power that could make
the distribution s finality* had its practical
advantages. The Protestant press did
nothing_more than record their disapproval
of it. The Witness had simply quietly of:{;r:t-
ed to the {nopoaitinn that the }e-uitl had a
legal right. The pulpit was usually out-
spcken, but no man from the pul-

MoNTREAL, March 26~A deéspateh from
Providenge, R.L, states that an Awmerican
hay 'merchans named Fleming of Providence
bas successfully fledced three ‘Canadian banks
out of some §20,100.
