The police raided an Anarchists* club 

yesterday and seized two dozen petards and 
several large packages of tracts and plac­
ards. All the members found in the build­
ing were arrested.

To-day during the reviews held in honor 
*of Queen Mercedes’ birthday, an Anarchist 
in the crowd surrounding General Martinez 
Compas and staff threw two bombs into 
the middle of the group of officers, shatter­
ing the four legs of the general’s horse and 
wounding the general in the thigh. Com- 
p&B'fell heavily to the ground. A civic 
guard was killed, Generajs Custas and 
Molina were wounded. General Casstelloi, 
chief of the staff, and civio guards and 
.many other people were also wounded. 
Carriage horses stampeded into the crowd, 
wounding many more. General Compas 
was assisted to a carriage, but refused to 
leave the field. The review was continued 
and Compas was loudly cheered for his 
pluck.

The bomb-thrower, who appeared to be 
alone, was immediately arrested. Hie 
name is Pallas and he narrowly escaped the 
fury of the mob.

Compas wired the Qneen of the occur­
rence and added that he was determined to 
crush out the criminals.

When the bombs were thrown General 
Compas and his staff were all on horseback, 
grouped at the saluting point. Behind 
them was a dense mass of spectators.

The bombs were large iron spheres and 
so powerful was the explosive they contain­
ed that it broke windows long distances 
away. When General Compas fell and the 
othet officers were lying prone on the 
ground, the people thought all were killed 
They cried for vengeance and stampeded. 

% Fragments of the bombs were scattered in 
all directions and many in the crowd were 
wounded.

Pallas is a notorious Anarchist and say* 
he intended to kill General Compas and staff. 
Court-martiajgptill be held immediately. 
A number of Anarchist prints were found 
in his house. Two other Anarchists were 
arrested charged with complicity. Intense 
excitement prevails in Madrid and Barce­
lona. Queen Mercedes wired her sympathy.

AN ANARCHIST PLOT NIPPED.

Vienna Police Raid Socialist Quarters and 
Make Valuable Finds.

Vienna, Sept. 24.—Wholesale arrests ot 
Anarchists aie going on, and many are 
already in custody. , Last night a house in 
Siebenbrunuer Strasse was raided, and seve­
ral cases containing bombs, revolvers and 
explosives were found. On the premises 
were a printing press and immense piles of 
Anarchist literature. The police think a 
great conspiracy has been nipped in the 
bud, and the arrests have caused a great 
sensation. The prisoners admit they are 
disciples of Herr Most, now of New York. 
Leather coats with pockets for bombs were 
found concealed in the walls and stuffed in 
the furniture. Anarchist literature and 
placards have been found in the streets 
every morning since the recent visit of 
Herrs Engel and Bebel, calling on work­
men and soldiers to assert their rights.

Plexoto May Resign and Insurgents Be 
Pardoned.

London, Sept 23.—Private cables re­
ceived by an important London firm from 
Rio say affairs remain unchanged. The 
senate is sitting and business is altogether 
at a standstill.

with an efficient central establishment, but 
as soon as a public library was established 
in Toronto, the petty sectionalism which is 
one curse of this city demanded branches 
for the east, west and north, and the money 
which, concentrated, might support a fine 
reference library, which would be a credit 
to the city and province, is wasted in sup­
porting branches and circulating frivolous 
novels. There was some talk of doling 
these branches last year, but it is the idea.of 
some of those elected to fill public positiôns 

is a large charitable
to provide for as

of their friends as they can find or create 
positions for at the city’s expense. This in­
fluence and the petitions signed at the request 
of the library employee postponed the closing 
of the branches. The petitions which ex­
erted such an influence on our authorities 
were largely signed by school children. 
Three of mine signed them. The Free
Library Board will spend $4000 more this
year than last and $17.000 more than in 
1885. It is time the branches were closed.

The expenditure of the school board has 
long been a heavy and increasing burthen 
on the ratepayers, It is the duty of the 
state to provide the rudiments of education 
that none may grow up ignorant and il­
literate. It is neither a duty nor a benefit 
to carry the system of state education 
to the extent that is being done 
by educational cranks at an enormous 
cost to the ratepayers. The head of a large 
manufacturing business slid the other day 
that people keep their eons at school until 
they are seventeen or eighteen, then bring 
them here to learn the business, when they 
should begin when they are fourteen. In-1 
stead of learning a useful trade when the 
mind and body can most easily acquire skill, 
a boy is kept at school to be crammed with 
fancy educational trimmings of no practical 
value, and leaves school with an educational 
cargo for which there is no market, too old 
to learn a handicraft and unsuited for agri­
cultural lifer so be drifts off to the States and 
the papers write articles on the exodus from 
Ontario aud the alarming loss to the country 
by such emigration, and young men edu­
cated at tbe public expense go to build up the 
neighboring republic, while our educational 
cranks add new subjects and pile up expenses.

Inspector Hughes is largely responsible for 
the enormous cost of the city schools. He is 
an educational enthusiast and rides his hobby 
without any regard to the cost He revels in 
educational tads; a new fad is a new deligh t 
if he can get it adopted, which he generally 
does, by a pliant school board. Here are 
some of the subjects taught at our Public 
schools: Physics, algebra, botany, euclid, 
literature, physical culture, music, oral 
expression and drawing, besides the usual 
subjects of reading, writing, arithmetic, 
grammar, geography and history. Our 
Public schools will rival the universities if 
the public purse and patience hold ont and 
the Inspector Hughes clati have control. 
Last year free books were added ; next year 
it may be something else. One of the most 
conscientious members of the School Board 
told me that it was impossible to get rid of a 
useless official or initiate any economy, as all 
efforts in that direction were frustrated by 
wire-pulling and secret influences and lobby­
ing by officials and their friends.

In no part of Europe has the education of 
the people been more successfully carried 
out than in Switzerland. Their primary 
schools are unsurpassed ; those of the 
Cantofi Aargua have the reputation of being 
the best in Europe, says Chambers’ Encyclo­
paedia. The subjects taught are religion, 
reading, writing, grammar. Swiss history 
and singing. No fancy fads —they are left 
for the university, and people who want 
them pay for them. The German schools 
teach only religion, reading, writing, arith­
metic, singing and drawing.

If our public schools were run on business 
principles* teaching only what is necessary, 
half the present cost would be saved*. This 
year the schools will cost $407.000. In 1885 
the cost was $345,000, a very sef-ious Increase.

Legislation should be asked to limit the 
subjects taught at the public expense to 
necessary subjects and to prevent educational 
faddists indulging their hobbies at the public

llio Canal Trolley# x ^7- 

We are surprised that the Hurontario 
Canal projectors have * not included the 
trolley idea in their canal scheme. Towing 
barges by trolley is such a novel and such 
an alluring idea that it would probably 
have floated the Georgian Bay scheme when 
everything else failed. What have the 
projectors been thinking about? How this 
brilliant idea could have escaped being 
born during that three months’ retreat we 
fail to comprehend. It is one of the 
mysteries of the day. Electrical power for 
canal purposes will soon be tested on 
the Erie. Last year $10,000 was 
appropriated by the New Ydtk Legislature 
to defray the expense of experiment. The 
Westinghouse Company has been author­
ized by the superintendent of the canal to 
make the trial on the Rochester letrel. An 
Albany despatch says: “Poles will be 
erected on each side of the canal to suspend 
transmission or trolley wires, to be strung 
over the middle of the ditch. The electric 
power will pass through the transmission 
wires and to a coil of flexible wire upon the 
deck. This will work on au automatic 
swivel, thus giving the lateral motion neces­
sary. The power passes from the flexible 
wire to the motor, which turns the pro­
peller shaft# It is said the Westinghouse 
people have been at work on the problem 
of electric towing for & long time, and 
they feel that they have a simple and 
thoroughly practical system.”

Score One For Exemptions.
The exempted property in Montreal is 

serving one good purposes, at least for those 
whose business it is to finance the city’s 
affairs. The larger the assessment the more 

the city borrow. Montreal is using its 
exempted property for this purpose. It is, 
then, quite a privilege to be able to put 
into the assessment books high valuations 
upon all the churches, religious properties 
and public parks and buildings upon which 
no taxes are paid. They are doing this 
with a vengeance this year in Montreal. 
The assessment of Mount Royal Park, 
for instance, has been increased
from one million to five millions, 
and other public places are treated
after the same fashion. Although no taxes 
are paid on this property yet the citizens 

* *re complaining loudly as they see that 
this-excessive valuation is a mere dodge to 
enable the council to plunge the city 
deeper into debt. Private individuals are 
also being made ostensibly wealthier by the 
too generous assessor. As an instance we 
mention H. M. Allan’s property, which 
jumps from $100,000 to $140,000. Duncan 
McIntyre’s assessment is increased from 
$220,000 to $400,000. There are hundreds 
of other similar instances, 
kicking against the impos 
united action is promised to remedy the 
situation, which is a good deal worse than 
that in Toronto. Mr. McIntyre, for in­
stance, effets to sell his property at 75 per 
cent. of its assessed value. We
should not complain too much, we who 
are trying to abolish exemptions.
Church oroperties enable us to borrow 
more money than we otherwise could get to 
run the city’s affairs. The churches don’t 
pay their taxes, but they enable us to bor­
row the taxes they should justly bear. A 
large p^rt of the twenty millions of To­
ronto's indebtedness represents unpaid taxes 

e on our exempted property. The taxes on 
such property to-day would amount to 
nearly a quarter of a million. If we had 
reduced our Indebtedness by that amount 
yearly the city would be owing a much less 
sum than it is to-day. The money that we 

+ have been borrowing from year to year to 
a large extent represents the taxes our ex­
empted property should have borne. But, 
as we said above, we shou’i not complain 
excessively. This property helped us to 
borrow its own share of taxes.

Northwest Development 
Of one Canadian city at least can it be 

said that real and substantial progress is 
being made. We refer to Winnipeg. Last 
year in the capital of the Prairie Province 
there were four hundred new houses put 
up. This year five hundred will be com­
pleted. The value of new buildings in 1890 
was $400,000. In 1891 these figures rose to 
$600,000 and in 1892 to $900,000. This 
year it is estimated that the amount spent 
in new buildings will foot up to close upon 
one and a half millions. Notwithstanding 
these five hundred new buildings The Free 
Press says that vacant houses are as scarce 
as ever. The class of residences that are 
being put up is, says the same paper, “far 
superior to that of any former year in the 
history of the city* and the fact that they 
are being largely built by citizens tor their 
own occupancy is a gratifying sign. Those 
being built to rent are in great demand 
and have, as a rule, tenants awaiting 
their completion.” All of which means that 
not only is Winnipeg going ahead at a very 
satisfactory pace, but the great country be­
hind it is developing in the same ratio. The 
outlook for the future is equally promising. 
Next year “the value of city improve­
ments promises to be double that ot 1893.” 
It looks as if Winnipeg and the Northwest 
provinces had “caught on” in earnest this 
time. The growth that this part of Canada 
is now experiencing is not of the mushroom 
type. It is genuine and substantial, and 
confirms us in our opinion that Manitoba is 
all right. Now that the ball has got a 
good start it should be kept roll­
ing. We want in Canada an in­
telligent, vigorous immigration policy. We 
have the land. What we need are 
men to work it. The Government ought to 
give the question of immigration more of 
its attention. The National Policy has 
done well for Canada. Things are now 
running very satisfactorily along that line, 
and can be left to take care of themselves. 
Let us have a new National Policy and let 
its name be Immigration. It will pay us to 
make a big effort to attract population to 
Canada. Men of the highest ability should 
be secured for this purpose, and they 
should be given large powers for transact­
ing business in foreign countries. The 
countries to be first exploited should be 
those of northern latitudes, where the 
climate islike our own. The statistics of 
growth ana production that Manitoba 
can furnish ought to prove effective in the 
hands of competent immigration com­
missioners.

wounded in the W abash accident at Kings­
bury were brought to the company's hos­
pital in this place and are receiving atten­
tion from Dr. Higgins, who was at the 
wreck, Dr. Wells and nurses.

On its inception 
the difficulty with Lobengula was very 
much a matter of tactics on the part ot Mr. 
Rhodes’ company to bring about its ab­
sorption by the Cape Government. The 
chastisement of the Lobengula’s impi, 
which iinvaded Mashonaland. forced the 
situation. However pacific Lobengula him­
self had been his younger chiefs now com­
pelled him to retaliate by moving bis army 
of 12,000 into Mashonaland by a general 
advance upon Fort Victoria. There is thus 
an early prospect of another war with the 
most powerful warrior tribe of Africa, 
highly trained like the Zulus, who once in­
flicted terrible disasters upon the British 
army. It has been the pressing question 
of the hoar what the Government would 
do. After a ludicrous exhibition of vacil­
lation, they have now declared their in­
tention to defend the crown protectorate of 
Beclmanal&nd "with their local forces, but 
as to Mashonaland they seek to prevent 
the South African Company from doing any­
thing beyond defensive operations. They are 
to remain behind their entrenchments 
until attacked by Lobengula and then are 
permitted only to retaliate. It is notable 
in connection with this subject that Lord 
Ripen’s direct intervention compelled the 
company to withdraw jthe demand made on 
Lobengula for compensation in respect to 
bis invasion of Mashonaland. It was not 
until this incident became known that Lo­
bengula sent an insolent reply and ordered 
his hordes again to invade tbe district from 
which his Impis had been driven by the 
cbmpany's forces.

The situation as defined by the Govern­
ment may now be very clear, but it gives 
profound dissatisfaction to many English 
politicians, reminding them of the dis­
graceful record which Mr. Gladstone’s 
previous government made for England in 
South Africa.

TRANSFER TICKETS.
Editor World: Owing to the immense 

number of transfer tickets issued daily by 
the different street railways and the conse­
quent loss of time and expense with those at 
present in use, it has become a problem to 
find a suitable and practical system to be 
used in their issue and subsequent checking, 
and it will no doubt be et interest to the 
general public to learn of a very simple in­
vention which should prove a eolation of this 
now important question.

Tbe difficulty hitherto has been found not 
so much in devising a suitable ticket as to 
find means by which each ticket issued and 
collected can be checked and audited with­
out entailing a great amount of labor and 
expense ; this has been accomplished by 
means of a very simple device and system 
which makes it possible to check every ticket 
issued from each line and by each conductor, 
and also to keep a complete record of them 
no matter how great the number may be.

There is no reflection on tbe honesty of 
tbe great body of conductors in saying that 
there is always tbe possibility in large cor­
porations of having dishonest employes 
against whom they must protect themselves, 
and the system in question makes it im­
possible for conductors to distribute 
transfer tickets to be used at a later date or 
time, nor can they give passengers a longer 
stop off tbau they are entitled to without 
being detected by the officials of the com­
pany, and every conductor is held respon­
sible for tickets wrongly [ issued by him. 
The whole system is kept under the direct 
control of the office or auditing department, 
and being practically automatic there is 
little or no possibility of any mistakes or 
confusion arising.

It can be operated at an exceedingly small 
cost and the perfection of tbe system be­
comes fully apparent when the number of 
transfer tickets in daily use in any large city 
is taken into consideration. In connection 
with the system a ticket has been specially 
designed which conductors require to punch 
only once at the time of issue to limit them 
to a fraction of the hour within which they 
are valid for transfer.

The tickets are issued on arrival at each 
transfer point or station aud will do practi­
cally the same work that is now being done 
by transfer men at the corners, but in a much 
more efficient aud satisfactory manner.

To prevent delay at times when the traffic 
is large conductors can punch a number of 
tickets, say five or six, or more if necessary, 
at one time, and ore thus enabled to issue 
them more quickly than can be done by any 
mechanical device.

The system has been carefully and thor­
oughly investigated by practical street 
railway men and accountants, who pronounce 
it simple, feasible amf complete in every 
detail.

It will be a source of great satisfaction to 
persons entitled to transfers to bave some 
system adopted, but it must be one that will 
ensure their privileges, and at tbe same time 
protect the railway company against fraud 
or imposition, without materially increasing 
their expenses, aud there should be uo diffi­
culty in arriving at a system possessing the 
necessary requisites.

T<A Strong Home Secretary.,
Another incident of the Parliamentary 

week has arisen out of the action of the 
military in the recent colliery riots in 
Yorkshire. The labor party in the press 
and the House of Commons has made 
great efforts to hold the Govern­
ment responsible for the repres­
sion of tbe rioters and the
consequent bloodshed. Some of the more 
excitable labor members openly denounced 
the Home Office for responding to the de­
mands of the magistracy for military assis­
tance. The language of Messrs. Woods 
and Keir Hardy amounted to a virtual in­
citement to revenge, while Messrs.
Burns, Tom Mann and Pickard have 
said ditto in hardly less emphatic 
tones. Two or three nights ago Mr. As­
quith, the Home Secretaij, took occasion 
to notice the extra parliamentary attacks, 
especially bo far as they related to the con­
duct of his department. He first showed 
that it was not the duty of the Government, 
but of the local authorities, to mamtsiu 
order. If the latter required military as- 

and sis tan ce the Government was bound to 
grant it. He then hit out with tremendous 
severity upon the labor loaders, who dare 
not challenge his conduct in the House 
of Commons, and advised them to clear 
their minds and tongues of cant. His chas­
tisement was as effective as that which he 
administered to the dynamiters’ sympathiz­
ers early in the session; but the effect was 
somewhat spoilt by his yielding to the re­
quest of the agitators for a special inquiry 
into the deaths of the men who shot at 
Feathers tone. Mr. Asquith, however, is 
proving himself one of the strongest Home 
Secretaries we have had for a generation. 
This is the more satisfactory as at the time 
of his selection he was^considered too young 
and inexperienced for so important a post. 

The Minera* Strike Collapsing.
The coal strike is rapidly fizzling out. 

Poverty among the miners’ families q,nd the 
exhaustion of the Union funds constitute 
important factors, but the 
of the collapse has been the 
Durham and Northumberland men to join 
in the conflict. In fact, these men have 
been making enormous wages out of the 
lock-out in Lancashire, Yorkshire 
and the Midlands. There has been no recur­
rence of serious breaches of the peace. The 
energy of the magistrates and the presence 
of the military completely overawed those 
who intended violence. Nevertheless, 
there has been a heavy record of crimes, 
theft, plundering farmers’ houses, flocks
