But for the war the human voice 
would be thrown across the Atlantic 
Ocean by wireless this month, accord­
ing to a statement made by one of 
Marconi's lieutenants, who has per­
fected the wireless telephone in­
strument just adopted for use in the 
Italian navy.

It is reported in a Paris paper 
that 30 per cent of the British losses 
in the present war are caused by 
taking a bath and shaving in the 
morning. Even when the enemy 
opens fire they finish their toilet be­
fore returning it. Such calmness and 
attention to early habits must win in 
the end.

The Canadian Government has 
passed an order in-counoil which 
will have a far-reaching effect on 
imported labor. Immigration officers 
have been instructed to refuse ad­
mittance, including settlers, coming 
from the United States, who have 
not boon American citizens for ten

years. This ought to effectively 
check the flood of foreigners who 
will try to flock here through the 
States during and after the war.

What have we to gain if we win? 
That we have nothing material to 
gain, no colonies which we covet, no 
possessions of any sort that we de­
sire, is the final proof that the, war 
has not been provoked by us. No 
nation would deliberately go out of 
its way to wage so hazardous and 
costly a struggle when there is no 
prize for victory. But one enormous 
indirect benefit we will gain if we 
can make Germany a peaceful and 
harmless state.

The Providence (Rhode Island) 
Journal says :—William of Germany 
and his people have an account to 
square with God that no sophistry 
can wipe out. For they have wil­
fully, and in their mad passion for 
conquest, turned a fair land into a 
shambles, taken a ^peaceable little 
nation by the throat, torn it into 
bleeding fragments and crushed its 
little heart beneath their iron tread.

There are six vanancies in the 
Senate to be filled. Five of these 
are in Ontario, the deaths having 
occurred during the past year of Sen­
ators Sir Geo. Ross, Cox, Coffey, 
Wm. Gibson and McMillan, and the 
sixth is in British Columbia, owing 
to the retirement of Senator McDon­
ald. Another important vacancy to 
be filled is that created on the Rail­
way Commission by the retirement 
of Dr. Mills, on the expiry of his 
term of office.

The federal department of labor 
has established a children’s bureau 
to teach parents how to care for 
children and has just issued a book­
let on "‘Parental Culture,” which is 
for free distribution. For some time 
Canada has been paying considerable 
attention to the improvement of 
hogs, chickens, and live stock, as 
well as teaching us how to raise 
pumpkins and potatoes, and it is en­
couraging to find attention now be­
ing turned toward improving the hu­
man race.

As Germany and France have 
been the chief source of supply for 
seeds of roots and garden crops, and 

war operations will cut off this 
supply the 'Canadian Government 
has adopted a policy of paying cash 
subsidies for seeds produced in the 
Dominion. For the seed of mangel 
or sugar beets the subsidy will be 3c 
a pound ; turnip seeds, 4c ; carrots, 
7c; garden beets, 10c ; parsnips, 7c; 
radish, 9c ; cabbage, 25c ; tomatoes, 
50c; onions, 25c; celery, 40c ; let­
tuce 25c ; cucumbers 20c ; musk- 
melon, 20c.____________

There ls another point that women 
players, even experienced ones, are 
apt to neglect, and that ls the rules of 
the game. There have been many 
matches In which players have been 
disqualified through the unconscious 
disregard or breaking of some rule.

A woman who seriously desires to be­
come a really good player must curb 
her desire to go out and whack the 
ball along. Before she ever makes a 
complete ronnd of the links she should 
study the peculiarities of each club, 
how to stand when using It, how to 
address the ball with It, bow to swing 
it and what to expect of the ball once 
the stroke ls made. After she has 
mastered these essentials and practiced 
With each club separately at suitable 
locations on the links she may piece 
together all she has learned and play 
a whole game, but not before.

Elephant Dentistry.

An elephant In Bengal, India, be­
came affected with toothache, but 
the keepers managed to secure it 
while a dentist drew a decayed tooth

War Summary
Tokio, Nov. 7.—It is officially an­

nounced that the German fortress of 
Tsing Tau has surrendered to the Japan­
ese and British forces. It is officially an­
nounced that the first step in bringing 
about the surrender of the fortress occur­
red at midnight, when the infantry 
charged and occupied the middle fprt of 
first line of defence. In this operation 
they took 200 prisoners.

Paris, Nov. 7.—The follçwing official 
communication was issued by the French 
war office to-night :—“To the north the 
fighting continues to be severe. Accord­
ing to the latest reports our offensive 
was proceeding in the region to the south 
and east of Ypres. In the region of Arras 
and from Arras to the Oise several Ger­
man attacks have been repulsed. In the 
region of the Aisne we have retaken to 
the east of Vailly, the village of Soupir, 
which was lost the other day. In the 
Argonne, the enemy keeps attacking vio­
lently. but without result. On the 
heights ojF the Meuse and to the east ot 
Verdun we have captured some trench­
es.

Nov. 9.—Beyond the fact that the allied 
French, British and Belgian forces are 
taking the offensive, little has been made 
public regarding the operations in Bel­
gium and Northern France. The French 
official communication says that the Ger­
mans are particularly active in the region 
of Ypres, but that they have achieved 
nothing, and that everywhere else on the 
Aisne the Allies are holding their ground. 
To the northeast of Soissons, however, 
the Allies have made rather notable prog­
ress in gaining the Vregny plateau, on 
wrhich they had not previously been able 
to gain a foothold. In the eastern field 
of the war the Russians have made de­
cided progress against the Germans and 
Austrians, and Russian cavalry have 

I penetrated German territory. Likewise 
I the Russians have succeeded in driving 
back the rear guards of the Austrian

forces along the Nida River in Poland,
and in Galicia are carrying out a strong 
offensive movement, which is indicated 
by the official report that they have suc­
ceeded in capturing more than 10,000 sol­
diers, which is indicated by the official 
report that they have succeeded in cap­
turing more than 12,000 soldiers, inclu­
ding 125 officers, in recent engagements 
on the San River. German reports re­
ceived at Rome say that Emperor Wil­
liam and his generals at an army council 
have discussed a new plan of campaign. 
Advices from Warsaw say that twenty- 
one persons have been killed there in the 
last few days by bombs dropped from 
German aeroplanes. '

London, Nov. 10.—12.51 p.m.—It was 
offcially announced in London to-day 
that the German cruiser Emden has been 
driven ashore and burned.

The losses among the officers and crew 
of the Emden are reported to have been 
very heavy.

The Emden was destroyed in the bay 
of Bengal by the Australian cruiser 
Sydney. She was driven ashore on an 
island of the Coco Group.

The situation in Flanders to-day shows 
relatively little change, with slight im­
provements in favor of the Allies, accord­
ing to the Belgian official communication 
made public in Havre to-day. A string­
ent application of the censorship forbids 
the transmission of the Belgian official 
statements in detail. The foregoing is 
the announcement given out to-day.

Berlin, Germany Nov. 10.—An official 
communication issued to-day by the 
German army headquarters says :

“Our attacks near Ypres (Belgium) 
yesterday are progressing slowly. More 
than 500 French colored and English
prisoners have been taken and several

I machine guns captured.
“Further south our troops also are ad­

vancing, the strong counter-attacks of 
the British forces having been repulsed 

“In the Argonne the fighting is pro­
gressing favorably, hostile attacks being

easily repulsed.
“In Russian Poland, near Konin (33 

miles northeast of Kailes), our cavalry 
dispersed a Russian battalion taking 
about 500 prisoners and eight machine 
guns.”

Fowler vs. Uorp. of Watford
This case, which has been occupying 

the minds of many of the ratepayers of 
Watford for some time, came up for hear­
ing at the Assizes, Sarnia, on Thursday 
and was concluded Friday at 3.30 p.m. 
The matter has been in dispute for a year 
or more but as no agreement was arrived 
at Mr. Fowler served a writ on the Cor­
poration on July 13th. The writ stated 
that “The plaintiff’s claim is for dam­
ages by reason of the bringing down by 
the defendants in their drains or sewers 
of sewage and other noxious and offensive 
matter and the deposit of the same on the 
plaintiff’s lands and premises in the vic­
inity of his dwelling house, and for an 
injunction to restrain the acts complain­
ed of, and tor a mandamus to compel the 
defendants to convey the sewage and 
other noxious and offensive matters 
complained of away from the plaintiff’s 
lands and premises, and for the abate­
ment of the nuisance complained of.”

Chancellor Boyd presided at the hear­
ing and gave judgment as follows :— 
“Stands for 7 months in order that steps 
may be taken in order to abate the 
nuisance complained of under the direc­
tion and to the satisfaction of the Dis­
trict Officer of the Board of Health, and 
failing him, other competent officer to be 
appointed by the Provincial Board of 
Health. Failing within such time to 
provide for such abatement the plaintiff 
is to receive such damages in respect of 
the matters complained as may be fixed 
by the Master at Sarnia. Costs ot Refer­
ence reserved. Costs up to hearing to be 
paid by defendant to plaintiff.”

Herrington vs. Cochran
This case was heard at Toronto this week be­

fore Lennox J.
P. H. Bartlett (London) and W. E. Fitzgerald 

(Watford) for plaintiff. R. I. Towers (Sarnia) 
for defendant. Action to set aside deed and 
agreement and for damages for malicious prose­
cution, arrest and detention. Judgment : The 
plaintiff is not entitled to a declaration of owner­
ship of the land, nor to the incidental rights and 
moneys claimed. There will be judgment dis­
missing the action as to this portion of the claim. 
It is^dmitted that plaihtiff is entitled to damag­
es for malicious prosecution, arrest and detention 
unless defendants can escape by reason of the 
arrest being made beyond the territorial juris­
diction of the magistrate.

TRANSPARENCIES.
Pretty Window Pictures From 

Flowers, Ferns and Leaves.

ANYBODY CAN MAKE THEM.

Material» Are Inexpensive, and With 
a Little Taste and Skill Charming 
Decorative Souvenirs of Woodland 
Walka May Thus Be Made.
When you are out walking yon often 

find beautiful leaves, terns or delicate 
flowers that you wish you could keep. 
There Is a way to do this, that requires 
no special skilL

Smooth out each tiny leaflet of a 
fern so that Its shape will be perfect 
Press -It between newspapers and 
change tfiem dally for the first few 
days.

The materials that you will need to 
make transparencies are a sheet of 
Japanese paper, either gray or brown 
or a dull shade of green, a jar of paste 
and a pair of scissors.

After your fern Is pressed you must 
decide .upon the shape of the picture 
that you wish. For an oblong, which Is 
perhaps the best, cut two pieces of the 
Japanese paper of the same size, large 
enough to cover the fern and leave a 
quarter of an inch margin around the 
four sides. Paste the fern lightly to 
one of these pieces of Japanese paper, 
being careful to make it lie perfectly 
flat and smooth. It is a good plan to 
use very little paste, just enough to 
make the fern stick fast to the paper. 
On top of the fern is placed the second 
piece “of Japanese paper, which is 
glued to the first piece of paper 
around the outer edge. Here you havq 
your picture ready to be framed.

The next point to be decided Is what 
color frame you will use. Perhaps you 
will decide on a dull gray, finding that 
It blends In very well with the delicate, 
tender green of the young fern. Again 
you cut two equal oblongs of the col­
ored paper about two Inches wider and 
longer than the oblongs of the Japa­
nese paper. Cut ont the centers of 
these oblongs, and the space thus made 
must be a quarter of an Inch smaller, 
both In width and length, than the pic­
ture. You will notice that when you 
lay the frame on top of the picture It 
Will cover the extra quarter of an Inch 
of Japanese paper, or, In other words, 
the frame will overlap* the picture a 
quarter of an Inch. Paste the frame 
firmly to thé picture around this center 
opening and then, turning the picture 
over, paste down the second piece of 
colored paper In the same way, so that 
your picture will be framed exactly 
alike on both sides.

Now, after the outer edges of the 
frame have been glued together the 
picture will be complete. By adding a 
bit of gray ribbon by which to hang it 
up your transparency Is ready to be 
hung in the window.

You can make all sorts of transpar- 
■ encles, of all shapes and sizes, using 

dainty, delicately colored flowers or 
thin feathery grasses or some little 
leaves—anything. In fact, that Is flat 
and can be pasted between the two 
pieces of transparent Japanese paper. 
Often ferns with just one gayly col­
ored flower will makq a beautiful trans-

They 
styled their city the metropolis of 
the north, and certainly they had 
some metropolitan prices. Bread 
twenty-five cents a loaf and other 
things equally high. But already they 
are beginning to cut. One fellow was 
offering three loaves for fifty cents.

A government ferry conveys pass­
engers and freight across the river 
either way propelled by the current. 
Our stay here was short, we crossed 
in the evening and went up the river 
about fifteen miles passing the mouth 
of the North Hart at the ferry and 
the Smoky a mile up. We camped 
at the foot of the hill and as it rain­
ed heavy during the night we had 
difficulty getting up the hill next 
morning. We pushed behind and 
blocked the wheels quite frequently 
to let the horses rest. But we got 
up without any mishap. As the 
country north of the Peace is level 
prairie the trail was good and we 
just journeyed on and “nightly 
pitched our moving tent a day’s 
march nearer home.” There is a 
fascination about the trail that is 
hard to account for. After the first 
night I undressed and got into bed 
just as I would at home and al­
though it rained several times the 
little tent kept us perfectly dry.

This is certainly a beautiful 
country. A great level plain, some 
places there is too much brush but 
the poplar is needed for five-wood. 
The willows are a nuisance. The 
soil is very black as deep as they 
usually plough. The subsoil, is clay. 
This has been a very good season. 
There was plenty of rain. The crops 
are good and are harvested without 
frost. Although several times we 
were very much afraid the whole 
season’s work would be destroyed, 
but the Chinooks saved the situation. 
No frost till September.

There are a few respectable look­
ing houses but the most of them are 
little log shacks with mud roofs, a 
door in the end and a window in the 
side. There are very few women in 
the country. In fact there is no 
accommodation for women in the 
little shacks. But the men seem 
cheerful and every one expects there 
will be a railway station on his quar­
ter that will develop into a city.

The bulk of the crop is oats. There 
is no market for wheat and no mills 
to make good flour of it. But there 
are splendid fields of wheat this year.

These pieces were softened, 
shaped and firmly sewed togther, a 
small hole being left through which 
feathers could later be stuffed—a 
difficult process accomplished with 
the aid of a steel rod.

Testing Eggs.

An egg laid 
the same day will sink to the bottom, 
an egg laid the previous day will not 
sink quite to the bottom. An egg 
three days old will float Just under 
the surface, and an older egg will float 
on or above the surface.

It was 
unanimously decided to hold the Second 
Annual Corn Exhibition in Petrolea on 
January 27, 28, 29, 1915. In spite of the
féneral adverse conditions, prospects for 

nancing the exhibition look bright. Ihe 
town of Petrolea has already voted the 
Association $100.00 and free building, 
lighted and heated. Several of the 
townships have already voted a grant of 
$25.00 and it is expected the usual county 
grant of $200.00 will be forthcoming.
