is as good as anything. Then ventilate thor­
oughly, apply whitewash freely and venti­
late again. Then go into the cellar and 
compare the apartment with what it was 
before in the way of air and odor. Having 
done this, do not wait for the annual clean­
ing, but keep it clean day by day.and month 
by month, paying especial attention to ven­
tilation. The air in the cellar, however vi­
tiated it may be, inevitably finds its way to

The success which is constantly manifest­
ing itself in this new enterprise is certainly 
most gratifying to the worthy promoters who 
were instrumental in bringing about the 
much-needed method of communication, and 
though there were some misgivings as to the 
result at the outset, it is now absolutely con­
ceded by the business houses from one end 
of the line to the other that the benefits de­
rived are indispensable. From day to day 
there is an ever-increasing demand for new 
instruments and an extension of the line over 
new territory, and though every effort is be­
ing put forth by the Board of Management 
to satisfy this demand, the wishes of the 
people cannot be complied with as rapidly as 
they would like. Within the past few days 
a line has been constructed from Canning to 
Kingsport, a distance of three and one-half 
miles; another from Brooklyn to Middleton, 
a distance of three miles, and still another is 
now being built from Annapolis to Lequille, 
some two miles in length. Since the publi­
cation of the directory for the year 1894, 
issued only some five weeks ago, many new 
subscribers have been added. In the Anna­

_General Coxby’s career seems to have
come to a rather inglorious termination. 
This once mighty leader, who was to accom­
plish suoh great things for the unemployed 
of the nation, now languishes in a Washing­
ton prison, condemned because he didn’t 
“keep off the grass.” To add to his humili­
ation he was handcuffed on leaving the police 
court, hurried into the so-called “ Black 
Maria,” along with some ten or a dozen com­
mon drunks, negroes and other prisoners, 
and sent up to serve out the sentence of the 

Such is the termination of the first 
chapter of this man’s career as a great philan­
thropist and reformer. His poor, deluded 
followers, who walked through the mud and 
slush of early spring, all the way to Wash­
ington, while he rode in his carriage, have 
been left to find their way back home, or 
otherwise shift for themselves as best they 
can. Both leader and followers have pro­
bably aocompliahed what they sought at the 
inoeptfon of the undertaking—free board and 
lodgings for a time, and a very large measure 
of notoriety through the medium of the press. 
Coxey will probably be heard from next in a 
dime museum or something of the kind. The 
undignified and very humiliating treatment 
which he has received at the hands of the 
Washington authorities will doubtless go far 
toward cooling the ambition of those others 
who were so quick to imitate him. These 
adventurers, who appeared eager for the 
notoriety which such an undertaking gave 
Coxey, at the outset of his career, will now 
Bee, in the utter failure of his expedition to 
gain anything, out the contempt, of the entire 
nation, the uselessness of continuing any 
longer their tramp in the direction of the 
national capital. It is well, too, that ex­
peditions of this kind should thus bo brought 
into contempt. Had Coxey and his band of 
ragamuffins succeeded in impressing their

Chester- To Make Homemade Cake.

SEVERAL KINDS THAT ARE AN IMPROVE­
MENT ON caterer’s WARES.

In large cities the making ot cake is about 
a lost art. There are many reasons for this, 
first and foremost of which is the bakery. 
Then there are the women’s exchanges, 
where people fancy they can buy just such 
cakes as dear grandma used to make, but 
oh! what a delusion and a snare they prove!
“ The test of the pudding is in the eating,” 
but the test of bought cakes, either at bak­
eries or exchanges, should'be left entirely to 
their appearance, for there alone is their 
merit. I have a friend who makes the 
most delicious cake I ever tasted. One of 
the best and easiest made of her almost end­
less variety of cakes is what she calls a lun­
cheon cake. This is how it is made:

One cupful of sugar, one scant half cup of 
butter, worked to a fine cream; one egg, one- 
half cupful of sweet milk, two cupfuls of 
flour, three teaspoonfuls of baking powder. 
Flavor with grated nutmeg. Bake in a 
shallow pan well lined with buttered paper.

Sometimes she frosts the top of this cake 
and decorates it with English walnut meats. 
Then she .calls it reception cake. Another 
of her cakes is what all children love. She 
calls it sponge cake:

One large cup of sugar, four eggs beaten 
to a foam, three tablespoonfuls of milk, two 
teaspoonfuls of baking powder, one large 
cup of flour; flavour with lemon.

This makes a small cake. It should be 
baked in a shallow, square pan, and eaten 
fresh.

Another of her cakes is rich and delicious; 
she calls it wedding cake:

Two pounds of butter, two pounds of 
granulated sugar, twelve eggs. Beat whites 
and yolks separately; three tablespoonfuls 
of cloves, one tablespoonful of mace, two 
tablespoonfuls of allspice, one nutmeg grat­
ed, a quarter of a pound of citron c.ut in lit­
tle pieces, four pounds of dried currants, 
two pounds of flour, and |one heaping tea­
spoonful of baking soda.

This must be thoroughly beaten and 
mixed and baked four hours in a slow oven. 
To frost it beat up the whites of four eggs 
to a stiff froth, add powdered sugar as long 
as you can blend it nicely; also add the 
juice of one lemon. Spread this over the 
top of the cake nearly an inch thick and 
around the sides half that thickness.

Here you have a cake fit to set before a 
king. It will keep for months. —Chicago 
Tribune.

Crushed the FlirtHOW A VESSEL IS FITTED OUT FOB A CRUISE.

The season of sealing has already begun 
in Newfoundland, and a busy season it is. 
Everybody in the colony, with its 200,000 
population, is intent on the sealing season 
and interested in its results. In the space 
of a week or two the ice which lies along the 
coasts of Newfoundland and Labrador will 
be alive with young seals, whose bleating, 
as heard from a distance, is exactly the same 
as that which comes from the throats of a 
thousand lambs. For a short period pre­
vious to the birth of their young the old 
seals make their way south from the Arctic 
regions to the ice which most favors them in 
the whelping season.

“ Whelping ice,” as the old salts call it, is 
low, flat and smooth rather than hummocky, 
and, as such, it affords a place of safety for 
the young seals in the first few days of their 
life. When about ten days or a fortnight 
Old the young seals are in prime condition, 
ànd the pelts yield a pure oil. In the old 
days the seals were pursued by hunters all 
along the coast, and a considerable quantity 
Were taken, while the myriads out on the 
loe, away from the coast, remained untouch­
ed. Twenty years ago, or perhaps longer, a 
few small sailing vessels used to fit out an­
nually at St. John’s, Newfoundland, for ice 
hunting. These vessels were frail, and there­
fore not available for much battling with the 
loe; though the hunters were able by their 
means to go further to sea, the number of 
seals caught was still very small. It was not 
until steamers were built for sealing that the 
seal industry rose into the importance which 
It holds to-day in that colony. At the pre­
sent time two large fleets of steamers go to 
the ice every spring and return, generally 
with freights of seals numbering, in some 
Cases as high as 45,000 and 50,000 apiece. 
One fleet hails from the port of Dundee, in 
Scotland, the other is fitted out and owned 
by merchants resident in St. John’s.

When all has been made snug and taut on 
board and the captain of the sailing steamer 
has his immense cre<v aboard, affectionate 
farewells are said, a shrill siren wakes the 
echoes of the hills that frown over the mag­
nificent harbor of St. John’s, ropes and haw­
sers are let go and away goes the fleet to 
battle with the ice floes and to secure, as 
they generally do, a valuable cargo. But, 
alas, many of the sailing Steamers have never 
returned! The voyage, though brief, is full 
of dangers, and at least a dozen vessels have 
been crushed to pieces in the ice and gone to 
the bottom during the past two decades.

One hour after leaving harbor the steamers 
get out into the heavy ice, and from that 
moment until they return there is almost a 
ci Mel ess conflict with the ice. A character­
istic feature of the sealing steamer is what is 
known as the “ barrel.” Now the barrei is 
literally a barrel which is placed at the fore­
mast head, made fast and used as a look out 
Station. This barrel is never without an 
occupant by night as well day. The man in 
this lookout has for the time being the whole 
responsibility of the ship and crew resting 
on him. He is looking out not only for 
“ patches ” of seals (“ patch ” is a herd), but 
he has also to look out for the easiest passage 
for the vessel through the ice. He has a 
lonely billet, and, when a storm is raging, a 
by no means agreeable one. 
man, or the “ barrel man,” as he is called, 
is changed every few hours, as the crew is so 
large. The watch on the* barrel has some 

' times to be kept up for days without sight­
ing the seals; sometimes only fora few hourr.

THE GAME SIGHTED.

When the game is sighted “Swoilsahead! 
swoils ahead!’’ is yelled by the barrel man, 
and everybody on the ship is thrown into 
the wildest confusion and excitement. The 
rattlings are instantly crowded and hundreds 
of eager eyes look out across the dreary waste 
of ice to see the “swoils,” as the seals are 
locally described. Meanwhile the ship 
steams slowly ahead, but if a lead or open­
ing in the ice is found, full sail is crowded 
on. 41 Full speed ” is the command for the 
engineer and in a jiffy the ship finds herself 
in the midst of the seals, a countless herd. 
Then what a slaughter ensues! Arming 

—^Aimself with his harpoon, rifle, scalping 
J^^cnife, hauling rope, and snowshoes, out leaps 
^^every man on the ice, and an indescribable 
^sieeiic of carnage is enacted. The you og seals 

pay no attention to the onrush of t e mur- 
derofia hunter, but the old seals leave the 
ice and dive into the little pools that are al­
ways in the midst of the shelving ice. These 
are sometimes shot in the water and secured. 
The young seals are always clubbed. The 
only sign they make when the hunter ap­
proaches them is usually an upturned glance 
with their beautifully liquid eyes and, may­
be, a piteous bleat. A sharp blow on the 
back of the head crushes the life out and in 
a trice they are pelted, and their carcasses, 
quivering and ghastly, are left, with thou­
sands of others on the blood-dyed ice.

Having pelted the seals, the hunter piles 
as many as he secures together and, tying 
them to his hauling rope, he drags them 
over the ice to the ship. If the weather is 
fine his work is much easier than if it were 
stormy, and certainly less risky and danger­
ous. In the cleat days he can venture a 
long distance from the ship, so long as he 
keeps her in view, and so follow the herd 
of seals to its outermost limit. Otherwise 
the ship must go with him.

By the time that one good haul of seals 
is made, the clean looking hunter who came 
aboard bis ship in port is besmeared by 
blood and grease beyond recognition, and a 
repulsive thing he has become. In this con­
dition, pretty generally, he will remain to 
the end of the voyage. On their 
harbor it is known by the odor, for you can 
smell him many blocks away. This is not 
hard to believe; close quarters to him is a 
terribly hard experience.

The scene above described may occur two 
or three times in a voyage until a full load 
has been secured. Sometimes the seals arc 
never sighted by some belated vessels. One 
such craft on one occasion fell in with sharks 
instead of seals, and a large cargo of them 
was secured. They played around the ship 
in such numbers that the captain gave the 
men permission to catch them. They har­
pooned many and the rest were taken with 
hooks baited with pork. The sharks proved
