REDUCTION IN FREIGHT RATES
FORECASTED Dr. L. J.
LOVETT, M. P.

It is believed that the efforts of
L. H, Martell, M.P., and Dr. L. J.
Lovett, M.P., have been a strong
factor in securing a reduction of 10
per cent in freight rates. This pre-
sumably applies to export rates on
fruit to Europe.

Dr. Lovett states‘that the order has
not yet been issued by the Railway
Board but evidently expects it as well
as further reductions in rates.

tion of the Gospel of Christ to the
Industrial and Social Orders of the
world. Rev. C. W. Robbins followed
with an address on “Baptists and
Church Union”. The speaker was
convinced that when Christ prayed
“That all men might be one” h¥® was
praying not for an organic church
union, but for a spiritual union that |
they might be bound by the law of |
love. In the last ten days we have[
seen much promise along the line of |
church union, and instances were
cited where two and some‘imes three
Iocal -hurches had united and the
union proven successful. The trend
of the world is not towards war but
peace, not disruption but umion. It
would be in the imterest of egonomy
and efficiency if some of our smaller
churches united. But the vital question
is whether the Baptist denomin-
ation shall become part of this organ-
ic union. This is a different matter,

The reformation was a break from
organic union, and a union now might
be the cause of amother reformation.
Two things make union inpracticable.
1, The diversity of mind. Our minds
ar¢ so constituted that they must
ever seek for diversity. We always
see diversity in religion and politics.
2, The two great principles for which
Baptists stand (a) The evangelical
principle of the individual access of
the soul through faith to God: (b)
Equality, independence, democracy.

The fact remains, however, that we
must have more Chrigtian unity if
Wwe are to usher in the Kingdom’ of
Ged. We need prayer, courtesy and
sympathy if we are to understand
other denominations and work with
them in the extension of the King-
dom of God.

At 930 on Sunday morning Rev.
F. F. McWilliam conducted a prayer
and praise service which was largely
attended. About ten o’clock it began
to rain but this did not prevent the
large auditorium from being filled for
the regular preaching service. Thru
the absence of the Moderator, the Vice
Moderator, Rev. A. H. Whitman, pre-
sided.
