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CHINA. ?
This vast country is estimated to lhold one fifth of the inhabitants i

of the world; the population numbetring between 25o,ooo,ooo and ti
350,000,000. The Missionaries of all societies, including wives, e
number only io, the converts ta Christianity about ioo,ooo. In the
very centre, is found that extensive Province of Huo n, containing
more square miles than England and Scotland together. lu this great
territory there are twenty-two milhou souls, as yet, practically unreach-
ed by the Gospel message. We learn by tidings from those on the
spot, that it is not an uncommon sight to meet a priest going about
begging with four or five long skewers run through his forearm, and
little ribbons hanging from them; or with long iron rods running a
through his cheeks, and he had made an oath ta remove them only E
when he bad collected a certain sum of money. Another way of
raising money is for a priest ta be bricked into a little sentry box, i
leaving only a snall window through wvhich he can pull a string ta a
attract passersby. Hunan, and Hespah the next Province, are ruled

Sone of the ladies have been out itinerating, where
they had bad the opportunity of seeing some of the girls from the
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school, in their homes, under very different circum.,tances than in the
school life, for althougb this school is for the girls who are daughters
of christians, or else betrothed to Cliristians, many of them are living
in heathen homes at pcesent. The reality of their Christianity is put
to a pretty severe teat, aad they need our prayers that they may be
enabled to stand firn and :,hine as liglits in those dark hcns.

Froim Mrs. White, China, Io Mits. IV. T. Bt ci, Toronto. ll'r,ttnfcont
Sharp Peak, Novem ber, 1897.

Miss Trent met me at Yokohoma and we had a very pleasant
day together, sightseeing, shopping and talking of Canada and friends
there. She looks very well, though a little more worn and tired than
when in Toronto. I had a few hours in Kobe and also Nagasaka, so
was able to see a little of Japan. I vish I had time to tell 3 ou more,.
but must write a long letter to be passed around at scme future time.
I was greatly in love vith Japan when passing along the coast, but
since seeing China, everything about Japan seems upon a small scale.
We reached Shanghai October 2nd, Mr. White met me there and we
were married October 4 th. We left that e% ening for a trip up the
Yang Yu River as far as Chin-Kiang, a native town, very few
foreigner's live there, none, I think, except a Methodist and Presby-
terian missionary, the C.I.M. missionaries, and the British Consul.
We stayed with Dr. and Mrs. Cox, at the C.M.S. House, here we met
some young ladies from Toronto, one was Miss Batty, a nurse, and
Miss McClenaghan, who came out a year ago. We returned to
Shanghai and remained there until October 18th. Shanghai is a very
bustling city, there are about two thousand foreigners there, people
of almost every nation. It is a very attractive city, and if we were
eeeking for a nice place to live, I think almost anyone vould like
3hanglhai. Ve reached Foo Chow on 2oth October, but only stayed
ong enough to make preparations to come here. Sharp Peak is on
:he sea about 40 miles from Foo Chow, and is a lovely place. We,

lave a suite of rooms in the C.M.S. House here. The house over-
ooks the sea, and is about five minutes walk from it. We are
urrounded by mountains, and the terraced land so much cultivated
y the Chinese makes it a vtzy pretty spot indeed. Mrs. Boyd
xpected to be here when we were, but after leaving Kuliang thought
erhaps it was her duty to go into Ku Cheng, so we have not seen ber.

e are leaving here in a few days and return to Foo Chow for the
onference. Afterwards we intend going up country to our station,
dif wego over land will stay afew daysat u Cheng. We do not

ike being four nights-in the filthy inns, but as there is only the choice
f going over land by chair, or a small boat for lo or 14 days, I think
prefer the quicker way, even though it means four nights in inns,.

The boats are only little sampans, We have a litile spot in the centre
where we cannot sit upright, the cook and coolies at one end and the
boatman at the other."

From Rev. C. Wcavcr, W apuskaw, for the Letter Leaflet, Dec. 4, '97.
It is quite a long while since we had a chance ta send out a mail,

but on Monday week sanie trains of the Company's start for the
Landing. I got back late last niglt froin a trip ta Trout Lake. It
is a seulement 6o miles north from here. It is not large, and it -s
right inland from the lake and river routes. From there I went about
20 miles to another lake called ' Lit tle Whitefish Lake.' It is full of
fish and has sone good land round it, with lots of firewood near. On
the banks of this lake are four little bouses, built by Indians. The
one we stayed the night in was well built and really tidy inside. They
have ail large mud chimneys, and on cold days roaring fires. In this
house were two bedsteadv, a set of shelves for crockery, a lot of
things hung up neatly on nails in one corner, and a little corner shelf
with a little keg of water on it. The windows were aIl of glass, with
curtains on the insides. I just thought how vell off tbey were com-
pared to many of onr city people. Fish, firewood, gardens for potatoes
ample pasture for cattle, woods often abounding with rabbits or game,
and in spring and fall the lakes covered with ducks. Over one of the
beds a branch of a tree was hung, which Mr. Barton, the I-I. B officer
said was a charm of some kind. I do not wonder at the Roman
Catholic priests getting such a hold over the people. They deal in
little charms and such things sprinkle graves. etc., with holy water
to keep away evil spirits, and teach the children ta make the sign of
the cross, but all this superstition is called by the name of Christ. So
far we have had fair congregations, aad I think I may say the good
will of ail the people. Tomorrow, if ail is well, my wife and I are
going to the end of this lake. There is a settlement there with quite a
number of people My vife will ride in the dog carry-all, and I shall
drive. It seems a queer way for a clergyman ta visit his people, ta
run behind a sleigh, but that is the way we do here. It is very bard
Work, especially in making long trips. On the journey I took lateiy
there were five lakes ta cross Here, at least. the sleigh runs right
side up. but things are lively when you strike a muskeg. There the
the roads are fearful, the sleigh being on its side half the time. (The
sleighs have a cord running round the outside ta which the load is
lashed). Then there are roots and holes and trees. Nobody who has
not seen our roads can imagine what they are like. In travelling
with dogs we stop just as it i-; getting dark, so as ta find plenty of
dry trees for the fire On a cold night we do not cut httle poles, but
great trees a foot and a half through, in logs 15 or 20 feet long. If
there are seeral peple, ne efits green pine hmbs and strews them
on the floor. When the fire is started, we fill our camp.aettles with
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snow and make tea. The way we make it is this. Let the water
come to the boil, tlrow in a little tea and let it boil once more. Then
the frying pan is filled vith snow, and when it is melted, a few slices
of bacon are neatly cut off with an axe, thrown into the water and
allowed to boil a little, Then the wvater is poured away and the bacon
is fried. In the meantime, the bread or bannock, as we call it, is
thawed out before the nie. Then we gener ally change our mocasins
and eat our supper, after which we arrange the fibh befe re the fire, so
that they nay than ont fui the dogs. If it is very cold our backs
freeze and our faces ruast %t li the lire. I do not sleep well in these
snow camps because we have to lie with our faces covered. A
blanket, or rather blaicets, are not enough to sleep under. We need
robes to keep out the wind. I bave one made out of small wolf
skins, cyotes we call them. It is very warm, but not wide enough, so
as soon as possible I shall get some more ski'is to add to it. The gold
lever bas made the Athabasca River very lively all summer Miners
have been guing down for months, and I suppose they will be camped
for the winter all along the water ways. If practical men they will
build little log bouses vith chinneys of mud. No parties by water
will have quite reach.ed their destinations except those, perhaps, who
started in the early spring. Dec. 7 th.-- My wife and I have just got
back from our visits. I baptized the baby by the name of David. I
often have to choose the names. I prop)osed two or three for them to
choose from. It was a funny service. Of course, I always shorten
the service in cree. On this occasion, when I came to where the
woman should have handed me the child, I found she was gone out,
and left the baby sprawling on the floor. I had to wait quite a while
for ber to return with some wood. Before the service we had a meal.
There being no table o1 chairs, my wife sat on a box, and I on the bed
We two set our dinner out un the beC7 , therest sat on the floor This
account will give you some idea of the conditions here. At present,
we are in the wilderness, and the sbeep are few and miles apart. We
may travel hard with great difficulty and privations for days without
seeing a living thing but a bird, and then arrive at a hamlet, %with
from two to ten bouses or tents. Ln our recent trip we travelled hard
three days, and slept in the snow camp two horribly cold nights. t.
reach a settlement containing, ali to'd, 26, including babies in arms.
We need far more men and money here in our own land amongst the
heathen, in proportion to the nunbers of people than they do in China
or Japan. Dza not neglect the few."-C. R. WEAVFR.

I think that I told you before that we have
some very poor, old and non-treaty halibreeds amongst our people, to
whorn a little clothing is real charity. We have also orphins and
widows of the same sort. Many of our people are now away fur
hunting, but I think that thcir take of fur will be unusuaily smaHl as
the snow is already very deep, quite as deep as I have secn it often
in Marci. So trapping will be hard and they will not be able
to move about much, having ail their little ones with them. Our A
church work goes on the same only that I find the Fort Pelly congre- r
gation so increased that I have decided to go their every 'other
Sunday, ail winter. The seulement 30 miles to the south is also
increasing, so that I have to go there oftener in future. Our school
is still a day school, and the roll the same, except that one girl left,
one girl admitted, and one boy died. Could we get regular attendance
·they would make splendid progress ; as it is they did well before the
Inspector, w-ho wrote well of ail the schcol. I am trying to get a
boarding school, but with very little success so far. Please thank all B
the members of your Branch and tell them how grateful we are on
behalf of these poor people."

ee from it that you were interested in John Venn. I have

o e deepest interest in him as he came under my care thirty-
1o o years ago, when I took up work at our Indian Mission in
o e Churchill River, nearly 300 miles north of this. I found

im at the station-he had been baptized by the former Mis-
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sionary, and named after the, then, Hon. Sec. of the C.M.S.,
the laie Henry Venn. I took charge of the boy during my
ten years there I left huin, a full rown vigorous man, trust-
worthy and consistent in li religtous life. 'he late Bishop
of S.askatchewan had arranged to start this training institution
with me as his assistant, I offeî ed to train and Cducate James
for Mission work, but he, Indian like, could not leave his
faniliar surroundngs, and thetefore declined. In due tine
he mnarried, and when I viiited my old Mission, James .'
brought his little boy to me and said. " I have naned hin
John after you, and I hiave often regretted that I did not Y
go with you ; now I ask you to take iny little boy and do for P;
him as you offered to do for me." I took jobnny Venn, and .
he bas been two years with me; -he is bright and intelligent
speaks English fairly well, and has a beautiful voice, as most
Indians have. He is a pure Indian, both parents are living.
My hands are very full just now ; I have 43 pupils (35 boys
and 18 girls) and no one to assist me in the boys' departinent.
Our pupils have doubled this summer, and ve now should y(
have·two teachers. My assistant left two months suce, to ta
enter the St. John's College, Manitoba, with a view to enter- M
ing the ninistry. I need a lady teacher as well as a tutor. It h(
is hard to get suitable help, as, with cramped ineans, we have ec
but little financial inducement to offer. To return to John th
Venn-1 visited my old Mission this summer, and took JoLn C
with me to see his parents ; they were delighted, and seemed a
to apprecigte all that is being done for their son. My visits to O
the out-stations are my liolidays ; and are no hardship, but a E
pleasure. The first part of my journey is by waggon, over a eD
rough road, about ninety miles; and the rest of the way
(about 2oo miles) by birch canoe, in regular aboriginal style e
-a birch canoe with two good Indians is my ideal of a
pleasure trip when th weather is fine ; and I am always most r
warmly welcomed by the people with whom I have laboured k
for so rnany years. God has greatly blessed our work, a proo I
of which is, that we had, altogether, two hundred and sixtee.ommunicants at the different places at my last visit.
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W;th regard to size, John Venn, although not eight years, re-

quires clothing about the size marked 28 in store clothing. We
are thankful for any kind of men or boys' clothing, also quilts
or blankets, etc. We had a fair supply of bedding on hand, but,with our increasing numbers, we are very short; we also need
mitts and socks and underwear, not undershirts, I prefer good
warm woolen shirts ; cardigan jackets would be very useful-
in fact if I begin to tell you all that we need I might frighten
you, so I shal! conflude, thanking you most warmly, in antici-
pation, for any help that you can give us, and praying earnestly
that God may bless you and your fellow workers.

Then of
course they would get something in return for their gift. Here, e
though they have not done so yet, I discourage this all I can,
because, generally speaking, by this method those get the most
who need it the least ; but it is not always so, I try to give to
the most needy though they are not always the nost deserving.
When we have our festivities I shall try and write to you s
about them. 1 am glad you renembered the boys, here more u
particularly, for sorne reason or another, they are greatly in *
excess of the girls, nearly double. With kind regards,
