English Letter.

\With thoughts of Easter and the resur-
rection, come thoughts of life and per
manence.  As, during the last lew weeks,
we have been contemplating the QOne
Perfect Life, lived, laid down, and taken
again ; and, by the grace of God, in the
light of that life, have been shown our-
selves more clearly, we begin to look
more closely at the springs and motives
of our own lives and work. We contrast
our moods, our prejudices, our flagging
zeal, our changeableness, our ups and
downs, with our professed faith in Christ,
and we ask ourselves how it is that our
lives do not bear more of the stamp of
enduringness upon them ; why, when we
believe so much, we do so little that is
really effective and lasting ?

Not that we are judges of what is efice-
tive and lasting, or of success and failure,
but we are, or ought 1o be, judges, stemn
censors of ourselves, and no honest self-
scrutiny can do other than shame us as
we learn to see how variable we are, how
soon tired, how slowly roused to interests
which are not our interests, how content
with small efforts, how far from that
‘ divine discontent” which should be such
We all know how much
casier a thing it is to receive than to te-
tain impressions, how trequently our en-
thusiasms sink down and even die for
lack of the support which continual
prayer and practice would give them ;
aud a vague sense of weariness or mono-
tony is apt tocreep very disastrously over
us, to the injury both of our spiritual life
and work.

In that delightful “ Autobiogtaphy of
Isaac Williams,” which Sit George Prevost
gave to the world not long before his
death, the writer, describing his retired
curacy in a Gloucestershire village after
the stirring experiences of his Oxford life,
says: ‘ My life was monotonous and
very good for me.” How strangely the
words sound in these hurrying times,
when, in town and country alike, the one
thing most deprecated is monotony !
And, surely, it is not hard to see how this
tiring of sameness infects our work for
God, how often we take up and put down,
how slowly we advance, how much it
takes to stimulate us when we ought to
have the root of, the incentive to perse-
verence in, not outside ourselves.

If one thing more than another be
characteristic ot the Christian life, it is
holy diligence, a quality entirely apart
from haste, fuss, noise, unrest, self-adver-
tisement, nineteenth-century  methods.
Its torces, rather, are wrought in quietness
and in confidence, and m an illimitable pa-
tience. But as life and growth are syn-
onynious, so are * the demands of a faith-
ful life high and constant,”* not in one
direction only, but in all directions. The
test of steadily holding on is no slight
one. There is, nevertheless, the danger,
nay the certainty, of slipping back if we
are not going forward. Consequently our

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life and our work must not find us to.day
only where we were yesterday. ‘Thelift-
ing-up of heart and life must be continu-
ous not spasmodic.  Our circumstances,
whatever they may be, must yield the tri-
bute we owe to God, the tribute of that
love and gratitude which nunisters cease-
Jessly and unremittingly to His glory.
For if the love of God be the highest n-
centive to service, it is prompted surely
by gratitude to Him, who so loved the
world that He gave His only begotten
son, and from Whom cometh also every
good giving, and every perfect boon.
How much less, therefore, that 1s evanes-
cent, fluctuating, incongruous, and dis-
orderly will there be in our lives, when
the glory of God is our single aim, when
His cternal interests are ours also, and
our one desire, the coming of His king-
dom.

May the Spant of Lafe so animate us to
this end, that of us, in our measure, it
may be said, as it was said of the hving
creatures i Ezekiel's vision : ¢ They
turned not when they went. They wem
every one straight forward ; whither the
Spint was to go they went.”

As helpers and associates of the Mis
sionary Diocese of Algoma, thoughts such
as these may encourage us to persevere in
that which we have undertaken.  ** Every
endeavor,” the Bishop assures us, ** will be
made to develop to the utmost the power
and will of the d.ucese to contribute 10 its
own support.”  Most of us, however, are
now sufficiently well acquainted with its
difficuliies and its poverty to feel, beyond
doubt, that it must claim our sympathy
and our help for at least several years to
come. Whilst therefore avoiding with
dread any narrowing or confining of our
interests to oae particular portion of
God’s world, we may, nevertheless, so far
as Algoma is concerned, seek that concen-
tration of purpose, in prayer and work,
which shall more effectually fulfil the in-
junction : ¢ Whatsoever thy hand findeth
to do, do it with thy might.”

3o, we may continue to hope, will our
work be lasting, small though it may be,
and bear fruit in the future, others reap-
mg where we have been permiued tosow.

THE BISHOP'S LETTER,

To the Clergy and Laity of * The Church
of England in Canada” :

My Dear  BrETHREN,—One of my
first duties after entering into residence
at Bishophurst was to visit the Shingwauk
Home. I had taken an interest in the
Home for many years, and was anxious
to see it with my own eyes. It is not
too much to say that in many ways,
though I had heard and read a good deal
about it, the institution surprised me.
In magnitude it far exceeded my expec-
tations. Not that 1 found the main
building so much larger than I had
imagined it to be, but there were so many
buildings, ten at least, and several of
them spacious and, for the place, costly.
In solidity, too, and styleof architecture;
in the completeness of their appoint-
ments, and their adaptation 10 their pur-
pose; in the neatness and order prevail-
ing everywhere, and n the excellence of
the discipline throughout, I found cause
not only for astonishment, but for thank-
fulness to God. Certainly * The Shing-
wauk " is an admirable iustitution, 1n ad-
mirable working condition and thoroughly

well managed by the pamnstaking prnci- !

pal, Mr. George Ley King, and his faith
ful wife, who performs most efliciently
the duties of Lady Superintendent.

I was much impressed by the excellent
plan adopted for giving the boys alternate
head work and hand work—training of
the mind and development of the bodily
powers and skill.  In this way, part of
every day being spent in the schoolroom
and partin the fields, in the workshops,
or at least in some active employment,
not only do they reecive a wider training
than would otherwise be possible, but
their bodily health is promoted and their
clasticity of spirit sustained.

After going through the Home, laoking
over 1ts grounds, visiting the schoolroum,
examining the work, inspecting the lovely
Memorial Chapel, in which prayers are
regularly said, and which recalls the de-
votion of the sainted Bishop Fauquier;
and especially after talking over with the
officials the details of the managzment,
the coutse of training, the discipline and
the provision made for recreation, I was
quite prepared to find, as I certainly did,
that the boys appeared to be bright,
happy, diligent, and obedient.

I was not for a moment disposed to
think, nor do I now wish to imply, that
the Shingwauk is a perfect institution, or
that the sixty Indian boys in residence
there are models of all the virtues. Not
only are they subject to hike infirmities of
body and mind with other boys, but they
are afflicted with numerous shortcomings
from which, for the most part, English
boys are exempt. The offspring of
parents born of, or descended from,
pagans, they are likely to mamfest pecu-
lianties of temper and disposition not
casily understood, much less overcome.
And while they certainly show a ready
skill in some of the ruderarts, it need not
surprise us that they have less aptitude
for and ability to excel in the occupation
of civilized life than other children have.
Yet the extent to which these difficultics
seem to be overcome in the Shingwauk
Home is very gratifying. I do not think
it would be quite far, if possible, to com-
pare an Indian school like the Shingwauk
with ordinary Enghsh schools. But I
really believe the school is making the
most of its opportunities and 1ts mater-
ials, and, all things considered, is achiev-
ing wonderfully good results. In my
journeyings recently 1 met one of its old
pupils who is a successful teacher on an
Indian reserve. He gave me in good
idiomatic English a very intelligent and
interesting account of his work, unpress-
ing me as a useful and well-trained man.
Another promising young Indian, trained
n the Shingwauk Home, is now pursuing
his prelinnary studies i a collegiate in-
stitute with the well-founded hope of one
day being ready for ordination as a mis-
sionary to lus brethren. And [ see no
reason to doubt that among the boys now
n traning in the Home many are fitting
themselves for simularly useful careers,
which, with God’s blessing, they will fill to
His glory in the years to come.

It 1s my earnest hope that the Church
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wroughout Canada may be more and
wmore avakened to the fact that, m the
shmgwauk Home, a splendid work 1s
aomg on, a work which merits not only
e tribute of a passing interest, but the
recogmtion of a generous and constant
wpport,. 1 the Sunday Schools  of
Canada would take up the work as a
whole, there are enough of them to pro.
vide every one of the 100 boys the Shing.
wath 15 capable of receiving with the $75
a year required for his mmntenance
Why should naot this be done ?

Of the Wawanosh T will say but a few

mnze the cost of its mantenance.  Mean
while we can only wait and pray and hope
for the time when we shall be able to
train the Indian @irls as we do the Indian
boys, and to send forth into many a red
man’s home that excellent and powerful
nussionary azent, & well-disciptined, agiie
prinaipled, and ntelbigent  Chnstian
woman.

Most earnestly do 1 commend both
these Homes, the active and efficient
Shingwauk and the dormant Wawanosh,
to the prayers and liberality of the Church
in Canada and i the mother land,  And

support of all wano hue hithenta be-
tnended i, both i Eagland and an
Canada ? It 15 now several months since
1 bad the pleasure of visitiye and .
speeting the Home just before T removed
from the Mault, and hewe am oot posted
up to date, bat from what 1 then saw of
the genertl appeatane e ot the bubding, of
the numerous and adommable improve-
ments made m the intenor, and, 1t you
will pardon my ~aying i, wy preswus
observation of your vwn and Mrs, King ~
close and careful aitcotion to vven the
minutest particulars connecied with the

words. And they will be words of deep
cegret. I am truly grieved to find that
while the Shingwauk Home for boys is
flourishing, the Wawanosh Home for girls
is closed, and closed apparently for lack
of support. The Home could not be
maintained as a separate institution, and
the building now stands deserted, appeal-
ing by its silence and uselessness to a
Church public which seems slow to re-
spond to its needs. Qur hope is that
some day money will be sent us to re-
build the school in close connection with
the Shingwauk, thus enabling us to min-

Brighter services have
cheered and encouraged our members, so
much so, that the past year has been the
most successful since the formation of the
mission, seven years ago. ‘The financial
standing of the congregations has in-
creased, more voluntary labor bestowed
on Church property, and in this cflort
many thanks are due to friends, not of
our communion, who have willingly de-
voted time and energy.
