This position of making the divine standar
the only rule of faith and fellowship is ofter
stated thus: *“The Bible is the only role of
faith and practice™  But, winle this is true, we
distinguish in the Bible that wiuch 1s pre-Chirist-
imand purely Jewish, and that which is purely
Cliristian, or what ze¢ must believe and do.  As
arule of fuith it is & guide, directing us to what
i> essential for mien to believe and do to be
saved. Tt doces this when in ity Old Testament
testimony it points &z, and describes the character
of a coming Messiah orSaviour, and when in its
New Testament testimony it points us to him as
having come. It thus establishes faith in the
Person, the character, the work of Jesus as the
Messiab, the Son of God, as the faith needfut
to save.

As a rule of practice it direets what those who
have received this faith shall do as Christians in
the life they arclto live with one another and
before the world,  “I'hat is, as a rule, it teaches
them how they shall grow into and maintain a
character worthy of swch faith, ‘This rule is
sometimes stated as “ the restoration of the New
Testament faith and practice.”

‘Faking this divine standard as the only rule
of faith and fellowship we find two things which
if followed faitifully will secure and maintain
unity aad peace: .

1. Faith in Jesus as the Messiah the Son of
God, is the creed of the Christian, asascertained
by the word of God. 'I'bis faith accepted and
confessed is the only belief on which salvation
depends, and the only faith demanded for ad-
mission to fellowship in the church, Rom. x, 8-

faith® - submission to the authority of Jesus
as Lord. Rom. vvi,26.  According to this rule
of faith this was Lecun by a baptism into his
name and death, Matt.

TRINE IMMERSION.

I notice in the September EvanciListan able
rticle from 1B, on the above question. I have
o meet this on all sides here, and 1 am ghd to
et some help.

As a rule the people who practise trine im-
mersion are good i character, but they are over
rebigious in many doctrinal points, and they
have littde freedom of thought, and make little
progress.

“FEED MY LAMBS”

We Disciples in Canada are now passing
through a period oo what Lmay call physical
development.  We are tuming our attention as
never before to establishing a sound basis of
social influence from which we can more effect-
ually preach the word, ‘I'his is evidenced by
the anakening interest in church welfare and the
steadily increasing congregational development.
Our young people are taking hold, and things are
beginning to feel the impetus of their strong and
healthy blood.

But there is one feature of our work in con-
nection with the young people to .which, sooner
or later we must give careful attention. They——
our children—love their church, and many of
them will work hard to sce their congregation
prosper, but too many are animated by some-
thing else than that true spirit which will enable

of love. They love their church but it is often
with the kind of love which one gives to his
country—a patriotic love for the institution in
which they were brought up.  Love to God and
our fellow men must be the great motive power
of our existence or ultimately we shall fail. We
may build up a strong church through all the
world but unless we are animated by the Divine
spirit of love we shall become as truly sectarian
as ever we thought the Baptists or Presbyterians.
All the churches around-us have had this exper-
jence. ‘T'he first reformers have always been men
of pure lives and boundless love for the cause
they plead, but their children are not roused by
the glaring evils which the fathers have removed
and the principlés consequemly are less dear to
them.  But they love the institutions of the
fathers and stick to the church for the sake of
these institutions, This is sectarianism, for a
church which we merely inherit is to us simply a
party. Now don't pronounce me pessimistic
when 1 say that ther2 is a considerable amount
of this sort of thing among us. What arc my
evidences?  Take one of our congregations of
a little cxperience and in which there is a
number of young people.  How many of these
only come to church once in a while, and then
only because they feel like it?2  How many are
there who were in the camp for a while but
dropped out through mere lack of: interest?
How many of the sons and daughters of your
members never felt interest cnough to enter the
army at all?  ‘Then turn to your company of
active militia.  How many of these can give an
intelligent reason for the faith that is in them, or
repeat five consceutive verses of the New Testz-
ment giving the chapter and verse, or offer an
carnest prayer, or read a chapter and make
sensible comments thereon, or summon the
courage to talk religion to an unbeliever? Set
all who can do these things aside, and then take
your cullings and look them over. If you have
failed to gather together enough names 3 fill an
ordinary church register you aie very fortunate.

How are we, then, to cure this thing? Letme
suggest this plan: teach the Bible in preference
to all other books and as the source of the
greatest happiness to the race.  Bug, you say, the
young can hardly be induced to read the Bible.
