OUR PORTRAIT.

In addition to the particulars con-
cerning the new Principal of  Bishop’s
College, Lennoxville, which we gave in
our June issue, we now offer our read-
ers his Portrait, and also, culled from
the Mitie, the official organ of the

Umversity, a fuller account of the new
Principal’s career.
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The Rev. James  Pounder  Whitney
was horn on St Andrew’s Day, 1857,
at Marsden, near Hudderstield, where
his father was Vicar. He was educat-
ed at the  Grammar School, Almond-
bury, and at Owens College, Manches-
ter, where he was Senior Dalton Ma-
thematical  Scholar and Shuttleworth
History Prizeman.  In 1877 he went up
10 King's Collewe, Cambridge, where
he was afterward Price [Exhibitioner,
open Ncholar and  Prizeman in Mathe-
maties and History. In 88t he took
his B. A. degree as 24th Wrangler (1st
Clags Mathemsatical Honors) and <n the
same vear was bracheted first in the
1st Class in the llistory Tripos along
with I K. Stephen, also of King's, In
May and June, 1882, he gained  the
Lightfoot (University) Scholarship  for
ISeelesiastical History and the Whewell
Scholarship for International Lasw. .ln
Qctober, 1882, he was appointed Assis-
tant Lectuver in Uistory and Litera-
ture at Owens College, a post e held
until 1887. Durine these vears he also
took part in the work of the Vicloria
University, of swhich he is an honorary
sraduale.

He was
Manchester by the tate Bishop
Deacon in 1883 and Priest in 1885, Ils
first  Cumacev  (1883-97) was at SL
James’s Church. near Manchester, with
the late Venerable Archdeacon .Anson.
In 1887 he left Manchester and  took
up Clerical work in the much neglect-
ed district of South London.  On  his
Vicar's leaving he went to Scarborough
as Curate to the (present) Bishop  of
Hull, and remaired there 1888-1891. In
1891 he was appointed by his old Col-
leze Rector of 1lemuesicad and Lessinge-
ham in the Diocese of Norwich. Here
he did a =ood deal of work in lecturing
on Church History, In 1895 he was
anpoinled by his  Colleze  Rector of
Milton. a smali Parish four miles irom
Cambridge.  Sjzee that time he  has
daken part in the” teaching for the ilis-

ordasined in dhe Diocese of
[f1aser

torv Tripos al Cambridge, and  has
also considerable experience under  the

Cambridee Svndicale in the examina-
tion of Schools (secondary and mthlic).

M. Whitnev wags married in 1891 {o
Roterta, eldest  daughter of the late
R. Champles, Isq., J.P., DA, of
Scarborough.

I awill thus be seen that his (Merical
experience has  been gained bolh  in
large towns and countiry places, and
his educational work has heen eained
both al Cambridge and in one of the
leading newer Colleges.  In 1883  Mr.
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Whitney was  offered and refused the
Tutorship o Selwyn  College,  Cam-
bridsze.

masler. Bovs who are sent o  l.en-

noxville have the inestimable advanlage

of a good religious training. For in
addition {o the religious teaching  of

ihe School  Curriculum, hovs atlend
dnily Service in the College Chapel,
which, as mav hie seen  from the pic-
{fure, has o verv  heautiful  interior.
There are now scveral old bovs  who
are Clergymen in this Diocese, and very
many have {aken Hohv Orders in ether
parts of the world. Mav it not e
{rue that the desire 1o serve God in
His Holv Church was fostered, if notl
prompted, by the religious element in
their School training,  And again itis
one of the ereatest obiects of  the
School o inculeaie principles of lovalty
and patiiofism.  Tor vears past  the
School has had ils Cadet. Corps,  pro-
perlv drifled by an old Military Officer
and annuallvy  inspected by (ke Depuly
Adjutant-General of the District, who
reporis on the efliciency of the Corps
to the Government.

ed their course at Lennoxville entering
the Royal Military College at Kingz-
ston, fron which they graduate and go
forth to lead a Soldier's life, and there
are now many old boys holding res-
ponsible comuissions in South Africa.
Surely we are right in saving that the
love to serve their country in this noble
manner was in a ereab degree implant-
ed and  quickened in them by their
membiership in the Bishop’s College
School Cadet  Corps.  1f Wellington
said that Waterloo was won on  the
ficlds of ISton and Rughy. truly it is
reas-uring and  encouraging to know
that at Lennoxville great attention <is
paid 1o the athletic side of School life.
All hinds of manly games and sports
are induiged i, and there arve fre-
quent matches in wbich Bishops
Colleae School is eminently successful.

in patriotic  {erms toucked unon the
consolidation  of the Rritish Empire,
bhrought about bv the {errible war in
Souih Africa.  In conclusion Dr. Ilene-
ker said that the College wanted the
aclive help and svmpathv of all  in
their endeavours with limited means {o
achieve far {he wood of our counfrv a
work which world  be both beneficial
and lastine,

At the clase  of these remarks Nr.

John Hamilton, Vice-Chancellor, pre-
senied {o Dr. Heneker the following
address 1 —

To Richard William Ilencker, D.C.1...
L.L.D., Chancelor of the University of
RBishop’s College, Lennoxvilie, This
Convaocation has heard with profound
regrel of your resignation of oo
Ofice of Chaneellor of the Universily.
which has heen communicated to us
here to-dav.

That the advance of yvears, and the

heavy management of many important
and  responsible  spheres of business,
from which vou camot escape, should
necessitate this resignation, if vou tell
us that it is so, we can well helieve
it.  But we do none the less keenly re-
gret that we are to lose you as the
responsible head of this great educa-
tional body—vou, on whose wisdom
and sound judgment, and entire. devo-
tion to the interests of the University
we have so long  relied. You have
now heen our honored Chancellor for
two and twenty vears, having previ-
ously heen for {hrce years ovr Vice-
Chanaedlor.  And the work vou have
done in these oflices in building up the
University, which is to us all so great a
trust and so priceless a treasure, calls,
at this critical point in its history, for
full and grateful recognition. From
the splendid success to which you have,
as her Chancellor, carried the Uldiver-

sitv, we cannot  separate vour equal,
and, in many respects eve'n greater suc-
cess in the management, for a  long

series of years, as Chaitman of Trus-
tees, of her finances, on the
healthvy  condition of which her very
existence depends. When we look
back  five and thirty vears. we
see Bishop's College on ‘the brink
of financial ruin. Its 1ieaching
staff, which a few vears earlier had
been commosed of a suflicient number of
able men with a suflicient endowment
to pav them, we find reduced to one
Professor, and its endowments not
more than adequate to maintain that
one.

At ihis crisis én our “strange. cvent-
ful history,” we find it recorded how
vou, Mr. Chancellor, backed up. indeed,
by other able men—hut vou chiefly—un-
dertook the task of restoring the Col-
lege finances to a sound and healthy
basis, and to-dav we look with won-
der and admiration on the result. as
we note the success  which has been
achicved by the application, extending

over a long series of vears, of vour
great financial abilitvy to the task. As
the result of those labors, we  sce

Bishop's Colleze splendidly lodeed, and,
though not adequately, vet largelvy en-
dowed. And  far better than  even
that, we see the Uriversitvy of Bishop's
College no longer regarded, as then it
was bv the oulside world, as an  ob-
scure Theological School, but as (aking
its plmc as an cducational bods side
by side in acknowledged cauality with
the hest Universitics of the Dominion.
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And when, afiter such a review, we
realize how largely this success is due
to your statesmanship, to your devo-
tion, in the task of promoting the
education of the LEnglish-speaking peo-
ple of this Province, and to the confi-
dence felt in vou by the community as
a man uniting in himself strict inte-
grity, conspicuous business ability, and
Iigh religious character, we feel that
no words can he too strong in con-
gratulating vou, sir, upon the brilliant
suceess vou have achieved.

That the name of Chancellor Heneker
will live in the annals of Bishop's Col-
lege it would be an impertinence to
discuss.  Even if there should never be
erceted an adeguate outward memorial
of him, there will surelv bte written
some day the storv of Bishop's Col-
lege. And its future Alumni, as they
read that beautiful and pathetic storv
of its planting amid great hopes and
many pravers, its early struesles, its
vears of apparent failure, and its ulti-
male success. can never ke ignorant of
vour hichlv hongred name.

But all of us who have known vou,
sir, in person, and who have shared in
any degree in  your long vears of
patient, loving labor for the buildine

up of this noble seat of religion and
learning, can assure vou, and we do
assure you, Mr. Chancellor, here to-

day, that, as long as we live, vou will
live also in the loving remembrance of
our grafeful hearts.

Chuancellor Hencker in a few well-
chosen words most heartily {hanked
Convocatlion for the Address, and as-
stired them that although he was  re-

{iring from the Chancellor’s chair, he
would alwavs contmue {o 1» a true and
warm friend of Bishop’s University.,
The Rev. Dr. Welch and Dr. Relins
thanked the University for the honor
which had been conferred upon them.
Dr. Welch considered the honor not {o he

merely a personal one, hub chiefly an
honor to Trinilty  University, with
which he was connected until a  few

months ago.
Dr. Robins spoke of the question of

Students residing in the University, and
maintained that it was a great factor
in promoting high culture. Those who
allended Bishop’s College had the great
advantage of such a training, and went
forth hetter prepared to bear their parg
in the different occupations of life.

The Rev. Dr. Allnatt, Acting Princi-
pal, reported :—

The first, point which it is needful to
record §s the resignation of Rev. Canon
Adams  of the position of Principal,
which ke has now held for  Courteen
vears, but the duties of which, during
the past Lwo veary, he has been  pre-
vented by physical infirmity from  dis-
chargine, The  circumstances which
rendered his resignation necessary, lus
enfeebled health and shattered powers,
must ke a matier of the deepest wegivg
to atl who remember his untiring en-
ergy,  the vigour  of his intellectual
powers and his ceaseless self-expending
aclivity in the cause of the instituvion.
The less of his gentie and kindly  nre-
sence penctrates cverv  department of
Colleze and School life, and will long
Le felt by these who knew him.

The next point before us is the for-
mal announcement of the appointient

of his  successor, the TRev. Jawes
Pounder Whitney, of King's College,
Cambridge. The seleclion was  made

from among a large number of appli-
canls (some 30 in all). including inen of
the hirhest w.ademical disténction. [t
micht naturally be supposed that a
seléction  under  such circumstances
would  he atfended with g mriain
amount of difficulty and perplexity., As
a matter of fact, however, the reverse
was the cave, and after inquiries had
Leen made in all directions, Mr. Whit-
nev's record seemed to combine the e-
quiremen{s sousht in such a manner us
was the case with no other candidate,
and the choice was unanimous, We
wanted a  mathemalical man—hme
was a wrangler : we wanfed one skill-
ed in higher ISnglish  hranches, we
wanted a man of  experience as a
teacher, we wanted an able speaker,
capable of representing our instiiution
before the world on the public plat-
form, we wanted a Clerevman of spiti-
tuality  and sound religious priucinle,
we demanded a record of honourahle
standing in some distinguished Univer-
«itv,  The new Principal seems (o fill
all requirements.

To proceed to an account of our Uni-
versity life and history during the past
yvear. The opening period of our last
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academical year was saddened wny  the
loss of our University's wreatest lienc-
factor, Dr. Robkert Hamilton. Au the
outset of our present vear we were
called upon to lament the death of one
who certainly stood second on the list
of benefactors, the Hon. Svan Jobn
Price, Senator of the Dowimon  of
Canada. ‘lo his generosity the College
is indebted for frequent liberal cifts,
and we have also to remember with
gratitude his prompt reauin ss (¢ tes-
pond to any appeal for assistance  an
case of lesser needs. A heass tablet
has bv the contributions of el ers of
Corporation and other fricads feen re-
cently put up to his memory an the
College Chapel,

In my report last vear T spohe of the
project sugpested by the Pishop  of a
Diocesan memorial to Dr. Hamilton, in
the form of the reconstruction in ereat-
1y improved stvle of the Arts building
of the Universitv. Last vearit was a

project. To-dav it is .efore us 11 a
considerable measure an accoinpiished

fact. Of course the collection of
Iarge sum of money (some $30,000) 18
a matter of serious difliculty in such a
community as ours, the number of rich
members heing verv small and calls for
money contribitions numerous  and
olten very urgent. Still friends have
come forward with larege and generous
donations, notablv the Bishop of Que
bec, Senator Prire and other {riends
have given according to their means
and the result is what  vou see, or
rather this it not ail The whole
work was planned 1o consist of three
sections, one at cach end of the ld-
ing, and the third in the middle. eack
of which bv arrangement could be
completed  independentlv  of tle  rest
The section first undertaken was that
at the East end (next the Chapel) and
included the extension of the whole
of that portion of the huilding into
the “*quad” so as o considerably  en-
Jarge it. The enlargement inclvded the
kitchen and other hasement oflices and
provided on the ground floor (in addi-
tion to the dining room formerlv com-
mon to the Collese and School hut now
reserved for the latfer onh), an  eo-
larged lecture room and a tolerably
spacious Council chamter. On the next
floor a handseme and commodious din-
ing-room for the studenis formms an
entirelv new feature.  Begides we have
new studen{s’ rooms, bath rooms, efc.
And here, at this point. thankful in-
deed to have attained this measure of

aueeess, we fully expected to have heen
obliged to stop with  section No. i,
although keenly realizing the immense
advantage we should enjoy could we
only proceed at once to section No, 3,
al the west end of the building, or in
otlier words to ‘the Principal's lodge.

We felt that the provision of a suit-
able home for our new Principal, to ke
ready for his occupation on his arrival,
or shorlly ai” rwards, was an object
of the very first  importance. Most,
happily an anonvmous fiiend present-
ed himself in the nick of time with
the generous oifer of a large proportion
of the sum required for No. 3, on con-
dition that the rest be secured and
the work set about during this month
of June, It may be well to  remind
frients that No. 2 is still unprovided
for, and thet this portion of the build-
ing, if sulered to continue in its pne-
sent conditior, will ke a sad eve sore
in its contrast 1o the new portions on
cach side.

The  opening  of the Colle-e took
lace at the usual time, although owing
to the dismantled condition of a large
part of the buildsng in consequence  of
the work then going on, a #ood deal of
inconvenience was suliercd.

In September last a special meeling
of Convocation was held, at which dhe
hon. degree of D. (. 1,. was conferred
og Rev, Dr. Shaw, Principal of  the
Aeslevan Celleve, Montreal, and Rev,
M. Cuapingham,  IFellow of Trinity
oltese,  Cambridge.  To the latter
-entleman we have since been indebied
for his suggestiors and co-operation in
seruring a new Princirval.

The newlv established bonour covrse
o English under its newlv appointed
Professor, My T, R. Holme, has 1ern
qut imfo  opersdion  and has worked
most satisfactorilv. It is a matter
for deep remret that  owing to unex-
nected  financial  disappointnents  ovr
nrospects for the coutinuance of this
hranch of our wark are threatened with
an unfimelv suppression and loss of  Mr.
Holmwe’s most valuable services, ' The
new Principal,  indeed, is a specialist

in this department, and we mav hope
therefore  that it wiil  not ‘e
allowed 10 collapso. It is  abso-
lutelv  es<ential,  however, that a

certain amount of assistance should he
provided, and for this purpose (ag well
as {o ensure a resident lecturer for the
preservation of discipline in the Arts
building) we have fortunatelv succeed-
ed in reengaging Mr, G. Oswald
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smith, an'Oxford graduate in first class
Clas=1cat houours, whose work during
the past vear has heen very successful.
Another cause for regret is tle loss of
our acting Professor of Mathematics,
Mr, J. W, Rusk, who has most ably
fultilled the duties of his position dur-
ing the past two vears, and whose un-
failing courtesy and Kindness have won
him the wood witl and esteem of us
all.  He leaves us owing to the fact
that the new Principal will assume the
position of Professor of Mathematics.
An important movement in its bearing
on our future work is the appointment
of a Committee of Convocation for the
purpose of revising the various courss,

honour, optional and ordinarv in the
department of Arts, with a view of

briuging about anv changes which may

seem desirable in the direction of im-
provement, Certain  changes  have

aircady been made in this direction, to
come into efiect during the coming
vear.  The standard for matriculation
has been raised and now is the same
as that at McGill.  The Committee is
to report at  some  time during Lhe
coneng academical vea,, the new Prin-
cipal teing  appointed Convener. An
interesting incident in our past vear's
proceedings is the  auestion  of  the
afliliation to our University  of  the
theological course of the University of
Jamaica, for which application  was
made by the Archbishop of the West
Indies. who is its President. The ideca
is that our curriculum should te taken
up in its completeness and the exam-
inations  conducted by our cwn stafl.
and that the students should, if possi-
ble, come here for a nortion of the
course and for the final examinalions.
Negotiations are still in proeress.

Our educational work during the past
{wo vears has been carried on under
circanastances of constderable disadvan-
tage. The department of Divinitv—its
supervisicn, as well as the share of the
ordinarvy work which falls to the Dean
is in itself  fullv sufficient {0 engress
the enerezies of one man. When to this
is added ihe oversicht of the whole In-
stitution, it is hardlv  to te expected
that the result will represerd the same
completeness of success at all  points
which ought to be attained under nor-
mal conditions of management. 1
fuilv appreciate the kind words expres-
sive of the favourable view taken of
mv services and their result during mv
enforced  period  of office as  Acling
Principal. I  am thankful to know

that a certain measure of success has

attended our  efforts  to keep things
going., It is full of deepest com-

fort that in laving down the stai
ol oflice and returning to the quiet rou-
tine of my own special department, 1
have during the two veals of my
ol.ce aoguitted myself in such  a
manner as to give satisiaction to those
whose authority and interests I have
represented.  But in sayving this 1 am
pound in common fairness to acknow-
ledge for mv own part mv recognition
of the share of credit due to my col-
leagues in oftice and to express my sense
of the gratitude wlich T owe them for
the uniform consideration and forbear-
ance and cordial co-operation  with
which thev have seconded my efforts in
the work of the Institution.

The number of students in attend-
ance during the past academical year
has teen 49, of whom 24 were candi-
dates for Folv Orders. Thirteen have
completed the courge for the B. A. de-
gree, which has been conferred upon
them to-dav. two in Classical Honours,
three in Mathemasdcal  Honours and
two in English Honours. 1 have said
that our work has bLeen carried on un-
der circumstances of disadvantage. But
it has gone on rezularly and harmorni-
ously in all its departments. The state
of discipline and of feeling Letween au-
thorities and students has been satis-
factorv,

Now, however, we expect to make a
new start. We hope great things—the
sreatest—from our new Principal, We
have a right 1o do so from all ae-
counts that have come to us. We nope
ereal thincs from this infusion of rew
Llood. We think its {ouch will mean
new life 1o us. coming as it does {rom
the verv centre of the British educa-
tional life. T believe it is all we necd
to rive us the imupetus. We are all
ready fer it. There is a wholesome
shirit of lovalty at present of all
classes presiding among us, especially

T would sav the undersraduates. The
feeling has taken tanrible form in a
morenent latelv initinted  hv  them
within the walls of ke Colleze to-

wards the establishmerd of an sssocia-
tion {o take the vlace of the old  and
anhappily eficte) Alma. Mater Societv.
Tite will not allow me to dwell on it
now farilier than 4o sav that its ob-
et is simply that of bindine  tore-
ther all members of {be Uhiversitv,
nresent and absent, ‘eraduate and un-
dergraduate, in a combination for the
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aclive promotson of the growth, efli-ffront in South Africa, many of whom

It s
fortunate that the new Principal is a
specdalist in English.  But be will need

MALBAILE.

Rev. G. W. Wallers reports :—

Bright and early, on Wednesday
morning, July 25th,-four days earlier
than expected, the Lord Bishop of the
Diocese, on board the SS *Cana-
dienne,” arrived here, and was landed
in the Cove at Poiut St. Peter, where
he was met by Rev. G. R. Walters, at
whose house he staved.

Confirmation was administered in St.
Peter's Church, Malbaie, on Thuisday
afternoon instead of Sunday morning,
as had previously bheen announced. A
very good Congregation gathered at
the 3 p.m. Service, and the Church
was indeed fairiy full. The Chancel
looked exceedingly pretty in its deco-
ration of wild flowers. e Twentyv-one
candidates were confirmed, to whom
His Lordship gave a most earnest Ad-
dress, and oxhorted them to try and
live up to the standard of Church life,
intc which they were to be admitted.

Friday afternoon found His Lord-
ship at St. Paul’s Church, at Bara-
chois, where Service was again held
at 3 p.m. Here, much interest had
{been taken by a few ladies of the Con-
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gregation, who decorated the interior
of the Church with feins and flowers,
all of which helped to give outward
expression to the words: “We love
the place, O God, wherein Thine Hon-
our dwells.” At this place ten per-
sons had been prepared for Confirma-
tion, but only six were confirmed ;
four having been, for various reasouns,
confirmed in  Malbaie on the previous
day. It is needless to sav that hoth
His Lordship’s Address to the candi-
dates, and his Sermon after the ad-
ministration of Confirmation, were
most helpful and instructive ; full of
loving counsel with regard 1o the
higher life and the attaining of a eood
reward. After this Service, His Lord-
ship, wno was driven by Mr. Collas,
at once crossed the Barachois River,
and the several persons who accom-
panied him to this place, said, “Good-
bye,’" while he procecded with the Mis-
sionary to the Corner of the Beach, to
the house of Mr. Flenry Mabe, where
he was to spend the night. After
tea His Lordship found time to spend
a few minutes in the homes of nearly
all the families at the Beach, and to
say a few cheering words 1o all. Con-
firmation Service was held the next
morning (Saturday) with a Celebration
of the Holy Communion in $St. Luke’s
Church, at 10 a.m. FHere, also, the
Church  was nicely decorated with
sweetlv scented flowers.  Eieght voung
persons were confirmed at this Ser-
vice, and His Lordship in his Address
to them, exhorted them to become
from that day earnest and loyal Com-
municants, setting hefore them the help
gained by a regular attendance at the
Holy Feast, and eiving instances in the
Nves of several who have passed from
carth to their reward. The Bishop
concluded by canorting all present  to
try and follow such good examples, so
that presentlv thev might all as  one
familv bhe partakers of the Heavenly
Kingdom.

'Tuzo,
of Perce, kindly came and drove Iis
Lordship ov@r the mountains, in a car-
riage sent hy Mr. De Gruchy.

CATE COVE.

Rev. W. G. Lyster writes :—
On Saturday, Julv 29th, the Lord
Bishop was driven across the hills from

the Corner of the Beach to Perce hy
our good friend and Lay Reader, Sheriff
Tuzo, who had zone to meet’ His Lord-
ship. I am sorry 1o say the road was
in such a wretched condition as to bhe
in some places dangerous, though this
did not appear to have hindered the
Bishop’s admiration of the beautiful
scenery, At Perce the Bishop was hos-
pitably entertained by Mrs. Valpv, at
her verv  prettv  home, 'The park,”
where a pleasant and restful afternoon
was spent.

The views from the house are singu-
Iarly beautiful and excite the admira-
tion of all lovers of nature. In the
rear Mount Anne rises almost perpen-
dicularly to the height of nearly a
thousand feet. In front is the channel
which separates Bonaventure Island
from the mainland. At a distance of
three miles is *'The Island,” whose
cottages and other buildings can be
seen with the naked eye.  Then, to the
left, is the “Pierced Rock,” from
which  the village derives its name.
Further to the east rises ‘'Mownt
Jolie,”” upon the verv verpe of which
the well-known American artist, M.
Fred, James.  has  built a charming
summer residence, These are a few of
the obiects of interest which visitors to
Perce never fail to admire.

On Sunday morring the Bishop was
driven up to the little Church, wherein
a large Concregation had assembled.
Five girls, the only voung people of
stitable age in the Congregation, were
confirmed.

The Bishop's Addiesses were, as
usual, verv inferesting, and we were all
deaply moved bv o verv pathetic inci-
dent which occurred during the visit to
Labrador.

In the afternoon we drove {o  Cape
Cove, where there was a numerous at-
tendance and where sixteen candidates
were confirmed.
