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FENIANISM IN THE BRITISH ARMY
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COERCION BILL OBSTRUCTED

. —

[ By Telegraph to Post and Troe WiTNESS.)

Loxpoy, Jan. 11.—The Loudon correspon-
dent of the Manchester Guardian mentions
with some degres of credit that Eurl Cowper
desires to resign the office of Lord Lieutenant
of Ircland, principally, bowever, for private
ressons.

More than forty-five members of Parlia-
ment attended the meeting of English and
Irish Liberals yesterday. Only about five
represented Irieh constituencies. Itis stated
that none of those at the meeting could be
classed ags Whigs ; all were sincere admirers
and adherents of Gladstone. The joint de-
putation of Home Rule and Liberal members
which 18 to wait on Gladstone on Wednesday
will urge that itis essential, in order tosecure
unity and entbusiasm among the Liberals in
Parliament, and contentment in Ireland, that
the Land Bill shall include a comprehensive
scheme of peasant proprietors, accompanied
by the “ Three F's.”” The bill, as hitherto
sketched by the Government, would annihi-
late the whole party.

Liuerick, Jan. 11.—A resident magistrate
of this piace, named McCarthy, on Saturday
received instructions to arrest the Rev. Mr.
O'Kelly, a priest, and severnl other Land
Leaguers at the meeting announced for yes-
torday at Castleconnell. Animmense assem-
blage gathered at Castleconnell yesterday in
anticipation of the arrest, which, however,
was not made a8 the instructions had been
countermanded by the Government, who had
received the: submission of the persons ac—
cuged. A flying column is being organized
for suppression of disturbances in County
Limerick.

Mr. Shaw's followers and the Ulster Libe-
rals have adopted a memorial to Mr. Glad-
stone, declaring that a eatisfactory Land Biil
must embrace the «Three F's” provisions
for arterial drainage, the reclymation of waste
lands, and the extensionof a peasant pro-
prietary.

At a meeting of English Liberal members,
t0-day, over 30 resolved not to vote on the
question of coercion.

The Fenian scare has exiended to Ports—
mouth. The authorities have received
various anonymous warnings of contemplated
attacks on the Government establishments,
but they do not attach much importance to
them.

Dusriy, Jan. 11.—In the Court of Queen's
Bench to-day the Crown announced that their
case was completed, with the exception of
one witness who 18 now on the way from
London.

The Pall Mall Gazette is deserving of atten-
tion. Discussing last night's debate it says :
«Thirteen members spoke in all,but only three
representad Irish constituencies. Of that
thirteen four were Home Rulers, four Irish
Liberals, two English Rudicals, one English
and two Irish Conservatives. Only a single
speaker expressed any satisfaction with the
bill foreshadowed. The impression produced
by the whole of the speeches, is that in Ire-
land opinions are not only practically un-
animous in favor of the three F’s and of
peasant proprietary, but that in the words of
Archbishop McCabe which are resohoed
by almost every spezker from the
Liberal side of the House, It is better
a4 thousand times for Mr. Gladstone’s
(Government not to touch the guestion at all,
rather than deal with it in a half-hearted
fashion.” One Conservative, Mr. Plunkett,
with characteristic courage and sagacity, re.
pudiated the idea that the Conservative party
were unwilling to consider the grievances of
the Irish tenant. All the other speakers,
* witbout exception, demanded a thorough-
going Land Blil. The Liberala were more
urgent than the Home Rulers. Mr. Charles
Russell, in the course of an eloquent and for-
cible address, which made a marked impres-
slon, warned the Government that the Bill
was narrow and inadequste and framed in o
8pirlt of compromise. It would be better for
Ireland, better for Mr. Gladstone’s reputation,
to leave the questionalone. The Irish ap-
pear to bave made up their minds for nothing
less than the three F’s with such measures
for the present proprietary as can bie regarded
as a gettlement in any sense of the word. If
Ireland were self-governed, a laand bil} not
embodying these provisions would not even
be looked at, wherfeas a measure which ac.
cepted: the three ¥'s as a basls of legislation
wonld command the united support, not only
of the Liberals and Home Rulers, but of the
majority of the Conservatives of Ulster,
Iir. Shaw made an important con-
tribution .to the discussion - when' he
announced ' that * 'all ~ the ‘members

of the Land Commission had come to the
concluston that in’ future there must be some’

tribupal placed between the landlord, and
tenant of lreland to regulaté the rent." The

Loxpox, Jan. 12.— Fifty-four members
of Parliament were present at yesterday’s
meeting to arrange for a deputation to wait
on Mr. Gladatone in regard to the Irish land
question. Lords Monck, Monteagle, Powers-
court and Emly are expected to accompany
the deputation. The London correspondent
of the Newcastle Clironicle, Mr. Jos, Cowen's
paper says:—¢*Should the representations
of the deputation which is to wait on Mr.
Gladstone to-duy mot it duce the Government
to abandon the anticipated measure on the
Irish land question, the origical ides of
united action by both Ewnglish and Irish
Liberals, which was yesterday abandoned, in
the belief such a combination might have
the appearance of a threat to the Cabinet,
will be resorted to. Further action will be
in any event suspended until the draft of the
billis in the hands of members.”

In the House of Commons to-day Mr.
Forster, Chief Secretary for Ireland, asked
the members whose bills are on the orders
of the day not to insist on their rights, ag the
Government desired to proceed with the de-
bate on the address in reply to the Queen’s
Speech. Irish members began obstructive
objections, and the wrangle continued. It
bas now lasted three houts. Ultimutely a
motion that the debate on the address be re-
sumed was carried by a vole of 230 to 33. In
the House of Commons this afternoen, just
before a division was taken which closed the
obstructive debate, Mr. Parnell eaid his party
had made their protest against the action of
the Government. He said his conduct in the
House had always been fair and above board,
but he would not pledge himself as to the
conduct of himse!fand his friends when bills
for the cosrcion of the Irish people are intro-
duced.

LoxpoN, Jan. 13.—Mr. Shaw (Home Ruler)
has written a letter to Mr. Parnell formally
disassociating himself from Mr. Parnell's
scheme of agitation and his party. 1t is be-
livved that other moderate Home Rulers will
follow his example.

A deputation of members of Parliament
waited on Mr. Gladstone to-day on the Irish
Land Question, and presented a memorial re-
commending as essential to secure unity and
enthusiasm among the Liberalgin Parliament
and contentment in Ireland that the Land
Bill should include a comprehensive scheme
of peasant proprietary, accompanied by the
«Three F's,” and also recommending the con-
sideration of the subject of reclamation of
waste lands. The deputation discussed the
subject in a conversational manner for fully
two hours. Mr, Gladstone eaid he was glad
to have the opportunity of hearing tbeir
views, and hoped he would not introduce any
ineffectual Bill. It is understood that the
deputation deemed the result of the interview
satisfactory.

Dusuiy, Jan. 12-—Mr, A. M. Sullivan,
member of Parlinment for Louth, who sued
the Jrish Times some time ago for defama-
tion, has obtained a verdict against the paper
of £50.

DurpLis, Jan, 12.—At a meeting of the
Land League to-day it was announced that
the receipts for the past week amounted to
£4,163. It is stated thatthe League will no
longer give facilities to Government report-
ers or police.

Liskricg, Jan. 12.—The Tralee and List-
owel mail car was attacked last night wear
Long Hill, Limerick county. The car was
smashed and the mail destroyed.

DusLiN,Jan, 12.—~The State Trials will be
resumed to-morrow, when Mr. Macdonagh
will open the case for the defence. Itisex—
pected that he will speak for two days. An
extraordinary sight will be witnessed in
Dublin to-morrow. Two hundred evicted
tenants, men and women, from all parts of
Ireland,will be assembled at the Laud League
office, when they will walk in processional
order, two deep, to the Court of Queen's
Bench. Itis intended, if the Court permits
of guch a course, to produce these men and
women a8 witnesses for the defence.

LoxpoX, Jan. 13.—In the House to.day Mr.
Forster, Home Secretary for Ireland, in r-ply
to a question from Mr. Churchill, member
for Woodstock, said that the Government
were watching Mr. Davitt, who had returned
to Ireland contrary to the stipulation in his
case, and if necersary they should take fur-
ther action concerning him.

It is stated the London city guilds, which
own estates in Ireland, have been sounded re-
garding their transfer to tenants under the
terms of the new Land Bill. They are will-
ing to make the necessary arrangements ;
about 170,000 acres of 1and belouging to these
companies will probably be thus transferred.

Trarse, Jan. 14. —The examination of
officers of the T'ralee branch of the Land
League was concluded to-day. Mr. Brassill,
proprietor of the Kerry Independent, and Mr.
Jeremiah Leaby, President of the MIiries
branch of the Land League, were discharged.
Concerning other prisovers, the magistrates
deferred their decision until to-morrow, they
meanwhile remaining in custody. The de-
tence preferred no evidence.

Mr. Mitchell Henry refused to have any-
thing to do with tbe Land League, and in
consequence of his speech in the House of
Commons on the 11th inst, during the debate
on the address, in which he denounced the
system of #boycotting” and repudiated the
League, Michael Davitt, the noted agitator,
in a violent attack upon him at a meeting of
the League, denounced him as a traitor.

Duosuiy, Jan. 14.—Two of the Traversers
were discharged to-day, the evidence against
them being insuflicient.

Lospox, Jan. 14.—A Dublin despatch says
naval and military authorities in Ireland
are arranging concerted action for their future
movements.

Dusuiy, Jan. 14.—In the Court of Queen’s
Bench yesterday, Mr. Macdonogb, the counsel
for the Traversers,in his opening speech, said
in regard to some points of the indictment
he was obligea to admit that some of the
Traversers had exceeded the bounds of moder-
ation.

Mr. Macdonagh to-day continued his speech
for the Traversers. Judge Fitzgerald at the
outset intimated that, although Mr. Mac-
donogh would be allowed to refer in his
speech to'the famine period of 1848, he could
not call evidence relating to facts that oc-
curred thirty yenrs ago. When Mr. Mac-
donogh closed his speech he was loudly
cheered. The trials promise to be protracted.
On the subject of the desire expressed by
some of the Traversers to have separate de-
fences, Judge Fitzgerald said to-day that it
would be practically imipossible for the Court
to listen 1o the fourteen speeches, one for
each man, nor, in his opinion, was this neces-
sary in order to obtain justice in each care,

In the State trials Macdonough submitted
to the jury that the Land League was & per-
fectly legal organization. To cause, by agi-
tation, certain alterations in the Land Laws,
was 8 necessity which not only Ireland, but
all Eagland, was now urging. He cited the
example of the jury who acquitted the seven
Bisho, 8, and drew a moving picture of the
evictions which succeeded the Iiish famine.
SBamuel Walker followed on the same side,
and delivered a powerful speech. He quoted
the charter of the Land League, and con.
tended that it was legal to read extracts from
Parliamentary speeches of Gladstone, Low and
Bright, in support of the Compensation for
Disturbance Bill. He insisted thut the Tra-
versers had said nothing more calculated to
demage landlordism than was said in the
speeches in Parliament referred to. The
Court adjourned till Monday.

‘Loxpow, Jan. 15.—The following Engligh—
men voted with Mr. Parnell last night in
division of the House on Parnell’s amend-
ment :—Jacob Bright, of Manchester; Jesse
Comings, of Ipswich ; Henry Labouchere and
Charles Bradluugh, of Northampton ; Thomas
Burt, of Lodpeth ; Arthur Arnold, of Salford ;

Lonpo¥, Jan. 14.—A despatch from Man-
chester says an attempt was made to-day, it
is supposed by Fenians, to blow up the
armory at the infantry barracks at Salford.
A meat store adjnining was blown to picces,
but the armory, containing many thousands
of arms, was uninjared. The explosion badly
injured a woman and a boy who were wallk-
ing ou the street, and it is feared that the
boy will die. There i8 great excitement ovar
this dastardly attempt.

Lioxpox Jan. 15. —Mithcell Heury, in a let-
ter to the Times, says it is true that his
tenants bhave disappointed him very much,
owing to instructions from Land League
agents, which virtually are that every land-
lord i8 & robber and an intruder. Very few
of his tenants, he says, have paid their rents,
though many would do go, if not intimidated
by the lawless confederation, who have suc-
ceaded in changing the character and be-
haviour of the people.

Mr, Par-
nell's friends intimate that the olLstruction
this season is intended to take the form not
so much of filibustering as prolovgition of
the discuasion. It is known that the Gov-
ernment, perceiving that no progress has
been made in the last few days, is sariouslv
considering the adoption in soms form
of the previous question, or some other
means which will enable the majority
of the House to Dbring this frivolous
and wilfully protracted speech-making to a
close. Parliamentary precedent requires that
tho debate on the address shall be terminated
five days belore proceeding with other busi~
ness; hence neither the Coercion bill nor the
Land Bill has yet beern introduced. Oune
obvious ohject of Mr. Parnell is to point
triumphantly to this delay as a proofof the
necessity of alleged urgency of coercion.
Mr. Shaw’s formal withdrawal from turther
Parliamentary action under Parnell’s bapner
necessitates one or two rearrangements. Mr.
Shaw’s interest in Parliament is greatsr than
with the Irish people, but may yet result in
so reducing Mr. Parnell’s following a1 to in-
crense greatly the difficulty of pursuing a
policy of shecr obstruction. .

Mr. Shaw openly expresses delight at the
conciliatory manner in which Mr. Gladstone
rsceived the deputation,and has strong hopes
that the Liand bill will yet nssume a satisfac-
tory eotution. Mr. Parnell, on the other
hand, stakes everything on defeating the
Land bill, no matter how radical, this sessiop,
believing that he will be able to carry the
Irish people to any length if the session
closes without the passing of any measure of
land reform, and intending them to revert
openly to his original purpose to renew
purely Home Rule agitation. It is the
knowledge of this scheme, possibly, whick
disintegrates part of the English Radicals
who were lately contemplating an offunsive
and defensive alliance with Mr, Parnell.
Tuesday’s conference was attended by several
sincere Liberals, Mr. Stanfield, formerly a
Cabinet Minister, presiding. Extraordinary
efforts have been made by certain well
known members to organize a combipation
against the Government, pledged to employ
open threats. 1t is meant to exert pressury
on Ministers for the purpose of minimizing
coercion and augumentiog the scope of land
reform. This cabal, though believed to be
receiving the secret support of ore member
of the Cabinet, hus collapsed, at least tem-
porarily. The Government {8 well pleased
at the result of the division on the Parnell
amendment. He voted yesterday with his
former colleagues against it, the mipority
supporting Mr. Parnell, including only seven
Eoglish Liberals and not one leading man,
but it would be idie Lo try to permise
the course of events next week ; the Govern-
ment admits that there is small hopes of
bringing the debate on the address to an end,
or of proceeding with the Coercion bills. Tho
Ministerial secrets are still 80 well kept that
nothing [eaks out concerning the character of
the coming measures, except that neither
Irish eloguence wor Radical measurss have
affected the general scheme intended. Fur-
thermore, Minlsters know that yleldiog to
Radical demands involves possible danger of
Whig secession far more formidable in num-
bers and influence than any Radical coterie.

Some manifestations of impatience have
been made out of doors, but, upon the whole,
the proceedings of Purnell and hiaz followers
in the Houee of Commons seem to be watch-
ed with remarkable apathy, except in I.ondon,
where great indignation about them 18 ex-
pressed. An important section of the Radical
party is disposed to support Parnell, believe-
ing that a formidable land agitation in Eng-
Innd, such a8 they evidently desire,
depends upon pre!iminary success in
Ireland. This feeling partly accounts
for the indifference of the public
geunerally to the fillibustering tactics of Par-
nell. The prestige of the Home Rulers has
been greatly increased among the populace
by their showing that they can defy the law
in Ireland, and their now coming to England
and beating Parliament. Such a delay in
cairying the reply to the Speech from the
Throne has never before been known in Brit-
ish Parliamentary history. The Government
desires that the demand for stringent meas-
ures against obstruction shall come first from
the people. There remain three more amend-
ments to the reply to the Address from the
Throne, each of whick is likely to cause a
long debate.

It is asserted that the regiment now quart-
ered in the barracks coutains many Irish, and
that Fenianism has been previously suspected
among them. It is rumored that a fuse has
been found near the shed. The damage is
more gerions than at first reported.

Dusriy, Jan. 16.—Land League prosecu—
tions are cropping up all over Ireland, On
Saturduy no fewer than 96 summonses were
served on six prominent members of the
Maryborough Land League, chargiag them
with boycotting and intimidation. Their
offence consisted of calling on shopkeepers
and endenvoring to compel them to join the
League. The five Leaguers charged at Tralee
on Saturday were returned for trial, Infor-
mations were eworn before the Dugis-
trates and warrsats were iggued for the
arrest of - the seven officers of the Kerry
brench, among whom i a Catholic
priest. The secretary of the Cork League
and another member have been summoned
for individual and distinct acts of intimida—
tion. The Grand Urange Lodge of Ireland
has forwarded a strong memorial to the Queen
on the state of Ireland, signed by Lord En-
nigkillen, Imperial Grand Master. Thoe
memoria! states that in this portion of her
Maujesty's dominions coercion and terrorism
prevail, which have become_unsupport&ble
and which must speedily drive ev?ryloyal
and well disposed sudject of her Majesty out
of the country unless put to an end.
Murders, robberies and the sending of
thréatening letters, ave of daily accurrence,
and take place with impunity.’ Alfter-declar:
ing-that the existing Government has proved
its inability to cope with the exigency: of the

Majesty « will be graciously pleased to order
that such steps may be taken as may be neces-
sary to punish evil-doers and protect the lives
and property of your faithful and loyal sub-
jects, that they may bo able to live in peace
and security under your beneficent sway.! A
letter has been received from the Sscretary of
the Home Department stating that the peti-
tion has been laid before the Queen.

Loxpoy, Jan. 18, 1881.

In the House of Lords, Mul Fortescque

Justin McCnrthy's amendment to the address,

praying the Queen not to use the Army and

Constabulary to carry out evictions pending

the reform of the land laws.

Mr. Gladstone re appeared looking much

improved. He protested against the prolou-

gation of tho debate. If the practice of con-
vluding the debate on the uddress as rapidly
a8 possible was broken down, the convenient
and dignfiied method of meeting botween the

Sovereign and the people would bocome a

public puisance. If Irish membars bad aken

n reasonable latitude of debate, they wonld

have known by this time what the measures

of covrcion were. ‘The lrish mombers had
kopt the Houxe eight days occupied by re-
sultless debates. He declared that Mr, Mc-

Carthy’s amendment was an insult to the

Throne. This was received with cheors on

both sides of the Honre,

THE IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT

MR. PARNELL'S AMENDMENT.

Loxpox, Jan. 13.—The debate on Mr. Par-
nell’'s amendment to the Address hes de-
veloped sn unexpected amount of sympathy
with Ireland on the part of the Liberal mem-
bers. General dleappointment Las been ex-
pressed with the meagre outline of the reme-
dial measures passed, Almost every speaker
has urged Government to adopt a radical
policy in dealing with the Land question.

So far extraordinary unanimity prevails
among the Liberal members in favor
of a Bettlement which wounld meet

the views of the Irish people. The
Radical section condemn the Govern-
ment’s coercion proposals, because coercion
will exasperate the Irieh people without
securing the restoration of order. The Irish
Liberal members declare that the policy an-
nounced by the Government will lead to the
extinction of Irish Liberalism, and the Torjes
are alarmed by the progress of the Land
League in Ulster, and declare themselves in
favor of a fair settlement of the repressive
measures, for the only speakers who have un-
reservedly approved of the Government's
foreshadowed policy, are the Tories. The
Government have evidently been taken hy
surprise by the decideld sympathy with Ire-
land, expressed by the Provincial members
of &all shades of Liberalism, con-
trasting in a marked manner with the
views enunciated by the London press.
Not one Liberal member has unreservedly
accepted the outline of the Goverpment set-
tiement. The tendency of the speeches has
been to demsand strong measures of land re-
form, as the price of support for coercive
messures. The extreme Radicals, led by
Jesse Collins, head of the Liberal caucus, and
by Mr. Cowen, editor of the Newcastle
Chronicle, have siguified their intention of
joiniug the Irish members in resistance to
coercive measures, Reinforced ULy this
powerful English contingent, Mr. Parnell and
his followers will, 1t is said, offer a strennous
resistance to the passage of a Government
Coercion Bill.

In view of the Raclical opposition to coer—
cion and the genersl demand for sweaping
measures of Land Reform, the Grovernment
feels checkmated, and is anxious to gain time
with the supposed object of medifying the
coercive and strengthening the remedial pro-
posals to meet the temper of Parliament. A
decided change bas been visible in the bear—
ing of the Ministry since the opening of the
Session. No effort has been made to con-
clude the debate on the reply to the Address.
Arrangements were made to-day between the
Government and the Parnellite Whips not to
take a decision on Mr, Parpell’s amend.
ment before Friday. As many other
important amendments have to be proposed,
several weeks must elapse before the reply
can be adopted and the real business of the
Session commenced. This is unprecedented
in Parliamentary history. In the meantime
the Government will revise their measure, for
apparently no measure of land reform which
does not secure fixity of tenure, fair rent and
free sales, with liberal provision for the es-

‘tablisbment of a peasant proprietsry, will be

accepted by Parliament. Coercion is the
stumbling block before the Goverment.
Neither tte Radical nor Irish members will
consent to the abrogation of the ordinary law
which they claim 1s sufficiently stringent to
enable the magistracy to suppress disorder.
Should the Government Insist on the suspen-
slon of constitutional guarantees in Ireland,
there  will probably be a Radical defection,
headed by Jesse Oollins and Joseph Cowen,
a8 the North ot England Radicals strongly
sympathize with the 1lrish land movement.
This coalition might fcrce the dissolution of
Parliament, which the Irish party desire,
teellng confident of securing large accessions
to their ranks.

There was an obstructive sceme in the
House to-day, the 1rish members objecting to
the continustion of the debate on the ground
that it was an invasion of private mewbers’
rights. Several Lours were wasted in wrangl-
ing, but the Irish party finally gave way in
order that they might not exusperate the
English Radicals. It 18 rumored that the
Government Land Bill was submitted a few
days ago to the leading English Radicals who
advised the Government to put it in the fire.

Lowpon, Jan. 13.—The result of the divi-
slon, on Mr. Parnell’s amendment to the ad-
dress in reply to the Queen’s Speech, this
evening, was a8 follows :—For the amend-
ment, 57 ; agalost, 435. The Conservatives
voted with the Government, apd eight Bng-
men voted with Mr, Parnell.

DEAF AND DUMB INSTITUTION OF
MONTREAL, -

- A complete change in the form of instrunc—~
tion has taken place in thia institution.
Bince the foundation in 1848 till the year
1870, the deaf mutes were educated by a
French system, namely, by signs and writ-
ing. In 1870 Rev. Father Belanger, after a
vigit in Europe, brought with him the Belgian
method, or signs combined with lip-reading.
This new method so much spoken of hada
good result, but, as the deaf mutes aslong aa
they remained in this institution, experierced
no necessity of communicaticg with each
other verbally—the signs, asit wete, took the
lead, and conrequently thy deaf mutes were
excluded from society, the difficulty which
every devoted professor tries to overcome. A
universal congress of the deaf mute instruct-
ors, convened the 6th Sept., 1889, at Milan,
Italy, Rov. Father Belanger was precent, and
the resolutions adopted by the unanimity of
the Congress were as follows :— |

The Congress—Considering the incontest-
alle superiority of speech over signs in re-
stpring the deaf-mutes to society, and in
giving him a perfect knowledge of lau-
guage.

That the Oral methods ought to be preferred
to that of signs for the education and instruc-
tion of the deat and dumb.

That the Pare Oral methods ought to be
preterred ; and

Recommends,—That Governments should
take the necessary steps that all the deaf and
dumb may be educated.

That the most natural and effectual means
by which the speaking-deaf may acquire the
knowledge of language is the intuitive”
method, via., that which consists in setting
forth, first by speech, and then by writing, the
objects and the facts which are placed before
the eyes of the pupils.

That in the fisst, or maternal period the
deaf-mute ought to be led to the observation

of grammatical torms by means of examples
and of practical exerciges, and that in the
second period he ought to be assisted to de—
duce fiom these examples the grammatical
rules, expressed with the utmost simplicity
and clearness.

That books, written with words and in
forms of Ianguage known to the pupil, can be
put into his hands at any time.

That the teachers of the Oral system should
apply themselves to the publication of special
works on the subject. .

That the deaf and dumb taught by the
pure Oral method do not forget after leaving
school the knowledge which they have
acquired there, but develop it still further by
conversation and reading, which have been
made 80 easy for them.

That in their conversation with speaking
persons they make uge ¢xclusively of speech.

That speech and lip-readirg, o far from
belng lost, are developed by practice.

That the most favorable age for admitting
o child intoa school is from eight to ten
years.

That the school term ought to e seven
years at least; but eight years would be pre-
ferable.

That no teacher can effectually teach a
class of more than ten children on the Pure
Oral method.

That the pupils newly received into the
school should form a class by themselves,
where instruction should be given by speech.

That these pupils shonld be ahsolutely
separated trom others too far advanced to be
instructed by speech, and whose education
will be completed by signs.

That each year a new speaking class be
established, until all the old pupils, taught by
signs, bave completed their education.

On his retnrn, Rev. Father Belanger having
found his Professors, devoted as usual, with
twenty-three new pupils, from nine to eloven
years of age, and a large number of old ones
who had already an idea of articulation, began
by forming fuur classes, the basis Dbeing the
Pure Oral method, all of which advance ad-
mirably well. In the short space of one
month there are forty-five pupils, who can
articulate and read on the lips over five hun-
dred syllables, therefore it is expected that
the resu't of this new system will be marvel-
ous.

Moreover, there are two facts certain, viz.:
1. The deaf-mutes who becuvme deaf gradu-
ally can read the lips. 2. That the majority
of the deaf-mutes of the Mile-End Institution
bhave learned to articulate distinctly, the
truth of which will be certified by paying a
visit to the institution.

Tke result of this new method has been
ascertained at Milan, by the Rev. Father
Belanger, who assisted at t{be examination of
the institution of the zeslous Abbot Yarra.

The pupils conversed not only with their
professors and visitors, but also with each
other, and with the greatest facility. There
is, therefore, place for hope, or rather cer-
tainty, that the deaf-mutes will be restored to
society, and not remain as mere drudges.

But to accomplish this laborious task it is
necessary to have recourse to the generoaity
ot the people to supply means ot educating
this class of persons.

The Institution known as the Catholic
Institution, Mile End, i8 replenished with
pupils, and the Direcror was obliged to refuse
the entry of at least thirty since the firat of
September.

THE WAR IN SOUTH AMERICA.
PROGBESS OF TYE CHILIAN FORCES,

Paraua, Jan. 12.—Latest dates . received
from the seat of war in the South -Pacific are
to the 22nd ult. The first skirmishes have
already taken place, although losses are trif-
ling. “Enmily on the morning of the 19tk Col.
Sevalla learned that the Chilians had occupied
Hervay plantation, and he at onge started to
make a reconnoissance. Finding the Chil-
lians entrenched in an old Indian ruin, he
attacked them with two companies of artil-
lery and one of cavalry, ‘and’ succeeded
in dislodging them. The Chilians at
once sent a force of 5000 men, which
compelled the Peruvians to ratire
with their booty. This skirmish took place
about 100 miles from Lima. It is said that
the 3rd Chilian Division bhad entered at Cu-
raco at a point between Chili and Turin, and
considerably nearer to Lima than any posi-
tion yet occupied by the invading force.
This new contingent numbers about 10,000
men., On landing at Curaco they imwe-
dintely advanced on Tarin and thst point,
which was reported to be held by a Peru-
vian division was taken, it is said, at the
point of the bayonet. A considera~
ble force uunder command of President
Pierola marched to meet the invaders,
and the advance of the invading force was
said to be in eight of a strong body of de-
fenders of Lima. The forces landed at Pisco
and are moving rapidly forward to the sup-
port of the 3rd division, who are in advance,
and &t last accounts several days march di-
vided them. The 3rd division is composed
of new recruits, and their distance from the
main body of their army exposed them to &
disastrous defeat at the hands of the foe
under Peitro. During an engagement on
the 6th the Chiliauns lost one of their torpe-
do launches. Callao was under bombardment
for several days, but no damage was occa-
sioned. The heaviest firing was on the 11th,
commencing at 1 p. m. and continuing till 4
p. m., when the Chilians moved back to the
Island of St. Tarrento, One ot the turret
guns of the Huascar burst, killing all who
werte near it, and an Armstrong gun on bonrd
of the A Uyamos burst, leaving only the
muzzle part on board in the jacket to which
the trunnions are attached. ‘The part blown
out went overboard, carrying a great deal of
the upper decks along and gear, and damag-—
ing the vessel so soverely that she was at once
despatched for repairs.

DEFEAT OF THE PERUVIANS AT LURIA—TWO
CHILIAN BTEAM LAUNCHES LOST.

PanNaMa,Jan. 4.—Three Chilians divisions
are now on Peruvian soil advancing on Lima.
The first and second divisions have ravaged
the couniry around Pisco, and the various
villages through which they passed huve been
forced to contribute to the maintenanco of
the invaders. The third division, 12,000
men, landed at Curaxaco, 25 miles from Lima,
and advanced on Luria, which they took at
the point of the bayonet, dislodging 9,000
Peruvians from a good position after a com-
bat of an hour-and-n-half and considerable
loss on both sides. When the fourth division
arrive there will be forty thousand iuvaders
to attack the city, dofended by from 50.000
to 60,000, Various skirmishea bhave taken
place with varying results. No serious af-
tempt appears to have been made to stop the
invaders. The Dictator appears dispoused to
await their approach behind the fortitications
of the capital rather than oppose their ap-
proach alosg the ruad, which offers rare op-
portunities to harass an fnvading army.

One of the « Huascar's” turret guns, a
250.pounder, also exploded. The loss of the
Armstrong gue is a serious disaster. Several
men were killed, among them Mr. Slater, a
representative of the manufacturers of (he
gun. ‘T'he Chilians lost two steam launches
in receunt attacks on forts at Callao, and suf-
fered considerable losses in killed nnd
wounded.

ONE by one the delusions regarding Ireland
are disappearing from under the eye of in-
vestigation. 'The latest is the early marriage
delusion. The landlords have sét down early
marriages as one of the causes of the misery
of the people, and now Government statistics
tell us that on an average the people of Eng-
land and Beotland enter matrimony at earlier
ages than the Irish. One time whiskey was
the cause of Ireland’s poverty, then the

Catholic religion, then early marriages.

Quidnunc?

Many of our readers are not aware of the
terrible nature of the Coercion bill Mr.
Forster desires to have passed for the pacifica-
tion of Ireland and the disarming of the
Irish people. 1t is the same as was in force
in 1833. It provides for the suspension of
the almost eternally suspended palladium of
the British Constitution—the Hubeas Corpus
Act. No Irishman must be outside his own
—or rather his landlord’s—house after the
curfew bell, which is meant for sun down, the
Lord-Lieutepant is empowered fo arrest any
Irishmanb, that is to say his hirelings through-
out the country are empowered, on suspicion,
and keep him in jail till he rots, or until the
baantiful Habeas Corpus Act is hung up again
to dry. Martial law will obtain and any
five British officers, provided they are over
twenty-one years of age, can try an Irishman
by drum-head court-martial and sentence
him to be transported for life. Spies
and informers, who now lie concealed in their
holes, like the snakes and acdders, will emerge
and stalk boldly over the land, a terror to
honest men. The landlords will rule the
roast, and evictions will be as common as they
were in 1850 and subsequent years; ina word,
Ireland will be once more bound hand and
foot and at the mercy of uvery coward and
slave who comes along and chooses to spit
upon her.

AN era of extraordinary prosperity dawned
upon the United States two years ago, which
itis said by political economists, is likely to
last. Itis reasonable to think that it will
last—as why should it not. America is large
enough for five times its population, every
man has free scope to develop the resources
of the country in his own peculiar way,
there is land enough and to spare
for agricultaral purposes, facilities and
capital for mavpufactures, and there
are two oceans bounding the country on
the east and west on which to float commer-
cial pavies. It would be strange indeed if
tho great Republic did not prosper under the
circumstances. But there is another power-
ful reason why it should continue to prosper.
It has neither an army nor a navy to eat up
the revenues of the country, except a few bat-
talions of infantry on the frontier and some
dozen rotten men-of-war can be considered
such, She has, besides, no sovereign and
his family to draw milliohs of dollars a year
from the treasury. We should be glad of
America's great prosperity, for we gain by it
indirectly. So long as there are peace and
plenty among our neighbors Canadians will
not statve, though it is to be regretted we are
not equally well off. At present our boneand
sinew are crossing the border for better terms,
even if some of them do come back again
with means and a stronger love than ever
for Canadian institutions.

Fraxce is at peace with all the world and
noprecedentedly prosperous. The only enemy
she has to fear is Germany, but so powerful
and dreaded has that power grown that, if she
moves, it is not improbable the same kind
of combination will be formed against her
which used formerly coalesce against France
when she preterded to supremacy in Euro-
pean aflairs. She has, therefore, time tolook
after her colonies, and, if possible, to secure
new ones. Algiers is now a real I'rench
colony, and the Government exerciges a pro-
tectorate over Tunis, which may be changed
to absolute possession any day, as the poor
Turk, to whom it rightfully (or wrongfully)
belongs, has no teeth, and a very weak voice
for protest. Besides she allowed England to
seize Cyprug, and has not France, another
ancient ally, as good a right to Tunis? But
the views of Irance extend further than
Tunis. She has her eyes fixed on the Sahara,
which her scientists firmly believe can- be
converted into one of the most fertile of coun-
tries by submerging, and that said submerg-
ing is possible to o country like France,
which is enormously wealthy. If Francehad
only England to contend with during her
Bourbon and revolutionary wars, she might
now be the most extensive colonizer in the
world, and the French the langnage of com-
merce instead of the English. Sheis, however,
making the most of present opportunities,
and it is, perhaps, well for her she does not
own India, from which its present occupantis
liable to get the grand bounce at any moment
the Mahommedans and Hindoos chose to
unite.

W=z are now haviog a second edition of the
astonishment which succeeded tihe geueral
elections of last April in the United King-
dom. The dear newspapers of London, from
whose columns the Associated Press agents
take their cablegrams for America and the
outside world, found out, when too late, that
the London newspapers did not reflect the
public opinion of Engiand, much less of
the United Kingdom, and they wero as
much surprised, and, perbaps, disgusted at
the collapse of Disraeli, as our esteemed con-
temporary, the Montreal Gazetle. London is
not England, nor are the Jews, who control
most of the London newspapers, represent-
ative Eoglishmen! Labouchere, editor of

an jodividual calling himself the #Low

Truth, s far more likely to have a correct

{dea of English feeling than the Hebrew pro-
pilétor of the Daily' Telegraph, his rival and
enemy, Ben Levi, or some such "name, of
Oriental origin. It is, . therefore, without
much sarpsise .that we learn from to.day’s
cablegrams .that: the bloodthirsty. vaporings
of the London dailies are ali moonshine and
are but the volce of cértain warlike Hebrew-
Cockney éditors—this, and nothing more. It
is those same editors who screamed Gladstone
into ‘sending' an army over to Ireland and
into doing all the idiotic thingsthat he has
done lately. It is those editors who create
gcares and -pamics in England. They
go to sleep and dream that a tall Tipper-
ary man is after them with a pike and
they awake and, while still in deshabille,
they write coercion editoriale as panicky as
the beating of their cowardly hearts.- And
pnow Mr. Gladstone sees the terrible blunder
he has made, and he has become sick with
disgust at his own folly in listening to the
advice of his enemies. He finds himself de-
gerted by bis friends; he finds that he has
lost the power of guaging public opinion, and,
he finds that even the Tories are prepared to
go further in doing justice to Ireland than he,
after all his orations which promised so
much. It is a singular spectacle truly, and
the world awaits its changes and phages with

interest.

THRER years ago Sir Bartle Frere quietly
apnexed the Transvaal and deprived the Boers
of their independence. The Boers, who area
patient and persevering race, waited until the
British army was withdrawn and then rose in
arms to recover the liberty to govern them-
selves in the way that suits them best, and
they are now in military possession of the
Trapsvaal. When Sir Bartle Frere put in
practice his high-handed measure the Jingos
were in power in England, and, as they are
not the kind of gentry to look at any act from
a moral standpoint, they cheerfnlly endorsed
the outrageous policy of their Commissioner in
South Africa. Since then a party which does
pretend to political morality has got hold of
the reins of government. The public opinion
of the world—which now travels fast—bas
condemned the iniquity of annexing a free
people without their consent, and the Whig
Cabinet knows not what to do. It has not
courage enough to give the Boers back what
they have been so unjustly deprived of, but it
enters into a compromise with its conscience
and says, “when our armies subdue the Boers

in order to re-establish our prestige,
we shall bestow wupon them some
kind of shadowy independence.” That

is to say, when thousands of precious
lives have been lost and British injustice
vindicated, we shall acknowledge the Boers
were perfectly right. A parallel case is that
of Ireland. Ireland has been suftering from
oppression through centories. Resident land-
lord tyranay and absentes draining have
brought that country to a desperate condi-
tion, and this the Government acknowledges.
To such a condition have the Irish people
been brought that they found it necessary to
unite against these 10,000 tyrauts (Athens
was only afflicted with thirty) and establish
the Land League., And now the same Gov-
ernment which pretends to political morality
says to the public opinion of the world : « It
is true, those people are rignt, and landlord-
jsm is wrong, and to show you how just we
aro we are going to coerce thew and thep
fling them an instalment of justice.” This,
it must be confessed, is a serio-comic sort of
Government

Tue stand taken by the Irish National
Party in the British House of Commons will
cause a flush of pride to mantle theo cheeks of
Irishmen and their descendants the world all
over. It is a bold and a manly stand,
eminently befitting the representatives of a
bold and manly but untortunate race. The
whine of the Irish members who formerly
misrepresented lreland is missing in the
present debate. The members of twenty
years sgo, - while they denounced
England’s treatment of Ireland in
a manner theatrical, were all the time secretly
beseeching British Ministers for places, and
well the Ministers knew the gentry with
whom they had to deal, and that the crack
of the division whip would bring them
into the lobby as submissive as spaniels ready
to vote coercion for Ireland or any other mea-
sure they wanted passed through the House.
But all this is changed. The Irish people
have now a body representing them who ask
for nothing for themselves, but who demand
justice for their country and will be satisfied
with nothing less. Timid spirits there
are who say, “Oh, half a loaf is better
than no bread ; accept an instalment of
justice and do not anger the great British
nation ; do not vex the House of Lords.”” And
then the advisers of the Irish people, the
men who condemned Parnell and ihis gallant
confreres from the beginning and called them
rebels and traitors, they also are whining in
their own way and begging the Irish mem-
bers not to go too far, for that if
they persist they will get mnothing. But
it seems to us as if Parnell would be
justified in turning scornfully round
and saying to them: ¢ Peace, babblers;
I take counsel of my conscience ; I represent
twonty millions of the Irish people whose
hearts are set on the regeneration of Ireland,
and I would be unworthy of the high position
they have given me if I whined in the Houss
of Commons. The Irish people shall whine
no more; it is I, Charles Stewart Parnell,
who says 80.” And, of a certainty, the stand
taken by Parnell and his friends is bearing
good results. Gladstone, according to the
latest cable news, has thrown in the other F,
and promised something like a peasant pro-
prietary, and he has so modified his intended
Coerclon Bill that inslead of a full swinging
measure there i8 to be 8 Judges’ Commission
to pacify Ireland. It is not much, surely, but

it is a concession to the intrepid Parnell,

to party. Consistency i not always s good
quality ; itis very often not a jewel but a piece
of paste, especially when it usurps ’@hé place
of ixitéiligepce, and when persistency’ would
be the moreappropriate name for it. We can
understand how, in. times requiring. great
political* changes, one body of men
calling themselves ~Couservatives should
oppose them  to save their privileges,
or what they incorrectly copsider their rights,
and how another body, calling themselves
Liberals, should desire them for the general
good, or let us even suppose, for their own
selfish purposes, We can also understand
that each party would naturally support its
leaders in any policy they would choose to

adopt, even if it were one aside
from the main point, for the reason
that, if they were defeated in a

side issue, they would also lose the power of
governing on the main question. We can
understand for instance that the Liberal
party in Eogland at present would swal ow &
crotchet of Gladstone’s, even if they thought it
was a little mischievous, sooner than defeat
bim by their votes, and thus give the Tories
a chance of delaying the grand ohject they
bave in view of pacifying and 1econciling
the Irish people by a revolutionary land
policy. But there is no necessity for the
keeping back of conscientious scruples here
in Canada.

Isit nota political phenomenon that one body
of men because they are named Conservatt ve,

ghould think everything black, and
that  the other because it s
called Liberal, should think it white,

or at least pretend so. How, for instance,
does it happen that all the Conservatives
should think alike on the railroad question,
and all the Liberals alike? It is not a ques-
tion of -universal sufirage at which the Con-
servatives might grow frightened; it is not a
question of the abrogation of the vote by
ballot which might alarm the Liberals,—it is
a question of a railroad. And yet
the Conservatives would almost as
gsoom change tbeir religion as their
opinions. The fact of the matter is our
politics are rotten, there is no genuine faith
among partizans because it i8 not required,
there being no reason for it. The members
toe the line, not because their intelligence
guides them, but because they hear the crack
of the whip. When sach a state of things
exists a change must come or party govern-
ment will become a farce too brond to be
tolerated. We should take u lesson in inde.
pendence from the Liberal majority in Eng-
land at this moment. Some of their
leaders, the majority of them we be-
lieve, and certainly Gladstone, Hartington,
Granville and Argyle, are for coercing Ireland,
and then passing a contemptible land bill,
but the rank and file refuse to follow them
for they are men of intelligence who will not
beled by a bell wether, Under present con-
ditions it would be impossible to witness
such a spirited stand in Canada. The Con-
gervatives are bound to jump after Sir John
and the Liberals after Mr. Blake, no matter
if by so jumping the country jumped with
them into perdition. Letf us hope that the
rising geveration of Canadians will burst
these pitiful party shackles, and as Curran
says, “stand redeemed, regenerated and dis-
enthralled,” from the slavery and degradation

of party.

THE TWO SYNDICATES.

Syndicate number two has formally
tendered for the construction of the Pacific
railroad and, as an earnest of its good faith,
has placed the sum of $1,500,000 in the hands
of the Government. Syndicate number two
has algo offered more favorable terms to the
Governmont than Syndicate nymber one.
What effect this offer will have upon the
Government it is premature to discuss. 1n-
deed it is probable the Government them-
gelves have not made up their minds on the
matter. If the creation of the second Syndi-
cate is a party move 1t is entirely successful
s, if it succeeds, which is not likely, the
Government will have to resign ; whereas if
it doos not succeed, then the Government will
find itrelf in the awkward predicament in-
tended for them by the Liberals, But it
shounld not matter to the pevple of Canada
what intrigoe underlies the question; what
they want isa modification of the terms, and
if the offer of Syndicate number two brings
abous that consummation the motives of the
originators should not be ecanned too closely
in a country where you can scarcely turn on
your heél without inviting hostile political
criticlsm. Looking at the matter from an
independent standpoint we reason thus:—
The Government conclude a bargain with a
Syndicate to complete a work already com-
menced, giving the said Syndicate an im-
meuse bonus in money and lands, and almost
unlimited power for the future. If we
take it for '‘granted that the road has to
be built nccording' to treaty it relieves us
of & good deal of responsibility, and permits

If, however, the Government
do not pay any attention to the second
offer but pursue the even tenor of their
way as if it had never been made, then
the Liberal party gains this advantage.
It will enable them to pose as patriots
between now and the general elections and
fill the land with denunciations ot a Govern-
ment which gave away a tract of Cannda
as large as Ireland, without consulting
the people to whom it belonged. 1t is well
known that the Opposition leaders have ex-
pressed themselves to the effect that, as the
bargain has not been submitted to the sense
of the people, they will repudiate it when they
get into power. But is it likely they can
got into power before mischief be done when
it is considered tuat it is the Syrdicate who
will virtually rule Canada? Once let the
Syndicate understand thal, if the Liberals
obtain power the agreement will be an-
nulled, and they will take particular
care there will be no change of Government
until they have either completed the road
or placed the bulk of the millions to be gaiun-
ed from its partial construction in their
pockets. We all know what a Conservative
insiitution the Grand Trunk was, but what
were the political power and influence wielded
by the Grand Trunk to those of the Syndi-
cate of the great railroad? Sir Hugh Allan
spent hundreds of thousands of dollars to
keep the Conservatives in power, 8o that ho
might obtain the charter, some say he spent
a million, and hence we can easily imagine
that the Syndicate will spend moneystill freely
and exert all their great influence to preserve
the charter they have gained. They will
make the Pacific Railroad a tremendous

political machine, and they will
govern the Dominion of Canada through
their deputies, the Pariiamentary

majority; no more the representatives of the
people. History repeats itself ; men are no
better now than in the days of Walpole in so
far as political morality is concerned. When
the Syndicate owns the best part of the lands
of Canada and controls the Government what
is there left worth preserving in the country,
and what is left to induce emigration? The
Government should weigh these matters
carefully before taking the irrevocable step.

BRITISH AND CANADIAN ORATORY.

The Montreal correspondeut of the Mail
says that a gentleman whom he has spoken
to, and who has travelled a good deal, gives
it as his opinion that Mr. Blake is a greater
orator than Mr. Gladstone, and Sir Charles
Tupper than Mr. Bright, or to put it in his
own words, ¢ Mr. Blake is a more fascinating
speaker than Mr, Gladstone, and Sir Charles
Tupper a finer orator than Mr. Bright.”
We suppress the thrill of exultation
this announcement causes to rise in our
patriotic Canadian hearts while we ask the
question is the gentleman referred to a
judge of oratory, or was it while still under
the spells of the last speakers he bad heard
that he ventured bis opinion. The corres-
pondent of the Muil should recollect that a
man keenly alive to receive fresh impressions
thinks the last pretty face he has seen the
most beantiful, and falls in love with it for
awhile, and that he is liable to surrender his
judgment in favor of the last eloquent
gpeech in like manner. There is o
question about it that Colonists are prone
to exaggerate the talents and greatness
of prominent men in the centre of the impe-
rial world, and to decry their own public
men ; but, granting all this, we doubt if Blake
and Tupper are a8 accompiished orators as
Bright and Gladstone. 1t must be borne in
mind that a British orator is all the timesur-
rounded by restraining forces. It has be.
come the fashign in England to look down
upon the mere orator and extol the debater,
and it is said, with some degree of truth, that
the worst thing an ambitious young politician
can do on entering the Imperial Parliament is
tomake an oraticn, in the common sense of the
word, which means to get into a passion, and
show the divine afiatus working in him.
The rule is to speak in measured words, to
quote once or twice from Horace or Virgil, to
throw in a syllogism here and there, and to
make a sparing use of gesticulation. Things
must be done circumspectly in the British
House of Commons. 1t is true that John
Bright, in his moments of inspiration, tramp-
les those cold blooded rules under foot and
soars aloft into the highest realms of genuine
oratory, but then his reputation was made
at a time when the aristocracy ruled England
more thoroughly than they do now, and when
therefore they had in their own ranke the
most brilliapt speakers of the time. It was
only when the democrats burst through and
forced their way into Parliament, and showed
themselves superior as orators, that patrician
social circles began to regulate what shonld
constituts *a good Parliamentary speaker,
and to pronounce it, not gkill in oratory
put in debate. ‘This screened their
own inferiority for awhile, nor has the rule
yet lost its force, except among the Home
Rulers, who look upon such false and artifi-
cial restraints with the same scorn as they do
other British institutions. Buthere in Canada
our Parllamentary speakers have tull swing,
and an orator is considered superior to a mere
debater. The eye with fine frenzy rolling,
the passionate utterance, the hand pointed to
Heaven, have influence among us.

He raid they had referred to the easv
access they had to bim, but he must remind
them that if he extended a cordial welcome to
the priests who approached this house he was
only preserving the traditional hospitality
which had ever distinguished the dwelling
place of the Archbishops of Halifax, The
two Archbishops who had preceded him had
ever been famed for the kind and genial way
they had always recelved those who visited
them, and living as he bad done for
forty years in this house under the ad-
ministration of both he had done all he
could to foster that spirit of hospitality. He
would continue ever to do.the same aund he
trusted and hoped that whogoaver his sueces-
sor might be he would follow in the same
footsteps, There were times when his occu-
pations prevented him from showing them all
the attention he would like to bestow; but he
was always satisfied that they would never
be neglected. 'He was well aware that

‘Father Power's room was ever open to them,

and they always have there the same hearty
greeting with whioh he himself tried to re-
ceive them, for he must bear testimony that
Father Power had imbibed that same spirit

i

of hospitality which had ever been character-
istic of this house. = Inthe address they had
spokenof him in flattering and undeserved .
‘terms; but no one was more sensible of his

| faults and short-comings than he himself, but
‘he could safely say that the interests of reli-
‘gion, the interests ‘of the people, and the in-
terests of tbe priests themselves always

guided him in everything which he had done
in the administration of his diocese. One
source of great anxjety to him wasalwaysthe
changliog of priests fro n one part of the dio-
cese to another, and never did he make a
change until he fclt absolutely certain that
that change was the 'right thing to
bring abtout. Over and over again
he was  accustomed to turn such
matters in bis niind and sometimes it was
after months of consideration, during which
sleepless nights were passed by him, that he
formed his decisions. He always considered
in these matters the difficulties and trials of
their positions. The absence of congenial
gociety, that is ever a cause of keen suffer-
ing to an educated gentleman, the haydships
ot travelling through such a bleak country,
expos d as they are at times whole nights to
the inclemency of severe winters, the struggle
for life itself which many have to make by
reason ofthe poverty of their missions—all
these difficulties made him appreciate in the
highest degree the selt-sacrificing spirit which
animated his priests. Some of them bad
labored for long years in the vineyard of
Christ; others had only just commenced their
missionary cuareer, but the same spirit and
zeal, he was delighted to say,inspired them all.
He had been enabled, thank God, to station
privats in places where spiritual consolation
had hitherto been afforded the people only
from time to time; and one of his ideas in
going to Europe was to obtain more priests
to supply the wants of his diocese. When
in audience with the Holy Father he would
pot fail to bring all this before his notice,
and he would solicit a special benediction on
their bebalt.

Again, in conclusion, he thanked them foY
all their kindness and devotion, to him, and,
if God spared him to return, they might rest
aspured that it would be his effort still more
to extend the hand of hospitality and kind-
ness to them and to make himself worthy of
the high appreciation they entertained for
him.

At the conclusion of the reply, Sir Edward
Kenny stepped forward and requested a part-
ing blessing ; simultaneously all those present
knelt, and His Grace, in the most feeliog
manner, prooounced the episcopal benedict—
ion.—alifax Chronicle.

CATHOLIC NEWS.

The new Roman Catholic Church in Galt
has just been opened.

Some sacrilegious wretch recently entered
the little Oatholic Church on the Esquimalt
Road, not far trom Victoria, B.C., and stole
the entire altar service. The discovery was
not made till Sunday, when the priest re-
paired to the church to say mass.

The College of Cardinals in Kome have
undertaken to erect a statue to the me-
mory of the late Pope Pio Nono, the model
of which has just been finished by the sculpt-
or Jacomettl. Pio Nono is represented in his
stole, kneeling at a low prie Dien. Thestatue
is to be executed in white marble and will be
placed in one of the churches of Rome, prob-
ably in the basilica of Santa Maria Maggiore.

Says the New York Methodist :—The history
of Roman Catholic missions during the last
four bundred years, for earnest zeal and self-
sacrificivg devotion, coupled with a far-reach-
ing estimate of agencies to be used, and results
to be accomplished, has very few parallels in
all the records of human heroism. The
motives that impelled to such efforts and
personal sacrifices were probably very much
mixed with other elements than simple zeal
for Christ's cause and tender concerns for per-
ishing souls; but whatever they were, they
were effsctive in devloping a species of
heroism to which Protestant missionary
movements have produced but few varallels.

RosseEry AT La BonNNg ST, ANNE.—Dur-
ing the Christmas midnight mass at La Bonne
St. Anue, it appears that two men, wearing
masks, entered a house there, whose proprie-
tor was absent at church, his wife being the
only person at home. Approaching the
terrified Madame Giguere—for that was her
name—they warned her that if she budged
or cried out, she would be a dead woman.
Then while one of them kept guard over her,
the other ransacked the premisas from garret
to cellar. Finally, the two robbers withdrew
carrying away with them two overcoats, a fur
cap, and $47 in money. They, however, did
not take two watches that were banging up
in their full sight on the wall, because,
presumably, one of these watches was worth-
less and the other had the name of the owner
epgraved inside. It is thought from this in-
cident that the robbers were strangers neither
to the parish nor to the victimized family,
and that they knew of the absence of all the
male members of the household and de-
signedly took advantage of it to cffect
their nefarious purpose. It was reported in
town last night that some of the stolen
articles had been sent back to the house, but
be this as it may, Judge Chauveau, accom-
panied by Mr. Maurray, Clerk of the Peace,
and Mr. Gale, High Constable, left at ten
o’clock this morning for St. Aone, te
thoroughly investigate the whole aflair.—
Queliec Telegraph. '

ADVENTURES OF 8IR MYLES O'REGAN.

THE IRISH CRISS,

To the Editor of Tue PosT and TRUE WITNESS.

. The man who works the land should own
it. When labor fails to provide food and
raiment for the toiler and his family there is
injustice somewhere. Vestedrights, ina con-
quered country, are gen rally legal fictions,
ealled into existence by radical defects in
ownership. This is true in genmeral, and
especially true in the case of Ireland.

It is not neceasary, at this late date,to enter
into any lengthy dissertation concerning the
manner in which the majority of Irish Land-
lords acquired possession of Irish soil.
LRobbery and apostacy from God and country,
are the sole titles which three~fourths of
Irish landlords can show for holding the land
which, by every just claim, belongs to the
people of Ireland. What has been obtained
by force and frand in the beginning can never
claim prescription, because bad faith, as all
moralists hold, radically vitiates such a
claim.

We hear a great deal about « Feudalism,”
in connection with this Irish agitation. As an
intelligent comparison can only be made be-
tween two clearly understood terms, perhaps
jt will not be out of place to say a few words
toaching the question of Feudalism.

The adscripti glebe of the Romans consisted
of two clasees, the Colonist and the Slave.
The Colonists stood bet ween the two extremes
of the freeman and the slave. At first, the
Calonists, who were held, like the Southern
Negro, as  chattles,” possessed no guarantee
or protection beyond that which custom or
contract gave them. Later, their status was
regulated by statute. Proprietors could not
dispose of the Colonist without the land, nor
the land without the Colonists. The condition
of the Colonist differed from that of the slave
in that the former was free with respect to
everyone except his landlord aud that he
counld contract a veritable marriage, a privilege
refused to the slave. Dot the Colonist was,
‘in reality, though specious legal terms, said
otherwige, the slave of his landlord, who ex-
hausted the unfortunate laborers' heart’s
blood with crushing rents. If the poor man
was utterly unable to meet his obligations,
his landlord scourged him unmercifully. The
Irish landlords have improved upon the
ancient Imperial custom; they do mnot
scourge their tenants ; they merely cast them
out npon the bleak, wintery highway to die in
a ditch like dogs.  Baut, happily, Irish land-
lords are Christians, not Pagans, and this is
the Nineteenth not the Second century. Let
us be proud of our civilization.

After the fall of the Roman Empire, and
when the beneficent action ot the Catholic
Church began to influence the march of
events, we find the condition of the land
toilers a good denl ameliorated. The bonda
which held them as part of the estate were
broken by enfranchisement, or by a prescrip-
tion of thirty years, which was called pre-
seriptio trentenaria. 'The Colouist could also
bring an action into court (no packed jurys),
and possess personal property. Had the
Cburch been left untrammelled foeudalism
would never have cursed Europe.

But, the barbarous tribes, to whom the
mighty Empire fell as a spoil, furnished in
their tribal organization a powerful obstacle
to the complete liberation of the farm
laborers. The conquered provinces were

* partitioned out among the great chieftains

of the invasion ; the conquered peonle went
with the land, and their condition became as
bad as it was under their Roman masters.
To their own customs the barbarians, after a
time, added the worst features of the old Ro-
man land legislation, till at Ilast the idea
grew and, to a large extent, prevalled, that
the occupant and workers of the soll were
sthings ” to be treated well or ill as the
whim or caprice of the landlord dictated. In
spite of Popes and Bishnps the brutal argu—
ment of the strong hard prevailed agninst
justice and humanity. A thousand paths to
improvement and emoloment were open to
all but the poor Iand slave. Ifhe be atroc.
iounsly injured by his master, there is nolegal
redress. If his family honor be outraged, no
civil hand is raised to avenge him.

Surely that was the golden age of landlord-
ism, and my Lords Leltrim, Mountmorres &
Co. were born centuries too late. One spot
alone remained for the down-trodded suffer-
ers—the sanctuary of the Catholic .Church.
For, the great mother of true freedom under-

.- stood well the immortal and indignant cry of
St. Paul, in the face of Romar oppression :—

Centuries before olvil governments ac-
knowledged the equal rights of all befere the
law, the Ostholic Church had taught the poor
and persecuted farm laborer his just and in-

-| alienable claim to those rights.

Well, as time advanoed the descendants of
former barbarous chiefs became the great
names of European medieval history. They
had thrown off the barbarism of their ances-
tors, but not their rapacity, cruelty and in-

justice. Strangel All classes, except the
‘| monarchical and aristocratic, were trans—

formed by the Catholic Church. A good
king, a just nobleman, 18 as rare to-day as in
these far-off times when the inspired messen-
gers of Heaven bewailed the royal and aristo-
cratic rascalities of Juda aud Israel. Yom
can find a crowned Achab or Athalia without
crossing the boundary of the nineteenth cen-
tury, and aspirants to once, Christian thrones
may, in our day, reproduce the orgles of
Tiberinus or Caligula, witbout dimming the
lustre of his pretensions or the loyaity of his
worshippera.

Those high-toned, be-plumed gentry whe

prance cap-a-pie, armed and accoutred, through’

the pagee of history, in list,tournament and
battle, are, dazzling objects to look upon in
public, but rather poor ruffiane in private.
If they monofolize the ballads of their time,
they also monopolize the fruits of the sweat
and blood of the poor. Tkey insisted, with
supberb indifference to the volce of the
Church, that the poor laborer's only reason
for existence at all, was to serve with
an absolute devotion the pleasures
and caprices of thelr worships. They
laughed to scorn the foolish, plebeian pre-
tension that obligations suppose reciprocal
obligations. They answered every.argument
for justice as their petty, bastard imitators in
Ireland answer at thiv hour. ¢« Didn't our
fathers do a8 we are doing, aud can you blame
us for continning their extortions, robberies,
murders, starvations and outrages on female
virtne? We have a prescriptive right to the
game pleasant relaxations! They are like
their prototypes, the robber heirs of robber
invaders.

The famous Pierre Desfontaines, full of
of the gpirit ot the Catholic jurisprudence, ad-
dresses the landlords of the 14th century
thus:—« Enow well, laudlords, that accord-
ing to God, you have not plenpary power over
your tenants. If ye take from them more
than a fair rent, you take it from Qod, as
robbers, and on peril of your souls!” Hewas
but repeating the language of the Church,
which anyonemay see for himself who takes
the trouble to consult the numerous and
provincial councils and diocesan synods of
the Middle Ages.

But two great movements of the Middle
Ages did more than anything else to shatter

J| energy of the Churoh,

to pieces that cruel oppression known in
ancient times as feudalism, and in onr day as
landlordism. The Catholic Church, seeing
that « moral suasion” effected mnothing, had
recourse to what ? Keep your tempers, good
landlords, and ye who defend them, Kawtholic
soob and Proteatant ascendancy monger!
Why, the Church of God organized a—LaND

Leacue! And, moreover, there was ¥ Boy-
cotting”! Districts were established, em-
bracing & certain pumber of families,

forming a kind of Syndicate. Suitable
persons were chosen for the various daties of
the farm. All those families were direcred
by one man, who was called the Master of the
community. He could restrict improvidence
and compel obedience in those thinge which
concerned the general welfare. This was the
origin of the municipality, and this was ac-
complisned, we are told, according to the con-
stitution of religion, another name for the
agency of the Charch.

Any man of common sense can see what

an immense protection these Municipalities

were against :he oppression of the Iandlord.
Hence, the waning power of the landed class
dates from those uniong. A solidarity of in-
terests and individuals taught the community
its strength, and when several districts allied
themselves in selt-defence, the rapacious
landlords feared to drive things to extremi-
ties. It was to all intents and purposes an
ancient form of our wodern L.and League,

And, now, &8 to & Boycotting,” I shall let
M. Guy Coquille explsin. “And because
disunion and separation would infallibly oc-
casion the disruption of those Syndicates and,
consequently, an utter failure, it was resolved
that those who refused to enter, or, who hav-
1ng entered, manifested a spirit of dissent,
should be cast aside and rejected from every
community.” So, there is nothing new under
the sun. .

The second great movement in favor of the
gerfs was the Crusades. If those great up-
risings of Christendom did nothing more
than relieve, in a permanent way, the hard
destiny of the children of the soil, they
should recelve applause instead of
petty little Protestant dish-water. For,
the Church declared that every s&erf who
took the Cross in the mighty countests that
saved Eunropean civilization ahould be free,
and that no master could hinder the Serf
from doing so. Again, from the 7th century,
the Church struck a powerful blow at land
slavery, by allowing Serfs to become owners
of land in feesimple. The moment & Colonist
or Serf bacame auch, his serfiom ceased to be
personal. By rencuncing his proprietorship
he freed himself from all servitude.

By degrees, the causes for enfranchisement
were mnltiplied, thanks to the ever-watchful
15t—The Serf might
be freed by free or constrained enfranchise.
ment. 2nd—By the ruin of the estate which
made him serf. 6rd—DBy a judicial sentence.
4th—By remaining a yearand a day in cer-
tain privileged cities. 5th—By marriage.
6th—By the thirty years] prescription.
7th-~By the banlshment of the landlord.
8th— By cruelties, exercised by the landlord.
9th~By any place or functicn requiring per-
gonal liberty. There areseveral other causes,
but_what I have given here is sufilcient to
exhibit the immense advance made toward
universal emancipation.

In the foregolng we have a slight sketch
of feudalism in principle and practice. All
its most oppressive features are found in the
conditjon of the Irish farm-holders to-day.
The difference is unly in name; the Irish
tenant is nominally free, But is he iree?
Yes, to starve and die on the roadside, or eat
out his honest heart in one of England's
philanthropic bestiles, the workhonse, 2 penn-
rious official grudging him his state regulation
dole (stamped with the broad arrow) and his
bapless death-bed vexed by State proselytizers
and apostles of soup,

Ordinary srguments are not exactly applic-
nble iu discussing the relation of Iandiord
and tensnt in Ireland. Itis afact, which
the common Englishman, and a tew here in
America, look upon as mere fiction, that the
starving and. wretched tenants of Ireland are

“In Christ there is neither Jew nor Greek,
neither man nor woman, neitber slave nor

the real owners of her roil. .1 am spesking
literally, and not referring to « firgt priuciples”

the generations”that have elapsed since the
‘hour. of unjust confiscation, a continual pro-
‘test and reclamation has beer kept up which
prevents to-day’s occupant from allegiog,
with the slightest show of reason, any pre-
scriptive "argument whatever. The ‘gredt-
great . grandchild holds unjustly what the
great—great- grandfather began to hold un-
justly. All the special pleading in the world
cannot change the great truth, that he who
commences posgsessior of anything In bad
faith cannot transmit a legitimate title to an
beir. But, say some, the Government can
make s title legitimate. Yes, if there bo &
doubt, Government camn decide, not on
grounds of justice, but simply for public
reasons. And this supposes jurisdiction.
Bat who gave Ireland a right to transfer the
goil of Ireland from Irish freemen to
English robbers and Hessian slaves?
Is Dbrute force them an argument
of justice? England has no more right
to claim obedience in Ireland this homr
than she has to dictate the financial policy of
the Secretary of the United States’ Treasury.
When Irishmen submit to England's State
machinery in Ireland, they do g0 on grounds
of expediency, not because the alien Saxon
has the slightest right to an Irishman's
obedience. And, let me say to our English,
8cotch, and American friends, when-
ever you meet an Irishman and a
Catholic who professes a sincere loyalty for
England, don't trust the fellow with a dollar
or a pound of tea, or you will rue it. When-
ever ynn meet with ome of those Irish
moralists who are nervously fervent in show-
ing their hoiror and condemnation of armed
patriotism and the argument of the battle-
field,—who are full of quotations frem Bible
Fathers, Councils and Casuists in support of
passive obedience and non-resistance, (both
Protestant hobbies of the Land stripe)—who
are emalous 1n praising O'Connell's famous,
yet falge axiom—for Liberty—true, glorious
Liberty—is worth, not one, but millions

of drops of blood; I appesl to yo,
mighty lawgiver of Isrmel!—to yox,
illustrious Judaz Maccabeus! —to yoy,
immortal ZLeonidas! to you, gallant

Owen Roe! to you, Sarsfield! to you, noble
Washington ! is not Liberty worth more than
a drop of bloed? Whenever, I say, you mest
with such & creatare, he {8 a craven coward,
with the blood of the informer and priest-
hunter coursing through his veins. Ireland
has a thousand justifications for fighting if
she possessed means adequate to a reasonable
probability of success. The doctrine is that
ot St. Thomas, not mine.

Buat to return to my argument. If England
never possessed a right to transfer Irise soil
to the base ancestorsof a baser posterity, how
can these latter allege government warrant
for their infamous wuuurpation of the just
rights of the Irish people? Those land
swindlers never had the slightest sympathy
with anything Irish. They have remained
to the present day true exponentsofthe anti-
Irish spirit which dictated the accursed cruel-
ty and hidious oppression of thefr progeni-
tors. They have ever been aliens and strangers
in Ireland; consumers but not producers;
bitter haters of the land, the sweat and labor
of whose poor, aftlicted, but faithful children,
kept them in luxuries that recall the worst
excesses of Oriental despotism and Western
Cicsarfsm, The money that deprived honest
Irishmen's wives of decent coveringand their
children ofbread, went to keep prostitates
and enrich gambling hells in every capital of
Europe; and yet, we find unreflecting indivi-
duals, nay, even some Irigh Catholics, daring
the worst contempt of reason and posterity,
and defending those worthless harpies, as if
Justice herself conld sayone word in their
tavor. They can find a defence of the oppres-
gors, at the very moment when the masses of
the people of England and Scotland, not to
mention America, are becoming thoroughly
convinced of the reasonableness of Irish land
agitation, and amzaed at the sublima patience
of the Irish people, & ¢patience” writes
Colonel Gordom, of Egyptian fame, *tunsur-
passed in the annals of human endurdnce."

Anyone who speaks against the Irish Land
League and its avowed, just purpose, com-
mits high treason against humanity. Such
a one is more guilty than he who points a
pistol at a king's person ; for what is a king?
What all the temporal kings and queens of
the earth compared with the welfare of the
people? The day will come when the mean.
ing of the word *monarchy” will be as diffi-
cult to translate as any cuneiform character
or Egyptian hieraglyphic that ever baffled the
acuteness of a Champollionor a Jones. But
the people are the life of the ages and time
ends with them, The people are the guard-
ians; kinge, the jailors of l1iberty. The peaple
have fought for liberty; kings, never! The
only people history presents as borm thralls
of monarchy, are the black bandits of Ulster,
the flamooyant Orangemen. Yet, even they

are beginning to manifest Bome public no-
tions of justice and humanity, to show that
their souls are not wholly eclipsad. They
are beginning to see that life has moresolemn
duties than getting drunk toasting the
siglorious, pious and immortal” memory of
the crowned atheist of Nassau, who, I doubt
nof, is perfectly satisfied with the toasting he
is getting in the shadowy Netherlands with-
out any mundane addition thereto.

They are those who imagine themselves
profoundly shrewd, when echolng—with that
unconsclous superficiality common to the
average Englishmen—the insolent demand
of the Times newspaper. *What remedy do
you propose? Youtalk a great deal, but
where are your plans?’ Most practical
people! How quickly you settle most diffi-
cult problems of statecraft! To concoct &
satisfactory Reform Bill is a thousand times
less difficult than to remedy & national ulcer
of sevwen centuries. Andyet for fifty years,
O Sapient Dogberrys ! you have been making,
unmaking, changing, enlarging and modify-
ing a plan of reform, which fits the English
people as aptly as a square fits a circle. As
to the Irish land question, you have produced
the disease, why not furnish the patient with
a remedy? The Irish leaders are bound by
humanity and patriotism to seek a cure, you
you ate obliged by justice, before God and the
world's opinion, to furnish one. The over-
weening concelt and profound selfishness
which make you ask such an insolent ques.
tion lie at the bottom of Ireland’s sufferings
and wropgs. You bave had your day; Ire-
land will have her's. The crimes of nations
are punished on this earth. As surely as
Greece i8 but a name and imperial Rome a
memory, 8o surely shall God’s retribution
fall upon the empire of Britain, confounding
her policy, frustrating her plans and beating
ber to the ground as His wrath dashed to de-
struction the  proud battlements of guilty
Jerusalem. ' Road history’s page, consult the
chronicles of the past, follow the footsteps of
empires, and close your eyes, if you can,to

Another thing we hear from the wiseacres
one often meets with :* “Others” they say,
with a pitying smile of intellectual superiority,
swill be landlorda in Ireland after you have
annihilated the present proprietors. This cry
againgt landlords is an Ixish bull” The illu-
minated gentry who speak thus, can never se¢
beyond the nose on their face. «Irish land-
lordism ” means something mdre than the or~
dinary'relation between landlord and tenant.
It is a concrete term. It means oppression,
rack-rent, injustice, eviction, famineand death.
There is nothing in the wide world, there has
never been anytbing since Herodatus wrote,
like Irish landlordism. The helots of Greece,
the slaves of Rome, the pariahs of India had
some recognized rights ; the Irish terant has
none. Pagan rulers had more humsanity, a
keener rense of justice, than most Chrietian
England. And, bythe way, [ see Mr. Red-
path, who deserves every honor, asserts that
he does not mean the “people” of England,
but British bureaucracy and the state of
feudalisin when he says “England.” As faras
my observation has gone, I have generally
found English cabinets and English pnarlia—
meants rather ruled and guided by English
popular opinion than the contrary. When
we come to speak of official England, I strong-
ly hold that the English middle ¢lass must
be ranked with the aristocracy and the gaven-
.ing caste, For, that Beortlan middle class
has ever hated Ireland, her aspirations, ber
religion and her people with a malignant
consistency of unreasoning prejndice truly
Saxon. The poor and downtrodden of Eng-
land, those whom the Southerners, in the hey-
day of haughty insolence and slaveocracy,
were wont to term “greasy mechanics,” the
mipers, the farm laborers, the children of toil
of Britain, whose condition is immeasurably
worse than that of the Irish, because they are
without the faith and religion which save the
latter trom despair, all those of the ¢residuum’
to borrow a term from Mr. Gladstone, are
sympathisers with the Irish people in this
supreme hour of their social existence. The
sutfering and oppressed are always the best
friends of their poverty-stricken brethren, ir-
respective of creed, color, or nationality.
And he who is profoundly convinced of the
fact, shall be the most efficlent champion of
the peoples’ cause ; ke can make it a lever
more powerful than cabinets or armed batul-
lions.

One bour of good will on the part of the
British zovernment could settle permaunently
and satisfactorily this whole Irish business.
The principles of justice are self-evident; al-
thongh endless statues have smothered and
defaced her noble figure, Law, as Dbetween
the powerful and the poor, is the greatest
enemy of justice. Lven modern equity, in
this sense, is earily influetced by the argu-
ments of the guinea.

Let English rulers, foo once, do that for
Jjustice which they shall be compelled one
day to do through fear. Wellington, who
never feared a foe (and whose lucky destiny
brought him face to face with the immortal
genius of Corsica after Providence had aban-
doned bim) flinched before united Ireland,
and, from an enemy of the Relief Bill of '29
became, not its friend, but its advocate. Is
the England of to.day the England of 29?
Then, she held Europe under the thrall of
gold ; now, she is without one friend or ally
on the continent. Then,she was the market
of the world; now, to use Berkely's words,
% the march of empire " is towards the Wast.
The mighty arms of the American Republic
are felt to the extremities of the earth ; she
is successfully disputing the commercial sup-
remacy of England ;,sheis the bread-winuer
of the world; the nations of the earth are
compelled to respect her as & predominent
faction in the march of events. And what
makes the matter more serious, American,
that is, republican ideas, go hand in  hand
with the progress of her commercial supre-
macy. Itistrue American republicanism is
changed to a rpurious pretender by the mon-
archical traditions of such nations as France,
whose republicanism is a grotesque list of
Gallican theatricals, nevertheless, as the
maeses of Europe become better educated—
as soon as they are taught that republicanism
does not mean emancipation from law, divine
or human—the moment they begin to feel
their power, by the exercise of those rights

which republicanism, except humbug repub-
licanism, always recognizes, that moment
the « privileged classes ” will sink to their
natural level and social abuges, as well as
national,shall be remedied by the irresistible
action of popular forces. .

Now, Epgland cannot afford to despise the
influences of which I have just spoken. In
former days shemight have done so, in the
midst of vast applause; but things are
changed. If tha nobles and “privileged class-
es” of France had delgned to recognize the
the ominous change that was taking place
among the “proletariat,” (that contemptuouns
name, gprung from ages of tyranny, “the
childern-producers”) in' the year '73, they
might have kept their heads on their shoul-
ders in the year '93. 4.ike causes produce
like efiects,and everything in England at
this hour points to a catastrophe before which
the worst madness of the reign of terror shall
be mild and insignificant. There are ele-
ments of brutalityin an Engliebh noble which
were absent from even the devilishsans cu-
lottes. Woe to the stars and garters, royal
prerogaiive, stately castles, princes and pala.
dins, when that mob gets the upper hand in
England! There will be red skies and bleody
highways in that day.

Cannot England gee that in wilfully at-
tempting to perpetuate the infernal abuses of
the past in Ireland she i8 preparing blindly
the materiala for the terrific storm which even
now islowering upen the imperial horlzon ?
Race barriers are everywhere breaking down
between the working classes of different
nations, Can England be blind to the fact
that in striving to crush the just demands of
Irlsh people she is irritating profoundly the
laborers within her own borders? And ia not
her pregent conduct justifying to themselves
the murderous agencies which, to-day, lurk
concealed in their lodges and to-morrow
shall flaunt their red flags and anti-social
devices in the strests and market squares of
every cepital in Europe? From the days of
Henry II. to this year of grace, 1881, Eng.
land has been an influence of greater evil
than good in the world. Rapacity, injustice,
usurpation, cruelty, murder and confiscation,
those are the words that onghtto be engraved
upon the jewels of England’s crown.

Let no man imagine that Ireland can ever
again be pushed bask  to the condition from
which the land agitation has rescued her. It
would he as easy to resuscitate the,. social
conditions of a ;cemtury ago. This- land

ItEnpglish statesmen be wise they
will heed the signs of the times and yield to
the just demands of the Irish nation.

Winter has been called ‘ the holiday sen-
son of the farmer.” This was said by one
who looked at the farmer's life {rom a distant
point of view and who knew little of its
M stern  realities.

ing the floor with cobs and kernels, and this
with a good living-room in the front part of

kerosene lamp, sofa, centre-table, piano, and
other comforts, but kept for company occa-
sions. -

B Thanks to the progress of civilization,
f tbore is less of this kitchen life in the farm-
f house than formerly; but thereis still too
g much of it,and we would gladly contribute
" our mite to its total abolition in all cases
whece it is not & necessity. For an in-
telligent, well-to-do farmer to doze away
his long winter evenings, and to con~
fine his wife and children in what odght to
be their holiday hours to the work.room
of the bhouse, with few lacilities for
social, literary, and moral culture, is bar-
barons. The reason why 50 many farmers
neglect the welfare of their families in these
long Winter evenings is not because they are
tired and sleepy, but because they do not
fully appreciate the imporiance of cultivat-
ing the intellects anc affections of their
children, and have never made it a study to
know how boys and girls should bedevelopsd
into a symmetrical manhood and womanhood.
They understand how a Hock of lambs or a
= litter of pigs can be made ¢o thrive, for they
z:#hnve made it a matter of thought and close
Dy olzservn.tion, but a8 for boys and girls, they
t will grow up somehow, if they are neglocted.
Yes, they will grow as Topsy did under ne-
glect, but what a dwarfing of the intsllect,
affection, and all true mankood is the result.
‘We have in our mind’s eye & young man who
haa grown up in this way. The ouly son of
n forehanded farmer, with little society, few
books, or other attractions to keep him at
home, as soon a8 the day's work s ovex he is
seon wending his way .to the village to
lounge awany his evenings smoking in the
bar-room, or wherover men are congregated,
talking horse, or, what ig worse, listening to
tho gossip and scandsl usually discussed at
village gatherings. This is not a solitary
cage.

So
we believe it farmers' boys could have the
privilege of occupying the living-room these
winter evenings, they would immediately ag—
pire to fit themselves for the duties and en-
joyments of society.

But this is not enough. The parents must
be there also to direct the studies and enter—
tainments of the evening, and these should
be of such a varied and interesting character
as to leave the impression that home is the
most delightfal place in the world, Farmers
need not say that tbey have not capacity for
this. It they only bave a will for this work
the capacity will be developed as they
proceed. It certainly requires no great skill

to read such books a8 Scott’'s # Tales
of a Grandfather,” Dickens’ ¢« Child's
History of Eogland,” Coffin’s # Boys

of '76” and the numercus—too numer-
ous we think—works of fiction ad-
apted to juveniles. The prize to be secured
is certainly worth the effort, for it is nothing
less than the manhood and womanhood of
our children. There is no way in which time
and money can be better invested than in
improving the minds, manners, and morals
of ourchildren. If there is any heavern on
earth it is in the family, and this circle never
appears to better advantage, and never does
its npproprinte work better, than when
gathered sround the centre-table of the
dining.room of a winter's evening, each con-
tributing n portion to the happiness of the
whole. )

We would not, however, confine the chil-
dren wholly to the society of the household,
though the homse party is the best of all fora
steady feast. There are neighborhood as wsll
as family obligations, and it is always well
occasionally to invite in neighbors and en-
large the sympathies and affections of the
children. In these larger gatherings, as
also in the family circle, music should, if
possible, lend its charms to make the evening
pleasant, and some simple refreshments are
not out of place. 'The greattrouble with the
latter is that they very comnonly take too
prominent a part, and are damaging to the
stomach and the purse. Man is an eating
animal,” a great preacber once said, but it is
not necessary that he shoult be fed on ice-
cream and rich cake. Good biscuits and
doughnuts make better refreshments for
children.

In some of these
ways the Winter evenings iu the farm-hc ase
may be made to add a zest to furm-life, and
give it pleasant associations.—X. ¥.

WEEKLY REVIEW — WHOLESALE
MARKETS.

There is an apparent revival in some par-
ticular lines of businessand prospects for the
spring trade begins to brighten. Anticipa-
tions for the coming spring and summer are
favorably expressed by mercantile men, and
there i a visibly better freling of trust be-
coming general, The recent *break'' in
Montreal stock, is ascribed to various causes.
As a dividend paying stock it was gaid to have
overreached its value,while otlierg ascribed its
wdrop” to syndicate rumours. We give below
a general review of the wholesale markets for
the past week.

Boors AND SHoES.—Orders for Spring goods
are coming forward freely; some leading
honsus report & larger number of orders on
hand than at any corresponding period.
This, however, may be partially attributed to
tbe fact that travellers started out earlier than
usual this year ; &till there will undoubtedly

" Le a much larger trade done this geason than
1ast Bpring, for there are already many more
new customers. Thetendency of the demand
continues to be for more leather and less
prunella goods. Prices unchanged, but
generally maintained at quotations. Re-
mittances continue favorable, but more bills
mature in February than during this month.

Coatr axp Woon.—The demand for antbra-
cite cosl in this market continues fair for the
season, and one or two dealers report heavier
orders and more of them than at correrpond-
ing periods heretofore. Pricus remain steady,
at the late advauce: $8 per ton for stove,
ana $7.50 for egg, chestnut and grate; ot
course some concessions might possibly be
made for round lots, but the great majority of
large consumers lald in fair supplies before
the close of navigation. Soft coal is also re~
poried in good demand, at $6 to 6.25 for
Scotch, and $5.50 to 5.75 for Lower Ports.
—Wood. Large quautities of bardwood are
now arwiviog here by rail, being shipped per
the Q. M. O & O. road but the demand is not
brisk, and prices remain unchanged: $8 for
the best Maple, $7.50 to 8 for Birch,and $7 to
7.50 per cord for Beech.

Darry Propuck—Under an improved en-
quiry from one or two shippers, who are taking
hold of fine grades of Enstern Townsbips aml
Morrisburgs, the local butter market rules firm
this week. A few amall parcels of these goods
have changed hand at 2l to 21ic¢, and the market
is left almost bare of the grades wanted by
shippers. Auny good butter arriving meets with
& ready salp at about ouiside guotaiions; en-
quiries are being made by cable, but without
leading to new business There 18 plenty of

2 butier here, but it is chiefly of mensium and poor
qualities, which are neglected. The market may
be. reported healthler than it wasg prior to the
holidays; durlne the past week, Lhe shipments
are estimated at about 4,000 tubs, and the aggre-
gate shipments of butter from this port for the

ast vear include 256,873 packages, egainst 259,

1 pkes. for 1879. Taoere If some demand from
the]l cal trade tor fanocy Fall pkgs. at outside
quotations. [n New York the demand is
generally reported moderate and without ten-
dency to handle large parcels on home account,
Speclal grades to ault exporters are held at high
figures: 220 is said to have been pald for State
firkins, and for fine Western 20c has been pald
in that market. HEolders are asking st{ll higher
rates. The Cheese markets, hers and abroad,
continue to strengthen, with the tendency in
values upward. In New York business {5 on the
increase, but holders hers refuse to sell, in the
face of riging forelgn markets. The shipments
of cheese from Montreal for 1830 were 584,981
hoxes, agailnst 571,704 do for 1879. The sales at
Little Falls.N.Y.. on Monday were 100 bnxes at
12¢; 4.000 boxes stand. The shipments of butter
1ast year from New York were 7,000,000 1bs, )ess,

and those of cheese 3,400,000 1bs.-less, than
during the preceding year.

DRrRUGS AND CHEWICALS., Advices by steamer
report more hopeful fetling in chemicals, bat no
change in prices.

Sales this week Include
several lots of 1,000, sides of No. 2 B. A. Sole at
an average of 22{7, while smaniler lots have
changed handsat 23¢ to 24¢; and No 1 is worth
23¢ to2c. Light Uppers are in fair request, but
sales are small. Harness hassold, insmall Iots,
at last week’s quotations, and Bufl, which is
scarce, continues to move ofT rather freely, both
for ship.ing and local account. Splits are in
light demand. and no quotable sales have been
reporied. Stacksof nearly all kinds of leather
are pretty full, and expected to prove ample for
allrequircments.

$50, $60 and $70. A pretty fair trade bas
been transacted in horses for exportation,
and the anticipations for the coming week
are favorable. Beveral complaints have
reached us through American buyers, of the
practice of publishing the price for which
tbey purchase their lots. Their reason for
this Is, that dealers on the other side of the
border rafuse to give a fair figure for animals
bought here, knowing the prices for which
they were purchased, thereby materially in-
juring the trade in Montreal, agd causing
buyers to frequent Wegtern markets. There is,
however, two sides, of course, to the question.
The buyere f equenting this market are prin-
cipally shippers and speculators, but very
few being bought for personal wmse. One
Americsn House yard authority expressed the
opinion to our reporter this morning tbat
there wes more business transacted in one
woek during last season than there hag been
done since the snow fell, this winter. This
is, however, rather an exagerated idea. At
present there is ample ‘stock on
the market to satisfy the demand,
and buyers will find it to their
advantage to make their purchases here,
prices having 8 lowering tendency. Messrs.
Edwards and Philips, of Croton, N. Y., this
week bought 19 ‘horses; Mr. F. Benson, of
New Bedford, Mass,, and Mr. F. Chass, of
Baldwin, Me., are also in town with the in-
tention of buying; Mr. Hansom, of Lowell,
shipped 19 horses; Messrs, Walleyand Swan-
sey, of New York, purchased four horses for
their own use; Messrs. Bond and Schaefer se-
cured 16 horses ; Messrs Pntter and Fleming,
of Oneida, N. Y., shipped. 28 animals, at a cost
of $1,828 ; an: Indian doctor bought 2
horses for pergonal use; Mr. R. Elting, of
Ellenville, N. Y., purchased 16 horses;
snd Mr, Thomson, of New Haven, shipped a
carload for Barbadoes, West Indies. Mr.
Heowe, of Maine, also sent a carload home.
The following i8 a list of the horses exported
from here, taken from the books of the
American Ccnsulate, apd from which may
be guessed the price fer which above-men-
tioned operations secured their stock :—On
the 7th, 2 horses at $130; on same day, 15
at $1,402; on the 8th, 7 at $698; on the

Owing to the
fact that all the river roads are now com-
pleted, it is expected that next week’s market
will be of larger dimensions and at easier
prices.
