But the
brave priest's courage never Jailed; lie
kept his seat, and with skilful handl
gulded the strugghing animal to the cot-
tage. Taking the children in his arns,
lie plunged again intothe flood, and soon
deposited his burthen in safety. Once
more the noble priest stenned the wild
torrent, in spite of the entreaties of his
flock, w-ho implored him not to expose
himiselfto certain death. "Pray for me !"
lie answered, as he turned again into the
flood. Men and wonen fell on their
knees, imploring the assistance of
Heaven in belalf of tleir beloved pastor.
Wlen he reachîed the cottage, an un-
earthly crash was heard. 'le structure
haîd given way, but not before the priest
had cauglit the woman and headed once
more for the hills.

Henceforth the love and veneration of
the villagers for their priest were bound-
less. In their eager desire to testify
their gratitude, they conceived a st range
and original miethod nf expressing their
feelings.

Wlhen doubt exists
as to whether suicide was committed
thtough despair or mnadness Christian
bîriaîl mîîay be given, but solemn funeral
service nust bc refused. The foregoing
is, we think, an answer to the oft repent-
cd query heard in Rone 'by strangers, as
to why the Church sonetinaes allows the
bodies ofthose who have taken their own
lives to bc brought inîto the house of
Qed.

Now, who are wîithin the Ciurch ai-

tiotglh apparently outside ler fold? All
whio are baptized and die Itefore reach-

ing the age of reasoi. All who are bap-
tized, and iaving reached tire age of rea-
son, are in invincible ignorance as to the
identity of the truc Chureir. There are

tuany Protestants, of various sects, who,

without knowing it, belong to the soul of

tie Church and are truly Cathoheis.
\Viat about the ion-baptized, the Jews,

the Maionedans and ' Pagai? Fatlher
Lambert dirides thieir infidelity into
tiree classes : Positive, privative and
iregative. It is positive in thoise who

despise and rject tie tGospel; privative

in those wio are culpibly ignorant of

the divimnity of the Ciristiaun religion;
and egative in tiose who liave never

ieard of Ciristin revelation. Ail in-
nluded in tie tirst and second categories
are outside tlhe Ciurci.

Tlie inidelity of those wio neer ieard
of Christian revelation, those wihose in-
idelity is tite eflect of voluntary ignor-
ance, inust be ieasunred by another
standard. Our Lord eaid " If I had
not come and spoken to tirm, tumy
would Iive nosin, butnow the> ave no
excuse for their sii." The obligations
of the Gospel are oly for those tii iaive
icard the Gospel. St. Pami hiIris

He entered the
Jesunit Order and placed his talents and
his life at th disîposal of the superior o

thuat w'onileriui boi of men. The Cana-

diani missious werer tinr opening out a

hitiertoi unrkutni n field of labor for the
enivoys of the ospel; aid to Caida
Father De Breiiuf was sent. He cross-
ed the Atlantic w ithi joy and in tile full'
u'ss of luis zeal iand religious etntiusism
le commeniced iris fearfuil tatsk of bring-

ing tht' chiliren of the forest to thne
kiinowledg' of Christiaiity.

He was a native of Bayeux, 1i Nor-
mandy, Framnce, wiere le fint saw thti
light on te 25tli Mari.

cases during the past year. Riadeliffe
ias been kept fairly busy ; and apart
froin the nany wlho siuffered the ex-
trene penalty of the law, we have a
goodly proportion of homicides in which
the accursed either escaped or received
imprisonment or else the guilty were
not detected. Apart (rom these. the
suicides, by drowning, poison, shooting,
stabbing and otherwise, have been al-
armi-ngly numerous. The names off
Hendershott, Wheeler, Hyarns, Demers
Shortis, Laframboise, and a dozen others
-whether as criminals, suspects or vic-

zmay not be in vain. Some day in the
nîear future, we hope to see-amongst
the mnany.indications of national grati-
t ude-a monument that will tell to future
generations the story of great sacrifice,
and, as far as this world is concerned, of
unrequited labors in the two-fold cause
iof humanity and off God.

r "Inferno." Klopstock lias reached, in
, his " Messiahl," the niost elevated plane

to which the German language ias at-

tained fromr the epic point of view.

France lias the Cid, and Racine's iar-

I vellous works; but they are draniatic
f rather than epic. The Henriade is the
- nearest approaclh that lis been maIe iiin

French, and the Henriitde lacks nîany of

c the essentials ofi an epic. Milton's

"Paradise Lost" is, perhaps, the most

- complete and perfect piece of epic comi-

position that exists. It embodies all

the necessary elements.
But there exists, te our mind, another

miglrty epic, far more splendid than
Iomîer's work, more beautiful than

Virgil's, more wonderful tian Dante's,
niore majestic tan Klopstock's, more
stupendous tian Milton's, more imper-
isiable than all off thier combined. Ilt

was not written on paper, but ipon the
page of tine; the lhand that guided the
Spen was not liunian, but Divine; the

first canto was struck off niieteeni iun-

dred years ago and the las t l iwill mit
appear until the echo of the final trumli-

RIURI>ER ANID SUICIDE.

Is there an epidenmic of crime tIs
year? We haro renmarked thrat abnîost
every issue cf Lhe daîily press centains an
acecount of nat least aire mnurder oir sui-
cide. As fuir as Canada is conicernedtt we

desire toL ielp their fellowmen, i haît tihey
constantly display before thie world. A
hidden enemry is worse, by far, than an
open nce. Heretofore, as a body, the
Anarchists havenot da rcd to declare war
upon any one institution in particular.
They knew too weli that the rmnoment
they made such a declaration ail good
citizens, for the sake of self and iutual
protection, would rally around that insti-
tution.

At last the Anarchiste of London, Eng-
land, have been bold enougi to coine
out with a pamphlet in which they
plainly state their motives, aime, and
the means they purpose taking to over-
throw what they consider to be their

readily forgotten. There is no more
hard-worked ruan in our Province, of
late, than the coroner of this district.
The nuimber of inquests he has iad to
hold -i astonishing, considering the
population of the country. Nearly every
day some person in found in the river,
or on the track, or on the street, or in a
rooin; and in the majority of cases the
evidence pointing either to murder or
suicide.

We are inclined, very natura!ly, to ask
ourselves the cause of so much depza-
vity. Of course in each particular case
there are special circunmstances that go
to explain the cause of the deed; but,
taken as a whole, there muet also be
sonme generalsource whîence springs the
mad infatuation that is so reckless of
life and of all consequences. The study
is an uninviting one, yet it cannot
but be fruitful of good results. Were
ire endowed with the i" Opium Eater's"
strange faculties and weird fancies we
miglht revel, as did ie, in " murder as

an art;" but we prefer to look highrer
and to take in a truer view of the sùb-

ject. W'Je have found, by careful study,
that in every age and in every land, the

propeinsity to destroy life-be it thie life

of another orone's own-has been in the

inverse ratio of religious teachinîg
Fronr the savage Iroquois down to the
civilized ierchant; from Nero or Cali-
gula to tire niserable slave it the gal-
leys, or in the arena, with few excep-
tionsi the ien who destroyed life the
mrrost wrere the least swayed by the prin-
cipIes of religion. We say with few ex-
ceptions, and these exceptions werc
generally the resuilt of insanity. Take,
for example, the case of Hugh Millar,
tire farous geologist and author. A
man of deep study, hard w«ork, great
talents, warmn affections, and a strong
faith in God and in, the fundaiental
trutis of Christianity, lie wias apparent-
Iy tire iost salle of men while complet-
ing tirat iost wonderful book, " The
Footprints of Creation." He iad just
arisen from the stupendous effort of writ-
irrg the " Testinyen of the ocks, whlen
he undertook the still greater task of iis
last contribution to the scieitilie liter-
atture of or language. Scarcely iad lit
pernied tie finaIlsentencethainu ie calmitry
kissed his wife anurd children good-iglht,
venît uipsta irs and shot himiself. Noler-

son will dare say that the raS aet was
not tie result of a severe fit of teipio'r-
ary iisanity, brought on by' the sudilen

relaxing of the long anrd fearffully oer-

strînirg system. BDut we repeat that surh
cases are the exceptions. The nmeriis
iurders and suicides to which we .allutît'

are certaintly ni]ot tire outeonme f r'ai
irsaiity. To soiure otier source mnust we
tract' themn.

ht is evideit tiat tire canse is a diie-
miorahization of character arising friom a
lack of true religious training. Ther' is
anl, absolite presence of a spirit at vari-
an ce with the precepts tauglht yi reli-

gion. It is alreedtess, heartiess, soulixss
depravity thit finids its stintulis ini had
literatuîre and its vitality iii thie niegative
iiflueince of irreligion. To stay the
plague the renmredy- must te auptlid
ani Lithe oniy re.miedy we Ccan see is the
actural antidote-the spreading of solid

religious training, W1e education ti' tire
beart and mind, the inlcaîleation of
Christiin prinrciples, and tiresuppre'ssio ni
of liglht and evilliterature. The pinuisi-
ment inflicted tupon the guilty may, to a
certain extent, serve as a warnirg, but
experience proves tiat, as long as tie
innate depravity exists, it is not au piosi-
tive deterrent of future crimes. We
know of no stroiger plea for sul and
wiolesoie religious instruction and

true Christian education, tha the very
recital of the unhappy murders ani
suicides that siock the publie day a fier
day. It is timr e to be lip and doinug if
tire plaigue is Lo Ibe chrecd.

This city, I was tol.l. is th eellif tiitii-
cial ene of aItlly, being the' wetaltiesi in u
manufactures and :ommîuerce, anti ce u's
third ts le population, Ntaples and Romti
taking precedence in that resp'ect. Ar-
riving at niglut, it wtas not till thte follow-
ing morning I dirette ii Iay to 11"'
famnous Catheldrai,to assist at a i' w ss.
The hour being an early one, still
throngs of people w 'ere wending tîwir
way to and fromt liere, througli the large
open square in front of the Basilieat, thIis
piazza alding to its betuuty. Duîring ny
live days stay in Milan. I 'visited tiit
majestic building Often and studied it
with great pleasure. Th lMihai people'
regard this edifice as the eightih wondur
of the iworld, and next ta St. Peter's and
the Seville Cathuedral, the largest in Eta-
rope. This colossal.structure covers an
immense area, andi s 9saidto lioki 40,000
people. Its construction is entirelv of
marble within and withouît, the roof
being adorneid with nany turrets, while
the white narble statues rtun into the
thousands. On entering Ilhis beautiful
temple of prayer, ils inimensity ath
once da wns uponî the visitor,
though the liglht within is
somewhat subdued, emnanating, as it,
does, from the magnificent stained glass
windows. These windows are litige, es-
pecially those of the choir.< whicii are
aid t blie the largest in the lvorld. I un-

derstand this church was buit i n ii the 14th
century, over the place of ant earier
Christian Basilica. The architectural
style is a kind of Gothic, the plain
being crucifornu. The iterior is
siupportedi by some fifty pillars,
each anc somne thiirty-seven feet in cir-
cumfercnce, flictops baving canuopied
niches with statues instead ef capitals.
The payement is surpassintgly Ueautifutl,
consisting cf mosaieci inmarble ef diflfer-
ent colors.

There was a kind of ex-
hibition in which ny friends were in-
terested, une of the children living tu
pre'seit t tie Queeni an apron made at
ier father's factory ; so we had not inly
il view oitf le royal party, but alIso tite
lionor of shaking itands with the King
(who never allows Ihis liand to be ki.seti)
anîd of kissinîg the' Quen's hand. Shei is
very regal looking, taller than lier ltus-
band,andlias notonlythe Bourbonnose,
but also the beautifil feet and liands for
whiicli they are remarkable. The people
idolize lier, and no wonder-she is so
good. She goes amonîg thie por so litii-
bly ; oftentimies they do not know wio is
the kind lady that relieves thteir wLaIts
and speakss su kindly. 'lie lit tle prince
is i lovely fair chili-more like ain Eg-
lish boy, as scîîme one reiarked in iis
lhearing. and he quickly andi emoplati-
cally duelared le was a L " Portguese and
nothinîg else." Held in a courtier's aruns,
lie ield out his hand te be kissed withi
quite a dignitied air. Being asked iwhat
was ls Ilnaie, lie replied, " Maimiuia calls
nie Lulu, papa calis xme Luiz, and very-
one else thie Prince Royal." The royal
faniily seldoi conie to Porto, in which
accitint te palace was not quite in statu
qeio--]z., t·le pictures andît stattues were
nit all in place in tue prince's rooni, and
as lit was ve'ry tired lis goveruness told
Itili lie 1tgliît siorten luis niiglt prai'ers.
but lie would neither do that nor go to
rest till the crucifix and saeru'd pictures
wereaill put tip. He bids fair ta bc as
good a Cathlie as his parents are.

The clitureles aire very num erous, some
of then very old, and all have numnbers
of altars on whielu several Masses are
said every day ; crowds attend etîcli Mass,
We generally went to lîree 0 Mases on
Sunday, one of thtemît Ieing the soldiers'
Mass. They filed into the church in
military order; four of the best conduct-
ed were allowed, with a sergeant in con-

uand, a place on the altar, and ait the
elevation they presentei arms, on one
knee, to the Blessed Sacranment, the
trunmpets beinîg sounled at the sanie
time. Oh, theu sublime, intensely re-
ligiots feeling then! Elevated above ail
earthly things, you cannot realize any-
thing but wtiat is heavenly. One of the
nost striking tihings in Portugal is Clte
respect shÙwnI o the Blessed Sacranient,
not on fetedays alone, but always-every
day; every time there is an opportunity.
Whei the priest takes the viatictim lie
goes in state attended by acolytes. As
the bell is heard cveryone runs te place
lighted candles lin allih windows along
the route, antd mil in te streets f'ail on
thueir knees whatever the state of the
pavemenit, and numbers mecompany the
priet teolhis destination. Wh en th e
Blesscd Sacramient passes the military
forts th cannons frn a saite a if an
carthly sovereign wvere passing ; and thais
every tine, înot occasionally.

On gfeasta uch a Cous Chrnisti,
the streets present a brilliant appear-
ance. Every lieuse has aiways ready
large ihandsome crimson flags ~trinumed
wth gold. Thiese are hung fromn each
window, so tUa> tUe lieuses arc comn-

peeycovered. Thiescene is extremcly
beautifuln solemn ; the braghît sun,

the bitte sky, ail along thte route the gor-
geous coloring, thc derotion andi fervrr
cf iall, is a scene nover to Uc forgetten.
TUe chorus of one cf the bîynt te thue
blessed sacrannenit is 'Vive, vive, Jes9us."
As can be seen, the Portuguese are v'ery
fervent Cathlics, fast mes> rigidly anti
have a gret anyt more fasuthua than
av have ; every fast day is a black fast,
cxcept at dinner, and every day ixn Lent
except Sunaday i the saine. 0f course
thtere arc dispensatiens, but thîey are
