Few digni-
taries of the Ohurch have left behind them a memory
asgocinted with so many noble works, so maoy gene-
rous deeds, and so much paternal zeal as the deceas-
ed Prelate, for whose loss the diocese of Ologher
aow mourn, During his loog and honored reign
over this ancient see he was regarded with affection-
alo reverence by Priests and people ; and, with their
aid, he hag lefi behind him imperishable monuoments
of his exalted and untiring labora. Called to the
high office of tke Episcopacy at a time when religion
was hardly free from the trammels which centuries
of oppression had imposed upor it, the arduous task
of regen<rating the ancient glories of bis diocese de-
volved on nim. He undertook the work with un-
shrinking courage, snd unfaltering faith, He came
forth from the halls of Maynooth, whete his enltivat-
¢d mind and genial disposition had made him the
idol of & circle remarkable for its genius and acquire
ments. It wu3 soon apparent that to the talents nnd
accomplishments of the scholar the young Prelate
added ull the sterling qualities which sre necessary
in the Pastor and the guide. Religion renewed-her-
self beneath his irm and gentle sway ; churches were
erected in svery parish ; schoola were established in
remote districts; and the blessings of Conventual in-
stitntions were bestowed upon the leading towsms.
A diocesan seminary, which is ene of the finest struc-
tures of the sortin Ireldnd, was built'at immense
cost, and all the wants of the Church were fully sup-
plied. But .a short time ago, .Dr. . MacNaily under-
took the greafy work which he destined as the com-
summation of his labors. He. laid the foundation
stone of a pew Cathedral, which, when completed,
will proudly rival, in beauty and extent, the most
magcificent of our modern ecclesiastical edifices.
The boildiog is only in process of erection, but
encugh of its stately proportiond exist to testify to
the zeal and devotion of its founder. Ths Cathedral
was the great concern of the good Bishop's declining
days. He watched it with untiring earnestuess, and
hoped *o see it dedicated to its holy purposes., In.

that national event create anger in any one’s mind ?
Men of all creeds tock a partin it, and those who at-
tended it were there representing 5,000,000 of Ca-
tholics at home, and 10,000,000 abroad, who paid the
hopor due to the memory of their liberator. Why
should such & procession aathat, which did not
mean to insult any party, create anger in Belfast?
Those who walked in it carried no party colors, nor
did the bands play any party tunes. It wasnot a
procession to insuit Orange or Blue, but one in which
all creeds might bave taken a part. But becuuse
the Irish nation konored O'Connell, the Orange por-
tion of Belfast began to cry out that they were in-
sulted; and at once they resolved to shoot down
their Catholic ceighbors, and wreck their houges !
And they did shoot them, acd in their savage fury
spared neither ege nor sex in order to gluu their re-
venge I— Dundullc Democrat.

possible for us to obtain. It i8 even asseried ihat
such a party wounld have it in theic power to bring
the Irish Church Establishment to grief and procure
the passiog of a good Landlord and Tenant Bill for
Ireland ; but to this many well-meaning Irishmen
demur, and say ‘it is all waste of time;.-a fetiering
away of the energies of the nation to geek, by Par-
linmentary agitation, what can only be got by the

"sword ;’ and they peint te the jealonsy of England,

the political intolerance of the landliord clase, and
the failure of Parliamentary agitation up to the
preSent, in support of :their assertions, Well these
people are entitled to their opinion; but we believe
the majority of our readers hold very diffarent views
and.think a great deal of good could be effected by
a strong independent Irish party in Parlinment, It
ia guite certain that o long as we continus to send
over to London, as our representatives, political ad-
venoturers, or 1aen whose aristocratic sympathies and
prejudices must naturally pravent them from throw-
ing themaselves heart and soul into the popular
csuse, we can expect very little from Parliamentary
actipn. We grant that hitherto nothing has been
gained by Irishmen to compensate them - for tha sa-
crifices they made 1o secure the election of their
chossn representatives; but after ninety-nine fail-
ures, there i3 2o reason why we should not succeed
the hundredth time, Our past experience should
not dishearten us or cause us to give up in despair
all hope of obtnining importunt measures of redress
trom Parliament; it shonld rather teach us 1o be
more careful as to the class of men to select, We
do mot want fair spoken ariatocrats or meneyless
agitators Lo vindicate the cause of Ireland in Par-
linment : give us men like Gladstone and Cobden,
and Bright—men of the people ; we care not whetker
they are BEoglish or Irish, Catholic or Protesiani,
provided they be men of ilis right stamp., We do
not want men more ornamental than usefnl—*silent
members,’ or eloquent spouters incapable of state-
meolike and action destitute of political forzcast;
we require eensible, praectical, hardworking men,
who will cause themgelves and their country -to be
regpected, If Parliamentary aotion is noi to be s
favee, we must send into Parliament representatives
able to cope wilh the leading debaters of ihe great
Eaglish parties.— Walerford Citizen.

Alderman
Dillon and the Lord Mayor are the only laymen (be-
gide Mr, Devitt) who as far 28 my knowledge extends
have been admitted to any share in the confidential
deliberations up to the present ; but the sauction of
thres Archbishops and a great number of the Bishops
hag, I believe, been obtained for the work in hand.
None of the members of the old Tenant League, resi-
dent in Dublin, bave been admiited membeis of the
private committee : but, [ believe, all of them {ntend
to hail warm!y and belp eatnestly the fortheoming
Aszocintion, ifit be at all like whatis hoped. At
the annoal meeting of St. Brigid's Orphaoage on
Wedoezsday lagt at which the Archbishop presided—
Alderman Dillon, evidently by previous arrangemant
virtually launched the pew Asgeciation and opened
the campaign against the Church Eatablishmens, A
requisitioe to Lord Mayor is in course of signature,
requesting bim to call an agregate public meeting
of the cilizens to estabiish the new Association, Un-
til then, no ons can fairly judge or criticise the ua-
dertaking, though all sort3 of rumours and coanjec-
tureg are afloat, For my own part, I hope the best;
I trust there will be & generous instead of a carping
or suspicions apirit displayed towards this endeavour
and that there will be & generai sinking of sectional
or personal jealousies, feuds, and bickeringa—n sur-
render of everything save principle—for the sake of
seeing something done. I trust the promoters are
fully mindfual of the responsibility they have iacarred
and that the eccors of psst endesvours wiil be re-
trieved, not repeated.

Religious instrucliva is inva-
rinbly given in the schiovls to the Roman Catbolic
children, and that during the hours which ars sup-
poseqd 10 be set apart for secuiar education. Thus,
in Kilrush school {Ulare), instruction i3 given 1a the
Roman Catholic Gatechiam snd Serinture History
from 10.20 to 10.25 o'clock a.m., thai i3 five mi-
nateg, snd from 2.30 10 35 o'clock p.m. In Brad-
ford echool religious instruction is given from 10 to
12 o'clock. The observation frequentiy occurs,
 The Proteatant pupils receive no religious instrae-
tion'—a painful record to appesr in any public do-
cument. Still more frequent is the remark that * The
Establisbed Church pupils (9 in number), partock of
a course of instruction in the authorised version of
the Seriptures, given by the Rev, Samuel Penrose:’
Opposite to the entry of Ballykeswick school, we
find a note stating that ® the Protestant pupils re-
mained duriug the time set apart for religious in-
struetion, but did not partake of it; the ¢instrue-
tion’ consisting of the Roman Catholie catechizm
and preyer. Io Kilmacsbra school (County Corlk,
the Established Church pupils recite prayers witk
Roman QGatholic pupils, bt otherwise do not take
part in the * religioas course.’ In the female school
of St. Nicholas, Cork, ¢the Roman OCatholic pupils
pattook of iustruction in the authorised versioa of
the Scriptures and the Ghurch Catechism.’ In the
male gchool f the Roman Catholic children took part
in the same course.’ The same remsrk occurs in
reference 1o the St. Nicholas male preparatory
school. Im Shanekee! male school *three Ezisb-
lished Cbureh pupils were inatructed in tte Reman
Catholic catechism and prayer, by direction ot their
parents.’ A similar note appears in reference to
the femsale school. At Ardmore, ‘one Protestant
pupil receives instruction in the Roman Catholic ca-
thechism by direction of his mother, his only pa-
rent” The amouns of teaching power varies consi-
derably in the schools. Thus in the Nicker male
school {Limerick}, 189 pupils are taught by 38 tea-
chers, and the female school, in- the same place,
with 173 pupils, kas 32 teachers; whereas, the fe-
male school, at Hospital, with 17¢ pupils, bas oniy
5 teachers, and the male school with 162 pupils, the
game oumber. These returns are singularly minute
—the name and religion, of every teacher being se
forth in thsm, and the number of pupils, both &t the
end of the year and the end of the last quarter of
the year, in which, strange to say, & discrspancy is
frequently found. We aro much mistkken if the ia-
ane of these returns does not produce importaul cou-
sequences. No creed can be satisfied thet the chil-
dren who helong to it should be taught a differeat
one: yet, no commuuity can complain more than
another; for, it Proiestants are tsught by Roman
Catholies in the Roman catechism, the [atlter are
elsewlhere instructed in the Church catechism by
Protestants ; the Methodists are imsirmcted in the
parish church, aa well as the Presbyteriaps in dif-
ferent localities, and vice versa, ThLe returns are
ovidently giveu moat truthfuliy, and, a8 far as we
can judge with fidelity and accuracy, but they re-
veal an extraordinary condition of religious instrue-

Every
journal which wu take up teems with ac-
counts of stabbings, robberies, and every species of
lawless violence. If it were only in this country,
we might attribute it, in some degree, to the demo-
ralizing inflaence of war ; but it is not.

Such accounts stimulate the
morbid appetite which loves to feed oa horrers, fa-
wiliarize the imagination with crime, snd by throw-
ing a fictitious interest around the crimiunal, make a
tempornry hero of him, and excites & maudlin sym-
pathy for his hard fate ia getting found out, which
is ready to overlook his most atrocious deeds. An-
other fruitful zource of mischief in this direction ig
the flood of novels und tales of the intense and * sen-
sation’ school, whose yellow covers rustle all around
u3 thick as autumn leaves, though enfortunately
without either tho beanty or the fertalisiag pro-
persies which the dend leaves possess. Books in
which men stained with crime, and women of less
than questionable morrlity arve painted ns only a lit-
tle loss jovely than the angels, cannot bavs other
than a peranicious inflagnce. They are unhealthy in
their natura and unwholesome in their eflect; and
parenis should be exiremely cautious how they truse
such books in the hwuds of the young and impres.

As to the origin of the eustom of naming what
in French are called (parrains and marraines, to
the bells about to be blessed, we confess ourselves
profoundly 1gnorant. It is purely a local custom,
and one of which no- trace cagn’be found in the
only authority upon-the matter, to wit, the Pon-
tificale Romanum, which alone prescribes what
forms or ceremonies are to be made use of in all
the offices of the Church. Itisa custom,in
short, for which the Church 1s no more responsi-
ble than she 1s for the presence of Volunteer Corps
in uniform, or the Firemen, at her religious cere-
montes. As however the particular custom com-
plained of by the Whig is not provifled for by
the standards of the Roman Catholic Church, it
is one which bas no religious significance or value
whatsoever. Perbaps it may bave originated 1n
this manner: that it is customary when a bell 1s
blessed or consecrated to assiga to 1t a name in
honor of some Saint; as 1s also done 1n the case
of altars, and of the material bwiding of the
Chureh itself, which is very commonly named
after some particular saint, as for instance St.
George, or St. Andrew, or St. Patrick, or of
some other saiat in whose bonor the church 13
named ; and so, to the persons or persons who
gave the bell, and to whom as donors was granted
the right of determining by what pame it should
be stpled, it became the custom in vulgar par-
lance to give the name parrrains or marraines
from a fancied analogy betwixt tbeir position
with regard to the bell, and that of Sponsors at
a Baptism with regard to the child. "We do not
defend this lax use of language, or vulgar error,
because it has nothmg to do with the doctrme or
disciphae of the Church,

We trust that' this explanation will set the
mind of the Wheg at rest: and that hencefor-
ward he will believe that tbe Church does not
desecrate her own sacraments by admubistering
them either to brutes or to jnamimate objects.
Into this strange zrror the Whag could not have
fallen were it oot that be knows not wheremn the
« ceremony of baptism™ as he styles it, essen-
tially consists, and what is the doctrine of the
Catholic Church as to the object and sole legi-
timate use of baptism as a sucrament. A slight
prehmiary study of the Catechism would in a
moment have solved all s scruples, and have
spared us the trouble of writing, and our readers
of wading, though these long explanations.

Tre PoiNt oF Law.— The grounds upon
which Judge Coursol ordered the liberation of
the St. Albans Raiders were these, ihat he had
no legal jurisdiction in the preinises ; the warrant
for the arrest of the accused not having oeen
sigoed by the proper authorities, according to the
terms of the Imperial Act for giving effect to the
provisions of the Ashburton Treaty—which Act
the Judge decided was virtually ia force m Ca-
nada.

The said Impenal Act may be superseded by
a Colonial Act for the same purpose, on certain
conditions—to wit.  That ‘the Colomal Act
provide the machinery requisite for giving effect
to the Ashburton Treaty; that it receive tie M
Royal Assent ; and {hat an * Order in Couneil” e
suspending the provisions of the Imperial Act be
published.

The Act 12th Vict. fulfilled all (hese condi-
tions : and so leng as it remamed in force—but
no longer—the provisions of the Imperal Act
were suspended, by virtue of a special * Order
in Council.”? X

The Act 24(h Vict. repealed the Act 12th b
Vict., but contained also provisions for carrying
out the intentions of the Ashburton Treaty. This
Act received the assent of the Governor April
61, but did not recerve the Royal Assent until the
11th October of the same year. No ¢ Order m
Council” was published, howerer, again suspend-
ing the provisions of the Imperial Act;which bad |
agam revived, or come into force,mn virtue of the
repea! of the 12th Vict. by the .24th Vict. In
default of this publication of the * Order in [&:°
Counctl” suspendiag in so far as Canada 13 con
cerned the provisiops of the Imperial Act
Judge Coursol decided that the first named Ac
was still in force, and that consequently the jv-§
risdiction 1ntended to be conferred upon him by}
the 24¢h Vict. was inchoate.

ST. PATRICK'S SOCIETY'S LECTURES.
On Monday evening, Mr. Marcus Doherty
dehvered a lecture in the St. Patrick’s Hall,

Nordheimer’s Building, before the above Se-
ciety., Subject— The Irish Character essen-
tlly Conservative.” He said there was, per-
haps, oo portion of this globe, so limited ia ex-
tent, of whick more tor and agaicst had been
said and sung than Ireland ; yet the mass of men
everywhere were ignorant, to some degree—wil-
fully so—of the past and present condition of that
country and of the true character of ber people.
Tius arises from her unfortunate position with
regard to her jealous and powerful neighbor
England, which had always acted as if there was
sot enough space for both in the broad Atlantic.
Eoglaod bad made it her steady policy to retard
Ireland’s progress, to hoid her tributary to the
former’s growthand greatness, In this, Epgland
had but too well succeeded, and but for the tena-
city of the Irish pational character 1o the adhe-
rence to that faith which bad ever sustained Ire-
land through ages of persecution, she must long
ago have ceased to occupy a distinct position
before the world. The character of the people

! was formed in some essential respects by influ-

ences to which it was more peculiarly suscepti-
ble thao otbers. On all that was lixed and per-
manent the Irish did oot so easily change as mast
other people. There was in them a conservalism
w religion which they honestly made paramount
in principle, it not always i practice to every
other imagmary good. Neither coercion, blan-
dishment nor bribe could force or seduce them
from the conviclion that mn this they were right.
Having found the abiding and unvarying in the
Christian order, tbe Insh mind easily comes to
accept and confide 1n the social and political or-
der of things. While the Irishman would resist
wigorously any unwonted assumption of autbority
or unusual stretch of power endangering his rights
and Jiberties, be could readily relinqush the
strugele wheu no longer necessary. e was not
a revolutionist or vindictive after a conflict.
Through ignorance our countrymen had been
misrepresented, notwitbstanding the admitted
fact of their having given leaders to every civil-
ized country, m church and state, in the field
and on the sea. Although the gemus and valor
of Irishmen had led for long prosperous years the
Seuate and armies of Britain, none were so
ready to traduce and render the Irish race con-
temptible as the British press. Yet after all the
wjuries and injustice suflered from England, the
Irish were the same distinet, self-sustaining, con-
servative people as before their conquest. The
lecturer briefly glanced at the dechuoe and fall

nations more modern, to illustrate the great law
and hmit of human action and human effort.
Then, coming to England, he asked, were there
apy elements or conditions in the British organi-
zation, civil, social or political, lgher than and
different in' their npature from those of the
other nations now fallen. (Lioud cheering.)
Was there, as to Britain, anything beyond or
above personal or national interesi, anything
more sacred and venerated than physical and po-
liucal power ? If there was not, and be believed
he was justified to assummg it, then the logical
conclusion was that like circumstances and causes
procuced like results, and as a consequence Eng-
land’s power must perisi, as bad that of other
nations simularly constituted. The history of Eng-
land, the philosopy of ber hfe and existeace, was
the history of material improvement, extension of
power and enlargement of empire, and increase
of her colonial dependencies, Since the days of
Henry the Second, England’s political existence
has been one unbroken aggression on the rights of
others, including Catholic religious iastitutions
and foreign nations. The lecturer commented
upou the evil principle and results of the establish-
ment ot a State Church, which was made subser-
vient to the State, England had subordinated
everything good ard noble to self interest, far
which she had even vioiated the faith of treaties.
It was evident a nation thus coastituted bad not
within 1t the .elements of permanency, and the
observer could see evidence of her declive. Was
there, then, Bo nation or people existing to justify
him in his choice and the Society in the propriety
of its organization? Yes; he believed there was
—Ireland, with all her sorrows and her wrongs.
To her the realization of the idea of the truly con-
servative spirt was found, It was the spirit of
Catholicity that could, that must live on. Robbed
of most else wor th possessing, Ireland still clung
to that best patrimony, which she would only re-
linquish with ber exstence. So long continued
had been England’s oppression of Ireland, thatit
had almost come to be looked upon as right, that
the man who condemned it, braved the imputation
of disloyalty. The best subjects in peace, the
Inish were the most formidable 1 war, and bad
been a'most the only loyal subjects in revolu-
tion. Ireland’s fidehty had been her crime

hation. While the Scotuish subjects of
Charles the First were driving thetr bargaia for
the price of their king, whom they sold to the
Eoglish regicides, the Irish Cathoiics were io the
field fighting iu his defence. The lecturer now,
m glowing terms, extolled the loyalty, valor and
devouon displayed by the Irieh in behalf of the
House of Stuart, dwelling upon the suffermngs io-
flicted upon them, by coafiscation, exile and acts
of disability 10 retaliation therefor. Barbarous

acts were cammilted by England to crush the

spirit of Ireland and prevent the mental develop-
ment of her sons.  England had, by the most fla-
graot Punic faith, by the-violation of all that
should be beld sacred, plundered Ireland of ber
parliameot, practically shutting the doors ot her

of ancient Rome, Greece, Carthage and other |

people. The Catholics of Ireland constituting
an ymmease majority of the manufacturing; trading
and agricultural terests of that country, con-
tributed largely to its interests civil and miltary
supplying the army of Britain with more than § of
her soldiers and seamen. Though torming the
strength, wealth and industry of Ireland, they saw
their petition praying for the recognition in the
state and legislature of their country spurned from
the foot of the throne. Glancing at'the Insh re-
solution of 1782, and the obtainment of Grattan
and confreres of legislative independence, the lec-
turer rapidly sketched the proceedings which cul-
minated in the Act of Union of 1801, The condi-
tion of the Irish was then sad indeed, lasting titl
withtn 40 years ago, when O’Connell was at length
admitied, with other Cagholic members, to the
British Parhament. Irishnien bad been charged
with being turbulent, lawi€ss and unlit for civil
rights, but what had they seen in the barbarous,
oppressive and unjust laws which had bound them
for centuries to respect or admire ? Then the
Inish bad been reproached with want of mtellec-
tual cultivation. But the wonder was that they
were so intelligent and well informed considering
the ruthless legislation which made 1t death for
the Irish to teach, and violation of law to learn.
The Irish Catholic could not bave been so far
advanced in this Fespect bad 1l not been for the
labors and sacrifices 1n their bebalf of men who
had themselves been compelled to seek education
on the continent. IL was cheering now, how-
ever, to witness the signs of Ireland’s vitality and
awakeniog, the indications of her future freedom
and greatness. And among the most hopeful
signs of the present was the establishmect in Ire-
land of a Catbolic University—where her youth
could receive a sound and beneficial secular and
religtous traming, This establishment must be
of unmense value to the country in every respect.
The lecturer concluded as follows :— .

Aad Ireland again, as of yore, would become
the island of scholars and give masters to the
world,  Let the system, now I trust fairly inau-
gurated, work its legitimate and pecessary results
upon the minds of the people, admitted to be
gifted with fine intellect, a strong sense of justice
and of national ambition, and the genius of Moly-
peux and of Swilt will again ere Jong prevail.—
Ireland will be agamn a nation, and in the patriotic
language of her devoted son, the great and elo-
quent Grattan, f bowing to her august presence,’
a free grateful and delighted people, will, in the
bomage and enthusiasm of the Irish heart, ex-
claim, * Esto perpetua.’

At the conclusion Mr. Thos. M‘Kenna moved,
seconded by Mr. Edward Murphy, that the thanks
of the ineeting be tendered to Mr, M. Doherty
for his able and instructive lecture. Carried un-
animously. s

TO THE CITIZENS OF BARRIE AND VICINITY,

Gentlleman, — Certain absurd rumors have
caused great alarm chiefly among the Protestanis
of our community; and my owa name,as well as
the names of several of my panshioners, bave
been mentioned as entertaming evil designs on
the public. In eonsequence, Iicel it my duty to
do all 1n my power to subdue the alarm wuich
seems to be so general, and to deprecate the ili-
feehng which migit be evoked by the circulation
of such reports.

The ruwmor is that there is in Barrie a Society
connected with the Fentans of the United States,
the object of which 1s ultimately, to overthrow
British rule in Canada or in Ireland, and 1 the
meantime desiriog to murder the Protestant in-
discrimimately, Many of the Catholics of Barrie
have been accused of belenging to this conspiracy,
and it bas even been asseried and currently be-
lieved, that a body of men were seen drilling on
the verandah of my house 1w view of the public
street, and that bodies of [enians marched

through the towe.
These rumors, quite unfournded, are o absurd that
it seems foo!ish for me 1o take notice of them ; suill
they are believed by perhaps & majority of the citi-
zens of Barrie, even by men who were hitherto sup-
posed to be men of good sense a8 they 4re men of
wealth and high standing amongst us. Of the three
Barrie aewspapers, two show the good sease of therr
editors, by ridicoling the nlarm of the timid men,
who probably take their cue irom timid women.
«s Geutlemen, I have, and every Practical Catholic
bas a3 much reason to fear Fenian enmily as any
Drotestant. You are probably aware that the Fe-
pians have been formally condemned by the Bishops
of the Urited States, and a priest of Ireland,: Father
Lavelle, haa been deprived of his priestly faculties
by the Pope himself, for abetting Fenianism. Ivie
not likely then that with those examples befare our
eyes, the Clergy of Canada would encourage Fenian-
ism or any similar erganisation. It may be hence
readily inferred that the rumor which made me the
Fenian drill sergeant is without foundation, especi
nlly as I did not graduate in any military school,
and scarce know the difference between the two very
distinct military ordezs, * Siand atease’ and ‘charge
bayonets,” Indeed, if amy person of standiog will
venture to assert over his own sigoatare, that [ have
in any way; abetled any such unlawful Society, I
will give him & chance to prove his accusation be-
fore our courtsof law, or will meke him pay the pe-
ualty of libel, if justice can be had in this country.
1 have a8 much 1eason to fear Fenianism as any
one in Bacrie, yet I am not at all alarmed for I am
confident that no such Society exists here,and I have.
reason to believe that there iz no Fenian organisa-
tion in any part of Canada, though there may be -
dividuals who are Fenians in seatiment.” If it be.
proved to me that there are Fenians among my par-
ishioners, I will do ali in roy power to induce them
to ceage their membership, tor I disapprove of
Fenianism, as 1 disapprove of Orangeism and all
ather societies whose objects are bad or organisation
jmmoral. The reports which bave so freely circulate
ed, were congoeted either by foolish or knavish per-
sone. ..} suspecy, the lavter; ,They ate probably to

ey

bo attribated to some political schemer who wishes
to make capital by them, or pethaps to the Orangs
Lodges which seem to be declining, and the members
of which may wish to raise an excitement whereby
their oumbers would be increased. At all events
the history of Upper (anada will show that the Oa-
tholica never were the aggressors in riot and itis
certain they will not be so now.

The protence whereby the rumors are made
plausible, i3 the display which occurred in Toronto
on the 5th of November last. I have not to deal
with Toronto, but Barrie, yet I will atate that when
oitber the faith of any bady of men is grossly insult-
ed, or their property endangered, or even their po-
litical opinions publicty marked, it is hard for bu-
manity to endors the ontrage. Would the Protes-
lauts of Barrie rermit the effigy of their most res-
pected clergymaun to be burned in the streets?
Would they allow the windows of their churchesor
thair houses to be burned or broken? Would the
Orangemen be passive whilejelfigy of their Grand
Mzaster, or District Master, or Lodge Master would
be derisively committed to the flames? 1 believe
they would not, In Toronto it was threatened to
burn the effigy of the Pope and the Duke of New-
castle,, and some say even the Prince of Wales ; the
history of Orapgeism will convince us that it was
not uniikely the threat would be acted upon,
and that, as formerly, Catholic properly
would have been destroyed, and Catholic churches
attacked. If there was & display of force made by
some Oatholics, to prevent the intended imsult to
Her Majesty, through ber representative lhe good
Duke of Newcsstle, and to their Spiritual Head,
surely it does -not follow that their designs were
treagonable, or that they intended to commit iudie-
criminate tmurder on the Protestants, Still less
does it follow that in Barrie and elsewhers, we have
il the same dreadful designs! I do notapprove of
such displays. Un the contrary, as s clergyman
and lever of peace, I would advocate forbearance.
Yet I canpot but remark that the daily papers of
Toronto, and other journals, have not dealt fairly
with the Torozlo Hibernian Seciety—as they deal
with Orangemen. I have seen aggressive warlike
digvlaye by the latter in Toronto, which were un-
condemned by those journals, whereas the Hiber-
ninns are made the theme of & month's noisy com-
ment, for sppearing once with a defengive purpose.

Thoas who in Barrie are striving to excite 1ll-
feeling, are raising a dexou of discord which they
may yet have reasons to regiet. Catholics acd Pro-
testants have lived in harmony as long as I haye
known in Barrie. Whosoever distarbs this good
will ahould be rewarded as an enemy to.our Cow-
mon country :—* Religion gees even in an enemy the
face of & brother,’ then be should be accounied & hy-
pocrite who would meake it a pretexi to keep us
asunder.

Nearoriraxn Prisons,— October 24—1t will searce-
ly be forgotten that about LWo years gipce a-leading
member of the English prrliament, Lord Benry Len-
nox, having contrived to penstrate the secrets of
geveral prisons of the kingdom of Naples, dencuaced
in the face of Europe the barbarous treatment to
which -the political delenus were subjected.  : The
treatment experienced by the -Comte de Christen
wiil not readily be forgotten, but since these reve-
lations visits to.the prisons lave become difficult
theoughout ltaly, and it is only from time to time
that the groan of suffering can pierce the silence -of
the gioomy dungeon. No one knowas exactly the
number-of the suspected. detained in prison. ln de-
fault of any complate statistics, in return we may at
least call attontion to wbat is bappening in the pri-:
son of San Francesco at Naples, A group of sixty
Bourbonists ‘thrown into the above-pawmed prison,
snd waiting vainly during the last seven wonths to
learn tbe motive of their detention, have succeeded.
in giving to the outer world an expoge of their sitza-
tiou. This document takes the form of a reclama-
tion tothe new Mnister of the Interior who has
communicated it to the 1talian press, and the.Con-
temporaneo -which reproduces it expicsses a hupe
that it may be denied by rusthority. The following
is & tranalation of the reclamalion of the political
prisoners of Sar Francisco':—More than sixty iadi-
viduals have been since the month of April incar-
cerated in the prison of San Franceaco, on accusa-
tion of Bourbonist-intrigues. They belong to all
clagses of roctety. -

In esch cell of the prison, formerly a Franciscan
Coavent, eight or ten persons are confised, snd not-
withstanding thiz, there i3 scarcely room for the mere
beds, There is no circulation of air, and a suffoca-
ting and almost mortal heat has to be borne by these
unfortunates through all the buruing summer with-
out their door being ever opeaed, 80 as, at least, to
allow them to breathe the air of tho corridors. There
is peither chair or bench in their cells, and even per-
sons of diatinction are rednced to eat on taeir beds.
Duricg the first months of their captivity they were
not allowed to see their femilies, nor even to send
them any news. Duriag forty-eight hours they were
forced to aleep on the hard ground, and remain fast-
ing. Their relations were refused permission to send
beds into their prison, under the pretext that the
mattresses must be visited, picked to pieces, and
made up again by workmexn in the confidence of the
Diroctor of San Fraacosco. Although the prisoners
were told they might receive letters through the post
no Jetter has ever reached thom through such a chan-
nel. They are allowed neither ink nor paper. They
can neither write o their families nor even to their
advocates, and the latter are expressly forbidden to
have access to them. A political prisoner does not
even sea the pergon employed in bringing him bis
food. By arecent order from the diraction of the
prisons the dishes must ba empiied into gddly shaped
bowls, of which the form ia specified by the direction
and which are three pslms loag, oue broad, and half
& palm deop. The objecs of this vexatious order is
to enable thia bowl to pass through a Bole made in
the cross door at the entrance, by means of which
they have closed a vestibule which formerly served
a3 a passage and a waiiipg-room for the persons who
might be visiting their imprisoned relationa. Now,
on the contrary, they were obliged to wait near the
post where soldiers are on guard, as in the high way.
[t i3 thus that on Mondays nnd Fridays, the days fix-
ed for the audiences. which last a faw short minutes
and which take place in the midst of & crowd of
guardians and gaolers, the population is treated to
the wretched apectacle of entire families, comprising
women of high rank, who are exposed to the rays of
& buraing suo, or drenched with rain, while waiting
to ba called to the brief meating tbey ars allowed
with their nearest and dearest relations. The sight
is sometlimes so beartrending that the very soldiers on
guard are moved by it, and bricg & chair or bench to
reat the weary expectants. Io the iaterior of the
prison & man is appointed to bring in the bowls
which serve to pass in the food. An inspector turas
them upside down, and amuses himself by cutting
the food into mincemeat exactly as if he were feed-
ing poultry. Itis needless to eay that the dinner
reaches in quite cold, and almost uneatable in every
way.'

E"Vut oue of the most vexations regulations is that
which forbids families to eend their relations any
wine in & bottle, They can only use the miserable
caraffe of thin white glase, containing acarcely half
a pint, which is used in the streets of Naples by the
lowest class of paraons. During the burning heat of
July and Angust the poor prisoners nearly died of
thizst. Only twice a day was a little water [such
water 1] brought them, and at Ave Maria the gates
of the cells were and are still closed with wooden
shutters, 80 that the delenus run every rigk of dying
fzom thirst and suffocating heat.

The prisoners are not allowed to read any news-
paper, not aven those of the Government. Savea
few rare exceptions, the gaolers are not only coarse
but inhuman, Ouoe of them evensnut up a gentle-
man in & locked cell because be had committed the
crime of approaching the grate, and kept him 48
hours in o dark and fetid dupgeon, deprived of food
and light. Anotber gaoler struck one of the pri-
soners violently with a heavy bunch of keys because
he had spoken to another, saying to him, *Take
that, dog of a Neapolitan. )

This very prison of Sec Francesco iz one of those
which 1 and soms friends visited in 1857, and there
were no prisoners save for civil crimes. We can
attest that Sen Francesco was ther a ciean, airy es-
tablishment, where the prisopers were most humane-
1y treated, Nothiog shocking met our eyes, no com-
plaint was made by the prisoners we questioned.
Qne might have thought it & barrack, a hospice, or a
school, rather than a prison. An octogenarian Je.
sais, Father Cutinelli, of pious and charitable memo-
ry, extended to San Franoesco, a8 to the other pridons.
under his charge, the most touching solicitude. We
Jeft it edified ! But this was ai the time when the
Bourbonian tyranny woighed heaviest on the Two
Sicilies. Now that the sun of liberty and civilisa-
tion shines on 1taly, San Francesco and the prisons.
of Naples are peopled with guapscts,’ who wait three
or four years before being brought to judgment, and
are treated in the interval like beusts of burden.

That these are the
objects now veing pursued by the Government is evi
dent from what takes place at Warsaw every day.
Although upwards of 100,000 perzons bave already
been banished to Siberia, the ~transports of ' exiles
from all parts of the ‘country do not seem to diminish"
either in numbers or infrequency.’ At ‘the com.
mencement of last week a convoy of 87 persons was
sent .to St. Petersburg on the way:to some remote
part of the empire. ' The number of political prison-
ors remsining in the citadel of Warsaw is about 450,
but the number changes from day to day in con-
saquence of arrivals or departures of these unfortus
nate people. There are still depots of political pri-
goners in all the chief citics, and from time to time
contingents are forwarded to the Warsaw citadel."
Most of the seizures are now through the confessions
of insdrgeats, who divalge the names of those land-
owaers who admitted them to their houses during
the period of the insurrection or who sent food to the’
campa. The arrests are chiefly made in the Lublin
and Sandomir diatricts, where all who were merely
implicated as common insurgents aro not deprived
of their liberty, but are strictly watched and iuterro-
gated. .~ Post. . s

Letters from Eastern Russia bring the news of the
death of several exiles from destitution and a Si-
berian winter Among these is M J X Wolowski,
formerly Oouncillor of State ané Attorney-General
in the kingdom of Poland, a gentleman of high at<
tainrments and coasiderable legal knowledge, and
univeraally respected and beloved by his couatry-
men He was banished from Poland on suspicion of
having joined the mational movement, and the. inac-
tion to which be was condemned in the village
where he was codfined, added to the severe ciimate,
were the causes of his premature end. Another pa-
triot, M Ilnicki, who though G0 years of age, was
condemnped to 15 years’ hard labor in the mines of
Siberis, died while making the journey in the miaes
on foor At Nijni-Novgorod the Princess Lubomirs-
ks, who with her husband, well known for Lia learn-
ing and ecanlightened beoevolence, had been the
means of saving many an unforiunate Pole who
shared their exile from the miseries ef destitution,
has been suddeniy left alone while within & few
weekg of her confinement, the princo having been
trapgported by the Russian autborities to a village
240 miles distant The reagon tor this barbarous act
is alleged to have been the efforte mada by the
prince and princess Lo alleviate the sad lot of their
fellow-exiles.

The letters which arrive here from Lithurria give
s melancholy picture of the present condition of the
extensive and fertile province of ancient Poland.
The depopulation and wholesale destraetion of whole
districts, which waa the means adopted by Moura-
vieff 10 crush the insurrection, and tbe numberless
confiscations and contributions, have reduced the
once wealthy und prosperous inhabitants to a state
of allmost complete ruin. Extensive regions of fer-
tile land are iyiog idle, the proprietors, ruined by
constant coatribulions, not havieg the means of.
keeping them 1a cultivation, and laborers being oaly
procurable with great difficulty in consequence of
the unsettled state of the peasant question. Every
eort has been made to deprive the Polish proorie-

held oq leases of 12, 24, and even 90 years, have been
expelled from them without compensation. OQpen
war bas been declared by Mouravielf against the
Roman Catholic religion. 'Many of the churches
buve been given up to the Greek Priests, and
even the voluntary offerings for the support of the
parigh charches are forbidden. At Wilna the Qoz-
vent of the Franciscans, who fiest introduced Chris-
tianity into Lithuagia, has been shut up, together
with several other convents and churches. The
cauge of temperance has lately made great advances
in Lithuanis by the efforts of the Olergy. Moura-
vielf, however, hus now strictly forbidden temparance
to be advocated from the pulpit, on the ground that
the sale of brandy being & government wonopoly,
the funds derived from it would be diminished by
the people ceasing to indulge in spirituous liquors.

It will Burprise us very much if it
should turn out that the Russian agents have failed
to discover evidence to satiafy them that even cne
