Mr. Bennett, by leave of the House, introduced a Bill No. 1, An Act
respecting the Administration cf Oaths cf Office, whicli was rend the first time.

Canada occupies
a leading position amnongst those cou-ntries wliere the evidence of a return to
permanent prosperity is most convincing.

~Sirice 1 have bccn associated with you as the representative of is Majesty
in Canada, 1 have visited every Province of the Dominion. I have been greatly
împrcssed by the loyalty, devotion and friendliness of the people, as well as
the high courage with which men and w omen werc meeting and overcoming
.abnormnal ciifficultics in their daily lives.

The Ottawa Trade Agreemcnts have now becn in opcration for a full year
and the resuits indicate substantial cxpansion of Canadian-Enîpire trade over
the I)reeeding ycar. It is worthy of note that the Agreements are proving
benceficial to ail Empire counitries. The trading position of the Empire in the
world lias steadily împrovcd. Canada lias agaiii resuined ber place as the fiftlî
exporting nation. Our fax ourable trade balanes~ hiave enabied lis to dischrge
our international obligations and have greatiy lesseried tlie diflieulties of the
international exeliangeý situation.

The temporary trac arrangements made witli Germany ani Austria haxve
been further extended. Canadian products are now receiving înost favoured
tariff treatment in tliuo.e countries in exeliange for the grant of our intermediate
tariff on their produets.

The prices of agriculturai produets, xvhieh have falien in recent years to
the lowXest level iii history, have slîown substantia1 improvement in the last
fewý iontiis. My (Joveriumient realize, liowever, tiîat further inecases in price
les els are necessarv to instire suecess to those engaged in agriculture. You
xviii be invited to con-s dr legislation designed to facilitate tlue efficient and
profitable marketing )f livestork ani agrictiltural produets.

Memibers of in Gverrnment partiiated in the World Mvonetary and
Eeononie Conference convenied in London in June of 1ast yenr. The Reports
approved by the Conferenee andi the Resolutions adopted by tlue Bureau and
the Executixoe Conunittee as w cill as certain agreements entered into by nîy
Government designed to mitigrate fluctuations in the prîce of silver xviii be laid
bei are xou. Tue Conference adj ournedl xxitiiout (lealing xvith many important
subjects, but arrived at concluions of espeeîal interest and concern to Canada
in respect to central baniks, the gold standard, and the percentage of mnetallie
coverage essentia1 to thc succesfiî1 functioning of gold as a mediumn of inter-
national exehiange. During the Conference, mv Ministers informally met tlue
repi esentatix es of the Ujnited Kingdom and othier counitries of flic Britisli
Conmmonxvealth of Nations, xvitl a x'iexv to the fîîrther development of Empire
co-oIperation; and adopted certain resolutions xvitlî respect to nîonetary andi
financial policies, xvili xvii be laid before you.

In Juiy of last yeor, my Ciovernînent appointed a Royal Commission to
inquire into and report tîpon the operation of the banking and monetary system
of Canada, witlî particular reference to the provisions ani xvorking of thc Bank
Act. flic Dominion Notes Act, the Finance Act and thc Currency Act, and the
adv ,isabilitv of estabishing a central banking institution. You xviii be învited
to considcr legîsîntion for the establishment of a Centrai Bank, thc extension
an(i revision of Bank Chiarters, xx'licb xere extended at thc iast session of
Parliament to the first day of July, 1934, and to consider furtber appropriate
additions and amendments to our banking- and rnonetary legisiation.

My Government, acting with representatives of other w heat exporting
countries, as wcll as reprcsentatives of whcat importing counftries, have entered
into an agreement for relieving the world market fromn the disastrous price-
depressing influence of abnormial surplus w heaf stocks. It is a mnatter of satis-
faction that the parties to this agreemncnt are co-operating withi a clcgree of
effectiveness xhich is, already reflected in improvcd prices. The agreement
will be laid before voui.

Since prorogation, iny Government made a public offering of Canadian
securities in the United Kingdom. This was the first time in over fifteen years
thaf Canada had negotiated a boan in flic British market. The reception of
the boan was gratifving im the extreme, indcating the high standing of Canadian
creclit.

,My Government have been giving careful consideration to measures thaf
might be adoptcd for the establishment of agricultural short terni and inter-
mediafe credîts; and have invifed representatives of the Provinces to study the
ineans by w hichi pracfical eftect ra\ be given fo the recommendations in this
respect made by the Royal Commission on -Monefary and Banking Problcms.

Since prorogation, my Government, under the authority of The Relief Act,
1933, liave contînucd to assist finaneially tic Provinces in the diseharge of their
constitutional obligations.

M\y Governmcnt have rccently concludcd a Conference with the represen-
tatives of ail the Provinces, when, aftcr the fullc4t discussion, i t was agrecd
that it was dcsirable, in the national infcrest, that assistance to the Provinces
should not be whiollv disccntînuecl until the return of more normal conditions.
The extent and mefhod of affording sucli assistance were left for negotiation
between my Government and the Governments of flic several Provinces.

The representatives of thc various Provinces strongly approved of the
arrangements made by my Govcrnment to care for single, uncmployed, home-
lcss men in camps until such fime as thie could be absorbcd in industry, by
providing themi withi emplo3 ment on unritakings for the national good; and
of the provision macle in 1932 for settlement of faimilies on the land, w hich
luis been extended withi satisfactorv reuîlts. My Governrnenf propose furthcr
fo promote employment bv expendi1tureý on cenulpublie works an(I under-
takings throughout the Dominion.

You will be invîfed to consi(ler, amnongst others. mceasures relating to the
Excise Act, flic Companies Act, fhe JucLges Acf, and flic Eleetions Act.

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Although it was found neccssary to maintain the reduction in the Library's
estimates, put into force in 1932, the Librarians have endeavoured to add to
the collection ail new andi important works dealing. with economie and other
miatters of special importance to Parliament.

That the Committee shall have power to send for persons, papers, and
records, and the further power to request the appointment of a Commission or
Commissioners under the Inquiries Act, to secure evidence to be presented to
the Committee by such Commission or Commissioners.

That the Committee shall report to the House from time to time its findings,
together with recommendations of such measures as in the opinion of the Com-
mittee may be considered necessary to secure as far as possible, fair and just
practices in the distribution and marketing systems of Canada, with fair and
just returns to producers, employees, and employers, not inconsistent with the
rights of consumers.

Mr. Veniot, seconded by Mr. McKenzie (Assiniboia), moved in amendment
thereto: That the following be inserted after paragraph (d):-

Mr. Gobeil moved: " That an Address be presented to His Excellency the
Governor General to offer the humble thanks of this House to His Excellency
for the gracious speech which he has been pleased to make to both Houses of
Parliament."

Mr. Mackenzie King moved in amendment: " That the following be added
to the motion: 'We respectfully submit to Your Excellency that Your Excel-
lency's present advisers do not possess the confidence of the country '."

Mr. Gardiner moved: " That the amendment be amended by inserting after
the word ' advisers' the words 'and official opposition '."

Mr. Gardiner in moving the amendment to the amendment stated, as he
is reported at page 118 of Hansard on January 30th, as follows:---

"The amendment as amended would then read: We respectfully submit
to Your Excellency that Your Excellency's present advisers and official opposi-
tion do not possess the confidence of this House or of the Country."

The honourable member was mistaken in stating that the amendment to
the amendment would so read. He has not moved to add the words " of this
house or " and they are not contained in Mr. Mackenzie King's amendment.

If the sub-amendment were adopted it would make the amendment read
as follows: " That the following be added to the motion: ' We respectfully sub-
mit to Your Excellency that Your Excellency's present advisers and official
opposition do not possess the confidence of the country '."

The adoption of the sub-amendment would make the amendment a motion
of want of confidence in the official opposition. Members of the official opposi-
tion are but individual members and are not charged with the duty of advising
His Excellency. The question as to whether the official opposition has not the
confidence of the public is settled by the mere fact that it is the opposition.
It is immaterial that His Excellency be made aware at the present time whether
the official opposition or any other party or group bas or has not the confidence
of the public as long as the 'Government of the day bas the support of a majority
of the House of Commons. Of this fact His Excellency bas been officially
advised.

If a vote of want of confidence in a Government is carried it means the
resignation of the Government, His Excellency's advisers. On the other hand
a vote of want of confidence in the opposition is of no effect and net a matter
to be submitted to His Excellency. It is a well known principle of British
Parliamentary practice that votes of want of confidence are only directed
against the Government of the day. I declare the sub-amendment out of order.

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And Whereas, the adoption of trade barriers and restrictions by many
nations coupled with the very limited amount of gold available in the world
for the interchange of goods and services has in large measure contributed to,
if not brought about the unemployment of millions of people with its consequent
untold misery and suffering;

And Whereas, due to economic and existing monetary conditions many
thousands of Canadian citizens have had to be sustained or given employment
by the state;

And Whereas, Canada has been borrowing large sums to provide for the
relief of the unemployed and destitute;

And Whereas, the issuing of currency in Canada has been based on certain
coverage of gold, thereby restricting the amount of currency issued;

Therefore be it Resolved,-That, in the opinion of this House, the Covern-
ment take immediate steps to adopt silver in addition to that of gold for the
issuance of currency either in the form of paper certificates or as coinage, and
that silver be again recognized and accepted as legal tender by the Dominion
of Canada at a fixed ratio to that of gold.

That all the words after the word " Whereas " in the first line thereof be

appreciably affect the silver market;

"(b) That Governments Parties to this Conference shall refrain from new
legislative measures which would involve further debasement of their silver
coinage below a fineness of 800/1,000;

"(c) That they shall substitute silver coins for low value paper currency
in so far as the budgetary and local conditions of each country will permit;

"(d) That all of the provisions of this Resolution are subject to the fol-
lowing exceptions and limitations:-

" The requirements of sucli provisions shall lapse on April lst, 1934, if
the agreement recommended in paragraph (a) does not come into force by
that date, and in no case shall extend beyond January lst, 1938;

" Governments may take any action relative to their silver coinage that
they may deem necessary to prevent the flight or destruction of their silver
coinage by reason of a rise in the bullion price of the silver content of their
coin above the nominal or parity value of such silver coin;

"And whereas on the 22nd day of July, 1933, Canada signed a memorandum
of agreement regarding silver, together with Australia, China, United States of
America, India, Mexico, Peru and Spain, a copy of which has been laid on the
Table of the House;
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"And whereas bimetallism is practicable, if at ail, only if adopted by sub-
stantially ail the leading nations of the world;

"And whereas the above resolution and agreement represented the greatest
measure of international agreement which it was possible to obtain;

" Therefore, be it resolved,--That the action of the Delegate of Canada in
signing said agreement is hereby approved."

The amendment proposes that the Governor and Directors should be appointed
by the Governor in Council, whereas the Bill by sections 8 and 9 provides that
the Directors be appointed by the shareholders. This is an amendment which
may be moved in Committee and not such an amendment as can be moved on
a motion to read the Bill a second time. Further, the amendment attaches
conditions to the second reading of the Bill in that it calls for further considera-
tion of the matter set forth in the amendment before the Bill is given second
reading.

The Debate on the second reading of said Bill was then resumed.

And the Debate continuing, the said Debate was on motion of Mr. Woods-
worth, adjourned.

"this Huse, while prepared to support legisiation for assisting the
orderly marketing of natural produets, is unalterably opposed to the
enactmnent of any compulsory measure which delegates to unnained and
undetermined individuals, groups or organizatiîons, sweeping powers over
the production and trade and commerce of the nation, and which confers
upon a Minister of the Crown, and upon the Governor in Council unpre-
ccdented authority and unusual powers ta restrict production, and inter-
provincial, inter-imperial and foreign trade as regards both exports and
imports, as well as other autocratic powers.'

Hon. Mr. Stevens raised the point of order as ta whether the said amend-
ment is in order inasmucli as it constitutes, what might be termed a declaration
of policy instead of offering reasons why consideration of the Bill should not be
proceeded withi or should be postponed or proposing something else germane ta
the actual motion before the bouse.

" The Righit Hon. Mr. Mackenzie King in moving the amendment quotcd
p)aragraph 755 of Beauchesne's Parliamentary Rules and Forms, which paragraph
is published as a quotation from May, l3th Edition at Page 390, which is repeated
by Bourinot at page 509l:

I' t is also competent ta a member who desires ta place on recordJ
any special rasons for not agrccing ta thc second rcading of a bill, to
move as an amendment ta the question, a resolution declaratory of some
prînciple adverse ta, or differing from the principles, policy or provisions
of the Bil.?

"This rule is subject to certain limitations. If the Right Hon. Member lad
continued to quote from May, lie would have found the following reference to an
amendment to a motion for second reading of a Bill-'2 Nor inay such an amend-
ment deal with the provisions of the Bill upon whidh it is moved, nor anticipate
amendments thereto which may be moved in Committee,' (May, l3th Edition,
page 391), and the precedent cited in May in support of thîis, 188 Parliamentary
Debates, 4th series, Col. 76, 'The Education (Scotland) Bih.'

"' Mr. Speaker: I have ta rule that the amendment standing in the
naine of the honourable member for Glasgow and Aberdeen Universities-
to the effect that the House while welcoming educational legisiation for
Scotland regrets that the present measure does not propose change in
the educational areas, which is urgently required in the interests of
efficient administration-is not technically in order, because it does nut
challenge the principle of the Bill. The question raised can be decided
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by an amendment to the Bill itself. If the honourable member wants
to object ta the Second -Reading, he should move that the Bill be read thîs
day six months.'

"The amendment moved by the Right Hon. Leader of the Opposition does
not challenge the principle of Bill 51, and it anticipates the Committee stage.
It dcclarcs that the 'Huse is prepared to support~ legisiation for assisting the
orderly marketing of natural products' and the Bill is intituled: 'An Act to
improve the methods and practîces of marketing of natural products.' There is
so much similarity between those two propositions that one cannot be moved
as a reason to reject the second reading of a Bill enunciating the other. The Bill
deals with powers and methods which may be altered in -Committee.

" The objection to the enactment of any compulsory measure which dele-
gates to unnamed and undetermined individuals, groups or organizations, sweep-
ing powers over the production and trade and commerce of the nation can be
decided by amendments when the Committee of the Whole is considering
Section 3 of the Bill which establishes the Dominion Marketing Board and
Section 4 which defines the powers of the Board. The action ta be taken by
the Governor in Council and the Minister in administering the Act is described
in almost every section of the Bill and may be strengthened or weakened by
amendment when the Bill is in Committee.

" The objections raised in the proposed ameadment cannot be looked upon
as reasons why Bill 51 should not now be proceeded with and, moreover, they
may be considered after the Bill bas been read a second time.

" For these reasons, I find the proposed amendment ta be out of order."

From this decision Mr. Mackenzie King appealed to, the bouse.
And the question being put by Mr. Speaker: Shahl the ruling of the Chair

"' This House regrets that the proposals of the Minister of Finance give
no indication of the intention of the Government to abandon the policies of
economie nationalism whieh have proved so disastrous to Canada's trade. It
is of the opinion that the immediate substitution therefor of policies which will
promote export trade throughout the world is essential to any permanent im-
provement of conditions in Canada, and to the successful application of otier
policies respecting credit and employment designed to effect this end.'

" On April 30th, Mr. Spencer moved a subamendment and on May 7th
on a question of order raised by Mr. Mackenzie, of Vancouver Centre, as to
the subamendment, I held that the subamendment was not in order as it sought
to deal with the question of credit which had been debated on a motion by
Mr. Lucas and the matter of credit had been by consent referred to the Select
Standing Committee on Banking and Commerce where it is being considerd.

" It is now agreed that the amendment is not in order and for the same
reasons as said subamendment was held to be not in order.

" When this amendment was moved, there was on the Order Paper Bill 51
entitled, 'An Act to improve the methods and practices of marketing of natural
products i Canada and in export trade, and to make further provision in con-
nection therewith.' This Bill was read a first time March 26th and on April
23rd, when this amendment was moved, was on the Order Paper for second
reading. The Bill provides for export trade and for regulating the export of
goods from Canada, see the title and paragraph (b) of ss. 4, and paragraph (1)
of ss. 5 of S. 5, also Sec. 12, ss 2.

" On February 13th, Mr. Woodsworth moved the following amendment to
the Address in Reply to the Speech from the Throne:-

"' That the following be added to the motion: We respectfully regret that
Your Excellency's present advisers have not taken such steps as are necessary
to deal adequately with unemployment, to reduce the burden imposed by the
publie debt, and to put the agricultural industry on a basis that will ensure
the farmer a decent standard of living.'
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"Thereupon, employment was discussed and the amendment was disposed
of by the House on a division resulting in 54 yeas and 89 nays.

" That amendment dealt with the question of employment generally and
the amendment now before the House is to the same effect and so is not in order.

" My decision is supported by the following precedents.
" Bourinot, page 328: ' It is, however, an ancient rule of Parliament that

"no question or motion can be regularly offered if it is substantially the same
with one on which the judgment of the House has already been expressed during
the current session." The old rule of Parliament reads: " That a question being
once made, and carried in the affirmative or negative, cannot be questioned
again, but must stand as a judgment of the House ".

" May 13th edition, at page 272, says: 'A matter already appointed for
consideration by the House cannot lie anticipated by an amendment, while a
notice of motion as long as it remains upon the paper, whether for a specified
day or not, prevents its subject matter being discussed by means of an amend-
ment to a motion.'

" Speaker's rulings on the question are reported as follows:-
"207 H.D. 3 s 500: 'Now there is a rule of the House that when a matter

has been expressly set down for consideration, no honourable member can
anticipate it by raising a discussion on the subject.'

"308 H.D. 3 s 1755: ' I must point out to the honourable member that he
has introduced a Bill, which is now standing on the paper for a second reading,
which contains a distinct reference to the subject matter of the present motion;
and, as that Bill is to be brought on upon a future day, the honourable member
would not be in order in moving his resolution now, as lie would be anticipating
the discussion upon the Bill'

" 333 H.D. 3 s 851: 'The first two amendments on the paper, the first
standing in the name of the honourable member for Hoxton, and the second in
that of the honourable Baronet, the member for Cockermouth, are out of order
as amendments, inasmuch as they anticipate the discussion, one on three and
the other on four Bills which the House has appointed for a future day, and
one of those Bills, I observe, is in the name of the honourable gentleman him-
self. The amendment, therefore, of the honourable gentleman will be out of
order as an amendment to the Address.'

" 66 Parliamentary Debates, 4 s 923: 'The subject of the honourable mem-
ber's amendment to the Address is relative to several Bills on the order book.
and lie will have an opportunity of submitting his views to the House when one
of them comes on. He cannot now anticipate discussion on a Bill which is on
the order book.'

"The same practice has always been followed in Canada, see Bourinot,
4th edition, page 320: 'An amendment cannot anticipate a notice of motion
on the Order Paper.'

" In this case the amendment goes further and anticipates a Bill No. 51,
now being considered in Committee dealing with marketing and export trade.

" I therefore rule that the amendment moved by Mr. Ralston is out of
order as it is substantially the same as one on which the judgment of the House
has already been expressed, and it deals with matters already before the House."

From this decision Mr. Ralston appealed to the House.

The following Resolutions were adopted:-

INCOME WAR- TAX ACT
Resolved, That it is expedient to amend the Income War Tax Act and to

provide:-
1. That income shall include rents, royalties, reservations and other like

considerations which fluctuate according to the production from or the use of
the property leased or sold.

2. That companies exempt from taxation under section four, paragraph (k)
of the Act shall not be exempt if ithey Tail to file, without reasonable cause
therefor, within four months from the close of their fiscal period and annual
return on the form prescribed, and at the same time pay a filing fee of une
hundred dollars.

3. That the exemption of $1,000 heretofore afforded a trustee accumulating
income in trust for the benefit of unascertained persons or of persons with con-
tingent interests shall be abolished.

4. That interest, dividends, rents, royalties, annuities and other periodical
payments received by executors and- admninistrators of a deceased person shall
be apportioned as if accruing from day to day and that portion accrued to the
date of death shall be taxed as income of the deceased.

5. That the amounts paid by--an estate or trust for the upkeep, maintenance
and taxes of any property which under the terms of the will or trust in question
are required to be maintained for the use of life beneficiaries shall be taxable as
income of such beneficiaries.

6. That where any of the shares of a Personal Corporation are held by a
non-resident shareholder, the company shall be taxable at the corporate rates
of tax on such shareholder's proportionate interest in the income of the Personal
Corporation.

7. That income from assets transferred directly or indirectly by a taxpayer
to minors shall continue to be taxed as the income of the taxpayer transferring
the assets.

8. That any enactment founded on this Resolution shall be deemed to have
come into force at the commencement of the 1933 taxation period and to be
applicable thereto and to fiscal periods ending therein, and to all subsequent
periods.

SPECIAL WAR REVENUE ACT
Resolved, That it is expedient to introduce a measure to amend The Special

War Revenue Act, chapter one hundred and seventy-nine of the Revised Statutes
of 1927, and amendments thereto, and to provide as follows:

1. That the excise tax imposed by section eighty and Schedule II of the said
Act on the following items be repealed, namely:-

Ale, beer, porter and stout;
Unfermented wort (sweet wort) suitable for the brewing of beer (as imposed

by section twenty-seven of chapter fifty of the Statutes of 1932-33);
Malt syrup, or malt syrup powder, extracts of malt, fluid or not, or any other

malt product suitable for the brewing of beer (as imposed by said
section twenty-seven).

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EXCISE ACT

Resolved, That it is expedient to introduce a measure to amend the Excise
Act, being chapter sixty of the Revised Statutes of Canada 1927, and amend-
ments thereto, and to provide:-

1. That the excise duty on malt be increased as follows:-
(a) On screened malt (malt from which the coomings have been

removed), manufactured in Canada subject to excise regulations with
respect to absorption of moisture in warehouse, from three cents per pound
to six cents per pound;

(b) On malt imported into Canada and warehoused, from three cents
per pound to six cents per pound;

(c) On malt imported into Canada, crushed or ground, from five centà
per pound to eight cents per pound;

thereby consolidating as a single duty of excise the duties of excise now imposed
upon malt used in the brewing of beer and the gallonage tax imposed under the
Special War Revenue Act at the rate of twelve and one-half cents per gallon
upon the beer itself, the said gallonage tax to be repealed by an amendment to
the Special War Revenue Act.

All duty-paid malt on hand in any premises subject to excise on the day
this Act comes into force to be subject to the difference between the rate already
paid and that hereby imposed.

2. (a) That the existing duty imposed on beer or any fermented beverage
made in imitation thereof, brewed in whole or in part from any other substance
than malt, be increased from fifteen cents per gallon to twenty-two cents per
gallon, thereby maintaining the differential rate of duty between beer brewed by
the use of malt and beer brewed by the use of other substances and combining
with the said excise duty the gallonage tax imposed upon such liquor under the
Special War Revenue Act.

(b i That an excise duty be imposed on all beer imported into Canada and
taken out of bond for consumption at the rate of seven cents per gallon, to
replace the excise tax imposed at the same rate under the Special War Revenue
Act.

(c) That an excise duty be levied upon all beer brewed from duty-paid malt
in storage at the time of the coming into force of this Act at the rate of seven
cents per gallon.

3. That an excise duty be levied upon all unfermented wort (sweet wort)
suitable for the brewing of beer, in storage and unsold at the coming into force of
this Act, at the rate of seven cents per gallon, thereby equalizing the duty to be
levied upon such sweet wort with the duty to be levied upon the malt entering
into the production of sweet wort produced after the coming into force of the
increased duty on malt hereby proposed; the tax imposed upon such wort under
the Special War Revenue Act to be repealed.

4. That excise duties be levied on all malt syrup suitable for the brewing of
beer at the following rates:-

(a) On hand and unsold on the first day of July, 1934, per pound
thirteen cents.

(b) When manufactured or produced in Canada after the coming
into force of this Act, per pound ten cents;

(c) When imported into Canada or taken out of warehouse after the
ooming into force of this Act, per pound sixteen cents;

1. The interlocking of directorates as between banks, trust companies,
insurance companies and important industrial concerns and the effeet of
such interlocking directorates on the general financial and economic con-
dition of the country;

2. The general policies adopted by the chartered banks to combat
the effeets of the depression, and to what extent the said banks are
responsible for the drastic deflation from which the country suffered and
is still suffering;

3. The circumstances which brought about the enactmcent of Order in
Council, P.C. 2693, of October 27, 1931, permitting the chartered banks to
show investment securities in their monthly and annual financial state-
inents at a valuation other than the actual or market value thereof;

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4. Relations of the chartered banks to the wheat pools, and the
extent to which the guarantees by the Dominion Government to the banks
of the said pools' grain market account was utilized for the purpose of
speculating in wheat on the Winnipeg or Chicago grain pits;

5. The relationship between the chartered banks or any of them and
the Canadian Pacifie Railway Company and the circumstances which
brought about the guarantee by the Dominion of Canada of a loan of
sixty million dollars to the said Railway Company;

6. The relationship between the banks or any of them and the pulp
and paper industry and the extent to which the uncontrolled extension
of uredit brought about over-capitalization and over-expansion and the
subsequent disorganization and near bankruptcy of an industry dealing
in some of the most valuable of our natural resources.

And for the purposes of obtaining information on the matters and
things hereinabove enumerated, witnesses shall be called, including Sir
Herbert S. Holt, K.B., President, The Royal Bank of Canada, Sir Charles
B. Gordon, K.B.E., President, Bank of Montreal, and such other bank
presidents and directors as the Committee may deem it advisable to
S ummll.

And that counsel learned in the law shall be appointed to assist the
Committee in its investigation.

Your Committee decided to accept this as a notice of motion.

It was later resolved that the subject matter of the motion hereinbefore
set out be discussed when the cognate sections of Bill 18 would be under con-
sideration and that a sub-committee, to be appointed, should determine the
witnesses to be summoned and the order of their appearance before your Com-
mittee.

Since its original sitting your Committee held 47 meetings and heard 25
witnesses.

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court on such application shall have the same power to relieve him as undei
this section it would have had if it had been a court before which proceedings
against that person for such breach or non-compliance had been brought.

(4) Where any case to which subsection two of this section applies is being
tried by a judge with a jury, the judge, after hearing the evidence, may, if he is

production, trade, prices and employment and the proper monetary action

necessary to mitigate those fluctuations and, generally, the promotion of the

economic and financial welfare of the people of the Dominion of Canada; with

power to send for persons, papers and records and with instructions to report
from time to time to the House of Commons any recommendations which, if

Parliament should so decide, should be referred to the Executive Committee
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and/or the Board of the Bank of Canada for consideration and such action, as in
the premises, might be deemed necessary to attain the objeets set out in the
preamble of the Act to incorporate the Bank of Canada; and with instructions
that counsel learned in the law and sucli other persons as the said Committee
xnay designate be appointed to assist the Committee in the above inquiries.

Mr. Speaker ruled the said proposed amendment out cf order on the ground
that the House cannot, during the present session, instruct a Committee to take
certain matters into consideration at the next session of Parliamenýt, as references
made by the House to Committees lapse at prorogation.

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(2) If, after such notice to the Commissioner as the judge may require,
it is made to appear to the satisfaction of such judge,

(a) that the claimant is innocent of any complicity in the offence resulting
in such seizure or of any collusion with the offender in relation thereto
and,

(b) that he exercised all reasonable care in the choice of the person per-
mitted to obtain the possession of such horses, vehicles, vessels or other
appliances to satisfy himself that they were not likely to be used con-
trary to the provisions of this Act or, if a mortgagee or lien-holder,
that the vendor to the mortgagor or lien-giver exercised such care;

he shall be entitled to an order that his interest be not affected by such seizure."

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Mr. Bowman, for Mr. Lawson, from the Select Special Committee on the
Civil Service Act, presented the Fourth Report of the said Committee, which is
as follows:-

The Select Special Committee appointed to inquire into and report upon the
administration and operation of the Civil Service Act as amended, with instruc-
tions to inquire into and report concerning the repeal or amendment of any of
the provisions of the said Act or the substitution therefor or addition thereto of
other provisions as the Committee may deem advisable, begs leave to present
the following as its Fourth Report:-

1. Representations have been made to your Committee urging that certain
temporary employees who have for long periods been occupying positions of a
permanent nature should now be accorded permanent status.

Your Committee find that by Orders in Council, P.C. 2958, dated the 16th
day of December, 1920, and P.C. 3895, dated October 22, 1921, passed pursuant
to the Civil Service Amendment Act, October, 1919, 4,060 temporary employees
who had been continuously employed in positions of a permanent character since
November 10, 1919 (the date on which the Civil Service Act became law) were,
during the period 1920-27, given permanent status. In 1927, however, the
enabling Orders in Council were rescinded. The representations which have
been made to your Committee urge that any other temporary employees (ap-
proximately 300 in number) who were eligible to benefit under this section of
the Act and said Orders in Council but whose permanency was not at the time
effected should now be granted permanent status, in order that they may enjoy
the benefits attached thereto. These benefits include the right to contribute to
the Civil Service Superannuation Act, the right to receive statutory increases
when these are again allowed, the right to compete for promotions when promo-
tions are again authorized, and the right to receive retiring leave on separation
from the Service. A large number of the employees in question have already
been permitted to contribute to the Civil Service Superannuation Act, so that
the additional burden on that fund will be small, and as all statutory increases
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.and the great majority of promotions are at present prohibited, there will be
little, if any, additional cost in this connection nor in connection with the
question of compensation, as employees will continue to receive the salaries
which they are now paid.

Your Committee believes that there is justification for the granting of
permanent status to the employees in question, and recommends that the Civil
Service Commission be instructed to prepare the necessary regulations for sub-
mission to the Governor in Counoil to give effect thereto.

2. Representations have also been made to your Committee that permanent
status should be conferred upon the staff of the Soldier Settiement Board, which
has since '1918 been operating almost entîrely on a temporary basis.

It is represented that as a resuit of reorganîzation the staff has now reached
a permanent basis, having been reduced from a peak figure of 1,595 to a present
figure of .343. The great majority of the members of the staff are returned
soldiers and have been employed continuously for long periods of service-in
many cases up to fifteen years. Your Committee finds that in 1928 action in
this respect was taken in connection with the staff of the Department of Soldiers'
Civil Re-establishment.

Your Committee is of opinion that the action requested is in the public
interest, and recommends that the Soldier Settlement Acf be amended to
provide that:-

Such members of the staff of the Soldier Settlement Board as may
be desigiiated by the Governor in Council shall, notwithstanding any-
thing contained in the Civil Service Act, be regarded as permanent
employees, provided thaf their positions are certified by the Civil Ser-
vice Commission, upon the recommendation of the Minister based upon
the report, in wrîting of the Deputy Minister, to be of indeterminate
duration, and shaîl thereafter become subject in ahl respects to the Civil
Service Acf.

3. Represent ations have been made to your Committee on behaîf of cm-
ployees receîving prevaîling rates of pay, urging that they be allowed to
contribute to the Civil Service Superannuation Fund.

Section 2 of the Civil Service Superannuafion Act limits the benefits of that
Act to permanent fuil-time cmployees "who are in receipt of a stated annual
salary of at least $600." The employees on whose behaîf representations have
been made could accordingly secure the benefits of the Superannuation Act
only by having their salary rate changed. fromn a prevailing rate basis to a sfated
annual salary, or by amending the provisions of the Civil Service Superannuation
Act in this regard.

With respect to this and other matters relative ta the application of the
Superannuation Act the factors ivolved are of so complicaf cd a nature that
your Committee was unable to obtain sufficiently definite or compréhensive
information to warrant a recommendation. Moreover the Committee is of
opinion that the question is one that does not ptoperly comne within ifs termas
of reference. in any case it is understood thàt thege matters are under con-
sideration by the Advisory Commnittee on the Stiperannuation Act to which body
your Committee suggests fthe representations above specified be referred.

4. Your Commitf ce has been pleased to note that sinee the reorganization
of the Civil Service Commission substantial progres. ham been made in tarrying
ouf the recommendations of the Special Coinmitfee of 1932, and that action is
being taken in conrneef ion with overlapping and the reorgànization of certain
services. Your Commiittee partieularly urges that the protress whieh lias already
been macle in absorbing surplus persannel and thus obviating the necesity of
filling vacancies with new perscilmel, bk exferded ta the greatest degree posible.
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5. Attention has been drawn to Recommendation No. 21 contained in the
Report of the Civil Service Committee of 1932, recommending the setting up of
a Board to adjudicate upon complaints of civil servants.

Lt has been allegced that this Board has not functioned due to the fact that
no person has been desîgnated to convene the Board.

Your Committee finds that the Civil Service Commission bas been dealing
with complaints of civil servants by means of conferences with representatives
of civil servant organizations and with representatives of the Departments
concerned.

Your Committee recommends that the civil servant organization, of which
the complainant is a member, should notify the Civil Service Commission of
its desire to have a complaint considered and that the Commission then take
the neccssary stcps to have such Board convened.

6. Your Committee has had placed before it numerous other representations
containing much useful information regarding conditions in the public service
in connection with ahl of which careful consideration haýs been given. It lias
flot, lîowxever, beeii practicable to deal definitely with aIl the matters suli-
mitted and it is accordîngly recommended that such matters appearing on the
record not dealt with specifically by this Report be investigated by the Civil
Service Commission so that where possible the neceesary action may be taken.
And furthermore that the Commission sulimit a full report upon the matters
involved to such Select Committee on Civil Service matters as may be set up
at a subsequent session.

7. Your Committee finds itself in sympathy with the representations made
to it that the full restoration of promotions and increases and compensations
in the Service would lie in the public interest and recommends that such steps
be taken as soon as financial conditions warrant.

8. Your Committee has heen greatly assisted by the evidence and informa-
tion placed before it by the several civil servants' associations, and lias been
impressed with the high efficiency and morale of the public service as indicated
thereby.

Mr. Senn, from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and ColQni-
zation, presented the Fifth Report of the said Committee, which as ias follow:-

Your Committee has had under consideration the question of Hog Grading
referred to it by the House on March 7th, 1934, and is of the opinion that the

grading of hogs by the Department of Agriculture bas been of real value to the
live stock industry. It has assisted in maintaining the quality of bacon required
and demanded in the British market, and has enabled the Canadian farmer pro-
ducer to become a competitor in the higher grades of bacon and bacon products
in the export markets of the Empire and of the world.

Your Committee is of the opinion that further efforts should be made to
increase the percentage of Select bacon hogs produced on the farms of Canada,
and to this end commends the investigation at present under way by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture into the merits of grading on rail or by the carcass and
which method, it is understood, will be initiated in certain plants in early July
of this year.

Your Committee also commends the action of the Department of Agriculture
in the development and application of export bacon grading regulations, all bacon
for export being now graded to certain standards, under the supervision of the
Department, based on suitability to the British trade. There seems to be no
reason why Canadian pork products should not rank with the best in the world,
and that as our exportable surplus increases prices will maintain a reasonable
level and give an adequate return to the f armers of Canada.

Your Committee recommends that the grading of hogs be continued.

America Act, Section 91 of which states that it shall be lawful for the Parlia-
ment of Canada ta make laws in relation ta all matters, except those assigned
to Provincial Legislatures, and inter alia subjects enumerated therein, including
banking, incorporation of banks and the issue of paper money.

" The sovereignty of Parliament can only be affected by an amendment ta
the British North America Act."

3. That the provision of the Act dealing with advertising Phnuld be more
liberaiýly interpreted.

4. That a greater use of electrical transcriptions be permitted.

5. That, pending nationalization of ail stations, greater co-operation should
be established between privately-owned stations and the Commission.

6. That Chapter 35 of the Statutes of Canada for 1933, which expired on

the 3r4 day cf April, 1934, bc renewed until the 3lst day cf March, 1935.

Ta this Bill the Clerk af the Senate, by command af lis Excellency the
Governor General, did thereupan say:-

" In His Majesty's name bis Excellency the Governor General thanks His
Loyal Subjects, accepts their benevalence, and assents ta this Bill."
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After which His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to close the
Fifth Session of the Seventeenth Parliament of the Dominion of Canada, with
the following Speech:-

Honourable Members of the Senate:
Members of the House of Commons:

I desire to express my appreciation of the careful attention you have given
to the various measures submitted to you for consideration during the present
Session, and to congratulate you upon the extent and importance of the legis-
lation enacted which vitally affects the economie and social life of Canada. It
is a source of profound satisfaction that the improvement in economic con-
ditions in Canada which was in evidence when you commenced your sessional
labours is still apparent. This improvement is reflected in substantially increased
national revenues, a greater volume of inter-Empire as well as foreign trade
and a betterment in employment conditions throughout the country. Our
favourable trade balances have strengthened our external exchange position and
our national credit was never higher. The enactment of legislation incorpor-
ating the Bank of Canada to operate as a Central Bank will permit of the
exercise of a sound measure of public control over credit and currency in the
interests of the economic life of the nation and will secure to Canada a greater
measure of freedom in the exchange markets of the world. The decennial
revision of the Bank Act has bcen completed, and necessary amendments made
to improve our monetary and banking institutions.

Legislation has been enacted to improve the methods and practices of the
marketing of natural products. I express the confident hope that this legis-
lation will provide the means by which the producers of primary commodities
in this country may exercise over the marketing of their products a degree of
regulative control which will inure to the benefit alike of producer and con-
sumer. The Companies Act will provide greater security for investors in
Canadian enterprises. The decline in world commodity prices experienced in
past years bas borne heavily on the producers of primary products, and the
farming population has been faced with a great burden of debt. By means of
the legislation which bas been enacted speedy adjustments without expense to
the farmers may be made with creditors, and authority has been granted to the
Canadian Farm Loan Board to extend its operations so as to provide the
farmer with additional capital by advances on farm mortgages and also by
providing intermediate credit. Under the provisions of the Statute of West-
minster legislation has been enacted to make effective extra-territorially the
laws of Canada relating to navigation and shipping. The provision for the con-
struction of public works and undertakings widely distributed throughout the
country will, it is believed, further serve to stimulate economic recovery by
providing employment in various lines of activity.

Among other important measures passed were: An Act to Provide for the
Franchise of Electors at Elections to the House of Commons, an Act respecting
the Bureau for Translations, a Consolidation of the Excise Act, Measures
affecting Fruit, Dairy, Livestock and Livestock Products Industries, and an Act
affecting Canadian and British Insurance Companies.

The exploratory work of the Committee on Price Spreads and Mass Buying
ias awakened public conscience to the need of preventing unfair trade practices
and exploitation of workers and price manipulation which unfavourably affects
the consumer. Legislation is necessarily deferred until the work of the Com-
mittee has been concluded.
