Mr. Bennett, by leave of the House, introduced a Bill No. 1, An Act
respecting the Administration of Oaths of Office, which was read the first time.

Mr. Speaker reported, That when the House did attend His Excellency the
Governor General this day in the Senate Chamber, His Excellency was pleased
to make a speech to both Houses of Parliament, and to prevent mistakes, he
had obtained a copy which he read to the House as follows:—

Honourable Members of the Senate:
Members of The House of Commons:

You are summoned for the despatch of public business at a time when
there are sound reasons for believing that the world is gradually returning to
economic stability. I congratulate you that such improved world conditions

are reflected in Canada by expanding trade, improving revenues, increasing
employment, and a more confident outlock upon the future. Canada occupies
a leading position amongst those countries where the evidence of a return to
permanent prosperity is most convineing.

Since I have been associated with you as the representative of His Majesty
in Canada, I have visited every Province of the Dominion. I have been greatly
impressed by the loyalty, devotion and friendliness of the people, as well as
the high courage with which men and women were meeting and overcoming
abnormal difficulties in their daily lives.

The Ottawa Trade Agreements have now been in operation for a full year
and the results indicate substantial expansion of Canadian-Empire trade over
the preceding year. It is worthy of note that the Agreements are proving
beneficial to all Empire countries. The trading position of the Empire in the
world has steadily improved. Canada has again resumed her place as the fifth
exporting nation. Our favourable trade balances have enabled us to dischrge
our international obligations and have greatly lessened the difficulties of the
international exchange situation.

The temporary trade arrangements made with Germany and Austria have
been further extended. Canadian products are now receiving most favoured
turiff treatment in those countries in exchange for the grant of our intermediate
tariff on their products.

The prices of agricultural products, which have fallen in recent years to
the lowest level in history, have shown substantial improvement in the last
few months. My Government realize, however, that further increases in price
levels are necessary to insure success to those engaged in agriculture. You
will be invited to consider legislation designed to facilitate the efficient and
profitable marketing of livestock and agricultural products.

Members of my Government participated in the World Monetary and
Fconomic Conference convened in London in June of last year. The Reports
approved by the Conference and the Resolutions adopted by the Bureau and
the Executive Committee as well as certain agreements entered into by my
Government designed to mitigate fluctuations in the price of silver will be laid
before you. The Conference adjourned without dealing with many important
subjects, but arrived at conclusions of especlal interest and concern to Canada
in respect to central banks, the gold standard, and the percentage of metallic
coverage essential to the successful functioning of gold as a medium of inter-
national exchange. During the Conference, my Ministers informally met the
representatives of the United Kingdom and other countries of the British
Commonwealth of Nations, with a view to the further development of Empire
co-operation; and adopted certain resolutions with respect to monetary and
financial policies, which will be laid before you.

In July of last year, my Government appointed a Royal Commission to
inquire into and report upon the operation of the banking and monetary system
of Canada, with particular reference to the provisions and working of the Bank
Act, the Dominion Notes Act, the Finance Act and the Currency Act, and the
advisability of establishing a central banking institution. You will be invited
to consider legislation for the establishment of a Central Bank, the extension
and revision of Bank Charters, which were extended at the last session of
Parliament to the first day of July, 1934, and to consider further appropriate
additions and amendments to our banking and monetary legislation.
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My Government, acting with representatives of other wheat exporting
countries, as well as representatives of wheat importing countries, have entered
into an agreement for relieving the world market from the disastrous price-
depressing influence of abnormal surplus wheat stocks. It is a matter of satis-
faction that the parties to this agreement are co-operating with a degree of
effectiveness which is already reflected in improved prices. The agreement
will be laid before you.

Since prorogation, my Government made a public offering of Canadian
securities in the United Kingdom. This was the first time in over fifteen years
that Canada had negotiated a loan in the British market. The reception of
the loan was gratifying in the extreme, indicating the high standing of Canadian
credit.

My Government have been giving careful consideration to measures that
might be adopted for the establishment of agricultural short term and inter-
mediate credits; and have invited representatives of the Provinces to study the
means by which practical effect may be given to the recommendations in this
respect made by the Royal Commission on Monetary and Banking Problems.

Since prorogation, my Government, under the authority of The Relief Act,
1933, have continued to assist financially the Provinces in the discharge of their
constitutional obligations.

My Government have recently concluded a Conference with the represen-
tatives of all the Provinces, when, after the fullest discussion, it was agreed
that it was desirable, in the national interest, that assistance to the Provinces
should not be wholly discontinued until the return of more normal conditions.
The extent and method of affording such assistance were left for negotiation
between my Government and the Governments of the several Provinces.

The representatives of the various Provinces strongly approved of the
arrangements made by my Government to care for single, unemployed, home-
less men in camps until such time as they could be absorbed in industry, by
providing them with employment on undertakings for the national good; and
of the provision made in 1932 for settlement of families on the land, which
has been extended with satisfactory results. My Government propose further
to promote employment by expenditures on essential public works and under-
takings throughout the Dominion.

You will be invited to consider, amongst others, measures relating to the
Excise Act, the Companies Act, the Judges Act, and the Elections Act.
Members of the House of Commons:

The accounts of the last year will be laid before you. The estimates for
the coming year will be submitted at an early date. They have been prepared
with a regard for rigid economy consistent with the requirements of the public
service.

1 invoke the Divine blessing upon your deliberations, confident that the
measures submitted for your consideration will receive your earnest attention.

On motion of Mr. Bennett, a Special Committee was appointed to prepare
and report with all convenient speed, Lists of Members to compose the Select
Standing Committees of this House under Standing Order 63, said Committee
to be composed of Messrs.: Rhodes, Dupré, Simpson (Algoma West), Stewart
(Edmonton West) and Casgrain.

Mr. Bennett, delivered a message from His Excellency the Governor Gen-
eral, which was read by Mr. Speaker, as follows:

The Governor General transmits to the House of Commons a certified copy
of an approved Minute of Council appointing the Rt. Honourable Sir George
H. Perley, Minister without Portfolio; the Honourable D. M. Sutherland, Min-
ister of National Defence; the Honourable T. G. Murphy, Minister of the
Interior and Superintendent General of Indian Affairs; and the Honourable
M. Dupré, Solicitor General, to act with the Speaker of the House of Commons
as Commissioners for the purposes and under the provisions of Chapter 145
of the Revised Statutes of Canada, 1927, intituled: “ An Act respecting the
House of Commons.”

Mr. Speaker laid before the House the Report of the Librarians of Parlia-
ment, which is as follows:—

To the Honourable the Speaker of the House of Commons:

The Joint Librarians of Parliament have the honour to submit their report
on the Library for 1933.

The work connected with the printing of the Supplementary Catalogue of
books donated and purchased during the year 1933 is well advanced, and the
volume will be issued somewhat earlier than usual.

The vacancy in the position of General Librarian, following the death of
Mr. J. de L. Taché, was filled last winter by the appointment of Mr. Félix
Desrochers, formerly librarian of the Municipal Library of Montreal. Mr.
Desrochers is a member of the legal profession, and assumed his new duties
in February, 1933.

Amongst the valuable acquisitions made in recent years by the Library
has been “ The Private Papers of James Boswell from Malahide Castle.” This
unique work has been published in eighteen volumes, the last of which has just
been received.

Amongst donations of interest have been a set of “The Letters of Sir
Walter Scott ” by an anonymous donor in England; from the Mayor of Genoa,
a large illustrated volume entitled “ Christopher Columbus: documents and
proofs of his Genoese origin”’; and also there was received from the Mayor
of Tokyo a beautiful volume entitled “The Reconstruction of Tokyo,” given
to the Library as a token of gratitude for Canada’s contribution to Japan at
the time of the great earthquake, in 1923.
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Although it was found necessary to maintain the reduction in the Library’s
estimates, put into force in 1932, the Librarians have endeavoured to add to
the collection all new and important works dealing with economic and other
matters of special importance to Parliament.

of manufacturers and producers;
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(b) the labour conditions prevailing in industries supplying the require-
ments of such department and chain store organizations, and the extent,
if any, to which existing conditions have been brought about by the
purchasing practices of such organizations, and the effect thereof upon
the standard of living amongst those employed in such industries and
organizations;

(c) the relation between the flour milling industry and the bakeries of the
country, and the effect of such relations upon the baking industry of
Canada;

(d) the methods and system prevailing in the marketing of live stock and
animal products for domestic consumption and export, and the extent
to which the present system ‘affords or restricts opportunity for fair
returns to producers.

That the Committee shall have power to send for persons, papers, and
records, and the further power to request the appointment of a Commission or
Commissioners under the Inquiries Act, to secure evidence to be presented to
the Committee by such Commission or Commissioners.

That the Committee shall report to the House from time to time its findings,
together with recommendations of such measures as in the opinion of the Com-
mittee may be considered necessary to secure as far as possible, fair and just
practices in the distribution and marketing systems of Canada, with fair and
just returns to producers, employees, and employers, not inconsistent with the
rights of consumers.

And a Debate arising thereon;

Mr. Veniot, seconded by Mr. McKenzie (Assiniboia), moved in amendment
thereto: That the following be inserted after paragraph (d):—

“(e) The methods and system that have prevailed in the distribution of

common stock, preferred stock and the flotation of bonds by brokers,

trust companies and banks for the development of industry in Canada.”

After Debate thereon, the said proposed amendment was, by leave of the
House, withdrawn.

After further Debate on the main motion; it was agreed to.

Mr. Rhodes moved, That the House do go into Committee of the Whole,
at the next sitting of the House, to consider the following proposed Resolution:—

That, it is expedient to introduce a measure to incorporate a Central Bank

Mr. Gobeil moved: “ That an Address be presented to His Excellency the
Governor General to offer the humble thanks of this House to His Excellency
for the gracious speech which he has been pleased to make to both Houses of
Parliament.”

Mr, Mackenzie King moved in amendment: “ That the following be added
to the motion: ¢ We respectfully submit to Your Excellency that Your Excel-

lency’s present advisers do not possess the confidence of the country ’.”

Mr, Gardiner moved: “ That the amendment be amended by inserting after

the word ‘ advisers’ the words ¢ and official opposition ’.”

Mr. Gardiner in moving the amendment to the amendment stated, as he
13 reported at page 118 of Hansard on January 30th, as follows:—

“The amendment as amended would then read: We respectfully submit
to Your Excellency that Your Excellency’s present advisers and official opposi-
tion do not possess the confidence of this House or of the Country.”

The honourable member was mistaken in stating that the amendment to
the amendment would so read. He has not moved to add the words “of this
house or ” and they are not contained in Mr. Mackenzie King’s amendment.

If the sub-amendment were adopted it would make the amendment read
as follows: “ That the following be added to the motion: ¢ We respectfully sub-
mit to Your Excellency that Your Excellency’s present advisers and official
opposition do not possess the confidence of the country ’.”

The adoption of the sub-amendment would make the amendment a motion
of want of confidence in the official opposition. Members of the official opposi-
tion are but individual members and are not charged with the duty of advising
His Excellency. The question as to whether the official opposition has not the
confidence of the public is settled by the mere fact that it is the opposition.
It is immaterial that His Excellency be made aware at the present time whether
the official opposition or any other party or group has or has not the confidence
of the public as long as the Government of the day has the support of a majority
of the House of Commons. Of this fact His Excellency has been officially
advised.

If a vote of want of confidence in a Government is carried it means the
resignation of the Government, His Excellency’s advisers. On the other hand
a vote of want of confidence in the opposition is of no effect and not a matter
to be submitted to His Excellency. It is a well known principle of British
Parliamentary practice that votes of want of confidence are only directed
against the Government of the day. I declare the sub-amendment out of order.

Mr. Reid, seconded by Mr. Munn, moved—Whereas, goods or services
between nations or people can only be paid for either by other goods or services,
or by some unit of value acceptable to those desiring such goods or services, and
which unit of value has for ages been the precious metals, silver and gold;

And Whereas, for centuries past, silver was the only precious metal used,
both as currency and as the unit of value for the interchange of goods and
services;

And Whereas, latterly, gold was alone used by the leading nations of the
world as the one unit of value for the exchange of goods and services and for
the issuing of paper currency;
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And Whereas, the adoption of trade barriers and restrictions by many
nations coupled with the very limited amount of gold available in the world
for the interchange of goods and services has in large measure contributed to,
if not brought about the unemployment of millions of people with its consequent
untold misery and suffering;

And Whereas, due to economic and existing monetary conditions many
thousands of Canadian citizens have had to be sustained or given employment
by the state;

And Whereas, Canada has been borrowing large sums to provide for the
relief of the unemployed and destitute;

And Whereas, the issuing of currency in Canada has been based on certain
coverage of gold, thereby restricting the amount of currency issued;

Therefore be it Resolved,—That, in the opinion of this House, the Covern-
ment take immediate steps to adopt silver in addition to that of gold for the
issuance of currency either in the form of paper certificates or as coinage, and
that silver be again recognized and accepted as legal tender by the Dominion
of Canada at a fixed ratio to that of gold.

And a Debate arising thereon;

Mr. Rhedes, seconded by Mr. Stevens, moved in amendment thereto:—

That all the words after the word “ Whereas ” in the first line thereof be
struck out, and the following substituted therefor:—

“at the World Monetary and Economic Conference held at London, Eng-
land, in the year 1933, attended by the representatives of sixty-four nations,
the subject of the use of silver in the world’s monetary systems was taken
under consideration;

“And whereas the following resolution was unanimously passed:—

“Be it resolved to recommend to all the Governments Parties to this Con-
ference

“V. (a) That an agreement be sought between the chief silver producing
countries and those countries which are the largest holders or users of silver,
with a view to mitigating fluctuations in the price of silver; and that the other
nations not parties to such agreement should refrain from measures which could
appreciably affect the silver market;

“(b) That Governments Parties to this Conference shall refrain from new
legislative measures which would involve further debasement of their silver
coinage below a fineness of 800/1,000;

“(c) That they shall substitute silver coins for low value paper currency
in so far as the budgetary and local conditions of each country will permit;

“(d) That all of the provisions of this Resolution are subject to the fol-
lowing exceptions and limitations:—

“The requirements of such provisions shall lapse on April 1st, 1934, if
the agreement recommended in paragraph (a) does not come into force by
that date, and in no case shall extend beyond January 1st, 1938;

Mr. Speaker: “ It having been moved that Bill 51, An Act to improve the
methods and practices of marketing of natural products in Canada and in export
trade and to make further provision in connection therewith, be now read a
second time, the Right Hon. Mr. Mackenzie King moved in amendment: ‘ That
all the words after the first word “ That ” be struck out and the following sub-
stituted therefor:—

“this House, while prepared to support legislation for assisting the
orderly marketing of natural products, is unalterably opposed to the
enactment of any compulsory measure which delegates to unnamed and
undetermined individuals, groups or organizations, sweeping powers over
the production and trade and commerce of the nation, and which confers
upon a Minister of the Crown, and upon the Governor in Council unpre-
cedented authority and unusual powers to restrict production, and inter-
provincial, inter-imperial and foreign trade as regards both exports and
imports, as well as other autocratic powers.’

“Hon. Mr. Stevens raised the point of order as to whether the said amend-
ment is in order inasmuch as it constitutes what might be termed a declaration
of policy instead of offering reasons why consideration of the Bill should not be
proceeded with or should be postponed or proposing something else germane to
the actual motion before the House.

“The Right Hon. Mr. Mackenzie King in moving the amendment quoted
paragraph 755 of Beauchesne’s Parliamentary Rules and Forms, which paragraph
is published as a quotation from May, 13th Edition at Page 390, which is repeated
by Bourinot at page 509:

“*It is also competent to a member who desires to place on record
any special reasons for not agreeing to the second reading of a bill, to
move as an amendment to the question, a resolution declaratory of some
principle adverse to, or differing from the principles, policy or provisions
of the Bill.

“This rule is subject to certain limitations. If the Right Hon. Member had
continued to quote from May, he would have found the following reference to an
amendment to a motion for second reading of a Bill— Nor may such an amend-
ment deal with the provisions of the Bill upon which it is moved, nor anticipate
amendments thereto which may be moved in Committee,” (May, 13th Edition,
page 391), and the precedent cited in May in support of this, 188 Parliamentary
Debates, 4th series, Col. 76, ¢ The Education (Scotland) Bill.’

“¢ Mr. Speaker: 1 have to rule that the amendment standing in the
name of the honourable member for Glasgow and Aberdeen Universities—
to the effect that the House while welcoming educational legislation for
Scotland regrets that the present measure does not propose change in
the educational areas, which is urgently required in the interests of
efficient administration—is not technically in order, because it does not
challenge the principle of the Bill. The question raised can be decided
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by an amendment to the Bill itself. If the honourable member wants
to object to the Second Reading, he should move that the Bill be read this
day six months.

“ The amendment moved by the Right Hon. Leader of the Opposition does
not challenge the principle of Bill 51, and it anticipates the Committee stage.
It declares that the ‘ House is prepared to support legislation for assisting the
orderly marketing of natural products’ and the Bill is intituled: ‘An Act to
improve the methods and practices of marketing of natural products.” There is
so much similarity between those two propositions that one cannot be moved
as a reason to reject the second reading of a Bill enunciating the other. The Bill
deals with powers and methods which may be altered in Committee.

“The objection to the enactment of any compulsory measure which dele-
gates to unnamed and undetermined individuals, groups or organizations, sweep-
ing powers over the production and trade and commerce of the nation can be
decided by amendments when the Committee of the Whole is considering
Section 3 of the Bill which establishes the Dominion Marketing Board and
Section 4 which defines the powers of the Board. The action to be taken by
the Governor in Council and the Minister in administering the Act is described
in almost every section of the Bill and may be strengthened or weakened by
amendment when the Bill is in Committee.

“The objections raised in the proposed amendment cannot be looked upon
as reasons why Bill 51 should not now be proceeded with and, moreover, they
may be considered after the Bill has been read a second time.

“For these reasons, I find the proposed amendment to be out of order.”

From this decision Mr. Mackenzie King appealed to the House.
And the question being put by Mr. Speaker: Shall the ruling of the Chair

“Raise the price of agricultural products and other primary commodities
to an equitable level in relation to the cost of production, the price of manufac-
tured goods, and the settlement of outstanding liabilities, public and private;

“ Provide employment of a character that will add to the national wealth,
and under conditions that will assure an adequate standard of living;

“Create an increased volume of business which will permit the collection
of sufficient revenue by our various governments, municipal, provincial and
federal, to meet their necessary expenditures.”
