THE PACIFIC RAILWAY.

It is not surprising, under "all the
circumstances which have ‘attended the
efforts' made during the last nine years to
carry out the agreement under which
British Columbia entered conederation,
that Mr. Blake should have made’ the
ministerial poliey regarding the railway
a prominent subject of his -attack on the
Government. Mr. Blake has always been
more extreme in his opposition to the
railway: than Mr. Mackenzie has. béen;
indeed we are inclined to think that M.
Mackenzie’s chief objection to the present

arrangement is that fie deems it prema-

ture to construct the section of the line
north of Lake Superior. Mr. Blake, on
the other hand, not only objects to that
line, but also to thé section in British
Columbia.  Sir- Charles Tupper devoted
the principal part of his speech at St.
John to a defence of the Ministerial policy
regarding the Pacific railway, although in
his prefatory remarks, he claimed credit
for his party for  having, carried ont con-
tedemtxon, the advantage of wlnch he
‘extolled in- very stlong terms.” The cry
of the Oppoasition is that the Syndicate,

‘which has undertakeh to qonsti'uct the

Pacific railway, will prove a gigantic mon.
opoly, and that the terms accorded to
them will yield an enormous profit.. Sir
Charles Tupper is, as is well known, little
inclined toconfine himself to'a mere de.
fence of the Ministerial policy. His line
is ¢ to carry the war into Africa,’"’and he
certainly was not inclined to. spare the
syndicate, which was formed under the
auspices of the Opposition, to construct
the road: via Sault Ste. Marie. It 1s at
least doubtful whether some of the allu-
sions to the gentlemen concerned in the
proposal referred to, will serve the cause
which Sir Charles Tupper was advocating.
The reference to Bradstreet might have
been spared. There were names in  the
Syndicate in.question which must satisfy
all reasonable persons that the offer wasa
bona fide one ; and if there were any on the
list to whom the strictures of Sir Charles
Tupper would. apply, it is by no means
improbable that they represented capital.
ists who did not choose to malke their
names publie, until the offer: had been
decided on by the Government.

Marie
gyndicate’; but, be that soor not; it is well
known that thereis a t’ivuh-y‘ between the
former company and the St Paul, Min-
peapolis and Minnesota Railroad Com-
pany, which is such a bugbear to the
opponents of ~ the Canadian Syndicate.
We cannot say that we are very apprehen-
sive of monopoly, but we would, on the
whole, much ' rather trust the. Canadian
Syndicate whose interests will be identi-
fied with onr North-West territories than
- the Northern Pacific, which is straining
every cffort to. obtain a.controlling  in-
fluence over our railroad system.. Sir
Charles Tupper made a strong point, not
only of the tenders that had been adver-
tised for by Mr Mackenzie, without any
capitalists -coming - forward, but also: on
the fact that, prior to the.visit. of the
Minister to England last year, ‘it was
announced that they werereceiving offers
for the construction of the work; and that
their desire to treat ivith capitalists was
well known.’ That was the time that the
gentlemen composing the Sauly Ste. Marie
Syndicate should have come forward and
made their proposals; but Sir Charles”
‘Tupper gave as a reason for the failure to
obtain offers that ** these men (the Oppo-
“sition leaders) were insane enough on
“the floor of Parliament to denounce the
“wark as a wild and reckless scheme,
“one that could not possibly be carried
“out on the terms they offered.”

There is one most satisfactory circum-
stance attendant on the present contro-
versy, and that is' that it has taken place
in the early stage of a Parliament. Had
a general election occurred at the time
when tio wealthy syndicates were com-,
peting for a great work, each having the
suppoit of & political party, it is much to
be feared that the temptation to assist
eandidates ab the’ elections would. have
been irresistible. The misfortune is that.
on- the oceasion ‘of such contests eack
varty is stimulated by reports of what its
rival is doing, and is led, in" the excite-:
ment of a cofitest, to do whab is indefen=

sible, Tt happened most unfortunately’s

that the terms on  which a company was
mvxtod to construct the Pacific railway -
1853 were . sebtled doring the  Jask

session of a Parliament and as the Oppo-
sition was then-as hostile to the Minis-
terial proposition as it has been to that
of 1881, a great temptation: was held out
to those .who desired to obtain the con-
tract, to endeavor to defeat ‘the elections
of ‘those who were pledged to oppose it.
‘The unforeséen rivalry to procure the con-
bract aggravated the difficulty and led to
.all' the ~complications - which followed.
Whatever may be the result of the dis-
cussions which are taking place in’ the
Mavitime Provinees it ought to be borne
in mind that the bargain with the Cana-
dian Syndicate has now been ratified by
Parliament, and that we should endeavor
to make the best of it. If the Syndicate
should ‘'make satisfactory progress with
‘their work during the period which will
intervene before the general election, it
is . probable that the question will not
have an important influence: over . the
election. :

TRAITE AVECLA FRANCE.

We have not failed to give our best
consideration to La Minerve's comments.
on the observations which we submitted
in our last issue on the unfortunate pour-
parlers which have recently. taken place
between the French Consul, M. Lefaivre,
and Sir Hector Langevin. Qur contem-
porary has devoted a'large portion of his
remarks to a defence of the Consul, con-
tending that because officials of that rank
ave required to perform certain ministerial
duties in extradition cases that with much
greater reason ithey may per!’orm them
when commercial guestions arise. It.wounld
be easy. to demonstrate that there is no

analogy whatever between thie cases, but-

all argument is unnecessary, inasmuch as
the ‘Government of France has entirely
disclaimed having authorized: M. Lefaivre
to make any propositions on- the subject.
We confess that' we find. it "difficult to
argue. this question satisfactorily with La
Minerve, because there has been -a com-
plete shifting of the ‘ground of contro-

GRAPE SUGAR.

When well made, grape sugar  from
corn-starch is of a pure white, but it has
a tendency to assime a yellowish tint as
it' grows old. It is hard and brittle, does
not usually take on a visible erystalline
- sbrucbure, and dissolves more slowly than

cane-sugar. Il is less sweet to. the taste
than glucose, and a faini bitter aftertaste
is to be perceived. 1t will be readily
inferred that it may be largely émployed
fov the adulteration of other sugars.
When reduced to fine powder it can be
mixed with cane sugar in any proportion
without .altering ils appearance.  On
account of its greater specilic gravity, the
conical sugar-loaves adulterated with it
will be observed to be less crystalline in
the lower or smaller end of the mould.
Its presence in table sugatrs may be easily
detected.  Apart from the bitter after-
taste, if & mixed sample bhe spread in a
thin layer on a piece of glass and treated
with ~a  little  water, the cane-sugar
granules dissolve first, while the grape.
sugar remains a floceulent mass. = The
microscope reveals ne- erystalline struc-
ture, this being only determined by the
polariscope.

Professor Wiley, to whose contribution

in the Popular Science Monihly, we are
largely indebted - for "the information
published on this subject, says that the
- cost of manufacture of glucose and grape-
sugar appears to be about one cent per
pound. From f{wentysix to thirty-two
pounds are made from a bushel of corn,
“and it 'is sold by the manufacturers at
“three to four cents per pound. We may
“ vepeat here' what has .already been
noticed in our reviews on “ Adulteration of
TFood” at the time when the Minister of
Inland Revenus Jseusd hin supplement

‘on the subject, that the sugars examined

in"all parts of the Dominion appeared to
be singularly free from grape sugar ad-
mixture, quite in ° contrast with ~the
condition ol allairs prior to the re open-
ing of our sugar refineries.. A bare out-
line of the method: of prepavation may
be of interest. The corn is first soaked
for two or three days in warm water, and
is- then  ground. on specially prepared
sbones with a stream of water. The meal
is next passed inlo- a trough, the bottom
of which iz made of fine boltingcloth.
Here the starch is washed through and
led -lo tanks where it is allowed to settle.
1t is next beaten up with caustic soda to
separate the glulen, and the starch is
again allowed to settle in long, shallow
troughs, The starch, washed from all
adheting alkali, is next beaten up with
water into a cream, and: conducted into
the converting tubs. These tubs, which
are of wood, are supplied with coils of
copper steam piping. Here the starch
cream is ireated with dilute sulphuric
acid, and steam is allowed to bubble up
through the wmixture from small holes in
the ‘copper pipes.. This process called
“open conversion,” is completed  in
about two hours.  In the method called
“close conversion” the substances are
enclosed in stout copper cylinders ‘and
subjected to the action of super-heated
steam. . This process occupies about
fifteen minutes. The conversion is also
sometimes agecomplished by fermentation,
which takes a much longer time. The

first-named process is that most geuerally -
employed. - After conversion the acid is.

neutralized by marble dust and animal
charcoal, but since the sulphateof calcium
formed in this operation is “slightly

soluble in water, carbonate of barium has’

been somewhat usec instead of marble
dust, - After neutralization the liquid is

“filtered- through cloth and animal char-

coal, and -then conveyed to the vacuum
pan. Here 1t is evaporated at as low a
temperature as possible to the required
concentration. ' If grape sugar is 'to be
made the process of conversion is not
stopped as soon as the starch disappears,
but is carried on still further. After
concentration it is conveyéd into - tanks
whare the process of solidification:beging
and continues for several days,

In our article on ¢ Glucose” a fortnight
-ago, we omitted to state that thesyrup

so-called is largely employed in the pre-

paration-of French ' ligueurs;, and as a

substitute for malt in the manufacture of
beer. There are two kinds of glucose,

distinguishable. chiefly by their relation
‘ to polarized light.. One kind is erystal-
lizable; and on . dccount of - the large-
