My dear Friend and Brother.

THROUGH the kind hand of God, I arnved here

yefierdayi I flopped at Hartford, and preached five

fermons.

The fpirit of hearing at Hartford is greater than any re-

prefentations that liavd been made. Young ptople of both

fexes flock by hundreds, and tlte profpe^t in flattering in

the e:itreme. Conference meetings are iield every night

in different private houfes. In iNlr. Strongs focicty, (JO are

thought to be under convi£tiou, and 20 have been hopefully,

brought into gofpel liberty. In Mr. Nelfon's 30, and fomo
in Mr. F/int^s.

The youth hold correfpondence one with another by let<-

ters, and with thofe of the neighboring towns. Hundreds
are under fonie ferious concern, while hundreds more ftand

afl:oniflied, and are ready to cry, " What mearuth all this .f"

The Lord feems to have ftepped out of the ufual path of

ordinances, to efledl this wurkjoaore immediately in ihe dif-

plays of his almighty power, and the etfufion of his Spirit

;

probably to (hew that the work is his own. It is not attend-

ed with noife and confuiion, but with folemnity and reve-

rence. No fire ; aio ruflung wind ; no earthquake : but i
liill fmall voice goes befprethb wonderful work ; no doubt,

to bide pride from man. The roinifiers are ftirred up to

uncommon diligence and labor, fu that they have fcarcely

time to prepare for public exercifcs.

The (acred flame has fpread into many neighbouring
towns* and the pious are flocking into Hartford to be eye-

witneffesof this glorious work. I have felt myfelf fo much
engaged in preaching, vifiting, and converflng with old and
young, that my attention has been literally taken ofl^ from
Wife, Children, Flock, and bodily infirmities.

I
AM feufible that under too great a degree of animation,

even Chriftians too often exiaggerate their accounts of

revivals of religion. But I will attempt a fimplc^ but ihort

narrative of the late wonderful work ot (Jod in this place.

In the month of April latt, there appeared nothing among
this people but the mofl rapid increafe of every fpecies of

Vice and immorality ; and even profelVors had grown cold

as to religious exercifes.

Towards the laft of that month, it pleafed God to vifit

my poor foul with forae fenle of my own vilencfs and ihort

comings, and how little I had done for God and the good
of fouls. At this time I think I had a glimpfe of the inii-*

nite charader of Jehovah, which made me (brink into noth-

ing in ray own efteeni 5 then, to ray afioniihment, my foul

was ftrangely drawn forth, at particular times, in fecret

prayer, for the falvation of iinners. Repeated exercifes of

this kind gave me a iirong contidence, that the Lord would
foon work falvation in this place. There were, however,

no favorable fymptoms among the people until the month

of Joljr 1 tbeo • yovng woman, wfao had been oonvertBd

fome jean before, watnirred up, toipropofR herfelf for bif^
tifia. Her eonveifatloD was made the aa«ao of the awaken-
ing of a number of young peopAs. Thus the work began.

In Anguft, four perfona more were baptized. In Septemr
ber, I baptized (ieventeen. Many were awakened by the fi>-

lemnity of this ordinance. (ludeed I think there wai no
one mean more blefTed for theconvidion of rinnei;B, through
the whole coarfe of thta work, than (lie adminiilration of
bapttfm.) But to return ; we :h yet held our church oonr>

fereocea, to hear the relation* of candidates, but oiKe a

month. At the clofe of October, we were obliged to attend

two days, and then were notable to hear all that wiihed to

relate. The nest Lord's-day waa a fcvere ftorm j baptifm
was omitted : The church attended two days ot that week
alfo, to hear (he yenng conferts declare what the Lord had
done for them. I was then under the necelTity to call for

affiftance in adminifteriag baptilin. Accordingly, brother

Sanmel Borers attended the next Sabbath, and we baptized

46 that day. We then found it ueceiTary to hold our
church conferences to hear relations once a week. The
next Sabbath I baptized 31 ; the next 16 ; the next 13

;

the next 9 ; and there have been but a few weeks fince, that

I have not been called to the precious work of baptizing.

Zion's gates were then truly thronged with converts I

The whole number added to this church, fince laft May,
is 175 i

'25 by letter and other ways ; and i.'JO by baptifnr.

Our whole number is 346. Many of this number are remov-
ed into dilferent parts of the country ; there are, however,
nearly 300 that live in this vicinity, theremoted of them
not more than (ix miles from our meeting-houfe.

There have alfo been 70 added to thf Weft church in this

town fin^ the work began ; and 13 to. the Bad church.

As to the principal means by which this work has been
carried on, I mud fay, that no one's little or great preaching

can juftly lay auy claim to the honors of it. Several breth-

KiB in the miniftry have vifited us in the time, and all pf
them were blelTed in their labors. A brother JoneSf from
EnglnTid, was an inArunient of awakening fom^:.

I have been filled with wonder and aftomfhrneoit, to fee

how the Lord has been pleafed tofucceed fome of almoft all

the preaching that has been in this town fince I have been
here. Even when I had mourned and thought I had la->

bored in vain, and that my preaching was as water fpilt upqn
a rock ; the Lord has now made it manifeft that he deiigned

it for the good of fouls. O my brother, let us never be dif-

couraged ; we cannot always tell when our labors are bleif-

ed.

In about two months after the work began, the whole
town feenfted to be afFedcd. Conference meetings were at-*

tended two or three times in a'>veek in almofl every nevgfa<*

borhood } and it was furprtfing to me, thsitfcarcelya ilngto

inflance appeared of any oVer-beattd iseal, or flight of paf-

fion I Both finners under conv!6linn, and thole newly
brought into the liberty of the gofpel, converted in their ,

rneetings with the greateft freedom ; they fpttke one at a
time a few woMs, in the mbft foleran niahner I ever heard
people in my litfe. And in general they fpakc fo low, that

their aflembiies mufl be perfedly fttll, or they could not hear

them : Yet a remarkable power attended their convcrfation.

Sinners would tremble as though they felt thcmrelves in

the immediate prefence of the great Jehovah.
Some of all ranks and charafteri among us have been ta-

ken } from the molt refpeftable members of fociety, to the

v^eft in the place. Sortie of our foo/l nnted Dej/is have -

bowed the knee to King Jrfus. And a immhir of Umt/tt-

falifts have forfaken their delnfions, and embraced tfle truth.

In the revival four years agolaftfummer, we then receiv-

ed ten children into the church, aged from nine /• thirteen

years, wilh a number of other yonngpcople j all of them re-

main in good {landing with us, and are now able to help
others ; excepting one, who, I trufl, is gone to the church
triumphant. In this revival we have received fixteen whofe
ages are from nirie t6fifteen years. From nine, I have bap-
tized fome of almoft every age up to feventy 1

We have now upwards ofone hundred unmarried perfon*

in this church. There are alfo a large number of youtbi

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who have joined the other churches in thii town. O my
God I keep them in the love of the truth I Mj Ten- foul

tremblct when I think of them. There is not a fufficient

number of young people now left in the town (who can
onite) to carry on their merry meetiugi. Every company
of them ia broken up.

I Utely enjoyed the happinefa of having upward* of
ieventy yonthi and children, that were profeflbri, to viHt

and hold a conference at my boufe in one eventng. You
mayguefi, but it wmild be difficult to tell, with what •
mixture ofjoy and trembling I waa then filled.

The fevereft cold, fnow and ice we have had tbia tedioui

winter, I have not beard once mentionr.d as any terror to

the mod delicate ladiea, young or old, we have in the place

;

1>ut they have chearfblly followed tbeir Divine Redeemer
into the liquid grave, without the leaft intimidation.

At to myfelf, I think if ever I knew what it was to have
extraordinary ftrength, it has beenwithin a few months pad.
My lungs, which 1 had thought were on the decay, now
/eeroed to renew their youth. Preaching three and four

times a week, betides attendiag other meetings almoft every

day. for months togetlier, feemed very little if any to eabauft

my ftrength. I think, of all men in the world, I have the

gnateft caufe to be humble before God, for hu abundanj:

goodnefs beflowed upon a nooft unworthy wretch.

When I think upon my weaknefs and infufficiency, and
the great number <^ young, inexperienced ChrifUans com-
mitted to niv charge, my heart ihnnks within me ; and I am
ready to wiih they had a more able and pious watchman to

go before them. But all the hope I have is, that He who
sadetk Jofeph like a flock will gather the lambs in his

inns, and gently lead his flock into the flowery fields of
gofpel truth, and befide the flill waters of eternal life.

I fom^imea anticipate fo much trouble, that it quite ab-

forbs my fpirits, and drowns my joy. Then I think it befl

(to rejoice when I can, and let to-morrow take thought fq^

itfelf.

, It is, Ifowever, a very ioterefling crifis with us j if we are

,; faithful, and make a right improvement of the great mer-

cies beflowed upon us, we may continue to be a nappy peo-

ple : if not, a feries of trouble and forrow awaits us. Dear
brother, pray for us that we may be kept in the love of the

truth ; uiat the God of love and peace may ever dwell

with us.

IN your lait letter to me, you wrote you had heard there

was a revival of religion fomewhere in thefe parts } and
deftred me to give you an acconnt of it. m

In the beginning of June laft, I was called to Mount
Defert to adminifter facranients to a church that have not

a ftated Pafior, and tarried with them about nine days

;

when, in the preaching of my fccond Sermon, the glory of

the Lord came d.>wn in a wonderful manner. One coiJvi<Ei>

ed, and hopefully converted under that Sermon, was added
to tbe Church about two days after, and three others who
had before obtained a hope. Three months after this, I

went again to adminitier the Lord's Supper, at which time 1

admitted twenty-mght who bad hopefully been brought

home in the inter\'al. The work of convidion was then }>o-

ing on powerfullyin that town, and IpreacUiig into ihofe Hd-

joiningon the fame ifland.* Our alfotnation had licenfed

dear Mr. EbenezerE<iton to preich,yvho improved his talent,

laboring night and day among them, whom the l^rd re-

markably owned. How many have been brought out luue
I was there, I am not informed ; but according to the bed
accounts, there are many. The Lord multiply the number,
and add to the Church fuch as (hall be faved.

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I now come a litllo nearer home. In the beginning of
winter, this glorious worjc began in Scdgtvick, under the jmf-
toral care of the Rev. Dame/ Merrill. Perhaps there hath
not been a work fo powierful, and fo much like the work
fifty-eight years ago. In a time of fuch cxtr^ordi^gr^s, ;t

could not.reafonably beexpeded but.fome things Would faj^

8 little wild and incoherent, confideriiig the Variou^temj^,
infirmities, and difpofitions of mankina : Bii^ t belieye ni^r

youn^ and dear brother Merrilt, with other .ezperiehc«d
Chrimans were very careful todiftinguilK tHe precious froni
the vile—to correct errors, <' to fet the peopile in the way of
his ftcjps," fo thiit there appears to be no preValdnce of eri-

thufiafm among them, according to thp beK information.
How great the number of thofe who have bpeh brougbV to
hope, I am not able to give any tolerable ^obd account

:

Some fay there are about aii hundred, others about double
that number : I believe they are all very uncertain. BkfTbd
be God, the work is ftill going on there, though not with
equal rapidity.

And now, dear Sir, let your imagination paint to your
view the ftriking fcenc of an hundred fouls, men, women,
and children, at the fame time under the work of the '-^w.

The tears, fobi, groans> and cries iffuing from fcores if a
time ! All the terrors of the law crowdi rg und prelftng in

upon them} their fins, in infinite nQTnl!>ersand aggravations,

it^ring them.in the face ; all their old vain hopes gone, and
cut off, and every refuge failing I Hear them freely confef-

fing their old abominations, their former enmity to the great

doSrines of original fin, ele£tton, the fovereigoty of divine,

free grace, the power of God difplayed in etfe^lual voca-

tion } above all, the jnilice of God in their damnation f

ilow often are fouls brought out into the peace and comfort

of the love of €rod, and the fweet confoladons «f the Holy
Spirit. The dead hear the voice of the Son of God, ^nd
live. Children are brought to cry " Hofanna to the Son of

Dnvid." Indeed this glorious work has been wondftrful

among children : and God has made inflruraents of them to

i)erfed his praife in carrying on his work.

This blefled work of (Jod has begun in Blue-Hill; but
as yet has not gained the afcendency, I fhall therefore come
to ray own dear people of Deer-Ijte. And here, perhaps

the work is as remarkable as at Sedgvnck, but not fo rapid.

Not more than eight months ago it appeared to me that re-

ligion was near expiring among us, except in a very handful

of profeflbrs. Deiun had taken an unaccountable firide, and
fpread itfelf over a great number of the inhabitants. And
now, No Bible, no Chrift I The Chriftian religion, and

Chrillians, were the fong of the drankardj and drankenueif

'S>;'-
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and every vice was deemed harnilefii^ and Iqtiffiinfls'e t*

God. 1' iiad no reafbn to think but bjr the next annual

meeting of the town, they would vote the Oblpel out from
them. When the aforementioned work at Pemhfcot ai)d

Mbttht Dr/i^rr waseoing on, it feemed to have no influence

pn our people^. This, you may be lure, was very grievous

to me. However, I think Iwas enabled to bear witnefs to

the troth with great fi-eedom. hi Gdobcr, I perceived a

more clofe attention to the word, but nothing fpecial as yet.

After I was confitied to rny houfe, the work began to ap-

pear; and though I could not go abroad, nor preach at the

Meeting-houfe, there was feldom a day but more or lefs vi-

lited me under their trouble, and 1 preached in my own
houfe when I was not able to fland on my feet. At length

we had the afliftance of Mr. E. Eaton, whom God remarka^

bly owns. I believe there are about forty men, women, and
children, who have obtained a hope ; and great nuitabers are

under preffingconvidton. The work is now on the increase.

May tlie Lord continue aqd Hill increafe it till they are all

brought in. The mouth of deifm is at prefent (lopped, and
aeainfl the children of Iffael not fo much as a dog is fufferr

ed to move his tongue. O may the Lord go on from con-
quering to conquer^, till the whole earth (liall be filled witli

his glory.

Thus, dear Sir, I have complied with your define. If yoa
think proper, you may caufe the foregoing Narrative to be
printed in the newfpapers. Such accounts may be a meaa
of putting a carelefs people under coniideration.

WHILE I am partaking a rich repaft, T heartily de-

lire my friends may have a Ihare of a feaft indeed.

It is in vain for me to attempt todefcribe the wonders of

the love and grace of God noanifeded in a marvellous n)an-

ner among us, and in the a/Jjaceut parts. It has pleai'ed God
to vilit us by the out-pouring of his blefled Spirit, fo that

even oppofers acknowledge it to be the work of God, of

whom fome of the greatell have been (I hope) favingly

wrought upon.

Dear Sir, :

I
AM cooliclent you will be ^lad to hear of the advance-
ment of Chrift's Kingdom, though by an unfkilful hand.

Therefore fliall attempt to give you fome account of what
God has donft among us. The Fall after 1 was laft at Bof-
ton, it pleafed God to vifit our Society, at the lower part of
Granville ; it wai a bleffrtd time of God's power, and ad-
ditions were made to <hfi Church* A year ago laft January,
God began ^o vifit us here, and in our Sodetv at IViUmoutb,
where I preach a third part of my time. It has been a moft
aftouifhing time of God's power, fuch as I never knew bc-
fatt. I cannot give you a full d6fcription of it. I have
frequently been called out of my bed at night to vifit diftrcfl-

ed fouls. Theyhave-fometimes been brought from the deep-
efl diftrefs to Ihout the praifes of the living God. My four

eldeft ohrildren. I doubt not are made partakers of grace

divine. Two of them arc baptized. Since tlie work bt^gan,

I have baptized 173 perfons (in about thirteen months) but
not all in our church. CornwalUs and Norton have iliared

largely with us. I have baptized two of our Mtnifiersf lad
fummer, and am to baptize another as foon as I can go
where he lives.

Our Congregations have increafed greatly. Laft year we
built a new Meeting-Houfc at the upper end of Gremville,

where I preach a third part ofmy time, and this fummer we
haye enlarged it twenty feet.

ACCORDING to your dcfiie, I will endeavour to de-

fcribe fome of the effefts of the glorious work of God
in this place, the preceding Fall and Winter. Previous to

which, I muft inform you, there was a great ftupiditj on thd

minds ofour brethren, who appeared to dwell in their ceiled

houfes while the honfc of God lay wafte. Thqre were a few

drops in the month of Auguft ; but on the firfl Lord'sday

After this, conferences increafed. My brethren Were
much engaged in prayer to God for the efhiiion of hU
Spirit. At fome ofour conferences there was a great folenki-

nity upon the youth and children ; one of whom mourned

that flie h^d lived in fin twelve years, till flie thought fiic

become an old (inner ; but it pleafed God at this time to re-

veaf Chrift to her and many others, and to give them the
hope of glory.

On tlie firft Lord's-day in November, I baptized lw©.i-i*

It was a good feafan. The ninth of this month, was^
memorable night ! Th(? Lord glorioufly manifefted his pow-
er and love in bringing three perfons into the full liberty of
the Gofpel ; one of whom was my fifth child, who I truft is

brought into the Kingdom of Chrift. Another in agony of
foul cried out, " If I do go to hell, I will go begging for

mercy!" and her dlftrefs increafed to fuch a degree, that (he

left her chamber the latter part of the night, and went intw

a burying yard, and fell onber knees" in great diftrei's, till

the kind Lord revealed Jiimfelf to her in a wonderful man-
ner. The third was a woman near forty years of:ige, who
gave a clear relation of the love of God to her foul. We
tiow faw, both in the honfe of God and in our own houfcs,

the fweet influences of the bleffed Spirit bowing ftoui-

hearted finncrs to the fceptre of Emanuel.
The firft of Deceriiber was our Covenant Meeting pre-

ceding the Lords-day, which was taken up in hearing the

relations of candidates. A number more related their cx-

ercifes the day following ; and notwithfianding it was a very

fevere fnow ftorm, twelve were baptized, a number of
whom were youth-s. from ten to fifteen years of age. The
faints in geoeral were animated with the love of God^ and
