WHEN TREATIES ARE SIGNED

Formal Ratification and Exchange at
Washington Will Not Be
Awaited.

Washington, D.C., Oct, 9.—The treaty|
of peace between Russia and Japan
will become effective upon its apnrovali
without waiting for formal exchange of |
ratifications at Washington, |

This information was imparted at the|
Japanese legation to-day. This course |
has been decided upon that the speed- |
jest possible termination of the war
may be had. The treaty, it is under-
stood, has passed thiju the necessary
preliminary stages of /approval in eat,n'
country, and now is before the respec-
tive Emperors of Japan and Russia for’
the royal signatures. As soon as it
has been signed this fact will be com-
municated by cable to the state depart-
ment at Washington, and the -govern-
ment will apprise each emperor of the
act of the other. With this accomplish-
ed the war will be at an end.

The formal exchange of ratifications
will be carried out in Washington as
soon thereafter as the signed treaties
reach here. This formal exchange was
accomplished: by the drawing up and
signing of a protocol, or memorandum,
of the exchange by special plenipoten-
tiaries commissioned for that purpose.
Besides signing the protocol, the copy
of the treaty which the Emperor of
Russia has - signed will be hand-
e¢d to the Japanese plenipotentiary for
transmission to Japan, and the copy
signed by the Emperor of Japan like-
wise will be delivered for transfer to
St. Petersburg. This function, accord-
ing to present intentions, will be de-
void of all formality. As yef the spe-
cial plenipotentiaries have not hean
commissioned and no arrangements
have been made for the exchange.

The precedent is found for the tele-
graphic exchange of ratifications-in the
manner in which the last treaty be-
tween the United States and China was
made operative,

When an
extortionate rate is imposed, or an in-;
ferior service given, everyone can gee
it and register a protest. But the dan-
gerous work of the corporations is not
done in the open; they work under-
ground and thru secret agents that you
would never suspect,
gee their trail in a legislature, in a
municipal council, in the public press;
all is covered up. But you see the
results,

For years now, people who were pay-
ing life dnsurance premiums to the
great New York companies fondly ima-
gined that there wasg nothing but up-
right administration of the great trust
funds in their charge; that every di-
rector was seized of the solemnity of
the trust he administered; now they
know that mismanagement, malversa-
tion, misappropriation, self-enrichment,
bribery of legislatures, 9nw‘arranted
contributions to election funds, a host
of crimes and misdemeanors were com-
mitted by the directors and omcers—ull‘
at the expense of the policyholders, and
to the great lowering of public morals. |
It took years to find out; Lawson, Ida |
Tarbell, others of their kind, have at
last brought out a part of the truth,
and no men stand so degraded in the
public mind to-day as great million-

Expropriation Proposal Laid
Over a Foripight — Crosse

A decision as to whether or fot the
ratepayers should be allowed to record
their sentiments for or against the ex-
propriation of the street rallway, is
a matter about which there ig no hurry.

SIDE LIGHT ON QUEBEG TAX
MERCHANTS ARE SUFFERERS.

Middle and Smaller Classes Wil Feel
Ban on Commercial
Travelers.

P

“From a prohibitive ‘standpoint, the
tax of $300 on travelers from abroad
and agents living in Canada, other than
Quebec Province, affects the middle
and smaller merchant more than ap-
pears on the surface, and will not in
the end be likely to enrich the Quebec
treasury « as much, as Mr, Corkill,
provincial treasurer, calculates,” said a
well-known commercial traveler yester-
day, “It will rather impoverish it,”
he continued. “QOutside of all the ques-
tions brought up by the different boards
of trade that it is a gross interference
in this Dominion with trade and com-
merce comes the fact that it will
eventually force the smaller merchant
out of business and the middle mer-
chant, with much ability and perhaps
more money, to add considerably to the
annual expense of his business and
less profits. ’

“T'ne small merchant has had for the
past years the privilege of buying his
goods as he thinks best as to values.
‘he middle merchant has enjoyed the
same, Considering that a traveler or
agent is forced to abandon salling on
these merchants because his firm re-
fuses to pay this tax, and he cannot
take the risk of being caught selling
{ goods in the province without a license,
| this, then, compels the small merchant
| to buy his goods from local wholesale
‘houses, unless he goes outside the pro-
| vince to buy his goods by appointment,
| which very much iInterferes with Lis
plans,

Must Send Abroad,

“The middle merchant does not find
it quite so inconvenient if his trade is
| established, and on a good financlal
| basis, All the same he is forced t0
| send buyers abroad to buy goods which
| he never has had to do before, simply
| because, perhaps, one buyer has in the
i past gone abroad buying many varie-
| ties of goods, and the other lines
| bought at home from -travelers, but
he now adds expense to his business
to compete with the larger houses in
sending additional buyers to foreign
markets,

“The .larger departmental stores and
wholesale houses have the best of the
deal, and is it any wonder they favor
the tax in Quebec? Mr, McCorkill says
the province is poor, and they need the
money. Taxing trade and commerce
in this way cannot commend itself to
any clear-thinking business man, but
it may to a politician or lawyer, put in
any case, we cannot see how the trea-
| sury is enriched if a firm refuse to be
held up for this tax, and a traveler is
compelled to drop Quebec out of his
scmi=annual calls. If the smaill and
| middle merchants, to meet competition,
| must buy their goods as before und
go abroad to 4o so, do they not spend
| their money abroad instead of at home?
A traveler coming to this side spends
an average of $12 to $156 a day, calls
on, sdy 50 customers in Quebec, tak-
ing two months with these 50 mer-
| chants,
| As to the Results,
| “Where does the provincial treasury
become enriched? and how much does
[it cost to employ inspectors, to enforce
| this tax? Taking Quebec as an éx-
ample of taxation on such a prohibitive
| price, it must be considered out of all
| reason for from a business basis Mont-
ireal City is its one real centre. Leave
[ it out and the rest of the province is
{not worth the expense.

{ “This tax is a law, which, if enquir-
|ed into, makes it impossible to sell
| goods surreptitiously, for if you have
not complied with it and if you meet
tricky customers you cannot compel
payments either in court or out of it.
Surely in the past Quebec merchants

|as a whole have not held too high a
| eredit mark, and will this law in any |
| way elevate their standing? {
| “The middle and small merchant |
{will certainly be the victims, for we |
cannot see how good concerns will be |
held up by such means as this. As to
| Mr, MeCork#il's idea that foreign firms
| will eventually establish branch houses
in Quebec, it is not reasonable, For
i if they dig up the present taxation in
the Province of Quebec, they will find
{It pays better to even pay $300 if they
{are anxious to do business,

g Another Injustice,

“Taxing resident agents of other
| provinces for British and foreign firms
|is another gross injustice, They cer-
| tainly seem to be stirring up a business
strife with sister provinces- Consider-
ing that they have so little to offer
lone cannot help but think the whole
matter certainly cheeky. ;

“A tariff commission s now hardly
necessary, as it.can be regulated hy
| taxation in Quebec. Bring the matter
to Onﬁ;rtn by asking the Province of
Ontario to impose a tax of $500 on the
same terms, and we will have a wall
|around Ontario miles high, where Que-
| bec wholesale merchants get two-thirds
|of their business. If this is necessary
|appeal to Ontario, but it is to be hoped
!(ho Dominfon government will see he-
| fore May 81, 1906, when this tax. if
inot declared invalid before that date be-
| comes law, that this Dominion’s strong-

est point is that it has been open to
anyone to do business, our customs
{and other business laws protecting us
