Drewned IHimself Becanse He Falled to
Pass Nis Exami: ation—A
Pathetle Letter.

New York, July 25.—Benjamin Simon,
a 14-year-ald school boy, because he fail-
ed to pass the éxamination at the Col-
lege of the City of New York, being de-
ficient in drawing, drowned himself in
‘the Hudson River on Saturday night.
His body was recovered to-day and tak-
en to the homre of his parents at 80 Suf-
folk-street. Before committing suicide
the lad mailed this note to his home:

“My dear parents,—I notify you that
I will commit suicide. "The reasons are
that I had no opportunity to carry out
my resolution to study on account of
our circumstances. I have but few re-
grets that I must part with the world
at such an age. The most important is
that I have not held my resolution %o
agitate among the working masses for
their emancipation from wage slavery
by the overthrow of the capitalistic sys-
tem, and for the establishment of the
co-operative commonwealth advocated by
the Socialist labor party. I am grieved
at the idea that you will grieve, although
the hand that wrote it will then be
cold and still. The resolption to commit
suicide, though long delay d, will at last
be executed. I cannot write more, my
hand is trembling, but, if you want to
do the last request of your son, who
is now dead to you, and to the wor[d,
grieve not. I am wholly prepared to die
the death I myself have sentenced.

SHALL WE ADOPT A MANLY OR 4 CRINGING POLICY ?

The policy of the United States is intensely clannish. America for the
Americans is the principle underlying ali their polities. It is the basis of all
their legislation. They have carried the “enlightened seclfishness” doctrine fur-
Eher than any other nation on the globe, ' The tariff which has just been
signed by President McKinley is the most hostile tariff that was ever devised
by any country. In some of its features the tariff is so inimical to Canadian
interests that it looks as if our neighbors went out of their way to get a
crack at us especially, As the United States tariff bill was shaped so as to
work the greatest amount of injury upon industrial workers in other coun-
tries so the alien labor laws of our neighbors are designed vo prevent foreign-
ers from getting employment of any kind within« the limits of the United
States. We have the DeBarry law, eXcluding Canadian seevant girls, type-
writers, mechanics and other working men and women from earning a dollar in
United States territory. Then the State of Pennsylvania impeses a tax of
three cents a day on alien workingmen, The Council of the city of Niagara
IFalls the other day decided.  to annul the charter of the Gorge Railway un-
less the latter discharged eévery Canadian in its employ. Y

In some of the States of the Union a foreigner cannot hold real estate in
his own name, while under the mining laws of the United States (see sec-
tion 2319, United States Revised Statutes). “All valuable mineral deposits in
lands belonging t6 the United States, both- surveyed and unsurveyed, are here-
by declared to be free and open to exploration and purchase, and the fands
in which they are found to oceupation and purchase, by - citizens of the United
States and those who have declared their intention to become such.”

As far as Canada is concerned the United States has practically exhaust-
ed all its available resources to cripple us. Probably the only remaining
lever it can use against this country is the abrogation of the reciprocal bond-
ing privileges that exist between the two countries. The United States has on
several occasions threatened to annul this privilege, and thereby prevent the
transfer of railway freight and passeénger cars across the international bound-
ary. The Senate Committec on I'oreign Relations has already gone so far
as to appoint commissioners t6 report on the extent and character of the rail-
way business that would be affected by the abrogation of the privilege, We
would not be very much surprised if our neighbors really carried out their
All their other acts naturally lead up to this one.

Now, let it be clearly understood that Canada raises no objection to the
action of the people of the United States in regard to their tariff, their alien
laws, or their mining restrictions. Nor have we any charge to bring against
them if they decide to prohibit tratlic across the international bridges. The
United States belongs to them and they can put whatever kind of a Chinese
wall around it that they please. It is none of our business how high their
wall may be raised, or how few gates it possesses.

But this most selfish nation is not satisfied with its own inherent rights.
It has all along manifested a desire to interfere with the innerent rights of
other nations, including our own. Because the finding of the Behring Sea
arbitrators does not work out as satisfactorily as the United States had ex-
pected, Secretary Sherman is now blustering and demanding a new deal. He
refuses to abide by the finding of the abitrators, and threatens what appears
to be a declaration of war unless Great Britain recedes from its rights under
that finding. i

M.uuy of the leading journals and statesmen of the United States speak
of thx§ count.ry as if it had not the right to  enjoy an independent existence
on this continent. Only as late as Friday last a leading New York daily
openly and above board informed us that swe were here upon the sufferance
of the United States, and that if we didn’t let the Americans have free ac-
cess 'to the Klondike gold country it would be the duty of the United States
to wipe out our nationality, We reproduce the blusterous -threats of our con-
temporary:

: “Never‘thoﬁ'less, we doubt if the men at the head of affairs in Canada will
be so short-sighted as to decree that no citizen of the United States shall be
permitted to dig for gold in the Dominion. Such a decree, however well war-
ranted on grounds of retaliation, would prove extremely irritating to this coun-
try, and it is profoundiy to Canada’s interest, as she regards it, not to jar
the temper of the overshadowing Republic. Let the decree issue, and every
American who is not a Mugwump would be moved to say to his neighbor:
‘We can't dig for gold in Klondike, it appears, because Klondike is in Can-
ada. All right, let's transfer  Klondike to the United States.’ Of course, this
transfer might not be made ‘at once, but béyond question the public ‘mind
would be aroused to the inconvenience and absurdity of allowing a Euro-
pean monarchy to divide this continent with us and interfere with the free-
dom and business activity of Americans on the American side of the world.
The reasonableness, as well as the material advantage, of annexing Canada
would be impressed upon great multitudes who have never as yet given the
subject a thought. t :
States really wants Canada, Canada will belong to the United States.”

In the face of ait this evidence we surely are not wrong in sctting dewn
the United States as a hostile and dangerous neighbor. That fact, we think,
most Canadians have come to admit. But.a more pertinent issue . concerns
the attitude that Canada should sssume ‘towards such a muation. How
should Canada treat a neighbor that initiates ‘the most unfriendly and - exas-
perating legislation against us? How should ‘we deal with a country ' that
threatens us with- national extinction? : X

The solution of that problem is, we take it, the most important issue ROW
before the people of. this country. It is a positive misfortune for Canada that
the party in power has so little piide, and is so lacking in loyalty, for this
country. It is a positive misfortune for Canada that this party has
so little self-respect, so little national spirit, so little patriotic enthusiasm. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and The Globe are eternally apologizing for the bluster and
threats of our neighbors, instead of denouncing and defying them. Last
Thursday The Globe had a ecartoon to show that it was ‘mnot the United
States that was threatening Lord Salisbury in connection with the Behring
Sea affair but only the American Commercial Co. And on the previous Monday
Sherman is represented as threatening John Bull merely to please the Amer-
ican jingo baby. According to The Globe, which interprets the sentiments of
the Liberal party, the United States is a neighborly nation that means no
harm, It is merely praying with us. Its bluster is only extravagant play-
fulness. Its threats are merely calith umpian, made to amuse children. 'T'his
line of conduct is quite in keeping With the policy of the Government in
sending commissioners to Washington as suppliants for American trade and
reciprocity. . <

It is a positive misfortune for Canada that the Government does not
adopt a manly instead of a cringing attitude towardd the United States. The
only redeeming feature in the situation is the fact that in this matter neither
the- Government or the: Liberal party represents the sentiments of the people.
The people of Canada do not approve of the Uriah Heep policy of the Gov-
ernment. If an opportunity were presented for testing the electorate on this
question, there would be no ambiguity in its decision.

The Government will now be ecalled upon to declare its policy towards
the United States in regard to the Klondike country. Shall Americans enjoy
the same privileges as Canadians in the Klondike, or ‘shall we mete out to
them the same treatment as they visit upon us? Fhe Globe, as usual, thinks
the policy of excluding aliens would be of little ndvantage to Canada. The
idea of excluding Americans “is stimulated more by a desire to obstruct and
annoy others than to benefit ourselves, and -i(s results would’ be in accord-
ance with the intention of its promoters.” . It is The Globe that still advises
tr}is country to adopt the Uriah Heep policy towards the United States.
Instead of paying the Americans back in their own coin, we are advised to
eat humble pie. Instead of adopting a manly and defiant policy, we are urged
to take no steps to keep Canada fe+ the Canadians. <

While The Globe is eternally eringing to and apologizing for the Yankees
some of the American papers, that is 0f the better class, admit that the econ-
duct of the United States Gévernment towards Canada has been so unneigh-
borly that the-latter would be justitied in en ing harsh, retaliatory meas-
ures. In an article headed “Anti-Alien Lawsm Klondike Gold” The Phil-
adelphia Record says: Citations might be multipl®ed to show the ungenerous
spirit which pervadcs recent American legislation affecting aliens. Indeed
the -pending tariff /bill is confessedly intended to injure foreign industrizli
workers; and the exclusion by Canada of American miners from her gold
{iolds would b~ but a feeble retort to that iniquitous measure,”

The Neww York Evening Post refers to the same matter in another strain.
Says our contemporary:-“Imagine the case reversed. Imagine the gold fields
on our side of the Alaskan border, and Englishmen swarming in to despoil
us. W hat shrieks to high heaven and appeals to Congress there weould be!
We should have laws in a twinkling to make all alien miners pay nine-
tehths of their findings into our Treasury. We shotld tax them he.avily to

; and not let them get out without paying the utterinost
farthing.” v

The World has no misgivihgs as to what the policy of the Government
should be in regard to the admission of aliens into the Klondike country. Our
manliness and our self-respect unite in demanding the enforcement of a pol-
icy of exclusion. The Amcricans initiated this policy of exclusion, and timy
can hardly blame us if we apply it to them as they have applieb it to us.
Shall we assert our rights in the .Klondike and keep the millions of that re-
gion for the Canadians, or shall we follow the advice 6f The Globe amd allow
our enemies the same privileges that we ourselves enjoy? Shall we assert our
independence and supremacy, or shall We once more p[;;v the Uriah Heep act?

in extraordinary session I called atten-
tion to a single subject—that of provid-
ing revenue adequate to.meet the rea-
sgnable and proper expenses of the Gov-
ernment. I believed that to be the most
ressing subject for settlement then. Ag
gill to provide the “necessary revenues
for the Government has already passed
the House of Representatives and the
Senate and awaits executive action.
Another question of very.great import-
ance is that of the establishment of our
currency and banking system on a bet-
ter basis, which I commented upon in
my inaugural address in the following
words: -
Money is Good Now.

“Qur financial system needs some revi-
sion; our money is all good now, but its
value must’ not further be threatened.
It should all be put upon an enduring
basis, not subject to easy attack, nor its
stahility to doubt or dispute. The sev-
eral forms of our paper money offer, in
my judgment, a constant embarrassment
to the Government and imperil a safe
balance in the Treasury.”

Nothing was settled more clearly at
the late National election than the de-
termination upon the part of the people
to keep their currency stable in value
and equal to that of the most advanced
nations of the world. 5

The soundness of vur currency is no-
where questioned. No loss can oceur
to its holders. It is the system which
skould be simplified and strengtheoed,
keeping our money just as good as it is
now with less . .expense to the Gowern-
ment and the people.

The sentiment of the country is strong-
1y in favor of early action by Congress
in this direction, to revise our curency
laws and remove them froyn partisan
contention. A notable assembly of busi-
ness men with delegates from twenty-
nine States and Territories was held at

The financial sitnation commanded their
earnest attention and after a two-day
session the convention recommended to
Congress the appointment of a amanetary,
commission.

What the Commtissioners Recommend.

I commend this report to the consid-
eration of Congress. The authors of the
report recommend a commission “tg
make thorough investigation of the mon-
etary affairs and needs of this count.y
in all relations and aspects and to make
proper suggestions as to any evils found
to exist and the remedies therefor,”

This subject should receive .the at-
tention of Congress at its special ses-
sion. It ought not to be postponed until
the regular session.

I therefore urgently recommend that
a special commission be ereated, nan-
partisan in its character, to be composed
of well-informed citizens of different
parties, who will command the confi-
dence of Congress and the country be-
cause of their special fjtness for the

“The position of Germans in Metz is
a constant menace to France, who will
never forget their thirst for revenge
as long as the Germans retain it. True
Germans believe that the victor owes
the vanquished the duty of making the
first advance toward reconciliation.”

THE NEW AMERICAN TARIFF,

London Spectator Says the Unfted States is
Running Serfous Risks.

London, July 24.—A pessimistic view
is taken by The Spectator of the con-
ditions likely to develop under the new
American tariff, It says:

“ Never before has the complete do-
mination of the triufsts over the Repub-
lican party been so palpable to the
average man. Congress has been or-
dered to protect the trusts, and has
obeyed. We find protection stripped
of its old pretensions and exeuses. 1t
is reduced to a bare mercenary aspect.
It means the enabling of wealthy ecor-
porations to levy tribute upon the
masses, and to use the powers of jhe
Government to enhawce piles that are
already enormous.

“We believe that, wrth a just eause
behind them, the United States might |-
safely «defy all the machinations of
hostile Europe; but in an aggressive
policy, dictated 4by selfish pecuniary
Interests, it must be said plainly that
the United States runs a serious risk
of collision; and how fatal that might
be to all the highest interests of man-
kind is abundantly eclear, We trust
that all wise and right-minded Ameri-
cans will sound a warning note against
this bill. If the alternatives for the
republic are to be, on the one hand,
a policy of jingoism, and on the other
hand a policy of erude confiscation,
then a very serious ecrisis for order,
freedom and rational self-governmeont
will have arrived.” :

The Splendid’ Properties of the Foley
Mines Company Inspected.

Progress of the Work of Development
‘Under the Birection of Mir. J. €. Foley—
The Plant to be Increased and the Out-
put of the Yellow Metal Wil Surprise
Those Interested—Mr. Beebe Pins H's
Faith Absolntcly to the lewer Selmne
District=Gossip About the Trip.

Mine Centre, Ont., July 19.—(Special cor-
respondence.)—On the south shore of Shoal
Lake, directly opposite this place, a large
number of Indians are encamped. From
the Beebe House the village of conlea:
wigwams and more pretentlous bulbous-
shaped tepees peeping out froin the trees
on the distant Dbeach presents a pictus
esque sight. It was here the other night
that I witnessed the strange death or an
Ojibway squaw. Dr. Mackenzie was called
across the water to see a sick woman, and
Mr. Beebe and I accompanied him. On
cur arrival we found the sgnaw In the
last stage of death from pneumonia-—that
diesase to which is due more than to auny-
thing else the rapid disappearance of the

* tawny aborigine As we entered the tepee

in which the dying woman lay, the Jdeatn-
rattle was in her throat, and two bucks
were doing their best, according, to théir
light, to stay the departure of:her spirit,
but their methods seemed very crude. One
Indian had forced a stick between her
teeth as one makes a horse take the bit
of a bridle,” and the other was inserting
Jinto and withdrawing from her throat a
long feather. The treatment, whatever
the theory on which it may be basedq,
proved, despite its drastic charactes, a
failure, and the woman was soon in the
happy hunting grounds—that is, if Indians
allow their females to go thithewn 3

That deathbed scene in the birch-bark
wigwam, uncertainly illuminated by the
flickering camp fire without, had a wefrd
effect, and as we paddled back to the
hotui, we were inclined to be silent, unzil
Mr. Beebe called out from amidships,
“Cheer up!” This expression, intrevducea
by him, has become 80 popular in Mmne
CUentre that it is now the password amoug
those residents who know the ropes, anda
if there is any holy of holies to which
“*cheer up’’ will not admit you,the articula-
tion of the words, “Lemon Pie” will worx
the oracle. Swuch trifies as these may secm
out of place in a letter of this kind, pbu
if, perchance, any recaders of this contn-
bution ever visit Mine Centre, they wi.l
tind that the two phrases quoted are of
such Masonic importance as to have =
place in the municipal economy of _toe
place.

Free Milling ®res.

But, having talked so Iloug abont the
centre of the mines, it may be well to
tuin to tlie mines'“themselves. In ' the
Lower Seine, as in the other mining - dis-
tricts of Northwestern Ontarlo, the gold
is found in the free-milling state, ana may,
therefore, be simply and cheaply treated,
thus having a great advantage over ores
of a refractory chidracter. Other features
of the district which tend toward the cheap
reduction of its ores are the abundance
and accessibility of water ana wood, and
in this connection it is pointed out {hat
Sturgeon Falls, 18 miles up the Seine River
from Mine Centre, may at a shall outlay

One general characteristic of the quartz
veins in the district is the surprisingly
hizh values in gold that they carry,though,
with a few exceptions, the lodes are not
as wide as #n the Saw Bill couniry, for
instance, or in the Lake of the Woods., At
any rate, men who come here seem to gain
great confidence in the distriet

Faith tn the Lower Setne.

Mr. Beebe, a mining man of experience
in Colorado, California and other camps,
pins his faith absolutely to the Lower
Seine, . Incidentally, I may here note that
Couyt de Bauviere, a mining engineer Dhe-
fore“spoken of, told me that he never saw
& district-before where almost every sam-
ple of ore brought him -for assay gave
good values.

The whole distriet for miles around has

Drifts of from 65 to
170 feet have been run at tne 169, 150 and
200-foot levels and a cross-cut has been
run~from the 150-foot level to tap the Jum-
bo vein, 104 feet away, which, at that
e From these drifts
150 feet of upraising and stoping has peen
done to supply the mill with ore. This
shaft and its drifts, wnere necessary,
have been well timbered, and from the
skidway, upon which. the ore buckeét is
hoisted and lowered, a ladaerway has heen
partitioned off to protect the men ascend-
lgg and descending from accident. - 3.
Green and I descended and examined these
workings, making the Journey into and
up from the bowels of the earth in a hig
iron bucket, four feet or so square, and
some five feet deep, In this rude car-
riage, suspended from a steel rope, we
slid down the skidway at a great rate,
and examined the workings, just as I
have mentioned them. I found one stoam
drill working at the bottom of the shaft,

East of the Bonanza vein lies vein No. 4,
214 feet wide, upon which a test pit 11 feet
deep has been sunk, with good Indications,
No. 8 vein, 18 Inches wide, unites with
No. 4 where it drops over a bluff into a
swamp, and there attains a width of about
five feet. Samples of the rock here as-
say from $4 to $30.

No. 8 is a big low-grade don trating
proposition, six to seven feet wi and
assaying $2 to $16. No. 9 vein has been
stripped for TO0 feet. At the surface It
was 28 inches wide, but at the bottom of
the B31-foot shaft it measured 414 feet,
The threads of sulphuretes at the Surface
have increased to regular bunches of gal-
ena and. copper.

Foley Second Locatlon.

A. L. 75, the second location of the Foley
property, we visited next. As this location
ties directly to the south of A. L. 74, just
described, it has continuations of some of
the same veins. Starting from the west,
as before, the first vein uncovered is ealled
the ““West” vein. It bas already been de-
scribed.

A few feet easterly Is a short outcrop of
a 12-inch vein, rich in free gold, and known
as the ‘‘Double Piate,” but unworked.
Forty feet still farther east is a similar
outcrop of quartz carrying coarse free gold,
altogether unworked, and known as the
“Gilt Edge.” :

On No. 5, a narrow but rich lead, a shaft
has been sunk 113 feet. At the 60-foot level
drifts have been run to the north and south
38 and 38 feet respectively. The quartz in
this lode is of a pretty, rose-colored quality,
and in a mill test gave $20 in the plates.

The Daisy vein, 50 feet away to the east,
has ore which yields $11 a ton on the
plates, .even when mixed with country rock.
This vein is from 12 to 28 inches wide. A
17 foot. shaft has been sunk upon it, and
it has been stripped for 180 feet. Theugh
this vein lies within ten feet of the engine
house, and has been tramped over for three
years by the men at work, its existence
was not thought of till this spring. When
a rich lode like this lay unnoticed for
years right under workmen’s noses, it may
be taken for granted that the deposits on
the Foley properties have not been all lo-
cated yet, but a wider lesson than this is
to be learned from the incident, and that
is this: When a working mine is so little
known, the resources of the unexprored dis-
trict around may be altogether unguessed
at as yet.

Rich “Lucky Joe.”

Next comes the “Lucky Joe,” the richest
vein of the lot. It is 12" to 16 inches wide,
and shows free gold to the naked eye. It
has been stripped for 180 feet, and a shaft
is down 71 feet upon it. The lowest aver-
age assay gotten from this lode is $60 to
the ton.

The veins on A. L. 75 thus enumerated
form a group of the perfect biblical number
seven, all running about parallel, and all
carrying the same character of ore, that is
to say, ore that is about &5 per cent. free
milling. Other veins in this location have
not been even prospected.

In one place it has a reef of rock
of small stringers which Mr. Foley
into a good-sized vein
with depth. However, this is for time and
development work to decide. :

A shaft has been sunk to a depth of 17
feet on vein No. 3 on this location, show-
ing up a body of ore different from anything
else on the company’s property. In the
shaft the vein is 3 feet 4 inches wide, with
a foot of galena on the foot wall assay-
ing 38 in silver and $6 to $50 in gold to
the ton. This lode is thought to constitute
a smelting, or. at any rate, a concentrating
proposition, all by itself.

The Company’s Plant.

Now that we have got an Idea of the
number and prospective extént of the ore
deposits ‘at the Foley mines, we may for
a while glance at the indications of work
scen above ground. On approaching the
property by water I was at first struck
by evidences of activity strung out for a
mile or so inland from the landing. Right
on the shore stands the company's big
frame stamp mill' building, from - which
a long dock runs out into the water. Near
the mill are some office buildings and an
officers’ boarding house. From the rear
of the mill a long elevated tramway runs
away to the north, passing some hundred
vards distant a collection of the men’'s
dining and sleeping camps, and losing itself
among the shaft and engine houses on the
hill, fotr-fifths of a mile away. -

Down this tramway the cars (loaded au-
tomatically from ore bins above the shafts)
ran by force of gravitation, being hauled
hack np the hill again by Jhorses, who make
the. downward journey as passengers on
trailers attached to the ore wagons, At the
mill house the ore is dumped direct into
a Blake crusher, whence it is carried by a
belt of buckets to the bins which auto-
matically feed the four batteries of five
stamps each, of which the mill's pounding
capacity consists. The mill itself is nicely
laid out, and in smooth working order. Its
engines. batteries, plates, vanners, water
reservoirs and all, seem to be up to date
and capable of good service.

To Get Mare Drills,

. One thing that strikes the visitor at once
is that the property is not being worked

on the scale warranted by the size of the’

mill. In fact at present the development
plant of the company is ngt of sufficient
"apacity to keep the ‘mill going. The lack
is In the number of drills and the amount
nf drilling power available, but this defi
ciency is to be at once made good. The
coming month instead of three steam drills
being at work, ecight of them, driven by a
sixteen drill compressed air plant, will be
boring the rock. As said before, work at
present is confined ta, the Ronanza shaft,
where with one: drill 15 or 16 tons of are
is heing stoped out for transfer to the
mill. the remaining pair of drills being em-
ploved in sinking and/drifting.

With the new compressor plant work
will be pushed not fml_\' in . the Bonanza
shaft but alsy in the Lucky Joe and No.
5 shafts, which will be sunk to a depth of
200 feet with a cross cut 75 feet down to
tan the several parallel veins.

Bv means of the new plant it is ostimated
that the daily outpnt of ore will he in-
creased from 15 to 50 tons. and that the
20-stamn  mill will be kept running 24
hours instead of 10 hours per day each
lay of the week, as at present.

World may perhaps have the effect of
opening up the eyes of the Government.
They are business men. ~ All the Gsit
papers for eighteen years have shown
up the incapacity of the Conmservative
Government, and have told us over and
over again that the whole business tal-
ent, honesty and enterprise -was cen-
tered in the Reform Party. Now they
have a chance to try their hand.

If Sir John A. Macdonald had been
alive it would not have taken two years
to find out that this Canada of ours was
richer in gold than either Californin or
Australia had even been. We have the
fact, What is the Government going
to do about it? I wil suggest a few
things. X

First, they should start forthwith and
build a route, partly by land and partly
by water to Klondike, The Hudson
Bay Company have posts all along. If
they were to start from Edmonton up
to  Athabasca Landing a good route
could be found, and the flour, pork anid
fcod supply for the whole of the British
section of the Yukan could be supplied
from Winnipeg and the east. At pres-
ent it comes in from San Francisco ac.
cempanied by a custom house officer,

The second suggestion that I wonld
make is this: If there is so much gold
or. the Klondike. how does it strike von
to establish a  Receiver General's De-
partment and buy the gold for $17 an
ounce and pay for. it in Dominion notes?
These notes would be as good . as gold
and would be able to he cashed any-
where and ¢would be much easier to
carry and mych safer than gnld. The
Dominion has the Mounted Police to
protect the bagk.

If nothing cad stir the Covernment we
shall “have to wait till all the gold is
earried to the United States, withogt
Canada getting a cent for it. H.C. J

the Government of at once construeting
a rpad for vehicle traffic through Cana-
lign territory to the Yukon is oppor-

thraneh prompt action by the Dominion
and Provincial Governments, upon the

lines you indicate. Transportation 18
now confined mainly to American com-
panies and through American territory
from the coast, and, as the Ameqxcn,n
population numbers 14 to our 1,the lion’s
share of gold and trade under existing
circnmstances must necessarily go to
Uncle Sam, even leaving the character-
istic’ push, enterprise and daring of ihe
Yankee nation out of the question. A
passable wagon and sleigh road sl‘mnld
be at once constructed through Cana-
dian territoty and it would seem that
the improvement of the trail through
‘British Columbia, under existing circum-
stances, would be the most practicable
and perhaps milder, as regards:climate,
than one from a point farther East.
Horse and cattie trains filled with
hardy Canadians and their provisious,
suitably covered in and carrying light
tent stoves, would then go and come
freely, out and in, as circumstances
might determine, during the summer and
winter seasons, and the Government and
people of Canada would secure the rich
prizes panning out in the new bonanzas
and eldorados of the far North.
Posts should be established every .BU
miles, at which shelter might be secured
during blizzards and at times when
travel would be impossible or dgugerous.
Under those circumstances a trip to and
from the Klpndike would be far from
formidable, and might even be a pleas-
ant undertaking in the summer season.
