Comes Home to Find His

Deed of a Crazy Mother—Was She Jealous ?

The qulet pelghborhood of Logan-avenue
was thrown into Intense excitement last

night by one of the most horrible tragedies
ever perpetrated in Toronto. Info a pretiy

merry laughter of lttle children, grim.

mocking insanity entered, and before he

passed Into the street again three falr,
curly-headed children, the eldest not more
than five years of age, lay cold in death.
The sobbing rain and the darkness that
enveloped the street made a fitting accom-
paniment to the deed. When night fell
the only light seemed to proceed from
the little upper chamber where the bodies

lay.
The Scene of the Deed.

The scene of the tragedy was 559, the
home of Charles E. Burrell, marble pol-
isher at the cormer of Parliament and
Winchester. It is a 2-storey frame dwell-
ing, with green shutters, and a low wood-
en fence in front. The house stands by it-
self, a vacant lot intervening between it
and the red brick residence of the first
neighbor, Mr. W. H. Collins. The Collins
family were about the only intimate
friends the Burrells had.  When Mr, Bur-
rell's first wife died he married again, and
three young children, Staniey, Harold and
Ethel, ranging in age from 5 to 1, were
the fruits of the union, There was insan-
ity in the young wife's own family, but
Mr. Burrell didn’t know it,

The Frenzied Mother.
_She was a nervous, fragile little woman,
who suffered with rheumatism of the
heart. Melancholia succeeded, and Dr.
Pyne, who was ecalled In, advised immed-
iate removal to the hospital, b&{‘he hus-
G caft that Bie wil vo WX o1 .

Father Comes Home.

When Mr, Burrell, father of the dead
children returned home from his work at
Gibson’s marble works, at Winchester and
Parliament-streets, he found his wife busi-
Iy engaged in. getting the supper ready.
The kettle was steaming, and everythirg
was in apparent readiness for his return.
Mr. Burrell at once noticed that the chil-

the table, and enquired of his wife as to
whether they had eaten their supper. The
reply given by the woman was that she had
given them their supper early and had put
them to bed for the night. The father
then asked that the children be brought
fdownstairs again, but his wife said, “Oh,
they are all right where they are.”
Goes Up Stairs.

Mr. Burrell stood at the foot of the stair-
way, and was about to go up, when his
wife seized him and begged of him to al-
low them to sleep and not arouse them.
The father, determined to see the children,
went upstairs to the room, and his wife
followed him, The door was closed, and as
he entered his eyes fell upon the youngsters
Iying cuddled together in the cot. When
Mr. Burrell realized that the children were
dead, he exclaimed,"“My God! have you Xkiil-
ed them?’ His wife, with downcast head,
replied, *““Yes, I have.”

Mr. Burrell, although grief-stricken, ran
out for a neighbor, Mr. Jack Dorst, and re.
turned with him to the house.

The Mother’s Motive,

Mrs. Burrell was standing in the kitchen
when the two men entered, and Mr,
Dorst questioned her as to why she had
committed the awful deed, Mrs. Burrell
did not appear alarmed in any way, anl

ple, completely paralyzed on onme side. In
the same way the woman seized the remain-
ing child and took Its life.

The Little Tots Found,

When the tragedy was discovered by Mr.
‘Burrell, the three children were found Iying
in the cot, side by side, and Harold was
laid across the bottom. There were no
wounds on the body, with the ex-
ception of slight abrasions of
the skin caused by the cord being tightened
about their necks. The cl_uldren, from ap-
pearances, had died without a struggle and
looked as though they were in a peaceful
slumber.

What the Druggist Found.

Shortly after the discovery of the murders
Dr. Charles R. §mjh. druggist at Broad-
view-avenue and Gerrard-street, was called
to the house by telephone. He found two
of the ch'ldren quite cold and they had
evidently been dead for some time. Warmth
was still noticeable in Harold’s body and
it ’s thought that it was some time after
the others were killed that be was strangled.
Dr. Sneath subsequently notifed Coron-

4p the police.

When Acting Detective Forrest went to
the house, Mrs. Burrell did not offer any
resistance and calmly submitted to being
placed under arrest. The patrol wagon was
summoned and the woman was taken to
Police Headquarters on Court-street, whese
she was placed in a cell with the other
female prisoners.

; The Mother Sleeps.

The prisoner is 37 years of age and Is
short in stature. She was sleeping peace-
fully last night and does not, from appear-
ances, tesemble a person capable-df commit-
ting such a terrible act.

Mrs. Burrell was undoubtedly selzed with
a sudden mania to kil her chiidren, al-
though it is sald by neighbors and relatives
of the family that she has been planning
the murder for some time. The best evi-
dence of this theory is that while Nellie was
at home she did not get an opportunity, but
the very day after Nellie left the deed was
committed. Mrs. Burrell has been troubled
with nervous 8ebility for some time. Last
spring she was a patient In the General
Hospital for about two months and was
discharged as cured. About two months
ago she was again taken to the Hospital,
suffering from the same complaint and
spent six weeks in bed. Previous to her
admission to the Hospital she had a ser:-
ous attack of hemorrhage of the brain.
Afraid of Poison.

Affter this her physician ordered her to
take a quantity of porter each day to bulld
up her system. The porter was brought
home by her husband in a large stone jar
and he thought she was using it as the
doctor ordered. One day he discovered
that the same quantity was in the jar as
when he brought it home and he asked his
wife why she had not taken it. Mrs. Bur-
rell then accused her husband and one of
her stepsons of trying to polson her.

France More Defiant.

Paris, Oct. 22.—A remarkable change has
come over French opinion on the Fashoda
question during the last 48 hours. The
attitude of the public is more ‘inflamed
and more defiant. This Is partly due to
the tone of the British préss, but more fo
the threatening speech of °the British
chaneellor, of the Exchequer, Sir Michlel
Hicks-Beach, while The Autorite calls “a
provocation that is almost a threat of
war.”

The municipal council of Paris is abused
on all sides for exhorting the Government
to avert war.

In government circles the dlw!tlon
geems to be to resist the British demands.

St- Catharines, Onf., Oct. 21.—Miss
Martha McCann of 125 William-street,
Toronto, has been missing for the past
three months and has caused her friends
much worry in that time, Since her
disappearance her mother, Mrs. Cathar-
ine Broomhead, has been - diligently
searching for her, but up to Thursday
had been unable to locate her.

On Thursday Mrs. Broomhead visited
this city, accompanied by a young man
named William Robinson of 125 Bolton-
avenue, Toronto, and called upon the
police hiere to assist her. Officer Ross
was despatched to a well-known resort
on Wall-street, where the girl was found.
She was persuaded to accompany the
officer to the police station, where she
met her mother.

A Dramatie Scene,

At the police station quite a dramatic
scene was enacted. The wayward girl
sprang to the arms of her mother and
there sobbed as if her heart would
break. The mother was visibly affected,
and after a thorough reconciliation the
mother demanded an explanation.

The girl wheeled from her mother’s
arms and confronting the young man
who had accompanied her mother de-
clared : “There stands the man who has
ruined my life.” Such a statement
shocked the mother very visibly and an-
other scene followed which seldom has
been sgeen in 8t. Catharines police
circles. However, a second reconcilia~
tion followed, and Martha left for home
with her mother and the young man.

Claim of Abduction.

The Toronto woman claimed that the
girl had been abducted from Toronto
by the proprietor of the house in which
the girl was located, but this the young
girl flatly denied, and stated that she
entered the place with a “young lady
friend” of hers, who had already been
thoroughly acquainted with the place,
She left home as the result of a quarrel,
and gradually drifted until she reached
the point at which she was discovered.

PRACTICABLE REFORMS

In Land Tenare Was Mr. 0. A. How-
land’s Theme Last Night Before
the Reform League.
Ill-fortune again pursued the Social e-
form League of Toronto in the weather
last evening, which prevented their meet-

ing in the' lecture room of the Y.M.C.A.
Building, on Yonge-street, from reaching
anything but the most meagre proportions.
Ald. R. H, Graham was chalrman, and be
opened the proceedings with a vigorous
speech. He believed that Toronto had
made some gross mistakes in civic manage-
ment. It was a mistake to have parted with
the gas franchise. The electric franchize
ought also to have been retained. But,
above all, the ecity should have held on
to the street railway privileges exclusively.
That they had lost by not doing so the
citizens were at last beginning to realize.

Mr, O. A. Howland, who was the speaker
of the evening, devoted his energies to a
vigorous attack on land speculation, and iis
evil resulis, and tendencles rave seldom
been more thoroughly or Ilucidly dealt
with. He announced his subject as “Prue-
ticable Reforms {n Land Tenure.” The
present system of land tenure, hie sald, was
as the unripe fruit upon the bough, just
as the chivalry and romance of personal
absolutism was the blossom., The ripen-
ed fruit we have yet to see. Henry
George accounted for poverty by the

-| abuse of landlordism. Henry George’s aims

were undoubtedly good, but his remedies
were questionable, according to Mr, How-
jand. Landlordism was in reallty not near-
ly so iniguitous as land speculation. The
modern sky-scraper in bullding architecture
is the visible monument of landlord greed.

Land speculation is a business, not an in-
vestment. Mr. Howland blamed the Gov-
ernment for legislating in favor of these
speculators, or rother for refusing to
legislate against them. In the 15 i yeais
from 1874 to 1889 the loan compan’es ‘D-
ereased their capital manyfold, It all cul-
minated here in Ontarlo, In the Toronto
boom, which Mr. Howland characterized as
a “veritable saturnalia” of land speculation.
The sight presented by the suburbs of a
“hoomed’ city was confined to this contin-
ent. There was no need of congestion In
American cities. Railroads could run any-
where, and there was no mecessity for fac-
tories to be congregated in districts dis-
tant from their workmen. All t evils
are to be laid at the land speculators’ door.
There was no reason why every dwelling
house in Toronto should not have half sn
acre of land accompanying it. There was a
bylaw of the city defining the amount of
curbilage which must surround each dwell-
ing. It was time the law should be en-
forced, Certainly no new street should be
surveyed without allowing & depth of 200
feet to each lot.

Mr. Howland spoke altogetaer for over
an hour,and touched on almost every phase
of the subject In that time.

THE CATTLE MARKET.
In considering the proposal to remove
the cattle market, it becomes pertinent
to ascertain who the individuals and

| what the interests are that favor its re-

moval. It will be more convenient to
answer this question in a negativé way

posed to the removal of the market.
First of all the cattle dealers are rais-
ing no objection to. the present site.
The World's market reporter has made
a canvass of the men.and firms that do
‘pusiness at the market and he finds
them nearly unanimous in their approval
of the present site, Many of them
would not object if improvements were
made to the market, or if it were en-
larged, but they are mnot interested in
its removal. The railways do not desire
a change in the site of the market.
This is true, at least, of the Grand
Prunk Railway, which brings 756 per
cent. of the cattle and hogs into the
market.  So strongly does the Grand
Mrunk protest against the proposed
change that it threatens to open a ‘mar
ket of its own in the event of a 1€
moval being decided on. The C.P-R. has
not complained of the present site. We
have heard of no réquisition from the
butchers of the city asking for or sugs-
gesting the femoval of the market. We
know further that the pork packing
firms which buy extensively from the
market are strongly opposed to a change
of location. The William Davies Com-
pany, which is situated two miles from
the market, desires no change. Messrs.
Park, Blickwell & Co., who have just
erected a large packing factory in the
immediate vicinity of the market, did
so in the beliet that the market would
not be removed, and they therefore are
as strongly opposed to the removal &s
they can be. Only a short time ago
Mr. Harris erected an abattoir con-
tiguous to the market. . He, too, is
strenuously opposed to the proposition for
securing a new sites HKveryone, in fact,
who is directly interested in the market
and who has business there is opposed
to the scheme of removal

Having specified the firms that are
opposed fo the removal, it is not diffi-
cult to locate the individuals who are
clamoring so loudly for a change. When
the thing is sifted down it is found
that these individuals have little or no
interest in the market. They have mar-
ket sites for sale. It is for this reason
that they think a new site should be
obtained. Next to the property owners
the most interested individuals are cer-
tain of the aldermen who agree with
the former in their contentiom that the
best thing that could happen the city
would be a change of location.

A certain newspaper that devotes a
great deal of its space to the exploita-
tion of schemes of this kind also shouts
on the side of the property owners.
These, so far as we can see, are the
only individuals who are clamoring for
a new cattle market. The agitation, in
short, seems to be a scheme for unload-
ing property on the city, for which a
sale could not otherwise be made. That
is at the bottom of the agitation.

The rumor that the Armour Co. of
Chicago would come to Toronto and
establish a packing factory here if the
site were changed is merely put up to
serve the ends of the schemers. No one
has been able to trace this rumor to a
reliable source. If Mr. Armour thinks
it would be advisable to open a factory
in Toronto, the location of the cattle
market would have very little to do
with his decision- There are plenty of
factory sites, which he ecould obtain
equally as convenient as those which arv
now occupied by different pork packing
concerns. Even if we accept the theory
that the Armour Co. is contemplating
coming to Toronto, and that it would
prefer a new site for the market is fhere
any reason why we should accommodate
this single firm, when we would greatly

THE CUBAN DEBT.

 The stumbling block that prevents &
speedy settlement of the dispute before
the Peace Commission in Paris is the
so-called Cuban debt, The Bpanith
members of the commission take the
view that the United States must ex-
pect to assume the burdens as well as
enjoy the benefits of sovereignfy. ‘L'hey
argue that the United States will sooner
or later accept the sovereignty of the
island, and that it should therefore be-
come responsible for the payment of
400 million dollars of Spanish bonds,
which are commonly referred to as the
Cuban debt. They further contend that
it is a recognized prineiple of interna-
tional law, that a conqueror on becom-
ing possessed of a country receives it
subject to all engagements of the pre-
existing Government towards others.
For these reasons Spain clajims that the
United States should assume the obliga-
tions of Cuba to third parties. :

By way of answer to the reasoning of
the ' Spaniards, the American Uommis-
sioners insist, in the first place, that
there is no Cuban debt, but that the
obligation which goes by that mame is
in fact a debt contracted by Spain not
for the benefit of Cmba, but for the
purpose of providing ways and means to
foreibly keep the island in subjection.
A part of this misnamed debt consists,
it is said, of bonds sold by Spain in
aid of her wars in Morocco and in the
I'he second answer of the
American Commissioners to the Spanish
contention is that the United States did
not intend at the outset of the war to
annex Cuba, have no present intention
of doing so, and will not ‘agree to accept
from Spain a transfer of her sovereignty
over the island. Cuba’s present status,
it 'is claimed, is that of a temporary
protectorate pending the formation of an
independent government, after which the
protectorate will be withdrawn. These
are the arguments. It matters little
which side is technically. or legally cor-
rect, as it seems pretty clear that the
United States Commissioners will not
agree to assume the debt.

A NOVEL TELEPHONE SERVICE.

It is some few months, if not a year
or two, since-a great scientific discovery
has been sprung upon the public, "he
electric car, the graphaphone, the cine
matograph, although all of recent date,
have lost their novelty. Something new
and curious is now in order., It is just
possible that what és known as the
“News and Entertainment ‘I'elephone”
will come to the front in a very shont
time and satisfy this popular craving.
The News and Entertainment telephone
is more than an experiment, 1t has
been tried and found to be immensely
popular, The Strand Magazine states
that the new telephone is to. be brought
to London, and at the present moment
arrangements are being made for its
installation in the Metropolis. A pe-
culiarity of this telephone system is that
the subscriber cinnot communicate with
the central office or with sny other sub-
scriber. It is simply a mechanical con-
trivance whereby the central office can
communicate simultaneously with every-
one on the list. .One man with a'clear
voice can make himself audible to an
almost unlimited number of subscribers.
It is said that such an individual could
talk at the same time to every inhabi-
tant of the Oity of London and make
himself distinctly heard- The sim-
plicity of the system makes it surpris-
ingly inexpensive. There is no expen-
sive switch board mechanism to con-
struct and no army of hello girls to re-
tain, Once the wire is laid between a
house and the central office the expense
is virtually ended. The charge in Buda-
Pesth for the service is only a penny
a day, or 30 shillings a year,

Let us see now what a subseriber can
obtain for his penny. He has a time
table of the various items which will
be telephoned during the day. ‘Lhis
time table in Buda-Pesth is arranged
something like this : At half past eight
the subscriber is given the substance of
the principal telegrams received during
the night. Later on comes the news of
the capital with a program of the day’s
events. At 9 o’clock the official news
of the city is given. A little later fol-
lows a concise review of the principal
papers with the substance of the lead-

ing articles, and news reports of the

opening of the*stock and corn exchanges.
Following this come the local news,
theatrical, art and science notices and
ecclesiastical intelligence. Next comes
the latest foreign, provincial and sport-
ing news and all kinds of society and
political matter- The afternoon is spent
meinly in keeping subscribers up-to-date
concerning current topics, which are fre-
quently given within @ few minutes af-
ter their actual occurrence.

But the most popular feature of the
service is the entertainment itt affords.
The evenings are devoted to this pur-
pose. -Special singers are engaged and
the wires are put in connection with
the theatres; Band concerts are
sometimes put on the wire and distri-
buted throughout the whole city and
often throughout the empire. The popu-
larity of this new telephone service
may be gauged when it is stated that
in a single hospital there are over 30
installations,which are a source of happi-
ness to the sick in that institution.

It is needless to enlarge on the =dvan-
tages of such a telephone, and we are

much surprised if, after its success in

Pesth, it is not rapidly adopts
all populous centres the world over. =

The installation of such a system is
evidently a case for the municipality and
not for a private corporation, By in-
stalling the system on a large scale and
taking the benefit to the stand-
ing of the municipality, it would” be
possible to adopt a scale of mot more:
than $6 per year for each subscriber.

This is not a visionary scheme. It has
been tried and proved successful, and
there is no reason why it should not
be duplicated in Toronto and all the
large cities of Canada. Here:is a splen-
did opportunity for an enterprising man
in search of a mission,
