A Crack at Hole.
Mr. Davis thought the reai question now 

under consideration is whether the matter 
comes within tjhe province of international 
law. He said it did not become the sena­
tor (Mr. Halé) to introduce such a resolu­
tion at this time.

“But,” said Mr. Davis, “What strikes 
me as most to be criticized in the resolu­
tion is the concluding paragraph, it is 
stated that if the detention oi the property 
is persisted in, ‘such act will be considered 
as without warrant, and offensive to the 
Go vernirent and people of the United 
States.’ 1 venture to say that no pronun- 
ciamento upon so important a question was 
ever made by a Government until the 
diplomatic negotiations relating tp it had 
been completed. It is a statement which 
is made only on the verge of hostilities.

“That,” concluded Mr. Davis, “is very 
serious language. In its present form, it 
means serious difficulty. I think the re­
solution had better be referred.”

Mr. Hale Wanted Knowledge.
Ill response to the statement of Mr. Davis 

Mr. Hale began a brief address by sending 
to the clerk's desk aud having read a news­
paper account of the seizure of the flour. 
He had drawn the resolution, he said, with 
some care, Intending to limit it to one of 
inquiry. He declared the Senate and coun­
try were entitled to know what the situa­
tion was, as there was ignorance as to 
what was being done. He deemed it per­
fectly clear that as it was flour, and not 
arms or ammunition that had be£u seized, 
the seizure was not of contraband goods. 
It needed, he thought, no investigation by 
a committee to determine that uour was 
not contraband of war. "A majority of the 
Senate1 can stifle this resolution,” said Mr. 
Hale warmly, “but it cannot be suppressed 
in any other way.”

In response to an enquiry by Mr. Wol­
cott (Col.), Mr. Hale said oue of the things 
he was trying to have answered was whe­
ther the flour seized was American flour, 
the property of American shippers.

Description of the Disaster,
The same graphic writer thus depicts the

“During the night It was considered ex­
pedient that the Highland Brigade, about 
4000 strong, under Gen. Wauchope, should 
get close enough to the lines of the foe to 
make it possible to charge tha heights. At 
midnight, the gallant but Ill-fated men 
moved cautiously through the darkneæ to­
ward the kopje, where the Boers were 
most strongly entrenched. They were led 
by a guide who was supposed to know 
every inch of the country, out Into the 
darkness of an African night.

Hidden Wires Did It.
"So onward, until three of the clock, on 

the Monday. Then out of the darkness it 
rifle rang sharp and clear, a herald of disas­
ter—a soldier had tripped in the dark over 
the hidden wires laid down by the enemy. 
In a second, In the twinkling of an eye, 
the searchlights of the Boers fell broad aud 
clear ns the noon day sun on the ranks of 
the doomed Highlanders, though It left the 
enemy concealed in the shadows of the 
frowning mass of hills behind them. For 
one brief moment, the Scots seemed para­
lyzed by the suddenness of their discovery, 
for they knew that they were huddled to- 

wlthln 50 y aide of the

London, Jan. 17.- Some of the most bril­
liant wort;, In the way of descriptive writ­
ing, ever done by British war correspon­
dents, has been appearing In the London 
papers during the last few days.

After tracing the terrible loss suffered 
by the Highland brigade at Magersfontetn, 
The Dally News correspondent thus writes 
of the burial of General Wauchope : “Three 
hundred yards to the rear of the little 
Township of Modder River, Just as the suu 
was sinking l_n a blaze of African splendor, 
on the evening of Tuesday, the 12tU of 
December, a long, shallow grave lay ex­
posed in the breast of the veidt. To the 
westward the broad river, fringed with 
trees, runs uiunnuringly to the eastward ; 
tne Heights suit bunt uy thu eusiny scowieu 
ipenaciugiy ; norm auu south, the vetut un- 
uuiuieu peaceiuay. A lew paces to tail 
northward of that grave vu dpuu nigniund* 
era lay dresseu as tney had fallen on the 
held of haute. They had followed their 
chief to the field, auu they were to follow 
him to tne grave. How gum and stern 
those men looked as they lay lace upward 
to me sky, witu great nauda ctencued m 
the last agony, aud brows stilt knit with 
the stern lust of me strite in whicu they 
had laden! the plaids, dear to every High­
land c-ian. were represented there, and, as 
1 looked, out ot the distance came the 
sound of pipes. It was the general coming 
to join Ills men.

The General's Body Came.
“There, right under the eyes of the ene­

my, moved with slow and solemn trend ail 
that remained of the Highland brigade. In 
front of them walked the chaplain, with 
bared head, dressed In his rooes of office ; 
then came the pipers with their pipes, 10 
in all, aud behind them, with arms reversed, 
moved the Hignlanders, dressed in all the 
regalia of their regiments, and In their 
midst the dead general, borne by four ot 
his comrades.

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THERE IS NOTHING CHEAP OR INFERIOR INThis principle Is universally admitted, and 
it la clearly laid down In the case of the 
Attorney-General v. The City of Dublin. 
This was an action brought by the Attor­
ney-General on the Information of one of 
the ratepayers against the city of Dublin 
under an Act of Parliament to compel the 
city to apply the moneys collected from 
tfie rates In the way Indicated by the act. 
The case Is exactly parallel with .the one 
against the Consumers’ Gas Company. 
The case la reported In Btlgh’a New lie- 
ports, vol. 1 House of Lords. The duty 
and prerogative of the Attorne^General Is 

thus defined by Lord Hedesdule, page 347:
"The right which the Attorney-General 

has to file an Information Is u right of pre­
rogative. The King as purmis patriae has a 
right by his proper officer to call upon the 
several courts of Justice, according to the 
nature of their several jurisdictions, to see 
that right Is done to his subjects, who are 
Incompetent to act for themselves, as In a
case of charities and other cases..................
I take tills case to be one which falls pre­
cisely within the description 1 have men­
tioned. I apprehend It Is one In which, 
according to the practice of the ancient 
law, such n commission as this, which Is 
to be found In the register, might have 
Issued, because the persons who collect 
these rates are to account for the applica­
tion of them and to apply them accord­
ingly."

Section 7 of the Consumers’ Gas Com­
pany’s Act constitutes that company a 
trustee of certain funds to be administered 
for the benefit of gas companies.
Ing failed In the administration of Its duty 
as such trustee, the company becomes liable 
to action, and the Attorney-General Is the 
officer vested with the authority to Insti­
tute the necessary proceedings. Independ­
ently of this, the city of Toronto has a con­
tract right'to proceed against the company, 
but this does not Interfere with' the Attor­
ney-General’s prerogative to act as the peo­
ple’s guardian in the enforcement of a pub­
lic trust. The two parties are concurrently 
Interested In this case, and they should 
both be represented In the proposed action. 
At any rate there Is nothing to prevent 
the Attorney-General from associating him­
self with the city in the prosecution of the 
case.

Hon. Mr. Gibson, Instead of exercising his 
prerogative In the public Interest, casta 
about him for all kinds of excuses to 
evade his responsibility. In the first place 
he Insists that the city shall file a formal 
petition. Then he will not grant Ms flat 
unless the city can convince him that It 
can't get along without It. And so on. In 
short, he will not do what the city requests 
If he can possibly get out of It.. What he 
should do willingly he will not do except 
under compulsion. The city does not 
want to wait three or four months before 
starting Its action. It wishes to proceed 
at once. The Attorney-General has It In 
bis power to give such assistance as will 
enable the dty to enter Its action Imme­
diately. The city does not approach the 
Attorney-General seeking a favor, but de­
manding a right.

We hope the city has not taken the At­
torney-General's ruling as a final answer. 
The application for the flat must be renew­
ed and pressed. If necessary, Premier Boss 
should be Interviewed by the city’s repre­
sentatives, and the matter laid before him 
and the Government as a whole. We fear 
Mr. Gibson Is too much of a corporation 
politician to do Justice to the public. The 
dty of Hamilton knows from experience 
that the Attorney-General has a weakness 
for gas companies. What is wanted nowa­
days are Ministers who represent the peo­
ple. If one such were the Attorney-General 
of the province to-day, the people of To­
ronto would be much more likely to obtain 
Justice than they now are. »

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THE CITY’S CASE HUNG UP. 
After reviewing the proceedings of the 

conference on Tuesday between the city 
and the Attorney-General In reference to 
the cdly’s case against the Gas Company, 

.23 we realize the fact that the city has been 
oat-manoeuvred. What the city applied for 
wae the flat of the Attorney-General to 
enter suit against the Consumers' Gas 
Company. What the dty actually received 
was an amblgnons reply, which will have 
the effect of tying up the case for three 
months at least, and of probably prejudic­
ing It subsequently. It Hon. Mr. Gibson 
had granted his flat as requested, the suit 
could have been filed Immediately, with a 
very fair prospect of having It beard on 
March 8 next. As It la, the matter bangs 
fire. Counsel for the city and the company 
are to confer to see If an agreement can­
not be come to aa to the proper constitution 
of the action. #If such an agreement Is 
Impossible, then Mr. Gibson promises that 
he will either Issue bis flat or have the Act 
of 1887 amended so as to remove all doubt 
as to the city’s right to proceed. Independ­
ently with the action. The objections to the 
Attorney-General's decision are, first, that 
the inception of the action Is-delayed, and, 
secondly, that the action becomes compli­
cated and our rights prejudiced by reason 
of the act being amended while the case 
Is sub Jndlce. The Gas Company are merely 
sparring for time. The longer they can 
postpone the case the better for them­
selves. In a lawsuit time lé always In 
favor of the defendant. Besides, there Is 
no assurance that Mr. Gibson will be able 
to secure the amendment to the act, as 
promised. It would be by op. means Im­
possible for the Gas Company to put up 
such a lobby as would defeat the proposed 
amendment. The city, by consenting to Mr. 
Gibson's compromise, bas to lose three or 
four months’ time and run all these risks. 
Furthermore, by consenting to an Amend­
ment to the act at this stagè, the city may 
debar itself from Insisting on the cancella­
tion of the company’s charter, as It might 
otherwise be In a position to do when the 
facts are all before the court.

Wby should the Attorney-General subject 
the city to all this delay, and these risks, 
when the whole trouble can be avoided by 
his joining with the city in the prosecution 
of the action? The case Is eminently one 
for the Attorney-General to take up and 
prosecute. While the Privy Council has 
decided that the case would be properly 
constituted with the dty of Toronto as 
plaintiff, our own Court of Appeal, or at 
least a member of the conrt, has Intimated 
that the Attorney-General was the proper 
party to Institute proceedings. The asso­
ciation of the Attorney-General, therefore, 
while It cannot prejudice our case, may 
materially facilitate Its progress to the 
highest tribunal, if recourse to It should 

•17 b® again deemed necessary.
The ground we take Is that the Attorney- 

General should not only willingly Issue his 
flat when requested by the city, but that 
he should proceed against the Gas Com­
pany upon bis own Initiative, sit is a gen­
eral principle of law that the Attorney-

blow in Detroit. Charles J. Glldden, presi­
dent of the Michigan (Bell) UVlephone 
Company to-day succeeded In securing the 
ownership or control of the Detroit (new) 
Telephone Company and thp new State 
Company, which means that the Bell sys­
tem Is absolute In Michigan, as the deta'lls 
of consolidation have been arranged. The 
Detroit and New State companies operate 
6)00 miles of long distance lines, have 10- 
000 subscribers and 40 exchanges, Including 
this city. This combination of city and 
state lines owned by the new companies 
has been a formidable rival of the Bell and 
has been an incentive to other cities to fol­
low suit in the attack upon excessive tele­
phone charges. As to how the sale to Mr 
Glldden. which was made by the directors, 
will affect the small stockholders Is not 
known, but It Is claimed they will be pro­
tected, Subscribers will be allowed to 
make 25-year contracts at present rates

Company and the New State Company will 
both pe officered as follows: President 
Charles Flowers; secretary and treasurer. 
James Thorpe of Lowell, Mass.: assistant 
treasurer, Cyrus J. Akin; general manager. 
W. J. Phillips. The paid-up capital of the 
New state Company Is *1,500,000: of the 
Detroit Telephone Company, *600,000.

Addre**e* Delivered and Paper* 

Read at the Convention, 
in Stratford.

Stratford, Ont., Jan. 17.—At Inst night’s

The long-delayed Fenian raid medals are 

now being distributed. At noon yesterday 
Mr. J. Wigglosworth of this city receive^ 
by registered mail a package which, when 
opened, disclosed an Imposing silver medal 
and clasp, attached to red and white rib­
bon. The obverse side bears the familiar 
Queen’s head, w'hlle on the reverse side 
there Is a wreath of maple leaves, enclos­
ing the Canadian ensign and surrounded by 
the w'ord “Canada.” The clasp bears the 
Inscription, “Fenian Raid, 1866.” Around 
the edge of the medal is engraved, “202, 
Cpl. J. Wlggles.vorth. 2-17.” Mr. Wiggles- 
worth w«t corporal in the 2nd Battalion 
of the 17th Regiment, stationed at Halifax 
at the time of the scare, and was employed 
doing guard duty on the boundary line at 
St. Andrew’s, N.B. His regimental num­
ber was 292.
