Bystander, In Weekly 8un : Few more 
remarkable things have been done to the 
way of legislation than the Act of the 
Ontario Legislature prolonging Its own 
existence. In two cases a British Parlia­
ment has prolonged its own existence. 
One was that of the Long Parliament, and 
was plainly ret olutionary, tho the Parlia­
ment thought It necessary to excuse the 
step on the ground that it was required 
for the security of the public creditor. 
The other case was that of the Septennial 
Act, passed in 1716, at a crisis of extreme 
peril, when the Hanoverian Government, 
threatened at once by Jacobite rebellion 
and foreign invasion, could not venture to 
run the risk of a dissolution. As a rule 
the British Parliament, Instead of pro­
longing Its own existence, has voluntarily 
shortened it, so that It might not seem, 
l»y taking Its utmost term, to shrink from 
the appeal to its constituents. A British 
Minister who should prolong the exist­
ence of a Parliament for his political con­
venience would assuredly" terminate his 
own. The British Parliament, however, 
being absolute and not bound by a written 
constitution, unquestionably has the power 
of prolonging Its own existence, as It has 
that of doing anything else, no matter 
how eccentric, within the compass of legis­
lation. The Legislature of Ontario Is not 
absolute; it is bound by a written consti­
tution which gives It no such power as 
that which, in the present case, It has 
assumed. The only power given it in this 
respect is that of "amending the constitu­
tion of the province,” and that the Act 
in question is not an exenflse of that power 
is at once evident, since the constitution 
has not been amended or changed by the 
Act In any respect whatever. The Septen­
nial Act, on the contrary, was a permanent 
and most Important amendment of the 
constitution.

Captain Reed Had come 
to his office and asserted that there"' were 
slight shortages in the beef deliveries, on 
account of which Mr. Baldwin gave 
Captain Reed $348.

An Alleged Heavy Shortagre. 
Adjutant-General Garlington testified that 

Captain Heed had said Major Davis was 
short 14,500 pounds of beef. He admitted 
receiving money from Mr. Baldwin, but 
said the sum he received would be applied 
to the beef shortage.

Wolf, a partner in the firm of Castle 
Bros., testified concerning attempts to se­
cure commission for Captain Reed out of 
the sales of vegetables, etc.

Another Record Beaten.
Another record which was eclipsed to-day 

was that for a single hour's business, sales 
for the first hour amounting to over 1,000,- 
000 shares, against the previous maximum 
of less than 800,000 shares. It is the usual 
rule that a larger portion of a day s busi­
ness on the exchange is done during the 
first hour, but had the activity of the mar­
ket for the remainder of the day continued 
in normal proportion to the first hour's 
business the total of the day would have 
reached .probably 4.000.000 shares, which 
would mean commissions to Stock Ex­
change membysa for the dav's business of 
a million dollars. Any attempt at descrip­
tion would resolve Itself largely into an 
accumulation of superlative. There were 
long strings of successive transactions in 
some of the most active stocks to-day, in 
which none of the sales reported were of 
less than 1000 shares, and running from 
that up to 10,000 shares.

Morgan’* Inflnence.
The great accumulations of wealth which 

( have come to the hands of the American 
people for several years past, and which 
nave lain in deposit hanks, waiting for nn 
opportunity for outlay, seemed to he pour 
lng into Wall-street, attracted by the sud­
den great fortunes which are being made 
from day to day in the great price move­
ments of different stocks. The large Inflow 
of money from the Interior to New York 
seems to be due to this tendency, and îs 
keeping the money market easy. In spite 
of the demand from other sources.

The announcement this morning of the 
absorption of the Ley land Steamship 
by J. P. Morgan had a tendency to give a 
renewed stimulus to the speculation, as 
indicating the continued activity of the 
most Influential Individual In the recent 
great movements towards consolidation. 

The Potent Factor.
The belief in wholesale consolidations of 

great railroad systems, even at the enor­
mous expense Involved In the buying of 
control in the open market, is apparently 
the potent factor In the general 
tlon.
