Dj\ Murray «poke without notes from 
Psalm xtcli., 7, 8; "When the wicked 
spring As the grass, and when all the 
wortters of iniquity do flourish, It Is 
that they shall be destroyed for 
But, Thou, Lord, are most high for 
evermore.”

Some of Dr. Murray’s reflections are 
as follows: '

The fact of the apparent prosperity, 
of the wicked and the counter fact of 
the adversity of the righteous is one of 
the greatest problems that have puzzled 
the intellect of man,

A pessimistic attitude of mind was 
not concordant with the ordinary heal­
thy state of men’s mind.

If It could be suggested to the sci­
entist that the universe was totally 
unintelligible, furtheS* research would 
be Impossible. But to the remotest 
nook and cranny it to evident that It 
is such a universe as must have been 
the result of intelligent design.

Morality consists In adopting our 
actions ; to the . system of things in 
which we live. All immorality dashes 
Itself ag&ins’ the divine wrath and de­
stroys itself.

The moral life is the only reasonable 
life. It- takes cognizance of the condi­
tions of existence and regulates Itself 
accordingly.

The great virtue of temperance or 
moderation In private morality Is ne­
cessary to our existence. If we trans­
gress the limit we are wasting our en­
ergies and bringing destruction on our­
selves. , i

In social morality, the homely virtue 
of common honesty between man and 
man Is essential to the existence of the 
social organism.

AHe thought Christopher Marlowe and 
others who had treated the Christian 
myth had made a mistake in not sdoot- 
ing the mediaeval view, and depicting 
the final triumph of good over evil, as 
was customary in the miracle plays 
and mysteries.

It was the eternal 
bodied in the Christian Idea of moral­
ity that was leading us all onward and 
upward.

The City of Chicago has not attained as yet to municipal owner­
ship and operation of street railways, but she has a contract with her street 
railway companies which, by comparison with present conditions in To­
ronto, is ideal. Here are some outstanding features of the situation in 
Chicago :“Gold

Label 1. The city may at any time, upon six months’ notice, take 
over the railways or require them to be transferred to a trustee 
company for the fixed sum of $50,000,000, plus whatever money 
is meanwhile invested in new lines by order of die city.

2. The company’s financial affairs are conducted under the 
supervision of the city and sinking funds are established for repairs, 
depreciation and losses.

3. All improvements, repairs and extensions are subject to the 
control of a board of supervising engineers appointed by the city.

4. All details as to service, cars, routing, stops, etc., arq 
under die control of the city.

5. The money must be furnished by the company for all ex­
tensions, including subways, as the city may direct.

6. The net profits of each year are divided as follows : 55 
per cent, to the city; 45 per cent, to the company.

Yet, a few years ago, the City of Chicago was apparently helpless 
under the most grinding and unconscionable street railway monopoly in 
the world. It represented a capitalization (including bond issues) of 
$123,000,000. It had a colorable claim to a ninety-siine-year franchise, 
for which it had paid, and for which it proposed to pay, nothing. It 
enjoyed the advantage of hired men holding seats in a city council, no­
toriously incompetent and corrupt, and had powerful influences at its 
command in the state legislature.

By what miracle did Chicago escape from her predicament ?.
There was no miracle, except such as may be wrought by public 

The big men of Chicago—lawyers of national reputation, en­
gineers of world-widè celebrity, men with millions from the board of 
trade, financial experts from banks, trust companies and great universi­
ties, men of ability from the ranks of organized labor, teachers from the 
public schools—the brains, push and wealth of Chicago—came together 
to perform a public duty. They laid aside all preconceived notions and 
prejudices. They studied the traction situation. They mastered the 
physical and financial questions involved in it. They verified, their 
elusions beyond answer or Argument. They put these conclusions in 
short, plain sentences, which were read and understood by every voter in 
Chicago. They created* a public opinion which , reorganized the city 
cil» causing men to be elected of recognized standing, integrity and ability, 
and compelling them to accept the trust of the people. Before long the 
transportation committee of the city council was à body well able to cope 
with the management of the street railway company, while in legal counsel 
and in engineering ability, the services at the disposal of the city surpassed 
the talent in similar lines which could be secured by the street railway.

When the final struggle came, the traction companies found that, 
altho the city might not be able to buy them out, the citizens of Chi­
cago had formed a corporation which could and would buy them out arid 
hold the property As a trustee, managing it as the city directed, giving to 
the city a fair share of the profits, and prepared to turn over its system to 
the city any time upon getting back the money actually invested. Then the 
“coon came down,v and Chicago ruled the street railways instead of the 
street railways ruling Chicago.

Pitiful Stories of Distress Among 

a Community of 2000 Souls in 
the Outskirts of the City.

AT OCR VERY DOOR.

SANDY MACDONALDEarlscourt, or Shacktown, on 1 
the northwest border- of the 
city with a population of over y 
2000, Is In dire want.

Fathers, iK large numbers, 
have had only a few days of 
work since cold weather began. 
Their babes are in need of ' 
clothing and food.

XCOLON, Dec. 13.—A giant blast of 
dynamite, already prepared for firing, 
was prematurely exploded In the work­
ings at Bascoblspo yesterday.

Thirteen bodies have been recovered, 
but it is believed a score or more are 
under the masses Of rock and earth 
thrown up.

The charge consisted of fifty-one 
boles, sixty feet deep, and spread ou* 
over a large section of territory. The 
last hole was being charged by John 
J. Reldy of Minneapolis, an exper­
ienced powderman, when It exploded. 
The others were exploded by the con­
cussion. Reldy was blown to pieces. 
The other American dead Include Jno., 
J. Kope, Phillpsburg, NJ„ steam shov­
el engineer, and J. T. Hummer, Dunel- 
len, N.J., steam shovel craneman.

Bascoblspo cut Is about thirty miles 
from Colon, and the shock of /the ex­
plosion was distinctly felt here.

Numerous reports are current as to 
the cause of the accident, but the of­
ficiai version from Culebra states that 
during the loading of the last hole of 
the blast the dynamite In this cutting 
was discharged, and the remaining 
twenty tons were exploded by con­
cussion.

The holes had not been connected 
electrically • and the discharge of the 
blast was set for 6 o’clock In the after­
noon. The last hole was being loaded1' 
under the supervision of one of the 
most efficient powdermen In the em­
ploy of the company. A passenger train 
had just passed .when the explosion 
occurred, but it was not In any way 
damaged. The majority of the victims 
are Spaniards.

SPECIAL LIQUEUROn Toronto’s northwestern fringe la 
a town of from two to three thousand 
souls who scarcely know how they ard 
going to struggle thru the winter. It 
Is popularly known as Shacktown, a 
rame the dwellers dislike. .The houses, 
tho consisting mostly of rough boards 
and tar paper, are homes, and people 
however, humble are proud of their 
habitations. They prefer to call It 
Earlscourt, and hope sometime that It 
will be as happy a settlement as thrift 
and frugality can order. But now It 
is in want, its Inhabitants are In the 
majority of cases unable to get work 
and babes must be kept clothed and 
warm, must be fed and protected 
whether money can be earned or not. 
Winter with its rigors Is here and will 
remain a cruel, austere monarch for 
three or four months. Who Is going 
to put fuel Into the fireplace ? Who 
Is going to place food on, the Ups of 
the hungry and delicate?

Town Has Spread Rapidly.
The busy, work-a-d&y city knows 

practically nothing of what conditions 
really are in this suburb. It Is of most 
recent growth, having sprung up with­
in the last two or three years like 
fungus growths In, a night, and with 
but little more substance, except for 
the strong purposes of the fathers and 
mothers. From a dozen rude houses, 
built of unplaned lumber and tar pa­
per, It has spread with the four winds 
until now the limits are perhaps two 
miles north of Davenport-rqad aqd a 
mile west of Dufferin-street. Dotted 
here and there indiscriminately over 
this aree, are the simple places of the 
poor and In the centre, like an oasis 
In a desert. Is a church from which 
Is distributed charity.

A year ago a good deal was heard 
of Earlscourt owing to the want and 
privation that manifested themselves. 
Relief organizations were formed ; 
funds were started and help extended 
to the most needy. The benevolently 
Inclined In th$ city gave of their en­
ergies and wealth tq succor the un­
fortunate. As a result, the actual 
number of cases of destitution was re­
duced to a minimum. After weary 
weeks the springtime came, and with 
the breath of April a new courage was 
placed In the hearts of the disconso­
late. Summer smiled; employaient In 
many Instances returned. In the bustle 
and hurry of city life the dwellers in 
the town over the hill passed out of 
mind, and at the present time, It Is 
doubtful It there are more than a' few 
hundred citizens In Toronto who ap-* 
predate the deplorable circumstances 
existing among these (unfavored Immi­
grants.

Asking a Natural Question.
Like others I did not know, but an 

item In one of our daily papers last 
week drew my attention to the fact 
that the public Is face to face with 
much the same problem as confronted 
It last winter. The thought at once 
occurred to me; Why should two or 
three thousand persons be helpless this 
winter? They have had all year to lay 
up store. It Is natural that some 
should still be In need, but why so 
many? Are they willing to work? Do 
they live economically, or are they a 
class of newcomers who believe that 
society at large owes them a living?

To find out the truth If possible I 
made a trip thru the town. My con­
clusions are that while stories of dis­
tress may be thoughtlessly exaggerated 
at times, there Is an important work 
to be done In that district, while the 
cold weather lasts, and if it Is not 
done the’otous of Indifference and heart- 
lesenese wfil rest on the Christian ele­
ment of Toronto. There Is no truer 
saying than that charity begins at 
home and the church-going population 
cannot content themselves with put­
ting collections on the plate for the 
support of foreign missions, when men 
and women of our Own race are starv­
ing at our doors. »

Trying to Help Themselves.
It is human to try to shirk responsi­

bility, and we will try to justify our­
selves by arguing that the Almighty 
only helps' those who help themselves. 
Ah! Indeed, that Is true, but these peo­
ple are endeavoring to help themselves. 
To Canadians, accustomed to plenty, 
It Is hard to explain that mest of the 
families living In Earlscourt come from 

congested districts of Old London, 
where they *ere herded together like 
cattle In-a/dlrty pen. They earned 
there a few shillings a week and bought 
faggots in small handsful. I have seen 
their countrymen In the East End, In 
Hammersmith, Fulham, Chelsea, Fins­
bury, Stepney Battersea, In Liverpool. 
Manchester, Birmingham and other 
crowded centres, and realize how glad 
they would be of any opportunity to 
escape to a new land where the fields 
were broad and. the privileges of iome- 
tlme acquiring a little home were held 
out as an Inducement.

Well, they came; we Invited them to 
live among us; they gladly accepted 
the offer. Two or three years ago an 
estate comprising several acres over 
the hill and north of Davenport-road 
wafc divided into building lots and ad­
vertised at from to a foot up. Pay­
ments were made easy. The chance 
looked golden. They bought, putting 
ten dollars down. Two years ago times 
were prosperous. Money was circulat­
ing freely. Men could find work at 
good wages. Two or three large Indus­
tries. located just below the hill, em­
ployed several thousand men and these 
Immigrants, with only a few dollars to 
their names, were delighted with the 
prospect of gradually getting Email, 
tho cheap houses of their own. They 
bought lumber and household furniture 
on the Installment plan and worked at

afternoon waned, Rev. Mr. 
Bryce and myself walked around the 
town, calling at a few houses where 
be knew there was sickness and want. 
In one shack, of two roms, which we 
entered, the mother was Just recovering 
from an illness. An Infant was tuck­
ed away under some old coverings, 
and two dirty-faced girls were at her 
aide.

“Have you found any work yet, Mr. 
R.—” asked the clergyman of the 
fathep. "No," replied the latter. “I 
was down in the city again to-day, 

n° place seems to want a man." 
Have you any coal?”

The man dropped his head on his 
hand and breathed a sigh, as he an­
swered: “No, we haven't a bit."

The surroundings In the dwelling 
were pitable In the extreme. When we 
went out, BeV. Mr. Bryce crossed to 
a petty coal dealer and ordered some 
fuel to be sent over so that the mother 
might be kept from freezing.

This, was only one scene of scores 
that presented themselves, otherwise I 
would not have mentioned it. But it 
goes tp show what a battle these un­
fortunate people have to wage for a 
mere existence.

■ "Does any of this poverty come from 
drunkenness?” I asked the pastor as 
we passed some porly clad urchins 
who were trying to get a trifle of 
pleasure out of sliding.

"Very little,” he answered. "It Is 
true the beer waggon comes *up here 
and Englishmen, as you know, think 
no more of drinking beer than we do 
of taking coffee, but I know personally 
nearly every man and woman in this 
locality, and can truly say that they 
are not generally addicted to drunken­
ness. The majority do not take even 
beer, because they are trying to keep 
their Tittle homes together.”

May Be Better la Twelvemonth.
_In the course of conversation with 

him, I learned that thus far this year, 
almost nothing has been done by the 
public toward relieving the regret­
table conditions; that It will take two 
thousand dollars possibly, most econo­
mically handled, to help those who are 
really, in distress; that If next summer 
Is fairly .brisk, the town may be able 
to shake off its shackles; that neither 
the County of York nor the municip­
ality of Toronto accepts any moral 
liability, and that there are scores of 
women who are willing to go out to 
service by the day If they can find it.

Rev. Mr. Bryce and Miss Baird, the 
deaconess, sent up from the Deaconess 
He me on Jcrvls-strect, are doing a 
splendid service In taking cheer Into 
the houses of the downcast. Services 
are held" in the church regularly, and 
are well attended by men and women 
alike, and on week days garments are 
distributed where they can do the 
most good.

Mr. Bryce stated that this season 
clothing and money were not given 
away except in extreme cases, because 
he believed In encouraging thrift and 
to charge a few cents made the people 
feel that they were earning their own 
way. He said also, that last winter 
harm was done by well-disposed per­
sons, who took clothes and provisions 
into the town and gave them away to 
anyone.
Charity Did Not Accomplish Purpose.

"Often those least fc need got the 
help, while the suffering got nothing,” 
he pointed out. “I think It is far bet­
ter to handle everything In an organiz­
ed way, and I would like 
If you would draw the attention of the 
public to two things. One, Is that no 
matter how much labor it may mean 
for me, I am willing to personally 
supervise the distribution of. every- 
thing> that people care to send to me 
at my address on Dovercourt-road, or 
to the church here. The second is that 
we have a labor bureau in connection 
with the i church, and anyone in the 
city who wants a man or woman to 
work, need only let iqe know, and I 
will s6nd one."

We said good night, and I wound my 
way down thru the town of shacks to 
the edge of the hill. The city full of 
wealth, of belching smoke stacks and 
glimmering lights lay below. The jingle 
of merry sleigh bells sounded out over 
the busy streets, and from far, away 
came the echo of the clanging bell as 
It struck èlght o’clock In the city hall 
tower. Eight o’clock, the hour when 
beauty and fashion are speeding In 
glistening vehicles to concerts and 
theatres; when elaborate dinners In, 
costly houses are finishing when 
choice cigars are lit in clubs, and when 
pleasure Is growing fat on Its plenty. 
Bfefore me a city of riches; behind me 
a town of poverty—such are the con­
trasts of life.

A Montreal special says: The Liber­

. They state that, shortly after A. H. 
Beaton was appointed supervisor of 
organisation in June last, the party 
was amated to learn ttiat the voters’ 
lists were In such a deplorable con­
dition. In the City of Toronto the vot­
ers’ lists might have been at least 1000 
better in North Toronto and 2000 bet­
ter In Centre Toronto. Similar con­
ditions to a proportionate degree pie- 
valled all over the province.

It la not likely to obtain again, for 
both the officers of the General Re­
form Association and the Toronto Re­
form Association bave become alive to 
the situation. They realise that organ­
isation is something that cannot be 
effected by parlor talk and reeolutiona 

Splendid service Is expected of these 
associations in the future, but at the 
same time the friends at Ottawa will 
pever again allow matters to drift so 
close up to an election. Supervisors will 
be appointed eighteen months before 
a contest is anticipated.

The Toronto Reform Association will, 
ft is learned, take a hand in the muni­
cipal campaigns and thus become» fam­
iliar with the voters'- lists in eftchVard. 
The General Association for the pro­
vince Is cognizant of the-SKlue of good 
lists and even attho that association 
does not undertake practical matters 
like the revision of the lists, yet Its 
sympathy with the local workers Is 
appreciated. ^

It was a great pleasure to the Que­
bec Liberals that when Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier’s Ontario tour was announced 
•men who had fought for many years 
rallied to the call' and thru the' nucleus 
of the existing organizations rendered 
effective service. .

Members of the opposition at Ottawa 
express surprise that Laurier should 
carry so large a number of Ontario 
seats, but the Liberals here are con­
vinced that If the lists were as they 
ought to have been. Laurier would 
have carried at least 46 Ontario seats. 
From this point of view the Liberals 
are not to be scoffed at when they as­
sert that at the next election Sir Wil­
frid .will be returned by a larger ma­
jority than ever.

It now looks as it Quebec Conserva­
tives had decided to stand together 
and continue the» contest to the bitter 
end.

A meeting of nearly all the members 
of the opposition from the province 
took place at the Windsor Wednesday 
evening, when the petitions entered on 
Saturday were considered.

Brodeur and several members of the 
Liberal contingent were also“ht the 
Windsor, and It is unuderstood that 
the ministerialists are more than anxi­
ous to come to a settlement.

On the Conservative side there Is yet 
no indication of surrender, and the pre­
vailing desire appears to be that the 
government electoral fund should be 
looked into, and that the 
the proper place to brin 
estlng accounts to light.

When the members separated there 
was.every Indication that 20 of the Lib­
eral seats would go full Idngth of the 
election, courts.

Unless we should have a recurrence of 
the Balkan scare, the outlook fpr money 
and for 4 to 5 per cent, stocks Is good. 
High-class home stocks are kept down by 
new capital Issues and budget prospects. 
The successful flotation of the Russian 
loan In January would greatly clear the 
air and tend to release French gold. But 
it could operate only partially In that 
direction, for the Bank of France seems 
to be enamored of its hoarding tactics.

Sh'p- 
ments of dressed poultry are so laige 
and so numerous that It was found 
impossible to apply the lawj to them. 
The removal of the rule will greatly 
facilitate Christmas poultry trade.

* MONTREAL, Dec. IS.—Thirty hours’ 

continuous snowfall In Montreal and 
thruout a large portion of the Pw- 

■ vince of Quebec Is giving the railroads 
and the municipal-authorities a severe 
battle to keep open the means, of trans­
portation. The Canadian Pacific has 
half a dozen giant snowplows at work 
on its lines, between Montreal, Smith’s 
Falls .and Quebec, and the other rail­
ways are kept equally busy.

In Montreal It is costing the city 
more than $1000 an hour to keep the 
streets!open, without counting the cost 
to the street railway company.
