Petrograd Considers
ment of Premier Trepoff
Gain for Reactionaries.

Petrograd, Jan. 10, via Iondon,—

- CONSERVE CATTLE

Prof. Day Says Decrease in
Farm Animals is
Alarming.

MANY . ADDRESSES

Ontario Agriculturists Con-
clude Convention at

Guelph.

Guelph, Jan. 10.—The 8§th annual con-
vention of the Ontario Agricultural and
Experir ental Union closed its two-day
sespion at the 0.A.C. this afternoon,
after listening to & series of addresses
which ~‘were -of real interest to the
farmer, as well as the people in the
cities, towns end villages. This year's
meeting was one of the best heldi® and
those in atiendance were than de-
ighted with all that they and saw.

The first address to be given at the
morning eeesion was that of Frof. Geo.
¥. Doy, whose subject was “Froductiun
in Omwaric of Animal Foodst@iffs.” His
address was not a long one, hut was full
of excellent’ matter and valuable hints
to the farmer. He declared - or
many years we have ciaimed that agri-
culture is the foundat.on upon which
the general welfare of the nation is built,
but it has taken a world war to really
ceavince everybody of the truth of this
claim. The result is that the flocd gates
have been opened and a huge torrent of
advice has descended upon the devuted
heud of the farmer. Some of this advice
has been good, and some has been bad,
but -the great tulk of it has been abso-
lutely useless. Prof. Day stated that he
wanted to hoist a danger signal in the
way of a train of happenings, which
scems to hove got upon the wrong track,
end is Hkely to end in disaster if not
checked, and referred to the alarming
decrease in the number of ‘farm animals
in Canada. This decrease has been go-
ing on for a number of ycars, and this
Year pron.ses a larger decrease than
previously.

Greater Production,

A Jstirring address by N. W. Rowell,
M L.A., the keynote of which was a plea
to the farmers to produce, in order to
provide the mother country with the food
supplies, without which she cannot carry
on the war and cannot, in fact, continue
to exist, and a cléar exposition by Bert
Roadhouse, deputy minister of egricul-
ture, of the present agricultural situa-
tion in Ontario, were the features of the
evening session, which was open to the
public and which drew an attendance of
about four hundred.

Mr. Rowell referred to the present food
crisis in Great Britain and declared that
it was the patriotic duty of every farmer
in Canada to make this year, the year of
greatest production in the history of the
Dominion. Any man who allowed land
which could be cultivated to lie idle was
impairing to just that extent the ablility
of great Britain to carry on the war, a
war which was as much Canada’s as
Britain’s.

Mr. Roadhouse referred to the fact that
Ontario was shipping tremendous quan-
tities of hutter to England,’ and declared
his conviction that at least a part
of that market cou'd be retained even
after the war if the dairymen of the pro-
vince would do their best in the matter
of the quality of their production. He
pointed out that in August last a carload
of butter had been sh'pped to England
from the western provinces, indicating
that the west had gone ahead in thé mat-
ter of production and would be 1n a posi-
t'on henceforwanrd not only to supply all
her own needs in the matter of milk pro-
ducts, but to have a surplus for export.
The west had progressed very rapidly in
this respect, but he did not think the
western provinces could beat Ontario
provided Ontario would set itself serious-
ly to the business. He referred to the
fact thnt before the war Brita'n had im-
ported 75 per cent. of her butter, 61 per
cent. being obtained from countries out-
sidé the empire. The war had given Can-
eda her opportun’ty to secure a great
part of this market and he saw no reason
why she should not keep it after the war,

CANDIDATE SPEAKS
James G. Cane Talks on the

Question of

Nickel.

Criticisnt of the present D¢minion
and provincial administrations, flagvor-
ed wifh dry rot and subtle wit, in an
address by Hon. George P. Graham,
ex-member of the Laurier cabinet, fea-
Aiured a meeting of 200 members of
the Southwest. Liberal Association, in
the Oddfellows’ Hall, 404 Eathurst
street, last night.

His addrese in ‘the main wds an his-
torical sketch of Canada, showing
causes for present-day conditions and
showing Canada’s = progress and
achievements since the heginning of
her history. It was, however, inter-
spersed with anecdotes and frequent
witticisms at the expense of the Bor-
den administration, which brought
general laughter and applause time
and again.

The other speakers were James G.
Cain, nominee of the Northwest To-
ronto Liberals, to contest Hon. W. D,
McPherson’s seat in the legisiature;
H, Dewart, M. L. A, and Presi-
dent G. G. S. Lindsey .of the associa-
tion, who presided. 2

Mr. Cane protested against Can-
ada’'s supply of nickel leaving the
corntry, and advocated revision of the
Werkmen's Compensation Act and
Factory Act. He declared the laboring
men had not been given a square deal.
The speaker added that he was not
prepared to say in just what way the
acts should be revised,

Maintaining that it was the duty of
the administration at the outbreak of
the war to stop the export of nickel,
Mr. Cane declared that he ecculd see
no defence for their inaction, e call-
ed upon all Liberals to aid in his elec-
tion.

Nationalists in Power.

Considerab.e applause was given all
of the speakers during the meeting
and close attention paid to the ad-
dresses. G. G. S. Lindsey, after
praising Cane, denounced the Domin-
jfon administration, and said that low
recruiting in Quebec was neo{ sar-
prising because the Nationalist party
had condemned recruiting years ago,
and three members of that party were
now in power at Ottawa.

The speaker characterized W, F.
Maclean as “the Lord Northeliffe of
Canada,” when he spoke of the Eng-
lish editor's aciivities in behalf of bet-
ter efficiency in the conduct of the war.
He said that after Mr. Maclean at-
tacked the Dominion administration
he wag told that he was injuring the
party,

Hartley Dewart, M.L.A., said that
the administration was ot administer-
ing its trust fairly and impartially.

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Conservation of Resources

An excellent summary of the electric
power situation between Candda and
the United States has been contributed
by Mr. Arthur V. White, consulting
engineer to the commission of conser-
vation, to the annual number of the
Monetary Times. recently published.
He bases his survey of the situation
on the fundamental fact of our de-
pendence upon others for our coal sup-
ply, and our increasing dependence on
hydro-electric power in view of our
conl shortage. :

Mr, White accepts the conclusion of
the geologists that Ontario has nu
coal Last November the district attor-
ney in the investigation at Buffalo
asked 8 witness whether, when Cana-
dtans put an embargo on power whep
there is a power shortage, the United
States should not put an embargo on
coul when there is a coal shortage?
The question és not outside the range
of practical politics.

The world’s reserves of coal are by
no means inexhaustible, and that of
the United States is regarded as so
material to the existence of the nation
and #ts prosperity that experts like
Dr. George Otls Smith of the geolo-
gical survey do not hesitate to say that
all the United States coal should be
kept at home for their own manufac
turing. Our own My, E. B. Borron
thinks Ontario occtupies an unenviable
position on account of this coal scar-
city When the weather as at presen
gets below zero the scarcity of coa
becomes a more evident problem, but
thoughtful people should mnote the
creeping up of the price of coal pe:
ton in the last 25 years. Coal at 3b
used to be wsual in Toronto, Those
days seem very far away,

The policy of conservation is not a
new one. The United States have al-
ready enforced it in connection wit’
phosphate beds in the west, and thes«
are withdrawn from private entry and
held for the mnation, In Ontario the
government policy is to give every-
thing away to all who seek, and usual-
ly everything eventually falls into the
hands of our neighbors across the bor-
der. We are endowing them with our
gold, our silver, our copper, our nickel.
If we had coal we would bestow it
Jupon them also. If we had diamonds
and platinum and radium we would
hand it all over on a 25 per cent. basis
or less. Some day a government will
arise with the simple conception of
keeping these treasures for the whole
of the people, or at least of keeping
enough of them to be able to bargain
with our neighbors when we meed to
do so. If Ontario operated a gold mine
on account of the province we should
probably be relieved of taxation. Peo-
ple who elude texation are not finter-
ested, perhaps, but the ordinary man
who pays taxes is going to find such
problems very interesting one of thesc
daya, I

Just now the electric prdblem is be-
fore the two nations. “Ontario and
Canada,” says Mr. White, “may yet re-
quire every unit of electrical energy
just as much as the United States may
vet require every pound of phosphate
rock, or may find it expedient to re-
tain every pound of coal” Mr., White
reviews the necessity for power across
the line and considens the demands of
the various corporations who desire to
control the energic wealth of Niagara
and other water powers. It is a re-
markable state of affalrs and we can
only hope that the wisdom and guid-
ence which the nation needs will al-
ways be available when these problems
reach consideration.

The weak point is that the govern-

Lack of ventllation and the proper
access of air and sunlight .to the body
are among the worst ills it can suffer.

The best undergarments to he worn
both in the hot and cool months should
be made of either linen, cotton or zilk.
These allow free movement of the body
and the needed amount of light
ventilation,

There are also mistaken ifdeas abroad
about the proper footwear during the
winter months.
-plaint that reaches me is: “I am trou-
bled greatly with cold feet, altho I wear
thick., woolen hose, heavy, high shoes
and rubber overshoes. What could
cause this?” There is no need of my
telling these inquirers what causes the
clammy condition. They clearly state it
in their letters—"Thick, woolen - hose,
heavy, high shoes and rubber over-
shoes,” three walls of “sold stone.” Feet
encased in such apparel naturally per-
spire. Thig perspiration, minus the ne-
cessary air for evapurating purposes
causes cold, clammy feet.

The Proper Footwear.

The quicker and more thoroly weill
people learn and remember that heal-
thy feet are better kept warm By cold
baths, thin hose and low shoes made of
cloth, silk, satin or canvas—than by
overheating—the less trouble they will
have and more comfort. Above all,
avoid rubber on the feet at any and at
all times.” It keeps them overheated
and retains too much blood there.

Constricting the feet in misshapen
shoes is another foolish fad for which
you sqoner or later must pay. The
