number of the licenses. If licenses |
were to be had here, as they are to be
had in some of the American cities,
by any applicant, a license would Inly
mean a small investmeng and a bare
living. Tt is the limitation of the num-
ber of licenses that creates the money
value. With the great money value
there- is at the same time created a
great monopoly, which is of course;
prepared to spend money freely to pro-
tect its interests. The existence of this
monopoly has already become & men-
ace to our institutions.

The third amendment is an addition
to the lotal option sections of the liquor
act, making the submission of local
option obligatory on the petition of 29
per cent. of the' electors of a muniei-
pality.

THE WAR SITUATION

Continned From Page 1.

breaches in the north wall of the fort
thru which the Japanese in the moat
swarmed. They charged SO quickly
that 50 of them were either kmod’ or
wounded by the falling debris. The
Japanese succeeded in gaining the ram-
parts and charged the interior of the
fort, but' they were repulsed by a por-
tion of the garrison from behind a wall
at the rear of the fort, which had not
been touched by the force of the ex-
plosion. Behind this wall there were
four field guns and three machine guns.
From Hole to Hole.
in the meantime the Russians had
rushed reinforcements of some 300 to
the fort thru the covered wall at the
-ear. The second battalion of attackers
were unable to advance immediately,
as the sapping trenches from the paral-
lel to the moat were filled with debris.
When this® debris had been excavated
the battalion gained  the moat and
reached the rampatts thru the breaches
that had been made by the explosion.
The commander of this enterprise rea-
lized that any attempt to gain the in-
terior of the fort would end in disaster
if- his whole force advanced in one
body, so he disposed his men along
the wall and ordered them to gain the
lower level of ‘the interior of the fort
by twos and threes and to find cover
in the holes which had been made in
the surface by the Japanese shells, and
these offered good cover from the rifle
and machine gun fire directed from the
rear of*the fort. In thees holes 150 of
the attackers had found cover by 5
o'clock in the morning. i

Advancing carefully the Japanese ap-
proached the Russian defernces in the
rear of the fort, and by working From
hole to hole under cover of darkness
the entire battalion gained the interior
of othe fort. notwithstanding the des-
Wperate resistance made by the Rus-
sians. The final charge made against
the wall of sand bags proved unsuc-
cessful. ‘'but charge followed charge un-
til midnight, when the last corner of
the Russian defences was captured.

; .Fiercest of Fight.

The fighting was desperate in the ex-
treme, with bayonet and .dynamite
hand grenades, and the entire garrison
was killed with the exception of a
party of 20, who escaped thru the cov-

them by exploding four mines, and
thus prevented the Japanese from pur-
suing them. Tho the numbers engag-
ed and the area of fighting were small,
both assaults and defence were more
furious than any in the previous his-
tory of the siege of Port Arthur. With
the exceptions noted, the garrison died
fighting to the last man, with wonder-
ful determination.

The final rushes of the Japanese were
irresistible. Their wounded. refused to
retire, and insisted on continuing the
fighting, saying that they had vowed to
take the fort and that they must suc-
ceed.™

Four field guns ‘and three machine
guns were captured ,andjover 300 Rus-
sians were killed- The skilful manner
in which the second. assault was exe-
cuted prevented heavy losses and in-
sured the capture of the fort, which,
tho not the largest, is one of the
strongest of the eastern fortified ranges.

a Important for Both.

The fort is important to the Jap-
anese, as itgopens a way up the gorge
between it and the eastern end of Kek-
wan Mountain, and is the easiest point
at which to pierce the principal line
of fortifications for the purpose of gain-
ing a foothold on the higher hills of
the ridge. .

The stubborn resistance made by the
Russians was due to the fact that the
eaptured fort was the key of the posi-
tion ‘at this point of their western
flank.
