PROCEEDINGS OF THE SYNOD

DIOCESE OF CALGARY.

The third meeting of the § pog of the Diocese of (

al-
gary was held ip Calgary, N. W.T., on Th ursday and Friday,
July 19 and 20 1894,
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Primate. This supreme body has set forth as fundamental
principles :  Non-interference with any existing rights,
powers or jurisdiction of any Diocesan Synod within its
own territorial limits, as now held or ex:reised; and, no
change in the existing system of Provincial Symods. The
immediate result of the consolidation of the various branches
of the Church of England is seen in the Pastoral letter
issued by the Bishops last autumn, which deals with many
matters of the greatest importance, It may confidently be
expected that the missionary and educational work of the
Chureh, as well as many other matters of vital importance,
which have been relegated for initial consideration to in-
fluential committees of the General Synod, will receive such
treatment as will give them a wider and better basis, and
that all branches of Church work, and ali phases of Church
life will feel the vigor of a more complete organization.
(algary’s share of the General Synod expenses amounts to
$35.84, which the Diocese must pay to the Treasurer of the
General Synod. Neither Dr, Cooper nor I have, as yet,
received our travelling expenses, while attending its meet-
ings 1n Toronte,

DEATH OF THE BISHOP OF NEW WESTMINSTER,

We mourn the death of one who took a foremost part
in the formation of the General Synod. The Bishop ot
New Westminster, the appoiuted preacher at the great
Thanksgiving Service held u St. James’ Cathedral, Toronto,
as soon as the Synod was formed, has been called to his
cternal rest. His frank manliness, his energy, his zeal,
carneatness and great practical ability impressed ns all
He did with his might, the work committed to him, and he
died in harness, a comparativelv young man.  Our

sympathies should go out to his widow, and the Diocese

now left without its chief overseer, and we should earnestly
pray that the great Head of th: Church will raise up for
the Diocese a man full of the Holy Ghost and wisdom,
to carry on the important work Dr, Sillitoe was permi ted,
with so much energy and devotion, to begin,
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The interest is being added to the principal till the
whole £10,000 are raised.

The question of a Bishop for each of my two large Dio-
ceses is one that must soon be practically solved, if the Church
is to take and retain her rightful position in the Northwest,
No doubt, in His own good time and way, the great Shepherd
and Bishop of our souls will supply the want, So far as we
can see, however, the first step is the raising of such a sum
as will provide, for all time, a decent maintenance for the
Bishop of Calgary. There scems to be an idea in some
quarters that the Saskatchewan Bishopric Endowraent Fund
and other trust funds of that Diocese, managed by its
Synod’s financial agents in Toronto, skould be divided be-
tween the two Dioceses, This is not my idea: the Primate
agrees with me, and the societies in England have adopted
our view, The Saskatchewan Endowments are not very
large, It is easirr to raise the whole for Calgary, than
portions for Saskatchewan and Calgary; and it is fitting
that endowments raised by the late Bishop should forever
be associated with the chief scenes of his labors and the
Diocvse which continues to bear the name vy which he was
kvown,  Last January the Primate, and the Bishops of
Athabasca and Qu’Appelle joined me in issuing an Appeal,
of which the following is a copy :

CaLGARY Bisvopric ENvDOWMENT FUND.

“The Diocese of Calgary, consisting of the District of
Alberta, in the Northwest Territories of Canada, with an
area of 100,000 square miles, was constituted a separate
Diocese in 1888, and placed under the jurisdicuion of the

“The Canadian Pacific Railway passes across it from

east to west two hundred and fifty miles; and the Calgary

it is for the present and future welfare of the Church in the
Northwest that the need should at once be supplied, we feel
it our duty to appeal to to the Church in England and East-
ern Canada to complete the Calgary Bishopric Endowment
Fund.

CLLERGY IN THE DIOCESE.

With devout thankfulness to Almighty God, I record
the following facts : There are now 15 Clergy holiing my
License at work in the Diocese, and arrangements have been
made for adding three more to this number before the
close of the year, to be stationed at Sheep Creek, Pi .e Creek
and Mitford respectively. There zre also several Lay-
readers, who are doing most veluable work among the
settlers in different parts of the Diocese.

Edmonton, with South Edmonton, has become self-
supporting. Two Clergymen, with headquarters at Innis-
fail and Red Deer respectively, are now working along the
line of the Calgary & Edmonton Railway. T hope to place
one at Wetaskiwin shortly, and Mr, d’Easum, recently
ord.ined, will be stationed at Beaver Lake. The Sturgeon
settlement, north of Edmonton, has received an active Lay-
reader, towards whose support the people have promised
nearly $200, and a Lay-reader will shcrtly be sent up to
assist Mr, d’Easum.

CHURCH AND PARSONAGE BUILDINGS.

Excellent Churches have been evected, and are now in
use at Mitford, Innisfail, South Edinonton and Bowden

STATEMENT OF RECEIPTS AND EXPENDITURFS,

It may be well that I should say that these funds are
given t~ me for administration, as they were given to my
predecessor, who never consulted his Synod or Executive
Committee with respect to their expenditure, I have al-
ways taken counsel with each of my Executive (lommittees
as to their expenditure to a large extent, and when, if ever,
I have but one Diocese, I think I shall hand them over to
the Diocese, although I am not sure that it is not better that
the Bishop should have, to a large extent, a free hand in
their disposition, I think the Clergy would thiuk so.
However, till that time comes, I must assume the chief
responsibility for their administration in order that no part
of my work may suffer neglect or injustice. I am sure this
is my duty, I long ago made up my mind to do it, and I
point to the steady growth of our work in both Dioceses as
the very best answer to be given to any who may object.

It has not occured to me to
do so. My feeling has always been that Mr. Jephson
could get along very well without my help, and I have no
hesitation in saying that if he could not it would be even
more reluctantly given than it is at present. But it will be
no news to those who know him, when I state that in
hundred of ways, he has given me, the Clergy of the Diocese,
and any Laymen who have gone to him, valuable counsel
on Church matters for whici he never dreampt of charging,
or we of paying.

As no meeting of the Diocesan Synod was held during
the year on account of the meeting of Provincial Synod in
Winnipeg in August and the General Synod of the Church

'in Toronto in September, it became necessary to take steps

to secure the representation of the Diocese at those Synods.

A circular was therefore issued to the Clergy and Lay
Dclegates of the divcese asking them to say aye or no to the
following propositions :

(1) That the Bishop appoint from th+ present mem-
bers of the Diocesan Synod Delegates to the Provincial Syn-
od to take the place of those who by death or removal from
the Diocese or any other cause are no longer delegates,

(2) That in the event of the Provincial Synod decid-
ing to take part in the General Synod to be held in Toronto
on the second Wednesday in September, the Bishop appoint
the delcgates—one Clergyman and one Layman from this
Diocese.

On the motion of Mr. Justice Macleod, seconded by Mr,
Pearce, the Synod then adjourned until Friday morning at
the close of divine service.

REPORT OF THE CALGARY RURAL DEANERY
FROM THE CLOSE OF THE YEAR 1891 10
THE 30t JUNE, 18%4.

In presenting to the Synod our gecond report of the Cal-
gary Rural Deanery, we desire to express, at the outset, our
gense of the value of our meetings; we have invariably been
refreshed and strengthened by them.

It is our pleasure to record that the Rev, Dr. Cooper,

whose term of office as Rural Dean, expired on the 9th
March, 1892, wes re-appointed. During his recent visit to
the Old Country, the Rev,J. W. Tims was unanimously
elected to preside at eur meetings.

The members of the Chapter would like to put on
recor.! their appreciation of the honer conferred upon the
Rural Dean by the authorities of St. John’s College, Winni-
peg, iu granting him the degree of Doctor of Divinity.

Separate meetings of the Chapter have seldom been
held, it being thought more profitable for Clergy and Laity
to meet together as much as possible. [n this way Clergy,
Churchwardens, Lay representatives, Loy -readers and any
others (upon invitation) who happened to be in the vicinity,
have often united together for the good, we trusi, not only
of the individuals present, but of the Church of Christ in
our Diocese. During the period covered by this report eight
meetings have been held—one in Calgary, one in Banff,
three on the Blackfoot Reserve and three on the Sarcee Re-
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serve. On the last occassion it was arranged that we should
hold our next mecting 1t Innisfail, which is just outside our
Deanery. It may b> rememberd that this Deanery extends
north»aids onl as far as the southern Loundary of the 34th
Township. A northern Deanery has not yet been formed.
The proposed meeting had to be postponed, but is still a
pleasure to come,

The attendance at these gatherings kas been excellent,
None of the Clergy have absented themselves, except under
pressing ciicumstances,

The rules laid down at our first meeting in 1889 still
continue to guide us.  Our proceedings have always com-
menced with the Holy Communion, and this has given to
them that delightful harmony and refreshment, «hich bave,
without exception characterized our meetings.

The hour spent in the devotional study of Holy Serip-
ture has always been profitable »nd at times of marked in-
terest. The portions studied hav- been the latter half of
the Epistle to the Philippians and the first two chapters of
the Acts of the Apostles,

As yot no special business in connection with the
Diocese has been referred to us for consideration under
Canon VI, but we believe that in the near future, if church
work in the Diocese continues to increase at its present
ratio, this feature of our Ruridecanal meetings will be of
considerable value to us,

Papers 1troducing special subjects for discussion were
prepared and read by members of the Chapter, viz:

“Some thoughts on Preaching” by the Rural Dean.

“The Church and the Heathen World” by the Rev. J,
W. Tims.
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«The Clergyman’s duty wita reference to some ten-
dencies of Vlodern Thought” by the Rev. W. H. Barnes.

“How to extend the usefuluess and increase the circu-
lation of the Diocesan Mugazine” by the Rev. W, H.

Barnes.

«The relation of the church to the Non-Episcopal
Scandinavians” by the Rev. W. H. Barnes.

«Church Music and Congregational Singiong” by the
Rev. W. F. Webb,

«The most important Versions of the Bible” by the
Rev. W. F. Webb.

«Private prayer in relation to the Pastor” by the Rev.
H. W. G. Stocken.

These papers have been both instructive and helpful.

An attempt bas been made to form a Ruridecanal
Reading Association to take the place for the present of the
Ruridecanal Litrary, wentioned in Clause 8 of Canon VI.
The clergy (each one) agreed to obtain, if they did not al-
ready possess, a book of general interest and usefulness to
the members of the Chapter, and to circulate the same
amongst themselves, The scheme has not yet received the
co-operation which was expected.

At Banff a Public Missionary meeting was held, in the
evening, in connection with our gathering, and was well at-
tended and ay preciated. :
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Twice on the Blackfoot Reserve public services have
been held in the evening, and the sermon on each occasion
preached by the Rural Dean,

We sincorely trust and believe that the interest and
usefulness of our meetings will increase as time goes on,
and that they may become, as they should, an important
factor in the spiritual life of our Church in this Diocese.

REPORT OF THE DEANERY OF MACLEOD,
JULY, 18%4.

« [N THE NAME OF THE FATHER AND OF THE SoN AND OF
tHk HoLy GHOST.”

I heg to submit the following report :

In accordance with Section V, Canoun VII, of the con-
stitution of t.e Synod of the Diocese, 1 have visited, with
one exception, every Parish and Mission in the Deanery of
Macleod. The exception alluded to is the Mission of
Livingstone, until & short time ago, known a~ the North
Fork Mission, a daughter parish of the Church of St, John
the Evangelist, Pincher Creek; but reports from that place
justify the pleasing conclusion that an excellent work is
being done there, and the spiritual interests of the ranchers
and settlers well looked after.

My visit to the Parish of St. Augustine’s, Lethbridge,
was, owing to the then prevailing circumstances, not very
satisfactory The Cure at the :ime being vacant, I was
unable to receive anything like Cefinite statements concern-
ing the temporal affairs of the Church there, but doubtless
gince the advent of the present Rector the unfortunate
condition then existing—brought on by the many changes
of clergy and prolonged vacancies—has been alwost for-
gotten in the new phase of Church life which characterizes
the parish to-day.
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My visit to St. John’s, Pincher Creek, was a very
pleasing one indeed. A good work is being done here, to
which His Lordship and several clergy can bear testimony
as eye-witnesses, when assembled for the ordination of Mr,
d’Easum for the Diaconate and Mr. Hinchliffe to the Priest-
hvod. Good progress has been made here under God’s good
providence, 1n the last two year-,

In the spring of this yer I visited the St. Paul and
St. Peter Missions on the Blood and Piegan Reserves. The
present system of preparatory schools for the children of
the Red man, with the pupils 1 residence and under the
immediate supervision of the Missionary and the staff
secems to produce incomparably better results than any
previous method adopted by the Church. The annual
reports of the Missionaries in charge of these institutions
and Reserves evidence the good work accomplished without
further comment frora me,

At our last meeting of the Chapter the suggestion was
made ant entertained by the clergy present, that a Sunday
in the year be set apart for the furtherance of Missions in
the Macleod Deanery. It will be further considered at our
next meeting,

Our meetings of the Chapter have not been so frequent-
ly held as we would have wished, but the Clergy of the
Deanery are only five in number, and for many months the
Parish of St. Augustine being vacant, we numbered only
four. The absence of railway facilities between the Parishes
and \issions makes iu difficult at times for the holding of
the meetings so that all can be present,

I have-urged upon the Clergy the necessity of all being
present at the meetings owing to the paucity of members,

[uteresting papers have been read upon subjects inter-
esting w the Clergy followed by friendly and piofitable
discusson.  The day of meeting invariably opens with the
Holy Sacrament. In the evening of the day of meeting
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devotional exercises have been held in: the Church as a
rule, helpful tn Clergv and: Laity alike.

We feel the benefit: of and appreciate all our meetings,
and are gratetul for the clerical intercourse: and interchange
of thought and opinion that.the meetings afford.

We hope to hold quarterly meetings from now; and
contemplate at our next meating to be held in October at
St. Paul's Mission, arranging for the session of a Rauri-
decanal meeting, when we trust to have a large. represen-
tation of the Laity present.

In conclusion I might mention that the, Deanery looks,
as the Canon provides they should, to the spiritual interest of
the settlements in its jurisdiction, and recognizes with
pleasure the tormation of new Missionary districts, as a.
development of the Church’s influence and the Kingdom of

Ohrist.
