MMONCTON, N.B., Nov. 14-(Special)- 
Something of a sensation was created this 
morning by the arrest of Everett Black­
wood on a charge of unlawfully shooting 
Alfred Howarth, son 
Howarth.

The shooting occurred Sept. 30th last 
under distressing circumstances. The 
parties were ofit shooting along the Buc- 
touche railway track. Howarth and his 
son, with another man and his son, over­
took Blackwood, and as they were pass­
ing one of the party called Blackwood’s 
attention to his gun being cocked. Black­
wood swung the gun from his shoulders 
and hit the hammer with his hand dis­
charging the gun. A charge of partridge 
shot struck young Alfred Howarth in the 
face and inflicted a terrible wound which 
caused death a few hours later.

Blackwood at the time gave himeelf up 
to the police, but next morning was re­
leased at the request of Howarth, who 
expressed the opinion that the shooting 

accidental. No inquest was held, and 
nothing further was heard about the case 
until lately. A few nights ago Matthew 
Howarth came near being shot about mid­
night in his own yard, 
shooting was accidental or an attempt on 
Howarth4 life has never been cleared up. 
Howarth believes somebody tried to 
shoot him. But it was not intimated that 
Blackwood knew anything of the latter af­
fair.

Yesterday Howarth called on Clerk of 
the Peace. Jas. Friel of Dorchester and 
asked .to have an investigation into the 
shooting of his son. He preferred a charge 
against Blackwood who was this morning 
arrested while at work in the I. C. R. 
round house. His hearing was set down 
for this afternoon, Hon. F. J. Sweeney 
has been engaged to look • after Black­
wood’s interests.

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FREDERICTON, N.Ç., Nov. 14-(Spe- 
cial)—The following were sworn in attor­

The cold- wave which was predicted by 
the Meteorological office at Toronto, 
struck the city early this morning, and 
citizens were surprised on arising to find 
their windows covered with frost. Those 
who were fortunate enough to have their j 
outside windows on were congratulating 
themselves on their good luck, while those I 
who have been putting off this pleasant 
little attention from day to day, were 
reminded forcibly of their negligence. 
Self feeders, furnaces end open grates 
were kindled in an endeavor to offset the 
sudden chill. Teamsters, in most cases, 
found it difficult to drive on the icy pave­
ments, as they were not prèpared for 
such a sudden change, and the horse- 
shoers did a rushing business sharpening 
up the dull shoes. There were a number 
of instances where wagons had to be left 
on the street while the driver had his 
horse shod, and a number of minor acci­
dents such as a broken shaft, etc., were 
met with. According to D. L. Hutchin­
son, director of the weather observatory, 
the highest temperature yesterday after­
noon was 50 degrees. At three o’clock 
the thermometer registered 48, and by 
nine o’clock last night it had dropped to 
34, and at nine o’clock this morning the 
reading was 14. The lowest temperature 
registered during I he night was 12 above 
zero, making a drop of 38 degrees in about 
12 hours. This is the lowest temperature 
recorded this season. The lowest register 
last November was 12 above zero on the 
29th, but the general weather for the 
second week of November was much cold­
er last year than this. Rain fell last even­
ing turning frequently to snow and sleet. 
In aO about one inch fell. '

Warnings were issued- from the Meteor­
ological office at Toronto and signale dis­
played from all stations along the coast 
indicating strong breezes and moderate 
gales from the north and northwest, with 
colder weather. The wind during the 
night reached 36 miles an hour, gradually 
decreasing after daylight. Today is clear 
and cold, with moderate northwest 
breezes. »

NEW YORK, Nov. 14—A cable ctaspatcli 
to the Herald from Parie eaye: “Two Am­
erican women, whose names are withheld 
for the present, had a thrilling voyage in 
a balloon piloted by a noted Parisian 
aeronaut, M. Jacques Faure. The ascen­
sion was made Saturday and no soonec 
had the balloon risen than the wind fresh­
ened and w^s soon blowing a hurricane.

The balloon was hurled along at a hun­
dred kilometres (62 miles) an hour and at 
4 o’clock was going over the department 
of the Pas de Calais at undiminiehed 
speed. As the country is flat and almost 
bare, there was every prospect that ' the 
balloon would be carried out to sea. Just 
•before arriving at the coast Faure saw 
a line of trees and pulled open the valve. 
The balloon caught the natural barrier 
with a jolt that threw the occupants to 
the ground. No one, however, was seri­
ously injured, but the balloon was demol­
ished. One hundred and ninety-two kilo­
métrée (120 miles) had been covered in am 
hour and forty-five minutes.

LONDON, Nov. 14—The body of the

The activity of trade- in Winnipeg is re­
flected in the increase In the bank clear­
ings of that city for the current week. The 
figures for the paatw 4-fO »]* a
remarkable exhibition of growth, and are 
perhaps without parallel In any city on 
this continent that has to depend entirely on 
the agricultural element. The record shows 
that for the week ending Nov. 10, clearings 

amounted to $11.495,762, contrasted with $6.- 
056.295 for the corresponding period of 1904. 
and $7,293.667 in 1903. The previous week 
showed even a greater amount, the figures 
at that time being a record for Winnipeg 
at $11,606,527. The money situation in that 
city has been somewhat relieved and there 
is a better story of remittances and col­
lections. this being due to the 
amount of farmers' products which have 
been marketed and paid for. Speaking to 
the financial editor of the Witness, the oth­
er day. a leading manufacturer of machin­
ery, whose travellers call on farmers in 
western Canada, told incidentally the inter­
esting story of how many farmers there 
carry their surplus cash. It is said that it 
is not at all unusual for the purchasing 
farmer to draw from an inside pocket notes 
to the value of seven, eight, and even fif­
teen hundred dollars to pay for farming ma­
chinery or parts of machinery. Of course, 
this' cannot be accepted as being the gener­
al rule. But it shows the conservatism 
with which even the modern, up-to-date 
farmer views the outside banking and fin-

Of all tbe favorable incidents which have 
combined toward the record wheat crop of 
western Canada this year, that of breaking 
the ground in the early fall of last year was 
one of the most conspicuous. It will perhaps 
be remembered that the extraordinary open 
weather, which practically allowed farmers 
to turn over the soil until the last day of 
November, easily accounted for an increase 
of half a million acre* to. the land already 
under cultivation. The lateness of last year's 
ploughing season had been unequalled for 
nearly thirty years, and farmers took the op­
portunity to. break ground until, in some 
cases, well into the early days of December.
An extra five hundred thousand acres meant 
at least an extra ten million bushels, and 
under the exceptional circumstances of the 
laet crop the increase was actually greater.
Grain growers must this year start without 
the advantage of the late summer, as it is 
reported that the ground In Manitoba and 
Saskatchewan has frozen up very early this 
year, and, as a consequence, comparatively ^ 
little ploughing has been done. It is satis- 
factory to see an annual increase in acreage, 
but, without an open fall, the increase will 
depend mainly upon those new-comers who 
have broken soil on hitherto uncultivated 
territory.

ket seems to be confined to low-priced cop­
per, railroad and industrial issues. For the 
better known of these securities there has 
for some time back been a genuine public 
demand, but whether this in time will broad­
en to the high-priced stocks is a question 
which insiders are anxiously weighing. The 
trouble seems to be that the dividend pay­
ers generally are thought too high for the 
average man to consider purchases. Busi­
ness and industrial conditions considered, 
stocks are not dear and the underlying fac­
tors in the situation would seem to justify 
higher prices in time.

NEW YORK, Nov. 10. — The New York 
city elections and the money market have 
been the dominant factors in the market this, 
week. Monday tbe market was strong, 
and Wall street was confident of a sweep­
ing Tammany victory. Wednesday, with 
the election res ts still in doubt, the market 
suffered a severe decline, and nowhere In 
the list was the weakness more pronounced 
than in the local franchise group. Metro­
politan Street Railway. Metropolitan Securi­
ties, Brooklyn Rapid transit and Consolidat­
ed Gas were under heavy selling pressure, 
and heavy recessions were recorded in these 
shares.

The unsettiement, in the local franchise 
group, coupled with 15 per cent call money, 
the highest rate since 1903, brought about 
genuine liquidation and lower prices.

After a let tip for a time work had, 
been going on for about three weeks and! 
during that time about 1,500,000 feet of 
lumber, or between 350 and 400 joints, | 
was {handled. This lumber had been rafted 
by jobbers along the river at the regular 
boom company’s rate» and was freighted 
at Springhill under the supervision of 
Harry McQuarrie of D. D. Gksier & Sons 
estate.

The lumber wan brought down river, 
after being hung up, by mean» of a chan­
nel which had been dug at Burpee Bar 
under the direction of Robert Aitken, who 
represented the owners of the lumber.

The lumber was all towed to St. John 
by the tugs of the Sewell and Glasier es­
tates.

Including bank lumber there was about 
10,000,060 feet, handled at Springhill this 
season. This amount is below the aver­
age.

There is now estimated to be between 
six and seven million feet of logs hung up 
between here and Grand Falk. This does 
not include about three millions of bank 
lumber which could not be rafted this 
year owing to the low water.

floor and tor nearly the entire length ot the 
balcony.

The British and American sailors were as­
sembled on board the flagships Maine and 
Alabama early this afternoon. There they 
boarded three specially chartered steamers 
which landed them at Steeplechase Pier be­
tween 5.30 and 6. From there, decorted by 
130 special police, they marched to Stanch's 
pavilion on the Bowery and receive) a noisy 
welcome along the route.

At the door to receive them were Chair­
man Schumacher and the members of the 
reception committee. The band played a 
medley of popular Bailor songs, while the 
2,600 sailors were being aeeigned their seats. 
Another evidence of their discipline 
when for nearly an hour they sat patiently 
in their seats awaiting the arrival of the 
prince and Admiral Evans, with the other 
officers, who came in el* special cars. The 
party reached the hall about 7 and entered 
amid a storm of cheers. Before the prince 
had finished the first course he said he want­
ed to get the view from the gallery. When 
the two commanders left their seats and 
started for the balcony the Bailors seemed 
to forget all about the beer and other good 
things before them and jumping to their feet 
they cheered for four minutes. Then the 
other admirals took a look from the balcony 
and after them the captains, each group get­
ting a rousing cheer. When the bumpers 
were filled the health of the British navy 
was drunk, standing. Then 
cheers for Priboe Louis, three _
Evans and three for the British navy.

During the dinner It developed that 
through some misunderstanding the British 
sailors had been granted shore leave only 
until 7 o’clock, morning. A committee of 
two Yeoman T. C. Webster, of the Mis­
souri, and Boatswain F. A. Smith, of the 
Kentucky, representing the committees on 
reception and arrangements, laid the matter 
before Prince Louis, who promptly extended 
the leave ot hie men until noon tomorrow.

By 10 o'clock the fifteen rounds of beer i 
which each sailor received had been die- I 
poeed of and the men started out to do , 
Coney Island. Many of the amusement \ 
places opened up In honor of the visitera, i 
At midnight the shooting galleries, the beer 
gardens and the other attractions were doing 
a midsummer business and the 2,800 sailors 
were having the time of their lives. I

The boats will come alongside Steeplechase 
pier at 6 o’clock tomorrow to take the ban- I 
queters to their respective ships.

The dinner tonight was a return courtesy 
for the entertainment which the men of the 
American squadron received when in Eng­
land several years ago.

While the men made merry at Ceney Isl­
and, the warrant officer* of the British squad­
ron entertained the warrant officers of the 
American ships at a ball on the Drake A 
special dancing floor was laid under a 
canopy composed of ensigns representative 
of every nation In the world, even that of 
Japan mingling with the more sombre one 
of Russia The centerpiece consisted of the 
American stripes radiating from a cluster of 
46 Incandescent lights representing the stare.

New York, Nov. 13—Prince Louie of 
Battenberg passed today in a fashion that 
would have tested the stamina of a poli­
tical candidate engaged in a campaign of 
the whirlwind order, and stood the strain 
with a fortitude worthy of a British ad­
miral. He began the round of entertain­
ments with a reception at the chamber ot 
commerce where he was greeted by a re­
presentative gathering of captains of com­
merce and finance.

After a brief breathing spell he was 
whirled down to Coney Island where he 
and the officers of hie fleet, with Admiral 
Evans and other representatives of the 
navy attended a great banquet given by 
the blue jackets of the American warships 
to their Britannic cousins.

From thg banquet a special train bore 
the prince and his suite back to New 
York in time to appear at the home show 
where his entrance was the signal far a 
tumultuo»^ welcome from a great assembl­
age representative of the fashion and 
wealth not only of the metropolis, but of 
all the principal cities of the union.

From the horse show the prince pro­
ceeded to the Lambs dub where he was 
the central figure of a gambol attended by 
■the most prominent Lambs of the United 
States, which was continued until the 
small boom of the morning.

"Blood is thicker then water." Written 
on the frontispiece of the menu cards 
this famous saying of the American Naval 
Officer Tatnall never found more impres­
sive expression than it did tonight at the 
dinner on The Bowery at Coney Island 
which S» enlisted men of the first squad­
ron of tre-U. 8. North Atlantic fleet gave 
to the enlisted men of the second cruiser 
squadron of his Britannic majesty’s navy 
commanded by Rear Admiral Prince Louis 
of Battenberg. It was the keynote of the 
cheering with which the 2,500 British and 
American sailbre made the great pavilion 
ring to the echo. It was the toast to which 
they drarik across the long tables which 
stretched down the great hall beneath the 
overhanging British and American flags. 
It was the theme of the speeches that 
followed or rather accompanied the cigars 
and the twelfth round of beers of this 
mommoth feast, unique in the history of 
all navies and which will long furnish the 
theme of the yarns of many a British and 
American berthdfick.

Three cheers were given to Rear Ad­
miral Prince Louis, then to Rear Admiral 
Evans. Leaving the dinner for a few mo­
ments they went into the balcony and 
gazed upon -the impressive scene. Every 
sailorman was on his feet twirling his cup 
aloft and led by a quartermaster at the 
end of the hall the mighty company cheer­
ed as only British and American sailor* 
can cheer—clean cut, altogether and far- 
reaching until the sounds re-echoed across 
-the seas that beat on Coney's shore.

Another inspiring scene occurred, when, 
after eating a hearty dinner, exactly the 
same as that to which each sailor sat 
down, the two admirals came down the 
centre of the pavilion, between the solid 
ranks of cheering blue-jackets.

The prince had an engagement at the 
horse show and was compelled to leave 
the banquet early. As he did so he stop­
ped to congratulate Chief Quartermaster 
Schumacher of the Maine, who, as chair­
man of the committees on arrangements 
and reception had supreme charge of the 
preparations for the dinner. The prince 
then shook hands with each of the "side 
bpys" who were, lined at the entrance to i pipe the two admirals “over the .side.”

"You have given me and my men a 
splendid evening," the prince said as he 
passed between them, "and I thank you 
for myself and for them. Blood is thicker 
than water,and we are glad to be ashore," 
he added, paraphrasing the hearty senti­
ment, "glad to see you ashore," which 
followed Tatnall’s famous phrase on the 
menu cards first page.

Coney Inland In the vicinity of The Bowery 
pavilion looked as . If midsummer had re­
turned. Inside, the picture was one which 
surprised even the men themselves who had 
worked all night In its construction. Over­
head a frlese of British and American flags 
stretched around the halt From each of the 
12 chandeliers swinging from the celling 
down the centre of the hall waved four Am­
erican and four British flags. The balcony 
railing was Intertwined with the colors of the 
two nations. Festoons ot starry hunting 
were draped across from one balcony to the 
other, caught up In the centre by great 
globes ot electric lights.

Across the lower end of the main hall was 
a long table, with four smaller tables ad­
joining at right angles. These were for the 
two commandere-in-ohlef and their stalls, the 
flag officers from each of the 21 British and 
American warships In the North River, and 
other officers especially Invited by the men. 
At the center of the long table looking down 
the ball aat Rear Admiral Evans and Rear 
Admiral Prince Louis. To the right of Ad­
miral Evans, beside the prince, were Rear 
Admiral Dicklns, Rear Admiral Brownson, 
Captain Peierce, Col. R. M. Thompson, Cap­
tain Dare and Captain Arnold. To the left 
of Admiral Evans aat Sir Percy Banderaon, 
the Brl4sh consul-general at New York; 
Rear Admiral Davis, Captain Farquhar,Com­
missioner of Police McAdoo, Captain Emory, 
Captain King Hale, Captain Tilley and Cap­
tain Ryan. The other officers were at the 
adjoining tobies, which were prMtily decor­
ated with pink and white carnations. Cham­
pagne was the only "extra” not served at

VANDERBILT’S NEW STABLES
NEWPORT, R. I. Nov. 11—Alfred G.

PROFESSIONAL.A case involving the right of the prov­
ince of Nova Scotia to collect succession 
duties on property in New Brunswick will 
be heard before the supreme court at Fred­
ericton this term. The action is cited os 
the Attorney-General vs. the executors of 
George H. Levitt, of Yarmouth (N. S.) 
The amount at issue is about $5,000.

Mr. Lovitt died in 1900, leaving an es­
tate worth more than $500,000, part of 
which consisted of deposit receipts ap­
proximating $90.000 in the St. John branch 
of the Bank of British North America. 
The provincial government claim the suc­
cession duties and the Nova Scotia gov­
ernment have made a similar claim, on the 
ground that the late Mr. Lovitt 
domiciled in Yarmouth (N. S.) at the time 
of his death.

By mutual consent a case has been 
stated between the provinces and it is ex­
pected that the judicial decision will settle 
tlie right of one province to collect duties 
on monies outside its jurisdiction. The 
hearing will probably take place at the 
end of this week or the beginning of next.
