From Cobbett's Advice to Lovers.

Another description of lovers with whor it is use-
less to reason, ure those who love according to the
rules of arithmetic, or who measure their matiimonial
expeciations by the ckain of the land-surveyor.—
These are not love and marriage ; they are bargain
and sule.  Young men will naturally, and almost
necessarily, fix their choice on young women in their
own tank in life, because from habit and intercourse
they will know them best. But, if the lngth of the
girl’s purse, present. or contingent, be a consideration
with the man, or the length of his purse, present or
contingent, be a consideration with her, itisan uffair
of burguin and sale. I know that kings, princes and
princesses, are, in respect of marrisge, restrained by
the law: I know that nobles, if not thus re-
strained by positive law, are restrained, in fact, by the
very nature of their order. And hereis a disadvan-
tage which, as fur as real enjoyment of life is concern-
ed, more than connterbalunces all the advantages
that they possess over the rest of the community—
This disadvantage, generally speaking, pursues rank
and riches downiards, till you approsch - very nearly
to that numerous cluss who live by manual labour, be-
coming however less and less as you descend. You
generully find even very vulgar rich men making a sa-
aifiee of their natural and rational taste to their mean
und ridiculous pride, and thereby providing for them-
selves an ample supply of misery for life. By pre-
ferring * provident marrisges” to marriages of love,
they think to secure themselves against all the evils
of poverty ; but, if poverty come, and come it may,
and frequently does, in spite of the best laid plans,
and best modes of conduct 3 if poverty come, then
whete is the counterbalence for that ardent mutual
uffection, which troubles, and lnsses, and crosses, al-
ways increaee rather than diminish, und which, amidat
all the calamities thut can befal & man, whispers to
his heart, that his best possession is still left him

We
can conceive 1o situation more painful, or provoca-
tive of dismal reflections.  After entering ut some
lengath into a variety of details respecting the religious
rites of the New Zealanders, Mr Polack proceeds to
describe their marringe ceremonies, some-of which
are curious enongh.  He rells s that

*“ In marriages resnlting from betrothal the inclina-
tion of the female is rarely consulted, and, despite
any aversion she may conceive against her future
spouse, she must submir. Many females ut the age
of five years have heen affianced to some old men ru-
ther fitted to fil} the relationship of great grandpa-
rents than lovers ;. yet on arriving at an age ruitable
to native opinion, the espousals have taken pluee.
In some- instances the ludy has eloped with a lover,
whose oagility bas outstripped or set at defiunce that
‘of the old pantalaon ; but though unahle persanally
to pursue the chase niter such Gretna Green allinnces,
his means and rank hus armed a host in his service of
relatives and retainers. On the parties being diseo-
vered, each receives n sound castigation, if the lover
be of rank ; but should he belong to an inferior fami-
ly, he is cither robhed of all be may possess, or mur-
dered ; the old discarded lover then takes the lady,
without being particularly annoyed st the trick
pluyed upon his honor.”

Wives do not appear to rank higher in the social
scale among the New Zenlanders, than they did
nmong the old Romans, who—we have the authority
of Gibbon for saying so—used to consider them as
mere articles of furniture. Mr. Poluck continues us
fellows :—

* The generul snd approved form of marriage is ex-
tremely simple ; when the proposed union takes
place, the lover conducts the lady to his hut, and the
wife, thus introduced into her house, never quits it
but as mistress of the place.  The properiy of her
husband becomes equally her own, and the same feel-
ing of mutual intercourse follows this primitive cere-
mony 88 among civilized people. The most singulsr
pure of the ceremony follows; the marriage is uo
sooner consummated than & party of friends, nearest
in relation to both husband and wife, attack the hut,
rob the place of every moveable article, and often
leave the mmutes mearly personally nuked. A sound
drubbing is-also bestowed on both parties.”

This * drubbing” is, of course, intended as a mark
of respect, and remins us of & humorous scene in
Volruire’s Candide, where he represents the great
Shah of Persia as being so particulurly delighted with
the conduct of one of his Ministers; that, in token of
approbation, he knocks him down st a public levee,
“ whereat,”” adds the unovelist, “ ull the courtiers
were like to die of envy.” The New Zealand wo-
men have, it seems, a great horror of Polygamy, and
discourage the practice in their husbands as much as
they possibly can, sometimes using' remonstrances,
sometimes menaces, and frequently,. where these fail,
their fists ; a0 that—adds our author—* many of the
Chiefs have at length discovered that one wife is
more than sufficient.” Ghosts and hobgoblins are
very common throughout the country, in conesquence
of which a: native never passes & burial-ground with-
‘out 8- shudder, kowever brave he may be in war.
Mr. Polack relates-one or two ghost-stories, but they
are wholly wanting:in interest, and bave not even the
rich—we might almost add, the redeeming—absurdi-
ty of our own Cock:lane arition, in which old
8am Johnson was so firm o believer. Speaking of
their wars we are told

“ A thousund persons: have been known to be

unimpaired ? The WORCESTERSHIRE BarongT,
who has hud to endure the sneers of fools on uccount
of his marriage with a besutiful and virtuons servante
maid, would, were the present ruinous measures of the
Government to drive him from his mansion to a cot-
tuge, still huve 8 source of huppiness ; while many of
those who might fall in company with him, would, in
addition to all their other troubles, have, perhaps, to
endure the reproaches of wives to whom poverty, or
even humble life, would be insupportuble. )

M murrying for the sake of money be, under any
circumstances, despicable, if not disgraceful: if this
be the case generally, what ought to be euid of &
young man, who, in the hey-day of youth, should
couple himself to a woman, old enough, perhaps,
to be his mother or grandmother, and who should
pretend to Jove her too ; and all this merely for the
suke of her money ? Why, it ought, and it, doubt-
less, would be suid of him, that his conduct was s
libel on both man and womati-kind ; thac his nume
ought, for ever, to be synonymous with baseness, and
that in no sge and in .no nation, not marked by a ge-
nerul depravity of manners, and total absence of all
sense of shame, such & man would be held in ab-
horrence.

Buonuparte could not be said to marry for money, but
for power,his motive was little better. It was for domi-
nion,for ambition, and that, ton, of the most contempti-
ble kind. Iknew an American gentleman, with whom
Buonaparte had always heen a great favourite; but
the moment the news ‘urrived of his divorce and se-
cond murriage, he guve him up. This piece of grand
prostitution wan too much to be defended.  And the
truth is, that Buonuparte might have dated his de-
clive from the day of thut murrisge. My American

“all France.” If he had done this, he would, in all
probability, have now been on an impevial throne, in-
stead of being eaten by worms, at the bottom of a very
deep hole in St. Helnes; whence, however, hisbones
convey to the worldthe morul, that to marry for mo-
ney, for umbition, or from any motive other than the
one pointed vut by atfection, is not the road to glory,
to happiness, or to peuce.

and glass, sending out smoke from the head, and ar-
ticulating, at intervals, nonsenss about all sorts of
things.

Breach of Promise of Marriage at Bombay.—An
action was brought in the- Bombay Supreme Court,
on February 11, by a young lady named Frances
Johnstone against Mr. James Augustus Cummins,
to recover damages for a breach of promise of mar-
risge. The plaintiff, an interesting young woman,
had arrived in India’ with Mr. Colonel Pottinger,
about two years previously. In consequence of ill-
ness shelremoved to the house of a Mr. Shavghnesay,
a cond in the issariat, where she recovered
her health, Duringher residence there, in October
last, the defendant asked to be introduced to Miss
Johnstone. The introducton took place, The de-
fendaut, who expressed himself delighted with the
person and manners of the plaintiff, visited her daily
for a week, and then asked permission to pay his ad-
dresses, He soon became her declared lover, and,
during six weeks, preparations were made for the
marriage.  Presents of rings and jewellry were made
by the defendant, and the wedding dress bought.
The 8th of Jun, was fixed as the day. About the
8th Dec. defendant suddenly broke of his visits,
Mr, Shaughneuy, some days alter, inquired of him
the cuuse of his extraordinary conduct, when he de-
clared he had changed his mind in consequence of
letters that he had received from home. Those jet-
ters were never produced.. In complianee with Mr.
Shaughnessy’s request, the defendant wrote to him
an explanatory letter completely exonerating Miss
Johnstone from all blame, and placing her clmracter
beyond ‘all reproach. Miss Johnstone's heslth was
affected. By the udvice of her friends spplication
wus made to an attorney, who wrote to the defend-
ant for an explanation and This letter
was answered by another attorney acting on behalf of
the defendant, in which an attempt was made to
treat the whole marter as a jesr. For the defendant
it was urged that Me. Cummins only paid the young
ludy ordinary attentions, but that she thought he was
in love with her. This, however, was not sufficient
to convince the Court, and the result was that the

gentleman had to pay damages amounting to 2,000
rupees,

CapTaIN Ross's Expepirtion.—Letters have
been received from the Antarrtic Expedition, dated
St. Helena, the beginning of Februery. Lieut. Le-
froy, of the Royal Artillery, who is to conduct the
magnetic observatory on that island, has been landed
with his instruments and assistants, und occupied
Napoleon Bonaparte's house at Longwood, which has
been assigned as his residence, and in the ighb
hood of which his observatory is to be built. From
St. Helena, Captain Rows proceeds to the Cape of
Good Hope, to establish Lieutenant Eardley Wil-
mot, R. N, and his party, in a similar observatory,
where corresponding observations are to be made du-
ring the three years in which the ‘expedition will re-
main in the southern hemisphere.—We understand
that, by adopting proper precautions, the officers suc-
ceeded in making magnetic observations at sea with
s much precision as on land, the two ships some-
times telegraphing to each other at the eame minute
of the dip. The importance of this success towards
the prosecution of the voysge will be estimated,
when_it is considered how large & portion of the
southern hemisphere is covered by the eea. Captain
Ross obtained soundings in the middle of the Atlantic
Ocean, far distant from. any land,. with a line 2,500
fathoms being far. the- greatest depth that has ever
been reached by a sounding line.~Z ondon: Literary
Guselte.

England demands not only an abandooment
of the contract, but a large indemnity, and, in addi-
tion, compensation for several Maltese suljects impri-
soned by order of the King.

London, June 8. — Last night the House ol Lords
was principally occupied with the motion of Lord
Lyndhurst for the prodnction of papers connected with
the negotistions relative to the sulphur question.

CORRESPONDENCE OF THE N. Y. EXPRESS.
Loxpox, June 3, 1840.

In the early part of this week there was considera-
ble pressure for money here, but it has been partially
relieved by the Bank of England issuing their custom-
ary notice to ndvance on the deposit of Exchequer
Bills, India Bonds and Bills of Exchange until atter
the dividends are paid in July next. It wasgeverally
supposed that the rate of interest would have been re-
duced to 4} per'cent., but when the case was consider-
ed over in the bank parlour the majority were in fa-
vour of continuing the rate at 5 per cent.  The dis-
count houses are doing their business on easier terms,
and first rate bills are freely cashed at the rate of
from 44 to 43 per cent.,~-and five per cent. is geuer-
ally charged lor bills of 8n inferior class. The de-
mand for discounts is, however exceedinglv limited,
particularly from the manufacturing districts, the rate
of prafit Leing so low where uny exists that it will
not afford to pay 5 per cent., and drawing, in conse-
quence, is avoided as much as possible.  The accounts
hold out no immediate prospect of an improved de-
mand for our manufactures, and as a large portion of
the goods made for your markets are thrown back, the
acconnts from Lancashire are exceedingly gloomy and
desponding.  The improvement which took place
about a month back, which encouraced hopes of a
progressive amendment in the general trade of the
country, has entirely subsided, and every thing is as
flat as during the winter months. Business is there-
fore transacted in proportion to-the consumption, and
to that it is strictly limited in every department, as
there is neither inducements uor inclination to anti-
cipate.

The return of the quarterly avernre of the weekly
liabilities and assets of the Bank of England from the |
34 March to the 26th May, published in the Gazette
of the 29th May, exhibits the followirg resalts, compa- )
red with the 3 months, from 4th Feb. to the 28th of |
April;—decrease in the circulation of £14,000, de- ]

000.

The present returns of the Bank exhibit but little {
improvement in mercantile transactions. There i
no disposition to enter into prospective transactions |
in any department of trade, and consequently |herr[
hus been a greater amount of business done in cash and \
short credit terms than has occurred for many vesrs. |

There is no reason to beiieve, however, that the |
paper currency is deficientin quantity for all the legi- |
timate purposes of trade, in the present state of credit, ‘
and the foreign exchanges have not vet been in such a
position as wou'ld justity the Bank directorsin lower-
ing the rate of interest to expand the circulation.

the Devastation, a war steamer ; at Chatham, the Ir-
resistible, 90 guns, and the Grocoler ; at the Pem-
broke dock-yard, the Lion, BO guns, and the Vixen
and Geyser steamers ; and at Sheerness, the Daring,
18 guns, and the Styx, war steamer.

A discussion took placein the House of Commons
on the sunject of the treatment of Mr. Feargus o-
Connor, a state prisoner in York Castle.

Liverpool and Manchester Railway.—-On Thursduy
night, the 14th instant, the heaviest load of merchan-
dize that perhaps, has ever been coliected into a single
train, was transported from Liverpool to Manchester.

The train consisted of 106 waggons, laden with cot-
ton, sugar, and various other articles of produce, oc-
cupying an entire Jength of about one quarter of a
amile. A tolerably accurate computation of the ex
tent may be made by observing, that the length of
each wagpon is three yards, the space Letween nbout
one, and the engines, with their tenders, 22 yards ;

The weight of
this mess of matter would, no doubt, exceed 600 tons.
