Synod of the Presbyterian Church of Canada, in connection 
with the Church o. Scotland, begun at Montreal, the 

Tth day of August, and concluded the 11th 
day of August, 1834 years.

SESSION IV.

DIET I.

At Montreal, and within St. Gabriel Street Church there, 
the Seventh day of August, One Thousand Eight 
Hundred and Thirty-four years:

The Synod met and was constituted with prayer.

Sederunt, Messieurs Alexander Mathieson, Edward Black, Walter 
Roach, John McKenzie, Archibald Cennel and Alexander McNaughton, 
Ministers.

The Moderator, the Rev. John Machar, not having appeared, Mr. 
Alexander Mathieson, Moderator of last Synod,' took the chair, and in 
the absence of the Clerk, Mr. John Mackenzie was appointed Clerk 
pro tempore.

The Synod then adjourned till to-morrow at eleven o’clock, A. M., 
and was closed with prayer.

DIET II.

St. Gabriel Street, Montreal, 8th August, 1834.
The Synod met pursuant to adjournment, and was constituted with

prayer.

Sederunt, Messieurs Alexander Mathieson, Edward Black, Walter 
Roach, John McKenzie, Archibald Connel, Alexander McNaughton and 
George Romanes, Ministers.

The Minutes of last Sederunt having been read, Mr. Thomas Black­
wood presented his commission from the Session of St. Gabriel Street 
Church, Montreal, and Mr. James Fleming presented his commission 
from the Session of St. Andrew’s Church in the same city, which being 
read and sustained, Messieurs Blackwood and Fleming took their seats 
accordingly.

The Moderator appointed Mr. Walter Roach to preach before the 
Synod this day.
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The Synod appointed a Diet of prayer to-morrow, at half-past Two 

o’clock, P. M.
A copy of the Confession of Faith, ordered to be printed by the Synod 

laid upon the table, and a committee consisting of the Moderator, 
Messieurs Connel, Cruicksharik, Roach, Romanes and Black, Ministers, 
and Mr. Thomas Blackwood, Ruling Eider, 
said copy, with the copy sent to the Synod by the Clerk of the General 
Assembly, and to report to-morrow at Eleven o clock—the Moderator to 
be Convener.

The Synod then adjourned till to-morrow at Eleven o’clock, A. M., 
and was closed with prayer.
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DIET III.

St. Gabriel Street Church, Montreal, 9th August, 1834.

The Synod met pursuant to adjournment, and was constituted with
prayer. .

Spderuntj Messieurs Alexander Mathieson, Edward Black, Walter 
Roach, j.hn McKenzie, Archibald Connel, Alexander McNaughlon, 
and George Romanes, Ministers, and Messieurs Blackwood and Fleming,
Ruling Elders.

A letter from the Moderator, the Rev. John Macliar, was read, ex­
pressing his regret at being unable to attend the present meeting of 
Synod, in consequence of the disease and mortality prevailing among 
the members of his congregation, and their request, that under present 
circumstances, he should remain among them. The Synod sustained 
the reasons assigned» and expressed their deep sympathy with him and 
his suffering flock, and further ordained that all Ministers belonging to 
this Church do, in their respective congregations, offer up supplications 
to Almighty God, in reference to the pestilence now in these Provinces, 
and the Clerk was instructed to notify every Minister accordingly.

The Synod then proceeded to the election of a Moderator for the 
ensuing year, and the Rev. Archibald Connel was duly elected to that
office.

The Minutes of last Synod having been read, the Clerk was ordered 
to correct the following inaccuracies: “The second Sederunt, Mr. 
John Strange, Elder, added to the Sederunt of yesterday, and in the 
tl)ird Sederunt, Mr. W. D. Millar, added to the Sederunt of yesterday,” 
delete in both these Minutes the words <l of yesterday.” In the thirdl
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ist Two Sederunt, after the sum of nine hundred pounds, insert the word 
“sterling.”

Mr. Mathieson complained that his reasons of dissent from the motion 
of Mr. Rintoul, of last Synod, on the subject of the union, although 
given in in due time, have not been entered on the records of the Synod, 
and craved leave to take up the subject at next meeting. Mr. McKenzie 
gaVe in his adherence to this dissent.

The Synod appointed a Committee of Bills and Overtures, consisting 
of all the Ministers present, to meet on Monday morning, and to report 
the same day :—the Moderator to be Convener.

The Moderator appointed Messieurs McNaughton and Roach to preach 
to-morrow in St. Gabriel Street Church; Messieurs Romanes and Cruiek- 
shank to preach in St. Andrew’s Church, and Mr. Romanes to preach 
to Mr. Black’s congregation.

The Synod adjourned till Monday, at half-past Eleven o’clock, A. M.y 
and was closed with prayer.
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DIET IV.

St. Gabriel Street Church, Montreal, llfft August, 1834.
the Synod met, pursuant to adjournment, and was constituted with 

pVayer.

The Minutes of last Sederunt were read.

Mr. Mathieson was appointed to sit with the Presbytery of Bathurst 
at their meeting at twelve o’clock to form a quorum.

The Committee of Bills and Overtures gave in their Report, and, in 
terms thereof, the Synod called for the Reports of the Presbytery of 
Quebec on the business entrusted to it, which 
First, a Report on the Ministers’ Widows’ Fund, as follows

“ YourCommitteehave to report that they entered on the consideration 
of the subject intrusted to them, fully impressed with its importance 
and the advantages which would result irom the early operation of â 
plan to effectually secure the object in view. Thej have, however, to 
regret that, in consequence of the difficulties connected with the subject 
they were unable to come to any conclusions on which they could found 
a scheme, they Could with confidence recommend to the Synod for 
adoption. The points to which they seemed called upon to direct their 
inquiries were, first, thé means by which a sufficient fund could be 
raised for the object irr view ; and, second, the equitable distribution of 
the fund so raised, so as, at once, to secure permanency and yield a 
disposable revenue proportionate to the annual income. Your Committee
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did not enter on the consideration of this latter point, obviously involving 
many ditlicult and abstruse questions, for which they felt themselves 
incompetent, nor did they seek for information from sources fitted to 
yield them that accurate knowledge of the subject on which they might 
have based some scheme for the consideration of the Synod, for they 
were persuaded that till the difficulties were removed in which the first 
point of consideration was involved, it would be labour lost to bestow 
much attention on this subject, the practical utility of which depended 
entirely on the regularity and extent to which the annual contributions 

be raised. In directing their attention to this point, the difficulties 
which attended it appeared to your Committee insuperable in the present 
state of the Synod. A voluntary compact among such a number of 
individuals as the Synod is at present composed of, to pay a stated sum 
annually for the purpose of raising a suitable fund is hardly to be ex­
pected, and even those who would enter into such a compact were likely 
to be in arrears constantly to the fund, from the uncertainty and irregu­
larity with which in many instances their own salaries are paid. This 
circumstance, taken in connection with the tardiness in making volun­
tary contributions which the history of similar institutions shows to be 
natural to the generality of men, would render the income precarious 
and fluctuating. If the fund is to be raised from the contributions of 
the clerical members of the Synod, it appears to your Committee that 
an Act of the Provincial Parliament must first be obtained1, by which the 
Synod could enforce the regular annual contributions of the members 
composing the body. This power, however, your Committee are of 
opinion, cannot at present be granted to the Synod, as it is in no shape 
recognized by the laws of the land as a corporate body. They would 
therefore recommend as an indispensible preliminary step, that measures 
be taken to obtain a judicial recognition of our Church Courts ; that a 
Committee be still continued to take such steps as are likely to forward 
the object in view, and that the consideration of the whole subject be 
referred to the several Presbyteries within the bounds of the Synod, to 
mature their views upon it, and to report to the Synod’s Committee, that a 
Report may be prepared for the Synod at next meeting, embodying as 
much information on this subject as in present circumstances it is pos­
sible to do.”

Second,-—A report on the legal recognition of Churches, as follows :
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“ The Committee have to Report that they entered into correspondence 
on this subject with the Very Rev. Principal McFarlane, through their 
Convener, a he letters being in some measure private, and embracin 
other topics, no specific notice has been taken of the subject entruste_ 
to your Committee in any of thd Principal's letters to the Convener. 
That your Committee are in daily expectation of hearing the opinion and 
advice of the Rev. Principal on the subject. That your Committee 
further propose to enter into correspondence with the Agent who may 
be appointed by the Synod to take charge of the affairs of our Church 
in Britain ; and also with John Murray, Esq., who has kindly offered his 
services, and with such others as may be supposed willing and able to 
direct aught in this matter. Your Committee have to complain that 
ffiey have received no report from any of the Presbyteries within the 
bounds of the Synod, though ordained by Act of Synod to take the 
subject into serious and immediate consideration, and to report to vour 
Committee (the Presbytery of Quebec.)
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“ Your Committee advise that the Synod shall continue a Committee 
to take charge of this business, and er:iin the several Presbyteries to 
take the subject into consideration and report without delay.”

Third,—A Report on Synodical Correspondence, as follows :—
“ That, through their Convener, the Committee wrote to two of the 

Ministers in Nova Scotia on the subject intrusted to them. No answer 
has been received to either of these letters, which it is feared, never 
reached their declination, as they were sent by a piivate conveyance, 
and the gentleman to whom they were entrusted, having, as was after­
wards reported, lost part of his luggage by shipwreck.”

The Synod approved of the same and re-appointed the Presbytery 
of Quebec as a Committee on the same business to report to next 
meeting ; and Presbyteries were enjoined to forward to the said 
Committee the required documents so as to enable them to mature 
their business.

The Synod next called for the Petition from the Congregation of 
Smith’s Falls, praying for assistance to enable them to build a Church, 
which being read, it was agreed in consideration of the circumstances 
of the case, to grant to Mr. George Romanes, Minister of said Congre­
gation, to aid in the erection of a Church, the balance of the Government 
Grant of last year, amounting to Fifty-five Pounds currency, and the 
Synod instructed Mr. Machar, the former Moderator, in whose hands 
the balance is, to pay the sum on the conditions required by the Synod.

The following were appointed a Committee to draft a memorial to the 
General Assembly, viz : the Moderator, Dr. Harkness, Mr. Clugston 
and Mr. McKenzie, Ministers ; and Mr. Blackwood, Ruling Elder, with 
power to add to their number.

The Moderator was requested to write to Presbyteries, enjoining them 
to forward without delay, their contributions to the Synod Fund.

The Committee on the collation of the Confession of Faith, gave in 
their report, which was read and approved of, and the Synod expressed 
high satisfaction with the care and diligence with which Mr. Malhieson 
had fulfilled the duty laid upon him, and the Moderator was requested 
to tender the thanks of the Synod for his important services, which 
done accordingly.

The Synod referred certain papers—Nos. 3, 4 and 5, and call from 
the Presbytery of Toronto, to the next Meeting of Synod.

The following Committee was appointed to revise the Minutes, viz :__
The Moderator and Messieurs McKenzie and McNaughton.

The Synod then adjourned till Friday, the Third of October next, to 
meet in St. Andrew’s Church, Montreal, at Eleven o’clock, A. M., and 
request Mr. Machar, the late Moderator, to preach at the opening of 
the Synod, and was closed with prayer.

St. Andrew's Church, Montreal, 3rd October, 1834.
After Sermon by the Reverend John Machar, late Moderator, from 

Isaiah, chapter XLVIII, verse 10, “I have chosen thee in the furnace of 
affliction,” the Synod met and was constituted with prayer, by the Her. 
Archibald Connel, Moderator.

The Minutes of last Meeting were read and approved.

The Synod Roll was made up from the Presbytery ifolls given in by 
the Moderators, but the Moderator of the Presbytery of Toronto not 
being present, Mr. Robert McGill, one of the Members thereof, gave in 
a Roll of that Presbytery from memory.*

St. Andrew's Church, Montreal, 4th October, 1831.

The Synod met, pursuant to adjournment, and was constituted with 
prayer.

Sederunt as yesterday.
The Minutes of last Meeting were read.

The motion laid upon the table at former Sederunt was then read and 
considered, when the question was put, “ Record” or “ not Record,” it 
was carried by a majority of five, nine voting for “ Record” and four 
against «L

Mr. Robert McGill declined voting, and craved leave to enter his 
dissent, for reasons to be given in, in due time.

The same motion was put, approve or reject, when it was moved, in 
amendment, by Mr. John Cruickshank and seconded by Mr. John 
Machar,—That since no duly attested Roll of the Members of the Pres- 
bytery of Toronto (late York) is this year presented, the Synod do, in 
the meantime, recognize as the Members of that Presbytery, only those 
Ministers whose names appear upon the Roll presented to the Synod, 
convened at Toronto, in August, One Thousand Eight Hundred and 
Thirty-four.

The Roll being called, there appeared for the amendment, eight : 
against it, seven.

Whereupon the amendment was declared to be carried.

The Synod then appointed the following Committee of Bills and 
Overtures, viz :—The Moderator, and Messieurs Robert McGill, Alex­
ander Mathieson, Hugh Urquhart, John McKenzie, John Machar, and 
John Cruickshank, Ministers; and Messieurs Thomas Blackwood, James 
Fleming and Daniel Fisher, Ruling Elders, with instructions to report 
on Monday next ot One o’clock, P. M.

The Clerk moved for the appointment of a Committee to examine the 
Synod Records and papers, when the following Committee was appoint­
ed, viz: The Moderator, Messieurs Machar, Cruickshank, Mathieson, 
and Mair, with instructions to report during the present Meeting.

The Records of the different Presbyteries were ordered to be laid on 
the table, and the following Committees were appointed to examine 
them, viz :—

First. Messieurs Mathieson, Machar and Smith, Miniitert; and James 
Fleming, Riding E'der, to examine the Records of the Presbytery of 
Toronto.
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DIET III.

St. Andrew's Church, Montreal, 6th October, 1834.
The Synod met, pursuant to adjournment, and was constituted with 

prayer.

The Minutes of last Sederunt were read.

The Minutes of the Commission were called for, read and approved 
of, and the draft of the Memorial to the Committee of the General 
Assembly, which had not been sent, was referred to the Committee of 
the Synod appointed to draw up a Memorial to next General Assembly.

The advice of the General Assembly’s Committee on the Memorial 
of Mr. Colin Gregor, referred to the Assembly’s Committee by the 
Synod of last year, was produced and read as follows

1 An ap lication Irom the Synod of Canada respecting a Petition from 
the In nab ants of L’Orignal, and from Mr. Colin Gregor, a native of 
Scotland, and preacher in the Congregational Church, praying that he 
may be licensed and ordained as Minister at L’Oiignal was laid before 
the Committee. 1 he Committee are of opinion that it would be unwise 
in the Synod to comply with this request, in as much as the said Mr. 
Co m Gregor appears never to have received any regular education, as 
o license him would be acting in direct opposition to the reeommenda- 

tion of last General Assembly; and as the introduction of persons 
situated as he is into the Church of Canada would render it impossible

Second. Messieurs Smith, McKenzie and Ketclian, Ministeis; and 
Mr. Daniel Fisher, Ruling Elder, to examine the Records of the Presby­
tery of Quebec.

Third. Messieurs McNaughton, Mair and Brown, Ministers; and Mr. 
Blackwood, Ruling Elder, to examine the Records of the Presbytery of 
Bathurst.

Fourth. Messieurs Urquhait, Colquhon and Smith, Ministers; and 
Mr. James Fleming, Ruling Elder, to examine the Records of the Pres­
bytery of Kingston.

Fifth. Messieurs Mathieson, Cruickshank and Machar, Ministers; 
and Mr. Thomas Blackwood, Ruling Elder, to examine the Records of 
the Presbytery of Glengary.

The first on the list of each of these Committees to be Conveners :— 
to report on Wednesday next at Ten o’clock, A. M.

The Synod, in consequence of the dispensation of the Lord’s Supper 
in the Churches of this city, to-morrow, and Divine Service on Monday 
forenoon, adjourned till One o’clock on that day, and was closed with 
prayer. ,
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for the Church of Scotland to give their brethern in that Colony effective 
aid and countenance, or to recommend their interests to the consideration 
of Government with confidence and success, while they could be in no 
way responsible for the education, principles and good conduct of a 
portion of their Ministers.”

Whereupon the Presbytery of Glengary was enjoined to regulate its 
conduct accordingly.

The Clerk was requested to furnish the Presbytery with a copy of 
said advice and this deliverance upon it.

The Synod next proceeded to consider the case of Mr. David McKenzie, 
when there was produced and read,—First, a letter addressed to the 
Moderator of the Synod from the Clerk of the Presbytery of Tongue, 
dated Durness Manse, by Golspie, Twenty-ninth April, One Thousand 
Eight Hundred and Thirty-four, of the following tenor

. c ®‘!Verend Sir,—In terms of the injunctions of the Provincial Synod 
of Sutherland und Caithness, dated the Eighteenth day of July last, and 
the order of the Presbytery of Tongue, dated the third current, I have 
to state to you that the Rev. David McKenzie, late Minister of the 
Parliamentary Church of Kinlochbervie, and within the bounds of the 
Presbytery of Tongue, was inadvertently furnished with an extract of 
his ordination by the Clerk; that a fama of anternuptial fornication 
existed against, his character, some months previous to his leaving the 
country, early in June last; that he was regularly served with alibel 
for desertion of his charge, and that in consequence thereof he was, by 
a sentence of the Presbytery, on the Nineteenth day of September last, 
deposed from the office of the Holy Ministry, and his Church declared 
vacant. I am, Rev. Sir, your most obedient servant, William Findlater, 
Clerk of the Presbytery of Tongue.”

Secondly,—There was produced and read an Extract from the Minutes 
of the Synod of Caithness and Sutherland, dated Thurso, Eighteenth 
July, One Thousand Eight Hundred and Thirty-Three, of the following 
tenor :— °

‘ Thereafter, the Synod having proceeded to privy censures, and it 
having been stated by the Presbytery of Tongue in answer to question 
first, that Mr. David McKenzie, Minister of Kinlochbervie, had left his 
Charge professedly with the intention of emigrating to North America 
tor the purpose of undertaking a pastoral charge there, and it being fur­
ther stated that the said Mr. David McKenzie had been furnished with 
an extract of his ordination while a fama existed against him. The 

ynod highly disapproved of said Extract having been granted by the 
Clerk of the Presbytery of Tongue, without the matter being considered 
at a meeting of said Presbytery, arid hereby instruct the Presbytery of 
i ongue to correspond with the Presbyterian Sync in Canada, or else­
where, as they ascertain the residence of the foresaid Mr. David 
McKenzie, and to state briefly the circumstances connected with his
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Extracted from the Records of the Provincial Synod of Caithness and 
Sutherland, agreeable to appointment by William McKenzie, Synod 
Clerk.

That the above is a true copy of the Extract is certified at Durness 
Manse, this Twenty-Ninth April, One Thousand Eight Hundred and 
Thirty-Four, by William Findlater, Presbytery Clerk,” and

Thirdly,—There was produced and read an Extract from the Minutes 
of the Presbytery of Tongue, dated Third April, One Thousand Eight 
Hundred and Thirty-Four, of the following tenor:—

“ Thereafter in regard to the injunction of Synod anent the Extract of 
Ordination given by the Clerk to Mr. David McKenzie, late Minister of 
Kinlochbervie. The Presbytery ordain their Clerk, without delay, to 
write to the Moderator of the Synod of Canada, in terms of the order 
of Synod. William Findlater, Presbytery Clerk.”

Whereupon it was ordained, that as Mr. David McKenzie has been 
deposed from the office of the Holy Ministry, no Minister of the Church 
shall admit him to his pulpit, and that all Presbyteries use diligence to 
prevent him from intruding himself in the character of a Minister of this 
Church within their bounds: and, further, it was resolved that a 
respectful application shall be made through the Presbytery of Toronto, 
to His Excellency Sir John Colborne, to communicate on the subject 
with the Magistrates of the London District, and to request of them to 
withdraw the License to celebrate marriages which the said Mr. David 
McKenzie obtained from them by presenting certificates not duly ob­
tained and authenticated.
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The Synod next took up the of Mr. Alexander Campbell, for­
merly Minister of the Parliamentary Church of Portnahaven, in the 
Presbytery of Kintyre, when it was resolved to be a matter of notoriety

That the matter being of vast importance, and requiring much time and 
caution to bring it into effectual operation, a Committee of Synod be 
appointed to take charge of it, and that it may be forwarded with all 
convenient speed.”
