an official announcement made today Joy the war office. The text of the statement follows :

“The whole village of Pozieres is now in our hands. West of the village our territorial troops made 
a further advance and captured two strong trenches and a number of prisoners, including five officers. 
Elsewhere on the battlefront there is no change.”

GAIN OF GREAT IMPORTANCE
London, July 26—The capture of Pozieres in the Somme River

London, July 36—Erzingan, the strongly fortified town In Central Armenia,, 
has been evacuated fay the Turks, according to a despatch from Fetrograd re­
ceived here today by wireless telegraphy from Rome.

Recent advices from Petrograd said that the Russians, after beating off 
energetic Turkish counter-attacks, were converging on Erzingan from three sides, 
and that the Russian advance guards were within ten miles of the fortified dty. 
The Turks were reported by Russian aviators to be destroying the stores, and 
supplies. Belief was expressed by Russian observers that the evacuation oi 
the place already had begun and that the defence of the fortress was being con­
ducted only with the purpose of giving the Turks time to withdraw to a new 
base at Stvas, 130 miles to the west

The Russian official communication of Tuesday said:—“The Turkish arm­
ies in the Errington region were retreating in disorder before the irresistible 
pressure of our troops and are abandoning along the toad cannon, rifles and 
munition».

BELGIANS TO DEATH >

London, July 26—Sir E. H. Johnson, 
colonial administrator, in an article on 
Austria-Hungary in New Statesman, 
says in part:

“We realize now that Austria- Hun­
gary was forced, hypnotized, persuaded 
and threatened into war by Prussia. 
There is just time for Austria-Hungary 
to realize this fact and, by withdrawing 
herself from the war, to save not only 
the Austro-Hungarian Empire, or con­
federation of states, but once more to 
m^ke of Austria the leading power in a 
regenerated Germany.

“Cannot Austria, while there, is yet 
time, rouse herself from her stujior, cast 
out the Prussian devil and invite an al­
liance of the south German—the really 
German—states and, with their co-oper­
ation, make overtures for peace and af­
terwards restore the German Empire 
of earlier centuries?.

“There must be reparation and there 
will have to be sacrifices toward this çnd. 
The reasonable Italian and Roumanian 
aspirations must be given some degree 
of satisfaction; Serbia and Montenegro 
must be restored to full nationhood and 
the lands enlarged to the south, east and 
west; Poland must rise from the ashes 
of the present conflict—a buffer state 
between Russia, Prussia and Hungary. 
For whatever sacrifices Austria might 
make in these directions she would be 
indemnified by becoming once more the 
leading German state, centre of a Ger­
man Empire reconciled with the world, 
with her maritime outlook on the Ad­
riatic and her chief allies within German- 
speaking territory; firstly, the enlarged 
and strengthened South German king­
doms, secondly, a restored kingdom of 
Hanover, and a magnified republic of 
Hamburg.

“With such a Germany and such a 
Hungary as might then arise it would 
be possible for the British people and 
their allies to live on brotherly terms and 
to jointly pursue the common ends of 
humanity, the most important end of 
which is universal peace. But the days, 
weeks and months that are slipping by 
are precarious. If Austrian public opin­
ion does not act quickly it will be too 
late.”

Roy Hinterliter, who brought the girl’s 

body to a sanitarium here on last Fri­
day night, in a buggy, is held by action 
of the coroner’s jury, which bound him 
over to the grand jury without bond.

Hinterliter began calling on the girl 
about ten months ago, when she came 
to Olney from Paoli, Ind., to live with 
her sister, Bertha Fletcher. On last 
Friday evening they went driving. The 
girl is said to have died under an old 
elm tree, two miles from town. Doc­
tors say she was dead when she was 
placed in the buggy for the ride to the 
sanitarium.

“We were getting near town when 
she said: ‘Roy, I feel bad,’ ” said Hint­
erliter to the physicians, “then she fell 
over in my lap and I rubbed her hands 
and feet, but could not bring her to.”

At an autopsy no marks of violence 
were found, but it developed that the 
girl was soon to become a mother. Ex­
amination failed to reveal any attempt 
at illegal operation.

The stomach was examined. No 
trace of poison was found. Then one 
of the examining doctors stuck a probe 
into an artery and a bubble burst. It 
was said by the physicians that only 
two things known to medical science 
would cause embolism in the arteries, 
faulty injection by a hypodermic needle, 
or a lesion of a lung. The body was 
examined carefully. There was no 
needle mark nor lesion of the lung. The 
brain was also found to be full of 
water.

Further evidence of the state’s theory 
was furnished when a man from a neigh­
boring town came to State Attorney 
Morey’s office with a package contain­
ing an instrument used in performing 
illegal operations. He said he had seen 
one of the boy friends of Hinterliter 
pick it up under an old elm tree and 
had taken it from him thinking it might 
have some bearing on the ease.

Sheriff West, who visited the spot 
mentioned, found where a horse had 
been tied, marks of a struggle in the 
sandy soil, the imprint of a girl’s hand 
and of a boy’s shoes.

Instead of using the instrument as in­
tended, it is maintained by physicians, 
it was used as an unfilled hypodermic 
needle and that a small artery was 
punctured.

It is maintained that the needle of 
the instrument was removed, and that 
by blowing through it death was the re­
sult.

“The British have become a 24-hours- 
a-day army, fighting at night as well as 
by day. Not once in three weeks have 
the guns been silent."

These two sentences, from a cable from 
the front, tell the story of the complete 
change that has taken place on the Brit­
ish lines- There is no longer a scarcity 
of munitions. Another sentence de­
scribes. the change in the spirit of the 
men who for so many months held dog­
gedly to the trenches but were not able 
to advance. It saysi

“Through all the army there is a new 
of elation, which seems to allow 

no one to become tired—an exaltation 
over the army’s first offensive."

That, offensive has been continued and 
we are told in another cable that “Lon­
don believes it recognises the real thing 
in it, and that the push for the Rhine is 
well under way.”

It is estimated that the British and 
French in three weeks took over 26,000 
prisoners, besides 140 heavy guns, forty 
bomb throwers and several hundred ma­
chine guns, while the fourth' week is 
marked by further success. At one point 
British troops, at Pozieres, went beyond 
the German third line.

There is a new note of confidence in 
all the British reports. German counter 
attacks have failed to regain lost ground, 
and they probably have no defences this 
side of the Rhine as strong as those 
which have lately been broken down by 
the terrific fire of the British and French

and interests. The actual conclusion of 

1 the treaty has naturally attracted

j shadowed. The Washington authorities 
I are naturally concerned as to the bear- 
, ing of the agreement upon the “open 
door” policy and American interests gen­
erally, and they will welcome further 
information on the subject. In 
to questions by press representatives, 
after the signing of the treaty 
nounced, the Japanese Foreign Office 
said that the convention was in effect 
aif emphasis upon and an extension of 
the Anglo-Japanese alliance based upon 
the territorial integrity of China, which 
was not' endangered. It may be noted 
that news of the treaty has been well 
received in Great Britain.
