tling disputes, replace the arbitrament 
of war, establishing a world forum at 
which doubts and distrusts were swept 
away and Inaugurating a world exe- 
cutlve at which the great powers and 
the nations of the League had repre­
sentation to deal effeetltely with world 
problems. All of thlsriiad been accom­
plished, Sir George declared, and be- 
y end this there was a world court for 
the settlement of International disputes 

\ by legal tribunal.
* REV. J. J. BONNBLL IN CHAIR

The address was given under the 
auspices of the geint John branch of 
the League of Nations Society and Rev.
J. 8. Bonnell, the local president, was 
chairman. The meeting was to have 
been held In the church hall but so 
large was the throng that sought ad­
mittance that a move was made to the 
church auditorium and all of the main 
floor and many seats of the gallery 
were occupied.

. l Mr. Bonnell In his brief introduction 
' w spoke of the incalculable loss of men 

• and wealth In the Great War and 
pointed out that the League of Nations 
upkeep for one year cost less than firs 
hours' of warfare had cost the British 
Empire. He felt It was matter of con­
gratulation that the League of Nations 
Society had so able a statesman as Sir 
George Foster at its head. Sir George, 
he said, was the embodiment of the 
fnjfct of the rejuvenating power of a 
noble purpose.

Prolonged applause greeted Sir 
George when he rose to speak. He first 
explained the facts of the Locarno pact 
Incident, recalling that the diminution 
of armaments as the first step towards 
world peace had been one of the dom­
inant ideals of the League of Nations. 
He showed that fear of former enemies 
lad made the nations ask what security 
the League could give them should they 
disarm. The protocol of 1925 had af­
firmed the principle of arbitration to 
be resorted to after all other peaceful 
means of settling disputes had failed. 

.The arbitrators’ decision was to he final 
1 and all the nations of the League were 
1 to be the guarantee to force the aggres­
sor nation to abide by the decision of 
the final atbltration. But Great Britain 
and other nations had not accepted the 
protocol. Great Britain saw that as 
the great naval power with world ter­
ritory the enforcement of the decisions 
of the arbitrator would be largely her 
responsibility and that she also would 
agaln-be to the difficult situation of in­
terfering between the United States 
trade with the offender nations while 
the United States remained outside the 
•League and was not bound by the 
League obligations.

WASHINGTON, March 3*—Gen­
eral Lincoln C. Andrews, Assistant 
Secretary of the Treasury, in charge 
of prohibition enforcement, has before 
Jiim for action.

In the British - House of Commons 
yesterday, after George had led
bn attack upon Sir Austen Chamber- 
lain, and had declared that by his will­
ingness and that of the British Gov­
ernment to sacrifice Germany “ to 
Frffitce, the whole International situa­
tion food been wrecked, and the very 
exUSejice of the League imperilled, the 
House voted confidence in the Foreign 
Secretary by a majority of 189. The 
Prime Minister -brushed aside eny sug­
gestion that Sir Austen’s resignation 
froifl the Foreign Office was within the 
podlibilities by observing that the Sec­
retary would continue to bring to ftul- 

■ tion the great work he began at 
Locgmo, Mr. Baldwin, referring to both 
Lloyd George and Ramsay MacDonald, 
who have plunged into the depths of 
pessimism In regard to the European 
outlbok, observed that the opposition 
leaders, having come to the House in 
deep mourning to attend the League 
of Nation’s funeral’, .had fonnd the 
League very well and in charge of a 
sldllful doctor, the Foreign Secretary. 
When the smoke of debate had cleared 
•way the House registered its approval 
of the Prime Minister’s view and de­
feated Lloyd George's motion of cen­
sure by a vote of 825 to 186.

"The faith In the future so strong­
ly expressed by Mr. Baldwin, and 
the Result of yesterday’s debate in the 
British Commons, should tend to In­

terBase the public’s appreciation of Sir 
George Foster’s searching and eloquent 
address of last evening In St. Andrew’s 
Church, and its belief in the sound­
ness of his opinion that the League 
will émerge from the shadow temporar­
ily past upon It through recent events 
st Geneva. .

Brazil—acting from motives not yet 
dearly defined—Was able to prevent the 
great nations from carrying through at 
Geneva their proposal that an addi­
tional permanent seat in the League of 
Nation’s Council be created and given 
to Germany, but as ail of the seven

With that done, Sir 
George strongly believes the move­
ment. for lasting world peace will go 
steadily and rapidly forward, and that 
an Increasing and sustained measure 
of disarmament will surdy come.

Sit George Foster’s addresses, ■pre­
senting the purposes, progress and ac­
tual accomplishments of the League, 
are flf striking value. He Is a great1 
missionary, bringing all the wonderful 
powers at his command to beer upon 
the promotion of a cause In the suc­
cess of which lies new hope for 
humanity.

The following clipping from the 
March number of The Fettesian, the 
magazine of Fettes .College, Edinburgh, 
is of interest to many friends of the 
late Lieut.-Col. Maurice Forbes White 
and of Mrs. White, who before her 
marriage, was Miss Winifred Barnaby, 
of this city:

“Lieut.-Col. Maurice Forbes White, 
who died at Bombay on Dec. 4, came 
to Glencorse in 1891 and left in 1896 to 
graduate in medicine at Aberdeen. At 
Fettes College and throughout his life 
elsewhere he made innumerable friends 
through his charm of temperament, and 
an obvious staunchness which readily 
inspired confidence. He was commis­
sioned to the Indian medical service 
In 1904, and served in India, Burma, 
and the Persian Gulf. Later he was 
posted to the foreign and political ser­
vice, and became state surgeon in Al- 
war, Rajputana. When, the war began 
he rejoined the 38rd Punjabis and 
served with them on the Suez Canal 
and In France until he was placed in 
command of the 121st Indian Field 
Ambulance in Palestine, where, in the 
intervals of that strenuous and rapid 
campaign, he found time to drain a 
malarial swamp on a tributary of the 
Jordan and to make a large collection 
of local wild flowers, many oij which 
later found a welcome at the British 
Museum. With health impaired by 
war service, he returned to India in 
1924 as residency surgeon in Rajkot, 
Kathiawar, where his early and unex­
pected death cut short a fine work for 
which he was admirably suited.

“The official gazette of the West 
India States records show ‘by his skill 
as a physician and his qualities as a 
man, he earned the respect and affec­
tion, not only of his brother officers, 
but of all classes of the community.’ 
And an Indian surgeon, writing to de­
plore his loss, says: ‘It was a proud 
privilege to serve under him. So good 
and noble. Always kind and forgiving, 
ready to help everybody. He will al­
ways remain in ;my memory as the 
best of the British race.’

“Maurice White had a surgeon’s 
hands, a healer’s character, a gay hu­
mor and inflexible loyalty. A friend 
so easily loved is hard to lose.”

“Grand Falls was put in the private 
ownership class, not by ns nor by our 
immediate opponents, but by a govern­
ment long ago. The company had the 
rights, what could we do? We could 
confiscate, but that was scarcely fair.

T<f make that purchase would have 
imposed a cost of $6 or $7 upon each 
horse poster developed.

CONTRACT UNENFORCEABLE.
The contract made by the former gov­

ernment had not been drawn so that it 
was enforceable.

This is the first announcement made 
by any of the principals in the Kresge 
suit pointing to the exact nature of 
the settlement. Although M. Kresge 
did not mention specifically the 
ber of shares which his wife received, 
Mrs. Kresge’s suit was to recover 2,500 
Kresge shares which she said had been 
promised her by a pre-nuptial agree­
ment. It is inferred from Mr. Kresge’s 
statement that he has turned over the 
greater part, if not all, of these shares, 
which are valued at close to $2,000,000.

Mr. Kresge denied reports which he 

said had been attributed to him in 
some newspaper accounts.
