Was About To Sail.

London, Nov. 29—William Cooper
Hobbs was arrested at Gravesend last
night and brought to London in con-
nection with -the Robinson-Midland

Bank case.

Hobbs was arrested on the pier at
Gravesend as he was about to embark
on the steamship Rotterdam. He was
taken into custody by Scotland Yard
detectives. Another man accompany-
ing him also was arrested. His name
was not divulged. Both men were
searched before they were brought to
London. They had regular passports.

Hobbs’ companion had in his pockets
thousands of pounds’ worth of French,
Belgian, Dutch and U. S. bank notes,
according to the Daily Mail.

A warrant for the arrest of another
man connected with the case is said to
have been issued. This man is under-
stood to be abroad.

Montague Noel Newton, who, it was
rumored during yesterday would be
arrested, left England early last even-
ing, according to the Graphic. ;

Hobbs characterized the warrant on
which he was arrested as ‘“quite ab-
surd.” He was taken to jail in a taxi
cab. i

In the testimony of Montague Noel
Newton, an ex-army officer, who was
brought from abroad and paid £3,000
to become a witness in the case, Hobbhs
was described as a solicitor whom the
alleged conspirators against the poten-
tate’s well filled coffers had engaged
to handle their affairs when a lawyer's
services were necessary.

Newton himself testified to having
been one of the chief parties to the
conspiracy, saying he had posed as
the woman‘s husband in the Paris
apartment where the climax of. the
blackmailing drama was staged. New-
ton is reported to have left England
Jast night.

The Jury’s Findings.

The jury delivered its "verdict yes-
terday in the suit brought by C. H.
Robinson, a former bookmaker, against
the Midland Bank, but judgment was
deferred pending legal arguments,
which will be heard. For eight days
the case aroused widespread interest
because of the charges hrought out
that an unnamed Indian prince, re-
ferred to a8 “Mr. A.” was held up for
blackmail after he had been discovered
in a Paris apartment with Mrs. Rob-
inson.

The jury found that there had been
a conspiracy to extort money from the
prince, and that the mysterious poten-
tate, whose name was kept secret for
reasons of state, parted with £150,000,
while his mind was unsettled through
fear. It found, however, that neither
Mr. Robinson nor his wife were parties
to the conspiracy. 5

Judge Darling had decided that the

Lieut. Col. Webb Wins Over
Labor Mayor in

Winnipeg, Man., Nov. 29.—(By Cana-
dian Press.)—Lieut.-Col, R. H. Webb,
hotel manager, is to be Mayor of Win-
nipeg for 1925.

JUDGE’'S CHARGE

Appeal Matter and Second
Action Still Open, Says

A verdict for Dr. H. A. Farris,
medical superintendent of the St.

a libel suit brought against him by

by the jury at noon today following
ter minutes consideration. Mr.
Justice Crocket completed his charge
at 12.30 p.m. and the jury retired
three minutes later. The case open-
ed on November 18. .

K. C., senlor, counsel for the plain-
tiffs, sald the maftter :

verdict, it was found Judge Crocket
had left the building but he ‘was
quickly summoned and after answer-
jng roll call, the foreman, W. J.

There was an outburst of hand-
clapping from spectators, *mostly
ladies, that was quickly silenced by
the officials. After thanking the
jurors, Judge Crocket discharged
them.

The jurymen were W. J. Farren,
R. J. Armstrong, Brady E. DeBow,
R. C. Gilmour, A. B. Farmer, T. L.
McGlinton, and Arthur Brown.

Dr. Pugsiey Concludes.

Continuing his address to the jury
at the opening of the morning ses-
slon today, Dr. Pugsley summarized
what -the plaintiffs considered the
leading facts of the case. Without

making any inquiry in regard.-to the

constituent parts of this medicine,
Dr. Farris, he said, made up his
mind to rush into print to declare
the remedy was of no value and
was for the purpose of deceiving
the public. A short time later, Dr.
Farris called up Dr. McCourt and
asked if he was prescribing the
medicine and also if he intended to
continued to prescribe and on re
ceiving an affirmative reply, counsel
sald, the defendant made no effort
to ascertain the merits of the med!-
cine.

Speaking of the analysis by Dr. Mc-
Lean, Dr. Pugsley said it was not the
best evidence of the parts of the medi-
cine and said the defendant’s counsel
had sent home Mr. Teevens, chief of
the proprietary branch, without call-
ing him to the stand. Dr. MclLean’s
evidence was given without his original
notes. Why were the original notes
not produced? The defendan;, he said,
had ample time to do sg. "Was the
reason because Dr. McLean was unable
properly to analyze the contents and
therefore, to save himself from com-
mitting perjury, had leff his original
notes at home and gave evidence from
memory ?

In conclusion, Dr. Pugsley said this
was his first jury address in 17 years
and it might be he had failed in his
duty. He would ask that no deficiency
of his would interfere with the jury
finding a true and just verdict. He
had only sought to place before them
the incontestable facts. The question
of money was of little importance com-
pared with the maintenance of the
reputation of the plaintiffs.

Judge’s Charge.

Judge Crocket commenced his charge
to the jury at 11.20 a. m., ending at
12.80 p. m. His Honor reviewed the
circumstances leading up to the case.
He said he would direct the jury that
they could not find a verdict for the
plaintiffs unless satisfied that tthe
words constituted a libel on the plain-
tiff firm itself, So far as Drisgo went,
no words published in respect of the
commodity itself conld give these four
plaintiffs as a firm a cause of action
against the defendant unless it was
proven that the firm had suffered ac-
tual, pecuniary damage as a result of
the publication.

No evidence had been given the jury
that the plaintiff firm had suffered in
respect to the article, and for thia
reason the action:could not be main

The
quintette of writdrs got away for New
York In the hope of meeting Koretz
before-the trip to Chicago is ended.

PUCCINI 1S D EAD

Heart Attack Carries Off Famous
Musical Composer in
Brussels.

Brussels, Nov. 20—Giacomo Puccini,
famous operatic composer, dled at noon
today from a throat infection follow-
ing an operation. The death of the
composer was due directly to a heart
attack.

Coming from a family which for a
century and a half produced an unin-
terrupted line of famous musicians, it
was not surprising that Giacomo Puc-
cini early showed signs of precocious
musical talents.

The great-great-grandfather of Puc-
cini, born in 1712, wrote church music
that was highly respected and was the
master of Guglielmi. His son, Antonio,
born in 1747 was less famous as a com-
poser than as a theorist, while Domen-
ico, the third in line, born in 1771 at-
tained distinction as a church composer
but was more famous for his poems.
His son Michele, father of Giacomo,
won fame for his compositions of sac-
red - music which were admired
throughout Italy. Upon his death 'n
1864 he was honored by the composi-
tion of a requiem. Puccini was one of
the few composers of recent times
whose opera successes were both
numerous and lasting. z

MUTINEERS GIVE IN

Two British Officers Were
Killed and Eight Men
Wounded.

London, Nov. 29.— General
Allenby has been given a free
hand by the British Government
to take whatever measures he
deems necessary for the preserv-
ation of the British hold on
Egypt, regardless of their sever-
ity and for the preservation of
order under the British suzerain-
ty in the Sudan.

The government is determin-
ed to uphold the British author-
ity in both Egypt and the Sudan,
a British official told the British
United Press this morning, and
to suppress every manifestation
of anti-British sentiment.

May Not Have to Reconquer.

Mutiny of Sudan regiments yéste‘r-
day has done something to dampen the
optimism of the British Government
that the crisls would pass off without
serlous disorder. Experts are confident,
however, .that the British can retain

their hold without having to reconquer
the entire Sudan, although théy view
the situation with some misgiving
owing to the wide extent of former
Premier Zaghloul’s anti-British cam-
paign in penetrating the ranks of the
Sudanese troops. Until this propa-
ganda was circulated, they were anti-
Egyptian and pro-British in their sym-
pathies and their courage and fighting
qualities have always earned the ad-
miration of the British people.

It is anticipated that more troops
will be rushed to Egypt as well as
additional aeroplanes, but there is a
tendency in official circles to ask what
is golng to happen after full order has
been restored.

The Daily News is agitating that the
Sudan be placed under a mandate of
the League of Nations, but there is
littie support visible in Government
circles in favor of this view. It is re-
cognized, however, that Britain must
come to some arrangement with regard
to Egypt's future and it s hinted that
Britain will strive to hold up a friendly
aimoephere that will serve at least for
a time to settle the vexed problems of
Egypt.

to power In Grest Britain has revived
discussion as to the ~onstruction of a
" British naval base at Singapore. It
will be remembered that a decision to
. proceed with the project had' been
reached, and work had actually beea
begun, when the Labor Government,
with the @upport of the Liberals,
abandoned it. This change of pollcy
was one of Mr. Ramsay MacDonald’s
famous gestures in furtherance of world
' widely
doubted, and his political opponems
that vital
Interests of the Empire wece being
sacrificed in the pursuit of a visionary
idealism.
. The attempt to justify the aban-
donment of the scheme on the grounc.
_of economy was not convincing, as
the total outlay involved was only
£10,000,000, spread over a period of ten
years, and, if needed at all, the cost
was Inconsiderable in comparison with
the-issues at stake.

The controversy raises many inter-
esting questions. Prior to 1921 and
the Washintgon Conference op the
Jlimitation of naval armaments, nothing
was ‘heard of Singapore. A great
change in Great Britain’s strategic
position in the Far East wasjeffected
in that year by the termidation of
the Anglo-Japanese defensive alliance,
avhich had been in force for twenty

yeurs. This step was taken by Greai
Britain in deference to the wishes of
Capada and the Uniled States, and. in
T opposition’ to the views of Australia
“and Neéw Zealand. Its consequences
are apparent: Japan cen no longer be
counted upon as an assured friend, and
must now be regarded as a potential
. ‘enemy, and a powerful one.
At the Washington Conference the
future strength in capital ships of the
‘ navies of the British Empire, the
United States and Japan was fixed
_in the ratio of 5, 5, 8, respectively; but
this arrangement by no means repre-
sents the value of the navies in war.
~ {The, struggle, if one unhappily should

 ‘come, would be’ carried on In Far

. TBastern ~waters, - and there Japan is
. plentifully sunplied with well-equipped

-

bases, while there is no first-class
British naval base east of Suez, and
the United States has but one—Manilla,
in the Philippine Islands.

This creates a situation which can
only be regarded as serious. The com-
merclal interests of Great Britain in
the Pacific and Indian oceans are vital;
of her annual external trade of £2,000,-
000,000 nearly one-half is carried on in
these waters, ninety-seven per cent. of
the tea imported into the'United King-

eighty-nine per cent. of the wool, pass
along sea routes in,the immediate
vicinity of Singapore, and consequently
within easy striking distance of the

Zealand, with their immense tracts of
fertile and thinly settled country, have
long been regarded with envious and
greedy eyes by the teeming millions
of Japan. Their numbers and re-
sources make any effective resistance to
a Japanese attack impossible without
ready and substantial naval assistance
from the main British fleet.

. If; then, Japan is a potential enemy,
it is the part of prudence for Great
Britain to prepare to meet her, With-
out a first class naval base this is im-
possible. In order to reach the Far East
the British fleet must travel over 8,000
miles, and at the conclusion of the trip
refittinig on an extensive scale would be
necessary; protection from submarine
attack Is essential to capital ships while
at anchor, and this can only be provid-
ed by an elaborately equipped base.
There, too, the vital oil depots and
wireless station must be established and
protected, ;

But is theresany Japanese menace?
There are many well informed author-
ities who say emphatically that there
is; that the spirit of Japan is plainly
militaristic, and that her policy is as
clearly directed at Far Eastern suprems

power. She has no distant colonies
and no potential enemies within thous-
auds of miles; her mercantile marine is
not large and she does not depend on
foreign supplies for her food. Yet her
navy is being increased enormously in
all classes not covered by the Wash-
ington Agreement. While the British
and Americans have been content to
allow their tonnage in light cruisers
and submarines to remain stationery,
the Japanese have built or authorized
the doubling of their strength in light
cruisers and. the trebling of it in sub-
marines, This fact 1s at least ominous,
and cannot be ignored.

. In view of the immense interests at
\t&kc and the comparatively low cost
of the security which would be afford-
ed by a naval base at Singapore, it iy
almost inevitable that Mr. Baldwin’s
Government will carry into effect the
policy with regard to it which they
have alwn, so strongly advocated.
This” course would be welcomed with
enthusiasm in Australia and New
Zealand where the reversal of policy
on the part of the Labor Government
caused opén dismay. The United
States, too, would warmly approve the
completion of the scheme, for she
would in this way be assured of a pow-
erful, sympathetic and strongly en-
trenched friend in the Pacific in the
event of friction, not to mention war,
with Japan. \

It is all too vigorous for
that,, The book made Sinclair in a
day, but apparently he subsequently
fiddled away most of the proceeds of
that volume. Later he became a de-
clared Socialist, and he has done little
since that has given him much fame.
The book was published serially in
hundreds of newspapers, and there was
much discussion as to whether or not
it was a fitting sort of work to be
placed, morning after morning, on the
breakfast table of millions through-
out' the United States and this Do-
minfon.

Perhaps—and let us hope so—Chi-
cago has cleaned up in a_ very great
degree since Sinclair’s sensation. Very
probably such is really the case.

On the menu at the London dinmer

English-speaking peoples, bound togeth-
er by common sentiments, a common
language, and the same fountains of
inspiratfon, will act as a unit in guid-
ing for good the destinies of all man-
kind.

His Royal Highness the Prince of
Wales has done much, and will do
much more, to bring to cruition the
greatest dreams of Rhodes. Could a
Prince—the first Prince in the world—
devote himself to a more noble em-
ployment?

RECALLED EXILE MAY BE ASKED
10 SOLVE FRANCE'S HUGE PROBLENM

‘Government Faces Deficit of
$200,000,000 and Plans |
Another Loan,

New York; Nov. 29—(United Presa)..‘
The French budget for the present year:
will show a deficit of about 200 million
dollars, which for the most part will not
be met by increased taxation but by the
issuance of a loan, thus piling up
France’s debt against herself still high-
er. But, almost simultaneously with the
admission that France’'s financial struc-
ture has not yet been made secure, it
has been announced taht Joseph Caillaux,
the most brilliant financier in France,
has been ‘recalled from exile. ;

Calllaux attempted to shorten the war
by a compromise with Germany, and
was banished as a ‘“‘defeatist.” Caillaux
is to be given his chance again, Clemen-
ceau is too old, and the other veteran
statesmen of the war have tried and
failed to restore France's financial
equilibrium. ;

Caillaux has the technical ability to
accomplish the miracle. Whether he has
the strength of purpose and whether he
can re-organize a sufficlently strong
rolitical foilowing to give him the neces-
sary parliamentary support are more
doubtful elements in the equation.
France’s Huge Problem.

The problem of French flnance which
faces him is monumental. The forth-
coming budget for next year will proh-
ably total about $1,650,000,000. Of this
amount, more than one-half, or $940.-
000,000, must go to take care of the
public debt, and nearly  one-fifth, or
$300,000,000, will haye to be used for the
army. This leaves $410,000,000 for all
government costs and the non-perman-
ent reparation expenses. That is to
gay, on the return of Caillaux from ex-
ile, the French Government is spending
75 cents out of every dollar it collects
from the people in paying interest and
military charges.

The public debt is waliting for repara-
tions from Germany to be reduced. But,
gradually Europe is coming to realize
that the Dawes Plan, which outwardly

Germans, in reality has been formed to
demonstrate that reparations cannot be
transferred from Gerniany to the allies
in considerable sums. The problem f(ac-
ing Caillaux, thégefore, is how to set
France's financial house in order while
eliminating mytrical future reparations
payments to right France's financial
wrongs.

Needs Domestic Reform.

The only way France can right her
financial wrongs is by domestic reform.

‘which will bring in large profits to the
Gevernment. Calllaux’s plans have not
yet been revealed. But, he is favorable
to establishing an industrial entente
with Germany; and he realizes that if
France can make profits by co-partner-
ship with Germany, wealth will be
stimulated and the government can
take its share.

Caillaux is not afraid of the Ger-
mans, industrially or financially. He
deals in realities more efficiently than
cther Freunch statesmen. He believes
that more can be gained by compromize
than by warfare. These are his funda-
mental pelicles. The details of working
them out will be Calllaux’s future Lask.
His re-entry into active political life
thus marks a change in the entire Euro-
pean situation which may lead trans-
Atlantic statesmen far along the road
of actualities.

The secretary reported that an ex-
penditure of about $500 had been made
in additional fixtures to the building
since it was taken over by the Com-
mission, principally in fitting up the
warehouse with shelving and tables,
and he was authorized to charge this
amount against the $5,000 voted by the
council for construction account.

C. P. R. Announcement Ih-
dicates Some Busy Times
at Sand Point.

Winnipeg, Man., Nov, 29.—In an in-
terview here withw R. G. McNeillie,
general passenger agent C, P. R. West-
ern Lin;s, regarding excursion traffic
from Western Canada, a very optimis-
tic spirit as to business conditions gen-
erally, was evinced.

Medicine From Father’s Dis-
pensary Caused Death of
Morrison Girls.

Kingston, Nov. 29.—In| view of the
finding of the doctors and chemists
at Queen’s University laboratories in
regard to the poison that caused the
deaths -of Miss Mary and Miss Mar-
garet Morrison, daughters of Dr. and
Mrs. Charles A. Morrison, it was said
by Dr. R. J. Gardiner, coroner, who
inquired into the circumstances, that
there would be no inquest.

The statement givgn to the press is
as follows:

“It was at.first thought that the
deceased Morrison girls had druni
wine of ipecac from an unlabelled
bottle in their father’s dispensary.
Further chemieal analysis on the small
residue 'in the bottle from which the
girls had partaken revealed the fact
that the wine was wine of Colchicum.
This was confirmed by the chemical
analysis of another bottle, identical in
appearance and contents, found on the
same shelf and also unlabelled. The
reason the bottles were unlabelled was
because they were purchased approxi-
mately 20 years ago, and in the inter-
vening time the labels had dropped off.
T&rty-two Times the Dose.

“The active principle of wine of
colchicum is colchicin and the wine
(port) contains 20 per cent. by volume
of this deadly alkaloid. The therapeutic
dose used in gout and rheumatism is
5 to 80 drops, and it is estimated that
the girls took about a wine-glass each.
This would represent about 32 times
the maximum dose. This was well be-
yond a fatal dose. Symptoms of pois-
oning by this drug are delayed, but
once appearing, no amount of medical
treatment can control them.”

The statement is signed by Wiliam
Gibson, M. D.,, W. T. Connell, M. D,
Arthur Neish, Ph.D., chemist, and A.
P. Lothrop, Ph.D., chemist.

BOY BANDIT 1S
- GIVEN 30 YEARS

Attempts to Kill and Rob-
bemy Charge Made
Against Him,

Providence, Nov. 28.—Without a
qualm or a quiver, George Webster, 28,
whose youthful appearance and noto-
ripus escapades have earned him the
sobriquet of “Boy Bandit of Woon-
socket,” stood before the bench in
Superior Court and heard Judge J.
Jerome Hahn pronounce a sentence of
30 years in state prison gt hard labor.
The court rejected counSel’s plea for
leniency on the ground that Webster
had committed crimes when “crazed
by moonshine.”

Webster, alias George DeQuio, was
indi~ted on five charges of assault with
intent to murder, two -of assault with
a dangerois weapon and two of rob-
bery.
