Confusion over what words should be 

sung to “O Canada” may be ended dur­
ing the year. The Canadian Authors’ 
Association’s committee appointed to 
consided the possibility of establishing 
a standard English version of the song 
made its report of progress at the Sat­
urday session of the convention, and 
instructed to continue its effort for a 
year in the hope that some 
verses might be acceptable as a national 
anthem for Canada.

The familiar music was approved by 
the committee, whose members were: 
Mrs. Florence Livesay, Bliss Carman, 
Dr. Duncan Campbell Scott, Prof. Pel­
ham Edgar and Mrs. John Garvin, MrS. 
Egerton and Mrs. John Bruce.

It was the opinion of the committee 
that the existing version fulfilled every 
condition of a national anthem. Mr. Re­
corder Weir’s poem had distinct merit 
and possessed the undoubted advantage 
of being in wider circulation than any 
of its rivals. The committee communi­
cated two verses of decided merit by 
Donald A. Fraser of Vancouver. It was 
the committee’s opinion, and this view 
met the wishes of the meeting, that the 
question be left open for the present, 
and that the “Canadian Bookman” 
should accept meritorious contributions 
during the ensuing year. Literalness of 
translation was not to be exacted, but 
adaptedability to the existing music was 
considered essential. It was felt that 
in the event of a decision being reached, 
government authority might be invoked 
in order " to make the decision as offi­
cial as it was capable of being made.

Crown Evidence Reviewed.
W.The attorney-general then went on to 

review the evidence of the crown wit­
nesses. The crown claimed that Paris 
left Truro on the night of July 81 and 
arrived in St John on the morning of 
Ang.

mHon. J. P. Byrne, attorney-general 
completed his address to the jury in the 
Paris trial yesterday afternoon. « 

Continuing his address at the after­
noon session of the court Mr. Byrne said 
that the counsel for the defence had seen 
fit to make reference to the class of wit­
nesses called by the crown. Mr. Vernon, 
no doubt, had a motive for this, said the 
attorney-general. He sought to impress 
the jury that because the crown wit­
nesses were carpenters, wives of fisher­
men and so forth that they could not 
attain the high ideals of truth and jus­
tice reached by the witnesses from Truro. 
The defence had not produced Stewart 
Fraser to support the alibi of August 1. 
Mr. Byrne said that at his cross-examin­
ation at the last trial Fraser’s character 
had been indicated when lie said that in 
his opinion it did not amount to any­
thing whether a girl had been murdered 
and outraged. Could any such expres­
sion from a crown witness be pointed to, 
he asked. He asked whether the jury 
had seen anything in the faces of the 
crown witnesses to indicate that they 
were not in the full realization of the 
responsibility that was upon them when 
a man was on trial for his life. Did that 
responsibility rest on the defence wit­
nesses, he asked. It did not lie in the 
mouth of the counsel ■ for the defence to 
say such things in view of what Stewart 
had said at the last trial.

The counsel for the defence, Mr. Byrne 
said, had sought to impress the jury that 
a verdict of guilty meant the .death pen­
alty. The jury was not colled upon to 
pronounce the death penalty. It was 
God Who said, “Thou shalt not kill.” 
Counsel for the defence admitted that 
the man who had committed the crime 
was worthy of death. It did pot neces­
sarily follow that if the jury did pro­
nounce the prisoner guilty that the pris­
oner would be hanged.

The defence set up was that Paris 
could not have murdered Sadie McAuley 
because he was in Truro on August 2. 
In the opinion of the crown no reason­
able doubt existed that Paris was in St. 
John on August 1, 2 and 3. Reason cried 
out that Paris, instead of being in Truro, 

in St. John, said. Mr. Byrne.
“May God grant you the grace and 

light to see in the evidence anything that 
may prove the innocence of John Park 
and allow him to walk out of the court 
a free man,” said the attorney-genera!. 
But if on the other hand, he continued, 
the jury failed to find that there, the 
crown felt that its duty had been done.
The Alibi.

Mr. Byrne claimed that the crown, 
having broken down the alibi of August 
2, the defence was now coming fo Aug­
ust 3 with a new set of witnesses.

Dr. McCurdy had said that on Au­
gust 2 he was in Oscar Clyke’s house. 
He had seen a man there whom he did 
not know at the time to be John Paris. 
Dr. McCurdy had sworn beyond any 
possibility of a doubt that the man he 
saw there was John Paris.

Whether it was a boil or the bite of a 
little child fighting for life was not for 
the crown to say, Mr. Byrne said.

He referred to the conversation in the 
boat, according to the evidence of Wal­
ter Humphrey. Was Humphrey’s story 
manufactured to send a man to the gal­
lows; was there anything to justify the 
jury throwing away that evidence; was 
there anything unreasonable about it? 
asked the attorney-general.

How could the jury say Walter Hum­
phrey was lying unless they said Stan­
ley Humphrey, Mrs. Craft, John Best 
and Ernest Campbell were lying, asked 
the attorney-general. What object would 
any of them have to come to court and 
swear away the life of John Paris, he 
asked.

The attorney-general contended that 
Paris left for Truro on the night of 
August 3 to build up an alibi after he 
bad failed to implicate Humphrey in 
the crime.
