An unusually dainly model for a fig-
ared crepe de chine trimmed with lace
and satin ribbon. Other soft materials
are also suited for its development.

Four yards of 44-inch crepe de chine
will make the dress, and a yard ef sat-
in will be required for the belt, with
3% yard of lace for the vest.

With the exception of the stay, the
pieces of the pattern are all placed
either on a lengthwise fold of the ma-
terial or a lengthwise thread. The im-
portance of this may be realised when
it is stated that any variation from the
rule is likely to cause a break in the
perfect lines of the dress. There are
twelve pleces to the pattern, and those
marked by triple “TTT” perforations
are laid on a lengthwise fold, the others
on a lengthwise thread. The latter have
a liné of large “O” perforations rum-
ning through them. If the round meck
is preferred, the neck edge of the shield
will have to be cut out om small *o”
perforations. The square or V shaped
neck may also be substituted by fol-
lewing the outlines shewing these
shapes. Short sléeves may be had by
cutting off the long sleeve on the small
“o0” perforations below the elbow.

The construction of the dress is not
difficult, the waist being simflar te oth-

lapping back. In making the skirt,
though, the upper front part of back
gore should be slashed on double “0e”
perforation for an opening to pass the
satih or ribbon through, Turn under the
front edge of back gore on slot perfo-
rations, lap to small “0” perforations in
front gore, notches even and stitch; lap
extension to double “00” perforations
in front.

R. H. Bruce Applies Study In
England to St. John

THE CARDEN SUBURB

Gives Results of Observation in
Old Country; and Says This
City Offers Almost Ideal Oppor-

Scientifically

The possibilities of the garden suburb
as a solution of the housing problem in
St. John and other Canadian cities was
strongly impressed upon R. H. Bruce,
of this city during a four months’ visit
in England, where he made a careful
study of modern housing ideas. The
fact which left the greatest impression
upon him was that it was possible to
secure almost ideal living conditions at
a cost little, if any, greater than the ex-
penditure involved in the usual hap-
hazard extensions to cities with their
accompanying disadvantages. Speaking
of the result of his investigations, Mr.
Bruce said:

“One of the matters which interested
me the most and to which I gave con-
siderable study while in England was
the effort which is being made to solve
the housing problem in a satisfactory
manner. Work along this line has been
carried to a high state of development
around various English cities, and the
results secured are well worth studying.

“One of the first experiments in pro-
viding what is now known as a garden
suburb is found. at Letchworth, near
London. This was inspired by a book
written by Ebenezer Howard, an ideal-
ist evidently without much practical
knowledge and the suburb foHows his
idealistic views. The same effect is
found at Bourmeville, near Birmingham
and Port Sunlight, near Liverpool. Both
of these schemes were largely idealistic
and philanthropic and show errors due
to the lack of practical ideas. The chief
mistdke was the result of the effort to
provide sufficient ground room, and this
carried to an extreme,

“For instance, too much space was
left for parks and recreation grounds;
one of these suburbs has a grand circle
400 feet wide, and all have paved ave-
nues much wider than needed. The re-
sult was that small communities were
burdened with wider roads and more
parks than they could afford to keep up,
and there is a marked tendency towards
neglect which greatly detracts from the
appearances of place® which otherwise
might have been as beautiful as those
who laid them 'out intended.

“This was not a basic fault, however,
and there was so much of good in the
idea that it has been copied all over
England, each succeeding garden suburb
profiting by the mistakes of those which
preceded it.

“The finest results of this process of
the evolution of the garden suburb are
new found around Hampstead. Here
the best ideas have been adopted, but
the whole scheme has been put on an ab-
solutely practical basis. The ideas
sought for are attained and, at the same
time, they are secured in a manner
which makes the project commercially
sound and which returns a reasonable
dividend on the investment.

The Intention

“The idea of the garden suburb is to
provide comfortable homes amid pleas-
ant surroundings with due attention to
convenience, sanitation and the provi-
sion of sufficient light, air and garden
space. This can be attained only by
careful and far-sighted planning, and by
the co-operation of all those interested,
the owners of the land, the builders,
those who occupy the buildings and the
public authorities.

“The first element is the scientific|
planning of the layout of the district ta
be developed, in order that the appear-
ance of the place shall be as attractive|
as possible with sufficient light, air and|
ground space with streets of sufficient
width, but without the sacrifice of too
much land or imposing too heavy bur-
dens on those who must afterwards keep
up the grounds and the streets.

“The proper placing of the buildings
to secure the best results from the mini-
mum amount of land must next be con-
sidered, 8o as to secure the maximum of
comfort and convenience with the least
expenditure. It has been shown that
these results can all be secured with no
greater expense than is involved in the
usual] haphazard method of construction.

Rents

“The rents in these model suburbs
range all the way from $76 a year for
a very complete little semi-detached
home for a workingman to $650 a year
for a large mansion, but the chief ob-
ject has been to provide homes for work-!
ers and men on small salaries, and thc‘
accommodation supplied is vastly super-
ior to anything that could be secured
elsewhere for the same amount of rent.
“The development of the garden sub-
urb has reached ‘its highest point of de-
velopment in Great Britain, althongh

Germany has some excellent examples;

the same methods. The plan has hardly
been attempted in Canada or the Unit-|
ed States, the nearest approach to it bc—{
ing the high-class residential suburbs,;
the cost of which has excluded all but|
people of considerable means. !
“The system cannot be transplanted
bodily to Canada, as climatic conditions
and the requirements of the people dif-
fer somewhat. The same figures would

| not apply either, as the cost of labor and !

materials is much cheaper in the old
country, but this is offset by the highcri

average income of the rent payer in this|
country.

As to St, John

“Nothing else has been found that so!
nearly meets the demand for better;
housing accommodation at moderate]
cost, and it is inevitable that the system
will be adopted on this side of the water
gooner or later. St. John offers an al-
most ideal opportunity for scientific
town planning. The whole city has been
built up almost entirely in one congest-
ed district, leaving nearly all the sur-
rounding districts open for modern de-
velopment. There is so little to be un-
done that the problem would be much
simpler here than in many other cities,
and splendid results could be secured by
the co-operation of the owners of the
lands, the public authorities and those
who are seeking homes.

“The importance of this subject has
been recognized by our board of trade
which already has a committee on town

planning and housing. 1 was also pleas-
ed to see that St. John is to be represent~

Another charge is to be entered
against Mark Carey.
