“The doctors are very much Interested In me. They say I am so big 
because this gland (touching a spot rear the back of his neck) Is much 
larger than the ordinary person’s. My suits cost me twice the ordinary 
price.”

During his stay in this country Jan Is to appear In variety theatres.
He is famous for his enormous appetite as well as for his height. For 

breakfast he disposes of two soup plates of oatmeal, 15 eggs, three help­
ings of smoked fish, a large steak, seven slices of bread and butter and 
marmalade, and eight cups of tea.

United States market of late from 
Finland, Sweden, Norway and other

But these 
conditions are not likely to continue. 
As Europe emerges from the economic 
pit in which her people have been 
floundering for the past ten years the 
demand for newsprint in the import­
ing European countries will keep the 
Baltic mills busy and leave but little 
of a surplus for export to the United 
States.

Taking the long view of the situa­
tion, Canadian paper mills have little 
to fear from “the cheap labor of foreign 
countries” to which Mr. Dodge ascribes 
the decline of paper manufacturing in 
the Atlantic Coast region of the United 
States. Nor have the mills of Ontario 
and Quebec reason to be alarmed con­
cerning possible competition from the 
Pacific Coast, where there are still 
great forests of spruce. Paper is a 
bulky, low-cost commodity that can­
not be transported across the conti­
nent profitably by rail. The mills on 
the Pacific Coast may be able to ship 
some paper to Atlantic ports through 
the Panama, but the newspapers of 
the Lake region, in cities such as 
Chicago, Detroit, Cleveland and Buf­
falo, must depend for the major part 
of their paper supply In years to come 
on the mills of Ontario and Quebec. 
The United States people and press 
may try for a time to bar out our 
wheat and meat by high tariffs, but 
our paper they can no longer do 
without.

THE CHAIN LETTER AGAIN. •Dat doan cut*no slg-

Not the desire to do good, so much 
as human fear or weakness, makes a 
continuation of the “chain letter” 
nuisance possible. This view, which is 
probably correct, is expressed by sev­
eral reviewers in discussing a new 
campaign against the chain letter folly 
which has begun in Pittsburgh. A 
business man there believes the matter 
important enough to warrant an anti- 
chain warfare carried on by means of 
statistics and publicity. Recently he re­
ceived one of the chain letters, con­
taining the usual promise that good 
luck would come to him if he sent it 
on to nine more persons within 
twenty-four hours, and that bud luck

“They probably set out to show how 
clever they could be, by doing the most 
unlawful of all things and evading sus­
picion. No doubt they scoffed at the 
sanctity of human life here and future 
existence elsewhere.”

Probably these twisted brains had 
some, idea that even if they were de­
tected they might escape punishment, 
having noted that in their country 
wealthy criminals have frequently, in 
one fashion or another, contrived to 
cheat justice. This is one more case in 
which the administration of the crim­
inal law in the United States will be 
tested. Hitherto the results in dealing 
with crimes of a similar character have 
been such as to bring .continual re­
proach upon that country.

St. Paul, Minn., June 7—Thirty-one 
states have indicated an intention to 
send delegates to the national Farmer- 
Labor-Progressive convention in St. 
Paul on June 17, according to leaders 
in the “third party” movement here.

These states, according to tentative 
plans, will give the convention a vot­
ing strength of 977, apportioned 
basis of the electoral vote of eacli 
state and the “progressive” vote in the 
1922 elections.

While the convention’s voting 
strength is set at less than 1,000, the 
local committee expects several thous­
and delegates at the convention, with 
eacli delegate in many cases casting 
only a fraction of a vote. Arrange­
ments are being made to handle from 
4,000 to 5,000 delegates.

There is only one name mentioned 
in regard to presidential candidates at 
convention headquarters here, and that 
is Senator Robert M. Lafollette of Wis­
consin.

The “third party” movement, as 
promoted by the forthcoming conven­
tion here, had its incipiency in the non­
partisan league, first organized in 
North Dakota nine years ago as a po­
litical power. In spreading to Minne­
sota, the league identity was dropped 
in politics, and the Farmer-Labor 
party was formed. League and Farm­
er-Labor party activity has spread in 
many other states, particularly of the 
northwest, making itself felt in state 
elections.

While the people of Britisli Colum­
bia, who pay the bills, might have 
hoped that four trials were sufficient 
to establish the guilt of the killer, 
Chong Sam Bow, and that enough 
money had been already spent to 
arrive at a satisfactory conclusion in 
regard to the justice of the death pen­
alty imposed upon him, they will be 
relieved to know that since further 
appeal is deemed necessary, the appeal 
is to be taken on points of law rather 
than points of fact

In short, the good sense ot the de­
fense counsel i and the good sense of 
the Appeal Court itself seem inclined 
to avoid legal operations under the 
recent amendments to the criminal 
code that give such wide powers to 
Courts of Appeal, even permitting 
such courts to find on points of fact 
as well as law.

The people of British Columbia are 
quite content to have their judges ad­
minister their law for them, even 
though, as in the case of Chong Sam 
Bow, that administration seems to be 
eating up an enormous amount of 
money.

But, in criminal cases, they are ex­
tremely reluctant to detract from the 
sovereignty of the jury so far as points 
of fact are concerned.

Until these vicious amendments to 
the criminal code, which permit just 
that sort of thing, are repealed, they 
will have to rely upon the kind of 
good sense and judgment that seem 
to have been manifested in this case, 
to protect jury sovereignty.

If Chong Sam Bow must play this 
expensive’ game of tag with the hang­
man, the game should proceed without 
suspension of the most fundamental 
principles of British justice such as 
featured the appeal of the killer Han­
sen at Edmonton some months ago.

The McNary bill 
dealt with wheat, as well as some ofher 
farm products. The underlying idea was 
to fix the home price of American wheat, 
for example, at $1.60 or *1.70 per 
bushel, and then sell any surplus in 
foreign markets, under competition, for 
any price it would bring. Under this 
arrangement the tariff against Cana­
dian wheat would have been raised 

higher than it now is, and our 
wheat would have met the American 
export crop under unfair conditions in 
the Liverpool market. The disturb-

Tlie income tax in force up to the 
present provides for a normal tax of 
four per cent, on the first $4,000 of net 
income and eight per cent, on the re­
mainder. The rates established by the 
new act are two per cent, on the first

amounts in excess of *8,000. The sur­
tax rates, which apply only to the few,

HoHte Rule for Scotland.

A Scottish Home Rule Bill was 
talked out in the House of Commons 
last Friday. The debate was dull, and 
the only effective argument was the 
final row with the Speaker, engineered 
by some of the Clyde Socialists, which 
seemed to hiany southern members a 
good reason for a Scottish Parliament 
which would detain these gentry north 
of the Tweed. The truth is that no 
Englishmen and very few Scotsmen 
take the matter seriously. It seems 
to them absurd that a race which con­
tributes so large a proportion of Min­
isters to every British Government, 
should want a separate parliament.
Scotland’s independence needs no pro­
tection, though England’s may.

Yet a strong case on the merits can 
he made out for Scottish Home Rule.
There is the ordinary devolution argu­
ment that it would relieve congestion 
of business in the Imperial Parliament.
Then there is the plea that Scottish 
affairs are at present swamped in thé 
press of other matters. A Scottish 
Parliament, too, would be able to en­
list the service of much local talent 
which, at present, is too busy to go 
to London—and so lessen the number 
of carpet-bag politicians. Moreover 
there is something to be said for the 
view that without a separate parlia­
mentary life of her own, Scotland is 
in danger of losing her national idio- 
syncracies.

Mr. Churchill's Future

A rare new fragrance! Winston Churchill’s speeches at Liver­
pool have made a real sensation. They 
constitute not only a very complete in­
dictment of Socialist poliev, but a 
marked retreat from the position he 
took up at the last election. Mr. 
Churchill won his spurs as a Free 
Trade controversialist, and in his fight 
at Leicester last December he spoke 
with the authentic accents of 1905. But 
now, while he still confesses himself a 
Free Trader, he deplores the abolition 
of the McKenna duties and the nig­
gardly treatment of imperial prefer­
ences. It may well be that this atti­
tude is consistent with free trade doc- 
rine, but it must be remembered that 
free trade Liberals are Calvinistic in 
their devotion to the letter of their own 
gospel, and have a nose for scenting 
out heresy.
