Chicago, April 22.—The scramble for 
the virgin soil in Oklahoma begins at 
noon today

This morning, according to the latest 
despatches, fully 50,000 people are wait­
ing on the border of that small patch of 
ground. Fast horses, railroad trains, 
stages, and all sorts of private vehicles 
will bear them into the coveted 
territory at the earliest possible mo­
ment. Ten thousand or more will 
get possession of all the desirable land, 
and then they apparently will have to 
hold it against five times as many disap­
pointed men. Everybody is armed. No 
government save that of the war depart­
ment exists. There is reason to fear, 
therefore, that much bloodshed will re­
sult from the general turmoil.

Many of the men who cross the border 
of Oklahoma today will be residents to­
night of large towns which have no ex- 
tance this morning. The towns and 
farming lands will furnish a large part 
of people with a local habitation.

The rest will go back to their old homes 
or will help to locate graveyards in the 
new country, or become squatters in the 
Indian territory or settlers in Texas or 
Arkansas.

Sir John Macdonald said there was a 
great moral impatience on the part of 
the people of Canada to put a ml to the 
inflow of rascal i tv f rom the l ted States. 
Cynics might say we had enough rascal­
ity of our own, but it was well to tell the 
world that we don’t want either these 
people or their ill-gotten gains. He 
thought the bill so unobjectionable in 
principle that it would meet with little 
opposition, hut if its details were likely 
to lead to protracted debate, it would then 
remain for the house to say what dis­
position should lie made of it.

Mr. Davies opposed the consideration 
of the measure at this late stage, and 
contended that the imperial authorities 
would not allow it to come in force. He 
knew he would meet with opposition 

.from certain quarters of the house.
Mr. Charlton endorsed the premier’s 

position and for the good of the country 
hoped the bill would pass this session.

Mr. Mills said a big heap of constitu­
tional objections were looming up in the 
distance.

Sir Johu pointed out that lie thought 
England and Canada were anxious to en­
large the list of extraditable offences, and 
that whatever delay had taken place in 
this direction was due to the action of 
the American authorities. He agreed 
with Mr. Mills that this bill could only 
take effect by proclamation, but held that 
by passing it a great moral object 
would be gained; as we would thereby in­
form England and the United States that 
Canada is anxious to have the extradition 
treaty enlarged. It would have a benefi­
cial effect by informing the United States 
defaulters that Canada would not harbor 
them an hour if she could prevent it. He 
thought that the details of the measure 
could be made acceptable to the house by 
an informal discussion rather than by a 
set debate.

The motion then passed.
Sir John said he would move consider­

ation of the railway subsidy resolutions 
on Monday. In reply he stated that 
other subsidies would he brought down 
this session.

The discussion on the mail subsidy 
resolutions on Saturday, gave Mr. Ellis 
an opportunity of showing his fondness 
for the great Yankee nation, and thedis- 
csteem in which he holds the interests of 
Canada.

ST. JOHN AND WESTERN TRADE- are so
that persons who resided west of Mon­
treal could he induced to go to England 
by a fast line of steamships sailing from 
Halifax or St. John. Ellis M. P. is one 
of these wilfully blind men who refuse 
to see and recognize the truth. Passen­
ger travel to Europe will usually go by 
the route which involves the shortest sea 
voyage, other things being equal. Short­
ness of sea voyage depends on the speed 
of the ships as much as on distance, 
and passenger travel has recently 
gone almost exclusively by New 
York, because the steamships call­
ing there were the swiftest. Let a Cana, 
dian line be put on which will make the 
ocean passage from St John or Halifax in 
five days, and the travelling public will 
not be long in giving it their, patronage. 
Yet this is something which Ellis M. P. 
in his blind zeal for the advancement of 
Yankee interests, as against Canadian, 
cannot be made to see.

The present jiosition of affairs in regard 
to communication between Montreal and 
the maritime provinces is one of intense 
interest to St. John. The Intercolonial 
Railway, which for many years has been 
the only all Canadian rente to onr own 
western provinces, is about, to he super­
seded by two other lines, one wholly 
within Canadian territory, and the other 
passing through a part of Maine. The 
new all Canadian line becomes of special 
importance from the fact that it is the 
shortest line wholly through Canadian 
territory, and because the hostile action 
of the government of the United States 
may at any time stop the transjit of Cana­
dian goods through American territory', 
thus rendering the Short Line by Lake 
Megantic useless to us, and stopping the 
shipment of Canadian goods at Portland, 
Boston and New York. In such an event 
the Lake femiscouaU Line, which runs 
from Riviere du Loupjto Edmunston,con­
necting the Intercolonial with the New 
Brunswick Ry., would become of incal­
culable value, and would afford a ready 
solution of what might otherwise be a 
serious difficulty. This is why the Grand 
Trunk railway,which owns a line to Port­
land, Me., is applying to the govern­
ment for running powers over 
the Intercolonial from Quebec to Riviere 
du Loup, as well as over any line the 
government may build from Gibson to 
Salisbury. This movement becomes im­
portant and significant as showing that 
instead of looking to the ports of the 
United States for access to the sea, the 
great Canadian lines of railway are turn­
ing their attention to connexions with 
Maritime Province jiorts, which cannot 
l>e closed to them by any hasty or ill ad­
vised action on the part of the United 
States Congress.

Replying to Commodore \\ clsli, Mr.
Weldon showed that from November to 
April St. John averaged but nineteen 
hours of fog per month, and that the har­
bor was easy of access at all times. He 
quoted statistics to show the extent of 
our steamship trade and its freedom from 
accident, pointing out that St. John was 
the only port north of Bnltinn re never 
encumbered with ice. The fact that the 
Himalaya and other large transports 
landed troops without accident 
in St John during the Trent 
affair and the Great Republic, the 
largest sailing vessel that ever floated, 
had loaded in St. John, showing the 
ability of our port to accommodate the 
monster grey-hounds of the ocean. He 
then admitted that Halifax was better 
situated geographically than St, John, so 
far as ocean voyage was concerned, but 
argued that St. John oflset that by its 
shorter land carriage. As the govern­
ment intended to run the steamers from 
an English to a French port they 
likewise let them touch at St. J 
well as Halifax.

Mr. Skinner followed. He forcibly in­
formed the house that St. John was great­
ly worked up as to its reasonable rights 
and anticipations w'hich dated back to 
the day the union was formed, and 
which, after many disappointments, they 
now expected to he accomplished, this 
fast ocean service being the complement 
of the construction of the great transconti- 
nentol railway system.

er than by sailing to Halifax and 
forwarding her mails by the In­
tercolonial. After emphasizing 
great advantages of St John over Hali­
fax, as the winter j»ort of Canada, Mr.
Skinner illustrated the importance of onr 
port by official statistics, showing the 
tonnage inward and outward last year to 
be within a shade equal to that of Mont­
real, a city of five times St John’s popu­
lation.

Sir Julian Pauncefote, the new British 
Minister to the United States, has arrived 
in America and, by this time is probably 
in Washington. We should have pre­
ferred to see a Canadian appointed to this 
post, but as this has not been done, we 
can only hope that Sir Julian will prove 
to be a man of more discretion than his 
predecessor. The letter episode was not 
the only serious slip Lord Sackville made. 
At a very early period in his career as 
Minister he made a speech bepraising 
the American North West, and disparag­
ing Canada, and for this, the government 
of the Dominion should have demanded 
his dismissal.

The arrival of the steamship Missouri 
at Delaware Breakwater, with tidings of 
the safety of the seven hundred passen­
gers of the Steamship Danmark, is one 
of the most agreeable events in connex­
ion with Easter day. The Missouri, it 
seems, being unable to tow the Danmark 
into port, threw overboard part of her 
cargo and made room for the passengers 
of the Danmark, which was abandoned 
The Missouri left 320 of the passengers 
at the Azores, and has brought the re­
mainder to the United States. This 
news lifts a terrible load of anxiety from 
the minds of thousands.

The Ellis contempt case threaten s to 
lengthen itself out for another year. Mr. 
Ellis intends to exhaust every device 
known to the law to avoid tlio fate of Mr 
Hawke. The case now stands over until 
June and then when Mr. Ellis appears 
and is sentenced, no doubt an appeal 
will be taken, so that it will prohahiy lie 
another year liefore the proceedings 
come to their legitimate conclusion by 
the incarceration of the editor of the 
Globe.

Tlic Smoker»* Bent Pine.
From tlic Gentleman’s Magazine.

The experiments of V Tassinari will 
rejoice the hearts of many smokers. He 

j cemented together by their wide mouths 
two glass funnels so as to form a cigar- 
holder, with a large chamber in the 
middle. In this chamber was suspend­
ed from a loop of platinum a small piece 
of linen. At one end of this cigar holder 
was a plug of cotton wool, acting as a 
smoke filter. A cigar was placed in the 
other, end lighted and smoked secundum 
artem, the mouth of the smoker being 
attached to the filling end. By this ar­
rangement the piece of linen was sur­
rounded by a dense cloud of tobacco 
smoke.

At the end of half an lionr, during 
which three and a half to four gramme 
(about one-eighth of an ounce) of tobacco 

smoked, the chamber was opened 
and the linen allowed to fall into a test 
tube containing fluid gelatine in which 
were planted colonies of seven varieties 
of pathogenic microbia, including t 
of cholera, anthrax (chicken cholera) and 
pneumonia. In every instance there 
was a marked delay in the development 
of these colonies as compared with what 
occurred in similar test tubes charged 
with the same, but not exposed to tobac­
co smoke. The development of some was 
entirely prevented by tobacco smoke.
