STRIKE.

No Signs of Settlement Yet—Proposi-
tion of the Board of Arbitration Re-
fased.

Fall River, Mass. March 17 The sixth
day of the strike opened with no sign of
a satisfactory settlement.

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THE FRANCHISE BILL.

The unwise reliance of the Gazerre on
the misleading summary of the franchise
hill, as published in the editorial columns
of the Telegraph on Saturday morning,
led to a total misconception of its scope
and meaning, and consequently to com-
ments upon it, which being based on
false premises, where wholly incorrect.
Had the government, instead of entrust-
ing the bill to a single favored organ,
whose ecditor had not wit enough to
deseribe its meaning] in language that
could be understood, placed the bill at
the disposal of the press generally, there
would have been no misapprehension as
to its terms in the minds of the public.
We must confess that we fail to under-
stand on what systemn the government
have proceeded in the matter. It is evi-
dent that the man who wrote the Tele-
graph article on Safurday, or who furnish-
ed the misleading summary which was
embodied in the article, had the bill be-
fore him, but lacked the brain power to
disentangle its meaning from the mass
of words in which it is embedded. The
Telegraph therefore had the bill in its
possession on Friday night, yet Mr.
Michael McDade, who officially reports,
thejproceedings of the House of Assembly,
telegraphed the = Telegraph, Sun and
Gazerre, on Sunday evening as follows:—

I tried to get copies of franchise bill to
mail all the St. Jolin papers on Saturday,
but the Attorney General said it would
be impossible to get them before Monday.
Afterwards, the Globe having telegraphed
its correspondent to telegraph the most
important portions of the bill, he con-
sented to let the correspondent make a
summary of the bill. As you know it is
no part of my duty to telegraph bills, but
owing tothe importance of the franchise
bill, I made an effort to get a copy for
each paper at the earliest possible mo-
ment.

The gquestion now arises why was the
bill furnished to the’Telegraph on Friday
night while it was denied to the press
generally on Saturday? Also why did Mr.
McDade not telegraph a brief synopsis
of its provisions in his Legislative report,
after the bill was introduced? He seems
to think it is no part of his duty to send
the press a summary of a public bill; we
think that it is his duty to doso. What
does Mr. McDade sit on the floor of the
House of Assembly for, if not to furnish
the press with an account of what is
being done in that branch of the Legis-
lature? Of what account is the verbiage of
some long-winded speech byla backwoods
member compared with a statement of the
provisions of a bill which will totally
change every constituency in the provincer
The fact remains that the most import~
ant measure that has been placed hefore
the Legislature since Confederation was
withheld by .the government from the
press generally, but entrusted a whole
day in advance of its presentation to the
House, to one favored organ, and that
even after the bill was presented the offi-
cial reporter did not furnish the news-
papers with a single line from which
they,could guess the nature of its contents
We understand that Mr. McDade is the
Fredericton coriespondent of the Tele-
graph. If so, then it is to be presumed
that it was he that obtained
a copy of the bill for that
paper on Friday, although on Saturday
he was wholly unable to tell the press
anything about this important measure.
It is quite clear on the existing state of
facts, that Mr. McDade’s duties as corres-
pondent of the Telegraph and official
reporter of the House of Assembly, are
incompatible with each other, and
we respectfully submit that he should be
kindly but firmly requested by the gov-
ernment to resign one or the other of
these positions.

The new franchise bill is the worst
specimen of legal drafting we ever saw
and that is saying a great deal, consider-
ing the abominable form of some
of the Dominion Statutes, in which
the language used too frequently
obscures the sense.  We do not pretend
to say who is responsible for this dull
mass of verbosity but we feel certain it
could not have been the Attorney Gen-
eral who is noted for his clear method
of expressing himself. There is no ex-
cuse, in this age of the world, for drafting
statutes which to the ordinary reader
are as unintelligible as Volapuk. We
assure our law makers that the English
language is capable of being used in such
a fashion, in drafting an act of Parlia-
ment, that while the dullest intellect can
understand its meaning, it will be ex-
pressed - in such unmistakable terms
that no court can fail to interpret it
right.

The meaning of the new franchise bill
so far as we can discover from a study of
its terms is this.

First, every British subject, who is not
a criminal prisorer in jail, a pauper, a
lunatic in an Insane Asylum, an Indian,
a judge of the supreme court, or a school
or college student, shall be entitled to vote
for members of the House of Assembly in
the electoral district in which he resides,
provided his name is duly entered on the
voters’ list, and he has resided in such
district twelve calendar months next
preceding the 1st day of May of the year
in which the list is made up. The bill
appears to require a residence of twelve
months in the district before the name
of the voter can be entered on the voters’
list; we say “appears” because this part
of the bill is by no means clear, for the
words in subsection, (d) “having resided
in the district as in this section men-
tioned,” might be taken to imply asimple
residence and not a residence for twelve
months. This part of the billought to be
relieved from its present obscurity.
However, apart from this, the bill may
in general terms be stated to be man-
hood suffrage qualified by a twelve
month’s residence.

Second.—Owners of real estate to
the value of $100 or personal property to
the value of $400, or of both combined to
the latter amount, may vote in the dis-
trict in which such  property is
situated, although they may be on
residents, provided their names are on
the voters’ list. This provision "is the
only objectionable feature of the bill, in
our opinion. It may be proper enough
for a non-resident owner of property
to vote, but- this right ought to
be  exercised subject to two
conditions: 1st, that he is a resident of
the Province of New Brunswick, and 2nd,
that he has not voted in any other elec-
toral district. No man ought to have two
votes at the same election; and no man
should vote at any election of members
who does not reside in the province.
With such amendments as we have sug-
gested, the bill ought to pass and, no

John, where freight is available,
It is quite possible that the efforts that
are being made to force the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company to build the
line from Harvey to Moncton, by way of
Fredericton, are not unconnected with
the same exclusive regard for the in-
terests of Halifax which this government
has always shown.

We will soon have direct railway com-
munication with Sydney and Louisbourg,
with the exception of a ferry at the
Strait of Canso, and then the same logic
which cause the mail steamships to stop
at Halifax to land mails and passengers,
will compel them to land them at Louis-
bourg. The nearest Canadian port to
Europe is the point at which the steam-
ships must stop, and the nearest Canadian
winter port is undoubtedly Louisbourg.
It is 150 nautical miles nearer to Liver-
pool than Halifax, it can furnish coal to
steamers at the cheapest possible rate;

The resources of the syndicate
were greaf, and in a very short time
several of their vessels, already heavily
plated with steel, were furnished with
an additional outside armor, formed of
strips of elastic steel, each reaching from
the gunwales nearly to the surface of
the water. These strips, about a foot
wide, and placed an inch or two apart,
were each backed by several powerful
air buffers, so that a ball striking one or
more of them would be deprived of
much of its momentum. The experi-
ments upon the stecl spring and buffers
ado) by the syndicate showed that
the force of the heaviest cannonading
was almost deadened by the powerful
elasticity of this armor.

The armament of cach vessel consisted
of but one gun, of large caliber, placed
on the forward deek, and protected by a
bomb proof covering. Each vessel was
manned by a captain and créw from the
merchant service, from whom no war-
like duties were expected. The fighting
operations wera in charge of a small
body of men, composed of two or three
scientific specialists and some practical
gunners and their assistants. A few
bomb proof canopies and a curved steel
deck completed the defenses of the vessel.

Besides equipping this little navy, the
syndicato set about the construction of
certain sca going vessels of an extraor-
dinary kind. So great were the facili-
ties at its command, and so thorough
and complete its methods, that ten or a
dozen shipyards and foundries werc seb
to worlk simultaneously to build one of
thesc ships. In a marvelously short
time the syndicate possessed several of
them ready for action.

These vessels became technically
known as ‘crabs.” They were not
large, and the only part of them which
projected above the water, was the mid-
dle of an elliptical deck, slightly con-
vex, and heavily mailed with ribs of
steel. Theso vessels were fitted with
electric engines of extraordinary power,
and were capable of great speed. At
their bows, fully protected by the over-

ing deck, was the machinery by
which their peculiar work was to be ac-
comp! The syndicate intended to
confine itself to marine operations, and
for the p t it was contented with
these two classes of vessels.

The armament for each of the large
vessels, as has been said before, con-
sisted of a single gun of long range, and
the ammunition was confined entirely to
a new style of projectile, which had
never yet been used in warfare. The
material and construction of this pro-
jectilo were known only to three mem-
bers of the syndicate, who had invented
and perfected it, and it was on account
of their possession of this sccret that
they had been invited to join that body.

This projectile was not, in the ordin-
ary sense of the word, an explosive, and
was named by its inventors ‘“The In-
stantaneous Motor.” It was discharged
from an ordinary cannon, but no gun-
powder or other explosive compound
was used. to propel it. The bomb pos-
sessed in itself the necessary power of
propulsion, and the gun was used merely
to give it the proper direction.

These bombs were cylindrical in form,
and pointed at theouter end. They were
filled with hundreds of small tubes, each
radiating outward from a central line.
Those in the middle third of the bomb
pointed direetly outward, while these in
its front portion were inclined forward
at a slizht angle, and thoso in the rear
portion Lackward at the same angle.
Onc tube at the end of the bomb, and
pointing directly backward, furnished
tho motive power.

Each of these tubes could ex

nt to move an ordinary t
.y curs one mile, and

the o

train at one end of the mile ts ar-
rival at the other ‘would not be appre-
ciable. The difference in concussionary
force between a train moving at the rate
of a mile in two minutes, or cven one
minute, and another train which moves
a mile in an instant, can casily be imag-
ined.

In these bombs those tubes which
might direct their powers downward or
laterally upon the earth were capable of
instantaneously propelling every portion
of solid ground or rock to a distance of
two or three hundred yards, while the
particles of objects on the surface of the
earth werc instantaneously removed to a
far greater distance. The tube which
propelled the bomb was of a force grad-
uated according to circumstances, and it
would carry a bomb to as great a dis-
tarice as accurate observation for pur-
poses of aim could be made. Its force
was brought into action while in the
cannon by means of electricity, while
the same effect was produced in the
other tubes by the concussion of the steel
head against the object aimed at.

‘What gave the tubes their power was
the jealously guarded secret.

The method of aiming was as novel as
the bomb itself. In this process nothing
depended on the eyesight of the gunner;
the personal equation was entirely elimi-
nated. The gun was so mounted that its
direction was accurately indicated by
graduated scales; there was an instru-

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ment which was acted upon by the dip, ‘
rise or roll of the vessel, and which |
showed at any moment the position of
the gun with reference to the plane of
the sea surface.

Before the discharge of the cannon an
observation was taken by one of the sci-
entific men which accurately determined
the distance to the object to beaimed at,
and reference to a carefully prepared
mathematical table showed to what
points on the graduated scales the gun
should be adjusted; and the instant that
the muzzle of the cannon was in the po-
sition that it was when the observation
was taken a button was touched, and the
bomb was instantaneously placed on
tho spot aimed at. The exactness with
which the propelling force of the bomb
could be determined was an important
factor in this method of aiming.

As soon as three of the springarmored
vosscls and five “‘crabs” were completed,
the syndicate felt itself ready to begin
operations. 1t was indeed time. Tho seas
had been covered with American and |
British merchantmen hastening home-
| ward, or to friendly ports, before the
actual commencement of hostilities. But
all had not been fortunate enough. to
reach safety within the limits of time
allowed, and several American mer-
chantmen had been already captured by
fast British cruisers.

The members of the syndicate well
understood that if a war was to be car-
ried on as they desired, they must strike
tho first real blow. Comparatively speak-
ing, a very short time had elapsed since
the declaration of war, and the opportu-
tunity to take the initiative was still open. |

It was in order to tako this initiative
that, in the carly hoursof a July morn-
ing, two of the syndicate's armored
vessels, cach accompanied by a crab,
steamed out of a New England port, and
headed for the point on the Canadian
coast where it had been decided to open
the campaign.

The vessels of the syndicate had no in-
dividual names. Tho spring armored
ships were termed “vepellers,” and were
numbered, and the crabs were known by
the letters of the alphabet. Each repeller
was in charge of a director of naval
operations; and the whole naval force of
the syndicate was under the command
of a director-in-chief. On this momen-
tous occasion this officer was on board of
Repeller No. 1, and commanded the little
fleet.

The repellers had never been vessels of
great speed, and their present armor of
steel strips, the lower portion of which
wasfrequently under water, considerably
retarded their progress, but each of them
was taken in tow by one of theswiftand
powerful crabs, and with this assistance
they made very good time, reaching their
destination on the morning of thesecond
day.

It was on a breezy day, with a cloudy
sky, and the sea moderately smooth, that
the little fleet of the syndicate lay to off
thd harbor of onc of the principal Cana-
dian seaports. About five mxﬁs away
the Lieadlands on cither side of the mouth
of the harbor, could plainly be seen. It
had Leen decided tgat' Repeller No. 1
should begin operations. Accordingly,
that vessel steamed about a mile nearer
the harbor, accompanied; by ‘Crab A.
The other repeller and crab remained in
their first position, ready to act in case

The approach of two vessels, cvidently
| men-of-war, and carrying the American
flag, was perceived from the forts and
redoubts at the mouth of the harbor,
and the news quickly spread to the city
and to the vessels in port. Intense ex-
citement ensued on land and water,
among the citizens of the place as well
as its defenders. Every man who had a
| post of duty was instantly at it; and in
less than half an hour the British man-
of-war Scarabgeus, which had been lying
| at anchor o short distance outside the
| harbor, came steaming out to meet the
] enemy. There were other naval vessels
. in port, but they required more time to
be put in readiness for action:

As soon as the approach of Scarabzus
was perceived by Repeller No. 1, a boat
bearing a white flag Was lowered from
that vessel and was.rapidly rowed to-
ward the British ship.  When tho latter
saw the *boat coming she lay to, and
| waited its arrival. A n delivered
| to the captein of the Sca , in which
| it was stated that the syndicate, which
l had undertaken on the part of the United
| States the conduct of the war between
that country and Great Britain, was now
prepared to demand the surrender of
this city, with its forts and defenses, and
all vessels within its harbor; and, as a
first step, the immediate surrender of
tho vessel to the commander of which
this note was delivered.

The overwhelming effrontery of this
demand caused the commander of the
Scarabeeus to doubt whether he had to
deal with o raving lunatic or a bluster-
ing fool; but he infermed the person in
charge of the flag of truce boat that he
would give him fifteen minutes in which
to get back to his vessel, and that he
would then open fire upon that craft.

The men who rowed the little boat
were not men-of-war's men, and were
unaccustomed to duties of this kind. In
eight minutes they bad reached their
vessel and ‘ere gafe on board.

Just seven minutes afterward the first
shot came from the Scarabseus. It
passed over Repeller No. 1, and that
vessel, instead of replying, immediately
steamed nearer her adversary. The
director-in-chief desired to determine
the effect of an active cannonade upon
the new armor, and therefore ordered
the vessel placed in such a position that
the Englishman might have the best
| opportunity for using it as a target.
| The Scarabzeus lost no time in availing
herself of the facilities offered. She was
a large and powerful ship, with a heavy
armament; and, soon getting the range
| of the syndicate’s vessel, she hurled ball

| after ball upon her striped side. Repeller

‘E No. 1 -made no reply, but quietly sub-
| mitted to the terrible bombardment.
| Some of the great shot jarred her from
| bow to stern, but not one of them broke
| a steel spring, nor penetrated the heavy
| inside plates.

| After half an hour of this work the
| director-in-chief became satisfied that |
| the new armor had well acquitted itself |
| in the severe trial to which it had been

| subjected. Some of the air buffers had ‘

1

| been disabled, probably on account of

| faults in their construction, but these
could readily be replaced, and no further

| injury had been done the vessel. It was
not necessary, therefore, to continue the |
experiment any longer, and besides there
was danger that the Englishman perceiv- |
ing that his antagonist did not appear to
De affected by his fire, would approach
closer and endeavor to ram her, This |
was to be avoided, for the Scarabaeus

l was o much Jarger vessel than Repeller \

No. 1, and able to run into the latter and
preponderance of
weight.

1t was, therefore, decided to now test

| the powers of tho crabs. Signals were

made from Repeller No. 1 to Crab A,
larger
vessel between it and the enemy. These
signals were made by jets of dense black
smoke, which were ejected from a small
pipe on the repeller. Theso slender col-
umns of smoke preserved their cylindri-
cal forms for some moments, and were
visible at a great distance by day or
night, being illuminated in the latter
case by electric light. Tho length and
frequency of these jets were regulated
by an instrument in the director’s room.

Thus, by means of long and short puffs, |

upon paper.

In this manner Crab A was ordered to
immediately proceed to the attack of
the Scarabzus. The almost submerged
vessel steamed rapidly from behind her
consort, and made for the British man-
of-war.

When the latter vessel perceived the
approach of this turtlo backed object,

| squirting little jets of black smoke as she

replied to the orders from the repeller,
there was great amazement on board.
The crab had not been seen before, but
as it camo rapidly on there was no time
for curiosity or discussion, and several
heavy guns were brought to bear upon
it. It was difficult to hit a rapidly mov-
ing flat object scarcely above the surface
of the water; and although several shot
struck the crab, they glanced off without
in the least interfering with its progress.

Crab A soon came s0 near the Scara-
beeus that it was impossible to depress
the guns of the latter so as to striko her.
The great vessel was, therefore headed
toward its assailant, and under a full
head of steam dashed directly at it to
run it down. But thecrab could turnas
upon a pivot, and shooting to one side
allowed thesurging man-of-war to passit.

Perceiving instantly that it would be
difficult to strike this nimble and almost
submerged adversary, the commander of
the Scarabseus thought it well to let it
alone for the present, and to bear dow’
with all speed upon the repeller. But it
was casier to hit the crab than to leave
itbehind. Itsvascapable of great speed,
and, following the British vessel, it
quickly came up with her.

The course of the Scarabgeus was in-
stantly changed, and every cffort was
made to get the vessel into a position to
run down the crab. But this was not
easy for so large a ship, and Crab A
seemed to have no difficulty in keeping
close to her stern.

Several machine guns especially adapt-
ed for firing at torpedo boats, or any hos-
tile craft which might be discovered
close to o vessel, were now brought to
bear upon the crab, and ball after ball
was hurled at het. Someof these struck,
but glanced off, without penetrating her
tough armor.

These mancuvers had not continued
long when the crew of the crab was ready
to bring into action the peculiar appar-
atus of that peculiar craft.  An enormous
pair of iron forceps, each massive limb
of which measured twelve feet or more in
length, was run out in front of the crab
at a depth of six or eight feet below the
surface. These forceps were acted upon
by an electric engine of immense power,
by which they could be shut, opened,
projected, withdrawn or turned and
twisted.

The crab darted forward, and in the
next instant tho great teeth of her pin-
cers were fastened with a tremendous
grip upon the rudder and rudder post of
the Scarabeeus.

Then followed a sudden twist, which
sent o thrill through both vessels, a crash,
a backward jerk, thesnapping of a chain,
and in a moment the great rudder, with
half of the rudder port attached, was
torn from the vessel, and as the forceps
opened it dropped to leeward and hung
dangling by one chain.

Again the forceps opened wide; again
there was a rush, and this time the huge
jaws closed upon the rapidly revolving
screw propeller. There was a tremen-
dous crash, and the small but massive
crab turned over so far that for an in-
stant one of its sides was plainly visible
above the water. The blades of the pro-

were crushed and shivered; those

rts of - the steamer’s engines connect-
‘with the propeller shaft were snapped
and rent apart, while the propeller shaft
itself was broken by the violent stop-

page.

The crab, which had quickly righted,
now backed, still holding the crushed
propeller in its iron and as it
moved away
tracted about forty feet of its propeller
shaft; then, opening its massive jaws,
it allowed the useless mass of iron to
drop to the bottom of the sea.

Every man on board the Scarabzus
was wild with amazementand excite-
ment. Few could comprehend what
had happened, but this very quickly be-
cume evident. So far as motive power
was concerned, the Scarabzus was to-
tally disabled. She could not direct her
course, for her rudder was gone; her
propeller was gone; her engines were
useless, and she could do no more than
foat as wind or tide might move her.
Moreover, there was a jagged hole inher
stern where the shaft had been, and
through this the water was pouring into
the vessel. Asa man-of-war the Scara-
bzeus was worthless.

Orders now came fastefrom Repeller
No. 1, which had moved nearer to the
scene of conflict. It was to be supposed
that the disabled ship was properly fur-
nished with bullcheads, so that the water
would penetrate no farther than the
stern compartment, and that, therefore,
she was in no danger of sinking. Crab
A was ordered to mako fast to the bow
of tio Scarabzrus, and tow her toward
two men-of-war who were rapidly ap-
proaching from the harbor.

This proceeding astonished the com-
mander and officers of the Scarabmus
almost as much as the estraordinary at-
tack which had been made upon their
ship. They had expected a demand to
surrender and haul down their flag, but
the director-in-chief on board Repeller
No. 1 was of the opinion that with her
propeller extracted it mattered littlo
what flag she flew. His work with the
Scarabgeus was over; for it had been or-
dered by the syndicate that its vessel
should not encumber themselves with
prizes.

Towed by the powerful crab, which
apparently had no fear that its disabled
adversary might fire upon it, the Scara-
beeus moved toward the harbor, and when
it had come within a quarter of a mile of
the foremost British vessel, Crab A cast
off and steamed back to Repeller No. 1.

The
delegates subsequently met Sir John,
Hon. Mr. Foster, Hon, Mr. Costigan,
Sir Hector Langevin, Hon. Mr. Haggard
and others and were accompanied by
our representative at Ottawa. Sir John
said the government had fully decided
that the Atlantic subsidized Steamers
should go to Canadian Ports only, but he
thought the mail steamers being weekly
boats, would hardly havetime to go ar-
round to St. Jokn but wonld land mails
and passengers at Halifax. He also said
that for some years he had thought St.
John was admirably situated for carry-
ing on the West India trade and now the
government would turn their attention
toward developing that trade, and, while
he did notsay he would not allow some
extra subsidy to have them come to St.
John, he thought if freight offered the
steamers would come to St John for com-
mercial reasons alone.

Mr. George Robertson was also inter-
viewed and he was quite enthusiastic
over the the kindly reception
they had met with from the govern-
ment. Mr. Roberfson has not a shadow
of doubt as to what are the intentions of
the government in relation to the port of
St. John. The government has decided
that subsidies shall cease in all cases
where foreign ports are touched at en
route to and from Canada, and they are
trying to secure a fast Atlantic steam-
ship line fully equal to any of the New
York lines. That they require and in
fact are after three steamers of trom
6000 to 8000 tons each with a speed of
from 20 to 22 knots an hour. This
would involve an outlay gof
nearly $4,000,000 and, while the Allans
are able to furnish them, they do not
wish to add such a large amount ofship-
ping to their present fleet. Mr. Robertson
says that steamers consume 300 tons of
coal per day in running 20 knots an
hour, and, as they would only carry 800
too 1000 tons of freight, the question is
whether the cost of coal consumption in
calling at Halifax with mails and pass-
engers, and then coming around to St,
John would not call for a subsidy quite
beyond any. freight advantage to this
city. The government endeavor to con-
fine Canadian trade to Canadian channels
and have therefore retained the subsidy
to the Furness  Line. This
subsidy may be supplemented if
faster and larger freight boats are puton.
In regard to the West India and South
| American trade, for which §60,000 is in
i the estimates as a subsidy,Mr. Robertson
who was personally consulted, said he
| thought this amount was altogether in-
| adequate, and represented that a line of
steamers to the best known ports in
Brazil and the Argentine Repnblic, load-
| ing at Montevideo and Buenos Ayres,
would need the whole of it, and he had
reason to believe the Argentine goyern-
ment would grant an equal amount of
subsidy if the vessels were first-class.
He also pointed out the endeavors made
by the United States to get a foothold in
the direction of the Argentine trade, and
urged the necessity .of action by
the government in this direction
in the interest of Canada, enumerating
also several of the commodities which
we produce_that are wanted in South
America. He thought the field was ripe
for the harvest.

Warden Peters was also seen, and
after referring to the cordiahty of tlie re-
ception given the di tes by the gov-
ernment, says the Cabinet did not ex-
press themselves absolutely as to St
John being made a terminal portin
winter; they intimated such would be
the case if the subsidy were not materi-
ally affected thereby. Several questions
were asked as to the facilities here and
the time it took a steawer to come here
from Halifax, and the Cabinet promised
to give the matter their very best con-
| sideration. The delegates disabused the
| minds of the Ministers of the prevalent
| idea of the Bay of Fundy being danger-
ous, and of St. John not being in a posi-
| tion to offer all the required facilities.

!  Mr. W. H. Thorne addressed the min-
| istry at the request of the mayor and
made an able speech. He expressed the
confidence of the people that the govern-
ment would not overﬁ)ok the lower pro-
vinces in subsidizing the mail steamers,
and stated that the delegation wasasking
only what was within the policy of the
government. They ask that the mail
steamers should. come to Haltfax and St.
John during the winter months. There
would be no diffienlty in securing full
cargoes for the steamers. Ald.
Smith says the delegates were assured
that the. government would not giye the
subsidy te a line of steamers that touch-
ed at any port outside of Canada. This
gentleman with the other membes of the
delegation had an interesting interview
also with Mr. Van Horne, President of
the Canada Pacific, ani Mr. Smith was
impressed with the belief that Mr. Van
Horne feels that most eof the
freight will come te St John
for shipment. Mr. Van Horne is
represented by all the delegates as being
well disposed towards St. Jobn and ~very
desirous of having St. John being made a
free port and he considers the cantilever
bridge as a toll bridge quite a drawback.
The impression was on the minds of the
delegates that the C P R dependecl on
St. John as their Atlantic seaport, else
they would never have expended $8,000,-
000 in constructing the Short Line. Mr
VanHor ne expects to send the Maritime
members home over the Short litie at
Easter.
