SUMMER CARNIVAL.

WORK IS PROGRESSING RAPIDLY
AT THE EXHIBITION BUILDING.
The Chief Features of the Carnival—
Efforts That Hiave Been Sucecessful—

Special Notes.

There are hard workers at the Exhibi-
tion building. Large numbers are en-
gaged in putting in the exhibits; in set-
ting up the machinery ; in  erecting the
stagings and in decorating the galleries.
Such ample preparations are going on
that this electrical display will be a
revelation even to the people of this city.

The fall of the
water is broken by numerous rocks and
trees, and the “pool,” at the foot garnish-
ed with flowers of all kinds. Other and as
interesting features will ' be presented
to the publicc and besides the
pleasure which will be had from
viewing these, considerable know-
ledge of the great Afid important
uses of electricity may be acquired by
observation. '

All the principal electrical firms
in Canada and the United States
have exhibits here. Some will illustrate
the uses of electricity for house purposes.
Messrs. Harold Gilbert and A. O, Skin-
ner are fitting up apartments in which
the lighting facilities of several of these
firms will be shown. Others have a still
more practical end in view, and will
illustrate the power of electricity in iron-
working. Messrs. Manchester, Robert-
son & Allison will contribute a very
handsome decoration for the west
end of the hall to be lighted by the Edi-
son light. One of the special features
will be the display of electroliers, supplied
by Bergmann & Co., of New York, one
of which is of high value and exceedingly
beautiful with its crystal hangings.

The Lieutenant Governor, Sir Leonard
Tilley, will open the exhibition at three
o’clock Monday afternoon, July 22nd.

The feature of Tusday is the monster
trades procession in which will be repre-
sented all the trades and crafts in the city.
The last trades procession in 8t. John was
an unbounded suceess, but this on Tues-
day will far outshine that of a few years
ago.a The tailors paintérs, tinsmiths,
bakers, plumbers, brass workers, trunk
makers and iron moulders-will -all give
representations of their respective arts,
while special cars and companies will be
made up by the principle firms in the
city. essrs Harris & Co., Manchester,
Robertson, & Allison. Macaulay Bros.
& Co., Hunter Hamilton and McKay,
8. R. Foster & Co., the Bolt and Nut
works the Granite works and many others
will putifrom 100t 200 men eaehin the pro-
cessions and thesuccess in representation
which have been witnessed at the hands
of these firms in the past, makes such a
word as “fail” unknown,

The great event of Thursday is the
Carnival parade, and those who saw our
Carnival parade last winterknow what
can be accomplished in that line. For
weeks, clubs and societies have been
testing their ingenuity to discover new
specialities for the parade, and snrprises
innumerable are in store for the spec-
tators.

The terialperance societies will walk in
a body Monday morning, while the
school boys will join in the great parade
Thursday. The Polymorphians, Darklown
fire brigade, Salvage corps and other well
known “institutions” will be out in force
while all the hands that can be mustered
will be had for that occasion

INDIA STEAMSHIP
SERVICE.

Halifax Again to be Favored at the
Expense of 8t. Johmn.

it has been announced that the govern-
ment intend inviting tenders. for four
distinct lines to the West Indies as
follows :—

First—Halifax and St. John to Cuba,
calling at Havana and Matanzas.

Second—Halifax and St. John to
Jamaica, calling at Bermuda and Turks
Island.

Third—Halifax and St John, calling at
Yarmouth ; if from St. John to Demerara,
calling at Bermuda, St. Kitts, Antigua,
Guadaloupe, Dominica, Martinique, St.
Lucia, Barbadoes and Trindad.

Fourth—Halifax and $St. John to
Buenos Ayres, calling at Pernambuco,
Rio Janerio, Montevideo and such other
ports in South America and the West
Indies a8 may be agreed on in the
interests of trade.

The services to be monthly and the
speed required twelve knots. The West
India line’s capacity to be one thousand
tons register, the South American line
twothousand tons. Tenders forsteamers
of other speed and capacity will be re-
ceived and considered, the above merely
indicating the conditions desired by the
government. Tenders will be received
until August 31st for a contract term of
five years.

1t is probable that the government in
calling for these tenders intend to make
a choice and subsidize the line that
would be the most useful and be within
the grant of $60,000 a year.

But the trouble isthat Halfax is
mentioned in each route while our mer-
chants and the people of St. John general-
ly have been expecting, and very reason-
ably too, that theservice to be subsidized
would be a direct one from St. John to
the West Indies.

Our people should wake up to the fact
that present appearances indicate very
strongly that ifax, in addition to the
Atlantic service, will also take the lion’s
share of the benefits to be derived from a
steam service to the West Indies, unless
St. John can bring influence enough to
bear to secure what our merchants want
and have been expecting, viz. a direct
service between St. John and the West
Indies.

A GazerTe reporter interviewed several
prominent gentlemen this morning on
the subject; Mr. C. H. Fairweather said:

“ As Halifax got all the benefits of all
the Atlantic service it would be the small-
est possible concession that could be
made to give St. John the West India
gervice ; and in fact the West India
service to be efficient as a line of com-
munication between Quebec, Ontario, and
the West Indies needs to come to St.
Jobn in the directest possible manner. A

lance at the map will show that togo to

alifax would be going far out of the way.
He was of the opinion that of the four
routes for which tenders are to be in-
vited, the third route, would be best for
St John, viz:—St. John to Demerera, call-
ing at Bermuda, St Kitts, Antivna, Guad-
aloupe, Dominica, Martinique, St. Lucia,
Barbadoes and Trinidad.

Capt. McMann who has been
in the West India business both
as a sea captain and merchant
for many years, also believes
that the third mentioned route would be
the best one for St. John, and that if we
could secure a direct service, would soon
result  in developing a large
trade. Baot it will 'be no use
to us if the steamers are to call at
Halifax. To call there they would have
togo avery long distance out of their
course and along a dangerous coast, on
which there is much thick weather
which would very often cause detention.
If the steamers must call at any other
provincial port or if Nova Scotia’s trade
must be considered the point of call
should be Yarmouth. To call at Yarmouth
the vessels would not have to go out of
their course and as it is a good port to
enter and leave at any time there would
never be any detention resulting from
thick weather as in the case of their go-
ing to Halifax. Yarmonth would also
be about as convenient for handling the
Nova Scotia trade.

St. John is the port that is nearest to
the upper provinces and best fitted
for doing the West Indies business, and
with a direct service we can commind
the trade. But it is absurd to think of
vessels going the long roundabout course
to Halifax and shipping goods from
there by rail. Halifax could take very
little of the upper Canadian trade and to
have the vessels call there would be
making an_artificial obstruction in the
»{;;oper and natural channel of trade

tween Canada and the West Indies.

As Halifax appears to be on the gov-
ernment’s brain it is possible that the
name may have slipped in by accident
for it seems impossible that Halifax, as
compared with 8t. John, would be men-
tioned as a port of call for steamers
subsidized to the carrying trrde between
(Canada and the West India islands.

SHARK WITH A BLUEFISH TACKLE.
