But as soon as ulceration commences
the patients are isolated, for then there
is a chance of oOthers becoming con--
taminated.”

‘“Are patients ever discharged from
the lazaretto after once being there?”
asked the Times reporter.

“This has been done in a few in-
stances,” said Dr. Montizambert.
“There was a man discharged last year
and he is now home with his family.
Once the ulcers are cured there is no
infection. I may appear to dwell too
strongly on this point, but I wish to
impress it. Ulceration had gone so far
that the unfortunate man’s fingers and
toes had dropped off; but the ulcers
were eventually cured and he was lib-
erated and sent home to his friends. I
give this full explanation in view of
the anxiety that was felt in your city
when it was thought the lazaretto
would be moved to Albert Head. I
state with absolute truth that such an
institution could be placed in the mid-
dle of the business streets of Victoria
without the slightest danger.

“But, as far as I am aware, there
is not the remo'test intention to move
the lepers from Darcy Island to Albert
Head. They are as well looked after
as possible where they are.

GROUP OF COPPER CLAIMS

Engineer Hepburn Enthusiastic Regard-
ing Group * in "Nicola—Have Ample
Coal Available.

“Sauey Sally” does not sound a name
to Ctiu‘;" '%bn but that i§ the name
PP s, Hepbur, en-
gineer for the Guggenheim Exploration
Company, for that corporation’s large
holdings on Guichon creek in Upper
Nicola. Saucy Sally, or the group of
that name, is three miles long and a
mile wide, aggregating nearly forty
full-sized mineral claims.

The proposition, which has been ac-
quired on a cash bond, is a low grade
copper one. A vein 200 feet wide tra-
verses the property and there are many
smaller mineralized zones. The ore is
self-fluxing, described by Mr. Hepburn
as somewhat similar to that smelted by
the Granby Company, and he also
stated that even the present small
amount of development shows the ore
is of great commercial value.

Coal; of course, is required for such
a proposition, and it is near at hand.
The Guggerheims have secured control
of an area of 8,000 acres within a few
miles of the ore bodies and as the C. P.
R. branch from Spence’s Bridge runs
in the near vicinity there should be no
difficulties in transportation.

“The extent of work we will do is
not a matter of money,” said Mr. Hep-
burn, “it is a matter of obtaining work-
men. Operations will commence as
soon as possible, probably this winter.
As soon as I get to New York and
meet my associate engineer we will go
up to the properties and begin work.
I think it safe to say that at least
$200,000 will be spent on the Saucy
Sally within the next year, though
there is no reason why the pay roll
should . not reach $50,000. a month.
Though, owing to the slope, a good
depth of ore could be reached by drift-
ing it is really a tunnelling proposition.
If development proves the continuity of
the veins a smelter will be built at the
earliest possible moment.

THE POLICE Hﬂl

BREAK INTO CLOSEL
GUARDED

Truly, “for tricks that are dark and
ways that are vain the Heathen Chinee
is peculiar.,” But Oriantal mystery
and alusiveness prevail

essiveness as
displayed by Chief Langley and a se-
lected number of the ictoria police
force last evening. Having received a
report that .the. Chinamen, becoming
emboldened by the apparent listless-
ness of the guardians of the peace, had
opened up one of the many dens that
line Fan Tan alley, a dark, repulsive
pathway that 'leads from Cormorant to
Fisguard streets, through the heart of
residential ‘' Chinatown, a raid was de-
cided upon. It was ordered at ‘the last
minute and carried out so promptly
and with such system that, despite the
fact that the gamblers' were protected
by a series of automatically closing
doors and had on  all sides secret
emergency exits to enable them to
make a hurried escape, the majority
were caught in the midst of the game,
their complicated "paraphernalia in
front of them, money by their sides,
and, in fagt, all the evidence necessary
to prove an infractioM of the ‘law.
About twelve were :captured, their
names obtained, and, allowed out on
bail amounting to $30*each. They will
appear to answer the charge laid
against them on Monday.

Last night’s raid was more than
usually exciting. Such an expedition
always resembles to some extent a
game of hide-and-seek, only in this
case the stakes are higher than in the
children’s favorite pastime. No mat-
ter how suddenly the guardians of the
law destend upon 4he Oriental dens
they may depend upon meeting with
resistance, the strength and effective-
ness of which only being determined
by the unexpectedness of the attack
and the skill with which it is planned
and executed.

For this reason when Chief Langley,
Detectives Perdue and Macdonald, and
Constables O'Leary and Fry quietly
set out in different directions with the
same goal in view they had their ar-
rangements perfected. They were at-
tired in plain clothes, of course, and
Constable Fry carried between his coat
a heavy sledge hammer, anticipating
that there would be at least a few
heavy doors to demolish. They arrived
at Fan Tan alley at the same moment,
apparently having succeeded in evad-
ing the vigilance of Chinese ‘“spotters”
who are on duty constantly to signal
the approach of danger. The outer
door gave without resistance, then a
second door responded to the touch.
Entering a sentry-box shaped apart-
ment the chief and Messrs. Perdue and
Fry met the startled gaze of an Ori-
ental door-keeper, peering through a
four-by-four opening in the wall. The
alarm was raised.

No sooner had the warning cry
sounded than a perfect babel of noise
started within the inner apartments
and all the doors and exits closed with
a crash, operated by means of a string
and heavy steel springs. Constable
Fry with his hammer had been too
quick, however, and found himself in

the middle of a throng of panic stricken |

Chinamen. Chief Langley and Detec-
tive Perdue apparently were entrapped
between two doors and within such a
small space that it was practically im-
possible for them to do anything but
use their weight. In some inexplicable
way, however, the partition separating
them from the gambling den opened
(probably some Chinaman did this
kind deed by mistake) and the two
were unable to assist Fry, who was
pluckily attempting to perform his
duty alone.

A scene of pandemonium greeted
them, for it must be remembered that
all this had transpired within a few
minutes. Chinamen, with pigtails fly-
ing, were found scurrying in all direc-
tions—up winding stairways to the
roof, through secret passages, along
dark alleys leading to the street; in
fact the place seemed to be so honey-
combed with openings that had the
police not acted promptly their quarry
would have completely vanished in an-
other half minute. Only one Oriental
appeared unconcerned, and he was the
banker. Throughout all the noise and
confusion he calmly continued to place
his cash and accounts in a cigar box.
This finished he seized what he thought
a favorable opportunity and ducking
into the apparently solid wall was lost
to view. Constable Fry was after him
like a flash, and, although tearing his
clothes, came back with the non-
plussed Chinaman in charge. In short
it was a complete victory for the po-
lice.

This morning a Times representative
was shown over the apartments by
Chief Langley. They are an interesting
study. Everywhere are doors several
inches thick to which are attached
springs, all of which are so fixed that
they may be operated ‘by one man.
Then there are secret exits on every
side, some leading to the roof, others

to the alley, others to the back yards
and still others to adjoining buildings.

Discussing the situation the chief
commented upon the difficulty these
protections against Intgrference made
it for the police to enforce the law
against gambling. He thought that
some by-law should be enacted pro-
hibiting the construction of such
places. Then, he went on, it would be
possible to enforce the regulations with
comparative ease, )

SKULL -AND LEG FOUND.

Enearthed by Man While Digging in
Garden—Police Investigating.

FIRE HORSE KILLED,
Alarm of Fire in Theatre Block Causes
Damage to Window at Driard
Hotel.

There was an alarm of fire last night
about 9.15, rung in from the offices of the
B. C. District Messenger Service, that
caused very little damage as a fire, but
resulted in the breaking of a plate glass
window at the Driard hotel and the de-
struction of a horse belonging to the fire
department.

It appears-that a boy, not in the ser-
vice of the Messenger Company, went in-
to the waiting room where the messengers
await calls and commenced playing with
a lamp, the manager being absent at the
time. As a result it was overturned and
a slight blaze was caused. It was extin-
guished without any difficulty. Luczkily,
although the accident occurred in the
theatre block where an immense audi-
ence was assembled, no one there noticed
the location of the alarm.

When the alarm was sounded,
department turned out as usual in the
case of down town fires. The chemical
engine was in charge of Relief Driver
Hirst, the regular driver being absent,
and was taken to the scene by way of
Broad street. When the conjunction with
View street was reached, the driver
somewhat overstepped the proper place to
turn and could not get his horses’ heads
round soon enough to follow the road.
As a result one of the horses crashed in-
to one of the large plate glass windows
of the Driard hotel.

The horse was known as ‘“Mollie,” and
had been in the service of the department
for several years. Her value was about
$250. Immediately after ‘the accident it
was found she was unable to rise, and,
after examination, a leg being broken, she
was shot by Dr. Hamilton. The damage
to the Driard window was covered by
plate glass insurance. The window was
replaced to-day. It is probable the fire
wardens will deal with the accident at
their next meeting.

WORK COMMENCED
ON BIG ABDITION

OPERATIONS STARTED BY
DAVID SPENCER, LIMITED

Willlams® Block Being Entirely Remod-
“elled—New Bulldings to Be m—
ed in Rear.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The tremendous increase in the busi-
ness of David Spencer, Limited, has
compelled, as announced in a recent
issue of the Times, the purchase of en-
larged premises. Work has been com-

menced by Contractor Thomas Catter-
all on the new buildings and remodell-
ing from plans prepared by Hooper &
Waitkins. The amount to be expended
will probably reach $15,000, and
expedted the work will occupy a large
force of men till near Christmas.

“An entire remodelling of the Wil-
liams’ block will be: carried out. The
old cast iron girders at the front will
be replaced by steel omes, all” the
wooden. partitions taken out, and the
back wall entirely removed to bring it
into communication with the new
building. This will be “L” shaped,
connecting with the rear of the Wil-
liams’ block. The long leg will be 56
by 36 feet, and the shorter one, entail-
ing the demolition of the present wing
to the Spencer company's premises,
will be 32 by 20 feet.

The structure will be built of brick,
four storeys in height, and the plans
call for ample lighting. grrangements.
It is understood that theé ground floor
will be used as a sales room for stoves,
the company mentioned having recent-
ly acquired the right to act as selling
agents for the output of the Albion
stove works. Two of the upper floors
will be used for the dressmaking and
manufacturing departments, while the
top is intended for storage. The addi-
tions to the present floor space of Vig-
toria’s big department store will reach
about 5,000 feet, and, to a large extent,
remove the congestion that has been
apparent for some time.

For the present fire proof doors will
separate the old from the new build-
ings, but it is very probable these will
be torn down ,altogether with the con-
necting walls, after the rush of Christ-
mas trade has subsided and thus con-
vert “the whoole of the buildings into
one,

GOVERNMENT AND VATICAN,

Questions in Dispute Will Be Brought
Up at Reassembling of Spanish
Cortes.

Madrid, Oct. 11.—Upon the reassein-
bling of the Cortes on October 20th the
Vatican and the Liberal governinent
of Marshal Lopez Dominguez will cross
swords over the church issue. While
the actual question of the separation
of church and state in Spain, the
stronghold of Catholicism, is. not to be
immediately raised as in France, the
programme of the Liberals is distinct-
ly anti-clerical and if it progresses
successfully is sure to lead to an open
fight for the severance of the ties which
bind the Vatican and the Bourbon
dynasty.

Meanwhile the politleal world is much
interested as to whether the Vatican
merely wishes to flght for the re-est-
tablishment of its prerogatives that it
has allowed to fall more or less into
abeyance or if it had a deeper plan to
precipitate an election on the Liberal
cabinet and the return of the reaction-
ary party. The Dominguez cabinet
found an excellent pretext for joining
battle with the Vatican in the shape
of the question of civil marriages and
the control of the public cemeteries.

Count De Romanones, minister of
justice in the Dominguez cabinet, re-
plied to the Papal note demanding the
re-establishment of the above men-
tioned powers. To this the Vatican
answered by presenting a note couched
in a more peremptory form presenting
the same demands and protesting
against the attitude of the govern-
ment. The ministry confined itself to
making a formal acknowledgment of
the note.

The church opposes the municipal
control of cemeteries and demands that
the practice of allowing portions of the
cemeteries to be used by Spaniards and
foreigners who do not subscribe-to the

MINISTER TELLS OF )\
HIS TRIP TO EUROPE

Advantages Which Canada Offers to New=
Comers Are Recognized in Old
Country

ZiHon. Frank Oliver, minister of the
Friterior, was in Winnipeg a few days
!-xq, and was Interviewed by a Free
Press reporter. “I went to England on,
«t,he Virginian,” said Hon. Mr. Oliver,
#@eparting on Friday, August 3rd, and
feaching Liverpool on Saturday in the
following week. I had my wife and
two daughters, Dora and Clara, with
me. We had a smooth passage. If the
2¢ hours which was lost owing to a fog
Be deducted we accomplished the jour-
ney in seven days and a few hours. We
travelled ‘to Liondon immediately oh?
e¢mbarkation;, and I called upon Lord
Strathcona and discussed Canadian!
matters with him. Talso saw Mr. Pres-
ton and met a number of ‘peopleé inter-
eated in emigration.
£ “Owing to the British parliament be-;
ing “ini* recess’ I @id mot vonmieihty’ con-
tact ‘with“any distinguished politicians.
The Salvation Army was very anxiousi
that I should meet General Booth,
which I, too, was desirous of doing, but
my time was limited and I was unable
to meet him at the time stated. I saw
a number of officers of the Salvation-
ists and I visited the headquarters in
London. ‘

“During ‘my tour I called upon. the
government agencies at ILiverpool,
Manchester, Cardiff, Belfast, Dublin,
Paris and Antwerp, and also at the
head office_of the North Atlantic Trad-
ing Co. in Amsterdam. That.was the’
extent of my peregrinations.

“The object of my trip was to look
into the

generally, with a view to familiarizing
myself with the conditlions, so as to be
in a better position to administer the
department. I thought I observed a
very favorable feeling in England and
Scotland towards emigration to Can-
ada., Of course there are interests
there opposed to emigration, at least I
assume there are, but as far as I saw
the people of England and Scotland
seemed to recognize a necessity for
emigration and to be acquainted with
the advantages Canada has to offer.
Public opinion was apparently entirely
in favor of the Dominion as against the
world as a field for emigration. In fact
in the country of which London is the |
centre, people were putting up thou- |
sands of pounds sterling for .the pur-
pose of aiding it, through their different
organizations.

“I was in Ireland only a brief time,
but from what I could gather domestic
‘affairs are engrossing the attention of
the people so as to divert them from
the tendency towards emigration. In
fact, the political parties look upon it
unfayorably, because it might reduce
their respective strength in the coun-
try. “ Still, however, there seems to me
to be a prospect of good immigration
from Ireland. The country, from what
I hear, is in a very prosperodus condi-
tion, as indeed is the whole of the Bri-
tish Isles. The emigration is, there-
fore, not a pauperized emigration, but
it is rather prompted by a spirit of en-
terprise.

“I was informed that, amongst Bel-
gians, settlement in Canada was

Growing Attractive.

I should imagine that Belgium offers
good opportunities for emigration
work. There is a large ‘agricultural
population subsisting on a small area;
and the people are vigorous. Belgium
has no interest in-any other country,
and I am given to understand that
Canada is Tregarded favorably. Al-
though Belgium has restrictive laws,
their effect is not prohibitive. The
state is not antagonistic, like Germany
and other countries. The -agency in
Belgium. is doing sound work, and the
trend of public opinion is increasing in
our direction. Although we have not
obtained very great results up to the
present, we belleve that we are in the
way of achieving larger results in the
future;

‘“‘Scandinavian emigratien appears to
have been . largely with :the TUnited
States. There are so many there al-
ready that it is difficult to break the
influence of ties of relationship, friend-
ship and race, which continues to draw
the stream to the States. Nevertheless
we hope to do something to divert it.”

THE BATAL STRIKE
RIOT AT BCKINGHAN

NON- UNION MEN WERE
ATTACKED WHILE WORK[NG

Two Strikers Killed aiid Several Severely
Wounded—Militia Now Guarding
the Town.

Buckingham, Que., Oct. 9.—A terrible
affray took place yesterday afternoon
between two hundred former employ-
ees of the James Maclaren Company’s
mill and twenty-two police who were
guarding a band of seventeen strike-
breakers. Two strikers were shot dead
and several were severely wounded
during the fighting.

Thos. Belanger, the leader of the
strikers, president of a union formed
a month ago to fight the company, is
dead as a result of being twice shot in
the head.

A month ago the men employed by
the Jas. MacLaren Co. démanded an
increase of 25 cents per day each. The
firm replied that owing to largely in-
creased expense they could not enter-
tain the demands. On September 1st
the employees of the mill refused to
work any longer, the mills were closed
down and the men paid off.

Yesterday morning it was decided to
move an accumulation of logs obstruct-
ing navigation inh the river. A few
men who stood loyal to the firm were
engaged for the purpose, and were ac-
companied by - forty constables as
special watchmen of the mill.

When the non-union men commenced
moving the logs, the strikers assembl-
ed In force. Belanger asked to be al-
lowed to speak on behalf of the men.
The company’s superintendent shouted
back consent. Belanger declared his
men would resort to' violence unless
the moving of; logs was Stopped. The
superintendent replied that the com-
pany would not ‘recognize the union,

MADAME RISTORI DEAD.
The Celebrated Actress Passed Away
in Rome.

Rome, Oct. 9.—The Marchesa Del
Grillo, better known as Adelaide "Ris-
tori, the celebrated actress, died early
this morning of pneumonia.

Adelaide Ristori was born’ in 1822.
She was the daughter of obscure come-
dians who caused her to appear on the
stage at an early age. At four years
of age she played children’s roles, and
when 12 years old played soubrette and
ingenue parts. She made rapid pro-
gress in her chesen profession, and In
1847 married the young Marquis Del
Grillo, which for a time interrupted
her dramatic career. Ristoria reap-
peared on the stage in 1849 at Rome at
the time of the siege of that city, and
during the bombardment she helped to
succor the wounded in the hospitals,
but it was not until 1850 that she Te-
sumed her profession. In 1855 she took
Paris by storm, it being stated at the
time that no foreign actress had ever
received ‘such ovations in French the-
atres. The French government made
her brilliant offers with the idea of
persuading her to join the Comedie
Francais, but she preferred to remain
Italian. For years afterwards she
travelled throughout Europe. - In 1866
Ristori visited America with a com-
pahy and was warmly welcomed. Sub-
sequently she visited South America.
She retired from the stage in 1885. The
eightieth birthday of Ristori was cele-
brated in Rome on January 29th, 1903,
and was made the occasion for many
festivities through Italy. XKing Victor
Emmanuel, accompanied by a large
suite, visited and felicitated her, and
Queen Helene seng her a present, and
she received very many congratulations
by telegraph from monarchs and other
distinguished persons of various coun-
tries.

The schooner was driven -into the
straits, and among the dangerous
islands there lacated. The foggy weath-
er made conditions worse, and it was
only. with the greatest care that the

Diomede Islands were avoided. Fortun-

ately, although the escapes were nar-
row, no mishap occured.

The weathered brightened after the
Arctic was entered and the schooner
made its way back under favorable
conditions to Cape Clarence. The out-
look in the Arctic was excellent for the
trip which was to follow. The stay at
Cape Clarence was necessary in order
to allow of mail and materials to be
sent to Nome, being obtained before
starting out.

Off Kadiak Island the schooner went
ashore owing to their running too near
the cross line. No damage was done to
the vessel however.

The trip from Victoria to the Behring
sea was a very good one. The schooner
encountered no mishap, except the loss
of an anchor. The winds were favor-
able and apart from some sea sickness
on the part of some of the crew the
voyage was enjoyable. The Duchess of
Bedford proved a good schooner, Mr.
Edwards says. She was inclined to roll
a good deal to the infinite annoyance
of Mr. Leffilngwell, Mr. Detlevsen and
a few others of the party who had some
fearful spasims of sea sickness.

Decision of Commissioners in Case of
"/ the Colonial Hotel.

(From Tuesday’s Dally.)

A ~special meeting ‘of the lisensing
commissioners was held yesterday af-
ternoon for the purpose of considering
the case of S. Waldron, of the Colonial
hotel, who was convicted of selling 1i-
quor to an Indian. It will be remem-
bered that almost immediately after
the court found Waldron guiity his li-
cense was suspended. This was done
on the ground that the saloon keeper
had been convicted twice, and there-
fore should be put in a position where
there would be no temptation to break
the law. There were present at yester-
day’s gathering Mayor Morley, who
occupied the chair, and Commissioners
Davey and Phillips.

The proceedings were opened by an
address from H. D. Helmcken, K. C,,
counsel for the licensee. He went into
the details of the case-again. After ex-
plaining that Waldron had taken every
possible precaution, having asked a
specific question and being told in re-
ply that the man to whom he was about
to sell whiskey was &' half-breed and
not an Indian, he contended that his
punishment had already been sufficl-
ently severe. A heavy fine had been
imposed. Referring to the proceedings
in the County court before Judge
Lampman he drew attention to the lat-
ter’'s.- remarks in summing up. While
Waldron had been found: guilty  the
Judge-had stated that he did.not trams-
gress altogether intentionally.. - He. was
foolish; that was all. There could be
no crime, counsel - argued, without a
tainted mind. He did not believe Wal-
dron meant to deliberately break the
law, and did not think that anyone ac-
quainted with him would come to such
a conclusion after considering the cir-
cumstances. His client had served in
the navy and been granted a “V. G/’
discharge. Later he had been with
Governor Ross in the Yukon, in which
service his record was_ all that could
be desired. Concluding, he asked that
the license be returned.

Chief of police was asked by Mayor
Morley to express an opinion . as to
the character of the Colonial hotel. The
former said that there had been reports
frequently to the effect that men were
standing at the bar on Sunday. How-
ever, there never had been any proof
that they were engaged in drinking. It
had been explained to him that the bar
was the only place in which the room-
ers could sit in the evening.

The Mayor wanted to know whether,
in his opinion, there was anything
against the holder of the license to jus-
tify its cancellation.

Replying, the chief stated that pro-
viding Waldron agreed to keep the
blinds up so that the interior of the bar
could be seen at all times and also ar-
ranged for a sitting room upstairs there
was no reason, as far as he knew, why
the license should not be continued.

HOW CLUE TO INDIAN
MURDERER WAS FOUND

Telegrém From Provincial Mineralogist
Will Probably Result in Arrest—
Posse in Pursuit.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

““Tell Hussey to try Bear lake, sure.”
This phrase in a telegram written by the
provincial mineralogist at Fort St. James
on August 4th, and carried by a friend to
Fort Fraser to be dispatched may result
in the capture of Simon Gun-ah-Noot,
the Indian wanted for the murder of
| Alexander McIntosh and Max Le Claire,
two half-breeds, near Hazelton on the
morning of June 19th.

It was early on the morning mentioned
that the two dead bodies were found
near the Two-Mile Creek hotel, and sus-
picion at once pointed to Simon, who, the
night before, had a fight with McIntosh.
Constable Kirby at once went to Simon’s
ranche with a posse, but failed to find
him. What 'he did find, however, was
three horses shot to death and another
killed with a pickaxe. Two days after-
wards another posse went out with In-
dian guides, and every effort was made
to capture Simon, and also Peter Hyem-
adam, an Indian who was with him just
before the murder.

Nothing cama of the search. But the
provincial mineralogist was going into the
country and had recently been appointed
a justice of the peace. Superintendent
Hussey took advantage of this and secret-
ly armed one of his party with a warrant
for the arrest of the alleged murderer.
This move was kept carefully from the
general publie, although known to one or
two police officials and the Times. The
provincial mineralogist promised to make
inquiries, and the result was that he
heard from some Indians while going
down Babine lake that Simon was at
Sear lake, almost prepared to give him-
self up.

He accordingly sent the telegram men-
tioned to the department of mines. It is
not known whether he gave further in-
formation to Superintendent Hussey, but
it is believed he sent a letter out giving
fuller details. Anyway, Constables Wilkie
and Munro left Vancouver early in Sep-
tember and arrived at Tatla Landing on
September 16th, intending to leave for
Bear lake the next day. If Simon was
there they should have found him before
now and be on their way out with the
prisoner. It would be strange if Simon
should be caught and convicted as a ‘re-
sult of the single phrase flashed over
the wires: “Tell Hussey to try Bear iake,
sure.”

Waterfront Federation May Walk Out in
Sympathy With Striking Grain
Handlers.

Portland, Ore., Oct. 8.—To-morrow
morning the entire waterfront federation,
numbering approximately 1,250 men, may
walk out in sympathy with the striking
grain handlers if an attempt is. made to
load the German ship Nereide by non-

unionists.

The boss stevedores declare the ship
will be loaded, but ‘decline to state their
method. The action of the federation is
in sympathy with the strike of the Grain
Handlers’ Union.

ON WATER BY-LAW

TO CLEAN LAKE AND
TEST THE HIGHLANDS

Many Recommendations Were Made Rela=
tive to Municipal Act Amendments —

The city council Monday endorsed
the proposal to have a by-law prepared
to expend $17,000 on .cleaning Elk lake
and on taking the record of water
from the Highland district.

To His Worship the Mayor and Board of
Aldermen:

Gentlemen:—In compliance with your
instructions, I have the honor to report
upon the condition of a piggery, kept by
Chinese off Cedar Hill road, concerning
which complaints have been received from
residents of Spring Ridge.

The keeping of pigs by Chinese garden-
ers is a practice followed by all of them.
The pens wherein the pigs are kept and
the pigs themselves are all in a fairly
good sanitary condition, in fact as clean
as pigs can be kept. But the evident in-
tent of keeping pigs by Chinese market
gardeners is for no other purpose, in my
opinion, than to make use of the urine
and filth from the pigs for irrigation pur-
poses. This is evident, as the drains
leading from the piggery run along open
culverts to cesspits, and when a certain
amount ef this filth is accumulated in
these cesspits it is taken therefrom in
buckets and deposited on the vegetables
growing in the gardens.

In connection with the Chinese garden
at Spring Ridge, the primary cause for
complaint is, I think, owing to all sewage
from Spring Ridge being allowed by the
city to empty into an open culvert at a
point off Cedar Hill road immediately ad-
jacent to this vegetable garden. The
owners of this garden have taken advan-
tage of this filthy state of the drain and
have erected dams to intercept this flow
of sewage matter, and leading from these
dams are trenches which divert the course
of the flow to different parts of their
garden.

Ald. Fell said that he could not see
what authority the Mayor had to say
that the pumping proposition was the
part turned down. It might just as
well be”said that the ratepayers voted
against cleaning the lake. The clean-
ing should be done at once, éven if the
other expenditure was separated from
it. The last meeting before the vote
only had the effect of befogging the
people. He would not say that the
objeot of the meeting was that, but its
effect was that.

Ald. Fullerton rather favored the
| dividing of the expenditure and provide
only for the cleaning of the lake.

The question of making some im-
provements to the board apartments
was discussed and referred to a com-
mittee for report.

The minister of marine and fisheries
acknowledged the receipt of a copy of
the board’s resolution urging that. sal-
mon f{ishing above the bridge at New
Westminster should be prohibited. He
stated that the matter would be con-
sidered with the report of the fisheries
commission. Received and filed.

An acknowledgment was received
from the clerk of the municipal coun-
cil for a report from the board of trade
on the water question.

Mr. Pope was
out West not long ago, and it will be
remembered that he too essayed to en-
lighten all the communities he visited
upon his favorite topic of the moral
shortcomings of the Grits and to de-
monstrate that all the virtues, political
and private, were to be found on the
opposition side.

If our public men cannot set
an example in integrity of purpose and
purity of motive to those whom they
represent, their moral lapses ought not
to be condoned by permitting continu-
ance in public life.

NO DESIGNS ON CUBA.

The United States has again induced
peace to take up her abode in Cuba.
This it has accomplished without
thought of asking compensation for it
in any form. The Americans were in
possession of the .i8land once before,
and if they :had decided. to stay there
and keep the.flag-flying" there would
have been' ne one te: take ‘issue with
them, although there might have beeh
a disposition to question their motives.
Now our neighbors are in the island
again for the islanders’ good. They
disclaim any intention of taking pos-
session. They are simply doing police
duty and giving a practical demonstra-
tion of their ability to keep peace
within the borders of two continents.
The Cubans will not be asked to pay
the costs of the military expedition.
They will simply be admonished, a
government as stable as the circum-
stances will admit of will be establish-
ed, and then the military forces will be
withdrawn. That is the programme.
And while we must give our benevol-
ent-minded friends due credit for their
purely dis‘intereslted motives in this
matter, we fear they have established
two very bad precedents. The Cubans
were arrayed against each other mar-
tially because they disagreed political-
ly. The sidethat was out wahted to
get in—to- obtain possession” of the ma-
chinery of ‘governinent and of all the
advantages and ' perquisites attached
thereto. They could not turn their
rivals out in a regular constitutional
manner as we would in Canada if we
were dissastisfled with an administra-
tion. They simply ntsorted to the
methods common to the politics of
Latin Ameriican countries. They ap-
pealed to the sword, or rather to the
rifle and the machete. They have
gained their point. Possibly we should
say President Roosevelt has galined
their point for them. It is understood
that the government is to be turned
out and the opposition set up in power
in its place. So it -will be understood
from this time henceforth that when a
Cuban opposition is dissatisfied with
its position, all that is necessary for
it to do in order to gain pewer is. to
take up arms against the governmenit
—and the United States will do the
rest. The Cubans will soon grasp the
purpornt of the precedent, and they will
not hesitate -to.profit by it. Consider-
ing the circumstances, therefore, wiould
it not be betiter for President Roose-
velt to decide to remain in Cuba and
to minister to the political necessities
of the Cubans for all time. There
might be some jibes and jeers at the
motives of the American pegple; but
we are sure the president would not
be affected in the slightest degree by
anything minor and envious naftions
might say. The United . States has
given proof of the bona fides of its in-
tentions. Now let the president act in
what he believes to be the permanent
and the better interests of the island-
ers.

We are told that the Conservative
party of Great Britain will stand sol-
idly by Chamberlain and his policy of
preferential trade within the Empire.
‘Which is doubtless very comforting.
But the present government may stay
in power for gix years longer if so dis-
posed, and in the meantime that strong
friend of the colonies, Mr. Chamber-
l14in, is becoming well stricken in years.
There is good reason to believe he will
never again take an active part in
public life or{in the discussion of col-
onial questions. Who is going to suc-
céed him? If there is any one worthy
to wear the nmgantle or endowed with
the courage to don it we have never
heard of him.

OLD AGE PENSION SCHEME.

To the Editor:—At the Union Congress
in Liverpool, at which there were thirty-
two Labor members of parliament, Mr.
G. N. Barnes (of the Amalgamated So-
ciety of Engineers) said: “The question of
old age pensions had been discussed by
the congress before, and he hoped the
resolution would be again adopted with
the same unanimity of spirit and. deter-
mination as would convince the powers
that be that they meant business. Qf two
millions of people in this country over 65
years _of age, it might be roundly -said
there were about one million on the
verge of, or submerged in, poverty, and
400,000 to 500,000 of those were actually de-
pendent upon Bumbledom (official parish
relief) for the bare .necessities .ef . life.
That was a state of things altogéther dis-
creditable to a rich and powerful country.

‘“‘Superannuation merely  touched the
fringe of the questiobn. They sought old
age pensions for all who. had conformed
to the law and helped te build up the
wealth of the country. If trade unions
exerted their strength, he believed that
old age pensions would form an item in
the government programme next year.”

British Columbia and Canada are in the
first blush of youth.. The land belongs to
the people. The people have the right to
provide for their own future, in their
legislative halls, in any way they may
decide. There is no reason why five acres
out of every thousand acres of land be-
longing to, the people should not be allo-
cated for the purpose of paying old age
pensions. An act might be passed setting
aside public lands so as to provide a fund
for old age pensions and a committee
should be appointed, in whom the land
should be vested. The committee should
have the right to select land from. time to
time:in new localities having a promising
future, with certain Iimltatlons If this
is done the nucleus- of .an ‘‘old age pen-
sion fund” would be created.

Every man and woman should be én-
titled to a pension at the age of 55, in-
creasing at the ages of 60 and 65 years.
In certain cases of incapacity, even be-
fore the age of b5, a pension. should be
paid.. The sooner the nation becomeg a
self-help community—a truly co-opera-
tive community—the sooner will be real-
ized a true condition of Socialism, where-
in the erown will be equally honored with
the lowliest laborer as all good men can
find opportunities for labor in their
sphere for the good of all. No man can
estimate the millions of lives saved by
King Edward by his tact and diplomacy
in Ijurope.

T‘ere would probably not be any neces-
sity to draw from the public lands after
the first twenty years, as land, totally
valueless to-day, would increase in value
rapidly as railways open up the country.

The people should take similar mea-
sures to provide funds for provincial
universities.

\surmlsed } On: the Casco there is a sea
otter hunter, and when the schooner ran
in among the animals few escaped.

The schooner’s total catch of sealskins
for the year was 811, and that of the
Diana 84, of which 63¢ were taken in
Behring Sea. Catches reported by the
Casco are as follows: Vera, September
10th, 560 skins; Diana, 834 skins; Charlotta
G. Cox, September 10th, 640 skins; Allie 1.
Algar, September 10th, 320 skms, Vie-
‘toria, 250 skins; Markland, 560 skins;
Carrie C. W., 330 skins; Dora Sféwerd, 300
skins; Zillah May, 220 skins; Ida Etta,
September 5th, 120 - skins; Umbrina, 720
sking; Hya Marie, 700. skins; Jessie, 300
skins, September bth.

INVERIC ARRIVES.

The steamship Inveric #frived ‘on’ Mon-
day from Manzanilla, Mexico, where she
landed over 6,000 tons of rails for a rail-
road in course of.construction. She was
the first British vessel ever to enter that
port. At the time of the earthquake in
Chili that brought disaster to Valparaiso
and vicinity, the Inveric, bound north,
was immediately off Valparaiso.

The steamship Bucentaur, Capt., E.
‘D. Jenkins, of the Canadian-New Zea-
land line, the vessel which passed Vic-
toria. en route to Vancouver when the
service was first inaugurated, arnved
to-day at noorf on her second trip from
the Antipodes, bringing a light cargo.
Being only a frefghter "the steamer
does not carry passengers.

She left Auckland, New' Zealand, on
September 12th ,and reports a fine pas-
sage north until entering the Straits.
Then foggy weather was met, with the
result that the run from the Cape to
Victoria was a little tedious. The ports
of call on the voyage were Lyttelton,
Westport and Suva. . It will be recalled
that when the steamer passed Victoria
on her first voyage to British Colum-
bia quite a lot “of ' indignation was
aroused. The matter was drawn to the
attention of the company, and the lat-
ter gave assurances that the mistake
would not occur again.

CAMOSUN SAILED TO-DAY.

Owing to the ‘Camosun being late
in arriving this week the Union Steam-
ship Company dispatched the Capilano
to Victoria, gathered up all the for-
mer’s freight and proceed north with
it last night. The Camosun sailed this
morning, but will be delayed at the
Terminal City to-day to take on more
freight and passengers, . Th® steamer
had a good many passengers from this
city, including R. L. Newman, a ship-
builder who for a time was connected
with the Victoria Machinery Depot,
who is going north to Prince Rupert, J:
H. Frost, the contractor for the new
lighthouse to be erected on Lucy is-
land, Mrs. and Miss Frost,, W. G.
Stevens and R. D.: Collis, surveyors;
Mr. Dickinson and party, bound for
Kaien island, and E. Hodgeson.

QUADRA DELAYED,

D. G. S. Quadra will probably be
ready to get away for the West Coast
this evening or to-morrow - morning.
She has been delayed in loading the
material for the Pachena lighthouse,
otherwise she would have sailed early
in the week. Capt. Gaudin, the local
agent of marine and fisheries, will be
a passenger for the coast on the steam-
er. . He goes 'to instruct the builder
of ‘the station with regard to the lat-
ter’s duties.

THE KESTREL.

The Dominion government fisheries
cruiser Kestrel, Capt. Newcomb, ar-
rived from Vancouver last night on one
of her periodical visits. The steamer
will return to the Terminal City this
evening. Last week she was along the
northern coast, but apprehended no
poaching vessels. The fishing fleet, her
officers ®say, is now operating off the
West Coast of Vancouver Island.

CARRIED MANY PASSENGERS.

The steamer Princess May returned
from Skagway last night, and will sail
again for that port to-night. On her
return the May had 163 passengers, one
of the best lists she has had from the
nonth this year. All but a few, how-
ever, landed at the Terminal City.

MARINE NOTES,

Capt. Jenkins, of the steamship
Bucantaur, reports that a fleet of ten
sailing vessels were off the straits yes-
terday, all beating inward. Five of
the fleet were schooners, probably ves-
sels of the sealing fleet.

The Canadian-Australian liner Aor-
angi is' scheduled to sail to-morrow for
Sidney via Suva and Honolulu. Be-
sides having a cargo of 12,000 cases of
salmon for the island continent, she
will also have a fair cargo ot mixed
freight.

‘for the Wweek was a remarkable warm
wave which over the Pacific slope extend-
ed northward to the Columbia river on
the 8th, and during the 9th “became gen-
eral west of the Rockiés from Cassiar to
California. The temperature in Cariboo
rose to 68, 76 on the Lower Mainland, 30
on the Sound, and 82 from the Columbia
river southward. During the time of this
warm wave the first pronounced cold
wave of the  season spread across the
prairie provinces to the Great Lakés.
Battleford reported 18 degrees of frost
and Qu’Appelle 14 degrees, while on the
preceding day in Manitoba a ' strong
northerly gale occurred, which on tHe
ninth moved to the Great Lakes and was
followed by wintry weather.

This was a more arduous task than was
at first realized, many details cropping up
which had" to be disposed of before the
days were definitely set aside for one or
the other of the recreations. In fact the
situation was so complicated that it was
decided that it would be more satisfac-
tory to c¢omplete the programme only as
far ahead as the 31st of December, the
end of the year.. Up to that time seven
days were given the Association football
¢élubs, eight the! Rugby football clubs and
nine the hockey clubs. It should be eX-
plalned that, as there are two distinct
playing areas at Oak Bay, the devotees
of two pastimes will be allowed on the
grounds at each week end. Thus on one
Saturday Rugby football and hockey may
be in full swing, while the Association
players will have to find another place to
enjoy their sport for that day. This
method was adopted only ‘after careful
ronsideration, and, doubtless, the ath-
letes will be the first to acknowledge
hat only in such a way could the privi-
leges be equally divided. Although the
distribution” up to the end of the year
does not seem even, before the flnish of
the season the managers will see that no
one line of pastime has an advantage over
another.

Before another schedule is drafted there
will be three holidays—Thanksgiving
Day, Christmas and New Year. How to
livide the grounds on these occasions was
another question which the management
were called upon to debate last evening.

It is quite.llkely as a result of the new
arrangement that the Victoria District
Association Football League and any
other organization that has already draft-
ed a series of games for the local cham-
pionships will have to do some revising.

IMPORTED GAME.

As announced’ in° the Times Monday,
the shipment of ‘capercailzie and black
game, ordered from Denmark some time
ago by the Fish and Game Clubs of Van-
couver and Victoria, are expected to ar-
rive on the Coast to-morrow. This should
enable the local officials to distribute the
birds this week. Providing the trip is
made without many casualties among the
birds there should be one hundred equally
divided in the shipment. Fifty will be
sent on to Victoria for distribution upon
Vancouver and adjacent islands. Just
how these will be portioned has not yet
been settled. It is éxpected, however,
that a few will be forwarded to Saturna
Island, while others may be sent to Cow-
ichan lake and other places in the vicin-
ity which are believed to possess the en-
vironments neccessary for the health of
that peculiar species of game. These
birds are protected by order-in-council,
so that anyone caught shooting them
after their liberation will be subject to a
heavy fine.

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MORE SEHOOLS THAN
THERE ARE TEACHERS

Superintendent Eaten Outlines Peculiar
Situation in Educational Circles of
© West—Substitutes Wanted.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

F. H. Eaton, superintendent of Vic-
toria schools, has requested those re-
siding in the city who would be willing
to act as substitute teachers during the
winter months to submit their names
without loss of time. To a Times re-
porter Mr. Eaton explained that the
reason he has been forced to take this
action ‘is that there are very few In-
structors available, in fact all those
holding the required certificates are
employed and there are rural schools
unable to procure anyone competent to
take charge. He is quite willing to
acecept for substitute work individuals
without the ' qualifications which ‘a
British Columbia teacher is usually re-
quired to possess. Never before, he
states, has there been such a marked
excess in the demand over the supply.

The same tendency Mr. Eaton affirms
is apparent throughout the Dominion.
In recent years there Were so many
members of the profession on the look-
out for employment throughout Ontario
and the Maritime provinces that the
salaries were reduced almost to the
starvation point. Although there was
not exactly a dearth of teachers in
those sections now a gradual change
appeared to be taking place. The
strain was not as perceptible. He could
not say that the remuneration was in-
creasing but he knew that there were
not a8 many teachers out of work as
heretofore in the east.

-Mr. Eaton constantly receives com-
munications from pedagogues residing
at different points throughout the
Eastern Canadian provinces, individ-
uals with the highest possible qualifica-
tions, seeking information as to the
conditions prevailing in the West in
their particular line. In past years he
hesitated before advising them to come
to British Columbia. Now, however,
his attitude is entirely altered. He has
no diffidence about informing them that
they would have no difficulty in obtain-
ing situations in British Columbia.
They are told that rural positions, with
a remuneration of six hundred per an-
num approximately, are always open
for the person with the necessary cer-
tificates. But despite the fact that out-
siders are continually coming from the
east the situation continues as bad as
and worse than heretofore.

What is the reason for such a situa-
tion? is the question which the scribe
propounded and which even the super-
intendent didn’'t seem to he able to
answer with entire satisfaction. He ex-
plained it in a measure, however, by
mentioning the constant development
of the country and the ever-multiply-
ing number of district schools. Of
course ag the agricultural centres be-
come settled the number of children
demanding education increase and,
equally, of course, the demand for
teachers becomes more pressing. But

,as this evolution progresses it would

be natural for the supply to become
greater, the number of pedagogues
awilable to increase, correspondingly.
This, however, is net the case. Here
again the superintendent believed that
the explanation laid in the fact that
the country was advancing along com-
mercial and other lines with such
marked rapidity. Some would say, per-
haps, that there were more marriages
among the young ladies and that, on
that account, they were being diverted
from the vocation which appears to be
a favorite one with the fair sex. But he
didn’t think that was a good argument.
The matrimonial average was about
the same vear after year. Then the only
remaining reason was the general pros-
perity. Doubtless the young people and
besides many of those who had fol-
lowed teaching for years saw apenings
which seemed to them to promise a
brighter future than remaining as
teachers of the rising generation.
From whatever way the somewhat
strange condition in educational circles
is viewed it indicates the country's ad-
vancement. The gentlemen particu-
tarly who have trained for the teach-
ing profession are loth to tie them-
selves down to that line of work. They
see, as Mr. Eaton remarks, what seems
to them better openings in the strides
that are being made in all directions, so
that the educational authorities will
have to struggle along without the
necessary number of teachers to cover
the immense stretch of country includ-
ed in their jurisdiction for some years.

INTERPRETER FOR
CHINESE LEPERS

HAS BEEN STATIONED
ON DARCY ISLAND

Superintendent of Willlam Head Quar-
antine Returns—Dr. Montzimbert
Coming This Evenirg.

Dr. Hugh Watt, superintendent of
the William Head gquarantine station,
arrived home from Ottawa and other
eastern points on Tuesday, and was
accompanied west as far as Vancouver
by Dr. F. Montzambert, Dominion
medical health officer. The latter is on
his annual trip of inspection.

Asked with regard to the leper sta-
tion, Dr. Watt said this morning that
this would remain where it has always
been, on Darcy Island. It was never
decided to place it in any other loca-
tion, he stated, and there was really
no need for all the agitation which
started some time ago when it was
mooted that the lepers were to be re-
moved to Albert Head. The govern-
ment had asked for a report on suit-
able places for a lazaretto, and before
this was in the commotion relative to
Albert Head had started. The report
dealt with a number of available
sites, but no recommendation for the
use of any was made.

The lepers, who are eight in number,
are now under the care of the Domin-
ion authorities, and one good result of
the change has been the placing of a
Chinese interpreter on the island
During all the years which those poor
unfortunates have been isolated they
never before enjoyed this privilege.
They were visited quarterly, sometimes
more frequently if the occasion de-
manded, and on these itrips to the
island their supplies were taken to
them., The new arrangement, however,
places them in'a better position to com-
municate' their wants to those who
have now their personal interests in
charge. They have cabins overlooking
a pretty little crescent shaped bay, and
in the wonderfully fertile gardens they
can find considerable to interest them
in outdoor life.

While in the East Dr. Watt visited
a number of quarantine stations there.
He says that ithere will only be a few
repairs and improvements made to
William Head station this year, and
there will also be no other changes at
the Darcy Island lazeretto,

AGRICULTURAL EXPERTS
TO DELIVER ADDRESSES

Regular Sessions Opened Last Night
With Two Gatherivgs on Van-
couver Island.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The regular fall meetings of the
Farmers’ Institutes started last night
with two gatherings held simultane-
ously at Gordon Head and Parksfield.
Both were well attended, the one in the
vicinity of Victoria particularly so. At
Gordon IHead the principal address was
made by Prof. E. R. Lake, of the Agri-
cultural University of Oregon, who took
as his subject ‘“The Cultivation of
Fruit.” Miss Rose and Messrs. Elliott
and McKillican addressed the meeting
at Parksfield.

A comprehensive scheme “has been
outlined for these meetings by J. R.
Anderson, deputy minister of agricul-
ture. The principal speakers, in addi-
tion to Prof. Lake, who is ohe of the
best authorities on fruit in the west,
are: Miss Rose, of the Agricultural
College; Guelph, Ont.,, who will address
various audiences on ‘“The Dairy Cow,”
“Butter Making on the Farm,” “De-
fects in Butiter, Their Cause and Rem-
edy,” ‘“Making of Bread and Buns,”
“One Eye in the Town, the Other in
the Field,” and “The Head, the Hand,
the Heart, the Tripod of Successful
Work”; Andrew Elliott, of Galt, Ont,,
who will speak on “Breed and Care of
the Dairy Cow,” ‘“Beef Cattle,” ‘“Feed-
ing and Care of Sheep,” “The Bacon
Hog,” “The Draft Horse,” “Building
Up and Care of the Soil” and “The
Necessity of Clean and Good Seeds”;
W. E. McKillican, of the seed branch
of the Pominion department of agri-
culture, who will speak on ‘“Seeds and
Weeds””; S. F. Tolmie, V. D., who will
deliver addresses on all domestic cat-
tle and their care in health and disease;
F. M. Logan, B. S. A.,, who will take
as his subjects “Farm Buildings,” in-
cluding sanitation and general scienti-
fic agriculture; Rev. W. A. Dunham,
who has made a specialty of poultry,
and J. R. Anderson, who will speak on
many- agricultural subjects, and also
regarding the work, influence and
benetfit of farmer’s institutes.

In addition to these addresses there
will also be clagses in the judging of
stock, conducted by Messrs. Tolmie and
Logan, and apple packing contests
which will be judged by Fred Earle, of
Lytton, son of T. J. Earle, of the same
place, the pioneer extensive apple
orchardist of the province.

As far as is at present known the
different itineraries are as follows:

Miss. Rose anpd-Messrs, Andrews and
McKillican: Qctober 10th, judging
show at Alberni; October 11th, meeting
at same place; October 12th, Nanaimo.
Mr. McKillican will leave at this point
the other two continuing as flollows:
October 13th, Duncan; October 15th,
Cobble Hill; October 17th and 18th,
Comox; October 20th, Colguitz; October
22nd, Sidney. They will then leave for
the Islands and afterwards make a
tour tarough the Ilower mainland.
Dates will be published in the Times as
soon as arranged. The only other
meetings arranged up till the present
on- Vancouver Island will be addressed
by Rev. W. A. Dunham, and will be
held at Metchosin on October 23rd, and
at Colwood on October 27th.

Apple packing contests will be ar-
ranged at various points on the Gulf
islands, and, as stated before in all
probability Fred Earle will act as
judge.

Professor Lake, who leaves for the
mainland to-night, has had the follow-
ing itinerary arranged for him: Oc-
tober 11th, Kamloops; Ocober 12th, Sal-
mon Arm; Ocober 13th, Armstrong,
where Dr. Tolmie and F. M. Logan
will also be present.

Civil Action to Be Taken Immediately
Against the C. P. R.

FRUIT EXPERT SPEAKS OF

A. McNeil, of Dominion Department .of
Agriculture, Delivers Address——
Other Speeches.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

There was a iarge attendance at the
meeting of thé Victoria Fruit Growers’
Association, held yesterday afternoon in
the parliament ‘buildings. The meeting
was called to hear addresses from A.
McNeéil, chief of the fruit division of the
Dominion Department of Agriculture,
and Maxwell Smith, fruit inspector for
British Columbia.

S. Purdon, president of the association,
occupied the chair, and W. C. Grant, the
secretary, was at his post. After a few
remarks by the ohairman, a short dis-

local interest, after which the provincial
inspector was called upon to deliver an
address.

Maxwell Smith, whe was given a cor-
dial reception, congratulated the orchard-
ists of Victoria and vicinity on the high
quality they maintained in grading and
packing their fruit. A very high standard,
he said, had been maintained last year
with very few exceptions, and even these
he hoped would be remedied this season.
He also expressed himself pleased to note
that a large number of legal standard
boxes were being used, and hoped that
shortly their use would be universal.

Professor Lake, of the Agricultural Col-
lege for the state of Oregon, made a
few remarks, after which Mr. McNeil was
called upon.

Mr. McNeil said, in opening, that he
was pleased to see the great interest dis-
played in local matters, as it showed the
association was possessed of the neces-
sary vitality. He did not, however, feei
called on to diseuss local topics.

Speaking first .of the amendments to
the Fruit Marks Act, Mr. McNeil pointed
out that a uniform system of grading
and packing for the whole apple trade of
the Dominion would secure great advan-
tages in the foreign market. It enabled
the dealers of Great Britain to assemble
large quantities of one grade and thus,
by its equality, place Canadian growers
in a much better position than their Am-
erican competitors.” As a result Canadian
apples .sold for ‘j#vo shillings a barrel
more on the BU{NH tharket -than those
from thé other sla}g He used this equal-
ity in grading as*@n argument in favor
of enforcing the Staple Commodities Act.
This would secure-one set of packages in
uniform use in all parts of the Domin-
ion. ' In this connection, he said, he was
glad to point out that British Columbia
growers were obeying the -law in respect
of all but strawberry boxes. To make
these conform to 'the act’s requirements
such small changes were necessary that
he hoped by next year all boxes would be
uniform. There was not an {llegal berry
box made east of the Rockies.

Mr. McNeil then spoke of the co-opera-
tive movement in the East. There were
some 15 or 20 societies in Ontario alone,
mostly incorporated as joint stock com-
panies, with moderate capital supplied
by the growers themselves. This money
was needed for building packing houses
and paying preliminary expenses for plac-
ing the crop on- the market. Generally
the receipts were pooled at short inter-
vals, each grower sharing alike for
similar grades of fruit. The packing was
done in the company’'s warehouses by
packers, who graded all fruit alike. As
each consignment was packed credit was
given to the grower who brought it in,
and the fruit became the property of the
society. By this procedure the manager
was able to fill large orders for any
variety, giving a great advantage in the
market.

Concluding, Mr. McNeil spoke of the
enormous possibilities of British Colum-
bia and the great markets on the other
side of the mountains which were grow-
ing with great rapidity. In ten years’
time, he said, there was every possibility
of a scarcity of apples. He was delighted
with the province as far as he had seen
it,* and much regretted that his duties
would not permit a longer stay.

After a short discussion, in which many
members participated, the usual votes
of thanks to the speakers were passed
and the meeting adjourned.

The trial of James Horsland was
proceeded with yesterday afternoon. A
little delay resulted in consequence of
the fact that the prisoner .came un-
represented by counsel. His Lordship
Mr. Justice Morrison requested Fred
Peters, K. C., to look after the inter-
ests of the accused. An adjournment
of half an hour was granted in order
to allow Mr. Peters to acquaint him-
self with the case.

On resuming the hearing Dr. Fraser
was called as a witness, He described
the wound inflicted upon Mrs. Hors-
land by the accused. It was about a
quarter of an inch in length slightly
below and behind the right ear.

Mrs. Horsland, the principal witness,
testified to the fact that the accused
was addicted to drink. She had not
been living with him before the stab-
bing for about a year. He had threaten-
ed to “do” for her and on the day of the
assault he had called on her at Mrs.
Pim’s. Witness had wanted him to re-
form and she would go to live with
him. He had then threatened to “do”
for her and the children even if he
hanged for it. She had at his request
walked a distance with him. She re-
fused to go farther, and the accused
then prevented her going back. Mr.
Cave and Mr. McCullock arrived, and
when accused attempted to strike her
Mr. MecCullock interfered and threw
accused down. Witness started for
home, and accused had pursued her
and seized her. In the scuffle they fell
over an embankment, and accused
stuck the knife into her mneck. She
drew the knife out.

In cross-examination, witness said
that there was some trouble between
accusSed and her father.

the ill-temper manifested by the pri-
soner was while he was drinking.

H. Cave and S. McCullock gave evi-
dence as to the attempt of the accused
to strike his wife and afterwards of the
stabbing. They both were a short dis-
tance away when he stuck the knife
into Mrs. Horsland’s neck. When they
seized accused he had said he intended
to stab her when he went for the walk.

Mrs. Perkins, another eye-witness,
and Mrs. Pim, gave evidence corrobat-
ive of that of the other witnesses.

The prisoner then went into the box
and gave evidence on his own behalf.
He testified thait he had been married
seven years ago, and came to British
Columbia in May, 1905. He had never
had any trouble with his wife before
they came to British Columbia. The
first difference occurred with his
father-in-law over the refusal of wit-
ness to help a neighbor in haying. His
father-in-law was obnoxious, and he
had told his wife that if she did not
give him more of her company he
would quit her. Witness had gone to
England. On the first night after he
arrived from England he had tried to
see his children, and his father-in-law
had refused him.

After being charged by His Lordship
the jury retired and after consultation
brought in a verdict of guilty with a
recommendation to merey.

His Lordship passed sentence on the
prisoner for five years’ imprisonment
with hard labor.

The court then rose.

MORE SEALERS HOME.

Two Arrived Last Evening With Fair
Catches—Indian Schooners Yet to
y Return.

Two more of the sealers carrying white
crews returned Tuesday night from the
northern grounds, and they, like the ves-
sels which arrived in advance, have
brought home fairly good catches. The
Charlotta G. Cox, Capt. Christian, has 703
pelts for her work in Behring Sea and on
the Copper Island coast, and the Diana,
Capt. Whideen, 835 for a similar cruise.
The report of these two vesselg is ke
that of others that have arrived. Neither
vessel ran into any storm off the Coast,
and the log of the Charlotta G. Cox shows
that the heavy weather of a week ago
vesterday had been missed. The baro-
meter on that day had fallen very low
and a tremendous sea had been met, but
no wind, indicating that the hurricane
had passed in another direction.

None of the sealers carrying Indian
crews have yet reached home. and there
has been some speculation ag to what luck
they have had. It is belleved that they
are staying in Behring Sea as long as
possible in which event they may arrive
home with good catches.

Since the return of the Casco with her
catch of sea otter skins some interest has
been maniftsted in the pay which the
crew will receive for them. Capt. Grant,
manager of the Victoria Sealing Com-
pany, was asked this afternoon regarding
this, and his reply was that what the
crew is entitled to has not yet been de-
termined, as one of the questions to be
considered will be the price which the
skins will bring in the London market.

ENGLISH CAPITAL
BEING ATIRACTED

COAL MEASURES OF
NORTH UNDER OPTION

Expert Is Coming West to Examine
Them for Well=Known
Colliery Owners,

Northern British Columbia is attract-
ing the attention of the investing pub-
lic not only in Canada and the United
States, but also in the old land. As a
proof of this the information has been
received from the Times special cor-
respondent in Toronto that an expert
is now on his way to the Cassiar coun-
try to report on the coal measures in
the Bulkley valley.

The expert who is coming represents
H. Mayhew and W, B. Gladstone, the
well-known colliery owners of Che-
shire, England, who have been inter-
ested in the great possibilties of the
coal trade in northern British Colum-
bia when the G. T. P. railway opens it
up to trade and commence.

The colliery owners mentioned have
secured an option on about fifty square
miles of these coal lands through the
agency of Walter Nursey, of Toronto.
The measures are known to contain
practically inexhaustible quantities of
the best quality of bituminous ocoal
equal at least to that of the Crow’s
Nest Coal Company. They are situated
on the Telqua river, and compose a
small portion of the rich coal area ex-
isting there, being contiguous to the
valuable coal lands acquired by the
Bulkley and Telqua Coal Company
two years ago, and which includes
among its shareholders wealthy Mon-
treal and Toronto investors.

With the completion of the G. T. P.
these coal measures will be in a posi-
tion to get direct connection by rail
with the coast at Prince Rupert or
with the prairie sections.

PROGRESS OF REVELSTOKE.

J. W. Henderson Reports Lumbering
and Mining Going Ahead in
North-East Kootenay

J. W. Henderson, of Revelstoke, ar-
rived in Victoria Tuesday after a
vacation trip to the Sound cities. He
reports everything rushing in the
Kootenay city. Though mining is pro-
gressing favorably the great boom is
found in lumbering. Only recently there
were two important institutions chang-
ed hands. The Lamb-Watson company,
a well known eastern concern, acquired
the whole property of the Arrowhead
Lumber Company, with its extensive
wharfage and track facilities at Ar-
rowhead, and the latter company at
once resumed operations by purchas-
ing the holdings of the Payston Creek
Comphny at a good figure.

In the Big Bend country Mr. Hender-
son says great progress is being made.
The properties of the Bradshaw syndi-
cate and the Black Prince Mining
Company are both being steadily work-
ed and are showing up well. On Mec-
Cullough and other creeks further
north toward Canoe river the hydraulic
companies are doing well and as soon
as adequate communication is obtained
by a proper road round Death Rapids
there will be much greater activity.

The Columbia river is doing a great
deal of damage in the old town, lying
on its banks. Almost the whole of the
old smelter site has been washed away
and some of the ranchers have lost a
lot of land and several buildings. On
the higher portions that were previ-
ously protected by mattresses there
have also been many slides through
the water undermining the bank and
the people are complaining most bit-
térly that the provineial authorities
have taken practically no steps to-
ward providing proper protection,

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ATTENDED TO DUTIES UP
TO TIME OF DEATH

Completed His Ninety-First Year Last
Month—Sketch of His
Career.

Montreal, Oct. 9.—Archbishop Bond,
primate of all Canada of the" Angle-
Canadian church, died this mo¥Hing.
He had not been 'in the best of health
for some time, but had been gble to
attend to his duties up to the time of
his death. He completed- the 9ist' year
of his age on the 10th of September.

The Most Rev. William ' Bennett
Bond was born in Truro the yeéar that
Waterloo was fought and educated in
London for commercial and industrial
pursuits. He was admitted into Holy
Orders in Canada and passed through
all the grades of priest, archdeacon,
deacon, bishop and archbishop, while
connected with the diocese of Monitreal.
He left England when still a yeuth,
landing in Newfoundland, where, while
engaged in secular pursuits, he asso-
ciated himself with mission work and
came under the notice of the late Arch-
deacon Bridge, by whom he was edu-
cated for church work and advised to
proceed to the Canadian mainland.

¥t was ir 1840 that he was admitted
a deacon and the following year or-
dained a ipriest at the hands of the late
Bishop Mountain. After his ordination
the young cleric—then ‘twenty-six—
was employed as a travelling “mission-
ary with headquanters at Russelltown
Flats and afterwards at Napierville,
He evinced considerable ability as an
srganizer, establishing several mis-
sions and schools in the eastern town-
ships, no less than seven being in the
township of Hemmingford. .His first
regular incumbency was at Lachine,
vhere he remained six years, going
from thence 'to St. George’s church,
Montreal, in which he was for nearly
sixty years a prominent figure outside
as well as inside the communion of his
own ochurch. His direct connection
with St. George's continued for thirty
vears, until 1878, during which time he
passed from assistant minister to rec-
tor and became a Canon of the diocese,
rural dean, archdeacon of Hochelaga,
and in 1873, dean of Montreal. During
his rectorship the present church edi-
fice of St. George's was built and in
various ways he proved himself an ad-
ministrator of superior capacity.

His career as a high dignitary of the
church dated from the resignation of
the celebrated Dr. Oxenden, as Bishop
of Montreal in 1878, the Synod select-
ing Dean Bond as his successor and
the consecration ceremony was per-
formed by -Bishop Medley, of - Frederic-
ton, on January 25th, 1879. Up to this
time the Primacy of Canada had been
associated with the Bishopric ‘of Mont-
real: the new bishop waived his claim
» that distinction and the late Dr.
Medley, as the earliest occupant of the
Mpiscopal bench, became the Metropoli-
tan. It was in 1900 that the distin-
zuished prelate became Archbishop of
Montreal, and upon the death of Arch-
bishop Medley two years ago, he was
elected Primate of All Canada, the
Rev. Dean Carmichael being
elected co-adjutor bishop of Montreal,
so that he might be relived of some of
he many arduous duties attached to
his dual position.

While at St. George’s Rev. Dr. Bond
assoclated himself with the work of
many of the societies and , institutions
Montreal, which aimed at promot-
ing the moral, physical and spiritual
welfare of the citizens. He was* for
some years chaplain of the Prince of
Wales Regiment and during the Fe-
nian Raids of 1866 and 1870, served

In .the
Citizens’ League, formed -in 1888, he
was an active figure and a remarkable

Hon. G. W. Ross, who was
a witness, had no recollection of any
discussion by the board of union trust
of .the proposition to surrender bogus
stock in the Great West Land Com-
pany. The remainder of the morning
was occupied by a further examination
of Hon. G. E. Foster, who said that,
notwithstanding the testimony of Lt.-
Col. Davidson and G. W. Ross, he still
held that the minutes were correct.

Montreal Real Estate.

Montreal, Oct. 9.—An astonishing re-
port has been completed at the city
hall and handed to the city treasurer,
showing an enormous increase in real
estate values for the current year. The
figures in the report are made from the
work of the city assessor. For the
current year property valuations in the
city have increased by over twenty
million dollars. So surprising are the
figures that City Treasurer Robb has
given instructions to the clerks at the
city hall to carefully go over them
again in order to see that no error has
been made in additions, ete. The total
valuation is $202,000,000, in addition to
which there is about fifty millions of
property exempt from taxation.

Part of Town Destroyed.

St. Charles, Que., Oct. 9.—Half of the
residential portion of the historic town
of St. Charles, on Richelieu river,
which figured much in Canada’s revo-
lutionary wars, was wiped out by fire
this morning. A high wind prevailed
at the time, causing the flames to
spread rapidly. There is very little
insurance.

Arrested After Fight.

Halifax, Oct. 9.—Charles Darlington,
managing director of the Maritime Gas-
oline Engine and Supplies Company, a
Toronto concern, was arrestd here this
morning by a deputy sheriff on the
charge of embezzling $2,100. Darling-
ton put up a stiff fight before being ar-
rested and wounded the deputy sheriff.
The prisoner was arraigned in the po-
lice court and remanded.

Crushed to Death.

Goderich, Ont., Oct. 9.—William Ivers,
a farmer of West Vananosh, was found
dead this morning under a quantity of
lumber by the roadside. He left last
evening for home with lumber loaded
on his wagon, and it is supposed the
wagon slid on a slope and tilted, carry-
ing the load off and Ivers with it.

Maximum Penalty.

St. Thomas, Ont., Oct. 8.—The Or-
well hotel case was disposed of to-day
by Magistrate Hunt, who fined David
Butler, proprietor, $50 and $16.50 costs,
the maximum penalty for a first of-
fence, and ordered his license an-
nulled. From the evidence and from
Butler’s demeanor in court, the magis-
trate decided that Butler was an unfit
person to conduct a hotel, the condition
of affairs being deplorable. The deci-
sion will probably be appealed. Magis-
trate Hunt justified his remarks of last
week by saying that the condition of
hotels in the local option township had
been brought to his notice by young
girls who declared they were ruined
in these places.

Hands

Frederickton, N. B., Oct. 9.—James S.
Beek, auditor-general of New Bruns-
wick, has tendered his resignation to
the local government, and it was ac-
cepted, to go into effect October 31st.
Beek is now in his ninety-third year,
and has held the position of auditor-
general for thirty-nine years. It is un-
derstood that Wilson A. London, who
for several years has discharged the
duties of assistant auditor-general, will
be Beek’s successor.

North Renfrew Bye-Election.

Pembroke, Ont., Oct. 9.—The bye-elec-
tion in North Renfrew for the House of
Commons rendered necessary by the
death of Hon. Peter White resulted in
the return of Gerald White, Conserva-
tive, by a majority of over one thous-
and over Thomas Murray and Dr. Mac-
Kay, Liberals.

Fight Among Students.

Toronto, Oct. 8.—Several students of
the University of Toronto have started
the college year by bringing themselves
into conflict with the university author-
ities, and the result may be serious
trouble for a number of the young men.
A “scrap” this afternoon, said to have
originated in a fight between first year
men in arts and first year men in
science, over the possession of a foot-
ball, resulted in damage to private pro-
perty and street cars, and annoyance
to many citizens. Perhaps 300 students
were actually engaged in the struggle,
which started on the university grounds
and gradually worked its way south
until Collegt street, near McCaul, was
the scene of hostilities. Hundreds of
other students cheered on the fighters,
and occasionally took a hand in  the
fun on the outskirts of the real fight-
ing gang. Street cars were boarded by
crowds of yelling students, who not

only pulled the trolley pole off the wire,
thus bringing the car to a standstill,
but tore out all the signs in the car
and scattered them over the streets.
They also stopped an ice wagon and
spilled the ice on the pavement. In
addition, the fence of Dr. J. A, Todd,
near MecCaul street, was torn down, as
was also portions of other fences in
other neighborhoods. = Plants were
trampled under foot, and lIawns all torn.
A number of vehicles were stopped and
unbrellas snatched from pedestrians
and broken.
Premier. Objects.

Fredericton, N. B., Oct. 9.—The trans-
formation of 1,700,000 acres of land
owned by the New Brunswick Railway
Company into a game preserve will not
be done with the consent of Premier
Tweedie. The executive announcement
that it was the view of the government
that the wild lands of the province,
whether owned by private individuals
or by the crown, should be all in the
same position in regard to hunting and
the taking of game. While it is true
that the vast area.which was unfor-
tunately granted to the New Bruns-
wick Railway Company forty-five years
ago, has always been treated as wild
lands and not subject to taxatton, it is
open to the government, if effort is to
be made to use the property in a man-
ner detrimental to the public interest,
to impose a tax in proportion to the
value. The premier has written the
company expressing the government’s
disapproval of the proposal.

ATTEMPT 10 KILL
- WASHINGTON JUDGE

BEDROOM WRECKED BY
" EXPLOSION OF DYNAMITE

During Trial of Divorse Case Recently
He Received Threatening Letters,
But Ignored Them,

Chehalis, Wash., Oct. 10.—An attempt
to assassinate Judge Yoder, a well-
known attorney, by blowing his house
up with dynamite was made last
night.

The dynamite tore a hole about eight
feet long and three feet wide in the
floor alongside the bedstead where the
judge and his wife were sleeping, and
the couple were thrown to the floor by
the shock. Although painfully bruised,
neither received any serious injuries.

The lawyer received several threat-
ening letters during -the trial of a
divorce case, but paid no attention to
them.

MOORE ACQUIRING FURTHER
ISLARD IROK. PROPERIIES

Seattle Capitalist Looking for Mor
Raw Material for Enlarged
Smelter at Irondale,

It is expected that within six months
the improvements contemplated at the
Irondale smelter, recently acquired by
J. A. Moore, will be completed. Sup-
erintendent Price is now in Pittsburg
and is placing orders for $100,000 worth
of betterments. Though pig iron will
be the chief product of the enlarged
smelter when completed a large line of
by-products will also be manufactured
including wood alcohdl, charcoal,
pyroligneous acid, creosote, turpentine
and tar. The present operations for
increaging the capacicy of the smelter
do not complete Mr. Moore’s plans for
its enlargement, he has further and
more extensive improvements in pro-
cess of incubation.

Within a very short time Mr. Moore
will probably acquire further iron de-
posits on Vancouver Island. Negotia-
tions are going forward looking to the
purchase of at least part of the new
discoveries on Quatsino sound and algo
for the renewal of the bond on other
locations in the same vicinity that was
permitted to lapse pending the comple-
tion of the deal for the Irondale smel-
ter. While island mines will be the
chief source of supply for iron ore to
be used at Irondale a certain quantity
from Skagit and Snohomish counties
will be mixed in at about the propor-
tion recently given in the Times. Ex-
periments will also be made with ores
from Upper and Lower California with
a view to obtaining a continuous sup-
ply for the large smelter it is intended
eventually to place in -operation at
Irondale,

MYSTERIOUS FIRE.

Los Angeles Chamber of Commerce
Building Damaged to Extent
of $100,000.

Los Angeles, Oct. 9.—Fire which
broke out mysteriously at 11:30 o’clock
last night on the top floor of the Cham-
ber of Commerce building on the east
side of Broadway, between First and
Second streets, caused damage roughly
estimated at $100,000, ninety per cent.
by water.

The Chamber of Commerce building
is a five-story brick and stone struc-
ture and was erected in 1903. The three
upper floors are given up to offices, the
second fléor to the uses of the Chamber
of Commerce and the first is occupied
by business establishments.

The fire apparently broke out all over
the top floor and by the time the third
alarm had been turned in puffs of
flame were bursting from the roof. The
firemen had great difficulty in fighting
the flames on account of the dense
smoke that filled the two top floors.

WATER. BRESSURE.

Report Prepared by Chief. Watson of
the Victoria Fire Department.

Chief Watson, of the Victoria Fire
Department, has prepared an interest-
ing report for presentation to the fire
wardens at their next annual meeting.
The report is as follows:

Gentlemen:—I beg herewith to submit a
copy of report on high pressure water
supply as adopted by the city of Philadel-
phia, and which is being adopted by the
cities of Winnipeg and Seattle, on a
smaller scale. This paper was prepared
from reports suppited by Johii W. Weav-
er, city engineer, and J. R. Bibbin, water-
works expert for the city of Philadelphia,
at the request of, and read before, the
meeting of the fire chiefs at Calgary last
month.

The equipment of the Philadelphia sys-
tem is without precedent in the history of
large fire protection systems, and marks
a new era in the introduction of the intef-
nal combustion motor.

The high service system at present
draws its supply from the Delaware river,
the pumping station being located on the
river front. After having its pressure
raised to the required amount, the water
\ passes into a 20-inch main along the river
front, which supplies 12-inch and 16-inch
mains extending into the business dis-
trict. These are tied together into a net-
work at five points by cross mains. The
pipe network consists throughout of cast
iron pipe laid in 12-foot lengths, suitable
for a working pressure of 300 pounds per
square inch. It is provided with special
expansion joints at intervals of from 200
to 500, feet and long radius sweep bends
at all turns; stop valves at every corner,
or at intermediate points, provide means
for localizing damage due to ruptured
section of piping, thus avoiding the crip-
pling of more than one hydrant. Each
hydrant has two 4-incn outlets, to each
of which manifold connections may be at-
tached, supplying in all six lines of nose.

Telephone boxes are provided at each
street intersection, communicating with
the central office at fire hall headquar-
ters, from which operating orders may
be transmitted to all points of the system.

As originally laid out, the pipe system
was arranged for connection to fireboats
along the water front. Three Siamesge,
or manifold, connections were provided
at the bulkhead to which the boats might |
be connected according to the location ofi
the fire. With the establishment of the
present pumping station, the fireboats will
bé held as a reserve to be operated as be-
fore. A supplementary source of water |
supply is provided at the extreme end of
the line, where a permanent connection
has been made with a 12-inch main lead-
ing directly from a reservoir, imposing a
constant gravity head of 70 to 8 pounds
pressure upon the high pressure system,
which is sufficient for flushing and locat-
ing faults in the piping. A check valve
at the point of connection closes when
the station pumps are started, thus auto-
matically maintaining a moderate pres-
sure at all times upon the system.

The utilization of fireboats for serving
the high pressure system ‘was adopted as
a temporary expedient pending the com-
pletion of the central pumping station.
These boats are now held as a reserve and
for use along the water front.

They have an aggregate capacity of 9,000
gallons per minute, have maintained
twealve 1%-inch streams, connected to the
system a mile and a half distant, with an
average pressure -of 180 pounds at the
.pump. Four 2-inch streams were similar-

The average:horizontal distances
coyered by the streams were 150 feet and
180 feet, respectively; while. a single 2-
inch -'stream- covered 315 feet horizontal
and 230 feét vertical distance with a pres-
sure of 230 pounds at the pumps.

In the face of these facts,:it becomes
apparent that for effective service at dis-
tant points even greater power is requir-
ed than that available with fireboats, by
reason of the wunavoidable lossess occur-
ring in the pipé line. ;

The central high pressure pumping sta-
tion was thus evolved from the experience
gained in the use of flreboats. By its use
unlimited pumping capacity may be con-
centrated in a minimum area, and the
effectiveness of the apparatus may be
made entirely independent of climatic
conditions. Furthermore, this apparatus
being brought under  the. direct super-
vision of a departmental chief,*may be
handled in a more intelligent and effici-
ent manner, and the delays incident in
connecting up of a movable source of
power may be entirely avoided.

LAND OF THE PHARAOHS.
Interesting Lecture Last: Night Under
Auspices of the Alexandra
Literary Society.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

A very large audience assembled to
greet J. W. Laing, M.A., who had
kindly consented to give the ' initial
lecture of the winter’s session, before
the Alexandra Literary Soclety Tuesday
evening,; having as his subject “Egypt,
the Land of the Pharaohs.” This so-
ciety, formerly known as ‘“The Tuesday
Club,” was re-formed this year as a
branch of the Alexandra Club, and has
already a numerous membership; and
the appreciation shown last evening,
together ‘with the presence of a num-
ber of non-members, augurs well for
the popularity and success of the ex-
cellent programme of work now pre-
sented to the public.

The Bishop of Columbia introduced
the lecturer with a few well chosen
words of encouragement to the club in
its effort to keep up the standard, and
his desire for literary work and mental
improvement. After this a ecouple of
hours were quickly passed in listening
to "the lecturer, whose clear enuncia-
tion and cultivated method charmed
his hearers.

Giving a synopsis of ancient Egyp-
tian history, Mr. Laing told of the
early religion and government of
Egypt, of the principal deities, who
were about eight in number, and were
worshipped in the great cities often
called after them, among them being
Amen, the concealed god, the sovereign
over all whose sacred city was Thebes.
This diety was identified later with
Amen-Ra, the physical sun, worshipped
at Heliopolis, the symbol of light and
heat. Others were Kniph, ‘“the spirit
of God’’; Phtha, ‘“the father of begin-
nings,” patron of the city of Nem-
phis; and Khem, ‘“the lord of the har-
vest.”” These deities are supposed to
have represented spirit passing into
matter and form, a process of divine
incarnation. The most popular of all
these deites, however, was Osiris. His
image is found standing on the olde:!
monuments, a form of “Ra,” the lizh"
of the lower world, and Kking, 1
judge, of Hades. His chief
were at Abydos and Philae.

The occupation of the people w: -
agriculture and the useful arts, whi
last they carried to considerable per-
fection, especially in the working of
metals, textile fabrics and jewelry.
Their grand monuments were not tri-
umphal arches, but temples and mau-
soleums. Even the pyramids, built to
preserve the bodies of kings until the
soul should be acquitted or condemned,
were religious in their uses. They were
more than mere emblems of pride or
power. Moreover, when monuments
were erected to perpetuate the fame of
princes, their supreme design was -to
receive the engraven memorials of their
virtuous deeds as “fathers of their
people.”

Egypt was the primeval seat of what
may be called material civilization, and
many arts and inventions were known
there, when the rest of the world was
still in ignorance and barbarism. The
public works of the Egyptian Kings
were also on a grand scale. They
united rivers with seas by canals; they
transported heavy blocks of stone, of

temples

immense weight and magnitude, for
their temples, palaces, and tombs. They
erected obelisks in single shafts, nearly
one hundred feet in height, and en-«
graved their sides from top to bottom
with the representations of warriors,
priests and captives. They ornamented
their vast temples with marvellous

frescoes of picture histories, and their .

obelisks with hieroglyphics or pictorial
writings. All these remain to the
present day among the wonders of the
world—unachieveable, imperishable.
The lecture was illustrated by a
series of very beautiful stereopticon

views, and was thoroughly enjoyed by -

all who had the privilege of being
present.

This showed that the water was
at'the lowest point this season two feet
above the original level of the lake and
2 inches above the top of the filter
beds -and 5 feet below high water
muark. The same diagram also showed
te conmiruction of the filter beds and
@hve the following statistics.

Considerable delay was apparent be-
fore the meeting commenced, and the
audience became rather impatient, but
fitrally, on'motion of the Mayor, Rich-

ard Hall, M. P, P, was unanimously |

voted to the chair. In opening the pro-
cgedings the chairman saild the meet-
ing was called by His Worship to lay
Rhefore the people his views on the ques-
#on of improving the city’s water sup-
ply.  His Worship would be the first
wpeaker and others would be welcome
to speak briefly.

“The Mayor was then called upon and
vgceived a cordial reception. He first
uu_l his . main. object was to try and
df=pel many errors in the minds of the
nyerage citizen regarding the water
aypply, .how it was brought into the
eNy.. the level of the lake and other
'dgnu.l-surﬂn_; from the source of
Mupply, the lake, he explained the dia-
smm:giving .the present conditions at
‘the wall ‘where the water was taken
#rom the lake. The present level of the
‘water, he said, was 18 inches above the
top.of the fitter beds. Tt was low, but
thiere wam no danger of the water not
all’ being filtered as had been suggest-
ed. - At the lowest point this year there
m‘;eve}_nbuct of water above the top
the intake pipe, which itself was

Zeet above the bottom of the lake,

removing the. chance of sediment from
the bottom being .taken in. At the
worst stage the water was two feet
above. the original level of the lake.

Mr. Humphreys asked if this was the
original high water mark. His Wor-
ship said it was. i

The lowest level this year was only
five feet below high water mark, even
although during last winter the lake
did not fill up within twenty inches of
its full capacity. This was ocaused by
a small rainfall and, as far as he could
lea.rp. had only happened once before.
In all other years the lake filled upand
a tremendous. quantity ef water over-
flowed down Colquitz river. .In April,
1905, forty-two inches of water was
used and the same quantity during
April of the present year. Only one
Season was more water than this used,
fifty-two inches, but that was when 2
great amount was used for flushing
sewers and other methods of waste.

Canon Beanlands asked if all the
figures did not refer to the Beaver dam
and not to Elk lake praper. His Wor-
ship said such was the case.

‘“Suppose you used water from Elk
lake direct,” queried Canon Beanlands
further, “would you.not be able to
draw water from a greater depth?”
The Mayor again replied in the affirm-
ative, and said that in places the lake
wag ninety feet deep and a depth of
forty, feet could be obtained for the
intake,

Continuing,” His Worship explained
the present method of distribution from
the reservoir, the 16-inch pumping"
main along Cook Btreet and the 12-inch
gravity ‘'mai nalong Moiitrose avenue
to Tolmie avenue. The latter was the
original one, and he understood gave
perfect satisfaction generally until its
capacity was overtaxed. Then there
was a muddle. An attempt was made
by the 16-inch main to syphen over
Cook street hill. This proved unsuc-
cessful and a pump was built on the
North Dairy’ farm at a cost of $20,000.
This had cost the city $8,000 per an-
num ever since. The next thing was
the building of the 24-inch main from
Douglas and Government streets to
Tolmie avenue, but it wag put in at
the wrong end, it should have started
from the lake. Tt was a botch. The
capacity of the 12-inch main was not
increased, it was only 750,000 gallons a
day and the balance of 38,000,000 used in
the hot weather had to be pumped.

His Worsghip then read the statistics
of present supply and said that, taking
the gravity .main as paid for, the 750,-
000 gallons #t brought in cost nothing;
the balance of nearly 2,250,000 cost
$8,000 per annum. - He then explained
that the present needed supply for a
population of 20,000 wag a maximum
daily of 3,500,000 gallons and an aver-
age supply of 2,600,000 per diem. Ifthe
gravity main was run as 24-inch to the
reservoir only about 900,000 gallons
would require to be pumped, reducing
the cost from $8,000 to $4,000.

The 24-inch main would be capable
of carrying 4,000,000 gallons a day. It
might be asked why this was suggest-
ed when only 2,600,000 .was required.
This was explained by reason of the
fact that it was necessary to provide
more water than the actual services
called for. The least little extra
draught from any service would reduce
the pressure. In the case of fire every
extra hose put on reduced the pres-
sure, But if there was more water in
the main than required by the service
pipes extra could be drawn without
seriously interfering with the pressure.
The large main would act as a re-
servoir to the extent of its capacity
above what was used.

The present amount used in Victoria
was 100 gallons per head per day; if
the supply asked for was provided
there would be 130 gallons. Winnipeg
only used 35 gallons per head, while
the highest average all over the world
was only 65 gallons. If Victoria want-
ed twice that, it would be a Ixury, and
the citizens would have to pay for it,
it was no business of the Mayor’s.

Many people seemed to think that
metering meant stinting, but such was
not the case. There would be no fear
of stinting; the instalaltion of meters
would mean the prevention of waste.

His Worship then related his experi-
ence in an .irrigation district in Cali-
fornia. The company thought they
had enough to waste and as they said
down there “‘let ’em rip.”” The ranch-
ers did not take care to look after the
water and instead of irrigating prop-
erly a lot of the surface soil was wash-
ed away and pools as big as horse
pools wasted. This had to be stopped
as the reservoir began to empty.
Proper irrigation became the rule and
better crops resulted. The farmers had
to give notice when they required
water and accordingly did not waste
it, although obtaining all they required.
He was not there to advocate meter-
ing, but it prevented waste, and he
proposed to give both sides of the
question.

In reply to a question by E., B, Wal-
lace, His Worship said the amount of
water used per head increased with the
population. {

Continuing, he said that when the
city reached a population of 50,000, as
all hoped it would, a maximum daily
supply of 10,000,000 gallons would be
required and an average of 6,000,000 gal-
lons. Of this 2,400,000 could be obtain-
ed from Elk lake at a cost for pumping
of $3,200 per annum. The balance
would have to be obtained from other
sourceg and would cost two or three
times as much. - The main from High-
land district would entail an expendi-
ture of $300,000. A large source of sup-
ply would also be required when the
city reached a population of 100,000.

The Mayor then descrtbed his plan
in detail and said it was the same as
recommended by himself to the coun-
cil and petitioned for by a large num-
ber of ratepayers. The only addition
was the sum of $3,500 asked to obtain
a survey of Sooke district. Until com-
plete data regarding Highland and
Sooke districts were obtained it would
not be possible to rightly decide on a
large source of supply. All data was
available about Goldstream, but no one
knew where the city was at. The main
from Highland district would cost
$300,000, but the amount of water avail-
able was not known. Regarding Sooke,
a conservative estimate of the main
the long way round was about $1,500,-
000. He wished to obtain full surveys
of the Sooke district. Tt would cost
$3,500, but double that sum had been
paid recently for a lawyer’s bill and
he preferred to see money spent for
something visible. (Hear, hear.)

The item of $38,000 for restrictive
measures he wished left to the discre-
tion of the wa'ter commissioner, to be

speht with the approval of the council.

No new supply could be obtained. for
three years, and for that time Elk lake
had to be relied on. Many supposed
this could not be done, but it must be
remembered that.with the average
rainfall the lake was up to high water
mark in April.

It had been stated by a member of
the council that if more than 3,000,000
gallons were brought in a day all could
not flow through the filter beds. Their
capacity was 3,600,000, which was much
larger than supposed. This figure was
given as the result of careful calcula-
tions by Mr. Preece, the wwterworks
foreman, who assured him, the speak-
er, that he had no trouble at any time
in fiitering all the water required. In
1902 there had been just as much
warmth about.the water question and
nothing had been done, things had been
running on from day to day. But
every day the city was in danger of a
serfous conflagration. This might come
at any time, and' the risk was being
run of the pump failing and the main
supply of the city going out of sight
at once. The city would then have to
rely upon only 750,000 gallons per day
until the pump could be repaired. The
pump had to be relied upon at both the
Driard hotel and Spencer fires.

Reverting to the 12-inch gravity
main His Worghip said that it had to
try and supply four of an equal capa-
city with itself; one along Burnside
road, another on Topaz avenue'and the
two' that went down Douglas and Gov-
ernment streets. It was a by word
against the ctty and a most foolish
state of affairs. It all arose from the
connection of the 24-inch main with the
12-irich one from the lake; the proper
way was to carry the large sized one
to the reservoir. (Applause.)

The only trouble was some people
had gone sour on Eik alke, but it was
just like being in a house and going
sour on it because it was not swept.
The lake had got dirty, and the city
was to blame for it. If Elk lake were
cleaned out the water from it would
be as pure as any that could be ob-
talned within forty miles of Victoria.

An alarm of fire at this stage of the
proceedings caused a short recess.

In reply to Canon Beanlands, His
Worship said that although it appear-
ed strange water was rendered sweef
and pure by the very weed that grew
In Elk lake and also by the snails that
were present. (Laughter.) That such
was the case had been proved by all
the big cities. The only trouble was
that when the weeds came to the sur-
face in the first hot weather they fer-
mented and caused a sourness. If
they were cut and dragged regularly
and kept below the surface, as was the
case with the New River in London,
the water at all times would be very
clear and sweet.

There was then a slight discussion
between His Worship and T. C. Sorby,
who suggested it might be possible to
obtain a larger supply by drilling. in
the vicinity of Elk lake. In the latter’s
opinion this would save the cost of
mains from long distances. His Wor-
ship said that at present it did not ap-
pear probable that such an additional
supply could be obtained.

In conclusion His Worship said the
proposals of the Voters’ League in 1902
were practically the same as the plan
he suggested. He hoped it would not
meet the same fate. The report of taz
league ante-dated that of Mr. Adams,
but it contained all the information
presented in the latter regarding Elk
lake. He would not ask citizens at the
present meeting to decide to vote upon
the matter but wanted it thrashed out
and something decided wupon. If it
could not be finished in one meeting
then meet agdin to-morrow night and
the night- after until everybody knew
what was best. It was not a meeting
for the mayor and aldermen but for
everyone who wished to discuss the
matter. (Loud applause.)

T. W. Paterson, M. P.P., was the next
speaker, and said that by a system of
ditches through the watershed he was
prépared to say that enough water
could be brought into Elk lake to sup-
ply the city thoroughly and also to
provide power for all the electricity re-
quired. The trouble was that Elk lake
was not high enough to contain the
water that could be brought to it. An
investigation should be made of the
available supply from the vicinity of
Elk lake, and he believed enough would
be found to supply a city of 100,000 in-
habitants. At the other end of Elk
lake a second reservoir would be made
on a higher level than the present one.
There was a large flat at the north end
of the lake that could be easily
dammed. This would hold a certain
amount of water and as it was 25 to 30
feet higher than the present reservoir

‘enough power could be obtained by a

Pelton wheel to pump all the water re-
quired in the higher levels of the city.
In reply to a question, Mr. Paterson
said the first thing to be done was to
find out exactly what water was avail-
able at Elk lake, next to take steps to

conserve it, and then build sufficient
mains to bring it in. A reservoir was a
good thing when necessary, but when
water could be obtained by a pipe line
by all means build 'it. (Applause.)

The Mayor craved permission  to
mention an important matter he had
forgotten .when speaking previously.
Though the by-law. called for $300,000,
only $79,000 of this was required for the
24-inch main. Redistribution called for
$126,000 and was necessary if all the
water required were to be used. Any-
one who had studied the subject knew
that redistribution was necessary
whatever improvements were made in
the system. The tank for 100,000 gal-
lons on the high level was to provide a
force in the case of fire. In New York
this amount was considered sufficient
to fight an average fire.

His Worship next said that it had
been rubbed into the gentlemen present
by the daily .press for a purpose that
the $300,000 by-law was to be spent on
Elk lake alone. It was really but $79,-
000 for the 24-inch main. But that sum
would only mean $3,200 for interest and
sinking fund, while $4,000 would be
saved on pumping.

H. E. Levy said that while he did not
pose as an hydraulic engineer, he
thought the present distribution an-
swered to a certain extent. (‘“No. No.”)
If so, was it necessary to proceed at
once with redistribution?

The Mayor replied that redistribution
was certainly necessary. It did not
‘affect him personally, his house hagd

plenty of water all the time, but there |

were people over James Bay who had
no water for days in succession. But
even if he had plenty of water other
citizens should have the same, and all
over the city should be treated alike.

The by-law to spend $300,000 had not

been permitted by the council to come
before the ratepayers, but He,
speaker, would move at the next coun-
cil meeting that it be reconsidered. He
did not think the council; would refuse
now to let the citizens vote upon it
They could turn it down if they wished,
he would not worry a minute about
that, but wished to give the people a
chance to decide upon a matter to
which he had given an immense am-
ount. of thought and which, he -was
sure, would be money well spent. (Ap-
plause.)

Canon Beanlands then made a few
remarks from the floor of the chamber.
He said he had no wish to say any-
thing derogatory to Elk lake, but new-
comers were always told the water
stank. Would not the Mayor take
steps to prove that the water could be
cleared from this objection? If this
could be done he thought the ratepay-
ers would support a scheme to im-
prove the present’supply.

In reply, His Worship said there was
no complaint until the lake had been
neglected. If it was cleaned and kept
clean there would not be any offensive
smell. In further reply to a question
from the audience the Mayor said that
to clean the lake thoroughly now would
cost about $17,000, a by-law for which
had been endorsed by the city council.
(Hear, hear.) After ‘that the cest of
keeping Elk lake clean would not be
more than $1,000°a year.

B, Gounason-pleaded that-the coun-
cil fo ahead. He said the people would
not object to spend the requisite am-
ount of money, $100,000, if necessary, so
long as the council went ahead and did
something.

Joseph Pierson said that the Lifeboat
Association last year had proposed that
salt water be utilized for fire purposes
in the lower levels. The scheme was to
provide an up-to-date steam lifeboat,
the engines of which could be used for
pumping the salt water. The boat could
algd be used to save life and both the
ends of the city and of the Lifeboat
Association served.

A vote of thanks to the chair was
then moved and carried, after which
the meeting dispersed.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST -
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any:even numbered section of Domirion
Lands in Manitoba or the -Northwest
Provinces, excepting § and 26, not reserv-
ed, may be homesteaded by any pérson
the sole head of a family, or méle over
18 years of age, to'the extent of one-quar-
ter section, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry aqr in-
spection must be made in person by the
applicant at the office of the local Agent
or Sub-Agent.

An application for entry or inspection
°‘made personally at any Sub-Agent’s of-
fice may be wired to the local - Agent by
thg Sub-Agent, ‘at the expense of the ap- "
plicant, and if the land applied for is |
vacant on receipt of the telegram such |
application is to have priority and the |
land will be held until the necessary pa- |
pers to complete the transaction are re- |
ceived by mail {

In case of ‘‘personation” the entry will |
be summarily cancelled and the applicant |
will forfeit all priority of claim. |

An applicant for inspection must bel
eligible for homestead entry, and only one |
application for inspection will be received |
from an individual until that application |
has been disposed of.

A "homesteader whose entry is in good
standing and not liable to cancellation,
may, subject to approval of Department,
relinquish it in favor of father, mother,
son, -daughter, brother or sister, if
eligible, but to no one else, on filing de-
claration of abandonment,

Where an eéntry is summarily cancelled,
or voluntarily abandoned, subsequent to
institution of cancellation proceedings,
the applicant for -inspection will be en-
titled to prior right of entry.

Applicants for inspection must state in
what - particulars thé homesteader is in
default, and if subsequently the state-
nrent is found to be incorrect in material
particulars, the -applicant will losé any
grior right of re-entry, should the land
ecome vacant, or {f entry_ has been
granted it may be summarily cancelled.
DUTIES.—A settler is required to per-
form the conditions under one of the fol-
lowing plans: :

(1) At least six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each year
during the term of three years.
(2) If the. father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a homesteader re-
sides upon a farm in the vicinity of the
land entered for by such homesteader
the requirement as to residence may be
satisfled by such person residing with the
father or mother.

(3) If the gettler has his permanent resi-
dence upon farming land owned by him.in
the vicinity of his homesStead, the ré-
quirement may be satisfied by residence
upon such land.

Before making application for patent
the settler must give six months’ notice
in writing to the Commissioner of Domin-
ion Lands at Ottawa, of his intention to
do so.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

COAL.—Coal lands may be purchased at
$10 per acre for soft coal and $20 for an-
thracite. Not more than 320 acres can be
acquired by one individual or company.
Royalty at the rate of ten cents per ton
of 2,000 pounds shall be collected en the
gross output.

QUARTZ.—A free miner’s certificate
{s granted upon payment in advance of
$5 per annum for an individual, and from
$50 to $100 per annum for a company ac-
cording to capital.

A free miner, having discovered mineral
in place, may locate a claim 1,500x1,500
feet.

The fee for recording a claim is '$5.

At least $100 must be expended on the
claim each year or.paid to the mining re-
corder in lieu théreof. When $600 has
been expended or paid, the locator may,

WATER PROBLEM WILL
BE DEBATED TO-NIGHT

At Public Meetiog Called by Mayor
Moriey—Diagrams of Present
System Prepared.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

This evening ratepayers and the pub-
lic generally will have another oppor-
tunity of hearing the water problem
discussed. This question has been be-
fore the council for so long now that
many citizens are beEoming tired of it,
and no person realizes this better than
His Worship Mayor Morley and the
aldermen. But all, especially the for-
mer, are determined that it shall not be
allowed to drop into oblivion until
something definite is decided upon. In
the words of the Mayor, more water is
sadly needed; in fact it is imperative
that there should be some improvement
in that direction before another sum-
mer. The official mentioned expresses
the opinion that to allow the matter to
g0 by the board for another six months
would mean that Victorians would feel
the need of that refreshing liquid,
“Adam’s Ale,” in 1907 more than ever
before, and the experience, he argues,
would be far from pleasant. And it is
contended that the present system can
be improved sufficiently before the next
hot weather to tide over the difficulty
until water is obtained from another
source. The Mayor also believes that
this can be done at comparatively small
expense.

However, those most directly con-
cerned are determined that a solution
of the problem, one that will be satis-
factory to the required number of rate-
payers, will be reached at the earliest
possible moment. It is with this ob-
ject in view that the Mayor has de-
cided upon to-night's public meeting
and subsequent gatherings of the same
kind, should they be considered neces-
sary. The intention is, if possible, to
do away with any further sessions by
making the situation perfectly clear
this evening. Therefore, at the Mayor’s
request, diagrams have been prepared,
one showing the mains as they are at
the present time, and the other pictur-
ing the Elk lake filter beds, the level
of that body of water under a variety
of circumstances, and other details
which now appear to be known to few
of the citizens whose endorsement is
needed before -the funds required can be
raised. Brief addresses will be deliv-
ered by Mayor Morley and members
of the water committee, after which
those present will be invited to express
their views. But all remarks will be
strietly limited, it being the desire not
to waste time in useless debate, but to
reach some understanding that will re-
sult in the formulation of another by-
law’ that will find favor with the tax-
payers of Victoria.

YACHT SEIZED.

Providence, R. I., Oct. 10.—After having
evaded the United States
immigration officers for more than
weeks, the schooner yacht Frolie, which
left Placentia, Newfoundland, with a
cargo of contraband Chinese immigrants,
was boarded in the Providence river early
to-day and confiscated in the name of
the United States government. Two
Portuguese members of the crew were
placed under arrest, they being the only
persons found on board the boat. Two
men were arrested on suspicion of being
concerned in the smuggling of Chinese
into the United States, while 17 Chinese,
believed to have been padssengers on the
Frolic, were also arrested.
