ARRESTED ON 
EVE OF ERECTION Not for years has there been as much 

interest manifested on polling day as 
there is to-day. The early days of' the 
campaign, now nearing a close, were 
remarkably quiet. Within the last few 
days, however, excitement reached 
fever heat, and to-day polling day has 
proved an intense one.

There is every prospect that the 
vote cast- will be the largest in the 
history of Dominion elections here, and 
will probably reach 4,500. Ùp to the 
time of going to press there had been 
close to 2,800 votes cast.

The arrangements at Institute hall, 
the place ft polling, were perfect under 
Returning Officer Hick, and the work 
progressed without a hitch.

At the hour of opening, 9 o’clock 1* 
the morning, there was an immense 
crowd ready to record their votes. 
Among • them was the minister ' of 
mines, Hon. Wm. Templeman, the 
Liberal candidate. All day long he re­
mained at the polling place. His op­
ponent, G. H. Barnard, was likewise 
early on the ground, and remained on 
duty most of the polling hours.

There was a noticeable increase in 
the speed of the autos after lunch. The 
levers - were set to the highest notch, 
and no time was lost.

It was a good-humored crowd all 
through, and ready with quips and 
jokes at the expense of both sides,

"A fine day—for whoever gets In,” 
was one friend’s greeting to another.

“Yes, but it is sure a cold day for 
the Conservatives," came the reply.

“Well, I have friends on both sides," 
responded the first speaker philosophi­
cally.

Seattle, Oct. 26.—As far as the Alaska 

Steamship Company is concerned there 
is no change in the rate war with the 
Canadian Pacific Steamship Company. 
The latter company to-morrow will 
raise its fare to Victoria on the steam­
er Princess Victoria to 32 each way, 
and 33.50 for the round trip, or 32 as a 
special week-end rate. The American 
company is still giving a rate of 25 
cents each way to Victoria on the 
steamer Whatcom and the announce­
ment is made that no change is contem­
plated for the present. Ten days ago 
the International Company withdrew 
the Chippewa from the Victoria route 
for the winter. However, there Is a 
possibility that this fast steamer will 
be again placed in service next month 
and in that event the American com­
pany may advance its rate.

Quebec, Oct. 25.—The branch of the 
Banque Provinciale at St. Raphael, 
Bellechase county, was visited and dy­
namited by burglars early on Saturday 
morning and all the contents of the 
vault taken away. It was a little after 
midnight when Mr. Fiset; the local 
manager was awakened by an explo­
sion.

Idaho, 
Montana, Colorado, Nebraska, Nevada. 
Indiana, Ohio, Delaware, Kansas and 
South Dakota, 301 votes. All over the 
country there is a change of 25 to 50 
per cent, from thé Roosevelt vdte of 
1904 to Mr. Bryan.

“The result is no longer in doubt in 
New York. The 39 votes of the state 
are assured for Mr. Bryan, he will win 
■by a substantial majority. The Empire 
State can no longer be included In that 
territory called the enemy’s country. I 
speak from information gained from a 
thorough canvass report from every 
county In the state.”

The quiet which prevailed at Re­
publican national and state headquar­
ters in this city on Saturday is the 
calm preceding the political whirlwind 
which is to break lose over this sec­
tion this week. Chairman Hitchcock 
will return this morning from Chicago 
in time to see Mr. Taft before the lat­
ter’s departure for New Haven, where 
he\will speak at noon.

Death of Rev. Dr. Hiram Bingham, 
Who Worked Among Gilbert 

Islanders.

Baltimore, Md., Oct. 26.—Rev. Dr. 
Hiram Bingham, the noted congrega­
tional missionary who underwent a 
surgical operation at the John Hopkins 
hospital last week, died there yester­
day. Dr. Bingham, who was born in 
Honolulu in 1831, to which place his 
parents had gone from America in 1820 
as pioneer "missionaries. In 1856 he 
went to the Gilbert Islands as a mis­
sionary.

Dr.' Bingham reduced the Gilbertese 
language to writing and wrote a num­
ber of books in that tongue.

Manila, Oct. 26.—In a desperate fight, 
prolonged for hours, which occurred 
on Friday near Iligan, Island of Min­
danao, nine Filipino laborers and their 
superintendent, also a native, were 
killed by marauders and four other na­
tives were wounded. Whether or not 
the attacking Moros suffered any loss 
cannot now be ascertained.

The fight took place upon the Shep­
herd plantation. The Moro band, fol­
lowing the tactics usually employed by 
the outlaws, attempted a surprise, 
which was so far successful that sev­
eral men were killed in the first rush. 
The Filipinos then rallied and after a 
bloody hand-to-hand struggle, drove 
the Moros to shelter, after which the 
battle was continued for several hours 
at long range.

The bodies of the dead Filipinos were 
mutilated in a horrible manner. Be­
fore they were driven off the Moros 
succeeded in firing the plantation 
stores, which, with their contents, were 
destroyed.

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Our climate may be all summers, our 
days all afternoons, but our McBride 
government slurAbers in the land of the 
lotus eaters; it neglects to knit and re­
fuses to spin; it cannot even dream 
vigorously, much less act with decision.

With an area great enough to form 
an empire, with mineral to flood the 
world, with agricultural lands rich and 
vast enough to support millions, British 
Columbia as a province does nothing 
nothing but cry for pap. If it were not 
for what the Dominion government has 
helpetÿüs to, given us, and forced upon 
us, we would be off this map.

It is abou£ time that a change was 
made in the administration of our pro­
vincial affairs. While nature has done 
more for us In many things than for 
any of our sister provinces, we have 
probably done less for ourselves than 
any of them—infinitely less than On­
tario and Manitoba, less even than 
"Quebec.

Notwithstanding our climate, our in­
numerable garden-valleys, our fruit 
lands that will some day, as we 
fondly hope, make us the “orchard of 
the Empire,” notwithstanding all these, 
British Columbia imported last year 
over thirty-seven million pounds of 
food. This food consisted of meats, 
poultry, butter, milk, cheese, fruit and 
vegetables. We also imported two mil­
lion seven hundred thousand dozen 
eggs. The figures are vast, staggering, 
but they are not ours, they are Mr. 
Tatlow’s. We take them from his 
budget speech of 20th February, 1908. 
We paid for this food over four millions 
of dollars, including upwards of two 
hundred and thirty thousand dollars 
of duty. Nearly all of this food could 
have been grown or raised here, and if 
we had been blessed with a modern, 
energetic government it would have 
been. McBride & Co. have been too 
busy howling about making this a 
white man’s country to think of bring­
ing white men in to it. How many im­
migrants has our provincial govern­
ment brought in? If you leave out the 
work of its agents, the Salvation Army, 
it is dollars to doughnuts that 
could put them all into a bob-tailed 
car and not inconvenience the conduc­
tor.

THE COLONIST AND THE 
CAMPAIGN.

IThe Dominion election of 1908 is over. 
Ere this Issue of the Times reaches Its 
readers the result of the contest In 
Victoria will be decided. Only the 
counting of the ballots will remain to 
be done. We think we may say advis­
edly that It was one of the most ex­
traordinary electoral fights ever waged 
In this city or In any constituency un­
der the British flag. It waa  ̂remarkable 
chiefly for the tact that scarcely one 
issue of national significance was dis­
cussed by those who are usually In a 
position to nominate the Issues, the 
opposition. In other constituencies of 
Canada the leaders of the Conserva­
tives party based their case against the 
Laurier government principally upon 
the alleged scandals brought to light 
within recent years. They could not 
elect to raise such" Issues here in Vic­
toria, because the two scandals" which 
had a local significance had been ef­
fectually disposed of previous to the 
opening of the campaign. Nor could the 
directors of the Conservative campaign 
take their stand upon federal issues 
proper, such as the tariff and the de­
velopment of the western country by 
construction of railways and encour­
agement of Immigration, because any 
display of antagonisip to such a pol­
icy would have been fatal to the pros­
pects of their condldates. The result 
was that falsehood of the most ma­
lignant character; mutilation, distor­
tion and falsification of records; mis­
representation of statements of public 
men; publication of fake dispatches; 
circulation of documents calculated to 
inflame one section of the community 
against another upon religious or race 
grounds; raking up of matters of a 
purely private character and having no 
relationship whatever to the Issues; 
everything base, mean, unworthy and 
contemptible was resorted to In the 
hope of accomplishing the defeat of the 
Minister in the Laurier government 
who is the candidate in Victoria. 3uch 
an exhibition of vanom and malice has 
never before been displayed In an elec­
tion campaign in the city of Victoria 
or elsewhere.

To the credit of Mr. Barnard it must 
be confessed that, openly at least, he 
gave no countenance to such vile pro­
ceedings. In his addresses he was 
studiously fair, courteous and gentle­
manly. But the conduct of the cam­
paign was taken out of his hands and 
delivered over, apparently, to the man­
agement of the Colonist, with, possibly, 
the elements which hang upon the 
skirts of the McBride government as 
auxiliaries. The result was just what 
might have been expected under such 
conditions. The Toronto Mail and Em­
pire is usually credited with occupy­
ing a consplcuofis eminence as a politi­
cal malignant which accomplishes more 
evil than good for the cause It es­
pouses. The Mail and Empire has 
never In the course of Its career sunk 
to the depths sounded by our localycon- 
temporary In ijs frenzy against Mr. 
Templeman In this campaign. The 
Colonist has made journalism a by­
word, It has dragged the profession of 
journalist In the mire, by Its methods. 
By publishing statements palpably un­
true on their'face It has stamped Itself 
as unworthy of belief, and, unfortun­
ately, In a measure It has filled the 
minds of the public with distrust of 
statements made by newspapers in 
general. It is consequently no won­
der that men in this western country 
think they can effectually dispose of 
a matter by shrugging their shoulders 
and saying, "Oh, that Is only a news­
paper yarn."

In the campaign the Times attempted 
to appeal as effectually as possible to 
the reason and the intelligence of the 
community.* It discussed the Issues 
properly before the public. Whether 
Its candidate wins or loses in the fight, 
it and he come out of It in possession 
of their self-respect, and we hope still 
retaining the respect of all of their 
opponents whose good opinion is of any 
value.

There has been some criticism for 
political purposes of the rates obtain­
ing at the Dominion government dry 
dock at Esquimau and comparisons 
have been Instituted between that dock 
and a private dock on Puget Sound. 
It Is a well known fact that private 
docks during a slack season are often 
willing to haul a ship out of the water 
at a low rate with the hope of making 
up the price on the repairs. In a gov­
ernment institution, however, it is ab­
solutely necessary to have a fixed 
rate. The United States government 
dock at Bremerton has such a fixed 
rate, and these rates are just doable 
those which are charged here.

In comparison with the dock 
Quartermaster Harbor the extended 
rates to which exception has been 
taken here do not apply, because that 
dock cannot handle a vessel over 400 
feet In length.

Full Details Received of Wreck' of Steamship 

Aeon—How Ten Weeks’ Time Was Spent 

By Crew and Passengers.

The steamship Aorangi from Aus­
tralia Saturday afternoon, brought 
from Fiji the full details of the wreck 
of the steamship Aeon on Christmas 
island on July 18th, the story of the 
life of the crew and passengers on the 
low lying rock in the Pacific and the 
incidents connected with the taking off 
of the modern Crusoes by the steam­
ship Manuka.

Special interest attaches to the story 
in view of the fact that Capt. Downie, 
who commanded the Aeon, is a Can­
adian who is well known by many in 
Victoria. He is a brother of Mrs. H. C. 
Brewster, of this city, and on different 
occasions has visited here. A few days 
before leaving this coast on what 
turned out to be such an eventful voy­
age, Capt. Downie in company with his 
wife spent several days with his sis­
ter. Mrs. Downie remained behind 
when the Aeon left with her cargo In 
order to visit friends at various points 
in America before departing. Her 
friends were able to keep from her the 
reports of the Aeon being a missing 
ship until the message came from the 
captain himself from Fanning island 
telling that all was well.

Only a day or two ago Mrs. Downie 
started from San Francisco for Aus­
tralia to meet her husband.

The Aeon, as previously stated In 
these columns, was a steel steamship 
owned by Messrs. Howard Smith & 
Co., Ltd., of Australia, and was run in 
conjunction with another 
the San Francisco-Australian service.

They were 
all of canvas, with the exception of the 
last named, which was of canvas, with 
an outside covering of timber.

The shipwrecked people realized that 
they might be there a long time before 
help reached them, so large quantities 
of provisions were taken ashore. When 
the island was left, there was left in a 
water-tight tent provisions sufficient to 
sustain an entire ship’s company for at 
least eight months.

For the first few days water was 
obtained from the ship, and the chief 
engineer rigged up a condenser on 
shore. About a week after, however, 
one of the European passage workers 
who was acting as carpenter dug a 
well about half-a-mile back from the 
beach. After digging eight feet through 
coral and coarse white sand, a beauti­
ful stream of fresh water was struck.
There was plenty of water, which rose 
and fell with the tide. The Chinese 
also dug a well for their use. Both 
wells were boarded up the sides and 
covers made for them, so that the two

The latter 
was going ashore to give any attention 
necessary to Mrs. Patrick. The Lone 
Hand, however, proved incapable 
of proceeding under her own power 
and an attempt was made to tow her 
ashore but she became unmanagahle 
and had to be abandoned. In spite of 
the efforts of Capt. Downie, however, 
the boat went on thezrocks and was 
dashed to pieees. Capt. Downie had 
intended preserving the vessel and 
taking it to .Australia with him.

All spoke in the highest terms of 
Capt. Downie. The Chinese crew, 
however, were open to condemnation. 
They became panic stricken when th'ï 
vessel was being tossed about on the 
reef and laid hold of every available 
life belt.

SUGGESTED CONFERENCE 
MAY BE ABANDONED

Vienna Newspapers Violently 
Assail British Attitude— 

Negotiations in Berlin.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 24.—The fate of 
proposal to re-knit thethe Russian 

broken strands of the Balkan Agree­
ments by means of a conference of the 
powers, rests, it is realized here, on 
the outcome of negotiations which M. 
iewolsky, the Russian foreign minis­
ter; will open to-day in Berlin. Ac­
cording to press dispatches received 
here the impression is gaining ground 
in several of thé European capitals 
that the proposed conference will be 
abandoned on account of the difficul­
ties in the way of formulating a pro­
gramme, but the highest authorities of 
the foreign office here do not share 
this view, and point to the obvious im­
possibility of settling the breaches of 
international compacts by
methods than international conference.

Separate preliminary agreements 
such as the Turco-Bulgarlan and Aus- 
trian-Turkish arrangements, they say, 
are considered highly desirable, but 
these do not obviate the necessity for 
international sanction.

the workingmen who elected him to 
the legislature. He had to make good 
and he Introduced a Natal Act, a class 
of measure which would be restrictive 
against every country but Japan. In 
the agreement the Laurier government 
has made this province has more ef­
fective protection than the Bowser act 
gives it. (Cheers.) This act was so 
cleverly drawn up, its meaning so hid­
den in a mass of verbiage, by this so­
licitor of Mr. Gotoh’s, who knew that 
at the moment Japanese were being 
pumped in to work on the C. P. R., 
that this Is how It read, stripped of 
legal phrases: 'The immigration into 
British Columbia of any person who 
shall fail to read or write in English 
or in any language of Europe SHALL 
be lawful.’

"Japan kept that agreement in 1903, 
not, 1905 and 1906. There was no Jap­
anese question till in 1907, when over 
8,000 arrived in British Columbia. No 
wonder there was an agitation, culmin­
ating in those unfortunate riots! What 
did the government- -do? Sent • Mr. 
Lemieux to Japan to find out why the 
agreement was not kept. He discov­
ered that during ten months only 210 
Japs had left that country under 
regularly-issued passports. The others 
had come in under contracts made by 
one Gotoh.

“That is the kind of legislation you 
get from men who are preaching a 
white British Columbia to you to-day.

"Bowser, the voice of the Conserva­
tives in British .Columbia, lawmaker 
of the McBride government, . when 
given" an opportunity to show his pren­
tice hand wants to legalize the coming 
In of Japanese #vho cannot read or 
write in English op other European 
language. At the same time Geo. E. 
Foster, voice of the Conservatives in 
the East, says he would restrict no man 
because of his race or color.

"And they come to you and preach a 
white British Columbia.

“Who is Gotoh? A very clever and 
well educated Japanese who had been 
engaged in supplying Oriental labor 
for the Northern Pacific anfl other 
large corporations. He came to Van­
couver, succeeded in making large con­
tracts, " organized a sister company in 
Tokio, sent over the contracts as proof 
that the labor was required and got 
passports issued. Those who could not 
get here direct • on account of the 
agreement with Canada were sent to 
Honolulu andw got in in that way.

* e *

“When the facts were discovered 
and represented to the Japanese gov­
ernment it at once said it would not 
allow any of Its subjects to emigrate 
under the Gotoh contracts. They have 
kept that agreement Our government 
passed rigid Immigration laws and 
stipulated that all must come direct 
from their own country. This left 
Canada and Japan exactly as they 
were In 1963. Contrast that with the 
record of the Conservatives, who cry 
for a white British Columbia.

* * *

"That Is the sort of legislation you 
would get from Harry Barnard. I un­
derstand he has a weakness for un­
derground legislation and he 
take kindly to that of the Bowser type.

"We have Bdwser stating that he saw 
thé contract for the first time the Sat­
urday previous; that it was entered in­
to between Gotoh and the Northern Pa­
cific railway at Tacoma, Wash. Read 
it and you find a elapse stating that 
chapter II. of the revised statutes of 
Canada, 1897, shall apply! Fancy a 
contract made by a foreign corporation 
and in the United States applying a 
section of Canadian law! How much 
reliance can you place on Bowser's de­
nial of solicitorship when in the vçry 
contract itself is a reference to our 
laws and he says it came from Tacoma, 
Wash. ‘

“Here I come into contact with W. 
S. Bowser. You remember the election 
of February, 1907. The day before that 
election the Vancouver Province pub­
lished details of a contract between 
Gotoh and the G. T. P. for the supply 
of 60,000 Japanese, giving Bowser cre­
dit editorially for the Information. It 
looked true, people believed It. and it 
won the Vancouver and Victoria seats 

/ for the Conservatives. Bowser came 
over here and regaled a large audience 
with the story. The Colonist gave it. 
You could not have elected the Arch­
angel Gabrled In face of that. The 
people of British Columbia will never 
stand 50,000 Japanese, or any Japanese, 
coming Into the province for the pur­
pose of constructing our great national 
highways. (Cheers.)

“After the mischief was done it was 

found there was absolutely not one 
word of truth In that story. Watch

“And these are the men who preach 

a white British Columbia.
“If Bowser acknowledges that he is 

solicitor for Gotoh he must acknowledge 
also he made improper use of papers of 
his clients; he must plead guilty of hav­
ing deceived the legislature in introduc­
ing an act which would in no way pre­
vent the bringing in of Japanese.
J. Bowser has too much sense to ac­
knowledge he was Gotoh’s solicitor, but 
while he is sick his leader. McBride, 
says he was. A nice combination these 
Conservatives are.

“If you don't believe me go to the 
registrar of joint stock companies, pay 
your 25c. and see the articles of incor­
poration of the Shoto Company, of 
which Gotoh is the head. The witness 
to the execution of the articles is Wm. 
Hy. Johnson, law clerk in Bowser’s of­
fice, and endorsed on the document is 
the firm name of Bowser and Wall- 
bridge, barristers, solicitors, etc., Van­
couver, B. C. He was not only Gotoh’s 
solicitor, but incorporated the very com­
pany which brought in all the Japs that 
made the trouble. Attached is the 
agreement which says the company was 
formed to take over the contract made 
with Gotoh for the supplying of la­
borers to rthe C. F. R., the considera­
tion being $15.000.

“And yet these men preach a white

Liberal Candidate in Vancou­
ver Delivers a Telling 

Address.

22.—Central ParkVancouver, Oct.
Tuesday night the sceme of awas on

most successful Liberal meeting which 
was held in the joint interests of W. 
W. B. Mclnnes and Mr. Jardina Den­
nis Murphy and Mr. Mclnnes were the 
speakers. Mr. Clelland presided, and 
opened with a speech that had the true 
catchy ring about it. Calmly and cri­
tically attentive at the outset, the 
audience passed easfly, in course of' 
the proceedings, from intelligent appre­
ciation to ardent and enthusiastic ac­
cord, and the appUuise amid which Mr.
